REPORT §

The absence of every kind of record connected
with the interests of St. John’s Church, anterior
to the date of 1847, has rendered it a difficult
task, at the present moment, to frame a reliable
representation of the affairs of our church. For,
although truthful and correct in its general pur-
port, it will be found deficient in that precision
of detail, so essentially necessary in the reports
of all matters of & public character. With this
declaration of the disadvantage of drawing up a
report, the following facts are regpectively sub-
‘mitted: to_the %nt consideration of the

Church has in view. A retrospect of the affairs
of our local branch, so far as collections may be
taken as a test, is upon the whole very encour-
aging for the past year. The collections made,

amounted to £20 18s. 13d. of this sum
£10 9s. 13d. was transmitted to the Parent
Society, and the remainder £10 95, was hand-
ed over to the Churchwardens.

Besides this collection, there were three
special offertory collections made in the Church
_one for the Mission fund, one for the
Widows and 'Orphans’ fund, and one for the
General Purposes Fund, making together the
sum of £99s. 7d. So that the sum of £19 18s, 8d.
was contributed by this congregation during
the past year, for the diffusion of true religion
in the poor and destitute settlements of the
Diocese. «

to be informed that, in prosecuting those objects,
the Society continues to employ travelling
Missionaries in the various destitute tracts of
this vast Diocese, two of whom are zealously
laboring in the northern townships comprised in
the late District of Wellington ; that twenty-two
candidates are preparing for the Ministry in
Trinity College (an_institution which will ever
be a monument of the zeal and indomitable
energy of the present Bishop of the Diocese) ;
that four widows and fifteen orphans—left in
destitution by those who had died in their
Master’s service, and whose scanty stipends did,
not enable them to make provisions for those
who were dear to them—have been assisted by
the Society ; and that the building of churches
and parsonages, and the maintenance of Scrip-
tural ‘schools, have been encouraged and

Notwithstanding this result, which may be
regarded as a presage of future usefulness, it
is nevertheless painful and lamentable to re-
flect how very inadequate are the means at the
Society’s disposal for the accomplishment of its
truly grand and Christian objects.

To instance this in only one branch of the
Society’s operations, your Society:would refer to

age 16 of the last Report, under the head of
<« Mission Fund.”

< Your committee feel confident that if this
object were brought more prominently hefore
the several congregations who enjoy the means
of grace; if they were told plainly how many
Townships werenecessarily deprived, from year
to year, of the services of our Church on Sun-
day, the proceeds of the Annual Collections to
he appropriated to the Mission Fund would be
greatly increased. It is written in the Epistle
of Paul to Timothy, v. 8.—¢ If any man pro-
videnot for his own, and especially for those of
his own house, he hath denied the faith, and is
worse than an infidel.” The Society therefore
feels constrained to confine its exertions to the
promotion of missionary objects within the
bounds of its own Diocese. However deeply
Churchmen may sympathize with other Socie-
ties, associated for the purpose of carrying on
the good work, either in ther land or its
numerous dependencies, th ust feel that the
wants of the Church in this Diocese have para~
mount claims on their liberality. In the Home
District alone there are several Townships, in
each of which flourishing villages are springing
up, to minister to the spiritual wants of whose
inhabitants would afford ample employment for
several Clergymen, but who are not visited
even periodically by & Travelling Misgion.ary.;
and the same may be said of every District in
the Diocese.”

Surely who ever can rise from the perusal of
such affecting statements with heart unmoved
or without the firm resolve rising to his lips,
that he will use his most strenuous efforts to
mitigate as soon and as far as in him lies so
lameutable a destitution of the means of grace
and the ordinances of Religion, must be sadly
wanttng in that greatest of all Christian graces;
the divine grace of charity.

There is one other topic having a general re-
ference to the well-being of the Church in this
Diocese, to which your committee beg leave to
advert before entering upon the consideration
of those matters coming more immediately
within the sphere of their observation—rviz. the
great and gratifying and well directed advance
the Church in this Diocese has made towards
the attainment of the free and unfettered exer-
cise of synodical action. i

Your committee cordially concur in the opinion
expressed in the last Annual Report of the
Midland and Vietoria District Branch, that
<ithe absence of synodical action damps the ener-
gies of the Laity, and prevents the full devel-
opment of those powers which they possess, for
lengthening her cords and strengthening her
stakes, and for making her a praise upon earth
and refuge of the weary traveller.”

And they would further adopt the language
of that Report as expressive of their own senti-
ments, where it is stated, ¢ That they cannot
but hail with delight the expressions not only of
sur Diocesan’s views on this absorbing subject ;
but that also of other Colonial Bishops, who
with him deplore the evils which have flowed,
and must continue to flow, from the want of
guch a system of Church Discipline, as would

It is from want
of correct information respecting the resources
of the Church, more especially those derived
from public sources, and the mode of their ap-
propriation, thatis, in the opinion of your com-
‘mittee, the cause of that lack of interest on the
part of many of her members in the prosperity
of the Church, and of the apathy and indiffer-
ence with which too many of them behold the
attempts that are being made to deprive
her just inheritance. A vast numberof Church
people; especially those who reside in remote and
isolated settlements, imagine that the Clergy
Reserve Funds furnish ample means to supply
a sufficiency of resident Clergy for the wants of
the country, and when they find themselves
left without the regular ministrations of religion,
they are too apt to murmur and even suspect of
malversation those who are entrusted with the
management of the Funds.

. In proof of this, your committee beg to refer
to & passage which occurs in the Gore and Wel-
lington Districts travelling missionary’s report,
page 39 of the parent Society's last Annual Re-
port 3 and your committee give greater weight
to the assertion of this laborious Clergyman,
because of the great territorial extent of his
mission.

He travelled, it appears, during the yearin the
digcharge of his official duties, no less than
8,648 miles, and consequently must have had
frequent opportunities of forming an accurate
opinion of the sentiments and feelings of a large
body of the Laity:

the wharyes, steamboats, and the City in gen-’
eral, for the sale of Bibles, Prayer Books and
Religious Tracts, where thereis an ability to
pay, and where thereis not, then a gratuitous
distribution to a limited extent. ~As the spring
opens, the tide of emigration sets in on these
shores, but independently of this, we are to ex-
pect this year a large accession to our popula-
tion, in consequence of the extensive operations
caused by railroad enterprise. Arewe not there-
fore hound to the utmost of our ability to circu-
late the Word of God, the only rule of our faith,
to accompany it with the book of Common
Prayer, in whose soul-stirring supplications the
pious find a most weleome relief, and an invalu-
able treasure; aud more than this, should we
not lend our hand to provide them with the pre-
cious means of grace through the agency of a
ministry endowed with suthority to teach and
to guide unto truth ? &

1t will not fail to recur to the minds of not
a few in this meeting that arrangements were
made last year to appoint to each ward, collec-
tors in behalf of the several associations in the
city. In four wards the work was effectually
and satisfactorily done : in the remaining three,
Rideau. Victoria, and Sydenham, it was par-
tially done, oraltogether unfulfilled. Your Com-
mittee would therefore suggest the continuance
of the same system, only effectually carried out,
and would recommend thata personal appeal
be made to every family and individual in the
Communion of the Church, in behalf of the
many important objects of the institution.

The Depository, under the superintendence
of Mrs. Ferng, has received this year an in-
creased support. Of Bibles, there have been
sold 120, of Prayer Books , and of Religi-
ous Tracts and Works above 700. This how-
ever is but a small matter compared with the
numbers and wealth of our people. Let us hope,
that if we are spared to live to another anni-
versary, we shall be enabled to speak better
things.

Your Committee would now come to the in-
come and expenditure of the association, of
which the following is a brief statement.

The amount of subscriptions received during
the last eleven months has been £128 14s. 5d.,
not reckoning a donation of £25 from Mrs. Ma-
caulay to the Widows and Orphans’ Fund. To
the account of income must be added the bal-
ance in hand on the commencement of the year,
£38 8s. 6d.

The proceeds of sales at depository amount
to £78 18s. 6d. The stock on hand is worth
about £60.

The expenditurearising from the payrents of
the salaries allowed to the Missionaries of Bar-
riefield, Wolfe Island and Portsmouth, from the
payment of Books ordered from Christian Know-
ledge Society, Rowsell“of Toronto, Stamford
and Swords of N. Y., from the payment of the
quarter of general subseriptions transmitted to
Toronto, and from the commission on collecting
subscriptions has been met by funds in the
Treasurer’'s hands, and a balance now remains
to the credit of the association, of £27 17s. 8d.

Tt is time to refer to the reports received from
other Parochial Branches ; and as to St. James’s
in this eity, its report will be meagre, owing to
the two facts :—

1. Having understood that a sub-committee,
appointed at the last annual meeting of the
District Branch, would canvass Victoria Ward,
this association suspended its operations till
within about a month since, having been in-
formed that the sub-committee was not likely to
act. A collection has been commenced, but not
completed.

IL. The corgregation having purchased an or-
gan, the efforts made to pay for it will greatly
interfere with collections for any foreign object.

It is gratifying to observe the steady progress
which the Church makes in this portion of the
Lord’s Vineyard.

The Committee of St. Paul’s Parochial Asso-
ciation reports, thdt, during the year 1853,
there has been collected in aid of the Branch of
the Church Society the sum of £10, of which
£2 10s. has been remitted to the Parent Society,
and the remainder has been expended on local
purposes, viz: to aid in raising funds for heat-
ing the church. The committée also mention
that a very large expenfliture has during the
year been made by the congregation and other
friendly chnrchmen for heating, painting and re-
pairing the church, the aggregate of which
would amount to about the sum of £120, which
has in some measure been the cause why the
committee has not raised a larger and more gen-
eral subscription for the purposes of the asso-
ciation. d

From a review, however, of the subscriptions
and donations in aid of the objects of the
Church Society,it will appear that notwithstand-
ing the expectation was indulged that the Rural
Parochial Branches would this past year have
contributed towards the missions now deriving
a portion of support from St. George’s Parochial
Association, yet disappointment has heen the
result, for no assistance has been received from
them. Your Committee, however, are fully as-
sured that if the field before usis to be occu-
pied and cultivated in a profitable manner, there
must be a hearty co-operation on the part of all
the members of the church now enjoying her
ministrations and participating in the many
blessings which flow from a due appreciation of
her ordinances. We must not allow any local

Deeply sensible that after having done all, we
are unprofitable servants, it is yet permitted us
to feel cheered and encouraged by the fact that
our progress has been onward; that, although
our local wants are many and pressing, the poor
and the destitute have not been forgotten ;
through your liberality many residing in the
backward townships have at least been reminded
of what they had been familiar with at home,
and many children who had been growing up
caveless and ignorant, instructed in the princi-
ples of the Gospel.

Our hopes and plans, when we met together
in this place on the last Anniversary, were that
a Clergyman might be obtained for Cookestown
and Nottawasaga, and we engaged that to the
utmost of our power we would assist the poor
members of our Church in the latter place for
four or five years to support their Minister. In
that hope we were disappointed; many deaths
having oceurred among the Clergy, the old
missions required to be supplied hefore new ones
could be opened. It is, however, hoped and
believed that during the ensuing summner a
Clergyman will be appointed to those destitute
portions of the Lord’s vineyard, and we still
continue our pledge that for five years a con-
siderable portion of our missionary funds shall
be devoted to his support. But when disap-
pointed in obtaining a Clergyman, God enabled
us to send a devoted Catechist, and in February,
1858, Thomas Duke was appointed to that office,
with directions to visit the friends and members
of the Church from house to house, read the
Scriptures to the people, and when he could,
pray with them, using the confession, some of
the Collectsand the Lord’s Prayer ; ascertaining
what families might be destitute of Bible and
Prayer Books, that means might be’taken for
supplying them; where possible, to establish
Sunday Schools, and when that could not be
done, give the children portions of the Catechism
and Scriptures to learn, to be repeated to him
on his next visit; and on Sundays to assemble
the people and read the Prayers and a printed
Sermon.

For eight months he faithfully performed the
required duty; but at the end of that time his
health failed, and your Committee regret to
have to state that Mr. Duke is still unable to
resume his important labors. Whilst able to
travel, he visited every member of the Church
and many others in the townships of Artemesia,
Collingwood, Ospry, Euphrasia, Nottawasaga,
and parts of Essa and Innisfil. His journal
concludes with the following observations :— 1
would remark that I have left no liouse where
they profess to belong to the Church without a
Catechism ; at present there are but few families
where the children can repeat the answers con-
tained in it. The excuse generally was,—we
have no Catechism, nor can we obtain one. Now
that they are left without excuse, L hope, if
spared to visit them again, T shall not find the
children so destitute of instruction as formerly.
Also whenever it was possible to read the Scrip-
tures and have prayer in the several houses, I
did so.”

ARRIVAL OF THE CANADA.

Halifax, Feb. 17.

The steamship Canada arrived this morning.

The steamer Nashville, from New York,
January 16th, arrived off Cowes on the 2nd ingt.
having experienced heavy wheather, and lost
part of her paddle boxes.

The steamship Glasgow arrived out om
the 2nd.

The steamer Andes, from Liverpool, had put
back.

The news is ominious of war. The answer
from England and France to Russia enquiries
respecting the entry of the fleet was declared, on
the 1st July, to the Ministers in London and
Paris.

The terms of reply did not transpire. The
Russian Minister is reported to have withdrawn
himself from London on the 5th.

England is sending a squadron of small steam-
ers to take sounding at the entrance of the Bal-
tic for the fleet.

Orders are understood to have been sent to
the British and French Ambassadors at St.
Petersburg to demand their passports. At a
Council held at the Tuilleries January 30th, the
question of sending in extraordinary land force
to Turkey, was fully discussed; it is proposed
to send £0,000 men.

England will send only s small force, but will
pay half the expenses.

The British army is to be increased imme-
diately by 11,000 regulars, and the Navy by
11,000 men.

No change had occmrred on the Danube.
Although abstainingfrom great operations, the
Turks gave the Russians no rest.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Parlinment was opened on the 31st ult. The
crowd was much greater than usual on the route
tothe House, and the Queen was greatly cheer-
ed, but Prince Albert was occasionally hissed.

The Turkish Minister was cordially re-
ceived.

The House was unusually full of splendid
costumes, but no member of the American Lega-
tion was present, the Master of the Ceremonics
having sent notice that all the diplomatic corps
must appear in full costume.

The Queen, in her Speech, alluded to the
difficulties existing between Turkey and Russia,
and spoke of the co-operation with France to
endeavour to preserve peace. She thinks it
requisite to make further augmentation of the
Naval and Military Forces, and recommends a
Bill, she has ordered to be framed, opening the
coasting trade of the United Kingdom to the
ghips of all friendly nations.

ViesNa.—Count Buol has drawn out a de-
claration of neutrallity, with a strong leaning
towards the views of Western Powers, and has
given this to Count Orloff as a final answer.
Orloff’s mission has therefore failed. The
(zar’s proposals were to form a defensive league
with all the German Powers, and if the Wes-
tern Powers attack any one thereof, Russia
would make a common cause with them, and
would not conclude any peace without consulting
their interests. The German Powers, through
Austria, definitely refused. Russia is therefore
isolated.

The foreign Powers are immediately to de-
mand the evacuation of the Principalities and
will compel it forthwith.

France—declines answering the Russian
question respecting the entry of the Fleet into
the Black Sea.

Skirmishing was continued on the line of
the Danube.

(ol. Dier, who had been sent by the French
Government to report upon the condition of the
Turkish Army on the Danube, pronounces it able
to keep the Russians in check for a long time
to come.

A rumour is current of a Naval Battle be-
tween the Allied and Russian fleets in the
Black Sea.

The Russian Commander at Sebastopool has
heen cashiered, for not preventing the English
frigate Retribution from entering that Port.

The English engineers made prisoners at
Sinope have been released.

In the House of Lords, the Marquis of Clanri-
carde complained that the Queen’s Speech gave
no indication of the future intentions of the Go-
vernment as to war. He thought British want
of energy had deceived the Czar into the war
into which Europe would soon be plunged.

The Earl of Clarendon defended the course
pursued by the Government towards the Czar.

The Earl of Derby remarked that there was
no allusion in the speech to other foreign rela-
tions, and no notice taken of President Pierce’s
message concerning important question pend-
ing with England.

The Earl of Aberdeen defended the delay in
taking notice of these points, but gave no ex-
planation as to the Eastern question.

A debate arose as to the recent imputations
thrown upon Prince Albert, the Earl of Aberdeen
and others defending the Prince.

The Government Engineers have reported the
mail steamers unfit for war purposes.

ARRIVAL OF THE BALTIC.
New York, Feb. 20.

The Baltic arrived below last night at 9 o’clock.
Dates to the 8th. Europa arrived out on the 6th.

The Czar's last proposal rejected. Nego-
ciation broken off. Russian Ministers left
London and Paris. Instructions sent to English
and French Ministers to withdraw from St.
Petershurg. :

All the rumors of the bad success of the Orloff
Mission are now confirmed.

This club, secret agents of Russia, received
their orders to circulate reports on Bourse
and in the streets. No arrests were made.

French papers are ordered not to speak of the
movements of Troops or other preparations
of war, except in terms set forth in the
Moniteur.

Among other significant orders recently given
by the French Government is one for 3,000,000
of cannon balls !

The Paris Palric confirms statements, that
Omar Pacha’s movements have cut off communi-
cation between the Russian armies, that Kis-
seleff ig to meet Baron Brunow, the London
Ex-Minister, at Brussels. Orders are given
to the Atlantic Squadron to proceed to Toulon,
supposed to take troops on hoard.

Russian forces understood to be concentrated
at Kalafat.

Private lotters say, that the return of
the Allied fleets was in consequence of the
searcity of provisions at Sinope, but this is
doubtful.

The infant Princess of Austuria, the enly
surviving child of the late Queen of Spain, is
dangerously ill.

Admiral Chance, is appointed to command of
one division of the Baltic fleet. The command
in chief has not yet been given.

The names of Admiral Seymour, as chief,
with Sir Charles Napier, and Lord Dundonald,
under him, are mentioned.

Omar Pacha has effected a most important
movement, having crossed the Danube with
50,000 and divided the Russian army—the
right wing of which is at Gorgova—the
left at Galatz, and the centre at Bucha-
rest.

Omar Pacha crossed in person at Oltenitza,
at last accounts was only two days distant
from Bucharest, where the Russian force is
weak.

The death of Silivo Pillico, is announced.

It is expected that Smith O’Brien will be par-

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THE RELIGIOUS PRESS.
{ From the “ Banner of the Crose.”

The Christian Witness of last week
has an excellent and judicious article on
this subject, from which we make the fol-
lowing extract. What it says of families
is equally true of parishes; and it is a
serious question for the clergy to consider,
in what way they can so effectually second
the instructions of the pulpit, and arrestthe
evils with which a licentious press is now
teeming, as by promoting the circulation
of an approved religious paper among their
people !

We have heard it assigned as a reason
for not patronizing religious newspapers,
that their influence, in consequence of the
controversies with which their columns are
filled, is so counter to the spirit of the
Gospel, and so unprofitable in their in-
fluence upon Christian character and
Christian life, that it is deemed to be a daty
10 discard them altogether. This course
is neither wise in itself, nor effectual for
good in its results. The newspaper pross
is, perhaps, beyond any other single in-
fluence, educating the mass of the people.
Allages andall conditions read newspapers.
No human power can keep the smoking
issues of the newspaper press from the
hands of all classes. The man who shuts
them out of his dwelling, with the hope of
saving his children from their contamina-
ting influence, is pursuing a course, which
will only serve to whet the morbid appetite
of these children, and give them a keener

~ relish for a stealthy indulgence of what
cannot fail to corrupt their hearts and
minds.

We live in a land and an age of
newspapers. This is a “fixed fact,” which
no will nor wisdom of any one man or of
any association of men can change. The
question is not, whether we shall have the
influence of religious newspapers, good or
bad—for that question has long ago been
irreversibly setiled—bat inasmuch as we
do have this power among us, and must
continue to feel its influence as long as we
‘live, and which our children will feel when
we are gone, what is our duty as Christian
men,—Christian parents, and Christian
patriots in respect to it, that we may so
improve what is in itself a blessing, that it
shall secure the greatest possible good

" with the least possible evil.

Pacents, who profess to be the followers
of Christ, and those also who make so
much profession, but who entertain a deep
concern for the moral welfare of their
children, and who, for any cause, have
neglected or refused to supply their house-
holds with a religious newspaper, should
consider well the consequences of this
course,

A vicious literature is flooding the
land, and while, on account of some tri.
fling prejudice, or on grounds of a false
economy, they are depriving their families
of the privileges of reading a religious
newspaper, these very children are drink.

New  MATERIAL For Paper.—We have just
examined several samples of paper made of reeds
or cane, of a species which grows in greatabun-
dance in our Southern States; and also a sample
made by the same progress from white pine
shavings. In such an age of invention as this,
incredulity is not to be tolerated; therefore, we
submit with the hest possible grace even, to the
white pine. The reed paper is quite & promis-
ing article, approaching in quality, under the
second experiment, to that on which the daily
Sun1s now printed both in color and texture.
Another sample composed of rags and reeds,
one-third of the former and two-thirds of the
latter, is guite a fine article, and its value is
estimated by themakers equal to that from rags
worth 12} cents per pound. The paper from
pine shavings is designed for wrapping or envel-
ope paper. It was first bleached and then col-
ored for that purpose, and is valuedat 12} cents
per pound also. Paper has been made within a
few years pastfrom several subtances, and with
various success. A small quantity made from
straw was recently worked in the regular edition
of a daily paper in a neighbouring city, and as
the result of an original experiment was consid-
ered quite encouraging. The effortnow brought
to our attention is highly creditable, and has
the promise of entire success.—&rom the Balti-
snore Sun,

A Yrar or Wrecks.—The New York Zimes
publishes statistics which show that during the
last, twelve months, one hundred and thirty
vesSels [of all descriptions, have been totally
lost, involving hedvy amount of damages, and
the loss of nearly fwo thousand lives. We
believe that no year within the last half century
has been so*fruitful in marine disasters as the
one just passed.

SUFFERING OF EMIGRANTS ON THE MIssIsspr
River. — In consequence of fourteen large
steamers having been compelled to stop at Cairo
on their way to St. Louis, a large number of
emigrants has been left atthat place and by the
last account they were dying rapidly form fam-
ine and yellow feaver, a loaf of bread sold for
from forty to seventy cents, and other provis-
ions were at a corresponding rate.

They themselyes
sought and eajoled them into an alliance that
they might seize on the property of the Church:
having succeeded they will make that seizure a
precedent for likewise stripping their former
friends, or rather dupes; and yet they presume
to cast the first stone. < Woe unto you, Scribes
and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto
whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beauti-
ful outward, but are within full of dead MEN’s
bones, and of all uncleanliness. Even so, ye
outwardly appear righteous unto men, but
within ye are full of hypocricy and iniquity.’
The question now arises here—is the Church
really guilty of what islaid to her charge—a
compromise of' principle in seeking the aid of
Rome for her protection ?—or does she thereby
necessarily expose herself to Romish corruption?
To these two ‘questions, which comprise the
sum total of her imputed guilt, we answer most
emphatically and unequivocally not. Before
we proceed to the proof; let us first distinetly
understand the subject. The alliance sought
involves no question whatever of doctrine or
ecolesinstical polity. Itis simply a matter of
Church property, affecting the principle whether
this property can be legitimately torn from her
ornot. To illustrate it, we will imagine a par-
allel case—yes, a parallel case—notwithstanding
all you say to the contrary. A Christian and a
Mahommedan (the supposition, of course, is
merely for example’s sake) are amicably trav-
elling togather—the Christian is met by another,
a ‘man professing his faith—he demands his
purse, threatening, if not immediately produced,
to shoot him. ’f‘he Christian who is attacked
seeks the aid of his Mahommedan friend. Does
the Christian violate any principle in so doing?
Would any rational mind suppose that there
existed any cause for apprehending a concession
of his doctrines, and an amalgamation of sym-
pathy with Mahommedanism ? Such then is
the case with the Church at the present crisis.”
