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PREFACE.

The object in conipiling ¢ proes s that ehe presen sad future
generations may Lave # of their ancestors.  An effort
has been made to procure nwoe of every descendant of William

Black, Esq., who, with 1.'s family, came from Yorkslire, England,
to this country in the ycur 1775,

The difficulties encountersd in the prosscution of this work,
entailing research over more than a century, are such that we feel
obliged to appeal for sympathy, which few, except those engaged
in a similar work, have the power to bestow. Documentary infor-
mation was not to be found, and meny of the descendants are
widely separated. In erder to procure a correct knowledge of facts,
many families have been visited in various parts of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick, many have been solicited by letter, and very many
others interrogated on the street and at their homes. Yet with all
the effort put forth it is impessible to get the whole of the names
required, though the success has been excellent. Wherein there
are failures the writer claims forbearance.

The names given in the Black conmection are so numerous that it
appeared requisite to define the relationship held o the first Wil-
liam Black. The reader, therefore, will find that in the introdue-
tion of his grand-children the mames are in small capitala,

It was as first insended that this History should be limited to
William Black's descendanta ; but the work is enlarged by notice of
many of the first emigrants from Yorkshire and their families, and
alno of Loyalists from the United States, and others from the British
Colonies, #s then existing, 0 whom were gronted large tracts of land.

The work lays no claim to literary merit, the objeci being to give
concige statements of facts.

The record is brought down to 1833.

FAMILIES OF THE NAME OF BLACK.

CHAPTER TI.

William Black was born in Paisley, Scotland, in
the year 1727.

His father was a public officer, and possessed an
independent fortune. His leisure was largely employ-
ed in the chase, and he kept a good pack of hounds.
Until William was twenty one years of age he had
turned his attention to little else than the recreation
of following the hounds. Soon after this he engaged
as travelling salesman for a large manufacturing con-
cern. In one of his tours he met an English lady in
Huddersfield, England—Elizabeth Stocks—whom he
married. About the same time he engaged in the
linen and woollen drapery business.

By the spelling of the name Stocks, in the will of
Thomas Stocks, STOKES, his sister—Mrs. Black—and
her heirs were deprived of twenty thousand ponnds
of the property, which went to a maiden lady named

Stokes, who was a connection of Mrs. Stocks. Mrs.
Black’s portion was thus reduced to fifteen hundred
pounds.

Mrs. Black, as well as her husband, moved in the
higher circles of fashion and refinement. She was
accustomed to follow the hounds. When she came to
Nova Scotia, she brought the scarlet riding habit and
the cap she used to wear when engaged in the chase;
also, dresses of embroidered white satin and other rich
and costly materials for which she found but little use
in the new country.

A few years after his marriage William Black’s
mind was drawn toward Nova Scotia, as a most desi-
rable country.

At that time there were rich agricultural districts
in the province untenanted in consequence of the
expulsion of the Acadians from Nova Scotia in the
year 1755. An unbroken stillness had for several
years reigned over the ruins which showed the sites
of the former dwellings of those expelled.

In the year 1758 Governor Lawrende, who was then
Lieutenant-Governor of Nova Scotia, had given invi-
tations to the inhabitants of the New England colo-
nies, inviting such as might be disposed to do so to
come over and oceupy these lands, offering them liberal
inducements.

These people were more readily induced to leave
New England and come to Nova Scotia by the liberal
agreement, ratificd by the Governor, that they should

have the unrestricted liberty of exercising all their
civil and religious rights, there being at the time some
restrictions to religious liberty laid on some of the
denominations residing in New York, Virginia, and
other of the then British Colonies (now constituting
the United States). Governor Lawrence therefore
issued a proclamation securing full liberty of con-
science and worship to all denominations of christians.
These worthy people in coming to Nova Scotia found
themselves relieved from burdens they had borne at
home.

Among those who came from New England was a
small Baptist Church which emigrated en masse from
Massachusetts to Sackville (then Nova Scotia), now
New Brunswick, in the year 1763. They brought
their pastor with them and the church was soon after
considerably._enlapoed.

}IICHAEI:% who at that time was Lieute-
nant-Governor of Nova Scotia, engaged several fami-
lies to emigrate from Yorkshire, England, to Nova
Scotia in the year 1772. These people arrived in

Jumberland on the 21st May, having been detained a
few weeks in Halifax. Others came in 1773 and in
1774 from the same place and settled in different parts
at the head of the Bay of Fundy.

Our olject at present is to speak of William Black
and his descendants, yet we shall vefer to many other
prominent families.

ir. Black (then of Huddersfield, England), after
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some carcful reflection respecting a removal to Ame-
rica, prudently concluded to sece the country before
removing his family thither. In accordance with
these views he reached Halifax May, 1774, thence came
to Cumberland.  Here he saw those who had emi-
grated from New England residing at Amherst, where
he purchased an estate, a part of which are the farms
now owned by Mr. George Black, his sons, and M.
Rupert Black. William Black returned to England
in the autunm of 1774 and in the tollowing April
chartered a vessel in which he brought his family,
consisting of his wife, four sons, and a daughter. He

also brought a nurse givl who mavried a son of one of
the emigrants. He also Drought some stock of im-
proved breeds. He was detained at Habfax two
weeks when he again embarked for Cumberland.
Mrs. Black received some injuries in getting on board
the vessel at Hull which are supposed to have hastened
her death, which took place abiout a year after her
arrival in America.  She was highly esteemed as pos-
sessed of an elevated mind and many christian virtues.
Their eldest son, John, was sixteen years old when
they arrived at their new home in America.

At this time the population of Halifax was estimated
at 3,000 inhabitants, and that of the province at
12,000. This was about 25 years after the first settle-
ment of Halifax.

The several families who came from Yorkshire bore
the following names :-——Dixon, Wells, Trueman, Wel-

don, Bowser, Chapman, Freeze, Ripley, Shipley, Faw-
cett, Keillor, Trenholm, Read, Donkin, Oxley, Smith,
Atkinson, Dobson, Pipes, Anderson, Harrison, Johnson,
Robinson, Lusby, Foster, and others, whose numerous
descendants are spread over the land to which their
fathers emigrated.

Most of these families are too well known to require
any eulogy from the writer; suffice it to say they
have become household names through the country,
and are generally esteemed for their sobriety, industry,
and religious prineiples. Let it be remembered that
those who now, in the year 1882, are accounted old
men, are the grand-children of those emigrants from
Yorkshire.

Charles Dixon purchased over two thousand acres
of land in Sackville, where he settled, on which some
of his posterity now reside.  William Wells and Wil-
liam Trueman settled at Point de Bute, then called
Prospect, Ripley and Shipley at Nappan, Thomas
Bowser and John and Williamm Fawcett at Sackville,
New Brunswick, William Freeze purchased what is
now known as the Keillor property at Amherst, also,
a large area of land on the southwest of the same and
now owned by several parties. At that time the
marsh produced broadleaf and other wild grasses,

except one small stack of English, and Mr. Freeze,

and most others, thought it was destined to remain
the same. He, therefore, sold and removed to Upper
Sussex, now Penobsquis, New Brunswick, purchased
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a large block of land on the river, with low lands
adapted to produce a large quantity of English hay.
His posterity have filled, and some of them now fill
respongible situations in Kings County. William
Donkin lived several years at Westmorland, near Fort
Cumberland, and removed thence to River Philip.
George Oxley settled at Amherst, but subsequently
removed -to Wallace. John Weldon first settled at
Hillsboro, N. B, and removed to Dorchester in 1780.
Mr. Read first settled at River Hebert, and subse-
quently moved to Nappan. Thomas ~Lusby and
Thomas Robinson jointly bought lands lying in Am-
herst between Laplanche street and the mill brook,
including the brook. Mr. Lusby built a mill on the
brook. Some of the descendants now live on the
property. The Robinson portion is all cut of the
name.

The most of these people were of the Methodist
denomination. In their accustomed zeal special meet-
ines were held at Amherst in 1779, when Mr. Black,
his wife, four sons and daughter all professed to have
entertained a hope in the wmerits of the Saviour and
united with the Methodist Church. Thomas S., the

)"})ungcst son, Some years after, became a Baptist, as
will be noticed in chapter 5, William became a faithtul
and very successful Mothodist Minister, and John
also became a local preacher. ~ More particular notice
will be taken of the descendants of these persons,
beginning with the eldest,

The names of the children of William and Elizabeth
Black, who came with their parents from England, are
John, William, Richard, Thomas Stocks, and Sarah.
Mr. Black married a second wife, Elizabeth Abber, by
whom he had seven children, namely, Elizabeth, Mary,
Nancy, Jane, James, Alexander, Joseph A., and George
Mason. After his second marriage he purchased a
large estate in Dorchester, New Brunswick, where he
lived the latter part of his life with his son Joseph,
and where he died in the year 1820 at the advanced
age of 93 years. Some of his grand-childven now live
on portions of this same farm, other portions of it
having been sold and gone out of the name.

Mr. Black held the Commission of Justice of the
Peace for Cumberland, and in 1779 was appointed
Judge of the Common Pleas. To him, Edward Bar-
ron, and Charles Baker, were the Court House grounds
at Amherst, deeded, in trust for the County of Cum-
berland, by Mr. William Freeman, in the year 1788,
those three men being then prominent Justices of the
County.

William Black, Esquire, survived his second wife
several years. He, at the age of 88 years, rode on
horseback from Dorchester to Amherst, then thirty
miles, to visit his sons rvesiding there. He was a re-
markably well proportioned man, and retained an
erect and dignified bearing to old age.

Both secular and religious interests suffered se-
verely in Cumberland in conscquence of the Revo-
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lutionary War which had broken out, some of the New
England settlers sympathizing with their friends that
revolted. In 1776, by the influence of disaffected
persons in the country, the garrison at Fort Cumber-
land was besieged by a force from Machias. They
disarmed those who were friendly to the Government,
and forbade them to stir off their farms under penalty
of imprisonment or death. The number of men in
the garrison being small they did not attempt to come
out to relieve the country until they were reinforced
by the arrival of a frigate from Halifax. In the night
the flashes and reports of the cannon and musketry at
the fort were watched and heard by Mr. Black’s family
at Amherst, only a few miles distant.

Various and numerous were the difficulties these
English emigrants encountered in this their new coun-
try, in which Mr. Black shared, to perhaps a more
limited extent than many others. Both the men and
the women were robust and vigorous, and remarkably
adapted to the settlement of a new country. Here we
will leave them and notice their posterity.
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CHAPTER II

John Black, as before noticed, was the eldest son of
William Black. He married Barbara Donkin, and
settled at River Philip. He was a Methodist local
preacher, and was always ready to every good work.
He secured the assistance of others, and was principal
himself, in procuring a grave-yard and a site on which
a church was built, mainly by means furnished directly
by himself. In this church he used to preach to the
inhabitants on Sundays, and industrieusly worked on
his farm during the week. He succeeded in clearing
up a large area of intervale and upland, which became,
in time, a very valuable farm. He was a Justice of
the Peace for Cumberland.

John Black had six sons and five daughters, whose
names were Elizabeth Stocks, James, Joseph, Williain
Donkin, Nancy, Margaret, Matilda, John, Mary, Amos,
and Horatio Nelson.

ErizaBeTH STOCKS, the eldest daughter of John
Black, was married to Joseph Oxley. They settled on
the River Philip. Mr. Oxley was a Justice of the
Peace, and was several times elected a member for
Cumberland of the Nova Scotia Assembly. He was a
man of few words, yet he discharged his public duties
with credit to himself and honor to the public.
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Their children consisted of five sons and four daugh-
ters. Two sons and three daughters died when young.
Those remaining were Cuthbert Collingwood, George
Provost, Mary, and James Black. Mrs. Oxley died in
the year 1866, aged 79 years. Her husband, Joseph
Oxley, died in 1868, aged 90 years.

Cuthbert Collingwood, eldest son of Joseph Oxley,
married Olevia Schurman, of River Philip, in which
place they were comfortably settled. Mr. O. died in
1859, aged 61 years, leaving a wife and one son, named
Leander. Mrs. Oxley and son now live at Oxford.

George Provost Oxley was named for the Lieut.-
Governor of Nova Scobia. Il for several years was
engaged in shipbuilding at Pugwash and removed
thence to Halifax, where he opened a store and was
for several years engaged in mercantile pursuits, after
which he moved to Liverpool, England, and was
engaged there in a shipping oftice. His wife, Eliza
Ann, died in 1857, aged 43 years, leaving one son and
one danghter named Martin Gay Black and Mary Eli-
zabeth. He, George P. Oxley, returned to Pugwash,
bringing his daughter with him. He died in 1875,
aged 65 years.

His son remained in Liverpool, England, where
he is the principal physician in a hospital. He mar-
ried Emmie Lloyd and has one son named George
Provost. :

Mary Elizabeth, the only daughter of George P.
Oxley, was wmarried to Rev. Alexander S, Tutbtle, a
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Methodist minister. They have three children named
George R., Martin, and Emmie Lloyd.

James Black Oxley, the youngest son of Joseph
Oxley, entered into business as a merchant in Halifax
where he conducted a large and prosperous trade
for many years. He died in 1876 aged 58 years.
His wife’s maiden name was Helen Macdonald, of
Halifax. Their children’s names are Frederick Henry,
James McDonald, Rufus Black, Harold, and Affie Mor-
rison.  Five others died when young.

Frederick Henry married Elizabeth Wilmot Black,
daughter of Samuel (4. Black of Windsor.

James Macdonald Oxley married Mary, daughter of
J. B. Morrow; who possessed abundant means and was

always ready to do good. Mr. Oxley is a lawyer.
Rufus B. Oxley married Maria Keith, of St. John, i

N B. The above three live in Halifax.

Mary, the only surviving daughter of Joseph Oxley,
was married to Cyrus Bent of Pugwash, where they
settled and still live. Mr. Bent is engaged in trade.
He is a Justice of the Peace and much respected.
They have one son and three daughters, named Edgar,
Matilda C., Bessie, and Lillie.

Edgar, the only son of Cyrus Bent, is Post Office
Inspector. He married Emma MeNutt. They have
five children named Maude, Fred, Annie, Charles and
Greta.

Matilda C., the eldest daughter of Cyrus Bent, was
married to John Cooper., Mr. Cooper died in 1881,
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leaving a widow and four children. Their children’s
names are Edgar, Carl, Mary, and William, and reside
at Spring Hill, where Mr. Cooper had lived for several
years previous to his death.

Bessie, another daughter of Cyrus Bent, was mar-
ried to Rev. Robert A. Daniel, a Methodist minister.
They have four children named Lillian, Mary, Jane,
and Henry.

JAMES BLACK was the eldest son of John Black.
When young men, he and his brother William D.
engaged in mercantile pursuits in Halifax. Several
vears after this William D. left the business with his
brother and opened a store in Amherst and James
continued the business in Halifax for many years.

When somewhat advanced in life he removed to
Pugwash where he owned very valuable real estate
in the business portion of the village. He married
Sarah Hare of Halifax. He died in 1875, aged 76
years, leaving a wife and two children.

Mary Ann, one of the daughters, was married to
John W. Webb, son of Rev. Williamm Webb, Mrs.
Webb died, leaving two children. One of them, a son,
died when young. The daughter’s name is Annie.
Mr. Webb married his second wife, Rebecca Black,
daughter of George M. Black, of Dorchester, by whom

he had eight children. They live in Windsor. For

further particulars see chapter 13. The other daugh-
ter of James Black was never married.
JosepE, second son of John Black, settled at Pug-
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wash. At the age of 51 years he received injuries
from a threshing machine, from the effects of which
he died in the year 1840  His wife’s name was Sarah
Pinco, a sister of the late Hon. H. (&. Pinco. He left
three sons and four daughters.  Their names are Rutus
F., Henry, Martin, Caroline, Adclaide, Anna, and
Loniza.

Rufus F., the eldest son of Joseph Black, married
Harriet Parker, daughter of Rev. Maynard Parker, of
Pugwash. They have cight children, named Amos,
Rutus, Joseph, Peter, Cyrus, Annie, Mary, and Hattie ;
another died when young.

Amos married Mary Augusta Freeman, daughter of
Daniel Freeman, of Amherst. They lived in Boston,
where Mrs. Black died in 1881, aged 30 years.

Cyrus, son of Rufus ¥. Black, lives in the United
States, where hie married a Miss Bing.

Mary, daughter of Rufus F. Black, was married to
a man by the name McCollum.  They had two chil-
dren. Mrs. MeCollum died in 1881,

Caroline, daughter of Joseph Black, was married to
Allan Dewar, of Pugwash. They had one child, who

died while young.

Adelaide, daughter of Joseph Black, was married
to Thomas Webster. They have three sons and one
daughter, named Joseph, Telyson, Leonard, and Flor-
ence. Annie, daughter of Joseph Black, is married in
the United States.
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Wirriam DoNkIN Brack, third son of John Black,
when-a young man, opened a store, in company with
his brother James, at Halifax, After a 11‘\\ years he
left this store with James, and opencd one at Amherst.
He also built the first part of what is now the Cum-
berland Hotel. His dwelling was a neat and commo-
dious two-story house, cqual, perhaps superior, to any
dwelling-house in Amherst ab that thne

Slightly digressing, it may be nuLz:m] that in the
same year in which this house was buils by W. D.
Black, seven other young bachelors huilt comfortable
dwelling houses at Amherst. The brick house now
ozcupied by the Bank of Nova Scotia was built by
Dr. Carritte, father of our estecined townsman, Dy, 'T.
W. Carritte. The first part of what is now Lamy’s
Hotel was built by Rufus Freeman. W. F. Black
built on the farm now occupied by T. Ansley Black.
Samuel Holsted built the hiouse now oceupied by John
A. Embree. William B. Embree built a house in what
is now called Warren. Samucel Gourley built the
house now occupied by A. 5. Blenkhorn, s, and
William Dickey built a portion of the house now
occupied by Sheriff’ McLean. These were built about
the year 1623 and were at that time quite a note-
worthy acquisition to a small settlement like Amherst.

The same Williaim Donkin Black married Olevia
Freeman, daughter of W xllmm Freeman, of Ambherst.
They resided at Amherst several years, when Mr.
Black purchased a farm at River Philip, whence he

Hibbert Crane, youngest son of William D. Black,
married Margaret McLeod, daughter of Rev. A, Me-

rence he
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Leod, D. D., a Methodist minister, who was for some
years editor of the “ Provincial Wesleyan” newspaper,
but who is now residing in the United States. Dr.
McLeod was for many years a travelling minister in
the lower provinces. Hibbert C. Black had five chil-
dren. Two daughters died when young, The names
of the survivors are Walter, Charles, and William.
They reside at Pugwash, where Mr. Black cariies on
an extensive lumbering and general business.

Matilda, the eldest daughter of W. D. Black, was
married to Thomas Thompson, of Oxford, Nova Scotia.
Mr. Thompson was a Justice of the Peace. He died
in 1881. They had two sons and four daughters,
whose names are Stanley, Edith, Mary, Eliza, Arthur,
and Margaret.

Josephine was married to Henry Cochrane, of New-
port, where they reside. They have one son and one
daughter, named Ernest and Bessie.  Henry Cochran
and his father are merchants and keep the post office.

Mary was married to Charles Avard, son of her
mother’s second husband. They reside at Bristol, N.
B., and have two small children, a son and a daughter,
named Francis Ivey and Josephine.

Eliza, the youngest daughter of W. D. Black, was
married to George Hewson. They reside at Oxford
and have four children whose names are Harvey,

Edgar, Louise, and Maria Olivia. Mr. Hewson is one *

of the wealthiest men of his age in Cumberland County.
Nanoy, second daughter of John Black (the eldes
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son of William Black), was married to Robert Colon
Read. They settled at Pugwash. They had three
sons and four daughters, named Mary Jane, who died
at the age of 18 years, James Black, John, Stephen,
Sarah, Margaret, and Leanora. Mr. Read was a Jus-
tice of the Peace.

Mr. Read was very ingenious in wood-work. He
possessed a remarkably retentive memory. At one
time he made a tour in the United States and Texas,
and it was exceedingly interesting to hear his graphic
description of his travels. He sometimes entered into
particulars respecting the towns he passed through,
the number and quality of the hotels in each, their
cost, the number of rooms, ete. These statements
were made with such precision that one could scarcely
avoid envying him of his memory.

When viewing the Table Lands in Texas he ima-
gined it to be the most desirable place under heaven
in which to live, and some years after succeeded in
persuading his wife, his son Stephen and wife, and
his youngest daughter to remove thither, and accord-
ingly took them and went in the second search of that
happy land. He, however, searched in vain. Places
that he now visited presented to him a different
appearance from that of the previous visit. In the
few years that had elapsed since his first visit new
settlers had come in, the lands being occupied by
mixed races of people among whom Mr. Read and his
family thought it far from desirable to locate, and
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apart from this he found it difficult to discern the
place which he had so highly valued on his former
visit. The result was, that, through the entveaty of
his wife and family, he left those previously admired
Table Lands, returned to Pugwash and settled himself
comfortably upen a farm, having the satisfaction of
knowing that not he alone but his wife and family
had scen much to remember. After this last visit
Mr. Read’s references to the Table Lands of Texas
were not in the glowing terms of former days.

Robert Colon Read died in 1875, aged 81 years.

James B, eldest son of R. C. Read, married Mary
DeWolfe, of Pugwash. He died a few years ago.
Their family consists of five children, named Caroline,

Thus it brought to a close the sketeh of the descend-
ants of John, son of William Black, who, at the age
of 71 years, came from his home in River Philip to
Ambherst on business, where he became ill and died in
the year 1830,
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CHAPTER IIL

Now to return to the original stock who cante from

England.

William Black was the second son of William
Black, and was born in Huddersfield, England, in
1760, and removed with his father’s family to Cumn-
berland in 1775.

When quite young he was, for several years, with
his uncle, Thomas Stocks, at Otley, and was placed at
school. In the memoirs of Rev. William Black, writ-
ten by Rev. Dr. Ritchie, the following incident is
related :— ;

“Mr. Stocks, accustomed, it appears, to spend many
of his leisure hours in angling, brought home one day
a live trout, and, for the amusement of his juvenile
nephew, threw it into a trough of water that stood in
the yard. William, after witnessing for some time,
with no small degree of satisfaction, the gambols of
his finny captive, stooped down, incautiously, to take
a drink at the mouth of the spout by which the water
was conveyed, and fell headlong into the trough.
The position in which he fell precluded the possibility
of using an effort to extricate himself from his condi-
tion of imminent peril. In a very short time he must
inevitably have been drowned had not a female
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domestic, happening to come to the door just in time
to rescue him from the arms of death, scen his feet
above the water and ran to his relicf. His appear-
ance, when taken out of the water was ominous; for
some time he lay motionless and insensible, and
serious apprehensions were entertained by his afflicted
friends that the vital spark was extinet. To their
inexpressible joy, however, their fears were soon dissi-

pated.”

His pious and excellent mother watched over him
with the tenderness of a mother’s love. While his
father was on his first visit to America his mother
frequently took him aside to talk and pray with hin,
explaining to bim how, at the age of sixteen, she wus
convicted of sin and experienced forgiveness.

In the carly part cf the year 1779 a revival of reli-
gion took place at Amherst.  Social religious meetings
& were held frequently, and encouraging results followed.
The fanmily of Mr. Black shared in the benefits result-
ing trom this work, for William and the rest of the
family began a ditferent life from that previously
pursued.  In his expericnee Williamn mentions several
§ of those worthy old Englishmen who were a benefit
to him in his distress of mind on account of sin. He
mentions William Wells, William Freeze, Thomas
Scurr, and others, likewise Mus. Oxley and Mus,
Donkin.

Shortly after this the mind of William Black became
Eparticularly impressed with a desire to be usciul to
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his fellowmen by preaching the Glad Tidings to them.
He, however, remained at Amherst with his father
until he had attained to his majority, which was in
the autumn of 1781. William Black left his father’s
home in Amherst on the 10th November, 1781, under
the guidance of his Heavenly Father, directing his
steps to the Petitcodiac River. He preached in various
places, and returned in eighteen days, having preached
twenty-four times, feeling sure that his labor had been
abundantly blessed. He had reecive b a good eommon
education, enabling him to deliver his message with
freedom and force.

About this time a “ Newlight” preacher—Henry
Alline—attracted a large share of attention. The
force of the religious influence which he exerted has
never been erased, but can still be clearly traced in
many parts of the Lower Provinces. This man, who
resided in Falmouth, had, for several years, been living
a miserable existence for fear of death, under the ter-
rors of the law. At the age of twenty-seven light of
the Glad Tidings broke into his previously dark mind,
and he obtained strong faith in the merits of Christ
as his Saviour. Comparing’ this with the depression
he previously experienced, “ Ol ! the astonishing won-
ders of His grace,” he exclaimed, “and the ocean of
redeeming love. Millions and millions of praise to
His name! and oh! the unspeakable wisdom and
beauty of the glorious plan of life and salvation.”
Mr. Alline visited Amherst and many places in the
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Lower Towns, then so called. He attracted large
congregations, and the usual result of his preaching
"B was a revival of religion. In 1783 he went to New
‘S Hampshire, where he died the next year, at the early
age of 36 years, and his works follow him.

As previously noticed, William Black about this
time had begun his itincrant work, for which he pos-
S sessed special qualifications.  He was soon the honored
means of gathering a large number into the Methodist
society ab Amherst and other places at the head of
he Bay of Fundy. In 1782 Henry Alline made a
second visit to these places. The result was that
smany united with him, among whom were seventy
hat belonged to Mr. Black’s church.* The slight
clashing which oceurred between these good men in
onsequence of a difference of opinion on the doctrings
f the Bible, was regretted by many mutual friends.

Rev. William Black was very highly esteemed Ly
Athe people generally, and particularly by the bedy of
hristians to which he belonged—so much so that he
went by the title of Bishop Black and the Father of
IMethodism in-Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. He
vas allowed the privilege of residing in Halifax for
many of the last ycars of his life, the Conference
indly acceding to his desire in the matter. His
iinistry was exceedingly successful, as may be learned
by his memoir.

Though this venerable servant of the Lord is dead

’As-sta\t,ed in *“ Memoir of Rev. W, Black.”
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he yet speaketh. On the 10th November, 1881, just
one hundred years had passed since he left his father’s
home in Amherst, shouldered his knapsack and pro-
claimed salvation in the name of Jesus to the inhabi-
tants of Sackville and many other places on the
Memramcook and Petitcodiac Rivers, when he had no
Conference to support him. He went forth at heaven’s
call, by which he was guided as he walked the foot-
paths through the wilderness and forded the streams
or crossed them on a single log, sometimes finding the
flesh weak while the spirit was willing. We will not
pause to picture the dangers and difficulties he encoun-
tered through the opposition of men who ought to
have welcomed the Glad Tidings and the messenger
who bore them.

He may be correctly styled the pioneer itinerant of
Methodism in the three Lower Provinces, now embiaced
in the vast Canadian Dominion. The subssquent
growth of the Methodist churches in these Lower Pro-
vineces has been such that they now show a membership
of about seventeen thousand and a proportionately
large number of adherents. Rev. William Black was
social in his manner and judicious in his measures.
His labors were widely diffused and in scarcely any
instance without apparent results in which all good
men will rejoice.

Mzr. Black preached forseven and a half years before
he was ordained. Mr. Wesley did not ordain any

until about seven years before his death.  The first to
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whom he administered the rite were Thomas Coke
(whom he sent out to superintend the work in Ame-
rica) and two others, in 1784. Previously to this, Mr.
Wesley's ordinations were by the national church.
In the year 1787 Mr. Wesley ordained James Wray,
and sent him out to superintend the cause in Nova
Scotia. In 1789 Mr. Black, with John and James
Mann, attended a Conference in Philadelphia, where
they were ordained by Thomas Coke and Francis
Asbury. It was thought by some of the ministers
that Wray sought with English determination to
enforce certain rules in a thinly settled country which

could not in all cases be carried out, and some differ-
ences had arisen.

Harmony was soon restored, how-
ever, and Wray wrote to Dr. Coke to relieve him of
the responsibility of Superintendent by appointing
another. Mr. Black was inmediately appointed Super-
intendent of the work in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
and Newfoundland.

esteemed by his acquaintances.

On one occasion a woman in hig store bought some
small articles. The price asked by Mr. B. for one arti-
cle did not please her.  She made use of her persuasive

powers, that women alone possess, when finally, after
long resistance, he yielded to her entreaties to sell a
shade lower.  When this woman went to the door to
go away Mr. B. asked if there was not something
wrong in the dealings? She said, No. Mr. B. then
said that she had persuaded him to reduce his price
on a certain article, which was contrary to his custom,
but he had laid the amount on other articles that she
purchased, and, said he, I now hand you the extra
charge, but never try to beat me down again. This,
though a small matter, serves to show the systematic
manner in which he conducted his affairs.

Mr. Barry was once elected a representative of the
Nova Scotia Legislature for Shelburne, which then
einbraced Yarmouth and Shelburne.  He was pessessed
ot more than ordinary speaking talents, and made nse
of these talents fearles:ly in the Legislature, to the
gratification of many, and, of course, to the annoyanee
of others. In order to carry his points he was, at
times, regardless of consequences.  In the year 1832

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when debating in the legislative chamber, he disre-
garded a call to order, and refusing to apologise, was
imprisoned, but was shortly after released without the
apology.

Their family consisted of a son and four daughters
named Celia, Anna, Elizabeth, Housial, and another,
who, with her brother, went to Liverpool, England.
Housial was there for a few years in the employ of
J. S. DeWolfe, after which he became a member of
the firm.

Mrs. Barry, after a protracted illness, died in the
year 1833.

Mr. Barry was a dealer, to some extent, in glass and
chinaware, and made purchases of these from a gentle-
man in New York whose daughter he became acquaint-
ed with and married. But there were conditions in
the marriage contract by which they were to live
alternately one year in Nova Scotia and one in New
York. They lived one year in Nova Scotia and a son
was born, then a year in New York, and Mrs. Barry
refused to return to Nova Scotia. A daughter was
born. There was much dissatisfaction on account of
Mrs. Barry refusing to carry out the marriage contract,
and a separation was about to be formed when a diffi-
culty arose about which should have the children.
Mrs. Barry refused to give them up to their father,

and lhe brought a law-suit in the State of New York,
to obtain them, and succeeded ; but before he could
get charge of them Mrs. Barry had cscaped with the
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children to ansther State that was not governed by
New York laws. Mr. Barry then brought suit in the
United States Court, which he conducted in person
and gained. Then a compromise was made under
which he was to have the son and she the daughter.
After this he lived at Liverpool, N. &.

In the year 1782, when the American colonies were
recognized by the British Parliament as independent
states, the many who had refused to take up arms
against Britain were required to seek homes clsewhere,
and before winter thousands of familizs took ship to
seek them in the wilderness of Nova Scotia, which
included New Brunswick until 1784, when they were
constituted separate provinces.

Several of these loyalists removed to Shelburne,
among whom was Robert Barry, the father of John

to Parrtown—now St. John—and in the autumn of

1783 over five hundred framed houses were erected
there.

Richard Black was the third son of the first named
William Black. He was born in England in the year
1962, and was 13 years ¢ld when he arrived with his
father at Ambherst, Cumberland. He first settled at
River Philip where he bought 500 acres of land from
Roduer Robinson. There he remained several years,
and moved thence to Amherst, and settled on the
farm his father bought on his tirst visit to Cumber-
land in 1774. Here he lived the remainder of his life.
While at River Philip two of his children died when
young. His youngest son and some of his grandsons
now live on the old Awmherst farm. i

About the year 1804 arrangements were made by
Richard Black, Thomas S. Black, and Samuel Holsted,
by which a large block of land was purchased at
Amherst. The conveyance was to Richard Black, who
sold to his brother, Thomas S., 540 acres for £180, and
to Samuel Holsted 750 acres for £190, each choosing
his lot.

Richard Black was one of the strong supporters of
the Methodist denomination, to which he belonged,
and, when its number in Amherst was small, he was
always found rcady with means to support the cause
as far as his duty dictated. The partial loss of his
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hearing in the latter part of his life operated very
materially against his comfort. As long as health
permitted, however, he attended religious weetings,
and, in order to hear, invariably took his seat at the
desk or in the pulpit, beside the minister, of whatever
denomination of christians he was.

He married Sally Chapman, who was also from
Yorkshire. Their family consisted of cleven children,
named William, Thonjas, Maria, Joseph, Sarah, Richard
Asher, John Chapman, Ann, George, and Mary. Two
others died when young. The family were of parti-
cularly large physique and very muscular. The writer
once heard one of them say he was the smallest of
seven brothers and weighed 185 pounds and was six
feet in height.

Mprs. Black died in 1820, aged 53 years. Richard
Black married again Elizabeth Smith of ‘Parrsboro.
He died in the year 1834 aged 72 years. His second
wife had no children, and died in 1861, aged 84 years.

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CHAPTER V.

Thomas Stocks Plack was born in England and
came with his father to America. At that time he
was the youngest and fourth son of the first men-
tioned William Black. The maiden name of the wife
of Thomas S. Black was Mary Freeze, whose father
also came from England.

In the year 1804 Thomas S. Black purchased a farm
at Awmherst for £180, where he settled. The farm
contained 540 acres, about 200 of which was marsh
and bog. A large portion of this farm, both upland
and marsh, was at the time uncultivated. About the
year 1822 the proprietors of marsh lands in Amherst
commenced digging a canal to drain the marshes.
This canal crossed the marsh of Thomas S. Black and,
after six years, when finished, it had cost him £200.
Subsequent enlargements cost about £125 more. The
result of these expenditures is that nearly the whole
is now valuable marsh. The upland has also by in-
dustry been proportionately improved, so that now it
consists of four valuable farms and other smaller
portions, all owned by the children and grand-children
of Thomas S. Black.

In the year 1814 one Robert Berry sold at auction
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at Amherst Point several ten-acre lots of marsh, grow-
ing chiefly broadleaf grass. RicHard and Thomas S.
each purchased a lot for which the latter paid £15 1/6d
per acre. It would now appear that the amount
would have been more judiciously expended in clear-
ing up the low lands of their farms.

It has been previously noticed that, four years after
their arrival in Cumberland, there was a religious
excitement in which the family experienced a change
of principles. At that time William 2nd, at a prayer
meeting, became very joyful in religion. After going
home at midnight he conversed with his brother
Richard, and they kneeled beside the bed and prayed.
John and Thomas S. hearing from their bed, joined
them, and at that time Thomas S. declared that his
sins were blotted out.

About the year 1806 the views of Thomas S. Black
in regard to baptism were changed and he united
with the Baptist Church at Amherst. Soon after this
he was set apart as deacon, which office he continued
to fill to the close of his life, in the year 1850, aged 84
years.

Mus. Black, his wife, died in 1842, aged 66 years.

They had seven sons and five daughters, named
Elizabeth, Josiah, William Freeze, Almira, Joshua
Freeman, Samuel Freeze, Mary, Cyrus, Charles Freeze,
Jane Charlotte, Ruth’ Rebecea, and Alexander Ba.rry.
Ruth Rebecea died at the age of five years.

ELizZABETH, their eldest child, was married to Reu-
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ben Taylor, of Dorchester, where he owned a good
farm on which theysettled. They had five sons and
four daughters, named, respectively, Mary, William,
Lydia Ann, Jane, Thomas, Albert, John, Charles E.,
and Elizabeth.

Mary, the eldest child of Reuben Taylor, was mar-
ried to J. Harvey Brownell, of Dorchester. They
owned and lived on a farm there until a few years
ago, when they sold it and removed to Nebraska, U.
S. They had a large family, some of whom also
removed to the United States.  Two died when young:
One is Heh Sheriff in Nebraska, and one 1s on Prince
Edward Island.  The names of some of them are Wil-
liam, who is a sea captain, Aaron, Henry, John, Rains-
ford, and Clara.

William, the eldest son of Reuben Taylor, married
a Miss Baker, of Prince Edward Island. He died
leaving three childien, one of whom was named Jesiah.

Lydia Ann, the second daughter of Reuben Taylor,
was married to J. Weldon Chapman, son of Robert B
Chapman, Esq. She died not many years after, leav-
ing one daughter, who was married to Ralph E. Col-
pitts, son of Robert Colpitts, Pleasant Vale, Albert
County, a Justice of the Peace. Weldon Chapman
was married again to'a Miss Chapman, as will be
noticed in next chapter.

Jane, daughter of Reuben Taylor, died when a
young woman. ' :

Thomas died when a young man, of consumption,
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as did the others of the family whose decease is men-
tioned.

Albert, the thivd son of Reuben Taylor, married
Jane Wilbur, of Shediac, where they resided for several
years and then went to Oregon, where they still reside.
They have no children.

John and Charles I, thic two youngest sons of Reu-
ben Taylor, sold the homestead farm—possession of
which they had been left by their father—went to
St. John, and are large and prosperous shipowners,
John married Miss McGivern, of St. John. She died
leaving one son, named Frederick. Charles E. is not
married.

Elizabeth, tue youngest daughter of Reuben Taylor,
is living in St. John, and unmarried.

JosiAH BLACK i« the eldest son of Thomas S. Black.
He settled on a portion of his father’s property, which
he converted into a good farm. Several years since
he disposed of it to one of his sons, and purchased a
smaller place. About seven years ago he had a sick-
ness that so seriously affected him that he has ever
since been an invalid. He is 87 years old and has
arrived to a greater age than any of his grandfather’s
descendants. He has been twice married,—first to
Hannah Embree, daughter of Elisha Embree, of An:-
herst. She died in 1842, aged 40 years. They hed
five sons and four daughters, named Robert E., Calvin,
Almira, Ann Jael, Joseph Lawrence, Thomas Reuben,
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Mary Elizabeth, Lucy Victoria, and Burtrem. The
last named died when young.

Robert E., the eldest son, married Amelia, only sur-
viving daughter of Elisha Embree, 2nd, of Ambherst,
where they live. They have no children.

Calvin, the second son of Josiah Black, marvied
Rebecca Travis, daughter of Daniel Travis, of Amherst,
where they are farming. They had three daughters
and two sons. The eldest, named Hannah, died when
young. The others ave named Effa Loreen, Fred. S.,
James, and Florence Matilda.

Almira, the eldest daughter of Josiah Black, was
married to George Lusby, of Amherst, where they
farmed. Mrs. Lusby dicd in 1869, aged 44 years
They had three daughters and one son, whose names
are Edith, Augusta, Annie, and Josiah Black. Edith
was married to T. Ansley Black.

Ann Jael, the second daughter of Josiah Black, was
married to John Bent, of Salem, where Mr. Bent owns
a farin and a mill. They bave no children.

Joseph L., the third son of Josiah Black, is a mer-
chant doing a very large business in lumbering,
merchandize, and farming, at Sackville, N. B. He is
a Justice of the Peace, was ence elected County Coun-
cillor, and is now a member of the House of Assembly
of New Brunswick. He was first married to Jane
Humphrey, of Sackville. She died in 1860, aged 26
years, leavire a daughter named Minnie, who was
married to Edwund Burke, of Toronto, where they
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live. Joseph L. Black’s second wife was Mary Snow-
ball, daughter of Rev. John Snowball, who was a
Methodist minister, well and favorably known in the
lower provinces of Canada. The second family con-
sists of two daughters and two sons, named Hattie
Jennie, Frank, and Walter.

Thomas R. Black, the fourth son of Josiah Black,
married Eunice, daughter of W. W. Bent, Esq., who
represented the township of Amherst in the Provincial
Legislature for many years. Thomas R. Black owned
and settled upon the farm Lis father owned. He
afterwards sold it, and is now owner of valuable land
and building properties in the town of Amherst. He
is a Justice of the Peace. He had two sons and three
daughters, nawed Willie, Charles, Mary, Emma, and
Mira. Ewmma died in 1877, aged 10 years, and Mary
died in 1881, aged 16 years.

Mary Elizabeth, daughter of Josiah Black, is not
married.

Lucy V., the youngest daughter of Josiah Black, by

He was for many of the last years of his life a deacon
of the Baptist Church at Amherst. He was married
twice,—first to Sophia Travis, of Amherst, daughter
of Nathaniel Travis. They had four daughters. His
second wife was Matilda Anderson, of Coles Island,
New Brunswick (daughter of Thomas Anderson) who

had five sons and a daughter.

The names of the children of W. F. Black’s first
wife are Susanna, Elizabeth, Mary Deborah, and So-
phia. Those of the second wife were named Thomas:

In flagrant
violation of the customs of the day, while living at
Moncton in 1838, he determined to have the frame of
a two-story house raised without the aid of intoxi-
cants, and to the astonishment of the people succeeded,
At Sackville and Amherst he was among the organizers
of temperance institutions. He has issued writs
against liquor sellers when a second Justice could not
be found to add his name. Cn one oceasion after
issuing such writ his office was broken open on the
night before the trial and despoiled of legal records
and valuable papers, but he renewed the writs next

He now owns a valaable
farm at Amherst, on which he lives, beside other lands.

CHAPTER VII.

Elizabeth, the eldest child of the first named Wil-
liam Black, by his second wife, was married to Joshua
Freeman, who owned and lived on a farm in the centre
of Awmherst. He was a prominent member of the
Baptist Church, and very zealous in his Master’s
cause.

About the year 1816 he sold his farm and moved to
Hamilton (Upper Canada) now Ontario, where he
purchased a farm. He took with him his children as
.follow : Williag}], Jerusha, Elizabeth, John, Amanda,
Jeseph, Joshua, Mary, Samuel, and Ezra. Two twin
daughters were born after they arrived at Hawmilton,
one of whom died when young. Ezra was drowned
when a young man.

At that time there were no steamships, no raiivoads,
‘to convey them to their destined home, henee the faci-
lities for travelling long distances were exceedingly
limited, and the removing of a large family that
distance, with all the trials of passing through a new
and strange country, were difficulties not casily sur-
mounted.

In September, 1816, the family embarked on board
a small sailing vessel at Bay Verte. Several friends
frem Amherst accompanied them to the Bay to bid
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them, what many thought to te, a final farewell,
The sadness with which adieux were spoken, and the
touching sight of the father supporting Lis two grown-
up, weeping dauzhters as they stepped on board,
followed by the remainder of the family, were long
remembered by those who witnessed the scene.  Such
partings were not then mitigated by the rapid commu-
nications between friends which ave possible to-day.
The journey which then occupied several weeks may
now- be performed in three days

After a few days Mr. I'reeman’s family arrived in
Quebec, whence they made their way, pa ri;lv by canal
Loats and partly by other modes of traveiling to what
is now the city of Hamilton. Mur. I\ purcha '! a large
area of land a few miles from Hamilton, wlncn was
afterwards called Wellington Sm'""n 'lnu industry
of the family and the passing of railroads through the
farin caus:d a large advance in the value of this
property some years afterwards.

One thing the writer recollects distinctly, especially
when he sees a scar on his lefi arm, that, when six
years old, Jerusha vaccinated bim for small pox, in
the summer before she left Amherst.

Kr1zaBETH—called Betsy—was married to John
Mocore. They bad four sons and three daughters.
The second hufr’)%or named Clementine, was married
to Silas Black, of Dorchester, son of (};w);'gu M. Black.
Further account in Chapter 13.

JoHN, the second son of Joshua Freeman, purchased
a farm and settled in a place then called Esquising, in
Ontario, quite a distance from Hamilton. e had a
large family of children, some of whom moved to the
United States.

Amanpa, the third danghter of Joshua Freeman,
was married to Sylvester Davis. They lived several
years in Burl ir.gt >n, Ountario, and moved thence to the
state of Illinois, where Mrs. Davis died, leaving several
children.

Josery, the third son of Joshua Freeman, married
Margaret Swmith. They owned and scttled on half
the old farm at Wellington Square—a valuable pro-
perty. They had three sons.  Mr. Freeman died some
years ago.

JosrUA, another son of the first named Joshua
Freeman, owned the other half of the old farm where
he settled. He was a Justice of the Peace. He mar-
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ried Mary Smith, an English lady of considerable

wealth. They have several children.

MaRy, another dauchter of Joshua Freeman, was
married to David Lynds, a medical doctor, from
Onslow, N. 8. They had three sons and two daugh-
ters. Mrs. Lynds died about the year 1344, aged 39.
After her death Dr. Lynds moved with his children to
Ilinois, took a second wife, and is well situated.

SaMuzL, the {ifth son of the tirst named Joshua
Freeman, was a lawyer, and stood as one of the first
in the profession in Ontario. He had a large family
of children. His wife’s maiden name was Catherine
Hamilton. e died a short time ago.

The youngast child of Joshua Freeman, who was
born after he moved to Ontario, was married to
Thomas Smith, a brother to the wife of Joshua Free-
man, the second. Both Mr. and Brs. Smith died,
leaving several children.

In the absence of further information respecting
this interesting portion of William Black’s posterity,
we close this c.‘::Lphu‘ by saying that many of them
hold prominent positions in society; their circum-
stances are generally good ; the members of the family,
like those of many others, are considerably scattered,
and are quite numerous.

Joshua Frecman visited his friends in the lower
provinces several times after his removal from Am-
herst. On two of thess visits his wife accompanied
him. The last time they were here together they
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came by land, in their own elegant carriage drawn by
two valuable borses. The horses and carviage were
purchased by their connections, and they . cturned by
another route. Mr. Freeman lived to be aged; Mrs.
F. died some years before.

Joseph, also, before he was married, about the ycar
1839, visited his native place. About the year 1840
Joshua. 2nd and his wife and Mrs. Moore made a visit
to their friends here. Tbese visits were all very wel-
come, and were returned by many from here, the
intercommunication helping to retain the interest in
each other’s welfare.

In this estimate the descendants of Elizabeth Black,
who was married to Joshua Freeman, are put at 200.
Their postevity are scattered about in Ontario and
the TInited States, and it was found iwmpossible to
abtain the correct numbers. Many others of the con-
nection have removed—some to England, ethers to
the United States—and are married and have children.
The number of living descendants is suppesed to be
over 1500, and the whole posterity 2000.

This closes the part of the work respecting this
family of honest, industrious, and moral people, with
scarcely o poor man among them, and they ought to
bie a happy and thankful people.

Attention will now be turned to many of the fai-
lies who eame from England about the same Jime, as
well as two cr three who arrived from England a few
years previously.  Though in short sketches, there is
sufficient to point out the present inhabitants, where
their forefathers settled when coming to this country,

and cther ineidents vespocking them.



EARLY ENGLISH SETTLERS.

WELDON.

Another large and respectable family, whose pos-
terity is widely spread through the Dominion, and
particularly at the head of the Bay of Fundy, will be
noticed. This reference is to the posterity of William
Freeman, who came from England, not far from the
year 1765. If so, he was here several years before
these people came from Yorkshire. He married Jeru-
sha Yeomans about the time of or very shortly after
their arrival in America. Their children consisted of
five sons and nine daughters. One of the sons died
in infancy. The survivors were named Sarah, Wil-
liam and Jerusha—twins—Samuel, Joshua, Elizabeth,
Dorothy, Martha, Philip, Hannah, Ann, Charlotte, and
Rebecca.

Their only son, Charles,
is a Justice of the Peace, and lives at Amherst on the
farm his father and grandfather owned. Matthew
Donkin married Abigail McElman, and had a small
family of children. Jane was married to David Bul-
mer and had several children. When advanced in
life they moved to Oatario, leaving behind one son
whose posterity are in Amherst. Ruth also remove:l
to Ontario. Her husband’s name was Elisha Card, a
stone mwason

Sarab, daughter of Robert Dounkin, was marvied to
Noah Fuller. They had children. Nancy, another
daughter, was married to Elisha Fuller. He lived at
Amherst, where several of the descendants reside.
Charlotte was married to Anthony Fillmore. They
had four daurhiers, soma of whose descendants are in
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Ambherst. Margaret was married to William Logan
and lived at Amherst Point.  They had no children.

William Donkin, 2id, settled at Barronstield and
had several chillren. Some of them went to Prince
Tdward Island.

Thomas Donkin, son of the first William, owned
and lived on a farm at River Philip. He had chillcen,
named Robert, John, Charles, Sophia, and Mary.

Robert was a member of the N. S. Legislature and
a Justice of the Peaco. Some of his sons ave eflicient

“train conductors. He and John live at River Philip.
Sophia was married to Hirar Ferguson, a carpenter,
who, later in life, kept hotel.  They had a small family.

Mary was married to Thomas Lusby, of Amlerst,

who is a Justice of the Peace. They lLave three

married to John Ripley.
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EARLY ENCLISH SETTLERS.
LUSBY.

Thomas Lusby and Thomas Robinson united in
buying a tract of marsh and upland lying at Amherst,
from Lawrence Street to inclu le the strcam on which
Lusby’s mill has long stood.  In dividing the property
a division line was agreed upon. Now, says Mr
Robinson, “I would not give a dollar for choice ; if yon
wish to give me a dollar you shall have your choice.
Mr. Lushy gave the dollar and chose the portion with
the stream, which has shown to be a wise choice. A
grist mill was built on the stream, which has heen
profitable to them and a very great accommodation to
the community.  While many mill-owners have beon
charged with dishonesty, the Lusby mill has always
been above suspicion. ¥

The first Thomas Lusby had children, named John,
Luther, Thomas, Thomason, Elizabeth, Hannah, Char-
lotte and Nancy. The last two weve never married
The daughter Thomason was anarried to Thomas K-
bree, Klizabeth to Kdward Baker, Esq., and Hanvah
to Matthew Stuart. John was lame, and was miller
as long as his health permitted. He was never
married.

Luther married Mary Ewmbree. They had three

sons and six daughters: Thomas, John €., aud Ya-
muel, Charlotte, Sarah, Mary, Permelia, Elizabeth, and
Hannah.

Thomas, as noticed vlsewhere, married Mary Donlin,
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of River Philip. John C. married a Miss Purdy,
daughtor of Gilbert Purdy, Esq., and lives on the old
place, and has sons and daughters. Samuel married
Caroline Smith, of Amherst, and died when a young
man, leaving one son. His widow lives on and owns
a portion of the old farm. The danghters of Luther
Lusby were warried to Amos Black, Esq., William H.
DeWolfe, Samucel O'Donnel, Torry Bent, Dr. B. Page,
and Otis DeWolie.

Thomas, son of the tirst Thowmas Lushy, married
Jharlotte Freeman, of Amherst. They left thiee
sons, named William, George, and Rupert.  William
married Mary Oxlty, of River Phil'p. They have
three daughters. George married Ahnira, danghiter
of Josiah Black. There are three daughters and a
son. Rupert married Ellen Robb, and has five sors.

ROBINSON.

Thomas Robinson marriel Naney Chapman, and

died leaving a widow who was marvied to Jawmes
Roberts, of which notice appears in the reference to
the Chapman fawily.
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CHAPMAN.

William Chapman came from England, and settled
at Point de Bute. His children were William, Thomas,
John, Henry, Mary, Jane, Polly, and Nancy.
William Chapman, 2nd, married a daughter of the
first Charles Dixon, and settled at Fort Lawrence.
Their sons, Henry and Jolin, and a daughter who was
married to John Greeno, scttled at the place now
called Chapman Settlement when it was wilderness,
ee and soon made great improvements. Thomas Chap-
am man also owned a fine farm at Fort Lawrence. Ho
ave had sons named James, David, Thowmas, Philip, Martir,
ter and Benjamin. James resided at Coverdale. David
1 a sottled at Dorchester, Thomas at Amherst, where he
was major of militia; Philip at Shediac, where he was
Justice of the Peace. Benjamin remained on the old
farm, at Fort Lawrence. One of his sons is a Metho-
dist minister, another is a Justice of the Peace.
Thomas Chapman, the first, had two daughters.
One was married to Robert MeG. Dickey who was a
Justice of the Peace and represented first the township
of Amberst, afterwards the County of Cumberland in
the Provincial Assembly.  His son, R. B. Dickey, is a
very prominent lawyer and Senator of the Dominion
Parliament.  The other daughter of the first Thomas
Chapman was married to John Morse and afterwards
to lehabod Lewis of Moneton.  John Chapman mar-
ried Sarah Black. (Iarticulars in Chap 6} Henpy
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Chapman, son of the first named William, married a
Misa Seaman of Wallace. Their sons, who were very
_ muscular and of large physique, were Henry, Stephen,
Thomas, Joseph, and Smith.

Henry and Stephen remained at Point de Bute on
hoir father’s farm.  Stephen moved to Sussex some
vears after his marviege. Both these brothers mar-
vied daughters of Samuel ¥reeze, Esq, of Sussex.
Themas marvied Rebeeca Purdy. While single he
lived many years with his aunt, Mrs. Roberts, at Am-
herst, and she left a valuable property to him, on
which he settled. One of his sons is a Justice of the
Peace.  Swmith Chapman’s residence was in Kings
County, N. B. A daughter of the first Henry Chap-
man was married to Martin Bent, 2nd, of Fort Law-
rence,

Mary, daughter of the first William Chapman, was

married to George Taylor, of Memrameook—now
Rockland. Their children were intelligent, and re
spected.  Sally, another daunghter, was married to
Richard Black, as noticed in Chap. 4. Naney was
married first to Thomas Robinson, and again to James
Roberts by whom there were no children:

Jane was married to John Swith.
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SMITH.

John Smith came from England when a young man.
He married Jane, daughter of the first Williamn Chap-
man, and owned and lived on a valuable farm at Fort
Lawrence. He had nine athletic sons, named John,
William, Nathanicl, Thownas, Benjamin, Robert, Joseph,
Henry, and James.  There was a dauchter, also, who
was married to [srael Lumbree, whose descendants
are well and favorably known.

John Smith, 2nd, settled at Shepody, now Albert
County. He was a member of the New Brunswick
Legislature, and a Justice of the Peace. William's
home was at Maccan. Thomas, Benjamin, and Henry
settled at Shinimicas, where the virgin soil was excel-
lent, and they turned the wilderness into valuable
farms.  Nathaniel scttled at Point de Bute, where
members of his family reside.  Joseph, Robert, and
James remained at Fort Lawrence, where some of
their children live and arve farming.

FREEZE.

William Freeze was one of those who left old Lng-

land for the new America. His wife’s name was

Bulmer. They lived vpon the fars now owned by
the Messrs. Keillor at Amherst Point. They also
owned other lands adjoining and a large area of marsh.
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The marsh at that time grew grass of inferior quality,
and it was the ahmost universal opinion that it was
destined to nothing better. Mr. Freeze sold this
property and bought a large one at Upper Sussex,
N. B, now Penobsquis, where he settled his four sons
on good farms containing, besides the upland, a large
area of interval.  The names of his children were
Miriam, Mary, Samuel, William, Jolin, and Charles.

Miriam, the eldest daughter, was maivied to Mat-
thew Fenwick who owned a large property at South-
ampton, where the Harrisons now live. He removed
to Studholm, Kings Co., N, B,

Mary, the second danghter of William Freeze, was
married to Thomas S. Black of Amherst.  (Full parti-
culars in Chap. 5.)

Samuel Freeze was marvied three times and had
twenty-one childven.  He was several times elected o
member of the New Brunswick Legislature.  His son
Nelson is now the high sherift” of Kines Co., N, D,
His son-in-law, George Ryan, also was, for many vears,
a member of the Legislature and had subsequently «
seat in the Dominion Parliament.

William, John, and Charles, sons of the first named
William Freeze, were all married and raised intelligent
aind respectable families, some of the members of which
have filled important stations.  Matthew MeLeod, a

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BOWNER.

Thomas Bowser, who arrived in Awmerica in 1774,
settled at Sackville, N. B., on a large farm that beeame
very valuable, Two sisters came at the same time
and subsequently were married, one to Johin Smith of
Parrshoro, the othier to a Mr. Hutchinson who settled
at .\ll].\(lllt]n‘nlitu

The names of the children of Thomas Bowser were

Thomas, Ebenezer, Richard S, George, Joseph, Wil-

limmn, Benjamin, John, and Layton.  There were threo
daughters.  One was married to Jolin Smith, 2nd, of
Parrshoro, another to a Mr. Boyd, who died leaving a
small family.  The youngest of Thomas Bowser’s ¢hil-
dren, Ann, was married to Christopher Humphrey of
Sackville,

Thomas Bowser, 2nd, married a Miss King and set-
tied on Cole’s Island : Ebenezer at Beech Hill ; Richard
S, Joseph, and John on the old farm: William and
Benjamin at Fairtield, Sackville,  George died when
inmiddle age. He was not marricd.  Thomas, Richard
N, and Willianm had large familics.  Joseph and Ben-
Jamin also had c¢hildren.  Ebenezer and Jolin had no
children.

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RICHTARDSON.

Chiristopher Richardson came also from Yorkshire,

He lived at Sackville, near where the Salem Baptist
Meeting House stands. One son and one daughter
were left in England.  Others of his children were
named  Chiistopher, Joseph Providence, Elizabeth,
Charvlotte : another named  Timothy died when a

Christopher, 2nd, had  children, naned  Joseph,
Christopher, Timothy, John, Sarah, Mary, and Char-
lotte. Joseph Providence was born on the passage
from England, and was named Joseph for the captain,
and Providence for the ship they sailed in.  His chil-
dren hore the names Charlotte, George, Sarah, John,
Fainy, Charles; also Jane, who died aged about 40
vears, and Christopher who died when a youth.

Elizaheth, daughter of the fiest Christopher Rich-
ardson, was married to the first Gabricl Purdy, of
Westchester Mountains, and had a family of children,
Some of them bore the names Jacob, Henry, Elijah,
David, and Gilbert. Charlotte was married to a M.
Horton, and lived at Sackville.  They had three sons,
named John, Samuel, and Amasa.

A large portion of the first Christopher Richardson’s
posterity remain at Sackville, N B.
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HUMPHREY.

This family consisted of three brothers and two
sisters: Christopher, John, William, Jane, and Mary.
John lived at a part of Moncton now called Lewis-
ville, and owned a valuable mill property. He was
never married. Christopher owned a good farm at
Sackville, N. B. He married Ann Bowser. They
had no children. William wmarried a Miss Trueman,
and owned a carding machine at Amherst and one at
Macean, besides a farm at each place He sold the
farms, and bought a valuable one at Sackville, N. B,
which his son Harmon occupies. Jane Humphrey
was married to John Moriee, who owned the valuable
establishment at Sackville called Morice’s Mills. Mary
Humphrey was married to Charles Dixon, who solid
his valuable farm at Sackville to William Humphrey
and moved west, having ewmbraced the Mormon faith.
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DIXON.

Charles Dixon, on his arrival in America, bought
over 2,000 acres of land at Sackville, where he settled.
He left the property to his sons, Edwaid and Charles.
These two brothers had large families, some of the
members of which occupy good positions. Edward
married Mary Smith; Charles, Mary Humphrey.
Their sisters, davghters of the first named Charles
Dixon, were marriel to Dr. Rufus Smith of Westmor-
lnd, William Chapman, and I'homas Roach, of Fort
Lawrence, Mr. Wilson of Dorchester, and George Bul-
mer, of Sackville.

Dr. Smith represented the County of Westmorland
for many years, and Thomas Roach was also a repre-
sentative of Cumberland, which situation he held for
many years until he became advanced in life.

Ldward Dixon had children named Charles, Edwin,
John, William, Rufus, James D., Elizabeth, and Jane.
Charles married Miss Boultenhouse; Edwin, Miss
Anderson; James D., Miss Black: John died when

voung; William and Rufus removed from Sackville;
Elizabeth was married to a Mr. Chubbeck ; Jane to
David Lyons, a master mariner.

ATKINSON.

Robert Atkinson, another emigrant from England,
was married twice. The names of his first wife’s
children were Christopher, Joseph, John, Nancy, and
Sarah. Those of the second wife were Amasa, Tho-
mas, Robert, Andrew, William, Elizabeth, Jane, Olive,
and Mary. All the sccond wife’s children, except
Amasa and Elizabeth, moved to the United States.
The first named Robert Atkinson owned a valuable
farm at Sackville, on which some of his sons settled.
Christopher sold to C. F. Allison, who built the male
Academy on the site which has since been known as
Mount Allison. Other portions of the old farm were
sold, and are now occupied by the Methodist Chureh,
the Female Academy, the College, and other buildings
in connection with the Mount Allison institu!ions;
also, Faweett's foundry, and valuable residences.
Christopher Atkinson removed to Paint de Bute,
and had a large family of children. Joseph settled
at Woodpoint, Sackville. Several of his sons were
skilful master mariners. Nancy Atkinson was mar-
ried to Christopher Richardson, of Sackville. Sarah
was married to Richard S. Bowser, as noticed clse-
where,  Elizabeth was married to Anthony Lowe,

None of the deseen lants now live on the old farm.,
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RIPLEY.

The descendants of the Ripley family are numerous.
Several brothers emigrated from Yorkshire, among
whom were Henry, John, and William, who came to
America together, and Joseph, Robert, and Thomas,
who came afterwards. John was of a roving nature ;
William settled at Maccan; Joseph at River Philip;
Robert at the eastern end of the ccunty; one settled
in the State of Massachusetts. Thomas was a school

teacher.

Henry bought, for £600, 600 acres of marsh and
upland at Nappan, where he settled. His wife's
maiden name was Mary Fawcett, whose brothers sct-
tled at Sackville, N. B. They Lad sixteen children,
four of whom died when young. They bore the

names Susanna, Jane, Mary, John, Henry, Ruth,
Robert, Rebeeca, Isabella, Sarah, Joseph, and others.
Susanna was married to Amos Trueman, and lived
at Truemanville. Jane was married to William True-
man, of Westmorland; Mary to Thomas Lowther
John and Henry, as well as the younger brothers,
Robert and Joseph, settled on the old farm at Nappau.
Ruth was married to Matthew Coates, of Sussex:
Rebecea was married to Thomas Swmith, of ) Nappan ;
Isabel to James Shipley ; and Sarah to William Pipes.
All these peopie have been removed by death, and
their posterity are considerably scattered, but many
of the descendants live in the County of Cumberland.

Williamm and Jolin Faweett came from Yorkshirve.

Robert married a’ Miss'Scaman, sister of
the late Amos Seaman, of Minudie.® John, son of the
first named John Fawcett, married Jane Black. (Fur-
ther particulars in ("l:np.;l().) FMary was married to
Henry Ripley, of Nappan, and had a numerous family,
as elsewhere noticed.  Nancy was married to John

Ogden, and had six children.
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HARRISON.

John Harrison came from England in the spring of
1774, and Lrought his wife, whose maiden name was
Sarah Lovett, and some of the eldest children. They
first settled at Barronsfield, Cumberland County.
Their children’s names were Luke, John, Thomas, and
William. They also hal five daughters, who were
married to men of the names Brown, Lumney, Lodge,
Lambert, and Furlong.

Luke and Williamn Harrison settled on the south
side of Maccan River, below Maccan Station, 1. (.
Railway. John alse scttled at Macecan, and Thowmas
at what is now called Southampton.  William married
a Miss Coates : Thomas a Miss Henry.

PIPEN.

William Pipes and his wife also came from Evgland,
and settled at Nappan.  They had two sons, William
and Jonathan,  William remained on the same farm
and had four sons and two dauchters, named William,
Jonathan, John Parkinson, Amos Brown, Esther, and
Mary.  Williara had a fawily, and lived at River
Philip.  Jonathan went to Canada, and was captain
of a steambeat.  The other two sons resided at Nap-

pan. W Parkinson’s ehiliren were named William,

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Caleb, Thomas, Jonathan, Richard, Elizabeth, Esther,
Mary, and Nellie. William is a Justice of the Peace.
J. Richard has been a County Councillor for two
years, and was the first Warden of the County. The
daughters of J. Parkinson Pipes were married, respec-
tively, to Andrew Ripley, Henry Lowther, George
Lowther, and a Mr. Weldon, of Maitland.

Esther, daughter of the first named William Pipes,
was married to Rev. Samuel McCully, a Baptist min-
ister. Their children’s names were Cyrus, Mary,
William, Samuel, Jonathan, Mary, Robert, Iisther,
Eliza Bell, and Hannah. Jonathan was elevated to
the bench of the Supreme Court. Amos Brown's
children were named William C., Jonathan, Rufus,
and Hannah,

Jonathan, the other son of the first named William
Pipes, owned a good farm at Amherst. He had one
son and two daughters. The_son Jonah was left in
possession of the farm, which is now owned by per-
sons not connected with the family. One of the
daughters of Jonathan Pipes was married to Thomas
Law Dickson, and lived at Amherst; the other was
married to Charles Baker, and lived at Barronstield,
Both sisters had several children, a small number of
whom are still living. Some of the descendants of
William Pipes occupy prominent positions in the
country.

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TRUEMAN.

William Trueman owned and lived on a farm at
Point de Bute, which was of large area and valuable.
His wife’s name was Keillor. They had seven sons
and three daughters. The daughters were married,
respectively, to: Gilbert Lawrence, who settled at
Upper Macean; William Humphrey, of whom there
is mention clsewhere:; and George Glendenning, of
Warren. The sons of the first William Trueman were
William, Harmon, John, Amos, Thomas, Robert, and
Thompson.  William and Amos married sisters, named
Ripley. The wives of Harmon and Robert were
named Bent; Thomas’ wife was named Gore: John's,
Palimer ; Thompson’s, Mary Freeze.

All the children of the first Williain Freeman had
children, some of them a large number, and the
descendants are reputed steady, honest, and intelligent,
some of them filling prominent situations in the
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BULMER.

Sowme of his
children moved to Ontario. R. Coates married and
settled on a good farm at Point de Bute, and had a
family of children.  His wife died, and he married a
second time.

William married Nancy Willinms of Pogwash.
Robert married Elsic Dolson.  Gedrge married a Miss
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Cummings. Thomas Keillor had daughters, also, who
were married to persons of the names: Robert Seaman,
Jonah Pipes, James Horton, and Charles White.

Onc of C. White’s sons was very ingenious. He
invented a chair for President Garfield, on which he
used to recline and rest after he had been shot, and
which has become of very great financial value to the
inventor.

William and George, sons of Thomas Keillor, moved
to Ontario. About half of each of their children have
removed thence to Michigar.

OXLEY.

George Oxley came from Yorkshire to this country
in the year 1774, with his wife and family (except
his eldest son Stephen).  He lived two years at
Mount Whatley, Westinorland, and removed thence
to River Philip, where he and several others procured
15,000 acres of land. Its situation is the south-west
side of the cross-roads, and extended 1} wiles each
side of the river. Each person had 300 acres. His
wife’s maiden name was Mary Bowden. She was
mentioned in an account of the conversion of William
(afterwards Rev. William) Black, as one possessing
sterling christian principles.

Mr. Oxley had four sons, named Stephen, George,
John. and Joseph, but no davghters,
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Stephen married in England, and afterwards re-
moved to America. His wife died, leaving twe sons
and two daughters. He afterwards married Mrs.
Stewart, mother of Alexander Stewart, who was for
miany years a prominent lawyer at Amherst, was
several times elected a member of the Nova Scotia
Assembly, and was subsequently Master of the Rolls.
By this second marriage there was one son named
Bowden.

George Oxley, the second, married Cynthia Bent,
of ¥ort Lawrence. He settled at Wallace. His chil-
dren hore the names: Eunice, Mary B., Arthusa,
Joseph, H. Nelson, Georgianna, Alinira, Cynthia Eliza,
and “argar:t Wooler.

Eunice and H. Nelson were not married.  As stated
in Chap. 1V, Arethusa was married to Richard Black.
Margaret W. was married to James Chrisuie, of River
Hebert, and had five sons and two daughters. Two
of the sons, one of whom is a Justice of the Peace,
live at River Hebert. The remaining three are doing
an extensive business at Amherst, in the manufacture
of caskets and coffins, and in lnmber. The daughters
of James Christic are not married.

Jolin, son of the first George Oxley, settled at River
Philip. He married Ann Baker, of Amherst. Their
children were named Charles, Charlotte, Stephen,
George, Benjamin, Mary, Edward, William Joln, aid

Joseph.
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Joseph, the youngest son of the first George Oxley,
married Elizabeth S. Black, as noticad in Chap. IIL

At the time these persons settled on their large area
of land, salmon were plentiful, and many were taken
at their doors, both by spear and hook. Moose and
caribou were abundant, and within easy reach. Every-
thing put into the ground grew without disease, and
the people appeared to enjoy life, though living in
comparative seclusion.



SETTLERS FROM NEW ENGLAND.

Some years previously to the arrival of those Eng-
lish people in this new country, several families
removed from New England, and settled at the head
of the Bay of Fundy. Some of these returned to
their old home after the Revolutionary War. Some
of those who remained are known by the names Gay,
DesBarres, Morse, Barron, Huston, Baker, Bent, Chap-
pell, Watson, Ayer, ete.

In the year 1763, Lord Amherst established three
Townships in the County of Cumberland, which
county embraced what is now Westmorland and
Albert Counties. The western portion of these coun-
ties was a dense wilderness, and the western bounds
of Cumberland had probably never been defined.  All
the remainder of what is now New Biunswick was
the County of Sunbury. »

The townships Lord Amherst established were Cum-
berland, Amherst, and Sackville. The Township of
Cumberland embraced all the lands between the
LaPlanche and the Au Lac, extending east to Pay
Verte, and west to the Bay of Fundy, and compri:ing
over 80,000 acves. The fort named Beausejour, that
had a few years previously been taken from the
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FARLY ENGLISH SETTLERS.

French, was changed to Fort Cumberland, and several
officers of the British Government were settled near
the Fort. In this year a committee of seven was
appointed to petition Governor Wilmot to admit Cun-
berland as a township and have the privilege of
sending a member to the Assembly. The prayer was
granted, and Joshua Winslow was the first repre-
sentative,

Shortly after, Amherst and Sackville became town-
ships, and obtained like privileges.

Several persons procured a grant in Cumberland
Township extending to Bay Verte, and embracing
34,000 acres. One of these was Joseph Morse, the
great grand-father of Judge Morse, of Amberst.

A grant of 15,750 acres was soon after obtained in
the same township.

At this time large grants of land were offered in
Nova Scotia by the British Govermnent to parties
upon the eonsideration that they settle the land.  The
land having heen taken from the French a few years
previous, fears were entertained of their return.

Colonel Williamn Frederick Wallett DesBarves ob-
tained 20,000 acres at Tatamagouche, 20,000 at Mem-
ramcook, and all Minudie, which he settled with
French. Subsequently his title was disputed, and, in
some cases, the DesBarres descendants gained; in
others a compromise was made. Oar Judge Des-
Barres is a grandson of the colonel, his father having
been Governor of Nova Scotia.
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Captain Franklin (afterwards Governor) had 20,000
acres at River Hebert which he settled with Enclish.
20,000 acres between the Macean and Nappun wele
granted to Captain Gmellin, which were scttled by
Suglish.

Captain Barron got lands at Barronstield.  Charles
Baker married a Miss Barron, and got possession of
some of these lands. 1t was to Edward Barron, Wil-
liam Black, and Charles Baker that the Court House
grounds were deeded in trust for the County of
Cumberland, they being Judges of the Common Pleas.
Two of Charles Baker’s sons settled at Barronsfield
and one lived at Amherst. Edward and William
were Justices of the Peace, and Edwanrl at one time
represented the township of Amherst in the Assembly.

Amos Botstord resided at Westeock, Sackville. He
was cmpm\'«-red Ly the British Government to get
this country settled, and exerted himself in arranging
the scttlement of Sackville.  His son, William, was
the only lawyer in Westmorland for many years and
was subseque ly appoiuted Judge of the Supreme
Court of New Brunswick. !

Colonel Joseph Morse, one of the grantees of land
at Cumberiand, liad a son named Alpheus who settled
at Cumberland and had five sons and three daughters.
The eldest two sons—Alphens and John—settled at
River Philip. James Shannon, when young, left
howme to go to the United States. Calling at lawyer
Botsford’s, Mr. Botsford persuaded hiim to remain, anl

oftered to take him as a student-at-law. Mr. Moirse
complied, and al au cariy age got his profession, and,
for many years, was the only lawyer in Cumberland.
He was elected scveral times to represent the town-
ship of Awmherst in the Assembly, generally by acela-
mation. e was also a member of the Legsislative

and Execcutive Couneils of the provinee.  Of his sons
)

one is a physician, and three were lawyers, one of
whom is Judge of the County Court.  Joseph Morse,
son of Alpheus, 2nd, removed to the United States.
Silas had two daughters.  One was married to Dr.
(now Siv Charles) Tupper, and the other to W. M.
Fullerton, Queen’s Counsel. The danghters of the
second Alpheus Morse were married to Williain White,
Esq, Mr. End, a lawyer, and Alexander Stewart, C.
B., late Master of the Rolis. Mrs. Stewart s very
aged, and the only survivor of the family.

Jesse and Johin Bent scttled in Cumberland Conty

Jesse at ort Lawrence and John at Amherst,  One
of Joln’s sons—William  White Bent—represented
the township of Awmbherst in the Nova Scotia Assembly
for many years.

Many of the Chappell descendants live near Bay
Verte.

The Ayer descendants live in Westmorland and
Albert.

Several other families came to this country imme-
diately after the Revolutionary War, among whom
was a Mr. Chandler who was Sherift’ of Cumberland.

e
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His son, Charles H., suceceded him in that office, and
Joshua, the eldest son of Charles H., followed his
father in the same position, Edward B., another son
of Charles H. Chandler, who became a prominent
lawyer, lived at Dorchester. He, for many years,
oceupied a seat in the New Branswick Assembly.
He was also a member of the Legislative and Execu-
tive Councils and finally was Licutenant Governor of
New Brunswick. Some of his sons reside in West-
morland County. His brother William was a lawyer
and practised at Richibueto. Scarcely any of the
Chandler family now live in Camberland.

Three wen named Puardy came to this country after
the war—Henry, Gabriel, and Gilbert.  Henry set-
tled at Foirt Lawrence, and was Colonel of the Militia.
He had sons named Elijah, Lewis Kniftin, James,
Samuel, and Gilbert; also daunghters.  Elijah was a
medical doctor, and, for many years, the only one of
the profession residing at Awherst.  Gilbert was
Registrar of Deeds for Cuamberland.  His son, James
E., now fills the office.  The tirst Elijah Pmﬂy settled
at Westehester, and had sons named Peter, Gabriel,
Jacob, Henry, Gilbert, and David.  The last named is
the only survivor. He is very aged and lives at

Ambherst with his son Amos, postmaster.  The first
Gilbert Purdy lived at Malagash.

Nathaniel Travis settled on a farm at Amherst and
had a large family of children, who are somewhat
scattered, but many reside at Amherst.

Nathaniel Travis had a brother, named Jeremiah,
who came to St. John, N. B.  Somec of his descendants
are in the legal and medical professions.

Samuel Embree lived at White Haven, New York.
He was commander of the light horse dragoons, and

owned valuable estate, which he forsook on account
of his loyalty to the British crown, and settled at
\mberst. He drew a yearly pension to the close of
his life. He was very tall.  His wife was very
eriergetic. At one time she came from Kastpoit in a
mall schooner. The captain hal the howrors and
was incapable of managing the eraft. No others
were on board except a youth and Lawyer Botsford.
They succeeded in securing the captain, and Mus.
Fanbree volunteered the helm, which she kept until
hie brought up safely at Aulac.  She had been to sea
Lefore.  Another exploit: A large whale was cap-

tured at Sharp’s Creck and his mouth was opened and
a prop set in, and Mrs. Embree rode in and around
the prop.  Had the fish been alive it might have swal-
lowed both her and thie horse, but it did not.

Mr. Embree had three sons and a daughter. The
sons, Thomas and Israel, remained on the old farin at
Ambherst and Elisha settled at what is now Warren.
The daughter, as before noticed, was married to
Luther Lusby.
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
