PEEEACE.

The perplexity over attendant upon any endeavor to obtain information from the usual Railway Guides, whether in

Europe or the United States, arises from the system of massing, in the smallest possible space, a variety of particulars

not really congruous to the main object of the enquiring Traveller—namely, to understand clearly the best route to
his destination;—precisely as if a stranger in a city, on enquiring his best way to reach some well-known portion of it,

were to bo answered at once by a dozen informants, one of whom probably giving him a plain direction (could the
stranger sulliciently abstract his attention to heed it), while another tells him of the houses of entertainment he will

find on tlio way, another of the policemen and managers of the streets, another of the waggons of goods he will meet,

another that he can certainly come back the same way if he like ; with, from the others, similar information, which
might possibly tuider other circumstances be very useful to him. Therefore, in the compilation of the present work, it

has been borne in mind that there are, especially in Canada, two descriptions of travellers. Many, who are strangers,

desire chiefly to know Jiow to select the most advantageous Route to their destination-, while others, from the experi-

•nce thoy have accjuired by constant travel, know well which to select for their various occasions of business through
ihe country, and only require to be kept informed of the changes of arrivals and departures, and of other circurastauces,

lliat usually afl'cct railway and steamboat counnunications : for the foriiu-r, it was deemed advisable to preserve the

nain ])ortiun of the work (the Routes and their accompanying Table) in a clear and simple form, free from a mass of

dttails that might probably confuse tlunn ; while, for the latter, who need fuller particulars, there are given a Railway

Tane Indicator, and a complete set of authenticated Time Tables of all the railways in Caniula, with their special con-

nations
; i)resenting, altogether, it is beliexed, a more complete atul useful Traveller's Guide than has yet been offered

to the public.

7he present work, which first appeared in the " Canada Directory for 1837-58," is an attempt to avoid, for Canadian

tra-ellers, the confusion cliargcd against the Riilway Guides published in other countries ; and abundant evidence has

beei furnished to show that it has been successful, and that the republication of this portion of the Directory in a

sepcrate form would receive a large meed of public favour. As one evidence of this appreciation, it may be permitted

hert to give the following extract trom a review, by the Glasgow Commonwealth, of the Canada Directory, especially as it

fum.shes an apt illustration of the peculiar method that characterises these " Routes :"—

" As an evidence that we are not bestowing too high encomiums on the Canada Directory, we may state that it has
niast'jred in the sh(^rtest space, and in the simplest manner, the problem that seems to have puzzled all the Bradshaws

of Britain. It has pcrfectotl asjstom of Railway and Steamboat fciiitling; and those wlio have so often plunnod in vain
intotlie mysterious yiOftes of one of our larger railway jcnides, ami heeji batlled, after tlieir most strennous endeavours,
to extract information, may well wonder when wc tell them that the ta.sk has been iwhieved as merely one of the pieces

of incidental information jriven in tiiis massive volume. We slmll take an illustration. We wish to go, for instance,

to the little villaRe of Addison, in Canada West. We llnd therefore an alphaltetiealtahleeontaining the names of all the
cities, towns, jnul villages in Canada, and eonseiiuently have no dillienlty in limling the name of Addison. The Table
has four cohnnns—the first containing the iianu's of the )ilaces; thesecond, the names of the townships in which
they are sit un ted ; the third, the counties; and the fourth, the " iiiast ctinrfniiiif" points accessible by railroiwt or steam-
boat. We llnd, then, that IJroekville isthe most convenient station; and Urockville is printed thus in colinnn I, " Urock-
ville. .\, C, 1), or 15." The ciipital letters and Ik'ures point out tiie routes or lines of travel. We turn therefore to .\, and
find that A gives us the Oraml Trinik llailway from Montreal westward— C, the Hoyal Mail Through line from Mon-
treal westward—D, the .Vmerican lint fnmi Montreal westward- and 1ft. the Hay of"(inintt^ steamers, bi-weekly from
]\Iontreal westward. There are therefore four routes for reaching Hrockville. and the traveller may take his choice.

IJy means fif this Directory we can thus travel to any villngein Canula with iuconinarablv more facility than to many
of our own villages in Scotland or Knglaml ; and the jiublishers of our Railway «iuides at home miirht |»erhaps fake a
useful hint from the mode in which the Canadian editor lias tnastered tiie knotty ((uestion of giving plain directions."

If the plan of this work really iiossess any |ieculiar merit, it is owing to the adoption of a princiitle not perhaps im-

mediately evident to the castial observer. While the Railway Ouides and other publications of a similar nature, hitherto

liubli>hed, coutlne themselvis prin<ij)ally to such places at wliich there are stations, this work includes these in an

alplmlH'ticallist of nil idaces, geKirraphically described, that can be reached by one or more of the Railway or Steam-

boat Routes of the conntr,-,—a mode of ccmveying svu-h description of information, it is submitted, that nnist jiarti-

cularly reconunend itself to those who, from their necessary ignorance of the conufry, must naturally desiderate the

plainest possible directions toguide them in their trave s.

It is therefore hoped that these Iloutes and theircoiniectiDus with thosein the I'uifed States, with the accom|iauyin(i

Table, will not oidy be deemed snilicieiitly I'xplii'it for the general travi'ller, but that they will espeeially serve as a jtro-

tcctinn to the stramrerswho aninially land unour shores from the very serious inistal'<'s to which their ignorance of tir

cotnitry renders them liable. The imjiDrtanee of a correct knowledge in this respect may be seen fmni the fact, that iii

utmeccssary travel of twenty mil's liy statte or by a sjK'cially hired vehi<le woidd probably cost an iunnigraut fumiy

nearly as nnu h as the wlmh' of their inland t nuivpf)rt besides.

The port (if (Jueliec is a.ssinued as a starting point, and so throuirhnut the course of travel is supposed tn bo we«.twaHi.

In a fi'W peculiar eases, where a favorable opportunity occurs to select another Roiife than that given in the Table, tlie

necessary information Is stated in a Note upon the place affected by .such a contingency.

Ill eiises when- the Main Houtes run in a parallel dire<'tion and generidly through the snnie places, it has not b'cn

thoiiirht pro)!! i iiere to exhibit an.v preference ; bnt nither leave each innnigmnt to di'cide for hiinself. according as he
may be governed liythe value of his lime, the amount of his means, and other peculiar circnmstaiu-es. It slnndd liow-

ever be ohsirved that .\o. U is n clu ap but tedious Route, and is therefore ehielly used in cases re(piiriugthe trans|)ort

of families or of considerable baggnge : persons unincundiered in these respects generally prefer to travel by the rcjinlar

stages from Hrockville and other points convetiiont tn destinations on the route of the Ridean River and Cunal.
