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An Act to Mincorporate The TMoyal Cape
JBreton Pacht Club,

(Passed the 11th day of April, A. D. 1403.)

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council and Assembly
as follows:

1. Murray 'odd, Walter Crowe, Joseph A. Gillies,

2. The corporation may purchase, own, take, hold,

lease, rent and enjoy real estate in the Town of Sydney,
or at any other point in the County of Cape Breton, to the
value of fifty thousand dollars, and may mortgage, sell,
lease, rept, assign or other wise dispose of the same as may
be deemed expedient and in the interests of the corpora
Ltion.

3. The general administration of the aflairs of (‘lub
shall be vested in an executive committee that shall be
elected from the members of the Club in accordance with
its by-laws.

{ 'I'he Club shatl have and possess the power to make
or become parties to promissory notes, bills of exchange
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and negot ab'e paper made, drawn, accepted or indorsed
or otherwize executed in accordance with any by-law of
the Club made in that behalf, and cvery such instrument
executed as aforesaid shall in no case require the seal of
the Cluo to lte atlixed, and no otfcer of the Club so
making, or drawing, or accepting, or endorsing any such

7. The imount of the bonds and debentures issued as
authorized by this Act shall not exceed in the whole the
sum of $30.000.

8. The Corporation is empowered tosue for and collect
all entrance fees, subscriptions, assessments and all othor
accounts and moneys that may become due the Club, and
the same <hall be due and pavable at the time fixed by
and according to the terms of the by-laws of the Club;
and the differeat commitices of the Club shall have full
powerto enforee anl earey into effeet all the by-laws and
regulations of the Club, and shall enforce the same when
required in the manner directed in said by-laws and
rezulations.

9. The Club shall have power and authority to make
by-laws, rules and regulations relating 1o its objects,
purposes and aims, and for the conduct and management
of its affairs, and for any purpose incidental hereto,
all by-laws made in accordance with this Ac¢t and not
contrary to any laws of the Province ol Nova Scot a, shall,
when approved by the Governor in Council, have the
force of law until repealed.

10. The Ciub shall have a Corporate Seal, and shall
have power and authority by its Commodore and
I'reasurer to make and execute any deed, lease, mortgage
orother conveyance of the real and personal estate held
by the Clubcontaining the usua! covenants contained in
such instruments.

1. Any member resigning from the Club or for any
reason by death, expulsion or otherwise ceasing to be a
member thereof, shall ¢pso facto forfeit all interest therein
or in or to the property or assets of the Club
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Constitution and By-Laws

(I.) NUMBER OF MEMBERS.

THe RoyaL CAape BretoN Yacur Crus shall
consist of not more than 150 members, exclusive
of honorary, privileged and associate members,
but such number may be enlarged at any general
meeting or any special meeting called for that
purpose.

(II.) ANNUAL MEETING.

There shall be an annual meeting of the Club
on the second Saturday in January in each year
for the election of the Exccutive Committee, at
which meeting an abstract of the accounts, du'y
audited, shall be submitted and also a report by
the Executive Committee on the general concerns
of the Club. The Executive Committee shall
have power at all times to convene an extraordin-
ary meeting of the Club on giving seven days’
notice, to be posted during that period in the
public rooms of the Club, specifying the objects
of such meeting and at such extraordinary meeting
no objects shall be discussed beyond those speci-
fied in the notice. The Executive Committee shall
also call an extraordinary meeting, giving seven
days’ notice thercof, and under similar restric-
tions, on the written requisition of twenty members
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of the Club, not being of the Committec, who
shall state distinctly the objeet of such meeting.
(II1.) NOMINATING COMMITTEE.

At least six weeks previous to the annual meeting
a special meeting of the Club shall be called to
eleet a Committee of five, which shall be called
the * Nominating Committee.”” It shall be the
dnty of the Nominating Committee to nominate
fifteen members to be put up for el etion for the
Executive Committee, They shall prepare a list
of such names and return same to the Secretary
at least ten days before the date of the annual
meeting.  The Secretary shall thereupon post a
list of suzh names in the Club. In addition to
such list any two members of the Club can
nominate a member for the Executive Committee.
All nominations must be handed in to the Secretary
at least five days before the date of the annual
meet:nz and immodiate’y upon the closing of
nominations, the Secretary shall post in the Club
all the names put in nomination.  All nominations
must be accepted by the nominee before being
finally posted. No member other than those
submitted by the Nominating Committee and
those named by any two members as above
mentioned will be eligible for election to the
Executive Committee.

(X!1.) ENTRANCE FEE AND SUBSCRIPTION.

The entrance fee for full membership payvable
on admission to the Club shall be $25, and the
annual subseription shall be $36.  Provided, how
ever, that persons secking to be admitted to full
membership to the Club, who reside five miles or
upwards from Sydney, may become (after being
duly clected) entitled to tull membership of the
Club upon paying the regular entrance fee and
the first quarterly instalment of the annual
subscription of $15.00.

Privileged members will not be required to pay
an entrance fee, but shall pay the annual sub-
sceription of $15.00.,

Associate members shall not be required to pay an
entrance fee, but shall be required to pay an
annual subscription of $5.00,

Members elected after the month of January
are only required to pay pro rata the annual
subsgeription for the remainder of the year for
which they may be eclected.  All subseriptions
shall be payable quarterly in advance on the first
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day of January, April, July and October respec-
tively of cach vear, after swhieh days, no notice
of withdrawal shall exempt retiring members from
the payment of the current quarters subscription.

(XIV.) NON-PAYMENT OF DUES,

No new member shall be admitted to enjoy any
of the privileges of the Club until he shall have
paid his eutrance fee and subscription. Should a
new member not pay his entrance fee, and first
quarter’s subscription within three months fr m
his admission into the Club, the Secretary shall
report the circnmstance to the Executive Com-
mittee who shall cause his name to be erased
from the list of members, unless he can justify
the delay to the satisfaction of the Executive
Committee. Every member who shall not have
paid his subscription within two wecks after the
same becomes due, shall be reminded in writing
by the Seeretary.

privileges of the Club.

(XVII.) HONORARY MEMBERS.

The Executive Committee may at any meeting
have the power to admit as honorary members
any gentlemen to whom it seems proper to offer
such a complment. Such honorary members shall
pay no entrance fee or subscription.

(XVIIL) VISITORS.

Each yacht sailing for any
prize given by or to the squairon, must be the
property of a member or members, and her owner

mittee, who, after due inquiry, shall award such
certificate of rating as they may consider equit-
able.

A certificate of rating shall be valid as the
yachts rating for racing, only so long as no in-
crease is made in her rating length, or in her spars
or sail area.
