Inspected Motor Battery.

After - walking another hundred
yards, the party came to the end of the
line. crossed the road and walked
down the other side.

Taen the party returned to their
conveyances and in a moment they.

The men placed their servicé caps on
the muzzles of their rifles, hoisted them
high in the air and cheered, while offi-
cers waved their headgear and joined
in. It wasn't a case of taree cheers or
three cheers and a tiger. It was one
prolonged cheer, a cheer that lasted
a couple of minutes. :

Next Came Highlanders.

Half a mile further along the road
were the brigade of Highlanders, Ar-
tillery and Army Service Corps. The
Kiities of Toronto, Hamilton, Montreal,
Nova Scotla, Winnipeg, Vancouver and
Vic.oria, were drawn up in double
lines on either side of the road. Be-
hind them were tie guns, big and
small ,row after row of pracing horses
attached to heavy carriages.

Corps and the Artillery, and paid par-
ticular attention to the fine calibre of
the horses and the manner in which
they were handled, .

the cavalry—Royal Canadian Dragoons
and Strachcona Horse—were station-
ed, they were cheéred as lustily as-be-
fore. There was absolutely no. re-
straint. At Pond Farm there was the
same procedure, but the King and Lord
Kitcheper and Lord Roberts took a
particalar interest in the two fine re-
giments of cavalry, both of which had
done splendid work in the last war in
South Africa. The King remembered
well and spoke to the commanding of-
ficer about it.

: L Lasted An Hour.

The inspection of the troops in the
three camps lasted only an hour, but
the men did not leave tlelr places.
After each inspection they waited for
the return. There were two miles of
cheering troops as the motor cars
swung back towards Amesbury and
passed between the lines of all the bat-
talions. 'Only the artillery had left.
They had galloped over the hillside to
their camp. There was no order for,
ch-e ing. But every officer and man
shouted until he was hoarse, an out-
burst of enthusiasmand loyalty. From
Pond Farm thru West Down South,
to Bustard, the royal party
passed between ‘the lines of
wi'dly excited troops, and the King
saluted all the way, while the Queen
nodded and smiled. Surely nothing
ever ecl'psed the reception and send-
off given by these 32,000 Canadians.
It was stirring and thrilling in the
extreme. :

When the King had gone the troops
marched to their respective quarters.
Ani then work began, work' such as
1 the men had never experienced in Can-
iada work of the most gruelling and
t'ring nature. but which will equip
them for greater hardships in France.

NNO EXHIBITION BUILDING

Board of ' Contbol  Tirmed
Down Bylaw for a New
Machinery Hall.

The city defence forces are to be
immediately armed. and from what
lttle information could be gathered
as to the business transacted at a
private meeting of the board of control
yesterday it would seem that negotia-
tions are already well under way for
the purchase of rifles and machine
guns, and that at least one order for
rifles has been placed with an Ameri-
can firm for immediate delivery.

These, it is
understood, if purchased will be for
the home guard.

The board asked Commissioner Har-
ris and Dr. Hastings to make a report
on the Morley avenue sewage disposal
plant, which is termed a “nuisance”
by residents.

TCHELISHEFF IS
~ AMIRACLE MAN
He Made R—u—:s; Liquorless

Country Almost Over
Night—Splendid Results.

Canadian Press Despatch. .

PETROGRAD. Nov. 18.—There is
prohibition in Russia today, prohibi-
tion which means that not a drop of
vodka, whiskey, brandy, gin_ or any
other strong liquor is obtainable from
one end to the other of a territory
populated by 150,000,000 people and
covering one-sixth of the habitable
glote. Michael. Demitrovitch Tcheli-
sheff is the man directly responsible
for putting an end to Russia’s great
vice, the vodka habit. He says:

“It should be said in the beginning
that the word prohibition in Russia
must be taken literally. Jt means that
a vast population who consumed $1,-
000,000,000 worth of vodka a year has
been lifted almost in one day from a
drunken inertia to sobriety.

“On that day when the mobilization
of the Russian army began, special
policemen visited every public place
where vedka is sold, locked up the
supply of liquor ‘and placed on the
shop the imperial seal. Since the
manufacture and sale of vodka is a
government monopoly in Russia, it is
not a difficult thing to enforce prohi-
bitlon.

A Different Race.

“The results a2re seen at once in the
peasantry; already they are beginning
to look like a diffe'ent race. The
marks of suffering, the pinched looks
of illness and improver nourishment
have gone from their faces. There
has been also a remarkable change
in the appearance of their clothes.
Threir clothes are cleaner, and both
the men and women appear more neat-
'y and better dressed. The deslitute
character of the homes of the poor
has been replaced with something Nke
order and thrift. In Petrograd and
Moscow the effect of these improved
conditions is fairly startiing.”

the American consulate at Smyrna,
Asia Minor.

Secretary Daniels, with the appro-
val of President Wilson, simultaneous-
ly cabled the commanders of the Ten-
nessee and the North Carolina, also
in the Mediterranean, to take no ac-
tion which might embarrass the
American Government, and to awalt
specific instructions from Washington
concerning the general situation.

who accompanied the relief steamer
Tremorvah to Rotterdam, bearing sup-
plies, the gift of the people of Nova
Scoila, New Brunswick, Prince Edward
Isle.tnd, Quebec and Ontario. It says in
part: 5

“We are in the midst of the greatest
relief movement known in history.
Forces from all parts of the world are
coming to the rescue, and leading them
from America is the Tremorvah, the
ship of mercy. The work of discharg-
ing commenced early Monday morn-
ing, and today hundreds of tons of her

feed men, women and children, who
are entirely dependent for life itself
from day to day, upon the bounty of
the world, : 3

“The Tremorvah's cargo was handed
over to the Belgian commission for
rellef in Belgium, but the American
commission, who, by the courtesy of
the German Government, have the
privilege of entering Belgium and dis-
tributing the food and clothing, fur-
nish the protection, and guarantee safe
delivery. of the contributions. The
Germans are not seizing any of this
relief food and clothing, but are giv-
ing courteous assistance to' the work
of relief. : ’

“The Americans are doing magnifi-
cent work under Capt. J. H. Lucey of
the American committee.

Plan of Distribution. :

“The following distribution is being
made of the Tremorvah's cargo: The
potitoes are to be sent to Liege, where
they have none; the flour will be sent
to .Limburg, a district of 50,000 people,
where they have had no bread. for 40
days. The apples and groceries will

'be sent to Brussels, with some of the

general ‘cargo, from which place these
goods will be delivered to the sur-
rounding districts. The clothes will be
dis‘ributed thruout Holland, under the
peérsonal supervision of E. B. Elderkin,
Nova Scotia commissioner ‘in charge.
A request for clothing from Flushing
came early yesterday morning, and has
been responded to. The whole of the
Tremprvah’s cargo is in splendid con-
dition. .

“Capt. Lucey has shown every cour-
tesy to us, and is giving Mr. Elderkin
every opportunity possible to render
the utmost aid with Canada’s 'gift,

Shipload Almest Nothing.

EXTENDS TIME ONE WEEK
WAR OVER BY NEW YEAR

Economic Conditions, William
Houston Maintains, Wiill Re-
sult in Collapse of Germany.

“Three and a half months ago I
stated that the war would be over, as
a war, by Christmas. Today, to meet
the wishes of the czar I will extend my
time ‘'one week making it January 1,”
said 'William ,Houston at the weekly
meeting held at Old St. Andrew's
Church last night. He gave as his
reason for taking this view the fact
that 'money conditions would not al-
low Germany to prolong the war. He
pointed out that fighting alone would
not finish the war but economic ques-
tions would be the cause of the collapse
of one side sooner or later.

The speaker then spoke of the manner
in which Europe would be divided up
after everything was settled glving as
his opinion that Russia would get
Turkey in Europe, Britain the African
coloriies of Germany and a small piece
of Turkey in Asia, while Belgium would

receive a very large indemnity from
Germany.

This is a refugee
camp, We are with Belgian and
French refugees.

Atlanta with
a capital of less than $5,000,000 has 382
member hanks, while Minneapolis with

sbout the same capital has §57 member |
banks,  Practically afl the national

banks belong to the system, the total
number of member banks being 7548.

But the actual capital subscribed or
paid In represents only a small part of
the resources of the regional banks.
The national banks thruout the country
are depositors and customers as well
a8 shareholders. They are) required
by Iaw to keep a portion of their re-
serves with the regional banks, and

~ they already show a disposition to de-
posit cohsiderably more than the law
requires. ° Thus in New York last
Monday |when the - regional bank
opened for husiness it found a mes-
senger from the National City Bank
with £21,000,000 at the wicket. All the
other big meétropolitan banks hastened
to open accounts, and the deposits for
the day amounted to $99,611,670.10.

_The regional banks, however, have a
higher function than furnishing a safe
place for hoarding money. They are
banks of rediscount, and in New York
last Monday $2,000,000 of prime com-
merclal paper, discounted by the
Chemical National Bank, was redis-
counted by the government bank,

‘ which had on hand $3,000,000 of trea-
sury notes for the work of the day.
The discount fate for the week, as an-
nounced by the federal reserve board,
is 8% per cent. for bills and notes, for
30 days or less, and 6 per cent. for
longer maturity in the districts of New
York and Philadelphia. In the dis-
triets of Boston, Cleveland, Richmond,
Chicago and St. Louls the rate is 6 per
cent. for all “maturities. At Minne-
apolis, Atlanta, Kansas City, Dallas
and San Francisco the rate for 30-day
paper is 6 per cent. and for longer ma-
turity 614 per ceant.

The new system seems to have in-
spired hope and confidence thruout the
country.» The press despatches in
Tuesday morning’s papers are typical
and significant.

MISS BRENT'S STORY

Tounng vParty Was Interned
at Baden-Baden for Eight
Weeks by Germans.

“There were 3000 wounded and sick
in Baden-Baden even as early as
Sept.- 15,” stated Mrs, C.Brent yester-
day when ‘interviewed by a World
reporter. Mrs, Brent was one of a
party of Port Hope ladies who were
traveling thru Germany when the
war broke out, d who were de-
tained under police surveillance at
Baden-Baden for ~more than eight
weeks, J

“We tried hard to get out of Ger-
many when the war broke out,” said
‘Mirs. Brent, ‘but we were stopped
near the Swiss frontier and sent back
to Baden-Baden, where we put up at
the HoMNand House, the proprietor
which was, luekily for us, a very
broad-minded German gentleman. The
German army was mobilized even as
early as July 27, but upon making en-
quiries we were told that it was only
the ordinary manoeuvre assembly. At
the English Ch ‘all references to
the ‘King’s en ’ in the prayer book
service were omitted by order, whilst
the prayer for the kaiser was con-
tinved., e

“We heard all sorts of alarming re-
ports concerning England and the
war, among other things, that there
Wwere riots in London and that there
‘Were notices posted up everywhere
denouncing the war and asking ‘men-
not to enlist; that there was famine
and revolution in-India; and a big
Boer uprising in' South’ Africa. 'We
received Mo letters or .papers of any
kind from the outside world, nor were
we able to communicate with anyone
outside of Germany. The only real
news of what was happening in “the
war. we obtained thru the Italian pa-
pers which werec allowed to come into
Baden-Baden.”

Mrs. Brent also stated that she saw
large numbers of wounded German of-
ficers, one of whom told her that his
men were without food or water for
three days and nights, and that the
fighting was terrible. Other officers
said that there was a large number
of inen suffering from enteric  and
tyrhoid fever.

During the first few weeks of hos-
tilities, when news of victories was
constantly - arriving, Baden-Baden
took on an air of repressed but joyful
excitement. The bands played in the
gardens and there wag much singing.
Later, however, this gl gave way ‘to
sadness and the wearing of mourning.
People wearing black were seen- ev-
m-s'%here.
