Should the Liberal policy
of complete free trade with the republic be
carried out, this would undoubtedly bring our
live stock trade under the restrictions imposed
upon stock from the United States, and would
result in great injary to this industry,

Tue agricultural implemnent trade in the
United States appears to be suffering from the
same ailment that affects this trade in Canada,
namely: over-production and over compestition.
The recent attempt to form a combination of
the manufacturers in tho States has fallen
through, and cowpetition promises to be as
keen as ever.  Farm Daplements, s paper pub-
lished at Minneapolis, has a cartoon, represent-
ing a strect in a couniry town. Implement
warchouses line the street. decorated with

signs_offering binders at various cut prices.
One firm offers & chromo with every binder,

while another offers to throw in a mowor free,

Tug present political ontest calls to mind
the fact that Manitoba is not represented in
Parliamnent in proportion to population with
the smaller provinces. Manitoba has five rep-
resentatives in Parlinment. Prince Edward
Island, with a smaller population than Mani.
toba, has six representatives. British Colum-
bia, with about half the population of Mani.
toba, has also six vepresentatives, The terri-
tories, with one-third the population, has four
representatives. New Brunswick, with about
double the populatinn of Manitoba, has six.
teen representatives. The eatire Dominion is
represented in Parliament by one member for
every 23,2553 of population. At this rate
Manitoba would be entitled to one or two more
members, while the discrepancy is much
greater when compared with the smaller
provices.

- »

The immediate effect of the carrying out of
the unrestricted reciprocity programme of the
Liberal party, would be very disastrous to
Canada. The most positive free traders admit
that Canada could not return suddenly to free
trade without bringing about a panic. \What-
ever may be said about our protective policy,
the facts mast be taken as they exist. Canada
has been under protection for twelve years, and
this has led to large investments of capital in
enterprises which depend upon this protection
for existence. To remove the tarift suddenly
would mean the destruction of this capital, and -
bring about a financial and commercial panic in
the country, which would pat us back for years.
Free traders see this difficulty, and were a
thovoughly free trade administration in power,
they would never attempt a sudden removal of
protection. The best that could be done
would be to bring about a slow but gradual re-
turn to a revenue tariff. Canadian manufac-
turers in most lines would be placed in about
as bad a position under an adoptionof unrestric-
ted reciprocity, as they would be by a sudden
removal of our protective system. They would
be placed at the mercy of the huge combines in
the Uonited States, which is one of the out.

dian industries from destruction. The larger
concerns in the United States are manufactur-
ing for a market of sixty-five millions of people,
while Canadian manufacturers are working for
a market of five millions, This would give the
former an immense advantage, for it would be
an easy matcer for them to extend their busi
ness over our five millions, but a difficult mat.
ter for ounr nanufacturs to cxtend their
business among sixty-five millious, and conform
it to tlic requirements of the new field.
Neither could we expect any influx of capital
from the republic into Canada, for investment
in industrial pursuits. There would be no 1.
contive tn such a course, and everything
againstit. While United States manufacturers
would have a free market in Caoada, there
would be vro inducement for them to come to
this side of the boundary to make industnal
investments. They would have the fact in
mind, that the commercial union treaty might
be suddenly terminatel atany time, and there
fore all new industries would be located on the
side of tho boundary which posseszes the larger
populativn to work among in case of a wi'h-
drawal of the treaty. Commercial union, with.
out political union, would therefere give us
mapy disadvantages, and very few of the ad.
vantages enjoycd by the citizens of the republic.
Its immediate effect would be to ruin our N. P,
bolstered industrics, desiroy millions of capital,
and create a financial and cowmmercial crisis in
the country.

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DEFINING THE POLICY.

It is to bo feared that a large number of tho
electors will not be in a position to cast an
intelligent vote on the fifth of March, Krom
the remarks frequontly heard, it is ovident that
the trade question involved in tho contestis
not understood by n great many, and if this is
the case in the city, it must be even mors so in
the country, Though unrestricted reciprocity
has boen discussed in a desultory way for somo
years in Canada, it never came before tho poo-
ple as a public issuo before. The policy has
only recently been adopted by the Reformers,
and the elections have been brought on so
hastily, that tho great majority of our people
have bad little time to enquire carefully into
the full meaning of the Liberal policy.

One thing is cortain, and that is, thava full
comprohension of the trade question involved
in the policy of the Liberal party is anly
necessary to deprive tho party of many oi its
supporters. This is abyndaatly proved by tho
fact that speakers and writers in favor of uare.
stricted reciprocity have studiously avoided
reference to the tariff combination aspect of
their policy. They have talked about the ad-
vantages of free trade with the United States,
a great deal of which is very true, but they
have not attempted to give any explanation as
to how this free trade policy is to be carried
into effect. The fact is, thoy cannot give any
other explanation than that of a tariff compact
with the United States, against the world, and
the fact that this point is avoided, shows
clearly that tha people would reject the policy
if understood in this way. Instead of explain-
ing the practical working of the policy, the
attempt is made to confuse the minds of the
masses by multiplying terms, with the inten.
tion of making the people believe that these
various terms have a different meaning, Thus
we have the terms ‘‘commercial union,” uore.
stricted reciprocity,” ‘‘continental free trade,”
etc. The effort is to create she impression that
there is some difference in the meaniog of these
terms, when the fact is there can be no possible
difference, Call it what; you please, the result
to be attained is the same, and there is only one
way of accomplishing this result, pamely: by
the adoption of a comn.on protective tariff with
the United States.

In the republic the question of unrestricted
reciprocity or commercial union is clearly ua-
derstood by the public men and the press to
mean an assimilation of the tariffs of the two
countries. Every writer or speaker in the
United States, whe has referred to the question
ut all, has explained it in this way. Ia con.
gress at Washington, the policy was defined
as meaning ‘“‘a uniform revenue system, uni-
forin internal taxes, and uniform duties to be
imposed upon goods brought into either conntry
from other nations.” The supporters cf com-
mercial union or unrestricted reciprocity in the
United States point out that one of the great
pdvantages from the carrying out of such an

arrangoment with Canada would be the stop-
page of smuggling und tho total abolition of
the custom houszes along tho froutier. As the
duties imposed upon goods coming into either
country would be the same, there would be no
fncentive to smuggling. Tho tariff wall along
tho frontier would be removed, and a tariff
wall of uniform height would be placed around
tho continent.

This is positively the sole way in which un-
restricted reciprocity, commercial union or
continental freo trade is undersiood ia the
United States, and it must be ovident to any
man with the smallest modicum of common
sense, that there can be no other way of carry
ing out the policy. \Whon Mr. Blaine there-
fore 3ays they will have complete freo trade or
nothing, the peoplo of Canada will understand
that he means a tariff compact or nothing.
Mr. Blaio no doubt speaks for tho present ad-
miunistration at Washington, but tho people of
the ropublic have already at the recent elections
passed a vote of want of confidenco in this
administration, by an overwhelmiog majority,
and at the coming presidential elections it
is as certain as anything can bo that the
high tarifl party in the republic will be com-
pletely routed. Every vote cast in Canada for
uorestricted reciprocity, is a vote cast in en.
docsation of the high tariff policy of the United
States, and it does seem that with the certainty
that a party pledged to a gradual reduction of
the tariff will soon be in power in the republie,
it would be a most unwise proceeding for
Canada to declaro in favor of a high tariff com-
pact at this time. Such a declaration on the
part of Canada would certainly be taken Ly the
people of the Uaited States as a triumph for
the McKinley bill and high tariff, as it would
be the general belief there that the high tariff
had forced Canada to sue for commercial union,
The effect would be to injure the prospects of
the lower tariff party in the comiog presideat.
ial election. A strong declaration from Canada
that we will not euter into any jug-haundled
tariff compact, would assuredly have the oppo-
site effect upon the republic.

We have stated that an assimilation of tariffs
is the only possible way of carrying the Liberal
policy into effect. It must be evident to every
one, that under free trade with the republie,
manufacturers in Canada and the United States
world bave to by placed on the same footing
as to the duties imposed upon the imported
materials used in their manufactories. Again,
duties on all imports into Canada or the United
States from other countries must be uniform.
If the duties were lower on certain articles
coming into Canada, there would be nothing w0
prevent such wares from passing over the
boundary into the republic, to avoid the higher
duty on imports direct to the States.
The contention that Canada and the republic
would have to adopt a unliinrm tariff wall
against the rest of the world, is therofore akio-
Iute and unavswerable.

We must therefore start out with the india-
putable factin mind, that unrestricted reci-
procity means a tariff compact with our south-
ern neighbors. The next thing to consider is,
how this tariff compact is to be brought about.
Shall we adopt the tariff of the United States?
or will the latter nation accept our tariff? or

can we hope for a now tariff accoptible
to cach country, based upon a compromiss
between the two? This point wo lesve our
readors to imagine how much we may
vxpect from the United States. Wo aro but
five to their sixty-five millions of poople, and
wo could no% possibly hope for an oven repro-
sentation with tho United States in fixing the
tariff. At the most we could expect but very
fow concessions from the United States, and
the result would be that in the main we would
bo compolled to accept the tariff of our neigh.
bors. Canada would thus be reduced to the
humiliating position of having her tariff regu-
lated at Washington, whoro very littls regard
for our special interests would provail. Were
we politically a portion of the republic, wo
would hold the balance of power at Washing-
ton, and would thus be in a position to enforce
our rights. But with our commercial in-
dependence surrendored to the Washington
administration, we would be at its mercy, with-
out auy means of redress. Tho impracticable
naturo of commorcial union without political
union would therefore soon be demonstrated,
and Canada would in a very short time be
forced to withdraw from the compact, should
she ever be so foolish as to enter it.

These two points considered, as to what un.
restricted reciproeity implics, and how it can
be brought about, the reader will be in a posi-
tion to define the Liberal policy more thorough.-
ly. To give a broad definition of the Reform
policy, whother you call it commercisl union,
continental free trade or unrestricted reciproe-
ity, it can be oxplained that it means an ex-
change of a national system of protection for
an international protective system. The tariff
wall would be removed from the boundary be.
tween the two countries and placed around
each. Asthe tarifl of the United States is very
much higher than ours, it would also mean an
increase 1n our tariff from 30 to about 60 per
cent. In adopting a policy of a high tariff
compact with the United States, the Liberal
party has therefore even outbid our old
protectionist party in this direction.

If a protective policy be objectionable to
free traders, this proposed tariff compact must
be even more so. It involves a principle more
obnoxious than anything implied in a national
system of protection. This is discrimination.
When we place a duty upon imports that duty
is universal, no matter whence come those im-
ports. But in this proposed policy of the
Liberal party, we would admit the products of
one country free, to the exclusion of the wares
of other nations. The present political status
ot Canada makes such a policy of discrimination
doubly objectionable—more, itmakes it heinous.
ly dishonorabla. We wiil show this directly.
The protective policy of the United States is
directed slmost entirely against Great Britain
in manufacturing lines, and to a considerable
extent against Cavada in natural products.
Now, why is the United States anxious to force
Caneda inw 8 commercial union compact. The
auswer is self evident : Principally to gain an
unfair advantage over British manufacturers in
our markets. The United States cannot com.
pete with British manufacturers on the same
basis, and if they can just get their tariff wall
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placed around Canada, and the custoin houses
romoved from the boundary, British wares will
be effectually shut out and the shrewd Yankeo
will have the field all to himself. Canada isa
portion of the Emnpire, and as such demands full
protection from foreign aggression. Besides
this, Great Britain takes more of our export.
able products than all othor countries combined,
the United States included, and places no tax
upor these products, Shall we then discrimi-
nato against the ISmpire, in ordor to give our
market into the hands of United States manu-
facturors, in roturn for the free shipment of
some of our products into the republic?
What think you of tho policy 7 Dishounorable
teems a mild oxpression.

A tariff compact with the most strongly
protectionist country on ecarth; an enormous
fncrease in our customs dutics a certainty in
the practical application of the Liberal pro-
gramme ; discrimination amounting practically
to complete prohibition agajnst other nations
from which we import goods, including the
Empire to which we belong politically, and
Great Britain our best customer. These are
the three prominent features of the policy for
which the Reform party in Canada is now con-
tending. You especially who believe in the
greatest freedom of trade with the world, what
do you think of it? We have a great country
here in western Canada to develop, aud all our
principal products ure of such a nature that we
must look to Great Britain for our market.
Shall we fetter oursclves by assisting to raise
the tariff wall around the continent by adding
several inore stories to the atructure ¥ We are
expecting to receive great advantages from the
opening of tho Hudson bay route. This tacitl
wall would largely destroy the value of this
route, to say nothing of the fact that it would
make it more diflicult to secure money in Great
Britain to carry out this aud other enterprises
for the development of our country. Ve could
not look to the States for capital, for that
country has also to seek money abroad to carry
out its great enterprises. -

In adopting this programme of high tariff
combination, higher dutiesfor Canada, aud dis-
crimination, the Liberal party has thrown to
the winds its old time principles of free trade.
It has thorefore completely forfeited the sup-
port of those who adhered to the party on
account of its free trade professions, Its high
tariff compact policy is an extreme conception
of the protectionist idea, which leaves our
national protectionists completely in the shade.
It ia clear enough that the Reform party has
entirely abandoned its old platform and old
principles, and the only inference is, that it
has done this to secure office. The party has
snatched at what seemed to aflord an effective
popular cry, ou the tising tide of which they
might float into office. If the people only get
their eyes fully opened to the true inwardness
of this policy in time, the result is likely to
prove 3 Waterloo for the party on the wrong
side. There are unmistakable signs of growing
discontent with our present fiscal policy, and
had the Liberal party adhered to its free trade
principles and declared for a gradual reform of
our tariff in the direction of free trade, it would
have merited a generous support. Sooner or

later it would have triumphed, and this
probably in the prosent contest. In abandou.
ing principle and ondeavoring to enatch a
vordict on a falso issue, it desorves to be buried
in oblivion.

A BADLY JUDGED OPPORTUNITY.

If Canadians will only take time to consider,
thoy cannnt fail to sco how badly judged the
present time is for a movement towards com.
mercial union or uorestricted reciprocity with
tho United States. Had the movoment been
made during the latter part of t-resident Cleve-
land's administration, wheo the government at
Washington favored the lowering of the
national tariff walls, and the inauguration of a
{reor system of trade intercourss with tho out-
side world, a movement such as the Reform
party in Canada have now entered upou would
have strengthened the hands of the supporters
of Mr. Cleveland in the last Presidential
election, and possibly have secured victory for
that gentleman, instead of defeat by a close
majority. It would have secured also for the
Canadian reformeors tho credit of being still
true to their time honored doctrine of free
trade, even if they wore ready to make a
questionable tariff compact, in order to guaran-
tee o step in the right direction. Sucha move.
ment therefore at that time, while not justifiable
or right on their part, would certainly have
been more consistent and tc a great extent
pardonable io its woak points.

Instead of selecting an opportunity such as
above described, the outery for unrestricted
reciprotity is now made immediately after the
enforcing of the obnoxious McKinley bill, a
measure calculated in maoy of its provisions to
strike a blow specially atCanadaand Casadians,
and while an admisistration is in power at
Washiogton, which has shown clearly its
determination to support aud continue every
anti Canadian tendeucy of the bill. If Canadian
protectionists should make such a movement,
they would be rated as a collection of subtle
knaves, if not over-reaching crenks, and yet
their so doing would be consistency itself, com-
pared with such action on the part of those who
once advocated a free trade policy.

But there is worse than inconsistency in this
view of the matter. There is the most crawl-
ing kind of moral cowardice. The nation which
would allow itself, after being thus insulted
and struck at by a npeighbor, to be whipped
like a cur into the wishes of its striker and
insulter, is a nation of moral poltroons, such as
have to be searched for clsewhere thanm in
Canada. Of coarse advocates of the unrestricted
reciprocity doctrine point to the last United
States elections as a proof that the people of
the United States are averse to an anti-Cana-
dian policy. But the heavy losses of the ex-
treme protectionists in the Congressional elec-
tions of last fall utterly fail to prove such an
assumption. They simply prove that the
people of the United States made a determined
protest agaio:t a tariff which so greatly in-
creased their cost of living, and teuded to build
up and strengthen already powerful monopolies.
Not one voter in tweanty gave Canada the
smollest consideration in the mattor. Yet the
reformers of this Dominion asl: the clectors at
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present to throw a dampor on this voto of the
people of tho United States, and check the
impulse there in favor of lower tariff, by how

ing Canada in humble submission beforo th»
huge tariff structure of our neighbors, McKivley
bill aud all. Theirinterpratation of the late Con

gressional elections, or cather misinterpretation
of them, reminds us forcibly of how the sailor
misinterprotod the actions of the infuriated
bull, which tossed him over a hedge fenco into
a muddy ditch. Seoing the animal with head
down, searching vainly for a gap in the bottom
of tho hedge, Jack shook his fist at him awd
shouted *‘Make no apologies you rascal, the
thing was delibecately done.”

That better opportunitics than the presont
existed in the past for Canadiaus sceking
unrestvicted reciprocity with the United
States, the ubove statemeats clearly prove.
But it is equally clear to any person who will
look ahead, that the zear future will also offer
mauch better opportunities than the present.
That McKinley has given the people of the
Unised States a doso of tariff ad nausenm is
plaio, and onco that dose operates in the direc
tion of lower tarill’ legislation, Canada's time
for reciprocity negotiations will be well select.
ed. Butany reques. for reciprocity before such
legislation takes shape in the great republic,
would bo simply an auatidote to the McKinley
dose.

But there are other symptons, which prove
the advisability of biding our time a little in
conncction with a reciprocity movement. One
singular anamoly of the McKinley bill is, taat
while the tariff was increased on almost every
article of export from Canada to the States,that
on Juinber was lowered, until the United States’
maximum duty oo piue lumber now stands at
the nominal figure of one dollar a thousand
feet. This anamoly can be accounted for by
the fact, that States’ lumbermen have to look
to Canada for the bulk of their logs or raw
material, and a threat from tho Dominion
Government of a §3 per thousaud export duty
on saw loge, which would close up nearly one
half of their saw mills, compelled a reduction
instead of an advance in lumber duties, when
the ‘Mcl{in!ey bill becam=n law there.

The supply of raw material for lumber manu.
factures has heea gradually reduced in this con-
tinent, until the bulk of the supply can be had
only in Canada. The production of firat-class
wheat, such as is now indispensible to produce
the fine flour wanted in the United States and
Great Britain as well as Canada, is gradually
extending its area to the north, until now
millers in the United States have to face the
fact, that in a few years the supply of such
wheat from their own fields will bo far short of
the demand, and they wili have to draw upon
the fields of the Canadian west for raw mater.
ial, or cease to compete in the finer grades of
flour in the best markets of the world. \When
they must get much of that supply from the
Canadian west, a threat of an export duty on
hard wheat from Ottawa might accomplish
wounders in the way making free trade in
patural products with our neighbors to the
south of us, and assuredly before the close of the
present decade the wheat producing situation
will afford Ottawa statesmen the opportunity of
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trying this lever. With the power of dictating
dutics on lumber and wheat, Canadians would
e in a position to secure reciprocity with thoir
nearest neighbors on torms such as could never
be secured by any arrangement that could now
be made. Even for partics secking unrestricted
reciprocity, and propared to make a tariff com.
pact, there is an opportunce and an inopportune
time, and the present is the most inopportune
time that could have been sclected in the history
of Cauada.

The Mark Lane Express of Feb. 23, in its
weekly review of the British Grain trade, says:
“English wheats are active and prices have ad-
vanced 8d. Foreign wheatsare in increased de-
mand and prices have risen 6d. At to.day’s
market Eoglish and foreign wheats ave firm at
an avorage rise of 3d. Californian advanced
6d. Oats wore held for 3d more. Round coru
was 34 dearer. La Plata was 8d dearer.
Flour, barley, and besns were firm.”

The movement in Canada creates a false
hope, by leading tho people of the United
States to believe there is o large party here in
favor of Commercial, Union, T'his is not true,
for assuredly if the Liberal party were returned
to power, it wonld pever undertake to carry
out its high tariff compact policy. The large
miajority of Liberal candidates declare, though
they say that they are in favor of unrestricted
reciprocity, that they would not consent to a
policy which would discriminate against
other countries.

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British Columbia Trade Letter.
(SPECIAL CORRESPONDRNCK.)

VaAxcouver, Feb 23,—Duaring the past weck
the weather has stiffened up considerably, and
has been severer than anything oxperienced
this year. Yesterday the sleigh bells were
heard for the first time, and last night was the
coldest of thesenson. The effect of this has
keen perceptible in the stiffening of prices and
the suspension of building operations, and ad-
vances are looked forward to in cggs, potatoes,
hay and oats, tish and vegetables, although any
extended cold weather is not anticipated at
this season, and is so unusual as to be greatly
commented upon. Business is good all round,
consicering that this is invariably the dullest
portion of the year,

bast week Now \Westminster sufiered from a
very disastrous fire, by which the citizens of
that place lost soine $250,000 worth of property,
including the finest block in tho city. The re-
sult has been to inaugurate a policy of strict
fire prevention ang the removal of all explosixes
oucside of tho city limits,

In shipping the week has not been unevent-
ful. The steam ship Parthis left port with over
2000 tons of freight, the ship Spartan arrived
from Manilla with 1000 tons of raw sugar for
the sugar refinery, which is now laigely sup.
plyiog the provincial market, and the steam
ship West India has arrived from Liverpool by
way of the Horn with general merchandise
consigned to Victoria and Vancouver merchauts.
The West [ndia is the pionecer vessel in the
British Columbia and Australia route, and will
ply between Vancouverand Australia. Thereare
two ships in Burrard Inlet loading lumber for
foreign markets, 1t is also announced that the
Union Steamship Co., of Vancouver, will puta
new steamer similar to the steam ship Islander
on the Vancouver-Nanaimo route ard place
the Catch on the route to Portland in connec.
tion with the C. P. R. China boats, while ‘wo
smaller boats will ply between Vancounver and
points on the Fraser river. It is uaderstood
that the Premier will be taken off the Sound
route owing to railway conuections having been
completed, and that, the Islander being placed
vn the Alaska and coast routes, a new steamer
will ply betwesn Victoria and Vaucouver, In.
creased facilities have been provided for the
coasting trade in British Columbia which is
rapidly growing.

It is now pretty well settled that the hop in-
dustry will be undeitaken this coming summer,
for which this province has many valleys ad-
mirably adapted. The fact that Washington
territcry alone exported $2,500,000 worth this
last season, and that the principal market is
Gireat Britain, should be sufficient inducement
for our people to go boldly into it.

Owing to tho unusual demand for British
Columbia coal in San Francisco, and the pro-
tracted strike at the Dunsmuir mines, the
mines of the New Vancouver Coal Co., have
been doing an cnormous business, the output
reaching 2500 tons daily. It is said that the
strikes among the. Australian miners having
heen settled that the Australian coal will again
find an American market and the price likely
to go down,

Real estate in the cities has had no unusual
features of late, but a good deal of property in
outside towns. Liverpool, Mission, Vernon,
Steveston, Centreville, North Vaucouver,
Huntingdon, Nelson, Revelstoke, and so

on —is changing hands. The warning
words of Tug Commsgrcial editor in regard
to this matter have been duly appreciated by
your readers hero, but there is & decided differ-
ence between most of the new towns started in
British Columbia and those which were boomed
in Manitoba, \While a similar danger exists,
so far in Rritish Columbia most of these have
by their situation sufficient hove of growing
to be gond seized and prosperous villages and
towns, and therefore at present prices invest-
ments may be regauled as safe. Mowever, it
is so casy to pass the limit of legitimacy that
the rematka of Tur COMMRRCIAL are most
opportune.

Up in the mining regions, there isevery
prospect of great activity next swmmer, 80 much
so that there is an urgent demand for more
raflways. Care will be exercised by the legis-
lature, however, that in any charters granted
trade of the interior will not be diverted into
American channels, as there was great danger
if some ‘charters asked for had been allowed.
At Nelson, some of the mines, notably the
Silver King, are giving evidence of being extra.
ordinary rich. And the possibilities are that
the Revelstoke smelter will have sufticient ore
to smelt by the opening of navigation on the
Columbia. Unusual attention is being attracted
to the Okanagon country, a good many scttlers
will go in there this summer, where much more
laod is obtainable than is generally supposed.
For general farming purposes it is the best
section of British Columbia.

Politics here as elsewhere in Canada is en-
gaging attention but not nearly to the same
degree as in the east. For the fisst time, how-
ever, party lines are beginning to be drawn,
and Liberal opposition is developing to a greater
degree thun was at all expected, and in a few
years political parties will be just as decided
as anywhese. This province will go Conserva-
tive as usual this time.

Game is much more plentiful, but salinon
aud other fish is yet scarce.

Conservative speakers and writers appear to

place too much importance upon the loyalty

cry in tha present political contest. To be
sure in the United States the unrestricted reci-
procity movement is almost invariably looked
upon as meaning annosation ultimately, sud
ono of the leading journals of theo republic has
declared that every vote cast for the Liberal
policy will connt for annexation. In Canada,
however, it cannot be truthfully said that it ia
a movement for aonexation, though it may
appear that way to outsidera. The Conserva-
tive party have by all odds tho best of the
argument in the practical trade queations in-
volved in the coatest, and to the more indeper.
dent electors it appears [unnecessary to make
80 much of the sentimental aspect of the case.
If there are annexationists in Canada, they like
tainlyw ill be found with the Liberals in this
contest, but there are also many supporters of
the party whose last thought would be annexa.
tion. It does appear, however, that therois a
question of honor, if not of loyalty to the
Empire, in tho issue. At the present time
Canada is under the protection of the British
emipite. The United States has treated
us in a very uniriendly manner in the
Behring Sea matter. We demanded pro-
tection from the Empire, aud we received it.
The firm stand of the home government pre-
vented the seizure of our ships in Behring sea
last summer, and Great Britain still stands in
tho breach ready to protect our interests this
year. Now it is proposed to admit the pro-
ducte and manufactures of the United States
free, and raise tho duties upon imports from
Great Britain. Thisis the only possible way
in which the policy of the Liberals can be car-
ried out, no matter by what name they charac-
terize that policy. Ve propose to increase the
tax upon the manunfactures of the country which
is defending us, and admit all imports absolut-
ely free from the country which seized and
confiscated our ships. Is thisfair or honorable ?
We should at least first reliove Great Britain
from any respounsibility of defending us, before
we attempt to carry out such a policy.

There is another aspect of the unreatricted
reciprocity question which has nut been taken
into account. The home government would be
called upon to ratify any uarestricted recipro-
city treaty betweer Canada and the United
States, before it could go into effect. Could
wo reasonably expect the British goveroment
to ratify such a treaty? One leading English
journal has recently declared that ‘“Canada will
never be allowed to favor a foreign nation at
the expense of the Mother country, while she
remaing & portion of the Empire.”” This is
ouly rcasonable. The Rritish government is at
the present time withholding its assent from a
treaty arranged between the United States and
Newfoundland, for the reason it is said that
this treaty discriminates against Canada and
other countries. This may to some extent be
taken as a precedent that a treaty discriminat:
ing in favor of the republic would not be rati-
fied iu the case of Capada. Supposing the
British government would say: “We will
ratify this treaty, but we will placo a spocial
tax upon products coming from Canada, in
order to provide a fund agaiast expenditure in-
curred iu maintaining the integrity of the
Dominion.” This would certainly cause an
outburst of resontment 1n Canada, though the

proposition would be in keeping with the policy
of the unrestricted reciprocity party.

UNRESTRICTED reciprocity, as understood in
the United States, could never be carried in
Canada. Tho ounly hope for the advacates of
this policy is. that it will not be sufficiently
understood by the great body of voters. The
hope is to carry the country on the popular
desire forfrecrtraderelationship with the United
States, beforo the high tariff compact and dis.
crimination points of the policy becoms gener.
ally known. The desiro for a moro liberal
trade policy between Canada asd the republic
is alinost universal in this country, but it would
certainly not be accepted on the basis that we
should come under the United States tariff, and
raise a discriminating and prohibitory tariff
against other countries, while admitting goods
from the republic free. Great Britain last
year bought $8,000,000 worth more from us
than the United States did, yet under this un.
reatricted reciprocity programme we would be
obliged to discriminate against the mother
country. By repudiating decisively such a
policy Canada will show the republic that we
are prepared for closer trade relationship only
on a fair and reasonable basis, and we will get
it. Public opinion in the United Statesis
setting in strongly in favor of freer trade inter-
course with Canada, and though Mr. Blaine
may uay they will have complete recigrocity or
nothing, public opinion will force the govern.
ment to accept any reasonable offer of recipro-
city from Conada. It is acknowledged by in.
dependent thinkers in the United States that
the only hope of the Republican party in the
next election lies in the commercial treaties
which the administration can make in the
meantime. Canada is one of the countries with
which such a treaty is demaunded, and to this
extent wa have the advantage, if we remain
firm for a fuir exchange of commodities and
repell thecommercialunion proposition. Canada
could not play a better card to strengthen the
high tariff party in the republic, than to declare
at the present time in favor of unrestricted
reciprocity and the high tariff compact which
that policy implies. Whatever a declaration
in favor of uurestricted reciprocity would mean
in Canads, it is also certain that it would be
taken in the United States as meaniog a
declaration in favor of political union. Com.
mercial union is invaiiably spoken of by the
press of the republic as merely a stepping stone
toward political unioun.

As I promised to give a roviow of the busi.
ness in tho British Columbia cities for 1800, the
present is a most vpportunc time so far as the
Royal City is concerned, it having yesterday
celobrated the formal opening of the West-
minoter Southern and its connection by rail
with the citits of the southern republe.

Porhape in no year since New Westminstor
had a begioning did it experience such marked
aotivity as last, in every "vao of trade and
branck of industry. There never was so much
1eal progrees made in one year before.

The most noticeable feature of progress was
in building, which fully employed all engaged
in this branch of business. New Westminster
can naw boast of some twenty new handsome
business blocks, besides a very large number of
residental buildings.

The real estate business and building activity
usually go hand in hand, and as proof of the
volume of rea! estate trane -‘ions it may be
stated that ten now firms opened up during the
year. New Westminster was not tronbled with
“boom”, but was dangerously near it at one
time. The advancement in prices, however,
wae sufficiont to pul a good deal of money in
the pockots of speculators and others. A great
deal of suburban property was put in the
market.

Business geuorally was very good, and the
city for the first time in its history began to-
enjoy the beneficial effects of zompetition in
business of the opening of new stores and other
establishments. There was no line in which
an exception can be taken as to the presperity
enjoyed.

New Westminster has always considered her.
self justified in oxpecting the development of a
most important shipping trade, although situ-
ated some eight miles from the sea. In this
latter point, however, New Vestminster is no
wor:e off than Loadon, Glasgow, Hamburg,
New York and other great shipping ports, and
surpasses all these in haviog a much superior
water way. Be thisas it may,thevolume of Now
Westminster’s shipping vastly increased during
1890, and there were scon at her docks, ships un-
loading cargoes from Europe, from the Svund,
Portland and San Francisco. And to crown
all these are now pressing towards this port,
nnder full sail or steam, about balf a dozen
heavily laden ships trom England. Some of
the enterprising shipping houses of the city are
to ba credited with the fine development of
New Westniuster’s interests in this direction.
Notably Messrs. Bell Irving, Paterson & Co.
and Messrs Balor Bros, Great thiugs areto
follow the compatition of the Westminster
Southern railway, and cargoes of all kinds will
be brought to New Westminater for tranship-
ment ; a circumstance that will increase the
shipping ttada of the Fraser incalculably.
Local shipping also experienced great impre . o-
ment in 1890. The addition of several fine
steamors to the river fleet for passenger,
freight, touring and fishing service, served to
largely extend trade in all direction up and
down the river. The local shipbuilders’ trade
- in consequence of theso advances is in a partic.
ularly flourishing condition.

New \Vestminster's great and representative
fish, the noble salmon, catno up in graad style;
1890 wus a splendid fish seazon and the many

cannerics on the river made very comfortablo
profits. ‘The pack was onc of the best over
kuown on the river and the canaories were quite
naturally jubilant over the fact. A Lrand new
industry was commenced in 1890, in the shape
of fruit canning on an extensive scale. The
enterprising Bon Accoid cannery, Messrs D.
J. Munn & Co. were the originators, and their
afforts have been rewarded by complote success,
the gnods being hailed in the eastorn markets
with every evidence of favor.

The lumber trade of New \Vestminster grew
like everything cise in the city duting 1890,
immensely. Shipments east were continuous
and invariably hieavy. Ocders from the Uaited
States as well as from the eastern proviaces of
Capada were plentiful, while the trade with
Australia, Chili and Europe was larger than
over beforo. The mammoth MclLaren Lumber
Co.’s mill above New Westminster on tho
Fragser, was, throughout the year, steadily
worked upon, and all the huge engines for
catting lumber ou a scale of mgnitude hereto-
fore unknown on this coast, wero perfected,
and the result is that the mill will begin work
carly this spring,

The custom returns for the port of New
Westmiaster for 1890 show a startling increase
over every other previous year and taken all in
all last year was the greatest the Royal City
ever experionced.

Another New Wholesale Warshouse.i

Winoipeg has beon steadily coming to the
front in thenumber and elegance of its whole.
sale warehouses, wn | each yoar has added some-
thing to the list of this class of buildings. The
wholesale warchiuses erected during the last
fow years have as a rule been of the most
substantial character, and they attest the
stability and progress of the wholesale trade of
tha city. Several of these warchouses estab-
lished during recent years have been ere:ted by
wholesale concerns which have their head-
quarters in the cast, thus indicating that these
firms are here to atay and grow up with, if not
in advance of the country.

Of this nature is the warehouse recently com.
pleted and occupied by James Robertson & Co.
for their wholesale light hardware department.
The buil ling adjsins ths old premises of James
Robertson & Co. on McWilliam street east. It
is a 3olid and massive building, with brick
superstructure and stone basemenr. The build-
ing is three stories in height, with full size
basement. The frontage is thirty-four feet and
8C feet deep. This building has been erccted
with a special view to solidity, and in this
respect it is one of the best in the city, while
.at the same tir:e appearance and convenience
have not been lost sight of. 'The inuer finish.
ing is done in good style, and the lighting and
heating facilities are the best that can be
procwied, the former being the electric and the
latter the hot water system.

At tho front entrauce on the ground floor are
a suite of offices, nicely finished and furaished,
in one apartment of which Mr. Pettigrow,
wester 1 maunager for the firm, may generally be
foun} during business hours. Sample rooms
aro also provided on this floor. The rost of the
building is taken up with general storage of the
goods cirried. The building was occupied
about the first of the year.

With the old wapehouse adjoining, whioh is

connectod with the new building en the differ

ent floors by doorways, the firm has a total
frontage of 100 feot on McWilliam strect, the
old building being also throe stories and base-
mont. The latter will be used as heretofore for
the heavy hardware and motal depart-rents.
Wheeler, architect, and Fraser & Co., con-
tractors, performed their work to the satis.
faction of the firm.

Some One Has Blundered.

The two mercantile agoncies show a wide dif-
ference in their reports of failures in Ca iada
during 1890. Bradstreet’s makes the total fail.
sres number 1,620, with liabilities of 312,341,000
Dun, Wimaa & Co. roport the number of
failures at 1,823, and the liabilities at $17,838,-
017. This is too wide a difference to pass un
noticed, as it could scarcely occur oxcept
through a blunder, or a direct misrepreseata:
tion. The Dominion Minister of Finance has
taken tho mitter up, with a view to finding
reasoas for this differcnce. In piovious years
Bradstreet’s reports have generally given a
greater number of failures than Dan, Wiman &
Co , but this year the latter agency makes the
failures and liabilities vastly in excess of the
former. Tho difference of over 85,000,000 is
too great to bo accounted for as merely discrep-
encies in reporting the regular business of the
agoncies. As Erastus Wiman of New York,
may be considered the head anl front of thecom-
mercial union movement, it has been hinted
by some that the reports of his agency were
purposely exaggerated, in order to influence the
political situation. Color is given to this
from the fact that the weekly returns of
Dag, Wiman & Co. for 1890 total up 1562
failures fo: the year, while their annual
circular, issued at the close of the year,
stows 266 failures more than can be accounted
for by aading up their fifty-two weekly reports
of failures.

The Domivion Minister enquired of the re-
spective agencies as to their p iblished figures.
In reply Bradstreet’s confirm their figures as
correct. They refer to the fact ithat Duo,
Wiman & Co. reported 58 failures less during
the year than Bradstreets, according to their
weekly reports,but expand the total at the end
of the year in some inconceivable way.

Dun, Wiman & Co. were asked by the Minis-
ter to explain this discrepency. Their explan.
ation is that the avnual report is the results of
calculations at the end of the year, and is more
accurate than the hastily arranged weekly re-
ports No systematic explanation is contaived
in this statement, and it must be regarded as
unsatisfactory.

Wo have receivoed the first number of British
Columbia Commerce, the new trade paper
startod at Vanconver. itis got up in the samo
form as Tig CoMMERc1AL, though smaller in
size, and will be issued twice a mouth. Tho
only namo which appears in connection with
tho publication of the journal, is that of C. T.
Lewis, as businoss managec. The advertising
columus avo fairly well filled, though a number
of rotail and miscellancous ads are noticed,
which cannot be c'assed as suitable for a trade
journal, British Columbia has developed
rapidly of lato years, avd the time may bo
opportune for the starting of a trado paper,
though the fact that wholesale trade of the
province is scattered, wiil bo a serious difficulty
in the way of the new ventnre.

Western is quiet, and the
gale 18 roported of a lot of about 60 packages
at 13¢c; a lot of selected Western being offered
at l4c.

Cheese—The market remains strong with
prices gradually appreciating, sales of finest
August having been made at 104¢, and 1lc has
bexn paid in the West for finest September
goods.

Eggs—Good fresh eggs either St. Louis or
Canadian are now offering at 18 to 19c or 2 to
3c less than this day week, and with mild
weather and continual rush of fresh arrivals,
we expect to see still lower prices.

Rxplained in the United States.

Congressman Hitt, leader of the unrestiicted
reciprocity movetuent at Washington, explains
the question as follows ;:—

*It means tho adoption by both countries of
precisely the same tariff of duties or taxes to be
lavied upon goods coming from abroad, abolish.
ing altogother our line of customs houses on
the north, by which wo collect tariff duties on
goods coming from Canade, abolishing their
customs houses all along the same line, by
which they collect duty on goods which we
send iuto Canada, and having intercourse as
unrestricted between this country and Canada,
as it is botween the States. Theliuc of custom
houses would follow the sea and include both
countries. ‘The interoal rovenue systems of
taxes on liquors aud tobacco in tho two coun.
tries would also have to be made uniform in
both countries. The proceeds of taxation thus
collected would thus be equitably divided, and
tho fairest way would secin to be in proportion
to population. Undoubtedly they {the Cana-
dians), in being subjected to the same tariff
with us, would in all fairness be consulted as
to its provisions, but we—sixty millions—
would in all fairness gencrally have the pre-
vailing voice in determining what the rate
should be.”

This agrees with everything Thg Coxen-
cIAL has said, and is the only explanation of
the policy that can be given. Erastus Wiman,
father of the commercial union movemeant said
in a recent speech at Boston :—

“Cunada, in exchange for anarket for her
products, must accept all the manufactures of
the United States without restriction. Canada
must agree to accept tho situation commer-
cially, that aoy now State in the Union ac.
cepts. Now, this taxation on foreign goods
means that the wares produced in Great Britain
and imported into Canada would have to bear
a heavy rate of taxation, while those admitted
from the United States would come in free.”

This is pre:isely the policy which Canada is
now asked to endorse.

Several carloads of flour from the Neepawa
mill, have been disposed of in the Winnipeg
market recently.

Castle, of East Edmonton, Alberta,
threshed recently 147 bushels of mixed wheat,
chiefly fife, from 6 bushels sown,

It is understood thata large number of farm-
ers will give a liveral bonus toward the erection
of a flour mill at Alexander. Man.

A. B. White, of Pilot Mound, offers to
establish an old style grist mill at Holmfield,
Man., for a bonus of $1000. The bonus is
being raised among the settlers.

It was reported last week thut Crowe & Co.
are trying to arrange with the council of Glen.
boro diatrict to build a grist mill and secure
the 83,000 bonus offered.

Neepawa Register: *“The Farmer’s Elevator
enterprise is languishing. Practically no stock
.s subsctibed and the committee will make no
further efforts. John Law is to tho fore with a
scheme which will practically meet the case.”

Some time ago, the question as to the advisa-
bility of organizing a municipality ia the dis-
trict about Saltcoats for the purpose of securing
a grist mill, to be built and owned by the
municipality, was moved as a subject for
discussion.

Members of the Montreal Corn Exchange
are exercised over the new rule of the two
railway companies incressing the charges on
grain in storage from half to three.quarters
sent per bushel, and a dommittee will wait on

the railways to got the order rescinded or insist
on the delivery of grain free ou wvrack. The
roads say the low rate was given to stinulate
business, but i not haviog had that cffect they
cannot continue it.

In order to encourage wheat growing in the
Calgary district, a number of large special
prizes will be given at the Calgary fall show
this year, for wheat grown in the district. The
second prizo of $23 ir contributed by the
Calgary Tribune.

On Feb. 18, there were 3,722,767 bushels of
wheat in store at Duluth, this being nearly one
million bushols less than a year ago. The
quality of this is represented by 961,084
bushels ef No 1 hard, 1,970.415 bushels of No.
I northern, 458,132 bushels No. 2 northern,
187,085 bushels winter wheat, and the balance
mostly no grade.

The third aunnual report of the Winnipeg
Grain and Produce Exchange has been publisbed
in pamphlet form and distributed to the mem-
bers. It contains a list of the offl:ers and
members of the sianding committees, a full
list of moembers, the presideat’s address at the
recent annual meoting, report of the council for
1880, and treasurer’s report. The practical
portion of the inspection act is given, regarding
board of examiners, arbitration, grain standards,
ete. A list of all grain elevators and ware-
houses, flour mills, etc. west of Lake Superior,
and statistics of Manitoba’s aunual grain ex-
ports, has been carefully compiled by secretary
Bell and incorported in the report for which
he will receive the thauks of the members.

Winnipeg shippers arc not the only ones who
suffer from grain shortages. The, American
Elevator and Grain Trade Journalsayst “We

should be pleased to publish in each issue of
the AMERIOAN ELEvATOR AND GRAIN TRADE,
until shortages are a thing of the past, a list of
the shortages occuring in your shipmeats of
grain to the grain centres of the country, for
the purpose of giving country shippers some
idea of the great amount of grain lost in this
way, and in hope of incitiog an organized
movement against the abuse.

Rerorence wus latoly made in these columns
to the fact that aanples of a crop of *‘Liadoga™
wheat, grown last year at Prince Albert, Sask.
territory, had been distributed by Tig Com-
sMgReIAL.  Threo small bags were sent to 7'Ae
Miller, London, England, upon which that
jouraal comments as follows : —

**Wo are greatly obliged for tho splendid
samples of wheat which have reached us. The
grain, which is in very fine condition, isa
meguificent sample of Northwestern wheat, and
was shown by the chondrometer to weigh 664
pounds to the bushel. A samplo has been ex
hibited on Mark Lane Corn Exachange, where
it was pronounced by competent judges to be
fully equal to the choicest Duluth wheat, and
was valued—taking a mean quotatin—at 41
shillings per quarter. \We shall be pleased to
forward small samples of the wheat to any
nlllillera who will notify their wish to receive
them.”

In another column The JMiller says, under
the heading of **Wheat in Siskatchewan :"—

‘A few years ago the Dominion Goverument
acting under the advico of experts, imported a
certain amount of Russian seed wheat, with a
view of testing these hardy varieties in Mani-
toba and the territories. It is roported that
the experiment has proved a success, and in the
correspondence of this issue will be found a
letter from the publisher of Tur CouMERcIAL
which gives some remarkable details respeciing
the cultivation of Ladoga wheat in the tern-
tory of Saskatchewan, 350 miles north of the
boundary of Manitoba and Dakota. The sam-
ples to which he refers have been examined on
the Mark Laone merket, and were there held to
be as fine specimens of hard spring wheat as
could be wull desired. When tested by four
chondrometer, this wheat did indeed weigh 66}

vunds to the bushel, and in all respects it

voked a "‘miller’s wheat,” It will be noticed
that Mr. Steen refers to th: projected Hudson
Bay Railway as likely, if ever carried out, to
largely stimulate the culture of this magnifi.
.cent grain, because in such a case & rail transit
of 500 miles would take the wheat to Port
Churchill, whence & sea voyage of 3,000 miles
would lay it down in Liverpool or London.
The project in question was discussed in The
Miller for Feb. 3 of lasc year (see vol. xv.,
,p- 518). The great advantage of such a route
would be the likelihood that wheatso coaveyed
would reach our shores in pure condition, juas-
much as the cost of bringing inferior grain from
.the east and south would almost prohibit
any tampering with the genuine ‘hard grade.”

As will be observed by the first quoted ex-
tract from 7he Miller, the Frince Albert wheat
is likely to be distributed directly to the millers
of Great Britain (the very pcople whom it is
most desirable it should reach), as a result of
the sample sent to the great British milling
journal.
