MR. OSGOOD has been itinerating seventeen years in the provinces of Canada, and on tlie

frontiers of the United States, distrib\iting Bibles, Testaments, and Elementary Tracts, giving moral

and religious instruction to the poor, establishing schools, particularly Sunday Schools, and settins?

up small libraries wherever practicable.

After Mr. Osgood had laboured in this destitute field five years he visited England in the year

1813, under the patronage of the Governor li Chief, Sir George Prevost, and collected £1,800.

partly for an asylum for the poor, and partly for the instruction of orphans and destitute children.

The sum of £100. wnich was given towards the asjluni has been paid to the Treasurer of the

House of Industry in Montreal ; the sum of £1,700. which was collected for the education of the

destitute was vested in the British funds, under the care of a Committee appointed in London for

that purpose; of which John Inglis, Esq. was Treasurer: at whose death Joseph Reyner, Esq.

succeeded to the same trust. By the Treasurer's books the different items of expenditure will

appear, to the satisfaction ot all, who may wish to examine the same. The Committee will embrace

an early opportunity of publishing their report, which it is hoped will meet the approbation of every

donor.

Though it was thought adviscable that the interest of the money only should be used, so

pressing have been the importunities in behalf of the poor in Canada, more than half of the

original fund has been expended, hut not in rain; for, in consciiuence of this effort, it is

calculated that more than Two Thodsand children have been brought under elementiiry and

moral instruction : assistance has been granted to two Masters, who were trained up under the

British and Foreign School Societ\ , and sent out to organize and conduct schools in Canada. In

these schools a number of young men have been qualified to become teachers ; two of whom are

sons of an Indian Chief. So very anxious are some of our Red Brethren of the forest to receive

instruction, that one of the Chiefs offered to give up his own house for a school-room.

Mr. Osgood has publisliejj an outline of a plan for tlie instruction of tlie Indians, whicli is de-

signed to iinite inttiistnj with education, both of winch are essential, and ought ever to go hand in

hand, in every systei'i of education, especially among the middle and lower classes of sjciety.
