Your Managers beg leave to state that they have given
assistance to one hundred and forty applicants during the
past year.

These may be classified as follows:

34 Married men.

36 Widows.
15 Sundry cases.

Your Managers have endeavored to regulate the sums
paid to each of these according to their apparent neces-
sities. No doubt misrepresentations have been made and
errors of judgment occurred, but every possible precau-
tion has been taken to avoid giving to undeserving appli-

cants.  We have treated all with civility and kindnes;,
and have given advice and warning to those upon whon
we could not conscientiously bestow charity. Desides
giving pecuniary assistance, we have endeavored to obtain
employment for those in search of situations, and have
succeeded in several instances with satisfactory results,
In all cases it is pleasing to sec how grateful the recipients
are for the benefits bestowed upon them from the Society,

Thirty-six Railway passes have been granted during the
year to different stations throughout Canada, thus en.
abling the sick, the injured and the destitute to reach
their friends, and others who were poverty-stricken to
remove to some more favorable locality in search of employ-
ment, The shortest distance for which a pass has been
given was thirty miles and thelongest five hundred and
