long distance telephome and the wceme of
developments in the famous suil case mys-
tery shifted from New York back to Boe-
ton. As a result of the brief talk between
Chief Inspector ‘William B. Watts, of the
Boston Buresu of Criminal Investigation,
who' ie now in New York, and Detective
Captain Joseph Dugan at police head-
quarters here, Dr. Percy D. McLeod, a
reputable physician of the Back Bay dis-
trict, was arrested on the charge of per-
forming an illegal operation on Susan
Geary, the Cambridge girl whose dismem-
bered body was found in two suit cases.in
the waters of Boston harbor.

Tonight, while the authorities admit that
other arrests may be expected soon, they
say that the case is practically completed,
and that/it mo longer remains a mystery.

Through the confessions of Crawford an:
Howard, the two men arrested in New
York yesterday, the authorities received
evidence which, in their opinion, warrant-
ed the arrest of Dr. McLeod this after-
noon. It ds alleged that Dr. Mcleod was
called into the case after the first opera-
tion was performed in a Tremont street
office, and that  he performed a second
operation of a desperate nature in a vain
attempt to save the life of the yonng
woman. Miss Geary failing to recover, it
is alleged that Dr. McLeod, in an effort
to concesl the crime, dismembered the
body. These dismembered parts were
placed in two suit cases and o smsll bag,
and, according to the confessions of Craw-
ford and Howard, dropped by them into
the harbor. / 7 : .

When she
had acquired all the Australian amateur,
championships she became a professional.

In the last three years she won every Aus-
tralian long-distance swim, making five-
miles in 1 hour 48 minutes 84 seconds, and
10% miles in 4 hours 23 minutes.

ing eighteen months under Jocal option
there have been only thirty convictions
for drunkenness, while during the eighteen
months immediately preceding there were
fifty-three convictions. There has been’a
very large increase in_the population dur-
ing the past yeaw;, which adds to the sig
nificance of these figures.

“There have been thirty-four convic-
tions for assault under local optiomn, as
against twenty-three during the eighteen
monthe preceding the “dry” period.

“The general ‘business o'f  tlie police
court, however, has increased since local
option came into effect. The total num-
ber of cases disposed of during the past
eighteen monthe is 325, in comparison
with 218 for the eighteen. months preced-
ing. The chief of police attributes this
increase to the growth of the population
and the activity of the building trade:
The character of the casgs seems to jus-
tify his opimion, for a great many of the
prosecutions were . for breaches of: the
town by-laws, such as driving over side-
walks, destroying shade trees, and similar
offences in which the liquor habit played
no part.

“It is interesting to note that under

local option there have been five con-
victions for breaches of the Liquor Li-
cenge Act, while there was only one in
the eighteen months preceding local op-
tion. There was still another conviction
for breach of this law that does not ap-
pear in the town records, as the informa-
tion wase Jaid before an outside magistrate,
wihose jux:isd’ict/ion is questiomed by a lo-
cal papsr.”. .. Coy o

“These convictions for selling liquor un-
der local option show that the law is
violated, but the chief reports that the

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Ite title asks the question: “Are Unitaf-
ians Christians?” It is a question which
it is conmstantly b ing less ry to
agk, and yet thers seem to be still many
who - refuse to givé an affirmative . re-
sponse_to it. The average citizen, wheth-
er a.religionist or otherwise' takes it as
o matter of course that Unifarians are
Christians, or if they .are mot it s for
other reasons thang their Unitarian-
jem.' Names do not make OChrishians.
Ghureh membership ‘does not make Chris-
tians.

TO UNITE LUTHERANS

European Churches of This Faith
Asked to Be Represented at
the International Council in
1907.

st —

The Lutheran. General Gouncil of the
United States takes the lead in a move-
ment to induce the Gemeral Conferemce
of Lutheran churches of all Europe, save
only Russia, to send delegates to an In-
ternational Council to be held in the
United States, probably in Philadelphia,
in 1907. - The Council will also endeavor
to get the Gengral Synod, the Synodical
Conference, and other independent, but
friendly Eutheran bodies in America to
unite in this movement.

It is'cleimed ¢hat in all the world there
are nearly .seventy wmillions of baptized
Christians who claim Martin Luther to
have been their leader, and the Augsburg
ession to be their statement of faith.
There are in ‘Russia, that land of the Es-
tablished Greelc Church, almost: four anil-
lions of Lutherans, and in Moscow itself
is a Lutheran church that ranks bardly
second to any Cathedral in Europe.

The Lutheran General Council has just
held its biennial session in Milwaukee.
During the last two years two new synods
were added, and the growth of member-
ship was 72,300, or fully up to the average
of recent years. There is not always en-
tire harmony between German and Eng-
lish speaking workers among Lutherans.
At Milwaukee there were scme, warm de-
bates along this line, and not much pro-
gress was made witlr the English mission
effort because of it. .

The General Council is one of the three
large. Lutheran bodies. actively engaged in
an effort to bring Lutherans of Ameflea
into greaber accord, imto actual orgamic
union_ if poesible. The recent Milwaukee
meeting strongly indorsed the movement
and voted again to send representatives
to the General Synod and other supreme
bodies. The need of such unity efforts is
realized when it is remembered that there
are mearly twenty different independent
Lutheran organizations, some of them ra-
cial it is true, but many of them differing
on what is, to the lay mind extreme con-
structions of non-essential truthe.

PRIESTS GO
TO PANAMA
Pope Grants Special Conces-
sion--—-English Pilgrimage---

Then the damage done to buildings,
goods, carpets, curtains, house furnishings,
étc., by reason of emoke and soof in the
course of a year must be also taken into
account, and it will be quite an item. Con-
sider the amount of painting done to re-
sidences yearly to keep a bright exterior;
take some of our finest buildings and note
their dingy blackened appearance, mainly
due to the volumes of emoke from manu-
facobories. .

There are reasons epough, why an in-
spector or committee should be appeinted
to remedy an unnecessary evil. ‘While
clean streets are important, it is a8 essen-
tial to health that +we be given not
smoke obscured, but fresh, bright eun-
ight for our city and clean air for our
lungs, and some move in that direction is

The story of the Melancon for ‘the last
four Mmonths makes a sad page in the his-
tory of Yarmouth’s -shipping, :a history
that abounds in melancholy -incidents.
