to my lot since I left St Lambert I 
would like to say many things to you, 
and yet I do toot know what to say. Per­
haps the day may come when we can ar­
range a meeting and I can have an op­
portunity to tdl you some of the things 
I have seen since I went from among 
you. But now, even if I were not really 
overcome by this reception, I do not 
know whether I Should be able to say 
very much for you must know that I 
had only been out of„the hospital three 
days when I embarked on the Missan- 
abie.”

“every man from St Lambert and every 
man and boy (for some of them were 
only boys after all) from Canada shared 
in the honors which were earned 
for Canada during those dreadful but 
glorious days in April when so many 
gave their lives. It was no work for 
children, yet the youngest and the oldest 
contributed each his share in attaining 
the end we had in view. They were 
outnumbered ten tetneK in men and ten 
to one in artillery pieces, but they held. 
As you all know by-thia time, we were 
at the extreme eqiofthe British line, 
next to us being- ttw^Pknch and then 
the Belgians. We Just knew that we 
must not let the enemy through, and I 
imagine that at that time this was about 
all we did know. |

“I shall never forget seeing the gas for 
the first time. I was with Col. Loomis 
arranging for the selection of a grave­
yard at the time, for this was something 
which we invariably attended to on all 
occasions when fighting was imminent. 
In each of those graves, a foot below 
the ground, is placed a bottle which con­
tains the name and regimental number 
of the one who has fallen, and any other 
particulars available. As we stood in 
the cemetery with Col. Loomis, I saw 
the first haze of greenish brown vapor 
rolling towards us from the German 
lines.

“ ‘Colonel,’ I said, there is that gas 
that we have heard so much about.’ We 
were soon to see its effects, and I can tell 
you they were terrible. We saw the Tur- 
cos, as brave fellows a» you could ask to 
have with you, writUàg on the ground 
and gasping out their lives in horrible 
pain. It seemed especially awful because 
we had almost got used to the Germans 
themselves. For quite Some time we had 
been within thirty yards of their lines, 
and we would cry for the waiter or chaff

when it-honored Major Paul Hanson, a 
leading citizen of the torin; who, wound­
ed in the fighting during the days when 
the Canadian troops held back the en­
emy and saved the threatened break in 
the line, returned yesterday on the Mls- 
sanabie. At 8.40 o’clock, when the au­
tomobile containing Major and Mrs. 
Hanson reached the station of the Mon­
treal & Southern Counties Railway on 
St. Denis street, where hundreds of ad­
mirers had gathered, the horns of a score 
of other autos sounded a Welcome, and 
the cheering commenced which was to 
continue without cessation until the 
modest home on Prince Arthur street 
was reached.

Preceded by the drum and bugle band 
of the SL Lambert Cadets and escorted 
by a detachment of 120 of the young­
sters in khaki, under command of Cap­
tain Wilson, the automobile, followed by 
a dozen other machines which had fallen 
into line, passed slowly between lines of 
applauding citizens along St. Denis street 
and by way of Victoria avenue to Prince 
Arthur street Here, in front of Major 
Hanson’s home another great crowd of 
neighbors and friends had congregated, 
and when the hero of the occasion was 
seen the outburst of cheers was so loud 
that for a minute or two the drums were’ 
unheard. Slowly and painfully the 
wounded officer passed between the 
cheering lines and not without diffi­
culty mounted the steps of his home. 
There, he turned and lifted his hat. An­
other great chorus of cheers ended with 
cries for a speech. But at the first word 
the applause broke out again and it was 
several moments before the acknowledge­
ment could be made. Then, speaking 
with emotion, which caused the first few 
sentences to come with difficulty, Major 
Hanson said:
