New York June: &—Two ﬁmen were
killed and more than a score were over-
come by stifling fumes in fighting a stub-
born warehouse fire near the Hudson River
front today.

Ten of the firemen overcome were caught

in a back ht on the fourth floor of
the building. o men, who managed to
avoid the worst of the burst of flame and
deénse smoke, screamed from a window for
help. Ladders were raised and the un-
conscious men carried down. Fireman

Timothy Coter died on. the sidewalk after.

having been carried from' an ‘wupper ‘floor
where he ‘had laine unconscious for more
than an hour in a pool of water.

Fireman William Healy was taken out
of the building dead. Three of the injured
firemen are in a hospital in e serious condi-
tion.

The fire was in the fivestory building
at 110-116 Washington street, ocoupied by
the Free Storage Bonded warehouse. The
loss is estimated at $75,000. Adjoining tene-
ment buildings were hurriedly emptied as

the fire assumed a dangerous aspect, but)

the flames were confined to the warehouse
structure. Fire boats on the river thurried
to the scene and their crews gave mutenal
aid in fighting the blaze.

The dangerous character of the fire be-
came apparent when the first of the men
enterggi% ilding with hose. A large
part . of ‘the warehouse con-
sisted of hquors analine dyes and twine
and the noxious fumes from these burn-
ing substances. caused the fire fighters to
drop by the dogen. It was only by heroic
work that their companions nved the un-
conscious men.

FIND PIGMY RAGE
IN NEW GUINEA

Tribe of Little People Discovered
in Great Snow Mountaifs

London, June 5—The Times announces
that the British scientific expedition to
explore the Great Snow Mountains in
Dutch New Guinea, discovered, at an
elevation of 2,000 feet, a tribe of pygmy
people, whose average height is about 4
feet 3 inches, and who undoubtedly be-
long to that division of the human race
known as megritos. Heretofore these peo-
ple have been known to inhabit only
three widely separated areas, viz., the
Andaman Islands in the Bay of Bengal,
the northern portion of the Malay Pen-
insula, where they are known as Smangs,
and certain areas in the Phillippine Is-
Jands, in particular the northern Island
of Luzon.

The possible occurrence of the negritos
in the Paupan sub-region, has been the
subject of much discussion, and the view
that they did not occurr there has been
widely accepted by anthropologists. The
present discovery will account for the
presence of various anomalous races in
the remote parts of the' other Sunda
TIslands.

Arctic Hunter Will Bring Vessel to Boston and

Months

New Haven, C(onn., June 6—Harry
\Vhitney, the hunter, of this city, and
Daul J. Rainey, of Cleveland, Ohio, left
/(ew Haven today for Sydney, C. B,
where they will join -the Arctic ship
Beothic, which they have chartered for
a hunting trip in the northern latitude.
The two men spent the night at Mr.
Whitney’s home here, coming from New
York last evening.
Harry Whitney at Sydney will meet
(faptain Robert Bartlett. They will take
charge of the sealing vessel Boethic and

will bring her to Boston, arriving there
about June 15. Mr. Whitney has set June
25th as the latest day he would be at
Boston before starting for the far north.

Before leaving Mr. Whitney said there
had been no change in the plans as pre-
viously announced and reiterated that
the trip was absolutely for hunting pur-
poses. The men expect to be in the Arc-
tic regions about three months. They will
take no one with them aside from the
crew of the Beothic, which will be com-
manded by Captain Bartlett, who was
with Peary in his north pole expedition.

Fighter Says Contract Was Not
Binding—Followers Pleased to
See Nolan in Charge

San Francisco, June 6—The discharge of
George Little and the hiring of Billy No-
lan as his manager by Jack Johnson, has
caused the public to wonder what new sur-
prise the champion has in storé. = Little
refuses to be discharged. ‘‘Sometimes,”
said Little, “a blind hog roots around and
finds an acorn. . Well I'm not going to let
loose of this.”

Little says he has an ironclad contract
with the negro champion that runs until
May 111, by which he is to receive 25 per
cent of all profits that accrue from the
pugilist’s ring ‘activities. Furthermore, he’
asserts that it was he who furnished the
fight deposit money put up for Johnson,

and hé cdeciares ne will stop the big bat-
tle it he is.not recoguized as the negro's
manager.

About the contract Johnson says:—‘“You
can’t tie up a free man. That contract
drawn up in Chicago and binding a fighter
is not legal, and I told Little so when I
signed it. I will not have Little around
and he won’t bothér me, that’s all there is
to.it.”

But Johnson's followers are worried, it
appears, and they voice the fear that the
feud between the two has only begun,
and that serious complications may result.
No one seems to attach any significance
to Little's declaration that he will try to
halt the actual contest. Johneon's selec-
tion of Nolan to look after his interest is
commended by the negro's followers, who
regard the man who developed Battling
Nelson as one of the ablest managers in
the fight game.

ARRIVE AFTER
THREE WEEKS TRIP

Old Timers Not Hopeful of Sud-
den Wealth it the Iditarod Dis-
trict

Iditarod City, Alaska, June 1, via Kal-
tag, Alaska, June 6—Three’ hundred and
fifty prospectors, the first party of stam-
peders to reach the new Iditarod ‘' gold
fields have arrived from Fairbanks after
a three weeks’ trip down the Yukon river.

All say that the stampede will be the
greatest since the famous rush to the
Klondike thirteen years ago, but many
old-time gold seekers are pessimistic over
the prospects for getting sudden wealth
from the gravel along the banks of the
Innoko and Iditarod Rivers. .

Estimates place the number of prospec-
tors who will arrive during the early sum-
mer at 5,000, Many say that the sum-
mer camp. will not- support more than
1,000 miners, as only seven miles of pay
dirt has been found, and that none is ex-
traordinary.

It is believed that at least half of those
in the main camp. Iditarod City will turn
back to the Kuskowill, where they expect
to. build a camp, fifty miles across the di-
vide. .

At present Iditarod City consists of a
few cabins. No wharf has been built and
freight is dumped on the ground.

NOT DEGLARED

When Seized, They Said the Dia-
monds Had Been Bought Before
Leaving States on Trip Abroad
—Statements Not Satlsfactory
to Officers

New York, June 6—Four women of
wealthy and prominent families who ar-
rived on the S. S. Lusitania were detained
on charges of attempted smuggling, and all
their baggage and $4,000 worth of' dia-
monds were taken from them to be held
pending an investigation by the customs
department. ' The women are:—

Mrs. C. B. Allen, wife of the president
of the N.R. Allen’s Sons Company, leath-
er dealers, of Kenosha, Wis., and a direct-
or of the Central l‘ea§h6r Compuny; Miss
Grertrude Allen, her daughter; Mrs. Carrie
Briggs Crieger, of Chicago, wife of Dewitt
C. Crieger ‘and daughter-in-law of a former
mayor Chicago; Miss Ethel Summner, of
Kenosha.

The women were first-class passengers
and presented a joint declaration that they
had nothing dutiable.

i “Are you sure this declaration is ocr-
rect?” demanded one of the inspectors.

“Oh, well, we have some small pieces
of jewelry, worth about $100,” said one
of the women.

Employes of ‘ the 'customs service were

'sent with the wonien to search them, and

reported the discovery of a bag of jewels,
which was tied about Mrs. Allen's waist
and concealed undér her skirt. A number
of pieces of jewelry, valued at $4,000 were
in the bag. The women said the articles
had been purchased in this country and
taken abroad with them.

They were asked where and when the
artitles were purchased, and their replies
did notr satisfy the officials. One of the
women asked for permission to telegraph,
and in response to her call a lawyer came
to the pier. He advised them to keep si-
lent.

The women were taken before Deputy
Surveyor Smythe, who remanded them for
arraignment before Commissioner Shields.
They were represented by Attorney Wil-
liam Wickham Swmith. When arraigned

Latter Sent Up for Trial by Hamp-
ton on Charge of Intent to Ex-
tort :

Hampton, N. B., June 6—(Special)—A
preliminary enquiry. was held at the coun-
ty court house, Hampton, on Saturday
afternoon, before stipendiary Magistrate
John March, into a c¢harge, made by Geo.
G.  Scovil, dominion superintendent of
dredges at St. John, against Francis H.
MeNair, of the parish of Norton, of an
intent to extort money by threatening to

accuse him of an offence unless certain
matters were adjusted by June 4; and
that if this were not done, he would send
the whole proceedings to the press and
ask the general public how it was that
G. G. Scovil could sell. and lease. a. post
office and if he had, notiin;the past re;
ceived revenue therefrom; with a further
intimation that the services of Dr. Daniel,
M.P.P., of St. John, might be utilized to
ask ~questions in parliament. about the
matter. v

The evidence showed that the defend-
ant McNair was the author of the let-
ters of March 29 and May 17, in which
the offence was charged and threat made.

The magistrate allowed a lease made in
May, 1909, between Scovil and McNair,
Yo be put in evidence as showing the na-
ture of the matters referred to in Me-
Nair's letters, as well as a store account
showing a credit for the amount of rental
in dispute. This last item McNair based
on a clause in the lease, which provided
that if he was removed from the office
of postmaster at Belle Isle Station, locat-
ed in the store leased from Scovil to Me-
Nair, and formerly in charge of Secovil's
daughter, the rent should be reduced from
$200 to $100. MecNair was not removed,
but resigned because the income was
greatly reduced, and he removed to Nor-
ton.

Scovil resists the claim to reduce and
holds MecNair to the terms of the lease.
The stipendiary found sufficient evidence
to send the case. up for trial at the next
term of the Kings County Court, and
bound all over to ‘appear.. F. M. Sproul
appeared for the complainant, and W. B.
Jonah for the defendant.

“I have travelled considerably, and have spent periods of time rang-
ing from nine months to two years in seven different foreign countries.
but have never met with the rudeness from young people that I do here,”
an eclderly gentlewoman writes to me. :
I wonder if her comparison is wholly fair, . :
Yor myself, I have never been in any other eountry than America, 'so T can’t
presume to judge how other people treat their old folk,
but it certainly does seem to me that we do not treat them
with the deference and gentleness that we should.

America is a young country, and it has a tendency to
deify youth. It seems to me that we bow down to our
young people, exalt their interests; strive to make the path-
way perfectly smooth for them, and do everything to make
them think themselves the. centre of importance, quite too
much, and put ourselves out for the sake of the old people
altogether too little,

Teach them also the harder lesson' of listening patiently
to grandfather and grandmother’s stories of olden days. That takesa good deal of
patience sometimes, but no more than the girl who wants tb be socially successful
displays in listening to the egostical maunderings of some callow, youth.

Teach them to bestow caresses, no matter how undemonstrafive the old folks
may - be. .

"Many people—especially old folks—whc cannot easily give caresses, passionately
love to receive them. It’s apt to be a bit chilly in the Valley of the Shadow, and
warm human caresses are very grateful.

Please do not think I do not know how trying old people often are.

I do, to the full.

But I also know the cruel pang of “I might have been kinder.”

AT EVERY DAY CLUB

The solidarity of the human race, with
a plea for the bredking down of prejudices
and working together for the uplifting of
humanity, was the subject of a brilliant
address by Rev. C. W. Townsend at the
Every Day Club last evening. Mr. Town-
send referred to King Edward, Shakes-
peare and Abraham Lincoln as types of
men who recognised the oneness of hu-
manity, and gave apt quotations from
Shakespeare, Tennyson, Kipling and other
writers to illustrate his argument.

ST. JOHN
RIVER
 DISPUTE

Ottawa Despatch to Montreal
Paper Says it is in Fair Way
of Settlement—The Work of _
the Commission ’

(Montreal Gazette.)

Ottawa, June 2—In a fair way of satis-
factory settlement ie the long-standing dis-
pute between lumber interests operating
on the St. John river, which for a consid-
erable distance of its course forms the
boundary between the province of New
Brunswick and the state of Maine. The
trouble: has assumed international propor-
tions in several notable cases, and for
many sessions parli8ment has had to deal
with questions involving the general issue
of jurisdiction, while conflicting claims of
rival lumber companies frequently threat-
ened serious complications. |

An international commission, of which
A, B. Barnhill, barrister, of St. John, N.
B., is chairman, was appointed to deal
with the question. As a preliminary two
hydaulic engineers of repute were named
as a consulting board to advise upon the
plans requisite for comserving and regu-
lating the flow of the river by means of
damns and other works. The board con-
sists of 8. Chapleau, M. Can. Soc. C. ¥.,~
M. Am. Soe. C. E., of the public works
department, and H. 8. Ferguson, a well-
%i:own hydraulic engineer of Millinocket,

e.

Before their recommendation this com-
mission appointed a chief engineer and
staff to obtain information considered es-
sential to the solutions of the question of
water control. The work, which involves
investigation of some 200 miles of ‘the St.
John and its tributaries on both sides of
the boundary, is now being proceeded
with, ‘and when completéd will be turned
over to the counselling board for use in
formulation of a scheme of the equitable
distribution and regulation of the wWater
flow.

At present the St. John river, although
an important lumbering stream, is with-
out any scheme of improvement aspre-
vails on_the Ottawa, lumbermen and ri-
prarian owners exercising independent con-
trol at various points on the stream, re-
gardless of the interests of others equally
interested in the utilizaton of the river
for flotation or power purposes. Interested
vitally in the proposed plan of regulation
is the Grand Falls Power and Develop-
ment Company, of which the chief engin-
eer is»J. B. McRae, of Ottawa, who con-
structed the Chaudiere retaining dam.

The work of investigation on the St.
John will continue over the flood water
period of next spring, as the conditions
this year were abnormal on account of ‘the
spring floods.
