British Chancellor In Reply To

Ciiticisms

FINANCE BILL PROGRESSES

Relation of Motherland to the
Dominion—Says Matter of Levy
on Capital Presents Great Diffi-
culties — Budget Opposition of
Working Classes

London, May 28—(Reuter’s)—Second
reading was given in the House of Com-
mons yesterday to the government’s fin-
ance bill, after rejection of a motion
which objected to the policy of imperial
preference and the absence of a levy
on capital.

Mr. Chamberlain, chancellor of the
exchequer, combatted the criticisms of
the Liberals regarding the preference. He
said the preference was to pervade the
nation’s whole policy. He instanced that
preference would be given in cases where
capital was to be expended in one of the
dominions (cheers); also that the gov-
ernment had decided two years ago that
purchases in their behalf, .if not made
in Great Britain would be made in the
empire overseas, rather than in other
countries, and the governmeént had re-
cent instructed all its departments to
give effective preference in governmental
contracts to the overseas dominions, both
as regards offers to tender and price.
Cheers. ;

Mr. Chamberlain said that the policy
‘of “imperial ‘1 ce had been hailed
with enthusiasm in the West Indies, and
waos approved by every dominion. It had
obtain friendly recognition by the Can-
adian high commissioner, while the peo-
ple of South Africa, grateful and hope-
ful, saw in it the opportunity to develop
their industries.

/ Referring to criticism that the policy
would “throw away three million pounds
sterling for nothing,” he asked was it
nothing to respond to the desire which
had been expressed at every colonial
conference for the last fifteen or twenty
years by the overseas representatives?
(Cheers.) Was it nothing that we should
at last fall into line with the policy
first snggested by a Cape Dutchman and
then endorsed by men of every race?

As regards the demand for a commis-
sion of inquiry into a levy on capital, Mr.
Chamberlain said the question presented
the greatest difficulties. It would cause
a feeling of insecurity at a time when we
had to face a large floating debt and
make provision for it. :

Hon. J. R. Clynes, Laborite, said that
the working classes opposed the budget
because it imposed additional taxes up-
on them, while it gave the capitalists an~
other fifty million pounds a year. Mr.
Clynes ridiculed the contention that the
preference could effect the relation be-
tween the mother country and the do-
minions.

Empire Day receives no special atten-
tion in this portion of the Empire be-
cause it is immediately followed by Vie-
toria Day, so long observed as the great-
est holiday of the season that verges on
early summer. While Queen Victoria
lived the day was honored for her sake,
and the custom of observing it has be-
come a habit no one desires to break,
because it is an admirable time for a
holiday; and sentiment still holds strong-
ly enough to prevent a change of even a
day. Hence Empire Day is marked by
special exercises in the schools, bnt. the
following day is observed as a holiday.

The older folk cherish kindly memor-
ies of Queen Victoria, who reigned so
long zand was 80 greatly beloved for her
virtues, both in public an_d in private
life. The period of her life as queen will
always be known as the Victorian Age,
and associated with great names in Eng-
lish statesmanship, science, literature and
art. . \

But while we honor Victoria we re-
joice that in Queen Mary the Empl'r;
greets another noble woman, whose life
is devoted to the welfare of the people,
and who remains a beloved queen in an
age that has a growing disregard for
rank or title. The Empire is more free
«nd powerful and the king and queen
more beloved than before the war, and s0
with right good heart the people may
celebrate both Empire Day and Victoria

Day.

VOCATIONAL TRAINING.

Northampton, England, is & great boot
and shoe manufacturing centre. Tech-
nicaleducation has greatly contributed- to
its success. A recent article concerning
its progress says:— ;

“Il:i technical education Northampton
is making tremendous strides. Only war
has prevented the provision of a hew
building for the Northampton school, but
the fact’of the war did not stay ome of
the most revolutionary educational steps
taken e recent past. This was the
'maugum‘n of the scheme for day-tin.le
education of the young people engaged in
industry in the town. Another matter
of supreme interest and importance is the
establishment of a research department
for prosecuting scientific research, mainly
into matters cohnected with the shoe.and
leather and allied industries. In the evo-
lution of boot and shoe production from
a pure handicraft to a highly specialised
industry, Northampton has taken a
proud share, and it may be anticipated
with assurance that its part in the fu-
ture of the industry will be no less hon-
orable.”

One of the great essentials to the
growth of a manufacturing centre is
technicel education. St. John must real-
ize this fact and take action without
delay to introduce vocational training in
this city. The meeting called by Mayor
Hayes to discuss the subjeét should be
attended by all who are ot all interested
in the effort to make better provision for
the training of boys and girls.

BRITISH COMPETITION COMING.

Recent English journals relating to
the shoe and leather trade present inter-
esting facts which explain the continued
high price of footwear. For example, &
Paris correspondent, describing condi-
tions in Germany, where he found in
the stores of Cologne only boots with
wooden soles and canvas uppers, wrote:

“At the beginning of February a cer-
tain quantity of boots made of leather
came on to the market at long prices, as
a result of the German government re-
leasing most of the stocks they ' were
holding, and I was told that the same
conditions applied throughout the Cen-
tral Powers. One thing must happen. As
soon as peace is signed the Central Pow-
ers will badly need huge quantities of
hides in order to provide footwear for the
public. Now, from where are these
hides to come? It seems tc me that the
United States and Great Britain will be
sources of supply for the greater part,
end, this being so, how can one reason-
ably expect a fall in the market this
vear? Remember, also, that Russia and
Roumania will be drawing on us for
supplies.”

A recent enquiry in the British parliza-
ment as to stocks of leather held by the
government brought this reply:—

“The government hold in this country

- stocks of certain classes of leather, main-

ly of a quality suitable for army require-
ments and war-time boots, They are now
purchasing in the United States, in agree-
ment with the leather trade, a limited
quantity of those qualiies of high-grade
upper leather, of which supplies are very
short, and which are essential for the re-
vival of the boot manufacturing indus-
try.”

In order to facilitate business the gov-
ernment has removed all restrictions on
the importation of raw material, but will
not allow the free import of upper
leather (with the exception of waxed
splits) from foreign countries, until the

purchases made in the United States by |

Sir Percy Daniels, on behalf of the gov-
ernment, have been received. These pur-
chases must be delivered before June 80.

Meanwhile British manufacturers are
preparing to go after overseas trade cs
soon as they can get raw material, and
transportation for the manufactured pro-
duct. The Shoe and Leathez Record
Says:i—

“British firms are perhaps keener today
than ever on cultivating trade with over-

seas buyers. If they cannot at the mo-
ment accept all the business that is
forthcoming they hope to do so before
the year is much older, and they are
anxious to link up once more with their
old connections and also to establish new
ones. It has been said in the past that
they were too conservative-in their atti-
tude and methods. They offered in over-
seas markets it was alleged, goods which,
while possessing intrinsic merit, were
not precisely adapted to the requirements
of those to whom they were submitted.
Whatever ground there may have been
in the past for such a charge, it will be
found that the progressive firms whose
announcements appear in this publica-
tion are quite ready to modify their
styles and patterns in accordance with
the wish®s of overseas buyers, and also
to produce any classes of goods which
they have not previously made. A new
spirit animates the business community
generally as s result of the war, for it
is felt that in the competition for the
world’s trade' the supremacy of British
productions must be maintained by all
legitimate means.”

In the past Canadian merchants have
always complained that British manu-
facturers in practically all lines refused
to turn out goods adapted to the special
requirements of this market. They will
be glad to know that hereafter more at-
tention will be paid to this feature of
business. The British journals at hand
emphasize the fact that it is only the
scarcity of material and labor and lack
of transportation that have prevented
them from going after overseas trade.
Material will continue to be short, but as
conditions improve we may anticipate
British competition in the Canadian boot

snd. shoe market.

THE BOLSHEVIKI, :

The attention of defenders of Bolshev-
ism is directed to the following London
cable just received:—

“The quarterly meeting of the Irom
and Stéel Trades Confederation practic-
ally’ unanimously rejected a resolution
submitted by. one of its branches in fav-
or of the declaration of a general strike
on the first of July to emforce the with-
drawal of British troops from Russia.”

Also to the following statement by
Mayor Gray of Winnipeg, who was large-
ly elected by the labor vote:—

“The constituted authorities are deter-
mined to stamp out -the Bolsheviki or
red element in Winnipeg. The town is
open; all business may go ahead as in
the past. - No one section of the public
has any right to dictate food terms to
any other section of the public.”

In a city like St. Johm, where the
children have neither front yards nor
back yards in which to play, they maust
play in the streets; and so from time
to time -we have such tragedies as that of
last evening, which cost the life of a lit-
tle child. Death comes in many forms,
but it is most pitiful when it comes to
a little child at play, and the parents of
this little one have universal sympathy
in their great sorrow.

and this grand jury endorses any legis-
lation to limit the influx of foreigners to
this country. It is the opinion of this
grand jury that any steps taken towards
the deportation of these undesirables
now within the country would be great-
ly in the interests of the country at
large.” ’ \ .

Sir William remarked that the mach-
inery for deportation was utterly insuf-
ficient and added that he did not see why
there should be any statute limitations.
Every court, he thought, should have the
deport aliens. Some
aliens come to the country, remained
quiet -for a time, but eventually their
early environment re-asserted itself,

GIRLS CARRY SAWS

T0 YOUTH IN TOMBS

Plot to Break Jail Nipped When
Sister and -Sweetheart of Al-
leged Slayer Are Caught

Five Repottéd in Plan to Escape—
ToolsWere Marked “Books™ — Police

Seek Gang Leader as Originator of |

Plan

New York, May 28—A plan to bring
about the escape from the Tombs prison
of William Walters, nineteen years old,
charged with murder, and perhaps four
other prisoners who face murder charges,
was nipped when prison officials arrest-
ed Margaret Walters of 417 East €sth
street, the seventeen-year-old sister of
the prisoner, and the prisoner’s sweet-
heart, May Berry, sixteen years old, of
331 East 81st street. From the girls they
took a dozen steel hacksaws, which were
concealed in a package marked “books.”

Details of the plan, which is said to
have been made by an upper East Side
gang, were learned when the girls were
questioned by District-Attorney Swann,
and later by the police.

The girls went to the Tombs in the
morning to see Walters. About the time
they arrived, Warden Hanley noticed a
trusty hanging about the room, where
he had no business. The warden told
Keeper McConnell to watch him, and
when one of the girls surreptitiously
handed to the trusty the package, the
act was detected.

Mr. Swann questioned the girls for
two hours, after which two .detectives
of the narcotic squad left with May
Berry to look for the leader of the gang
of which young Walters was a member,
and whos according to the girls, gave
them the saws and planned the escape.
May Berry, it was said, showed a will-
ingness to help the authorities, but the
prisoner’s sister was reticent. “I will
not injure my brother, to whom it is my
duty to stick, now that he is in prison,”
she said.

The other girl said she obtained ad-
mission to the Tombs by representing
herself as Walters’ sister. Walters, she
said, told the girls to ‘see” the gang,
get the saws, and bring them to him.
Sunday morning about 8.30 o'clcok was
the time set for the escape. Walters and
the other prisoners to whom, it was said,
the saws were to be given were to saw
through their cell bars Sajurday night.

Ottawa, May 22—The marine and
fisheries committee of the commons to-
day’ considered the three bills referred
to it by the commons for consideration.
They are acts to amend the canned
foqu act, the fisheries act, and the fish
inspection act.

/The first named bill standardizes the
size of lobster cans by providing that
there shall be four sizes of cans con-
taining three, six, nine and twelve
cunces of dry lobster. It was stated
‘that the bill has the unanimous approval
of the canning industry. Exception was
taken to a can containing twelve ounces
being described as pound cans, but it
was explained that allowance was made
for the pickle. 5

A label on the cans will show just
:::iw much dry lobster meat can con-

ns.

Mr. Leger of Kent,

the view that one pound lobster cans
should contain sixteen ounces of meat,
and that in the past the public have been
robbed by the canners.

Hon, W. S. Fielding said there was no

RUPERT BROOKE.

Pathetic, but interesting details of the
last days of Rupert Brooke, who died at
Lemnos in April, 1915, were given by
General Sir Ian Hamilton, who unveiled
a medallion at Rugby School, in mem-
ory of the brilliant young soldier poet.
“When, on April 4, 1915, I inspected
the royal naval division at Port Said,”
said Sir Ian, “I asked if I might see Ru-
pert Brooke. He was sick. It seemed
nothing serious—a touch of the sun—so
I went into his little tent, where he was
lying stretched out on the desert and
looking extraordinary handsome—a very
knightly presence.

“While speaking to him, my previous
fears crystallized into a sudden clear
and strong premonition that he was one
of those whom the envious gods love too

well. So I made my futile effort, and

begged him to come on my personal
staff, where I could see to it he got seri-
ous work to do, I promised him a fair
share of danger.

‘He replied just as Sir Philip Sidney
would have replied. He would have
loved to come, but he loved better the
thought of going through the first land-
ing and the first and’ worst fighting
shoulder to shoulder with his comrades,
and so, in the afternoon of April 23,
when the black ships lay in the won-
derful blue of the bay, and the troops
in their transports steamed out slowly,
cheering wild with enthusiasm and joy,
Rupert. Brooke lay dying—that boy of
genius, who had it in his magic pen to
have brought home the significance of
t};e l,?arda.nelles to the people of the em-
pire.

Industry Was
Ruined By War

(United States Commerce Reports.)
The losses the tanners and leather
manufacturers of Germany have suffer-
ed are irreparable. Their trade is gone,
their skilled workmen have been called
into service, discharged, and scattered
among other trades, and their plants and
machinery are idle. And this is the
case in every other branch of the former-

great German lecther industry, with
the exception of the tanners of sole and
heavy upper leathers. Even this branch, in
spite of the fact that its staffs of ex-
perienced workers were to a great ex-
tent freed from military service, has lost
all the essentials which go to build up
quality and world supremacy. It has be-
come simply mechanical. The hides and
tanning ‘ingredients available are deliv-
ered to the tanners at fixed prices. The
method of tannage is specified to them.
The finished produce in theconditionin
which it comes out is taken off their
hands at fixed prices. A book-keeper and
a foreman are all the management need-'
ed. A knowledge of tanning is hardly
considered. When the war is over
workmen will have to learn the trade all
over again. The war has brought no
progress, only retrogradation.

When the tanners of light leathers saw
themselves practically shut out from de-
livery to the government, thcy set about
to create a market for the stocks of fin-
ished goods which they had on hand,
and they succeeded so well that by the
end of 1915 there was very little light
upper leather to- be had. Vast quanti-
ties were worked up into leather suits
and vests and leather-lined clothing of
all kinds. The heavier sorts went into
leggings, and legging factories sprang up
like mushrooms. The stocks of heavy
splits were soon got rid of in lik: man-
ner. The results of this wholesale
waste of leather would not have been 50
disastrous if the governmeut had re-
served for future use a portion of the
dog hides then lying ‘n the warehouses,
but seemingly no importance was attach-
ed to this class of leather. For the win-
ter campaign of 1914-15 practicsily the
entire stocks of sheepskins in Geimary
aid Austria were worked up with the
wool on, into snow coais for :he trcops
in Russia and the Carpathians, Today
the shoe manufacturer has difficulty in
getting enough light leather to make the
straps and other reinforcements which
are necessary .to hold the inferior cloth
or felt uppers on to the wooden soles of
the only kind of shoes which can be
made for the civil population.

THE SHOE SIANUFACTURING
TRADE OF GERMANY

The shoe manufacturing trade of Ger-
many was formerly the most important
in Europe.” At the outbreak of the war
there were some 1,500 mechanical factor-
ies in operation employing some 50,000
skilled workmen. The quality of the out-
put was good, and the export trade was
growing rapidly. This branch sutfered
from the moment the war began, al-
though no particular shortage was felt
until toward the end of 1915. The out-
break of the war disorganized the factor-
ies by robbing them of their skilled help.
Thus the business conditions in the
months following made it difficult for
the manufacturer to dispose of the
stocks on hand at,a profit. He had form-
éfly worked to a very large extent on
credit, probably more so than had any
other large branch, and had sold his
shoes to the retailer on still more generous
terms. A credit of eight or nine months
to the retailer *was not uncommon,
while the terms of credit to him, with
the exception of those with his bank,
were from three to six montlis. When
the war broke out, the goods which had
been intended for export were left or
thrown back upon his hands, and the re-
tailer, in consequence of the easy terms
upon which he had been able to buy,
was overstocked. The manufacturer’s
creditors were soon demanding their
money and refusing to renew his notes.
As there was no moratorium and as the
banks were endeavoring to reduce his
credits whenever possiblé, the manufac-
turer was compelled, in most cases, to
warehouse the stock on hand to sell them
at a loss in order to meet his creditors.
Prospects for Shoe Supply. :

Not only has the war exhausted the
supply of shoes but it has. ruined the
business for yecrs to come. The tanner
may be able to take up his trade in the
old way after he is once able to obtain
the material needed; but one cannot
manufacture shoes with unskilled labor,
and even the most skilled worker loses
his efficiency when he is taken away
from his regular work for a time. So,
it will be years, even with the help of the
remnants of the 50,000 skilled workmen
who may return from the war, before a
new staff of efficient help for the manu-
facture of shoes can be again built up.

With the falling away of the great de-
mands made by the German armies up-
on the supply of leather, the prospects of
satisfyifig the civil population have na-
turslly somewhat improved. The sol-
diers, upon their discharge from  the
army, will be supplied with shoes from
the military stock on hand. It is not
known how large this supply is or
whether it is possible to distribute from
rit shoes to the civil population, but it
may be safely assumed that the reserves
will not be sufficient to meet even the
needs of the soldiers. It will be neces-
sary to reduce further the amount of
leather allotted to the factories 20 to 25
per cent, which amount has already fall-
en to about 50 per cent of the remaining
stock on hand before the war.

An appreciable amount of upper leath-
ers used in the manufacture of gas masks
can be supplied from the stocks held by
the military authorities owing to the
fact that the manufacture of gas masks
has been discontinued.

It is now the hope that a great many

animals used for militery purposes will
be brought back with the armies and
that the stock of hide-producing anim-

‘als fit for slaughter will thereby be
' greatly increased; but even these anim-

als are by no means able to replace the
great loss occasioned by the evacuation
of the territories occupied by the Ger-
mans in the east and the west since the

first year of the war. Furthermore, a

great number of the most important tan-
neries and leather and shoe factories are
located in the provinces of Alsace and
Lorraine (Strassburg, St. Julien, St. Ing-
bert, etc.) The Germans, realizing that
the loss of these factories will deal a
severe blow to the shoe industry, are
bending every effort to the end that the
traffic in this connection between the

right and left Rhine territory remain Gn-| ;

molested with respect to German inter-
ests. The belief, however, that in a
brief time the shoe shortage will be en-
tirely removed is premature.

INSANE WURDERER
CAUGHT IN NEW YORK
WHERE HE WAS BUTLER
Von Krebs, Who Killed Farmer
and Wife in Jersey and Terror-
ized Countryside

Escaped Asylum in 19]5—Defied Po-
lice and Posse — Once Threatened
Life of Wilson, When Governor

(New York Times.)

Richard von Krebs, who in 1914 shet
and killed Henry Rheil and his wife at
New Brunswick, N. J., and who later
was adjudged criminally insane, was ar-
rested last night while visiting at 337
West Forty-third street, as a fugitive
from justice in-the state of New Jersey.
Kfebs, who is said once to have been a
butler in the household of the father of
the late Colonel Theodore Roosevelt, has
been at liberty since Feb. 8, 1915, when
he escaped from an insane asylum in
New Jersey. :

Detective Myers, who found him last
night seated in a front room at the For-
ty-third _street address, learned that
Krebs was now butler for a prominent
family living in Fifty-fifth street near
Fifth avenue. He would not give the
name of his employer. Further question-
ing at police headquarters, where Krebs
was locked up  pending extradition,
brought no further information concern-
ing his activities since 1915. All the
butler would say was that he intended
to fight for his liberty.

British women a spé mission has
been sent out by the British Government
to tour the Dominioni The three mem-
bers of the mission arrived in the city
yesterday, having visited Ottawa and
made a tour of Nova Scotia. They are
Miss Gladys Potts, representing the Brit-
ish Board of Agriculture, who had much
to do with the placing of women war
workers on the land in England; Miss
Girdler of the Women’s Service League,
who helped to organize the women’s work
in connection with thé Royal Air Force,
and Mr. Windham, ‘representing the
British Ministry of Labor. It is not the
intention of these three representatives
to do more than collect™information and
consult with authorities and representa-
tives of employers in Canada on this
visit. There is at the present time a
Jarge body of women enrolled for ser-
vice in Great Britain and trained in all
classes of work through war experience
ahd these women will not be disbanded
until next year, when it is hoped that
shipping facilities will permit somg
of them to emigrate to €anada, should
it be found that Canada has need of
them and is anxious to receive them.

Miss Potts and her colleagues expect
to spend four months in Canada and
have come with frankly open minds
ready to study the situation as they find
it and to do what will best please the
people of Canada. They consider that
the women workers of England are most
excellent material for Canadian needs
having received their training in no very
easy school. :

To day they will address some of the
representative women in the city and
this evening they leave for Fredericton
to consult with the provincial govern-
ment.

The latest and bitterest blow to German hopes, successively disappointed in the Zeppelins, the
submarines, and the Kaiser, is the discovery that President Wilson and the American people have
not secured for Germany a “soft peace.” German leaders and German papers angrily protest that -
America has “betrayed” the German people. President Ebert declares that in the Peace Treaty
President Wilson “has deserted his fourteen points” while Lundendorff declares after reading the
terms that “if this is peace, America can go to hell ;
