He
lid say, however. that there would be guch
easonable extensions of the leases as he
woped would satisfy the majority of the
uymbermen :h‘;d there would also be pro-

umber operators.

The bill he said had been drawn with
very care after a great deal of considera-
fon and- whilé heé did not:expect that it

Big Appropriations For C.P.R.
- On This Division

Largest Item is $630,000 To-
wards Cest of New Elevator
and Facilities — Important An-
nouncement Made

The C. P. R. appropriation for new and
repair work on the Atlantic division for
the coming season amounts to morg than
a million and a half dollars. The amounts
spent annually by the Canadian Pacifie
have become an important item in the in-
dustrial affaire of the province and as St.
John gets more than one-third of the
amount this year's railway expenditures
mean considerably more to the wage earn-
ers of the city than a great many indus
tries would.

The largest single item is one of about
$630,000 towards the cost of the new
grain. elevator &t West St. John, its power
house and yard and track facilities in con-
nection with it.

The next'in size is the appropriation
for bridges and culverts. This includes
the cost of réplacing wome large bridges
and renewals and repairs for many smaller
ones, :

A large amount will be spent on new
steel and relaying rails for 115 miles of
track. There is also a substantial amount
for reballasting about eighty-five miles of
roadbed. The' cost. of siding extensions,
new ties and fencing also runs into hig
figures. )

The cost of the new erecting and ma-
chine shops at McAdam Junetion, which
are to be built this year, is included and
runs into gix figures. 3

Another interesting item is the appro-
priation towards the completion of the
automatic block seystem which is being
established between S8t. John and Vance-
boro. The blocks will prevent two trains
entering ‘the * shthe sevtion” at “the™same|”
time and will thus ensure safety from |
collisions, As the Maine Central has a
block system, although of a different kind,
this will make a complete system from 8t.
John right through to Matteawamkeag
when the C. P. R. séction is completed
this summer.

Boston, March '13—Detailed ' stories of

Scene in the House Last Night
Scandalous

A GLARNG INSTANGE

Conservative. ' Who Had Spent
Festive Night Makes States-
manlike Remark to Dr. Loggie
—=Dr. Pugsley Leads the Fight

Ottawa, Ont., March 13—The setrain is
telling on the Conservatives. Commanded
to silence by their leaders, they are mak-

ing spectacles of themselves by continuous
hoodlumism during the long night sittings,
while the Liberals continue, coqﬂdently
and militantly, to drive home their argu-
ments. :

Scenes  of disorder characterized the
House of Commons chamber throughout
the early hours of the morning, and re-
peatedly Hon. Dr. Pugsley, who was lead-
ing the Liberals, had to appeal to the
chair for a semblance of decency in the
conduct of the government supporters.

The rowdylsm reached its woret while
Mr. Loggie of Northumberland, N. B., was
speaking between four and five o’clock
this morning. The Conservatives kept up
a continuous noise.. Groans, cat calls, and
other kindred disturbances caused the vet-
eran New Brumswicker to repeatedly
pause, unable to be heard. But he stood
his ground. \

“Tell that to your Bible class,” was the
pleasantry which one Conservative mem-
ber, who -had put in a somewhat festive
night, hurled at him with the apparent
purpose ‘of  ridiculing the fact that Mr.
Loggie was an elder in the Presbyterian
church of his home town.

“Feed them .on rotten fish,”’ was another
sample of the wit and manners of the
government interrupters, amid continued
uproar.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley demanded the atten-
tion of ‘the chair and sternly asked for
dome semblgnce of order and respectability
on the part of homorable gentlemen pres-

bers shambled out of the chamber.

“If.only ‘the péople of Canada could wit-
nees these things themselves, they would
not need any further argument to under-
stand the' Kind' of battle the government
members are waging,” was the comment
of Duncan Ross, who arrived with the
early .relay- to ‘take up the work of Chief
Whip Pardee.. .

Liberals who carried on the discussion
during , the night were Mr. Nesbitt of
North. Oxford, who declared. that Mr.
Churchill had stirred up a hornets’ mnest
by his ill-considered letter; Mr. Loggie,
who took the ground of strong and vigor-
ous - Canadianism; Mr. Broulx, who de-
manded again that the question be sub-
mitted to the people; Mesers. Fortier and
Papinean, who epoke in French; Mr.
Hughes of Prince Edward Island, who de-
plored the somersault of the premier and
the Conservative party on the mnaval pol-
icy, and Mr. White of Victoria, Alberta.

Mr. White declared that. he had not yet
been able to find .a single elector in his
constituency who supported the Borden
policy.

“Mr. Churchill,”’ said Mr. White, ‘“has
a great deal of presumption when he under-
takes to tell Canadians that they cannot
do things. I hope for Britain’s sake that
he knows more about the admiralty than
'he does about Canada.”

The issue was one of principle, and Mr.
White eaid the Canadian people should
pass on it. “Let the government take the
manly etand,” said ‘he, “and' have this
question eettled by the Canadian people.
It is their right and we for our part will
stand by their verdict. If the government

Announcement Made

ELECTED SECOND CHAMBER?

Never Again the Absolute Veto
—Change to Come During Pre-
sent Parliament—Full Plan Not
Yet Given Out, But Impartal
Revising Authority Aimed At

(Canadian Press)

London, March 13—An important state-
ment was made last might by Postmaster
General Samuels in the Commons, in re-
gard to the government plan for the re-
form of the House of Lords. Premier As-
quith earlier in the evening said he would
take the earliest available opportunity of
proposing a plan which would make the
lords a truly impartial and judicial auth-
ority. ;

It was left to Mr. S8amuels to Indicate
briefly the lines on which the reform will
be carried out. The new second chamber
he . said, would contain no wvestige of the
hereditary principle. - Under mo circum-
stances would ite absolute veto be re-
stored. The House of Lords would be abol-
ished during the lifetime of the present
parliament.

This is as far as Mr. Samuels went, but
‘previous declarations of the government
show that the proposal is likely-to. be -an
elected second chamber of about 150 sena-
tors or “lords of parliament.” !

The question of the reform of the lords
arose in the course of the debate on the
official opposition amendment to the ad-
dress moved by the Right. Hon. Walter
Long, M. P. It is concerned with the
operations of the parliament act and sub-
mitted that ‘it would be improper to pro-
ceed further with measures of so great
importance as the government of Ireland
bill and the Welsh disestablishment bill
while the legislation of the parliament’is
still incomplete and without reference to
the electors.

Mr. Long said the government had shat-
tered the legislation by ‘the
government to fulfill their debt of honor
and reform the lords. .Thecountry has
been left under the single chamber. The
government for the House of Lords is at

Three cups boiling water, 3 large table-
spoons cornstarch, 5 tablespoons brown
sugar, 1-2 teaspoon salf, 1 egg.

+ August I; A Pulp and Paper
License and a Mill License—

The Terms

(Speeill to Times)
Fredericton, March 13—In the legisla-
ture this afternoon Premier Flemming will

‘ing the crown timber lands of the prov-
ince.” It provides a new policy for the ad-
ministration of the crown timber lands; in
New Brunswick. There are a number of
distinct innovatione. ®Phe interests of the
large limit holders are reasonably pro-
tected, while at .the same time the so call-
ed small operators are to be given a reas-
onable opportunity for successfully carry-
ing ou the operations of their mills. The
principal provisions are:

Provision for the encouragement of the
establishment of pulp and paper industries
in the province so that New Brunswick
may have the benefit of having ite raw
products manufacterud within® ite borders.

Two classes of licenses will be issued on
and after August 1 next, viz., (a) the
pulp and. paper- license; (b) the saw mill
license; the pulp and paper license renew-
able from year to year for a period of
thirty years, and may be extended for a
further period of twenty years, subject
to payment of bonus for a thirty year
privilege and at the expiration of that
time of another bonus for the next twenty
years. :

The saw mill license will be renweable
from year to year for twenty years and
may be extended for a further period of
ten years, with bonuses payable for the
privilege of each period the same as with
the pulp and paper license.

Present license holders must notify the
surveyor general by July 15 next that
they will come in under the new licenses
on August 1, 1913 or continue under the
existing licenses. :

The' bonuses to be paid per square mile
under the new leases shall be payable as
follows:—Pulp and paper licenses, one
third each on August 1, 1913, August 1,
1923, and August 1, 1933; saw mill licenses
one half each on August ‘1, 1913, August
1, 1923.

The power to determine the stumpage
rates and make regulations governing the
crown lands is affirmed in the lieutenant-
governor in council.

Provisions for encouragement of conser-

. vation of the forests by allowing opera-

tors, who will set aside certain lands for
a period or twelve years before the ex-
piration of their leases and not cut them
but allow them to reproduce, to have the
privilege of outting these lands for ten
vears after expiration of lease without
payment of ‘bonus and paying only a stump
age and mileage fee. A ;

A survey, examination and classification
of crown lands of the province is to be
completed by August 1, 1917, one year_ be-
fore the present' leases expire.

Provision is made that, in event of the
survey, examination and classification of
crown lands showing that the present li-
cense holders have their leases on terri-
tory producing more lumber than is nec-
essary for their needs, a portion of these
lands not exceeding twenty-five per cent.
can be taken out of the existing lease and
ileased to mill owners upon application
to the leiutenant-governor in ecouncil.

If they had faith in Canada and in Cana-
dians they would never propose to send
$35,000,000 to build up industries in an-
other country, especially since other mil-
lions must follow year after year for the
game purpose. - Mr. Winston Churchill
and the British ship-builders have too poor
an opinion of Canada and the Canadians,
but it is more humiliating to know that,
for political purposes, the {eaders of the
Conservative party are willing to adopt
their views and actually applaud state-
ments which should arouse indignation
in the breast of every self-respecting citi-
zen of Canada.

MUST HAVE HOUSES

With the approach of spring end the as-
‘gurance that there will'be & very large in-
‘crease in the working population of the
‘city, because of the great works to be car-
ried on, the question of housing becomes
‘more pressing. Of course rough boarding
houses can be erected for large crews of
‘laborers, but a ‘great many of those who
‘will come to the city this year will remain
permanently. They must be provided with
homes. This is a question which must be
considered eerionsly by the city council
and the board of trade, and it ought to
be possible to interest capital in the con-
struction of cottages which could be eold
on easy terms or occupied at a moderate
rental.

A mere enumeration of the more import-
ant works to be carried on will show that
there must be a large influx of mechanics
and working men in the early spring and
¢ummer. There are the important works
at Courtenay Bay, the new wharves and
grain elevator at West St. John, the new
bridge at the falls, the sugar refinery, the
marine depot, the new post office, the big
new . warehouses, the new bank building,
the large buildings to be remodelled, the
new houses of all kinds for which plane
are being prepared by the local architects,
and other works of which no announce-
ment has yet been made. This work will
call for the employment of many more
people than are at present available
in the city. Of course the expansiom
of the city calls for the extension
of the street railway eystem, and
this also will provide employment for
many men, While there will be con-
siderable of what may be termed a float-
ing population, there will also be a notable
growth in permanent citizenship, calling
for increased housing accommodation.
Spring is at hand, and this housing ques-
tion ought to be coneidered in a practical
manner without delay.

TEST CASE ON SUNDAY LAW

Montreal, March 13—A suit hes been
brought against the Fxomm Skating Rink
by Rev. Geo. W. Mingie, secretary of the
local branch of the Lord’s Day Alliance,
with the object of testing existing legisla-
tion in this province, as well as in the
dominion, regulating Sunday observance.
The question narrows down to this: Has
the Province of Quebec a Sunday observ-
ance law?

The Supreme Court of Canada handed
down an important finding in such ques-
tions when it pronounced as ultra vires
of the provincial legislature all the pro-
hibitive or restrictive portions of the
Quebec Sunday observance act.

It is now necessary for the courts to |

find out whether the whole act is uncon-
stitutional or not, and also whether the
dominion act overrides the provincial one.
If it does it must be determined.

BRITISH PROPOSALS

Londen Cable Says Sir Edward
Grey Has Ferwarded Sugges-
tiens to Russia--Believed Adria-
nople is Near Fall

Sofia, March 13-—The reply of the allies
to the offer of mediation by the powers
will not be delivered until Friday. One
of the members of the Balkan League has
asked that certain modifications be made.
(.onstantmople, March 13—Serious fight-
ing has been in progress along the Bulair |
front since vesterday. The Turkish fleet
is co-operating with the troops.

Belgrade, March 12—The Turkish cruiser
Mamedieh bombarded the Port of Durazzo
at noon today, although it is an unforti-
fied place. The cruiser then proceeded to
San Giovanni De Medua, which she also
bombarded. It is not known whether any
damage was inflicted.

The Hamidieh disappeared finally in the
direction of the Italian coast. Her ac-
tivity causes alarm here, as a large number
of Servian troops are now being transport-
ed to the Adriatic to assist the Monten-
grins in the attack on Scutari.

London, March 13—A Vienna despatch

to the Daily Mail says that the delay in
Austro-Russian demobilization arose
through Servia' sending troops and guns to
help the Montenegrins. Austrig had vir-
tually agreed to Ruesia’s request to de-
mobilize on all the frontiers, but, learn-
ing of Servia's action, changed her inten-
tions. - It is added that the negotiations
would have collapsed altogéther but for
the strong influence of Emperor Nicholas
and Emperor Francis Joseph.

10 ARGENTINA

Montreal, March 13—The board of trade
will forward to Ottawa its recommenda-
tions, adopted yesterday, concerning the
desirability of establishing a steamship ser-

vice between Canada and Argentine, The
board believes that considerable export
business and some import business could
b done, and that to permit the operation
of a reasonably fast service the Canadian
ports of call should be limited to Mont-
real, Quebec, Halifax, and possibly Syd-
ney, and that the steamers should then
proceed to South America by the most
direct route, calling at Bahia, Santos, Rio
de Janeiro, Montevideo and Buenos Ayres,
both outward and homeward bound.

It was considered undesirable for vessels
in the Argentine trade to attempt to in-
clude all ports of call in the West In-
dies, more especially if there is any trade
from the Argentine, including a refriger-
ator service for perishable commodities.

REJECTION A SURPRISE
10 SR THOMAS LIPTON

do About Cup Challenge

London, March 13—8ir Thomas Lipton
expressed the greatest surprise this morn-

ing when informed of .the decision of the
New York Yacht club declining his chal-
lenge because it did not comply with the
conditions of the deed of gift governing
races of the cup. Bir Thomas said he had
not time to consider whether or not he
would amend the conditions of his chal-
lenge so as to meet the objections of the
New York yachtsmen.

New York, March 13—Intimation that
a challenge from some other English
yachtsman than Sir Thomas Lipton for
the America’s cup is anticipated by mem-
bers of the New York yacht club, caused
speculation in yachting circles today, but
there was no answer to the question, who
the prospective challenger might be.

It came as a surprise to many members
of the club, when they read the challenge
for the first time last night, to find that
Sir Thomas not only proposed a challeng-
ing vessel, not to exceed seventy-five feet
on the water line, but that he would re-
quire the defender to be of the same di-
mensions.

Sir Thomas expects to confer with his
designer, Charles E. Nicholson, of Gos-
port, England, on the subject immediately.

Sir Thomas was greatly disappointed, as
he fully expected that the challenge would
be accepted. He said:

“It is the duty of the challenger for the
America’s cup to state the size of the boat
with which he intends to race, as well as
name the days on which the races are to
take place. In this I conformed entirely
with the condition of the deed of gift.

“When I challenged #8ix years ago un-
der the universal rule, which governs all

yacht racing in America, my-challenge was
declined because it did mot comply with
the conditions of the deed of gift and legal-
ly the New York Yacht Club had the right -
to do so. '

“Now, when I challenge according to
the deed of gift, my challenge is declined
hecause I will not allow a 90 foot yacht
to race against my 75 footer, although
everything would have favored the defend- |

Dr. Clarke Calls Churchill State-
ment an Ottawa Eche — Dr.
Pugsley Says Likely Clerk
Wrete it

Ottawa, March 12—There is no sign of
'weakening in parliament. A continuous sit-
ting is still the order of the day and
night. The Churchill letters appear to
have put the finishing touches to the op-
position’s determination that the people
shall vote upon the Borden contribution
proposal. -

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is ill and has been
confined to his house since Monday. He
has not been in,the house since the letters,
were .produced. However, there is a com-
petent fighting line on the opposition side
and it has been. carrying the war to the
government without wavering.

It is rumored in the lobbies that the gov-
ernment is figuring on a compromise a'nd
will offer to submit the naval question
to the people in the form of a plebiscite.
The Liberals want an election and whether
a plebiscite will be accepted by them re-
mains to be seen.

The pounding of Winston Churchill con-
tinues. One of his fellow-country,
Clarke, of Red Deer, got after him today,
so warmly that Premier Borden had to
break his silence and come to the defence
of the first lord of the British admiralty,
who is a famous stormy petrel in old
country politics. i

Dr. Clarke noted that the Churchill com-
munication contained three echoes and two
statements. The echoes were familiar, for
they were voices on the Canadian treasury
benches, The Canadian ministers wanted
to make it appear that they were voicing
the views of the admiralty.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley declared that the op-
position were not condemning Mr. Church-
ill for replying to the request of Mr. Bor-
den, but they certainly took issue with
the conclusions he had drawn and to the
manner in which it had been obtained and
presented to the house. He displayed
such intense ignorance of Canadian condi-
tions, “as almost to make a horse laugh.
For instance, Mr. Churchill had said that
it would require 150 ton-cranes to handle
the materials that went into the construc-
tion of the biggest battleships. Apparently
he did not know that there were hundreds
of such cranes already operating in Can-
ada. Mr. Churchill had sid that sub-
stantial soil was necessary for the ship-
yards and heavy blocks and other tackle
were required. Did he think that Cana-
dians could not provide and operate these?”

“I will give Mr. Churchill the credit to
say,” continued Dr. Pugsley, “that I don’t
believe he ever drew up this memorandum.
It was probably prepared by some clerk
in his department, it is full of inconsisten-
cies. In one part he says that it would
take £15,000,000 to establish a shipyard
and plant in Canada and a little later it is
admitted that a new British shipyard and
plant was recently established at a cost of
£750,000.”

HIS AUNT WAS WOMAN
WHO REFUSED TO REVEAL
~ HIDING PLACE OF EMMET

Spokane, Wash., March 13—Edward
Connolly, recluse, pioneer homesteader,
civil war veteran and enthusiastic etudent
of Shakespeare, who was pronounced
“dead” by the superior court of Spokane
county six weeks ago, is now really dead.
He had a brother who was killed in the
Indian mutiny at Calcutta, and his aunt
was the famous Ann Deylin, she who re-
fused to reveal the hiding place of the
Robert Emmet to the soldiery in Ireland.

An ‘eccentric, apparently sour-tempered
old man, beneath the surface Connolly had
a sunny disposition. From his rough log
eabin on his homestead -south of Spokane,
taken up in 1873, and retained as a home
ever since, many a wanderer departed fed
and warm. To the few he permitted to
enter into closest friendship with him he
revealed a rare and apparently inexhaust-
ible fund of ancedotes of travels all over
the world, of battles, on Union gunboats,
of early trials in the western wilderness,
of long months of roving.

Connolly came to. the United' States in
1863 and in the following year became a
fireman in the United States navy, serv-
ing on the steamships Potomac, Hartford
and Richmond.

Connolly never married and has no re-
latives surviving him eo far as is known.|
The funeral was held in Spokane.

DROWNED IN CALIFORNIA

HE question is being asked many times of late—what is a prize
T fight—and a Milwaukee business man comes out in the open

and gives an idea of what a real prize fight is.

A. B. Nichols, of the commission firm of Nichols, Jenssen & Klein,
does not mince matters, either, in giving his version, and it might be
well for some of the reformers to note the u.fference, aceording to Mr.
Nichols’ idea, between the real article and up-to-date boxing.

I have noticed many articles of late,’’ said

Mr. Niehols, ‘‘regarding prize fighting and box-

ing, and I want to say that there is all the differ-

ence in the world between the two—as much diff-

erence as there is between night and day. I will

give you an idea of the real article first. It was

in 1873, if I remember rightly, that I was living

in St. Louis and all the boys were interested in a

prize fight betwen Tom Allen, Englishman, and

Mike McCoole, for the world's .championship.

They had met before and 1 understood that Allen

bad been robbed of the decision,” and another

“&‘._ match was made. It took place up the river on

i E one of the big river boats. They fought with bare

knuckles under the old London prize ring rules. The. round did not

end until one man was knocked down and then they rested only

thirty seconds. For seven rounds Allen battered McCoole’s face to a

jelly. It reminded me of a piece of raw beef and he was a sight, while

‘Allen was unmarked. Finally MeCoole was battered into a helpless

mass and his seconds carried him away on a stretcher. That was a

real prize fight and without gloves, padded ring, ete, such as they

have nowadays. Since then I have attended many ‘eentests in this

and other-cities, -but under the new rules and with big gloves. I have

seen many here in Milwaukee and must say that the ppesent-day box-

ing is like a pillow fight between children compared to that prize
fight I saw near St. Louis. .

“To my way of thinking the present-day bouts are real boxing
contests and nothing more, and you cannot make anything else of
them. The big gloves are used, the ring is well padded, the rounds
are limited to two or three minutes with a minute rest between each
round, and the referee stops the bout the moment one man shows his
superiority over the other, making it a clean sparring contest. I did
object to my son playing football when he went to school, but I never
objected to him boxing. There are fewer accidents in boxing than in
any other form of sport, outside ‘of tennis or ping-pong, for I have
followed it closely and know whereof I speak.

“It is my honest opinion that the churches make a mistake in
trying to oppose boxing. Let the ministers pay more attention to
their flocks and give Young America a chance to develop. If boxing
makes the boys a bit rough, then I prefer to see them that way and
with red blood in their veins rather than of the cigarette species.
What we need is a sane boxing

law to regulate the sport, and I know
of many business men here who take the same view of it that I do.”’

FERY ONE VOTE
DOWN CHALENGE
0F SR THOMAS

New York, March 12—The New York
Yacht Club has declined Sir Thomas
Lipton’s challenge.

The reason for this action was that the
terms of the challenge impose the condi-
tion that the defending vessel shall not ex-
ceed seventy-five feet in length at the
water line. This stipulation would deprive
the club of the right to enter a vessel of
from sixty-five to ninety feet, as provided
in the deed of gift.

The declination of the present chal-
lenge, however, it was said by members,
did not necessarily mean that no America
Cup race was in prospect, as the club
was in anticipation of an unrestricted chal-
lenge for the cup from a British gentleman
other than Sir Thomas Lipton.

The club’s only official statement relat-
ed to the reason for the declining of the
Lipton challenge, which was forwarded by
the Royal Ulster Yacht Club for Sir
Thomas.

The club’s action was taken at a meet-
ing attended by more than 300 members.
Only boat owners were entitled to vote
on the question of the challenge. Forty
votes were cast, and all were against ac-
ceptance. The refusal was a repetition
of the club’s action upon the Lipton chal-
lenge in 1907, which likewise stipulated
for craft under the ninety-foot mark as
challenger and defender.
