Lord Colebrooke has just been appomt-
ed by King George, captain and command-
er of ' the corps - of  gentlemen-at-
arms, in guccession to Lord = Den-
man, whq has been- obliged to
give up the office on his departure for Auss
tralia, where he is succeeding Lord Dudley
as governor genera] of ‘the commonwealth.

Lord Colebrooke is a very familiar figure
on this side of the Atlantic, owing to his
frequent  visits with his wxfe especially
during the" lifetime of the late William C-
Whitney, with whom they were wont to
spend’ several weeks every ' year at his
house in New York, at his place on Long
Island, and at Azken 8. C.

Lad,y- Colebrooke is a taJl, handsome,
dark-haired, dark eyed womah one of the
many duughters of Lord Alfred Paget, and
sister of General Sir Arthur Paget. of Al
merio Paget, M. P., who married. Pauline
Whitney of New York and ‘of Sidney Pu-
get, s who meanaged £or a time the racing
stud of James B. Haggdin. She is a splen-
did whip and horsewomati, and among her
accomplishments possesses those of a sculp-
tor and:joiner. On her husband’s estates
in Scotland she founded several schools of
carpentry for the 1nstrucnon of her ten-
antry. :

Their estates are situated in Lanarkshire,
and include the village of Ledhills. The
latter is a queér old Scotch place, which
i# peculiar, in being without clocks, all its
affairs being regulated by a bell; an ancient
and ‘elsborate contrivance, straddled ‘on
thru legs, in charge of a village official.
