Lord Colebrooke has just been appomt-
ed by King George, captain and command-
er of ' the corps - of  gentlemen-at-
arms, in guccession to Lord = Den-
man, whq has been- obliged to
give up the office on his departure for Auss
tralia, where he is succeeding Lord Dudley
as governor genera] of ‘the commonwealth.

Lord Colebrooke is a very familiar figure
on this side of the Atlantic, owing to his
frequent  visits with his wxfe especially
during the" lifetime of the late William C-
Whitney, with whom they were wont to
spend’ several weeks every ' year at his
house in New York, at his place on Long
Island, and at Azken 8. C.

Lad,y- Colebrooke is a taJl, handsome,
dark-haired, dark eyed womah one of the
many duughters of Lord Alfred Paget, and
sister of General Sir Arthur Paget. of Al
merio Paget, M. P., who married. Pauline
Whitney of New York and ‘of Sidney Pu-
get, s who meanaged £or a time the racing
stud of James B. Haggdin. She is a splen-
did whip and horsewomati, and among her
accomplishments possesses those of a sculp-
tor and:joiner. On her husband’s estates
in Scotland she founded several schools of
carpentry for the 1nstrucnon of her ten-
antry. :

Their estates are situated in Lanarkshire,
and include the village of Ledhills. The
latter is a queér old Scotch place, which
i# peculiar, in being without clocks, all its
affairs being regulated by a bell; an ancient
and ‘elsborate contrivance, straddled ‘on
thru legs, in charge of a village official.

SAYS SMOKING IN
PUBLIC WILL SOON
BE THING OF PAST

Anh-Tobaoco Crusaders Fix The
Time at Fifteen Years—Law
Will Prohibit Smoking in Pub-
lic-Places

Washington, ‘July 12—Dr. Harvey W.
Wiley, pure food expert, predicts that
within. fifteen years smoking and tobacco
chewing in public will have become obso-
lete. Dr. Wiley is one of the incorpora-
tors of the Non-Smokers’: Pmbective
League, which sought a charter yin New
York last week. Said he yesterday:
“A man has & perfect rxght to drink,
smoke, chew or dip snuff in his private
sanctum, ‘but has not the shadow of a
right' fo "inflict tinwholesomé smoke and
his -vile breath on the community at large.
There should be ‘a, law, strictly enforced
by the authqntles, prolni)mng mokmg and
chewing in public places or on the' cars,
where other persons are obliged to be.”
Dr. Wiley admits that a person, even of
the gentle sex, may drink a “tab}e-opoon
ful of mellow rye”’ or puff a cxgar or cigar-
ette’ without” harm, but'-that 'is ‘'no excuse
for the publicity of the deeds.

NEW PLAN T0 AID THE
FARMERS FINANGIALLY |

Clearing House System = Being
Worked Out and Railroads are
Co-operating in It .

Chicago, July 12—Executives of a rail-
road system embracing thousands of miles
and extending from Chicage to the Paci-
fic coast by three great trunk lines and
branches have under consideration a new
plan to aid farmers and to reduce the cost
of hvmg to the consumer. The plan is one
step in advance of the good specials and
the good roads propaganda and involves
the creation of farmers’ clearing houses
in each county along its lines by which
the farmers will avoid the necessity of ex-
changing their crops for money before
they are able to purchase food, clothing,
machinery and other neeessxtnes as well
as the Tuxuries of life.

The plan has met with encouragement
in unexpected places, a director of the Na-
tional Council of Grain Exchanges, who
is most active in urging national efforts
to increase the per acre production, hav-
ing indorsed the plan.

Seth T. Farnsworth, of Chicago, for
years has devoted all his spare time to
perfecting a practical plan for utlhzmg
the clearing house system in the daily
transactions of the farmers, the country
merchants and the  railroads ‘who,- deal
«with the farmers. Recently he prgsented
the matter to the Oklahoma legislature
and a bill was introduced which was a
forerunner of national consideration of the

plan,

He proposes the organizing of the farm-
ers of a country; selectmg a bank in the
county which will receive assignments: -of
all crops from these farmers; it. being
agreed that no member of the. orglmzntlon
will purchase anything in the ‘way of sup-
plies except through this bank; “the ' bank
as the fountain head of the entire ofgan-
zation being custodian’ of ' the;assdtia-
tion’s funds, so that should a;lean year
put in its appearance, the farmer may
borrow from the funds of the association.

The bill introduced * before the . Okia-
homa legislature was called “An_Act for
the promotion of agriculture, successful
crops and the rapid settlement ' of ° the
state.’ It provides for four travelling. su-
pervisors who are to advise the farmers
and direct them in the cultivation of their
crops; also, providing for $100,000 to be
appropriated for investment in rations and
supplies to be advanced monthly to new
farmers who, from failure of. crops or
other reasons, desire to co-operate with
the state in the making of crops.

These supplies are to be bought at whole-
sale and sold at cost and the farmers
charged four.per cent interest until the
supplies are paid for.
plies have been advanced, the advice of
the travelling supervlsors as to crops ‘‘shall
be mandatory.” The federal authorities
are to be requested to furnish experts to
get the plan under practical way.

THE FIELD CROPS OF CANADA

north ended May 31,
1911).

The season this year has been favorable
for field crops in all parts of Canada,
and excellent reports have been received
from all the provinces. The lowest per-
centage of conditions is made for fall
wheat, which suffered from inadequate pro-
tection in the winter months, and .also
to some extent from spring frosts.

The areas of fall wheat are greater than
last year by 4.50 per cent., and of spring
wheat by 13.70 per cent. The total area in
wheat is 10503400 acres. as compared
with 9,294,800 in 1910 and 7,750,400 in 1909.
The per cent. condition of fall wheat
at the end of May was 80.63, and of spring
waeat 96.60.

The area in oats is 10,279,800 acres and
its condition 94.76, as compared with 9,-
864,000 acres. and 93.95 per cent. condi-
tion last year. Barley and rye each show
a small decrease in area, but the condi-
tion is higher than at the same period last
year. . Slight decreases are also reported
for areas of peas, mixed grains and hay
and clover, with per cent. conditions of
over 90.

Hay and clover have a reported condi-
tion of 91.45 for the Dominion being prac-
tically 100 in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Albert. The area of the field crops nam-
ed is 32,051,500 acres for 1911, compared
with 30,544,200 acres for 1910 and 28,194,-
900 acres for 1909. In the provinces of
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta the
area in wheat, oats and barley was 3,
401,413 acres in 1900 - 6,009,389 acres in
1905, 11,952,000 acres-.in 1909 and 13,809,
300 acres in 1910, and it is 15,355,500 acres
this year.

The increase of these crops from 1900 to
1911 was 2,663,609 acres in Manitoba, 7,-
364,315 acres in Saskatchewan and 1,836,-
073 acres in Alberta.—It may be added
that the report of the Nerthwest Grain
Dealers’ Association, which was issued a
day earlier than the report of the Census
and Statistics Office, gave a total area
for wheat, oats and barley in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan - and Alberta of 15,414,790
acres, being 59,200 acres more than our
report or about four-tenths of one per
cent. The association’s area for wheat
is greater by 195,000 acres, and for bar-
ley by 120,630 acres, and its area for oats
is less by 257,290 acres. The difference is
two per cent. on wheat, five per cent. on
oats, and one per cent. on barley.

FEvery time the milk
changes hands, it picks ‘up germs, Cold
milk, old milk and soured milk are all dan-
gerous. In*Chicago we have 77,000 horses
for._ commercial purposes.and I believe, it
more”important that we keep 8,000 cows
a.nd preserve the lives of our babies.”

But when he has slipped between the
sheets and*the grateful warmth communi-
cates itself to his cold bones—if it is win-
ter, they #re sure to be like icicles—he
discovers that it is deceptively light and
deliciously comfortable.

‘empty they make no extra charge. And
the traveller loves to recount when he is
back on his native heath how his cheek
presséd the same pillow that had been used
by the little queen of Holland or the king
of Saxony. :

The traveller on his first tour wonders
why ‘it takes so long to register his bag-
gage, and rails at the price he has to pay
for his one little trunk and two bags and
all the red tape incidental to weighing,pay-
ing the government tax of one sou, tipping
the porter and, finally, another porter who
carried his hand baggage to the carriage.
But presently seated in his corner by the
window, he sees a trunk being carried by.
1t is his trunk. He peers out, expecting
to see it dumped with a sickening thud,
as at home, or to see it shot from a gun
into the baggage car, or ‘“luggage van,”
as they call it over there. He is doomed
to disappointment. Neither happens. The
trunk is not allowed to touch the platform
but is slid very carefully into its place in
the van, as though it were made of glass.

Tipping

Most travellers on their first trips are
astounded when upon the day of their de-
parture: from a hotel they are presented
with their bill by the head waiter instead
of the Jandlord: or by’ his chief clerk. But
it is the custom, and this important indi-
vidual is thus assured of his tip.' But they
frequently fret and fume inwardly as they
think of all the other servants to be tip-
ped and usually end by giving each one
about three times what he expects. There
are two ways of avoiding this worry, if
they only knew.

Huge streamers bear-
ing mottoes were stretched on high, the
inscriptions being “Welcome Sir Wilfrid,”

ing Mayor Gauvimy-totwhich the premier
briefly replied. Then a huge torchlight
procession was for , and with Sir Wil-
frid seated - in “higP¢artinge, smiling and
bowing to his adniirers,“proceeded to the
Champ de Mars. The, streets along whieh
the premier passed wererlikewise illumin-
ated and gay with bunting and streamers.

Arrived at the Champ’de Mars, the pro-
cession halted and the‘jpremier and his
party were escorted to 'an improvised plat-
form. Leon Garneau read the address of
the Liberal :clubs, assuring Sir Wilfrid of
hig' followers”. devotion, and, of their con-
tempt for his adversaries.

The address briefly reviewed the prem-
ier's work at the conference, and ' praised
the stand which he had' taken, a stand
which would preserve Canada’s autonomy
without in any- way weakening imperial
ties.

Re-opening of Parlianjent, How-
ever, Must Be' Awagted Before
Course is Definitely Known—
Political Pot Boiling Again

7

Ottawa, Julyi11—Witl{ the return of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and R/ L. Borden tq the
capial, and . the reagsembling of parlia-
ment on Tuesday mext, the political pot
which has been quietly, simmering here
during the past twq months, is again boil-
ing. The oppositign leader arrived early
this morning from Winnipeg and before
leaving again ‘this afternoon for a brief
holiday with George Perley, M. P., at the
latter’s fishing camp in Argenteuil, gave
out an interview. in which he declared
that the opposition was still determined to
fight reciprocity to the bitter end.

If the opposition can compe} an election
on the issue they will do so. And no ons
doubts their intention or their power to
compel a dissolution by the simple pro-
cess of holding up supply when the house
resumes. The premier and the members
of the -government have already clearly
intimated that the opposition’s challenge
will be accepted. Both sides anticipats
and are preparing for an early election,
The only question now is.as to the prob-
able date.

Probably no - definite or authoritative
forecast can be made as to this until after
the house has been in session for a fort- .
night or so. There will be party caucuses
on both sides soon after the house meets
and- questions as to political expediency
in regard to plunging at once into an elec-
tion and getting through with the agony
quickly, or as to continuing in session for
a couple of months or so while the remain-
ing business of the session is put through
and a redistribution bill brought down,
will then be threshed out. The govern-
ment is, of course, anxious to put the re:
distribution %l throvgh before dissolu-
tion, but sees little hope of it. The op-
position kgow that redistribution with the
twenty additional seats given to the pro-
reciprocity prairie provinces will work tg
the advantage of the government. Conse«
quently it would be held up on the plea
that it is unfair in its detads. They will
seck to placate the west by promising a
redistribution bill immediately after the
clections to be followed by another elec-
tion if they are returned to power,

The government will take early oppor-
tunity to force the opposition to make
plain the tactics intended with regard to
allowing the reciprocity proposals to come
to a vote, with regard to voting supply
to carry on the administration after Sep-
tember, when the present interim supply
granted rans out, and, if possible, also
with regard to the redistribution bill. The
jockeying for position will probably take
at least a month. Under all the circum-,
stances an election before October is hard-
ly probable. '

Meanwhile if the present hot wave con-
tinues the prospect ahead of the members
already weary of this long drawn out ses-
sion is not a cheerful one. When the
house adjourned tempers were none too
good. There will doubtless be some lively
rows before long in the commons chamber.
