HE LEAVES THE POLICE STATION 
IN COMPANY WITH HIS FATHER.

SAWTELL’8 TRIAL WILL BE HELD 
IN NEW HAMPSHIRE. SATEENS, GINGHAMS, OEILLETS, CAMS.

II la Thought That a Compromise Will 
Be Effected—Detective 8. H. Carpen­
ter Receives a Copy of the Order for 
Walton’s Discharge.

Walton was discharged from custody 
this afternoon. He was brought up from 
his cell about two o’clock and taken into 
the private office of the chief of police. 
After a talk with his counsel and his 
father he came out into the chief’s outer 
office. Chief Marshall then produced 
the order for Walton’s discharge which 
was as follows :

I judge said warrant under which the 
said Fred A. Walton is held and detain­
ed in custody, void and of no effect and I 
do order and direct the said John R. 
Marshall, said Chief of Police, forthwith 
to discharge sain Fred A. Walton from 
custody under the said warrant, issued 
by the said N. C. Desnoyer Esq., judge 
of the session of Montreal, bearing date 
24th day of February, A. D. 1890.

A. L. Palmer,
Judge of Supreme Court
After reading this the chief said, “1 

discharge you, Frederick Walton from 
custody.”.

Walton then made an inventory of all 
the goods that were taken from him and 
they were returned to him by the chief. 
Walton’s father took charge of the pack­
age of money and said he would 
be responsible for it. After finish­
ing all the necessary business with 
the chief, Walton shook hands 
with that official, thanking him for the 
kindness he had shown^ him during his 
imprisonment and walked out of the 
police station at 2.15 o’clock, a free man. 
He, accompanied by his father, went to 
the Dufferin hotel.

Dr. Alward is of the opinion that Wal­
ton will be re-arrested. Mr. Alward says 
that if he is he will be cleared.

It is thought, however, by some of the 
police authorities that a compromise be­
tween Manager Bralzie, of the Pacific 
Express Company and Walton’s father 
has been effected, and that Walton, ac­
companied by his father and Manager 
Bralzie will leave by this evening’s train 
for the United States,where a settlement 
of the case will be made.

Detective John A. Grose leaves this 
afternoon for Montreal.

Detective Silas H. Carpenter this after­
noon received, from Dr. Silas Alward, a 
copy of the order for Walton’s discharge 
served on the chief of police. He will 
leave for Montreal as soon as possible.

Tbe Coroner1» Jury Agree# Upon a Ver­
dict—Hirom*» Death Cansed by 
Bnllet Wound# Inflicted by Isaac 
While In the Carrlage-The Murder 
Committed In the Granite State.

Great Falls, N. H., Feb. 26.—The cor­
oner’s jury in the Saw tell case went to 
Rochester yesterday in charge of Con­
stable W. H. Rich. They v ent over the 
road between Rochester and East Ro­
chester, and todk particular notice of the 
vicinity of Nutter’s woods on the side 
road, about half a mile .from Rochester 
depot. The jury 
last evening and agreed upon a ver­
dict about 9 o’clock. The verdict 
will be written and filed in court 
to-day. In substance it declares that the 
body found in the marsh road woods was 
that of Hiram Sfwlell, and that he came 
to his death by reason of ballet wounds 
inflicted by Isaac Sawtell, while in a 
carriage near Nutter’s woods on Wednes­
day, Feb. 5. Tbe theory is that Isaac 
drove the team, and, seeing a detached 
barn on the edge of Nutter’s woods, a 
short distance from the road, there com­
mitted the murder. There has been no 
evidence before the jury tp show that an 
accomplice had anything to do with the 
crime. While the verdict is not conclusive 
it insures the trial of Isaac Sawtell in 
Strafford for a murder committed in this 
state.

The Infamons Conduct of the Chlel 
Director am* His Misions.

London, Feb. 28th.—Farther particu­
lars of the Kara outrages have just been 
received. The third hunger strike among 
the prisoners was to obtain the removal 
of the odious governor Masukoff, who 
had ordered a lady to be dragged from 
her bed in her night dress and stripped. 
She was subjected to the coarsest insults 
and then clothed in prison dress. The 
first strike lasted 18 days, and ended in 
Masukoff tendering his resignation, 
which governor Korf declined to accept.

The second strike lasted eight days 
when Masukoff asserted that he had 
been ordered |to another prison. When 
this was discovered to be a lie there w as 
a third strike, which lasted 22 days. The 
prison surgeon declared that Mme. 
Sigida was too ill to be flogged and that 
her heart was weak. He expressed the 
opinion that to further carry ont the sen­
tence would be illegal. Shamitine, the 
chief director of prisons, upon learning 
the surgeon’s decision, telegraphed this 
message: “Execute sentence without sur­
geon’s presence.” Supt. Till hestitated 
and the official who figured in the first 
named incident, performed the flogging.

THE BODY DISCOVERED AMID 
SQUALOR!AND MISERY.

Form and 82000 Cash, There Was No 
Food or Fnel In His House — Two
Cows In His Barn Die ol Starvation— 
Search for Treasure.

Lawrence, Mass., Feb. 26—Charles H. 
Grant, owner of an extensive farm on the 
outskirts ofWest Andover,was found dead 
to-day in the rude kitchen of his home. 
About him were evidences of squalor 
and misery,yet the farm buildings would 
readily sell for $8000, while it is known 
that Grant had in his possession very re­
cently the sum of $2000 in actual cash. 
Medical examiner Howe found that the 
man had been dead over two weeks. 
Decomposition had begun to set in, 
and the sight was a sad one. In the 
large barn two cows were found dead, 
having starved from want of care while 
their owner lay dead and undiscovered. 
Grant for years lived a hermit’s life. Ten 
years ago his father, Elisha Grant,owned 
the farm, and a well kept piece of prop- 
'eTtyitwas.' Elisha, being a widowed 
soon married and trouble broke out be­
tween him and hirf son Charles. Tbe 
son was finally adjudged insane, and was 
sent to an asylum. After awhile he was 
released, but soon afterwards, at the in­
stigation of his step-mother, he was re­
committed. The father, it is said, wor­
ried over the second committal of his 
son, and two days later he dropped 
dead of heart disease in his barn. 
The property than reverted to Charles, 
who took possession. From the time he 
took charge of the farm, however, it 
steadily declined. The 60 acres under 
cultivation were allowed to run to waste 
and a general decay set in. Samuel H. 
Boutwell was appointed guardian for 
Charles and remained so until four years 
ago. Then he paid all bills, gave Grant 
over $1500 in cash and left him with 
$8,000 worth of property. Since then, and 
for years before, Grant lived the life of 
a hermit miser. The house was a large 
one, but he occupied only two rooms. 
This morning a farmer from a 
neighboring farm, Hiram Graves, entered 
Grant’s barn, and found the cows dead. 
He shouted for Grant, but, receiving no 
answer, entered the house, and 
on the kitchen floor found the 
hermit’s body. The body was dressed in 
cheap clothes, anything but suitable for 
winter. There was no fuel in the room, 
not a particle of food, while the only 
semblance to a bed was a pile of rags 
behind the stove. There was no furnit­
ure, and tbe whole interior seemed as 
mean and as squalid as could be. The 
medical examiner found no marks about 
the body and gave as his opinion that 
death resulted either from starvation or 
heart disease. Nothing was found on the 
person of the dead man to indicate where 
any valuables may have been hidden. 
Grant was 45 years of age. He had a 
sister living in Reading, the wife of Rev. 
Charles Scott. After the remains have 
been taken care of a more thorough 
search of the farmhouse will be made.

PAN-AMERICAN CONGRESS.

Ils Work Is Discussed by the Spanish 
Cortes—Spain’s Foreign Regards It 
as a Fiasco-

Madrid, Feb. 28.—In the debate in the 
Cortes on the foreign office budget, 
closed last evening, Senor Portuondo, a 
Cuban deputy, made his promised in­
terpellation in reference to his 
pan-American conference. He ex­
pressed alarm lest the United States 
should adopt a South American policy 
injurous to Spain.

Senor Revest, of the budget committee 
in reply said that the South American 
policy of the United States excited alarm 
in Europe and was dangerous to the 
whole Latin race.

The “Munroe 
doctrine of “America for Americans’’ 
really meant America for the United 
States.

The minister of foreign affairs closed 
the debate by stating the policy of the 
present liberal government fostered 
friendly relations with the South 
American states for the purpose of form­
ing a pan-American union. He believed 
the conference at Washington was in its 
main object a fiasco. The relations be­
tween Spain and the United States were 
most friendly, despite the late proposition 
of a Florida senator, relative to the pur­
chase of Cuba.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and m order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by »■ 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again their verification

The estimated lumber cut on the Mi- 

ramichi this winter is about 70,000,000. 
It was thought early in the season that 
about 80,000,000 would be got out, but 
influenza had taken possession of the 
men in the camps for a time and they 
were unable to overtake all of the work 
mapped out for them. Among the oper­
ators on the South-West are Mr. T. Lynch 
whose cut will probably reach 10,000,000; 
William Richards, between eight and 
ten millions; R. & A. Ritchie, between 
five and six millions; Mr. Walsh, about 
five millions; H. Turnbull, about two mil­
lions and James Robinson, about two 
millions. Messrs Burcliill & Son will 
get out about three millions on the North 
West. Of last year’s cut there was about 
two and a half millions hung up.______
