Canadian circles are interested in a big suit that 
has jnst been oommenced in the United States 
Circuit Court, in which Wm. Bichardson, the ex­
manager of the Chicago branch of the Bank of 
Montreal, is the plaintiff, and certain well-known 
insurance men of this city are the defendants. It 
appears from the published extracts of the bill, 
and the affidavit fyled in answer to the motion 
for an injunction as prayed for, that Richardson 
waz appointed agent of the Royal Canadian Insur­
ance Company in the West, and in 1674 made a 
partnership deal with two insurance men named 
Rollo and Naghten. Hollo hod given offence to 
the regular Board companies by cutting rates on 
city risks, and it was decided that the partnership, 
so for as city business was concerned, should in­
clude Richardson and Naghten, and that for the 
outside territory the firm should be Rollo, Nagh­
ten & Co. The busiuess proved very prosperous. 
No one ever supposed that Richardson knew much 
about underwriting, but there was no qdestiob as to 
his influence as resident manager of the Bank of 
Montreal. At least, that is what the defendants say 
they thought. In time, Richardson took that fa­
mous trip around the world, and on his return, it 
was noticed that his connection with the Bank of 
Montreal had ceased. His insurance partners 
seem to have concluded that he was no longer Valu­
able as a sleeping member of their firm, and some 
tune since gave the required notice to terminate 
the partnership deal, and have since interposed 
Obstacles preventing Richardson from obtaining 
such knowledge of the business as he was as a part­
ner entitled to. By its terms, the contract does not 
expire until 1879, and Richardson’s interest in its 
continuance Is considerable. !

Naghten subscribed to an affidavit in opposition 
to the bill, the statements contained in which 
characterized by much freedom of language, and 
winch, unless some of its phrases were intended in 
a hsIf-Pickwickian sense, must have been verv dis- 
Mtrous_to the self-composure of the ex-banker. 
Judge Blodgett, who listened to the parties, decided 
against Mr. Richardson, refusing to grant the in­
junction as prayed for. The partnership will con­
sequently be dissolved, -.nd Mr. Richardson be at 
liberty to take another trip around.the world.

SENDING STEAMEBS ACROSS THE CONTINENT BY
L .... . f|,: .".p EAU. j

(Fmra the New York Tribune.)
lhe novel enterprise of transporting; large steam- 

era across the continent has been successfully car­
ried out within a few weeks. In October, 1876, 
George H. Bradbnry, president of the Occidental 
and Oriental Steamship Company, made a con­
tract with Fletcher, Harrison & Co., of tills city, 
for the const ruction of two side-wheel steamboats, 
each of the following dimensions t—Keel, 210 feet ; 
beam, 32 foot; depth of hold, 10j feel. Each wm 
to have two boilers, one vertical beam condensing 
engine, with a cylinder 50 inches in diameter and 
11 feet length of stroke. The contract provided 
that the hulls, machinery, and joiner-work should 
be built and fitted together here, and that when 
completed the boats should be taken to pieces and 
shipped by rail tolSan Francisco, and them put 
together again. In accordance with their agree­
ment, Fletcher, Harrison & Co., early in March, 
forwarded the hull and machinery of; the first ves­
sel, and they have sin6e dispatched the hull and 
machinery of the second with the joiner work for 
bot”.. The boilers for the second boat were deliv­
ered in Jersey City about a week ago, and are 
now on the way to San Francisco. The entire 
weight of the vessels and machinery as shipped 
hf/M about 800 tons. The four boilers were com­
pleted before shipment, and taken on locomotive 
trucks to buffalo, whence they were transferred to 
Lovell flats, upon which they were transported 
without change to their destination. Each ship- 
ment has been delivered about twenty days after 
it left New York. The steamers are intended to 
run from San Francisco to Sancelifo, the other 
from San Francisco to San Rafael.

The Liberal party of this country has one ele­

ment of great weakness. What makes the matter a 
serious one for the party is that this element of 
weakness is found in the principal plank of its plat­
form—Liberality. The Reform party, after a long 
struggle against the Corruptionists which ruled or 
misruled the country for a quarter of a century or 
so, came into power and found every nook and cor­
ner of the public service departments filled with 
partisans of that Corruptionist party. The liberal 
and generous principles of the Reform Government 
forbid them treating these officials in any other 
manner than as friends; they are retained in office, 
and the result is that in almost every office there is 
an enemy acting as a spy on the Ministry, and se­
cretly working in the interests of his old friends 
against the men who generously allow him to remain 
m the service. To act as our present Reform Gov­
ernment has acted in, this respect is, as we have 
stated above, one of its fundamental principles, yet 
still a source of weakness. No kind treatment will 
make friends of these officials ; and, in maintaining 
them, the Government is but warming irito life, or 
keeping life in," adders that will sting whenever 
opportunity offers. Not only does the party suffer 
from this cause directly, but also indirectly, as the 
real friends of the Reform Government bècome es* 
trangetl from it, and their support is lost. * * > 
Tbe Government, in retaining such servants, do 
thbmselves, their friends, and the country a great 
injury, as they are thus playing into the hands of 
their opponents. We would be sorry to advise à 
clean sweep of officials on a change of Government ; 
but no one can complain at the removal of those 
who have so little prudence as to act the part of 
—-'es on the conduct of their superiors. Such don-

ct is not only obnoxious but contemptible, and 
those guilty of it should be punished by a speedy 
removal from a trust thus violated. They haVe a 
right to exercise their own opinions legitimately, 
but nothing will justify such conduct as tome have 
been guilty of.

This onslaught on the officials was not based on 
a single fact proven against any one of them. 
There was nothing to prove that any ofiicial had 
acted as a “ spy.” It was simply an attempt at in­
timidation. It was an announcement of toe policy 
that a “ clean sweep ” was really the'right course, 
the writer acting on the cowardly “ don’t duck him 
in the horse pond ” principle. It was a complete 
embodiment of the Tory principle of disrespect for 
the rights of officials who-e fate had been tempor­
arily placed in the hands of their official superiors. 
It said to these officials “ We have the power, eo 
be careful how you talk, what you do, and how y do 
fail to assist us in our schemes. If you have opin­
ions, or a will of your own on any given question, 
they can not be tolerated when opposed to 
views or wishes.” It was simply Toryism rampant, 
insulting and dishonest.

Mr. Mackenzie has since given expression to 
similar Tory views. He has intimated that 
if any one will bring him a story to the effect that 
an official has spoken disrespectfully of tbe Gov­
ernment, even in private, he will have that official 
dismissed from the public service. He will allow 
no official to speak disrespectfully of the (govern­
ment. He will tolerate no difference of opinion, 
or the expression of that difference of opinion, in 
the only quarter where he has the power to crash 
it ! But this is only one of a hundred ways in 
which the Head of the Government has published 
the autocratic and despotic instinct which is the es­
sence of the most intense Toryism. The same idea 
pervades the whole Party, and has cropped out at 
every stage of their rule. Here is one of the 
latest exhibitions of Toryism, which came to hand 
in the Halifax Chronicle of the 5th inst.,—a pre­
cious commentary on the “ Liberal ”• principles of 
which the “ Reform ” Party have been talking fs 
grandly :—

TORYISM RAMPANT.

The nominally “ Liberal ” but really Tory Gov­
ernment now in power in Canada have so thor­
oughly established their claim to be regarded as 
the champions of Tory principles, that justice de­
mands these claims should no longer be ignored.

It is an essentially Tory principle to administer 
public affairs without the assistance or sanction of 
Parliament. The Crown and the Ministers of the 
Crown, in Tory times, were all-powerful ; they 
might do m they pleaecd. Well, Mr. Mackenzie 
and his colleagues adopted this principle in all its 
length and breadth, and have continued to act upon 
it. They pledged two and a half to three million»; 
of the public money for steel rails without the 
sanction of Parliament, the speculation turning 
out a most disastrous failure. A leading, feature of 
the speculation was the decision to withhold infor­
mation from the people by otdering.the advertise­
ment to be published only in one newspaper and 
allowing less than a week for the information to 
reach England and for tenders to come out. (In­
terested partizane subsequently compelled them to 
extend the advertisement.) Another Tory feature 

^of the same transaction was baying the larger 
quantity of the raifo through a firm in which toe 
Premiers brother was a partner. And Tory'prin­
ciples Were still further exemplified when the 
transportation of the rails was given to a concern 
in Which a prominent supporter of the Government 
was làrgely interested^ the work thus handed dWer 
to a Ministerial supporter saving his steamers 
from a ruinous summer’s business. In connection, 
with this putely Tory transaction It should be 
noted that the brother’s firm were pâid a higher • 
price for the rails than the other tendering firms 
received and that Norris and his associates were 
paid higher rates for transportation thfcn other 
firms would have done the work for. The deter­
mination of Ministers to take affairs into their own 
hands, the desire to serve favorites at the expense 
of the public, led, naturally, to the Government 
completely turning tlieir backs bn Liberal prin­
ciples and sound public policy in their treatment 
of this question and Adopting autocratic Tory 
views such as prevail in the Courts of Russia and 
Turkey. They have simply done as pleased them­
selves, regardless of the sanction of Parliament 
and even in defiance of the laws of the land.

Take the Anglin Printing Scandal as another 
illustration of the charge that Toryism permeates 
the whole Grit governmental fabric. The Govern­
ment,—as in the worst days of Tory rule, fifty or a 
hundred years ago, or as in the days when British 
Ministers bought np half a Parliament, as when 
the Irish Union was affected,—set out to buy up 
Mr. Anglin. They had to refuse him a seat in the 
Cabinet. They bought him, in part, with the 
Speakership, but only in part. Elections were to 
be run, and it wfis feared he would not stay bought; 
so. appealing to the weak point in his character, 
his avarice, they, contrary to law, (which, being 
Tory at heart, they ignored when it did not suit 
their convenience to respect it) kept him in the 
House and made him Speaker, he being in receipt 
of $8,000 to $10,000 a year as a contractor under 
the Government. To carry out this intensely Tory 
idea of keeping a placeman and spoilsman'in the 
First Commoner’s seat, it mattered not to them 
that they had violated the law 1 They knew that 
Mr. Anglin, being in receipt of public moneys, was 
disqualified from sitting in that House; they knew 
he was not legally a member of the House; they- 
knew that not being a member of the House, he 
could not be Speaker. Still, as Sir John Macdon­
ald so clearly showed, they kept him in the House 
and in the Speaker’s chair, and they did so for 
three years,—he who had no right to be in the 
House except as a spectator. They did this in op­
position to the theory of Responsible Government 
and in violation of law, but in entire accordance 
with the antiquated olebtime Tory practice when 
Tory Kings and Toty statesmen cared nothing for 
law or the people’s rights.

We might cite a score of cases, scarcely less 
flagrant than the above, tending to show the pare* 
blooded Tory principles on which the Government 
of Canada is worked by men who profess to be 
Liberals. The subject will bear further discussion, 
and we shall accordingly return to it from time to 
time. It will prove a pleasant political exercise for 
our readers, meantime, to recall the leading events 
in the administaation of the Party now in power 
and compare ,their autocratic and unconstitutional 
methods of managing public affairs with the equit­
able, constitutional and Parliamentary 
which the country has a right to expect from men 
who profess to be the representatives of Liberal 
principles.

LETTER FROM THE FOREMAN OF THE CORQNER’s 
JURY.

To the Editor of the Globe. :
Sir,—Will you pejinit nie through the columns 

of vonr paper to correct some errors that have been 
published relating to the Kingan tragedy at Weld- 
ford. The verdict of the jury on that case was not 
a verdict of murder. When returned by the jury 
it was intended as an open verdict, otherwise they 
wotild have returned this verdict in language that 
could not be misconstrued. Mr. Thomas Kingan 
did not, so far as I know, even hint to any of the 
jury what his opinion was in regard to the verdict 
he though they might return. As for the dead 
man’s wife being at Weldford, it is wholly incor­
rect; no such person was there during the inquest 
or since. Will you permit me to put before the 
public some of the evidence before the 'jury on 
which they found their verdict, confining myself 
strictly to the sworn testimony before them.

Daniel Cameron, the first witness, says that he 
saw the body of a man on the track about 150 
yards south of the Weldford tank house. He ap­
plied the air brake, bqt the train run over the 
body. He came back to where the body was lying ; 
he says that he thinks he was dead before the train 
struck him. The body was cold when h,e first came 
to it. Mr. Olive and Mr. Buckerfield give much 
the same evidence.

J. W.' Doherty, M. D., is the gentleman who 
made the post mortem examination of the body, 
and to whom the jury give foil credit for truth. 
He states that on. examination of the body he found 
the carotid artery cut in two places, one place 
about half aero*, and about half ah.lnch below 
that cut another Août three-fourths cut. These 
.question» were put to Dr. Doherty :

Q-—How long after these wounds you describe 
béing made do you think he coiiid live?

A:—From three to ten minutes, giving a large» 
margin.

Q.—Could a person, after having his thr^t’eut 
as you describe, sit or stand go that the blood could 
flow in one spot, as you have seen ?

A.—Yes, if well supported.
Q.—-Would the blood continue to flow until 

death ?
A.—A person when he became faintish or 

fainted, the blood would cease to flow, but on re­
covery would flow again until death.

"This witness says that there was not one tea­
spoonful of bipod in the heart, and after all this 
the deceased walks or is carried at least thirty feet 
from the spot, and got to the track without leaving 
one drop of blood between the two places on the 
snow, where no travelling could destroy the marks.

One writer says that he thinks he stopped the 
blood with the handkerchief, but he forgets that it 
was left at the spot where he was bled, with and un­
der the coats ; but perhaps that writer received his 
information from some of those persons who took 
so much trouble to inform the Jury of their duty, 
to prevent the place getting a bad name. There is 
also the evidence of Thomas Delaney, seeing three 
men in the rear of the Pullman car, unexplained, 
also, some other minor evidence which had better 
be allowed to rest at present If a murder was 
committed, you might ask—what was||the motive ?

PAPER HANGINGS THE OTTAWA OFFICIALS AND THE ELECTION.
The Ottawa Citizen gave currency, a few days 

ago, to a report that Hon. Mr. Vail, Minister of 
Militia, had “ intimated to employes of his depart­
ment that it was the desire of tfie Minister that no 
member of the service should exercise the rights 
of franchise at the approaching election” in Otta­
wa. Such an intimation would, in the opinion of 
the CUisten, be very improper and an interference 
with the “ sacredness of the franchise.” The ru­
mor was unfounded, Mr. Vail having given no 
such intimation. Had tho report been true, how­
ever, toe think it would have done no discredit to Mr. 
Vail or his colleagues. The less the officials of the 
civil service have to do with party conflicts the 
better for the country. Probably the Militia de­
partment, like all the others at Ottawa, is nearly 
filled with officials appointed by the late Govern­
ment, and warmly in sympathy with Sir John A. 
Macdonald’s party at present. * If these take part 
in the Ottawa election they will, no doubt, do so in 
the interest of a candidate opposed to the men un­
der whom they are now serving. Such a proceed­
ing would be quite unsqemly and might call for the 
exercise of the power of the present Government in a 
way that would be very disagreeable to the Conserva­
tive officials. No Government has the right to com­
pel its officials to vote for its friends ; but every 
Government, we maintain, has a right to demand 
that officials shall, at least, take no part against it 
The wisest policy, after all, is to disfranchise the 
officials, as was done to some extent in Nova Scotia 
a few years ago, when it was made the occasion of 
a partizan outcry. To talk of « the sacredness of 
the franchise privilege,” in the case of Government

them ever imagined that he was contravening the 
law, altho* in several instances twenty thousand 
dollars passed from the Government into their 
possession ! !

Printed by McKillop & Johnston, Canterbury Street Mr. Laflamme and his body-guard of Rouges 
appear to be the centre of numerous jobs and 
frauds. The latest exploits of the party have re­
lation to the electoral lists of Mr. Laflamme’s 
County, Jacques-Cartier. It appears that prior to 
the last local election a large number of names 
were illegally added to the voting lists for the town 
of St. Henri. The party have again been at work 
in other parts of the county. In those districts 
where Mr. Laflamme’s supporters arc in the ma­
jority they recently added about one hundred 

es, which, however, the Judges, on appeal, have 
ordered to be struck off. At the same time the 
Judges ordered to be restored a number of names 
which these partisans had improperly removed. 
For the town of Lachine, Judge Torrance ordered 
a batch of 36 names, which Laflamme’s friends had 
put on, to be struck off and 4 names which had beep 
refused registration, to be added ; and in the parish 
of Lachine, 8 improperly placed on the list were 
ordered off, and 2, which had been wrongfully re­
jected, were added. In the parish of Point Claire, 
a Rouge stronghold, 34 names which, had been 
added, were ordered off by the Judge. The bold 
attempt to change the voting strength of the 
County, while an admission by the Minister’s 
friends of their present weakness, has been unsuc- 

. cessful, thanks to the decisions of-aa upright judi­
ciary. But the country can readlily understand 
what would happen if the Judges were less firm 
than they are, or if there were no Bench to appeal

the bearing of the law ; but it adds : “ In whichever 
“ category a strictly legal decision might place him— 
“ and on that point we need not at present express 
“ any opinion,—he has certainly not violated the 
“ spirit of the law,” etc. ; from all of which it will 
be seen that the Globe really gives up the case as 
indefensible from a legal point of view, falling back 
upon the “ spirit” and “ the moral point of view.”

Now, it is from the latter stand-point that the case 
has the most wretched appearance. The whole 
transaction of the Minister’s withdrawal from his 
firm is % deceit and a subterfuge. It is a moral 
falsehood. The “ spirit ” of the Independence of 
Parliament Act lias been outrageously violated. 
There is not a merchant in St. John, or a Bank 
Manager or Mercantile Agency in all Canada, or a 
correspondent of the firm anywhere who will say 
that Isaac Burpee is not, to all intents and pur­
poses, a member of the firm of “ I. A F. Burpee A 
Co.” Not one of them but believes that the pre­
tended withdrawal was done with the intention of 
evading the spirit while seeking tq, keep within the 
letter of the Act, that his firm might continue to 
supply the Government with hardware. If-Mr* 
Isaac Burpee has been tripped up, if he has been 
caught by the letter of the law, the fault was no1 
his, for he attempted the impossible feat of being 
both within and without the firm at the same time 
A few facts which the Globe has suppressed will 
show that there is no room for escape, and that he 
has violated both the letter and the spirit of the 
Act :—

There was no public dissolution of partnership-
The business card of the firm has been1 newly 

issued during the past three months, newly printed 
from the manuscript, with Mr. Isaac Burpee’s name 
heading the list of partners.

Mr. Thomas Clark, one of the partners, and a 
man who would not take a false oath, has sworn in 
every instance-in which legal proceedings rendered 
it necessary to attest to the names of the partners, 
that Mr. Isaac Burpee was a partner. There are 
many such affidavits in existence, and they relate 
to the collection not only of debts due prior to 1874 
but to debts since incurred.' In no instance was 
any change made in the names of the partners con­
stituting the firm up Jo the 8th of last month 
(April), when the Anglin case came before Parlia­
ment. Query : if there was a change in Mr. Bur­
pee’s relations to the firm on 1st January, 1874,. 
why was not that change indicated in the form of 
bringing suits before April, 1877? Why was it 
apparent for the first time only in 1877 ?

The Toronto paper, we notice, publishes what 
purports to be a copy of evidence given before 
Chief Justice Allen in August 1876, by Mr. Isaac 
Burpee, himself, which (according to the Globe) 
reads

Isaac Burpee sworn :—I
. firm of I. A F. Burpee, in 1873 ; myself and John
: Burpee were the partners ; F. T. C. Burpee had 

been a member of the firm ; he had left the firm 
five or six years before that, etc.

Now, the circumstances of the case in which Mr. 
Burpee was a witness were not such as to require 
that the first question put to Mr. Burpee on the 
stand should be as to whether he was a member of 
the firm in 1873. It would naturally be: “Are 
you a member of the firm of I. A F. Burpee A Co.,” 
and bis answer would be “I am,” etc., or “I am 
not,” etc. It is a remarkable fact that the notes of 
the legal gentleman who took down the evidence 
on Mr. Burpee’s side of the case—I. A F. Burpee 
A Co., being the real defendants, though Mr. H. C. 
Macmonagle was nominally so—reads as follows, 
being abbreviated

Quoting 
from Messrs. Manchester, Robertson and Allison’s 
stock, which is indeed exceptionally fine, both in 
quality and quantity, one of the most popular styles 
of the season are black Balbriggin hose, of which 
the striping is white and the shape perfect enough 
for the most Cinderella-ish foot. The same style, 
shape, etc., are also shown in other colors, such as 
navy blue, seal brown, ecru striped with brown, 
and cream with navy blue, but although many 
ladies are imperative on the subject of making 
their hosiery an exact match for their dresses often 
of the above shades, those black stockings with 
perpendicular white stripes are, like the black 
gloves mentioned in our last, the subject of a slight 
furore with English girls just at the present time. 
Apart from the fickleness of Dame Fashion it is

JOHN, N. B., SATURDAY, MAY 19,1877
t A DISSOLUTION OF PARLIAMENT CERTAIN.

THE “INÀDVERTENT8.”

t At least four Grit members from New Bruns­
wick have inadvertently disqualified themselves. 
One of them, Mr. Deveber, has “ inadvertently ” 
suicided by three distinct processes. In the second 
year of his Parliamentary reign he “ inadvertent­
ly ” became security for a Government contractor, 
which is understood to mean that he became “ in­
terested” in the contract, to wit, the contract for 
the construction of St. Peter’s Canal in the Island 
of Cape Breton. It is said that Mr. Deveber, 
about the time the late Session opened, requested 
from the gentleman in whose name the contract 
stands, a certificate to the effect that he was not a 
partner, hoping that this would be a protection 
against Parliamentary action and save his seat ; but 
as it is open to any one to proceed in the Courts 
against Mr. Deveber, and as, when proceeded 
against, he will have to take thj^stand and swear 
stoutly under the provisions of ihe^Government’s 
Whitewashing Act, it will be open to counsel to 
cross-examine him and call upon him to prove that 
it was in “ inadvertance” that he furnished this se­
curity, that his 810,000 of River du Loup Railway 
bonds were “ inadvertently ” accepted by the Gov­
ernment at par, and that he received no benefit 
in any form from his generous act and for the risks 
which parties to contracts always expeqt to take 
and generally get rewarded for ’ taking. Mr. De­
veber will also be called upon to show that his 
“ inadvertent ” transactions with the Government 
as a member of the firm of L. H. Deveber A Sons, 
in supplying the Penitentiary with dry goods, do 
not bring him within the law, these goods having 
been “inadvertently” supplied, without the for­
mality of tender, through a Warden in whose ap­
pointment Mr. Deveber took a warm interest. And 
in case there should be any doubt or quibble on the 
subject of a “contract,” after the fashion raised, 
though unsuccessfully, in Mr. Anglin’s case, Mr. 
Deveber will next be questioned as to his “con­
tract” with the Government, through the Inter-Co­
lonial Railway Company, for the supply of lumber 
for which tenders were asked. Here, it appears,— 
of course, “ inadvertently ’’—the Petiicodiac Lum­
ber Company, not an incorporated Company but. 
simply a business partnership in which Mr. De­
veber u the principal partner, “ contracted ” and 
bound themselves to supply lumber to the Railway, 
and did so supply “ finish lumber,” “ seasoned pine 
plank and boards,” “dimension pine and laths,” 
“ spruce boards,” “ clap boards,” “laths,” “ shin­
gles,” etc., at various times in 1875 and 1877,—of 
course, by the merest “ inadvertence,” but, still, for 
large amounts. In fact, whether we regard Mr. 
Deveber’s transactions with the Government, from 
the supplying of “ towels” for the St. John Post 
Office, to the important interest which he possessed 
in the St. Peter’s Canal, we imagine .that he will 
have the utmost difficulty in showing that these 
“ inadvertent” operations by a partisan who voted 
“yea” or “nay” with the Government iu every 
instance, have not brought him within lhe reach of 
the h^ws made for the protection of the independ­
ence of Parliament.

We presume it was through sheer “ inadvert­
ency ” that Mr. George McLeod, M. P. for Kent, 
furnished supplies to the Government dredges 
which were engaged in Richibucto harbor for sev­
eral seasons. These supplies were furnished by 
Mr. McLeod, himself. The receipt of a subsidy 
from the Government for the services of a steam 
tug in Richibucto harbor was also, no donbt, a pure 
“ inadvertence,” Mr. McLeod being the principal 
owner. Mr. McLeod had partners in this transac­
tion, but the bulk of the subsidy went to himself to 
provide a tug for towing in vessels, most of whom 
earned away Mr. McLeod's deals. In connexion 
with the building of the Breakwater at Richibucto, 
there appear to have been payments “ inadvertent­
ly ” to Mr. McLeod ; and, altogether, the member 
for Kent may be said to be so far disqualified that 
be can only take his seat next Session under the 
penalty of 82,000 per day, for each and every day 
for which he may occupy the much coveted chair. 
It is too bad that this should happen through sheer 
“ inadvertence !’’

Then there ia Mr. Appleby, of Carleton County. 
What an “ inadvertent” lawyer he must have been 
ta take the Government’s money for conducting 
the Government’s law business, thus “ inadvertent­
ly” turning himself, politically speaking, out of 
doors ! Doubtless, Mr. Appleby will not mind it, 
but as his constituents would probably desire to 
have a legal representative in the Commons, they 
will not object to another election being run at an 
early day.

With Mr. Anglin’s case all are now acquainted. 
It was a most melancholy exhibition of “ inadvert- 

The Government “ inadvertently” offered 
him a printing contract ; he accepted it—also “ in­
advertently some $20,000 passed from the Gov­
ernment chest into Mr. Anglin’s hands, through 
sheer “ inadvertence,” and the gentleman who was 
supposed to be Speaker of the House sat for three 
years without any legal right in the premises. He 
is now about to pay the penalty of his very sad 
“ inadvertence” and resign his seat for Gloucester.

Then we come to the Great Inadvertent himself, 
the Minister of Customs. Researches,—which 
were by no means thorough and which were among 
only such papers as the Government chose to lay 
before Parliament,—show that in twenty-three 
months the firm of I. A F. Burpee A Co. received 
from the Government, for supplies of various 
kinds, the small sum ’of $20,000. Doubtless, this 
was merely an “ inadvertence,” the Minister being 
“ inadvertently ” a member of the firm, in fact and 
in law, and profiting by the contributions of a pa­
ternal Government. But it is an “ inadvertence ” 
which disqualifies Mr. Burpee from acting as Min­
ister of Customs and the same gentleman from sit­
ting as a member of Parliament. With this re­
markable case of “inadvertence” we deal fully 
elsewhere.

What the exact nature of Mr. Wallace’s “ inad­
vertent ” operations have been we do not 
speculate upon, except to say that Albert, County 
appears to have been fortunate in finding contract- 

for two important public works, to wit, the ex­
pensive Breakwater at Negro Town Point, in Saint 
John harbor, and the mammoth Penitentiary works 
at Dorchester. Mr. Wallace’s anxiety in regard to 
the St. John work may have been caused solely by 
the desire to secure a berth for a brother, and the 
latitude shown by the Minister of Public Works 
in the matter of security may have been a usual » 
thing in the Department and no “ inadvertence.” 
Whether Mr. Wallace has brought himself in any 
way within the law, and by what remarkable 
strength of will Mr. Charles Burpee has prevented 
himself from having a finger in the Government 
pie, we do not stop to consider. We know, how­
ever, that Mr. Pickard was the agent in securing 
for political allies, if not for himself, the transfer 
by the Government of certain Ordnance Lands in 
Fredericton, and that when the transaction was de­
nied in the Commons from the Government side of

OUR BOOK TABLE-

Peru. Incidents of Travel ani* Explora-'- 
tion in the Land of the Incas.—By E. 
George Squier, M. A- F. 8. A.; New York, 
Harper A Bros.; St. John, J. A A. McMillan.

In this massive volume of upwards of six hund­
red pages, we have a notable book of travehthrough 
the fabled land of the Incas, from thç pen of an 
erudite and eminent man of letters. Mr. Sqnier is 
a polished writer, a keen observer and a judicious 
thinker. His former works have attracted atten­
tion on account of their fullness and correctness, 
and the present book will add largely to the 
author’s.repotation. Through the influence of the 
historian Prescott, Mr. Squier was appointed some 
years ago United States Commissioner to Peru, and 
after his immediate duties were accomplished, he 
set diligently to work exploring the cdnntry and 
gathering material for his great book. In every 
way it is a creditable performance and a monument 
to the author’s industry. His work was accomp­
lished under great difficulties, and a less determined 
man might have shrunk from a task surrounded by 
so many obstacles, before a tithe of the information 
was collected or a line written. Every foot of ter­
ritory had to be traversed personally by the traveller, 
every monument of the Incas had to be examined 
and cartons palaces explored, for few writings re­
mained to reveal the former greatness and vastness 
of this once wealthy region, a land which boasted 
of a street that was paved with solid ingots of silver 
over which a royal horseman rode laden with geld 
and precious stones.

He writes boldly and fearlfeal 
when his pen is not trenchant it is eleg 
book is splendily illustrated with well 
engravings, and a number of maps drawn by the 
author embellish the letter-press at intervals. The 
book should have a large sale, for while it is as in­
teresting asa romance, it is replete with information 
and research of a valuable and noteworthy charac­
ter.

The 
Index to the references and an excellent Alpha­
betical Index complete a book which every one 
who takes an interest in education or science or in­
dustry should have. It is especially valuable to 
the general reader, and though not intended for 
specialists, it contains a good deal of matter useful 
to them. It should be in every well-appointed 
library, for it is one of the most complete hooks of 
reference on a number of subjects occupying a wide 
range and full of suggestion.

constituencies or seats in the Senate. In the eye 
of the law these Ministers are no more representa­
tives of the people than if they were picked up 
promiscuously at Chubb’s Corner and pitchforked 
into the Privy Council. Such a condition of things 
is unparalleled in the history of Responsible Gov- 

our law makers,—forty 
of those who are defining what is legal and what 
illegal,—forty gentlemen who are clothing our 
laws with all necessary “ moral sanctions,”—forty 
members who are sworn to obey the laws and to do 
justly in all things,—forty persons calling them­
selves legislators and, as such “ legislators,” en­
gaged in framing regulations for the maintenance 
of law and order and for putting down electoral 
corruption, and in passing bills to indemnify 
bers against the consequences of their illegal acts, 
-forty of these parties are sitting in that House 

contrary to law, with foil knowledge that they hold 
their seats on sufferance, and knowing equally well' 
that they have no more legal right to the position 
than they have to seats in the Parliament of 
England.

It is not surprising, then, that even the corrupt, 
incapable and autocratic Government of Macken­
zie A Co. hesitate before deciding to continue such 
a state of things. It would be

The lament­
able accident has only been an occasion to display 
the deep-rooted sympathies of every class of society 
for the Plaza de Toros, and many Spaniards tell 
me that the ring is sure this season to be more 
crowded than ever.

Hard Times in San Francisco.—Those who 
have any doubt about the hardness of the times in 
San Francisco, need only to watch for a few nights 
the appearance of the unfortunate men who are 
provided with lodgings in the city prison, having 
no other place tio sleep. Many of them are a very 
different class from those who Used to apply for 
lodgings two or three years ago. They are not 
bummers who have failed to levy for that night the 
sum requisite for the purchase of a sleeping place, 
nor arc they habitually “ hay-bunkers” and vag­
rants whom wet or cold has driven to the unwel­
come shelter of the lock-up. Many of them retain 
the remnants of a respectable appearance ; the 
clothes they wear were once stylish and good, and 
they ask for a place to sleep in a manner that makes 
a looker-on sorry for them, and even follow the 
trusfiy to get their blankets with an air of humilia­
tion that checks even the ribaldry of the petty 
thieves, who from behind their bars'are accustomed 
to shout iu the hearing of the “ lodger,” “ Give 
him a feather pillow ! Clean sheets for that gentle­
man !” etc. The rush of two thousand men to 
California street on the chance of a job of hard 
work on a railroad, was quite a commentary on the 
situation in this city ; the swarms that crowd 
around the bulletin boards are another, and the 
timers past when ajieggar would decline to have a 
meal for him paid* for and request the coin or 
nothing. These are hard times, and they are not 
likely to be better for a long time to come. Work­
ing men who think of coming here had therefore 
belter stay away, and those who are here and have 
enough to go atfay had better go.—San Francisco

hour andFATE OF A BULL-FIGHTER- 

A Terrible Scene at Madrid.

HOW KING ALFONSO AND THE AUSTRIAN FRtNCE T jl ÎH r WEBB ENTERTAINED. )
The Madrid correspondent of the London Stand­

ard writes under date of April 18 “ A horrible
scene took place on Sunday in the bull-ring iq the 

. jf the royal family and of the most nu- 
gathering of the season. King Alfonso 

bad asked the Arohduke Begnier of Austria to be 
present yith the Archduchéee at thé national game 
in the Plaza de Toros. His Majesty, with the 
Austrian Prince, drove straight to the ring, accom­
panied by the Duke of Sesto, Count Morphy, and 
other members of the royal household. The Prin­
cess of 48tnriM« after taking the Archduchess to 
the popular ^concert early in the afternoon, also 
drove otit to join the king in an open carriage, 
with postilions and outriders, e la Daomont.

Frascuelo is one of the youngest men in his pro­
fession. Boro In 1844, he had displayed from boy­
hood great daring and uncommon agility in pur­
suit of his dangerous calling.

In personal appearance he was a handsomely 
and strong-built man, above middle height. In his 
magnificent costume, closely fitting, to display the 
graceful limbs and powerful sinews of this modern 
gjadiatoOr Frascuelo excited admiration, and fault 
only could bë fotiod in the low forehead and dull 
eyes çf the bull-fighter. On Sunday it was his lot 
to kill the first bull, and he accomplished this 
work not very creditably, bbt his admirers, never­
theless, cheered him. Then, according to the rules 
of the ring, he ought to have remained inactive 
until his turn came, and again, if an extraordinary 
rescue was to be attempted, it was the duty of- the 
next espada to dash out, cloak in hand, whenever a 
piaador was exposed to .the bull. Frascuelo, how­
ever, never could resist the temptation of courting 
frantic applause for some daring feat of agility, 
and thus it was that he met his fate.

A bell had knocked over in succession two pica­
dors and disposed of their horses, when a third 
tumble called for the assistance of the cu ad rill a. 
The hull was a large and ugly beast, with long, 
sharp horns, and he was in the habit of returning 
to goad his fallen foes. Seeing him menace the 
picador lying helplessly under the horse, Hermo- 
silla, as was his duty, sprang to the rescue, closely 
followed by Frascuelo. Either would have sufficed 
to draw off the incensed animal, made rabid at the 
sight of the glaring capas. The two bull fighters 
got too close to one another, and caused in their 
feint a moment ofrpause, which enabled the bull 
to come at them like lightning, with head low­
ered. Hermosilla managed to escape, but Fras­
cuelo was caught from behind and raised off the 
ground, shaken on the horn, which had entered his 
thigh, and then again gored. The others hurried 
up to the rescue and drew off the bull, which was 
on the point of again goring the wounded man. 
The whole scene had lasted bat a few seconds, and 
a loud cry of Jiorror hurst from every part of the 
ring. Everybody sprang to their feet, from King 

yL Alfonso in the royal box to the lowest rab
neir the barriers. Shrieks of anguish burst from 
the women, while others covered Jjjeir faces with 
their hands or fans. Men of every rank and age 
could not refrain from uttering expressions of dis­
may and consternation, which were again renewed 
when the wretched sufferer, after rising to his feet, 
staggered a few steps and fell down, pale and cov­
ered with Mood, which streamed over his brilliant 
costume. The guards and soldiers had much trou­
ble in keeping the people from rushing into the 
ring and going from the galleries toward the door 
at which the wounded man had been carried out by 
the attendants. The confusion lasted some time, 
and no one cared much for the bull or his tormen­
tors, who went on relentlessly and sternly in their 
brutal struggle. The one and sole preoccupation 
of all was Frascuelo, and people awaited with anx­
iety the verdict of the doctors.

King Alfonso, the Princess of Asturias, and the 
Austrian Prince were much moved at this horrible 
catastrophe—so much so that'the Archduchess 
nearly fainted and had to depart. The King sent 
down his master of the horse to inquire into th$ 
state of the fallen bull-fighter. He had been carried 
to the temporary hospital, which is in the outer 
part of the ring, close to the stables and to the 
charnel-house, where the homes and bulls are drag­
ged ont after each corrida. There in a small room, 
not very well lighted up, are several beds and a 
medicine chest with the surgical instruments neces­
sary for any emergency. There also are always 
waiting a doctor and a priest. Close by there is a 
small altar, with chandeliers and a crucifix, upon 
which the dying bull-fighter can cast his last glance 
as the minister of his faith pronounces absolution 
and pardon over the sufferer. Frascuelo was con­
ducted or rather carried, thither, and several medi­
cal men gathered aroiind him. They at once pro­
nounced the wounds—three in number—to be very 
serious, as the horn had penetrated eight inches 
into the thigh and two inches into the perineal re­
gion. The loss of blood was great, and the doetors 
advised that the patient should be taken at once on 
a litter. The news was carried out into the ring, 
and the people ffelt relief at the idea that Frascuelo 
was not dead. Numbers went out to see him as he 
was borne away-by four of his friends and followed 
by hundreds of sympathizers. Stretched out at full 
length on the litter, (he unfortunate tortero looked 
pale and ghastly, but quite composed, and begged 
a few cigarettes, which h# smoked all the way 
home. The melaneholy procession went along the 
road to the modest house in Calle Jacometrezo, 
where the wife and children, and mother also, of 
the bull-fighter were anxiously expecting his re­
turn. Friends had hastened on in front to warn 
them, and who can fancy the agony of anguish and 
pain of those miserable relatives when the litter 
was borne up the narrow stairs not without trouble. 
Kye-witnesses told me that when Frascuelo jvas 
laid down in his own room, before he could be re­

moved to his bed from the litter, the poor wife 
sprang up and placed her arms round the wounded 

* while his poor children had to be taken away. 
The medical men ordered him to be left alone and 
ro perfect quiet, so much so that none but his
