CIETV. Cl it y of Toronto Auxiliary Bible Society.

Rule I.—This Society shall be denominated the “ City of To­
ronto, U. C., Bible Society,v having the same object in view as 
the British and Foreign Bible Society, viz. the circulation of the Bible 
without note or comment, to act in concert with the Parent Society, 
or separately, as circumstances may require.

II. The Society shall consist of all who arc disposed to promote 
the object of the institution, without regard to difference of religious 
sentiments.

III. Every subscriber of Five Shillings annually, shall be considered 
a member as long as he pays his subscription.

IV. A subscriber of Five Pounds shall be a member for life. Do­
nations of any amount, small or great, will be thankfully received.

V. That the business of this Society shall be conducted by a 
President, Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, Secretaries, and a Committee 
consisting of fifteen other members, ten of whom may be re-elected— 
five to form a quorum ; and that all Ministers of the Gospel who are 
members of the Society, shall be entitled to a seat and to vote with 
the Committee.

VI. The Committee shall meet on the second Mondays of February, 
May, August and November, or when called by the Chairman or any 
three of the Committee.

VII. The Society shall meet annually, on the first Wednesday in 
May, in the City of Toronto ; the place and hour to be fixed by the 
Committee, and advertised, at which meeting the Committee shall 
give an account of their transactions and funds.

VIII. Every subscriber of One Pound Five Shillings annually, shall 
be entitled to purchase Bibles and Testaments to the amount of five 
pounds, at the reduced prices of the Society.

IX. The Committee shall be empowered to sell the Scriptures, or 
to give them gratis, when they find well-authenticated claims. They 

' are to purchase from the Parent Society to supply their wants, and if
there are any ..overplus funds to spare, to remit the same to the Parent 
Society, for the purpose of supplying other nations with the Word of

I. The designation of this Society shall be the British and For­
eign Bible Society, of which the sole object shall be to encourage

widef circulation of the Holy Scripture, without note or comment : 
the only copies in the languages of the United Kingdom, to be circu­
lated by the Society, shall be the authorized version.

II. This Society shall add its endeavours to those employed by 
other Societies, for circulating the Scriptures through the British Do­
minions ; and shall also, according to its ability, extend its influe 
to other countries, whether Christian, Mahometan, or Pagan.

III. Each Subscriber of one guinea annually shall be a Member.
IV. Each Subscriber of 10 guineas at one time, shall be a Member 

for Life.
V. Each Subscriber of 5 guineas annually shall be à Governor.

.VI. Each Subscriber of fifty pounds at one-time, or wfio shall, by
one additional payment, increase his original subscription to fifty 
pounds, shall be a Governor for Life.

VII. Governoife shall be entitled to attend and vote at all meetings 
of the Committee.

VIII. An Executor, paying a bequest of fifty pounds, shall be 
Member for Life ; or of one hundred pounds, a Governor for Life.

IX. A Committee shall be appointed to conduct the business of the 
Society, consisting of thirty-six Laymen, six of whom shall be Fo­
reigners, resident in London, or its vicinity ; half the remainder shall 
be members of the Church of England, and the other half members of 
other denominations of Christians. Twenty-seven of the above num­
ber, who shall have most frequently attended, shall be eligible--for 
re-election for the ensuing year.

The Committee shall appoint all Officers, except the Treasurer, and 
call Special General Meetings, and shall be charged with procuring tor 
the Society suitable patronage, both British and Foreign.

X. Each Member of the Society shall be entitled, under the direc­
tion of the, Committee, to purchase Bibles and Testaments at the 
Society’s prices, which shall be as low as possible.

XI. The Annual Meetings of the Society shall be held on the first 
Wednesday in May, when the Treasurer and Committee shall be 
chosen, the Accounts presented, and the proceedings of the foregoing 
year reported.
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VII

XII. The President, Vicê-Presidehts, ami Treasurer, shall be con­
sidered, ex officio, Members of the Committee.

XIII. Every Clergyman or Dissenting Minister, who is a Member 
of the Society, shall be entitled to attend and vote at all Meetings of 
the Committee. * .

XIV. The Secretaries for the time being, shall he considered as 
Members of the Ôdmmillee ; but no other person deriving any emolu­
ment from the Society, shall have that privilege.

XV. At the General Meetings, and Meetings of the Committee, the 
President, or in his absence, the Vice-President, first upon the list then 
present ; and in the absence of all th&Vice-Presidents, the Treasurer; 
and in his absence, such Member as shall he voted for that purpose,— 
shall preside at the Meeting.

XVI. The Committee shall meet on the first Monday in every 
Month, or dftener, if necessary.
, ' XVII. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such 
persons as have rendered essential services toA^the Society, either 

. Members for Life, or Governors for Life.
XVIII. The Committee shall also have the power of nominating 

Honorary Members from among Foreigners who have promoted the 
objects of the Society. ^

XIX. The whole of the Minutes of every General Meeting shall be 
signed by the Chairman.

Adopted at the Annual General Meetings of the Society in 
1826 and 1827.

v I. That the fundamental law of the Society, which limits its opera­
tions to the circulation of the Holy Scriptures, be fully and distinctly 
recognised as excluding the circulation of the Apocrypha.

II. That, in conformity to the preceding resolution, no pecuniary 
aid can be granted to any Society circulating the Apocrypha ; nor, 
except for the purpose of being applied in conformity to the said 
lution, to any individual whatever.

III. That, in all cases in which grants, whether gratuitous or other­
wise, of the Holy Scriptures, either in whole or in part, shall be made 
to any Society, the books be issued bound, and on the express condi­
tion, that they shall be distributed without alteration or addition.

IV. That all grants of the Scriptures to Societies which circulate 
the Apocrypha, he made under the express condition that they be sold 
or distributed without alteration or addition ; and that the proceeds of 
the sales of any such copies of the Scriptures be held at the disposal 
of the British and Foreign Bible Society.
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RULES RECOMMENDED FOR BRANCH SOCIETIES.

ÀT
I. That a Society be formed, in connexion with the British and 

Foreign Bible Society, through the medium of the City of Toronto 
Auxiliary Bible Society, for the purpose of contributing towards the 
circulation of the Holy Scriptures, without note or comment ; the 
English, of the authorised version only.

II. That the Society be denominated “ The 
Bible Society.”

III. That all persons subscribing five shillings or upwards, or one 
pound five shillings at one time, shall be members of this Society.

IV. That the business of this Society shall be conducted by a Presi­
dent, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Secretaries, and a Committee con­
sisting of not less than --------- other members ; five to constitute a
quorum.

V. That all Ministers of the Gospel who join this Society shall be 
reckoned members of the Committee.

VI. That the Committee shall meet quarterly, or oftener ; the time 
and place of meeting to be fixed by themselves.

VII. That the Committee divide their sphere of operations into 
Districts, and appoint two of their own members for each District, to 
solicit subscriptions and donations from the inhabitants ; as also to 
ascertain the wants of the people regarding the Word of God.

VIII. That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received 
by this Society shall be applied, after deducting incidental expenses, 
to the purchase of Bibles and Testaments from the City of Toronto 
Society, to supply this neighbourhood ; (which copies of the Scriptures 
the Committee are to sell at cost price, to members at the reduced 
price—one-fourth less, and to give gratis to those who they know can 
not purchase ;) and that the overplus be remitted half-yearly to the 
City of Toronto Society, for the purpose of translating the Word of God 
into the Indian languages, and supplying other nations, through the 
Parent Institution, with the pure Word of God.

IX. That a General Meeting of the subscribers be held on the-----
day of---------  in each year, at--------- , when the accounts shall be
presented, the proceedings of the past year stated, a new Committee 
appointed, and a Report agreed upon ; the Report to be published 
under the direction of the Committee, if required.

X. That in the formation of a new Committee, the President, Vice-

theFrom some oversight, the order to the Parent Society for Bibles for 

last year’s supply, was overlooked by the Committee till it was too late 
to ship them by way of the St. Lawrence. They were, in 
consequence, shipped to New York ; the Committee thinking that by 
that means they might possibly be received here before the winter set 
in. The Bibles being liable to a.heavy duty, both in New York and 
on their arrival here from the United States, it became necessary to 
make application both to His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, 
and to the United States’ authorities, to have the duties remitted, both 
at this place and at the port of New York ; and it will be gratifying to 
the members of this Society to be informed, that in both cases the 
application was graciously complied with.* Although the Bibles 
sent by this route, they were too late to be received last fall, which 
has been the cause of the Depository being so badly supplied during 
the winter, which deficiency of stock has also caused a much smaller 
distribution than would otherwise have been made.

In 
the Appendix will be found a detailed statement, both of the circula* 
tion and of the Treasurer’s Accounts, and also a recapitulation of both 
these items from the commencement of the operations of this Society.

In the Appendix will also be found a report of the present state of 
each of our Branch Societies, so far as the same have been received, 
in which there will be found some interesting and encouraging infor­
mation. Your Committee would most earnestly recommend 
attention to be paid to the formation and maintenance of Branch 
Societies than has yet been given to this important matter ; the great 
difficulty has always been the necessity of having these Branches 
regularly visited by an authorised agent of the Society. It is probable 
that some steps would have been taken towards appointing such an 
agent, as recommended by the last Committee, had not Mr. Thomson, 
the agent for the parent Society, been almost daily expected ; and 
your Committee felt that they were acting wisely in waiting until 
they could have the benefit of his experience and advice. They 
would recommend this matter to the very serious consideration of the 
new Committee, believing that much benefit would arise to the Pro­
vince by the itinerant labours of an active, zealous, and truly pious

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CIRCULAR RECEIVED FROM THE PARENT SOCIETY.

British and Foreign Bible Society, 
July 27, 1838.

Dear Friends,
Our Committee have not'forgotten the earnest wish expressed, 

three or four years since, by some ot our Auxiliary Societies, that an 
Agent should be sent from this Country, to aid and encourage them 
in their important labours. It was a matter of sincere regret at that 
time, that the arrangement failed which had been made lor a visit by 
the Rev. W. Acvvorth, late one of the Society’s Domestic Agents.

The desirableness of such a Visitor being sent, as was originally 
requested, becomes, the Committee think, more and more apparent ; 
and they are happy in having it in their power to say that they are 
now able to send one. The Rev. James Thomson, who has 
travelled extensively for the Society in South America and Mexico 
and who, on his way home from Mexico, a few years since, visited 
some of your Societies with much acceptance has accepted the 
invitation of the Committee, to turn his steps, on leaving the West 
Indies, where he has been labouring indefatigably and with much 
success during the last seven years, to British North America ; 
instead of Mexico, to which ho was to have returned, but which 
hardly appears sufficiently open at present.

Our friends in British North America are fully aware how entirely 
Mr. Thomson possesses the confidence of our Committee ; and what 
tact and judgment he has shown, during many years, in promoting, 
among all classes, the Society’s object. The Committee have not 
thought it necessary to give Mr. Thomson any specific instructions on 
the present occasion : they have only requested him to confer with 
yourselves, and to form New Societies wherever, in conference, you 

y judge it advisable to attempt the measure ; and to be guided by 
you, as to which of your existing Associations he may most advan­
tageously visit. We have, moreover, desired him to have an especial 
eye to the Emigrant Population. We»havo not directed him to visit 
you in any specific order ; but have left that point, also, to be deter­
mined in a correspondence which we have desired him to open with 
you, and which he may, perhaps, have commenced before you receive 
this. We were unwilling to write to you before we knew whether 
he could comply with our invitation. His own determination being 
fixed, nothing would hinder his writing forthwith to you.

We have, moreover, desired him not to pay you hurried visits. 
Should one year not suffice for doing the work effectually, we are 
prepared to continue him with you a second, or, at least, part of a 
second year. He will he accompanied by Mrs. Thomson ; with 
whom, we suppose, he will establish himself at the seat of the

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my intercommunion and labours with yon. I trust God will visibly 
direct us in our arrangements and operations, and that we shall see 
holy and blessed fruité arise all around from the direct and indirect 
influence of an extensive circulation of the Bible, through which 
God may be honoured and we comforted.

The Bible directs us all to God himself through our Lord Jesus 
Christ, commanding and inducing us to seek after a similitude to God 
in our knowledge and practice. By our all pursuing this object and 
track we shall necessarily converge more and more to each other in 
holy unity and fellowship. The Bible is indeed a unity book, and all 
who join in circulating it ought to endeavour as much as possible to 
he of one heart and soul. Unfortunately, the Christian world is at the 
present time separated into various lloclis, but as we all anticipate a 
unity in thpTyture and glorious days of the Church on earth, vve ought 
to tend towards unity now, as much as in us lieth ; and as, moreover, 
we fully and confidently anticipate a grand re-union of all true Chris­
tians in heaven, let us, as far as we possibly and conscientiously can, 
assimilate to one another here below : and tints, as in all other respects 
also, let us grow in a meetneas for the inheritance and fellowship of 
the saints in light.

From what I witnessed during my short visit to two of your pro­
vinces in the year 1830, I am confirmed in my hopes and prospects 
of what the Lord will be pleased to do among you in his great Bible 
work.

« It ia with much pleasure that I inform you of the progress, though 
small, which has been made in the cause of the Bible in my neigh­
borhood ; my report must of course be limited to a few particulars ; in 
my next I may be able to furnish you with more ample details. I 
have recently formed three societies ; the first is the Society’bf Paris, 
which styles itself the Paris Bible Society ; this society corresponds 
with your society, with the view of obtaining the Bibles and lesta- 
ments'of the British and Foreign Bible Society ; they correspond also 
with the Glasgow Bible Society through Bryce & McMurrich of To­
ronto, with the view of obtaining Bibles and Testaments with psalms 
and paraphrases to suit those who prefer to have them, and chiefly to 

the co-operation and subscriptions of the Scotch population, 
which is numerous in this vicinity ; the surplus funds are to be trans­
mitted to your society for the purpose of aiding in the translation of 
the Scriptures into the Indian languages. * 1

“ Shortly after, I formed another society in Blenheim on the Go- 
vernor’s-road ; this society includes a few concessions in Burford that 
lie contiguous to the Governor’s-road, and can be therefore conveniently 
taken in ; this Society is a branch of the Paris Society, and styles 
itself the Blenheim Branch Bible Society ; the proceeds of which are 
also to be transmitted to you for aiding the translation of the Scriplu 
into the Indian languages. .»***•

“ Shortly after this, I formed another Society in Dumfries, on the 8th 
Concession. The name which they have given to themselves is the 
« Dumfries Bible Society.” They correspond with the Paris Society, 
and transmit through them to you their surplus funds for aiding the 
Indian translations. *

“ I hope you will overlook anyaleficiency in this my first report—the 
next will be more accurate. Th| rules of these Societies are substan­
tially the same as those recommended to Branch Societies. They 
embrace all the friends of the Bible, to whatever religious denomination 
they belong. At the formation of each of these Societies a Sermon 

preached, a public meeting afterwards held, the Society formed, 
and office bearers chosen, and members allowed to subscribe their 
names. At each Society there was about 16 or 18 dollars not paid, 
but subscribed, and I think the most of it will be paid. The amount 
subscribed amongst the three is about £14, but it is to be hoped the 
subscriptions will increase when the visitors proceed to canvass their 
respective districts. You will perceive that Paris Society is a focal 
Society to the other two. There have been some meetings of Com­
mittee. The principles of a Bible Society are beginning to be better 
understood. I have many fears as to the working of these Societies ; 
yet I hope that some measure of success will be gained and something 
done for the cause of the Bible ; they will require my superintendence 
for some time, and it will be my busiftess to put the machinery in mo­
tion when it appears to stop.

recently been labouring. I drew some comparisons between that peo­
ple and themselves as also a peculiar people. I related what the Ne­
groes had done in the Bible cause, and exhorted them to follow their 
example.—As some of the people understood the English but imper­
fectly, the Rev. Peter Jones addressed the Chippeways after I had done, 
and rendered the substance of what I had said into the Chippeway 
tongue. The meeting was also addressed by the other three Indian 
Chiefs who were present, and by the Wesleyan Ministers, all of yhom 
endeavoured to persuade the people to enter into this good cause, and 
to imitate the peculiar people they had been hearing of.—The plan of 
a Bible Society was then put before the people, and was adopted in the 
form of several resolutions. And this was followed by many of the 
Chippeways and others getting their names put down as subscribers.— 
The Office Bearers of this Society are,—the Rev. Benj. Slight, Presi­
dent ; Mr. John Howell, Treasurer ; arid for Secretary the Indian Chief 
Mr. John Jones, whose Chippeway name is Thayendanegen.—Thus 
was formed the first Bible Society among the red men of North America.

After leaving the Credit River Mission, I proceeded on the 10th to 
Springfield, hut finding nothing could he done there that day in the way 
of holding a meeting, I went on to Streetsville. The first person I visited 
in that place was the Rev. William Rintoul of the Church of Scotland. 
All who know this gentleman will know his readiness to do good, es­
pecially in promoting the circulation of the Scriptures, and every thing 
appertaining to the kingdom of God. Mr. Rintoul, as is here supposed, 
entered readily and warmly into the plan proposed to him of forming a 
little Bible Society in the place of his residence, and took the writer of 
this note round and through the Village to call on those persons who 
were likely to give their assistance in this work. A great readiness was 
shown by the various individuals visited in favour of the proposed Bible 
Society. On the next day, according to appointment, a meeting was 
held in the School-house. It was thinly attended, owing to the short 
and imperfect notice that had been given, and from the busy employ­
ments of the people at this season of the year. I addressed the audience 
on the object before us, and so did Mr. Rintoul and some others. At 
the close a Preparatory Committee was formed, and an appointment 
made to hold another meeting on the Thursday following in order to in­
stitute the Society* On the following day (Sunday the 12th) I had an 
opportunity of addressing a large congregation in Mr. Rintoul’s Church, 
when, from the text, Rev. xvi. 6, 7, I took occasion to show the na­
ture and the object of all Bible Societies.

In the evening of the same day, I addessed a good congregation at 
Springfield on the excellencies of the word of God as brought before us 
in Psalms xix. 7-11. And from the excellencies and advantages of 
the Scriptures I pointed out the propriety and duty of entering into some 
plan for causing the sacred Book to be widely circulated, and stated 
that experience had shown that the union of various persons, although

From the Emily Report.

“ Two public Meetings have been held to promote the cause of the 
Bible Society here; at the first of which, held in February, 1838, the 
Society was formed. An Annual Meeting was held on the 1st 
March, 1839, and a Semi-annual one is to be held in July next* At 
the Annual Meeting a Resolution was adopted, expressing a determi­
nation to supply every destitute family within the sphere of 
operations with a copy of the Scriptures, whether they are able to pay 
for it or not, if they are willing to receive and read it; that, to efifect 
this object, every family should be immediately visited, subscriptions 
solicited, and the destitution ascertained, and a full report of all these 
matters to be laid before the Semi-annual Meeting, showing how 
much it will cost to carry this object into effect, and how much of it 
we can command ourselves. It is our intention to appeal to the 
generosity of the Toronto oi the Parent Society to make up the 
deficiency.

“ With this object in view, certain members of the Committee 
have been furnished with appropriate lists, nearly like those used by 
the Peterboro’ Society, and are in course of visiting the famili™. 
Nearly all the families in Ops have been visited already, and more 
than half of those in Emily ; but none of the lists are yet sent in, 
therefore there can be no abstract of them made.”

“Our Society prospered well for the first two years ; sincewhich 
time it has been gradually falling off, until the past year, ending the 
second Monday of January last, in which it revived a little. Sixteen 
of its members have paid in their subscriptions very freely for the 
eighth year, and some paid their back subscriptions for the seventh ;
