14.—And be it further enacted, 
that there shall he a Board of Con­
trol of Public Works, on all roads, 
highways and bridges in this Co­
lony, and it shall and may be law­
ful for his Cxcelkucy the Gover­
nor, by Warrant under his hand 
and seal, to appoint five persons 
who shall constitute such Board of 
Control ; and it shall and may be 
lawful for the respective Boards of 
Commissioners of roads and bridg­
es and they are hereby required 
to transmit to such Board of Con­
trol, all Tenders made for any 
Work or Contract, as well tho>e 
rejected as those accepted ; ami 
all contracts whatsoever entered 
into by such respective Boards of 
Commissioners, and likewise à re­
port of the appointment of all Sur 
veyors or Inspectors of Public 
Works, with the extent of Work 
under Inspection and the amount 
of intended remuneration lor Sur­
vey amt! Inspection ; and such 
Boards of Commissioners shall 
likewise transmit sworn statements 
of the expenditure of all Monies, 
so far as the same shall have come 
to their hands and been applied, 
and also sworn proof of the com­
pletion of the respective Contracts 
according to agreement, before the 
payment of the last instalment on 
any such Contracts shall be per­
mitted or allowed. All which 
Venders, Contracts and Reports 

so made before the payment of the 
last Instalment, shall he subject to 
the approval, o**der and co itrol ot 
the said Board.

IJ.-And be it further enacted, 
that it shall and may he lawful for 
his Excellency the Governor to 
appoint a Clerk to such Board of 
Control, and such Clerk shall re 
ceive a Salary not exceeding Fifty 
Pounds.

10th —And be it further enacted, 
that whenever it shall become ne­
cessary tor the Opening, Making 
or Widening of any Road, High­
way, or other Work, to appropri­
ate any parcel or piece of Land 
being the private property ot any 
Person or Persons, it shall and 
may be lawful for the respective 
Boards of Road Commissioners, 
before such road or bridge shall he 
laid down, to pay out of such Mo­
nies as shall be iu their bauds for 
the purpose of making such re­
spective road or highway, or other 
work, a fair and reasonable com­
pensation to each and every Per­
son or Persons holding or pos­
sessing any interest in the Land so 
intended to be appropriated tor 
such road. And the amount ot 
such compensation shall be ascer­
tained by the appointment of two 
Arbitrators on the part of the re­
spective hoards of commissioners, 
and two Arbitrators on the part of 
the respective person or persons so 
possessed of, or holding any inte­
rest in the land so intended to be 
appropriated to such road or high­
way, which four Arbitrators shall 
appoint an Umpire, and such 
Court of Arbitration shall be 
sworn to make award justly and 
impartially, and shall and may 
condemn or approve of the in- 
croachment complained of, ant 
decree the proper amount of 
pensation, having taken into 
count the improvement, if any, to 
the property made by the erection 
of such bridge or the opening or 
widening of such roads ; and such 
sum or sums of money as shall be 
awarded under the hands ot any 
three or more of such Arbitrators, 
or two of such Arbitrators and the 
Umpire, shall be deemed to be a 
sufficient compensation to each 
and every persan respectively, hav­
ing or possessing any right or in­
terest in Land so appropriated or 
intended to be appropriated to such 
road or highway.

11til.—And he it further enact­
ed, that upon the tender ot such 
compensation to the respective 
person or persons having or pos­
sessing any right or interest in such 
Land respectively, or in the event 
of such owner or owners of Land 
having refused or neglected to ap­
point Arbitrators, then upon the 
tender of such Compensation as 
four Arbitrators, to be appointed 
by the respective Commissioners, 
shall certify under their hands as 
^sufficient, it shall and may be law­
ful for the respective Board of 
Commissioners to enter upon, lake 
and appropriate, or make order for 
the entry upon, taking and appro­
priation, of all such land respec­
tively, for the opening, making or
