On wooden- 
ware, ammunition, boots, shoes, furni­
ture, engines, paints, paperhangers, 
saucers and plateware there is an in­
crease of ten per cent.

The Big Interior mine in the centre 
of Vancouver Island may, according to 
the reports from it, become the source 
of supply for another smelter on the 
Island. The outlook at the property Is 
excellent and there Is everything to In­
dicate that there is an immense body 
of ore. It may in fact be found, ac­
cording to the views of those who have 
seen it, the biggest copper producer in 
the erovince.

Mention has previously been made of 
it in the columns of the Times, but an 
accurate description of it is now avail­
able in consequence of the visit of the 
provincial aSsayer, H. Carmichael, to 
the prospect.

There has been comparatively little 
work done on the group which is con­
trolled by J. Drinkwater, a well known 
prospector of Alberni. One reason for 
this is the fact that the rights have 
been the subject of litigation, the case 
going to the Full court. The decision 
has been in favor of Mr. Drinkwater, 
who Is now in a position to go ahead 
with the work.

Another obstacle in the way of an in­
dividual prospector is that the work 
involved In developing the mine is of 
such a character that vast sums of 
money will be needed to carry it out. 
The copper ore is evidently present in 
fabulous quantities, but belongs to the 
low grade class.

It is more than possible that in order 
to develop the mine a smelter will be 
erected to treat the ore. These works 
may either be located comparatively 
close to the mine and by means of a 
short railway line from Comox receive 
the coal and coke necfessary, or the ore 
may be shipped to the coast near Co­
mox by rail and the smelter be erected 
there. In connection with either plan 
a large expenditure of money will be 
required.

The information which Mr. Car­
michael gives relative to the mineral 
deposit would prompt the belief that 
there is ground for believing that a 
smelter may soon be built. The pro­
vincial assayer on his visit to the pro­
perty was concerned alone with the 
indications of ore. As an official of the 
department his report of the conditions 
is confined to what he actually saw, 
but there can be no question that he 
was very favorably impressed with the 
outlook and was not surprised at all 
to hear that a smelter was proposed to 
be put up to handle the output.

The mine, Mr. Carmichael explained, 
is situated on a ledge 5,700 feet high, 
forming the central point of Vancouver 
Island, inasmuch as streams flow from 
it in various directions, north south, 
east and west.

The means of access to it is by way 
of the Great Central lake, which is 
reached by a good road. The lake is 
almost 25 miles long, and from the ex­
treme end of it a trail leads for about 
ten miles by a gradual ascent until 
1,500 feet above the lake is attained. 
It is then that the most trying part of 
the trip comes. An ascent of 2,075 feet 
has to be made of a cliff which requires 
the climber to take advantage of bush­
es in the effort to pull himself up. This 
is not a dangerous section of the route 
as the growth of shrubs prevents the 
chances of an accident. Over the cliff 
a waterfall shoots, the entire volume 
of water being beaten into a spray 
when it reaches the rocks over 2,000 
feet below.

This scaled, a» rocky plateau opens up 
on the mountain with a lake of about 
three-quarters of a mile in length oc­
cupying it.

It is from this plateau that the min­
eralized section of the mountain as far 
as known, rises. Some distance from 
the lake, at an easy ascent, the base of 
the mineralized mountain is situated. 
The ore is there exposed and extends to 
a height of 2,000 feet up the side which 
at first rises abruptly but afterwards 
more gently.

The rock is highly mineralized gran­
itic in formation with copper freely 
dissiminated. The indications point to 
an immense body of ore. Already by 
the action of the elements 1,000 tons 
have been deposited in a natural dump 
at the base of the mountain.

The owner has not done much work 
on the copper body yet. A tunnel has 
been driven in about 31 feet, with good 
results.

At the present time he is confining 
his attention to working a good gold 
vein on the mountain which has given 
as high as 14 ounces of gold to the ton.

minion Trades and Labor Congress, 
that opens in this city on September 
17th, will not be as large as that of 
previous meetings in the East, a num­
ber of representative men will be pres­
ent. It is interesting to note the many 
prominent figures in the labor world 
who will be among the delegates. In 
addition to T. A. Rickert, president of 
the United Garment Workers of Am­
erica, who will represent the American 
Federation of Labor; Charles Lavoie, 
second vice-president of the Tobacco 
Workers’ International Union, will 
probably attend as a representative 
from Winnipeg.

Two more local unions have selected 
their degelates. They are Wm. McKay, 
of the Laborers’ Protective Union, and 
Geo. F. Watson, of the Journeymen 
Stonecutters of America.

Among those who will come from 
eastern centres are: From Montreal, 
Alphonse Ver ville, M. P„ president of 
the congress, and Mr. Tardiff; from Ot­
tawa, P. M. Draper, secretary; from 
Toronto, James Simpson (vice- presi­
dent), Robert Hungerford, W. V. Todd, 
C. H. Champion and G. Shipman; from 
Hamilton, W. Rolo, Samuel L. Lan­
ders, E. W. Odell, Hugh Robinson and 
John A. Flett. The latter is a former 
president of the congress.

The question of Increasing the num­
ber of labor representatives in parlia­
ment has already been taken up offi­
cially by the congress. ‘A recent cir­
cular Issued by the executive has this 
to say: “Ways and means must be de­
vised to increase the number of labor 
representatives in the Dominion par­
liament and provincial legislatures. 
Probably the most crucial feature will 
be the consideration of our future re­
lations, politically. The congress will 
be favored with the personal experi­
ence of our president in parliament, 
and the recommendations of Mr. 
Samuel Gompers in favor of indepen­
dent political action will be considered. 
Efforts will have to be made to in­
crease the number of labor represen­
tatives in the Dominion parliament 
and provincial legislautres, and the 
delegates will have to give their best 
attention to ways and means for this 
purpose.”

The plan of political action to be de­
termined upon by the congress will be 
looked for with great interest by the 
labor organizations throughout the Do­
minion. It has always been looked 
upon as a rather troublesome ques­
tion to decide. That the proposal will 
cause one of the spicy discussions of 
the congress goes without saying. With 
the older heads in the trades union 
movement, who have been through the 
mill, the executive realize the fight 
that each faction will put up to have 
their different proposition adopted by 
the congress.

Added interest will be given to the 
project by the advocacy of a Canadian 
labor party, now formally instituted by 
the Victoria Trades and Labor Coun­
cil. That body has already decided in 
favor of a new party, apart from all 
previous affiliations, and frAmed a 
pledge to be given by all condidates. 
The platform was also partially adopt­
ed at the last meeting, and will, it" is 
expected, be completed at the meeting 
called for that purpose on Wednesday 
next.

There is some disappointment ex­
pressed at the fact that the interna­
tional convention 
ery Workers will hold its convention 
in Toronto the previous week, com­
mencing on September 10th. As pre­
viously stated in the Times, the execu­
tive of that organization recently com­
municated with the local trades and 
labor council regarding the unionizing 
of breweries in this city, and it was 
hoped to have some representatives of 
the interantional body at the congress.

Though it is not yet decided in the 
negative, there is very little probabil­
ity of the Toronto convention being 
over in time to permit such represen­
tatives’ attendance here.

One Hundred Members of British Asso­
ciation Will Pass 1 hrough City Before 

Leaving Canada.

Message From ProL Prince Indicates That 
Department Did Mot Intend to 

Refuse Request.

(From Saturday's Daily.)
About one hundred members of the 

British Medical Association, who have 
been attending the convention of that 
organization in Toronto, have continu­
ed their trip to British Columbia, and 
will pass through Victoria before re­
turning to their respective homes. It 
is worth mentioning that this associ­
ation is the largest amalgamation of 
scientific men in the world, Its roll 
numbering some twenty thousand. At 
the recent gathering in Toronto there 
were some two thousand in attend­
ance, among whom were representa­
tives of all the British colonies with­
out one exception. One of the mem­
bers of this exceedingly influential 
organization in Victoria at the present 
time is Guy Elliston, its secretary, and 
a brother of Lieut. Elliston, of Work 
Point barracks, whose guest he is 
while in this city.

Readers of the Times will remember 
that an invitation was forwarded from 
the Tourist and Development Associa­
tion during the progress of the conven­
tion. An acknowledgment was re­
ceived, and with it the statement that 
many would take advantage of it and 
visit the great West before leaving 
Canada. Among the most prominent 
of the visitors are the following: Prof. 
Sims Woodhead, of the Cambridge uni­
versity, who is accompanied by Mrs. 
Woodhead; Prof. Murdock Cameron, of 
Glasgow; Dr. Dowlby, F. R. C. S., who 
is identified with the London hospital; 
Dr. Sanders, of Hongkong; Prof. 
Leitch, of Birmingham, and Dr. Mus- 
sen, of Liverpool. These distinguished 
gentlemen have not yet arrived in Bri­
tish Columbia’s capital, but they are 
on their way and having heard of the 
attractiveness of the place, intend 
making a short sojourn here.

This morning Secretary Elliston, in 
conversation with a Times reporter, 
stated that to members of the associ­
ation who were seeing Canada for the 
first time, it was an eye-opener. Per­
sonally he was astonished to note the 
remarkable progress made and the 
wonderful possibilities for future de­
velopment. Of course a hurried rail­
way trip across the continent permit­
ted only a superficial view of the 
country, but from what he saw, he felt 
safe in saying that the Dominion was 
destined to take a leading place com­
mercially and otherwise among the 
nations of the world. Of the beauty of 
the trip through the Rockies, Mr. El­
liston could not say enough, and when 
speaking of the charms of Victoria he 
also grew enthusiastic.

Mr. Elliston commented upon the 
treatment of members of the organiza­
tion in Toronto. They had been ac­
corded every hospitality. Besides be­
ing entertained in many different ways 
they were provided with all necessary 
facilities for the transaction of the im­
mense volume of business that came 
up for discussion. Not only was the 
convention a success from a social 
view point, but it was so also in re­
gard to the instructional benefit re­
ceived. Indeed it was a gathering that 
would long be remembered by all those 
privileged to attend. The next con­
vention would be held at Exeter, Eng­
land, when it was hoped to return to 
the Canadian medical representatives 
some measure of the hospitality met on 
this side of the Atlantic.

According to the 
messages received in the city by those 
interested it is quite apparent that the 
suspension of fishing was caused sim­
ply by a slight delay in getting the in­
structions to allow the taking of sal­
mon forwarded to Inspector Taylor.

To kill or take game birds or animals 
of any kind imported for acclimatiza­
tion purposes. m

To hunt deer with dogs.
To kill deer for the hides alone.
To trap, net, snare or take by means 

of gins, baited lines, drugged bait or 
other contrivances any of the birds 
mentioned in the Game Act, or to at­
tempt to do so.

To buy or sell heads of mountain 
sheep, elk or wapiti, moose, caribou, 
or the teeth of wapiti or elk.

To sell grouse of any kind, prairie 
chicken or ptarmigan.

To kill any game birds or animals 
between one hour after sunset and one 
hour before sunrise.

To use for taking wild duck or geese 
batteries, swivel guns or sunken punts 
in non-tidal waters.

To trespass or permit dogs to enter 
on enclosed lands.

To buy, sell, or offer for sale, barter 
or exchange any deer of the black-tail­
ed species, alive or dead, or the skin 
or hide, or any portion thereof, on Van­
couver Island and adjacent islands.

To export from the province any deer, 
alive or dead, the hide or any other 
portion thereof.

To the last two sportsmen of Van­
couver Island should pay particular 
attention.

It became lawful to shoot many vari­
eties of game to-day. Some of them 
are mentioned above, but it is well to 
give the list in extenso. Under the pro­
visions of the Game Act it is lawful to 
shoot duck of all kinds, snipe, bittern, 
heron, plover, meadow lark, grouse of 
all kinds. Including prairie chicken and 
ptarmigan; moose (bull), caribou (bull), 
elk or wapiti (bull), and hare from 1st 
September to the end of the year. The 
season for deer, mountain goat and 
mountain sheep (ram) only extends 
from to-day until December 15th.

OFFICE OFExists in any Number 
oil Vancouver Island, but several local 
sportsmen are in the Casslar country, 
where all abound. For caribou many 
seek the Okanagan and Kettle River 
country, with Vernon as their head­
quarters, while others are hunting 
them in the district named after them.

Mountain sheep and goat, and they, 
too, are open for the hunter’s skill to­
day, abound in the Chilbotln and 
Bridge River districts, but Victorians 
around Atiin will get their share of the 
former. It is a great province for 
game to live in, this British Columbia, 
where residents are permitted to shoot 
within oniy decently prescribed limits 
and the obtaining of game is only a 
question of skill.

But, after all, it is for grouse and 
deer that most residents to-day are 
seeking. Not so hard to obtain as some 
other denizens of the wilds, they still 
bring forth that one nair feeling that 
makes it feel good to be alive. To wan- 
*ler through the woods, or over a re­
cently cut grain field, with the blue sky 
above and man’s good four-footed 
friend, the dog, is a pleasure that sur­
passes almost all others, and the call 
of the wild still makes the blood tingle, 
though convention would encompass it 
with the thickest veneer of civilization.

NOTHING SERIOUS. (From Friday’s Dally.)
Considerable discussion has been 

created as a result of several by-laws 
that have been adopted recently by the 
Oak Bay municipal council.

For that 
reason both by-laws, which are brief 
and to the point, are published. They 
follow:

of the municipality of Oak Bay except 
below high tide mark and below and 
clear of drift wood, and there only on 
observing the strictest care and precau­
tion to prevent such fire spreading above 
high tide mark. Any person lighting or 
making any fire below high water mark 
in the municipality of Oak Bay shall 
completely extinguish such fire before 
leaving the place where such fire has 
been lit or made, 
herein shall nobqnean extreme, but ordin­
ary average high tide.

2. An owner or occupant of land shall 
take the strictest care and precaution to 
prevent any fire started by him 6n the 
land owned or occupied by him from 
spreading beyond it.

3. The penalty for breach of this by-law 
shall be a sum not exceeding $100 for each 
offence.

Some Results of Experimental Work 
Conducted in the Cowichan District 

With a Donkey Engine.

BY H. F. PULLEN.
Many enquiries have been made from 

time to time as to the success of the 
land clearing system inaugurated at 
Duncans in the early spring. It will be 
remembered that C. H. Dickie pur­
chased an outfit consisting of a 
donkey engine, wire cables, blocks 
and other accessories at a cost of 
over two thousand dollars. Many 
difficulties were encountered at the 
outset, the most serious being the 
problem of moving from place to 
place, and another of almost equal im­
portance being the lack of experience 
of the operators.

Cowichan, being an organized muni­
cipality, has full control of 
own roads and the traffic over 
One of the by-laws naturally prt 
the fine roads of the district being 
ken up by drawing heavy weights c.i 
skids, so it was necessary to provide 
wheels for the engine. In the state of 
Washington the engines are always 
moved on skids, but there the roads are 
not much better than trails, none of 
them being macadamized, so the draw­
ing of a heavy weight in that way 
proved a benefit in filling the ruts.

At first a set of small but very heavy 
and wide cast iron wheels were made, 
but the weight was too great for them.
I am told that long wooden blocks have 
since been utilized and that they are 
more successful. Even with these how­
ever, the moving is slow work, and un­
less the contracts are large or the loca­
tions convenient the cost of moving is 
too great to make the work profitable.

Horace Davie, of Somenos, some time 
ago offered to let eleven acres to China­
men to clear at one hundred dollars an 
acre but could not get it done at that 
price. The timber was standing on 
about seven acres, but it was dead.
The other four acres was growing tim­
ber but the trees were small and very 
close together. He let the work by con­
tract, the price for the eleven acres 
being about six hundred and fifty dol­
lars, that is about sixty dollars an acre.
The contractors earned good money on 
the dead part where the trees were 
large but in the small green stuff too 
much time was taken up in piling so 
that they scarcely earned wages.

But if you should watch him, 
you would see him, after a litle, uncoil 
that big frame, move languidly to the 
door, and slowly disappear down Jas­
per Street. Late that night, should 
you pass the Merchants’ Bank building, 
you would see a light still shining from 
the division engineer’s office in the 
Grand Trunk Pacific suite. If you 
should talk with him, you would soon 
discover, behind the drawling, non-com­
mittal voice and the patient eye, indi­
cations of a bold, roving mind, a stub­
born determination, technical know­
ledge so digested and assimilated that 
it long ago became a personal attribute, 
and something suspiciously like an im­
agination. Of boasting and yarn-spin- 
ing you will get not a word; like his 
pioneering assistants, “Old Van" is too 
deeply concerned with the real thing to 
feel inclined toward careless talk. He 
is worth while, this man who is blazing 
a trail for the iron horse through the 
far northwestern mountains.

“Step for a moment into his offices, 
and you have Edmonton, and the new 
Northwest, in a nutshell. The hallway, 
is floored and finished in hardwood. The 
walls are covered with something that 
looks like green burlap. Approach 
the railing in the outer office, and a 
businesslike young man will ask, over 
the noisy clicking of typewriters, what 
he can do for you. Through the win­
dows you will catch glimpses of other 
extremely modern buildings and pos­
sibly, if you look down, of a drug store, 
and, through plate glass windows, of a 
prosperous-looking soda fountain. But 
when you come in you stumble over a 
thick roil of brown canvas,—that was a 
sleeping-bag. There was a rifle lying 
across it, and a bundle or two of Hud­
son Bay blankets near by, and possibly 
a few pairs of snowshoes.

“Yes, beyond the prosperous soda 
fountain lie the great blank spaces. If 
you will close your eyes and look, you 
may see a broad snow waste with 
glistening white moilfltain-peaks ahead 
and an ice-bound river behind. Far out 
on the snow are half a dozen black 
specks,—two or three lean men, and 
two or three guant dogs, each with a 
pack on his back.

AMERICANS IN CANADA.

President Roosevelt Says He Will 
Answer For Their Conduct 

Politically.

President Theodore Roosevelt of the 
United States has answered for the 
good conduct politically of the many 
thousands of his fellow citizens who 
are now taking up homes in the Can­
adian West, F. W. Heubach, well- 
known in connection with the Winni­
peg exhibition, but now of F. W. Heu- 
bach, Limited, in discussing the settl­
ing up of the West, related how he had 
quite recently discussed this very mat­
ter with the president of the United 
States. Mr. Heubach had stated that 
he did not fear the consequences of the 
so-called American invasion, when the 
president said: “The danger is even 
less than you imagine. The Americans 
who are now going into your western 
country will find your laws just as 
good as those they have left behind 
and they will find them better admin­
istered into the bargain. They will 
settle down to work out their happy 
destiny under your flag and will never 
Americanize Canada."

“Yes,” declared Mr. Heubach, “and 
this is exactly the way they are turn­
ing out.

In a word, they be­
come producers from the very start,”

Mails Will Be Landed In Yokohama ?n

London.

For Championship of British Colombia 
During Progress of Victorià

Chalk River, Ont., Aug. 31.—When 
the conductor at 9 o’clock sharp this 
morning at Quebec shouted “All aboard 
for Hongkong and intervening points!” 
he gave the cry of an historic epoch.

Twenty years ago the first transcon­
tinental train of the Canadian Pacific 
railway made history for Canada. The 
train to-day, the “Overseas Mail,” 
which beats the record of two decades 
ago by two and onj> quarter days, adds

Without a doubt the event most talked 
about in sporting circles at the present 
time Is the lacrosse tournament, sched­
uled to be. played during the forthcoming 
Victoria exhibition, to decide the owner­
ship of the handsome Kilmarnocic cup. 
According to the conditions the competi­
tion is open to all clubs in British Colum­
bia, the winners to be declared the cham­
pions. It is explained that it is much 
fairer to decide the holder of that title 
in this way than by a series of matches 
continued throughout the season, as has 
been the case heretofore. The latter ar­
rangement entails considerable expense 
for transportation, and, consequently, 
precludes the smaller and less wealthy 
organizations. In the Kilmarnock cup 
tournament, however, the question of 
supremacy is decided in 
games according to the success of the 
competing teams. Thus the weakest as­
sociations have an opportunity to test 
their playing strength against the numeri­
cally stronger clubs once a year. This 
new arrangement, it is unanimously con­
ceded, will be much more satisfactory to 
all concerned.

As Victoria enthusiasts were responsible 
for the presentation of the new cup, the 
first series must necessarily be played 
here, in other words, the ambitious teams 
of British Columbia must come to the 
capital to carry it away. And there is 
every indication that there will be no 
lack of entries for the contest. Already 
both Vancouver and New Westminster 
have announced their intention to parti­
cipate, and similar word is expected 
from a team selected from Nanaimo and 
Ladysmith combined and from Nelson in 
the course of a few days. Take these 
teams, in conjunction with that of Vic­
toria, and it will be found that there are 
five anxious to have a try for the covet­
ed trophy. This will necessitate a tourna­
ment spreading over a week almost, as­
suring a most interesting competition.

Judging from reports received from 
New Westminster, the players of that city 
consider the capturing of the Kilmar­
nock cup, with Victoria as the defending 
club, an easy matter. They apparently 
look upon it as simply a question of com­
ing here, reaching for the trophy, and 
returning the next day with it in their 
possession. Surely the Victoria players 
are not going to allow the représenta, 
tives of the Royal City to express such 
opinions without endeavoring at least to 
show them that there is still good ath­
letic material here. Let them get out and 
train. With the same twelve that defeat­
ed the Terminal City so decidedly some 
weeks ago there might be some chance of 
holding the cup. But the opportunity 
should not be allowed to slip by with in­
difference. It is a harder thing to capture 
tlian to hold an honor, and with some 
exertion the Victoria team could have its 
name engraved on the base of the Kil­
marnock cup before any of its contem­
poraries. With regard to New West­
minster, it might be pointed out that, 
even if Victoria fails to make a credit­
able showing, they have still to meet 
their old rivals from Vancouver, whom 
they may not find so easy to turn down 
on neutral grounds and before a com­
paratively strange crowd, as they seem to 
think possible.

One problem of vital importance cop- 
fronts those concerned in the arrange­
ments for the forthcoming tournament. 
It is the question of grounds. As is gen­
erally known, a large portion of the area 
fronting the grand stand at the exhibi­
tion is bespoken for the bronco busting 
competition. It will be fenced off in a 
corral opening into a large paddock. In 
the former will be the untarined horses, 
while within the latter these animals will 
be mounted by the competitors. It has 
been suggested that the paddock be made 
large enough for a lacrosse ground, and 
it is not unlikely that the proposal will 
be adopted.

WESTERN TOWNS.
one or morene Derivation of Some of the Names of 

Places.

The nomenclature <5f the new and thriv­
ing towns in Western Canada is most in­
teresting, marking as it does in many 
cases the history of the whole West. 
Strathcona, of course, speaks for itself, 
and Lacombe is familiar as the name of 
the famous Catholic missionary of West­
ern Canada. One element that has con­
tributed freely to the names of towns is 
the Northwest Mounted Police. One of 
the towns so named is Carstairs, and a 
local Western Journal recently mentioned 
the derivation of the name. Briefly, it 
was this: A Scottish lady named Stairs 
was willing to marry a gentleman named 
Carr provided she was not required to 
abandon her own name. The compromise 
of Carstairs was an obvious solution of 
the difficulty, and Carstairs the name be­
came: and It was a descendant of this 
couple who, many generations later, came 
out from the old land, took service in the 
N. W. M. P., and achieved the distinction 
of writing his name in the geography of 
his adopted country. Other towns named 
after members of the policé service who 
did duty there fifteen or twenty years ago 
are: Olds, Innisfail, Reddington, etc.

Canadian flag around the world. Its 
telegraph lines span this continent and 
do business with Europe, Asia, Africa 
and Australia. It conveys British 
troops from England across North Am­
erica, to India and China. It has done 
more than any other single agency to 
develop the Northwest, which is sup­
plying Britain with bread, and her su­
perabundant population with comfort­
able homes. Its great financial suc­
cess has improved the public credit of 
Canada; its energies made her a pow- 
erfud young nation, where before-she 
was a mere collection of provinces 
without a common aim or a common 
patriotism. All this, and more, has 
been accomplished by the Canadian 
Pacific in a quarter of a century, 
which, in the life of a community, is 
but the twinkling of an eye. In the 
great future that lies before Canada, 
and in the greater consolidation of the 
Empire upon which the mind of the 
British race is set, the Canadian Fa- 

1 cific is destined to play a still more 
conspicuous part.

Its latest achievement in the direc­
tion of binding Britain to her posses­
sions beyond the seas more closely to­
gether is the transportation of the Ori­
ental mali from Liverpool by one of 
her steamships to Quebec, thence by a 
special train across to Vancouver, and 
from there by another Canadian Pa­
cific steamship to Hongkong, the total 
distance of 13,000 miles to be traversed 
in 30 days, 10 days less than the time 
consumed by the Suez route. No other 
company In the world—steamer or 
railway, or both combined—is capable 
of undertaking, still less of perform­
ing, such a feat by its own unassisted 
efforts; nothing like it has ever been 
done before, simply because there has 
never been an organization of the re­
sources and all-embracing capabilities 
on land and sea such as the Canadian 
Pacific.

The Empress of Ireland arrived at 
Quebec this morning at 2:30 o’clock, 
making a record trip across the Atlan­
tic In 6 days, 7 hours and 50 minutes, 
and on schedule time. The “Overseas 
Mail” left at 9 o'clock.

There was no attempt at speeding 
the magnificent train, but merely an 
effort to make the time which would 
connect with the Pacific Empress of 
China, which would land the mails at 
Yokohama in 22 days, and in Hongkong 
in 29 days from London, nearly a 
week less than has previously been 
done by any other route.

While there was a large number of 
passengers destined for the Dirent, the 
great majority preferred lingering in 
Canada, and although the original 
train does not carry out, as was an­
ticipated when the Empress left Liv­
erpool, the main idea of landing the 
mails from Europe to the Orient in re­
cord time, yet the plan is being more 
than satisfactorily Maintained.

The Empress of Ireland brought over 
1,437 passengers, a great majority of 
whom went to western Canada by the 
"Empress Special," which left Quebec 
within an hour of the “Overseas Mail,"

31—Edward Rose­
water, proprietor and editor of the Om­
aha Bee, and prominently identified 
with political, financial and business 
affairs of Omaha and the state of Ne- 
braske for 40 years, was found dead in 
district court room number 6, on the 
third floor of the Bee building early to­
day. It is supposed that he sat down 
on a bench in the court room, fell 
asleep and died of heart failure.

INSURGENTS DEFEATED.

Rural Guards Disperse Band in Santa 
Clara.

Havana, Aug. 31.—Governor Aleman, 
of Santa Clara, telegraphed to-day that 
only small groups of insurgents have 
taken the field in his province.

A detachment of rural guards engag­
ed one hundred and seventy-five in­
surgents near Esperanza, ten miles 
from the city of Santa Clara, yester­
day, dispersing the latter who left ten 
men dead on the field. In crossing the 
Sagua La Grande river later, 18 insur­
gents were drowned. The police of Es­
peranza are searching for more of the 
dead Insurgents.

I have not learned enough about these 
new reports yet.

Aid. Stewart fully agreed with Aid. 
Yates. If the matter had been dis­
cussed in private a project would have 
"been had months ago. At such meet­
ings everyone would have a chance to 
ask questions, 
had been wasted for nothing and the 
public were completely muddled.

Aid. Vincent—“How about the coun-

there would have' been ho" corhplalnte. 
The small cost he mentioned, $10-,060, 
could be taken from revenue -next year 
or the rates could be raised. By that 
time a plan could be had for the future 
water supply for a city of 100,000 In­
habitants. It would be the height of 
folly to place two by-laws before the 
people.

The council 
should see what was the best scheme 
and borrow the money on the security 
of the waterworks. It was not right to 
borrow on the whole credit of the city. 
There was only about $1,250,000 left 
available from this source, and it 
should be left, as it might be required 
for something else. It would be better 
to borrow on security of the $70,000 per 
year. The council could do this with­
out placing a by-law before the peo­
ple.

The Mayor—The water commissioner 
says that is impossible.

Mr. Raymur—No petition is neces­
sary, but the by-law must be submit­
ted to the people.

CANADA’S REVENUE.

The Kaiser and Witte.
Moscow, Aug. 31.—The Viedemosti, 

the leader of the reactionary press of 
Russia, created a sensation to-day by 
printing correspondence exchanged be­
tween M. Usefovich, who holds the 
rank of state councillor and who is 
president of the monarchial party of 
Kief, and Dr. Von Miguel, the German 
charge d’affaires at St. Petersburg.

From the letters printed it appears 
that upon the publication of the recent 
report that Emperor William had in­
vited Count Witte to Wilhelmshohe, M. 
Usefovich, in the name of all the fac­
tions of the Russian monarchial party, 
telegraphed to the German Emperor 
expressing deep regret that “such a 
splendid monarch and head of the 
friendly German people” should re­
ceive “a man whom the whole Russian 
people regarded as being the guilty 
author of the miseries into which the 
country was plunged and the pro­
voker of the terrorism inspired by hos­
tility to the Jews to whom he seemed 
friendly."

Several days later M. Usefovich, ac­
cording to the Viedosmosti, received 
through Dr. Von Miguel a letter say­
ing he had been directed by the foreign 
secretary to say that the telegram to 
the German Emperor was based on 
misapprehension as Emperor William 
had not received Count Witte and had 
no intention of receiving him.

An Explanation.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 31.—At the Ger­

man embassy to-day Dr. Von Miguel, 
the German charge d’affaires, said 
that by direction of the German for­
eign minister he had replied to M. Use­
fovich, but in a sense his reply had 
been distorted. He simply wrote that 
the telegram of the monarchists was 
based on an erroneous impression, as 
Emperor William had not made known 
to anyone his intentions regarding 
Count Witte.

Seagirt, N. J., Aug. 31.—The annual 
meeting last night of the National 
Rifle Association of America, the tour­
nament of which is in progress, was a 
protracted and stormy one.

General Bird W. Spencer, the presi­
dent, at the opening of the meeting, 
announced that he was aware that a 
movement was on foot in favor of a 
reform administration and that some 
of the members inclined to the belief 
that he had outlived usefulness as 
president.

He knew all about quality 
and said that if lead pipes were used 
for Coldstream water citizens would 
get lead poisoning. If iron pipes were 
used they would have to be heavier, 
as the water was much harder. His 
correspondent had also given other 
very valuable ideas.

Elk lake had reached its limit as a 
source of supply. A stage had been 
reached where pumping became neces­
sary, and unless the lake were left 
alone for a year it would never reach 
its normal level. It was time to quit 
experimenting there. The precipita­
tion was gradually getting less. Trees 
were being cut and the land drained; 
one swamp in the old watershed was 
now drained into Saanich arm. Some 
other source of supply must be looked 
to. He did not suggest abandoning Elk 
lake; it was a valuable asset, but not 
as a main supply. If water were got 
from Highland district and an attempt 
made to force Elk lake water on con­
sumers, they were certain to kick. The 
engineer he referred to previously had 
pointed out that Elk lake could be 
used for those residing outside the city 
for market gardens. In the city that 
water would answer for sprinkling and 
for laudries. For the latter it would 
be better than others, as the water 
was soft. A good revenue could be de­
rived even if the pumps were taken 
off. His Worship seemed to think 
someone was going to abandon Elk 
lake.

The ultra- 
English character of this place and the 
marked preference of Its Inhabitants 

•for British goods is another good rea­
son why It should be included in Mr. 
Grigg’s list, while the potentiality of 
the Island of which It Is the metropolis 
and the probability that during the 
next five years the constituency men­
tioned will be one of the most active In 
Industrial development In all the west, 
are further reasons why British traders 
should be kept constantly informed re­
garding our local conditions.

Viewed from a Victoria standpoint. It 
can be fairly stated that where mone­
tary and commercial institutions oper­
ating In Victoria have had ‘their pro­
vincial headquarters In neighboring 
cities, that the effect has not been such 
as to re-assure the business people of 
this city. Civic enterprise and pride 
among the residents of neighboring 
cities should be emulated by Victorians 
if they wish their city to occupy the 
position to which its natural position 
and commercial advantages entitle it. 
We suggest that the Board of Trade 
should press this matter upon Mr, 
Grigg personally or through him upon 
the British Board of

In discussing the question of better 
terms for the provinces it may be well 
to keep In mind all the facts of the 
case. It Is true the new provinces of 
Saskatchewan and Alberta have been 
treated with exceptional liberality by 
the Dominion; but It is also a fact that 
in return for their exceptional treat­
ment the new provinces surrendered all 
their public lands to the Dominion. In 
this respect they came into confedera­
tion under circumstances altogether 
different from the older provinces. The 
cause of better terms cannot be ad­
vanced by attempting to obscure that 
fact. It may be well to bear in mind 
also that at the last session of the 
British Columbia Legislature when the 
question of better terms was under dis­
cussion the leader of the opposition 
moved an amendment to a resolution, 
moved by the Premier, that the amend­
ment was accepted by Mr. McBride, and 
passed the House unanimously. The 
question of better terms for the pro­
vinces is therefore not an issue between 
political parties m this province, al­
though there may be differences of 
opinion as to the efficacy of the means 
adopted in the past to bring the mat­
ter before the authorities at Ottawa 
and as to the bona tides of the inten­
tions of the parties who carried the 
case to the Dominion capital and pre­
sented it to the federal government.

Judgment of Court of Inquiry Into Sinking 
of Chehaifs by Princess 

Victoria.

—The date for the public meeting In 
the interests of the Anti-Tuberculosis 
Society has been changed.

Vancouver, Aug. 31.—The following is 
the Judgment of the court of Inquiry 
into the Chehalis disaster:

"The court has very carefully fol­
lowed the evidence and the argument 
of counsel. We have come to the con­
clusion that the collision was caused 
solely by the want of care and naviga­
tion of the Princess Victoria under the 
command of Captain Griffin; that he 
displayed ignorance of article 28:

“We also find that every care was 
taken after the collision on the part of 
the officers of the Princess to, rescue 
the survivors.

"The court wishes to add by way of 
recommendation that or> account of the 
increase of traffic from this port we 
are of opinion that the time has now 
come for special regulations regarding 
the navigation of the harbor and the 
Narrows, and we shall recommend to 
the minister of marine and fisheries 
the appointment of a commission to 
frame such rules and regulations.

“The court suspends the certificate of 
Captain Griffin for six months, dating 
from the day of the accident, July 21st.

“As is incumbent upon the court, a 
full report of the proceedings and evi­
dence will be formulated and trans­
mitted to the department at Ottawa 
and will also be served upon the par­
ties interested.

“The costs of the witnesses and other 
costs will follow the event, subject to 
any decision which the minister of 
marine and fisheries may be pleased to 
make.

“In conclusion, we wish to express 
our appreciation of the assistance ren­
dered by counsel.”

The chairman, Mr. Justice Morrison, 
Commander Hunt and Capt. Cox, con­
ferred but a moment. Then the chair­
man spoke an inaudible word to Reg­
istrar Beck.

“This court stands adjourned,” said 
the registrar to the silent counsel and 
spectators. They nearly filled the court 
room. No one of the four counsel en­
gaged in the inquiry spoke a word to 
the commissioners nor the commis­
sioners a word to counsel beyond their 
decision. Then all filed out.

Contrary to expectation Joseph Mar­
tin, who appeared for the Union 
Steamship Company, this morning 
opened the reply to the argument by 
E. V. Bodwell yesterday afternoon at 
the Chehalis inquiry.

Referring to the rules of the road. 
Mr. Martin said the law required the 
overtaking vessel to warn the boat 
ahead. Mr. Martin, who spoke for but 
a few minutes, declared that the only 
witnesses who were positive that the 
Victoria had blown two whistles were 
Capt. Griffin and the quartermaster.

Fred Peters followed Mr. Martin, 
arguing that the course the Victoria’s 
officers had described their boat as 
taking was opposed to the records of 
their own log. He mentioned that ma­
terial entries in the Victoria’s log had 
been altered, and this cast suspicion 
upon it. He said Capt. Griffin and the 
C. P. R. came into court with a dis­
credited case. He declared it was evi­
dent Capt. Griffin had lost his head, 
blew his whistle and did nothing else.

The Empress of Indian collision with 
the Chinese cruiser Quong Tai, off the 
China coast, was quoted by Mr. Peters 
as showing that where the overtaken 
vessel kept her course and was run­
down all blame was on the overtaking 
craft. The Chehalis had kept her 
course, and the Victoria should have 
kept off. In closing Mr. Peters sub­
mitted that the Chehalis had done 
nothing to remove the responsibility 
of the Victoria as the overtaking ves­
sel, and therefore the decision must be 
that the Victoria wholly was to blame.

In rebuttal Mr. Bodwell denied both 
Mr., Peters’ statement that the Vic­
toria’s log had been intentionally al­
tered. The correction in the log was 
such as might be made in any hastily 
written document.

There are already promised suits by 
the Union Steamship Company for the 
lost Chehalis, and In addition to this 
there will be actions brought against 
the C. P. R. by all survivors of the dis­
aster, including one by Theodore Rice, 
of London, England; Messrs Bryce and 
Benwell, and by all the relatives of 
those who were lost. These actions 

’will all be for heavy damages. Un­
doubtedly the C. P. R. will defend 
these actions to the limit of appeals.

The general impression is that the 
verdict will have an effect upon the 
further prosecution of manslaughter 
charge against Griffin.

The verdict was received here with 
tremendous interest. It was unlocked 
for by many people.

—In preparation for the hunting sea­
son, opening to-morrow, hundreds of 
hunters have gone into the country. 
Many hâve gone with the expectation 
of spending some time. Up the E. & 
N. line scores have taken camping out­
fits and dogs, and it would seem that 
those who go late in search of game 
will have some travelling to do.

A resolution was, however, 
passed to call another meeting to re­
consider, amend and readopt the by­
laws and elect officers, such meeting to 
be held on Wednesday, the 26th Inst. 
The chief contention seems to have 
been as to qualification to hold office, 
whether a subscription of $2.50 or only 
$1 shall be the sine qui non.

Boat and Eight Skeletons from Valencia

Reports received this aftrenoon by 

the department of marine and fisher­
ies from W. P. Daykin, light-keeper at 
Carmanah Point, contain further in­
formation regarding the ghastly find 
made recently by an Indian near where 
the Valencia went ashore. They are 
accompanied by a sketch showing the 
exact location of the cave mentioned 
and the various rocks in the vicinity. 
The first, dated August 23rd, gives the 
story told Mr. Daykin’s sons by the 
Indians, and, in addition, states that 
the boys personally tried to get into 
the cave, but were unable to do so.

The second report, dated August 25th, 
is confirmatory of the first, and gives 
the information that another Indian, 
who swam to the cave at a later date 
than the first mentioned, also saw the 
boat and bodies as well as an iron box 
that could not be opened 

The reports in full follow:

BOYS AND THEIR ENVIRONMENT.

The capacity of the average small 
boy to extract enjoyment from life even 
under the most disadvantageous cir­
cumstances is one of the marvels of the 
human constitution or temperament. 
In a city like Victoria, in which nature 
has made such generous provision for 
the entertainment of youth, with a cli­
mate as nearly perfect as climates can 
be made, and with an abundance of all 
that the Creator pronounced to be 
good when he fashioned the world and 
the inhabitants thereof, there would be 
but trifling credit for a youthful Mark 
Tapley being as happy as our glorious 
summer days are long. But there are 
millions of boys and girls on this conti­
nent,the lines of whose lives have not 
been cast in such pleasant places as 
the environment of the rising genera­
tion of Victoria. And yet It is very 
much to be doubted whether a great 
deal of difference would be found in 
the balances if it were possible to weigh 
degrees of happiness as between the 
children of a place like New York and 
the children of an ideal city such as 
Victoria. The children of New York do 
not know they are severely handicap­
ped by the circumstances of their en­
vironment, while the children of Vic­
toria do not realize the nature of the 
great blessings they enjoy in the al­
most perfect character of their sur­
roundings. We suppose not a few read­
ers of the Times have beheld the 
youthful human products of Chicago 
sitting upon the banks of the evil- 
smelling river after which the great 
western city Is named, the poles in 
their hands and the lines dangling in 
the ooze which represents their ideas 
of water, indicating their delusion that 
they had gone a-flshing. The boys 
were to be pitied, of course; but they 
did not realize that. Their pale faces 
and attenuated bodies bore pathetic 
evidence as to their condition of health;

Those employed on the ranches are 
evincing much interest in the competi­
tion, and he was called upon to answer 
many questions in reference to the con­
ditions from men desirous of making a 
try for the championship belt and other 
prizes offered. Some of the best riders 
in the neighborhood of Kamloops and 
throughout the districts lying east as 
far as Calgary have signified their in­
tention to participate, so that some ex­
citement may be anticipated. In addi­
tion It is announced that a member of 
the Victoria fire department contem­
plates competing. In this event the 
affair will be given a local complexion 
that should add materially to the in­
terest among Victorians.

While away Dr. Tolmie made ar­
rangements to have between twenty- 
five and thirty of the wildest cayuses 
to be found on the ranches of the in­
terior shipped to Victoria for use in 
connection with the competition. Some 
difficulty is expected in corralling them 
and sending them to the coast. But 
that it will be accomplished is assured. 
These horses have never been ridden 
before. They have never experienced 
the sensation of carrying a human being 
tcross their backs, and when that per­
formance is attempted for the first 
time it is safe to say that it will re­
quire all the arts of the most proficient 
horsemen to maintain their seats. 
Therefore the competition should pro­
vide splendid entertainment to the gen­
eral public. .

In regard to the horse races to be 
held in connection with the exhibition 
Dr. Tolmie states that indications point 
to a large entry from Calgary and Ed­
monton, where are to be found some of 
the fastest animals upon the Canadian 
turf. They are being trained for the 
Victoria races and will be sent down 
here to compete with the Victoria.

TROUBLE WITH INDIANS
WILL BE SETTLED

The reports from the Babine Lake 
district relative to the Indians being 
in a state of open rebellion and requir­
ing the presence of an armed force, 
appear, judging by late information 
from Hazelton, to have been very 
much exaggerated.

A. W. Vowell, superintendent of In­
dian affairs in the province, when he 
heard of trouble having arisen, 
mnnicated with the Indian agent at 
Hazelton. The answer received to-day 
allays the anxiety very materially. The 
agent telegraphed Mr. Vowell that he 
was In hope of restoring quiet, and 
was taking steps necessary to do 
There was nothing in the message 
ceived by Mr. Vowell to indicate that 
the situation was at all serious, and it 
is believed therefore that all may 
be quiet again in the district.

The trouble arose from the destruc­
tion of the barricades which the In­
diana placed in the Babine river and 
other streams to take fish contrary to 
the regulations. Destruction of these 
followed by the officials of the fishery 
department, and accodling to the re­
ports received in Vancouver the In­
dians forcibly resisted their work.

Ottawa, Sept. 1.—The trouble 
tweeh Babine Indians and the fisheries 
department will be settled by the In­
dian department giving guarantees to 
the Indians that if they run short of 
food in winter the department will sup­
ply them with what is necessary, be- 
cauée of being prevented from putting 
their weirs and dams in the river.

AN OLD DWELLING HOUSE
BY EDGAR FAWCETT.

Some time ago there was quite a corner, to tne corner now occupied by 
discussion as to which was the first 
brick hotel built in Victoria, which 
was finally decided in » favor of the 
Victoria hotel, built by George Rich­
ardson, corner Government and Court- 
nay streets.

Now, on the corner of Broughton and 
Langley streets is, if not the first 
dwelling house in the city proper of 
those days, was one of the most pic­
turesque dwellings in the city. I re­
fer to the building now occupied as a 
Seamen’s Institute, It was built and 
occupied by Mr. Dallas in 1859 or 1860.
Mr. Dallas was a commissioner of the 
Hudson’s Bay Company, and a director 
of the Puget Sound Agricultural Com-

the Dominion Express Company, up 
Broughton to Broad, and along Broad 
to Fort street attain, was a fruit or­
chard and vegetable garden, and the 
writer has “appropriated” apples from 
said trees when a boy of twelve, and 
thought them sweet, whèn, in fact they 
were as sour as vinegar at the time, 
but being stolen fruit made all the dif­
ference. As it was then, it is now, and 
ever will be, likely.

While on stolen fruit, I might say 
that I can well remember one Sunday 
morning waiting about until Dr. 
Helmcken was on his way to church, 
when I, with the help of a School-fel­
low (Wm. Powers), who boosted me-up

To show the rural character of Gov­
ernment street in those days, 1859, 
imagine the block from the corner of 
Government and Fort, the ’Brown Jug

to the top of the doctor’s garden wall, 
I filled my pockets with the doctor’s 
fruit. The doctor happening to turn 
around saw us and shook his cane at 
us and paissed on. Oh! the good old 
days!

While we are on old dwellings I 
might state that the corner lot now 
occupied by the B. C. Meat Market 
then had a cottage built of logs, 
squared, and whitewashed, and with a 
garden in front and was, I believe, 
owned and tenanted by a Dr. Johnson, 
but I am not sure of his name. The 
next corner up Yates street and Broad 
street was also a dwelling house of 
same build, and was occupied by Mr. 
and Mrs. Bllnkhorn, and Mrs. Ella, her 
neice.

As this may not be of interest but 
to a few old timers to revive old 
memories, I will close this sketch. The 
accompanying photo gives a good idea 
of Mr. Dallas’ residence of 46 years ago.

Arrival of the Empress of Ireland— 
Girl Burned to Death at 

Cornwall.

Rimouski, Que., Aug. 30.—The im­
portance to the world at large of the 
Canadian route between Europe and 
America was demonstrated by the ar­
rival here this afternoon of the R. M. 
S. Empress of Ireland bringing the 
Anglo-Canadian mails, and the Blue 
Ribbon of the North Atlantic by both 
routes, either by the north or south of 
Newfoundland, now belongs to the At­
lantic service of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Company. The Empress of 
Ireland’s time from Liverpool to Ri­
mouski, 5 days 22 hours, or from Innis- 
trahuli, Movilie, Ireland, to Rimouski, 
was 5 days 10 hours and 30 minutes, 
which is four hours faster than that 
made by any steamship of this or any 
other line between these points. She 
has on board 299 saloon, 322 second 
cabin and 832 third class passengers, 
a total of 1,453, and the mails for China 
and Japan. The mails for these two 
latter countries were not discharged 
here, but were carried to Quebec on the 
steamer, where they will be immedi­
ately put on the new over-the-seas 
mail train QjtJte Canadian Pacific rail­
way. ■ '

C. P. R. Annual Report.

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TWO MORE COORTtion is whether concurrent judgments 
of the courts below shall be reversed 
on the ground that the judges have 
taken an erroneous view of the facts, 
it is incumbent on the appellant to ad­
duce the clearest proof that there is 
error in the judgment appealed from, 
and to point out the blunder or mis­
take. It is sufficient to refer to the 
judgment of this board delivered by 
Lord Herschell in the case of Allen v. 
The Quebec Warehouse Company (12 
A.C. 101). The question is not what 
conclusion their lordships would ar­
rive at if the matetr came before them 
for the first time, but whether it has 
been established that the judgments of 
the courts below are clearly wrong.

The learned Chief Justice in the Full 
court read a carefully prepaed sum­
mary or precis of the. voluminous evi­
dence taken before the trial Judge. 
The learned counsel for the apellants 
most properly placed that summary be­
fore their lordships instead of pre­
senting a case built up afresh from the 
evidence of the witnesses. At the con­
clusion of this part of the case the 
learned counsel who was addressing 
the board was asked whether the Chief 
Justice's summary was a fair summary 
of the evidence. He frankly admitted 
that on the whole it was, although 
there were omissions, and in some cases 
he thought an erroneous estimate had 
been made of the value 'of the testi­
mony. On this admission there was, 
of course, an end of the case. After 
the concurrent and unanimous judg­
ments of the judges in the two courts 
below It would be hopeless to contend 
that the finding was against the Weight 
of evidence.

Having listened to this summary of 
the evidence and having had an oppor­
tunity of considering the case since the 
argument, their lordships may ob­
serve that, in their opinion, the case is 
quite plain. On the one hand there 
is the testimony of the New York doc­
tor who attended the testator in his 
last illness, and some expert evidence 
to the effect that the testator must have 
been suffering for jnore than a year 
before his death from a disease which 
they diagnosed, more or less positively, 
as alcoholic dementia. On the other 
hand there is overwhelming evidence 
to the effect that the testator was, up 
to the very last day of his residence 
at San Francisco, a capable man of 
business. The story is really a very 
simple one. The testator appeared in 
two different characters to two differ­
ent sets of witnesses. He had always 
made a point of keeping away from 
the office and abstaining from all busi­
ness matters when under the influence 
of liquor. No one at the office, no man 
of business, ever saw him drunk or in­
capable. When these fits of intemper­
ance came on. he kept aloof and re­
mained in seclusion until they were 
over, whether they lasted only a day 
or two or continued for some weeks. 
He had wonderful recuperative powers, 
and returned to business from time to 
time gradually broken in health but 
apparently as shrewd and sensible a 
man as ever. The will was executed 
immediately after the marriage, and 
there is the testimony of the witnesses 
to the will and other wedding guests 
and the evidence of the officiating 
clergyman to the effect that the tes­
tator was perfectly sober and capable 
on that day. On the other hand, when 
these fits of _ intemperance were on 
him, he appeared to the witnesses for 
the plaintiff—bell boys at hotels, bar 
keepers and people of that class—to be 
in a condition bordering on insanity, 
or litttle removed from drivelling im­
becility . 1

As regards the charge of undue in­
fluence, it is perfectly clear, when all 
the facts and circumstances of the 
case are considered, that the will was 
the will of the testator and the ex­
pression of his settled purpose. All 
those who had claims upon him were, 
in his opinion, sufficiently provided for 
already either by his mother or by pro­
visions which he himself had made, or 
by directions which his brother under­
took to carry out. He had implicit 
confidence in his brother, and he was 
resolved that his brother’s control of 
the family business should not be ham­
pered or interfered with by any per­
son in any way whatever.

Their Lordships will, therefore, hum­
bly advise His Majesty that these ap­
peals should be dismissed.

The appellants will pay the costs of 
the appeals.

Two new court houses will be con­
structed in British Columbia during the 
next few months, the work to com­
mence forthwith. One is to be placed 
at Vancouver, as mentioned by the 
Times previously, and another at Nel­
son.

The will which was impeached was 
executed on the 21st of December 1899, 
the day on which the testator married 

* the plaintiff’s mother, a Mrs. Wallace, 
with whom he had lived for many 
years. The will gave everything to the 
testator’s only brother, the respondent 
James Dunsmuir, with whom he was 
associated in large undertakings which 
their father, Robert Dunsmuir, had es­
tablished in Vancouver. It was a mere 
copy or repitition of a will executed on 
the 5th of October 1898. Re-execution 
was only rendered necessary by the 
marriage.

The testator had resided for nearly 
30 years at San Francisco, managing 
there the most important branch of the 
family business, the sale and disposal 
of the coal raised from the Dunsmuir 
collieries. He died at New York on 
the 30th of January 1900 at the early 
age of 46.

“The trial of the action took place 
before Drake, J. It lasted 42 days—a 
preposterous time, as thé léàrned judge 
truly observes. The witnesses wêre no 
fewer than 80 in number, ànd a vast 
quantity of evidence was collected,— 
some relevant, a great deal irrelevant, 
but admitted on the plea that it was 
necessary for a complete survey and 
just appreciation of so important a case 
to leave nothing untold.

In an exteremely able and concise 
judgment the trial judge expressed a 
clear opinion that no undue influence 
had been exercised, and that the tes­
tator, though he had ruined his health 
and ultimately killed himself by in­
dulging in bouts of excessive drinking, 
was at the time when he made his Will 
of sound mind, memory, and under­
standing.

At the trial there was some sugges­
tion in the evidence that the testator, 
whose domicile of origin was British 
Columbia, had in process of time be­
come domiciled in Colifornia, and it 
was said that the will was not duly 
executed in accordance with the law 
which prevailed there. The learned 
judge refused to allow the point to be 
raised at that stage of the case. From 
the judgment of Drake, J., there was 
an appeal to the Full Court. In view 
of the appeal the Full Court allowed 
the question of domicile to be raised 
and evidence on the subject to be ad­
duced, and so this question, together 
with the main question, was argued 
before the Full Court on the appeal.

The learned judges in the Full 
Court held that the plaintiff and the 
intervenant had not proved that the 
testator had lost his domicile of origin. 
They all agreed with the trial judge on ; 
the question of incapicity and undue 
influence.

On the argument before this board 
the learned counsel for the appellants 
naturally put the question of domicile 
in the forefront of their contention. 
On that question there was only one 
judgment against them. Their lord­
ships see no reason to differ from the 
Full court on this point. It is well 
settled, as has recently been declared 
in the House of Lords in the case of 
Winans v. Attorney-General (1904 A. 
C. 287), that it lies on the party al­
leging that the domicile of origin has 
been lost to prove clearly that another 
domicile has been gained and the domi­
cile of origin abandoned. In the present 
case, apart from some slight indica­
tions tending to show that the testator 
meant to retain his domicile of origin 
there is absolutely nothing but long 
continued residence for business pur­
poses in a foreign country, and that a 
residence in lodging houses and hotels 
until the last year of his life, when he 
bought an estate in California for and 
in the name of the lady whom he ul­
timately married. The learned counsel 
for the appellants relied much on this 
purchase; but their lordships think 
that no conclusion can be drawn from 
it one way or the other. It may per­
haps be observed that while, on the 
question of domicile, the learned coun­
sel relied upon this purchase as show­
ing a fixed determination on the part 
of a man capable of forming an inde­
pendent judgment, when they came to 
the question of capacity, their case 
was, that during the last year of his 
life and for some time previously, the 
testator had no mind or will of his 
own.

On the question of capacity and un­
due influence, the learned counsel for 
the apellants were even in greater diffi­
culties than they were on the question 
of domicile. It is well settled, as their 
lordships had occasion quite recently 
to remind counsel, that when the ques-

On the first floor are County 
court and the Small Debts court, and 
the Chambers court—together with the 
registrar’s rooms—all easy of access to 
the public. The registrar's rooms are 
grouped together for economy of ser­
vice and have the necessary vault ac­
commodation.

The principal entrance to the build­
ing, through an ionic portico, leads into 
a grand central hall, lighted by a dome 
light flooding the whole interior of the 
building with light and adding dignity 
and spaciousness to the plan. This 
central hall is also convenient for the 
use of those having business in the 
courts.

On the upper floor are the Assize 
court and the Full court, large and 
well proportioned rooms, well lighted 
by clerestory windows, well ventilated, 
and situated in the centre of the build­
ing so as to be quiet and free from 
disturbing sounds. These courts are 
made of a size amply large for the pur­
poses for which they are intended, and 
are arranged with the various require­
ments of judges' retiring rooms, jury 
retiring rooms, with lavatories and 
witnesses rooms, etc. To the Assize 
court a public gallery is provided, so 
that the public can be kept away from 
the body of the court only those hav­
ing business in the court having access 
to it. As before mentioned, the pri­
soners are brought into the dock by a 
staircase leading direct from the dock, 
thus keeping the prisoners from any 
possibility of contact with the public. 
Close to the court rooms are arranged 
the judges’ rooms, the barristers' room 
and the law library, the latter being 
fitted up for 10,000 volumes and parti­
cularly well lighted. On the gallery floor 
level is also placed the grand jdry 
room.

Situated as the building will be in 
the centre of a large open square of 
well kept lawns and handsome foliage, 
the exterior of the building will have 
a dignified and impressive appearance 
from all points of view. The design 
is a pure classic, with ionic colonnades 
massing in the centre to a central 
dome, emphasizing the ionic portico of 
the grand entrance. The elevation 
show two treatments of the Facade, 
the difference being the introduction of 
a balustrade over the colonnades of the 
wings in one of the designs. The build­
ing lends itself to future extension, 
without interfering with the existing 
building; or, if preferred, the govern­
ment offices can be accommodated in 
detached wings, utilizing the present 
space for the extension of the court 
house. The building contains 660,000 
cubic feet and can be built for 23 cents 
a foot, or $150,000.

INFERNAL MACHINE.

Missing 
signs of human habitation they con­
cluded that they were in an uninhab­
ited region, and after almost a month 
of waiting the mate with seven of the 
crew went in a ship's boat in order to 
make for Cape Beale and there look for 
help. Neither boat nor men ever were 
heard of again. The survivors were 
picked up by the steamer Queen City 
and brought to Victoria.

The 
engines are triple expansion with large 
horse power. Until the machinery is 
installed it will be Impossible to do 
much in the way of erecting a house 
on the ship, but when this has been 
done it will be found that the plan fol­
lowed out in the way of construction 
will be very similar to that seen on the 
Princess Victoria. The Princess Royal, 
however, will not be so large a vessel 
as that liner. She will be a size small­
er, but considerably larger than the 
Princess Beatrice. In point of speed 
though she will he an improvement on 
the latter vessel. Her hull is con­
structed entirely of British Columbia 
timber, showing that in this the C. P. 
tt. Company have a preference for 
wood rather than for the use of steel.

The steamer left Poplar Point, which 
is situated about 200 miles up the lake, 
at 4:30 last Saturday afternoon. She 
was bound for Selkirk and carried a 
cargo of fish. On Sunday the steamer 
was plying between George and 
Swampy Islands. After passing George 
Lsland the sea grew very rough, and 
shortly afterwards she sprang a leak.

Story of Indians About Finding of 
Boat Is in * part 

Confirmed.

At the critical juncture the boats 
were prepared and the crew and pass­
engers made ready to cast away from 
the steamer as a last resort. Sudden­
ly, about 4:15, the steamer gave a great 
lurch, towering waves struck her, 
breaking her almost 'in two, and the 
smoke stack went down through the 
bottom of the hull. The first lurch was 
followed by another equally awe in­
spiring and the hull broke in two and 
the deckhouse floated off on the heavy 
sea.

News confirming in part the stories told 
of the existence of a large cave on the 
West Coast in the immediate locality of 
where the steamship Valencia was wreck­
ed last winter was brought to the city 
about noon to-day by D. G. S. Quadra. 
The Quadra had received instructions to 
investigate these reports, and while the 
weather and sea were too rough for the 
steamer to approach the places named, 
yet sufficient information has been secur­
ed by the Daykin boys at Carman ah to 
indicate that there is some truth in what 
Indians tell of the mysterious cavern in 
the rock. Phil. Daykin, one of the light- 
keeper’s sons, came to Victoria on the 
Quadra, and brought with him a letter 
to Capt. Gaudin, agent of marine and 
fisheries, who is now absent from the 
city, containing a diagram showing the 
position of the cave heretofore reported, 
together with a number of others in close 
proximity.

The big cave which the Indians alone 
have thus far been able to enter is situ­
ated Just ahead of the Valencia wreck 
and about 200 yards distant. At the en­
trance is a rock which prohibits all 
egress or access except to the small In­
dian canoe at certain stages of the tide 
and when the sea is perfectly calm. It 
was here that some Indians found, ac­
cording to report, a large lifeboat in 
which were human skeletons, the natives 
making the discovery having swam into 
the cave. There appears to be some doubt 
about the skeleton part of the story, but 
the finding of the boat is believed. The 
Indians also said that there is a large 
iron box within the cave which they 
could not remove and which they were 
afraid of dynamiting because of possible 
injury to themselves as well as to the 
boat.

One cannot but accept in part the story 
of the Indians. What gives credence to 
it is that in some caves in the same part 
of the coast the Daykins have found im­
mense deposits of wreckage piled in such 
a manner by the action of the sea as to 
leave it difficult to get at. One life raft 
was found among other flotsam and some 
brass bars and other small pieces were 
brought to the city by Mr. Daykin.

The Quadra made inquiries about the 
mast that was seen, apparently of some 
schooner, but Capt. Hackett says that 
he could find nothing of it, and he believes 
that it belonged to that found at Car- 
manah.

The engines of the Valencia, Capt. 
Hackett says, stand five feet out of wa­
ter at low tide, while alongside the 
wreck is five fathoms of water. On her 
trip just ended the Quadra was supply­
ing the different lighthouses on the 
coast with coal.

CAMOSUN IN SERVICE.
The Union Steamship Company’s 

northern liner the Camosun, which 
struck on Kestral rock at the entrance 
to the new Grand Trunk Pacific ter­
minus and sustained damages which 
cost in the neighborhood of $10,000 to 
make good, was floated from the B. C. 
Marine Railway this morning, and was 
immediately brought around to the 
inner harbor where she is taking on a 
cargo preparatory to sailing at 6 
o'clock this evening. The ship has 
been on the ways since the 3rd of last 
month.

She will go out this evening well 
loaded. She will have fifty or sixty 
tons of general merchandise, including 
heavy shipments for the upper Skeena. 
In addition a consignment of 20,000 feet 
of lumber is to be forwarded on the 
steamer to the Portland canal. This 
is for the Stewart Land Company, 
who intend using the lumber, it is un­
derstood, in the construction of a 
wharf and tramway. J. Stewart, the 
manager of the company , who was 
married a few days ago, will be a pas­
senger. He is the owner of a store, 
hotel and other places of business on 
the canal. Among other passengers 
will be J. H. Frost, J. McConnell, F. C. 
Black, J. E. Pollock, A. E. Smith, W. 
S. Melsen, W. Richards and wife, J. C. 
Halt and four miners bound for till 
Brown mine at Maple Bay.

It was then that Loftus Gudmanson 
and Charles Graves met their death, 
going down with the machinery. Then 
followed a thrilling period, the crew 
and passengers endeavoring to reach 
the lifeboats. Mrs. Joe Sinclair had 
two small children in her arms, and the 
mate, Alex. Joyce, at once went to her 
assistance. Mrs. Sinclair threw one of 
the children into the boat, the mate 
caught hold of the woman and she 
flung the other child into the boat also.

At this time the yawl boat was afloat 
on the deck. There followed a mad 
rush for the lifeboats. All who were 
not in the yawl boat with the excep­
tion of the captain and the two stew­
ardesses attempted to get into the life­
boat. For some reason the captain 
would not go aft and th# two ladies fol­
lowed his example. Then another wave 
struck the deck, and when the wave 
had spent Itself, the lifeboat went off 
with ten persons in her, who say that 
the deckhouse was in pieces. When 
last seen, the captain and the two 
stewardesses were standing on the 
deckhouse forward.

Captain Hawes was an old sea cap­
tain and stuck to his ship to the last. 
The steamer went to pieces about 4:30 
in the morning, just as the first faint 
glimmer of dawn was stealing over the 
angry waters, about twelve miles due 
west of Spampy Island. After about 
three hours’ pulling in the heavy sea, 
the two boats, one containing ten per­
sons and the other six, landed on 
Swampy Island. They started a fire 
and spent Sunday there. The ice chest 
of the Princess floated ashore and for­
tunately contained about ten pounds 
of roast beef and a few pickles. These, 
with the fish that washed ashore from 
the wreck, constituted the bill of fare.

Monday morning as the sea had 
calmed some, the survivors rowed over 
to Cox’s lighthouse. Some of the crew 
went back to Swampy Island to look 
for the bodies of the dead. They were 
only able to find one, that of Joe Aren- 
son, a shore hand from Poplar Point.
