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FOLITIOS IN NORTEWBERLAN’D
Wednesday of last week was the day
| fixed for nomination to till the vacancy
in the New Brunswick Legislature, caused
| by theacceptance of the Surveyor General-
ship of the Province by Hon. Michael
Adams. John Shirreff Esq., High Sheriff
opened his Court at the usual hour and it
was kept open till two o'clock, just before
that, however, some two hundred persons
—principally electors—were present and
| James Brown, Es(.,of Newcastle, address-
ing tho Sheriff, nominated Mr. Adame,
seconded by John O'Brien, Esq., of Nelson
and several hundred others, whose names
were read.

There being no other nomination the
Sheriff declared Mr. Adams elected by
acclamation. Just as the announcement
was made a salute was fired by the New-
castle Battery of Artillery, and amid the
cheering and firing of the guns Mr.
Adams took the floor.

He returned thanks to the Sheriff for
| the able, discreet and honest manner in
| which he had cnnductqd‘ this and other
| elections, and said he had always found
him courteous and considerate in the ap-
pointment of the officers who were re-
quired by law to assist him. He also
| thanked Mr. Brown, his principal nominor,
| who, though opposed to him in ’74 on the
great question upon which that election
turned, had recognised the fact that he
had been sufficiently punished at that
time, and had nominated him in the late
general election, as well as on the present
| occasion, He also felt gra‘eful to the

other gentlemen who had signed his nom-
ination.

He knew that his course in allying him-
self with the Government had taken a
good many people by surprise and some of
those who had so handsomely supported
him in the late election doubted the sound-
ness of his judgment in the matter. It
was urged by some, he believed, that he
should have consulted with gentlemen in
opposition and been governed by them
and, without waiting for explanations
from him, his enemies had busied them-
selves creating distrust—men who by their
blunders and incompetency had assisted
in cheating the County of her rights and
who, even after their blundering, he had
helped to stem adverse public opinion.
It was a matter of surprise to him when
he was told that many of the men who
helped to return him at the head of the
poll, thought him capable of forfeiting
his public pledges. He felt they ought to
trust him until he had a hearing before
condeming him, but he took to-day’s pro-
ceedings as the voice of the constituency
expressing its confidence in him still and
approving of the course he had taken in
conjunction with Messrs. Landry and
Hanington.

He challenged the gentlemen who ran in
the late election with him and those who
heard him during the canvass and on
Nomination day, to say whether he had
uttered one word that could be construed
as inconsistent with the position in which
they found him to-day. Many present
would remember that on Nomination day,
standing in front of this Court House, he
said— ““ We cannot redeem the past—-the
““losses that have accrued cannot be re-
“covered. ILet no man mistake my posi-
““tion here to-day and let no man here-
““after cast up to me that I betrayed the
“rights and interests of my County. If
““in the reconstruction of the Government
““due regard is not had to the claims of
¢ Northumberland, I shall oppose them as
““in 1874.” ;

The only men belonging to the old Op-
position, who were returned were Landry,
Hanington and Gillespie. On Deciaration
day, in thanking the electors, he said it
would be his aim to consult with the other
local members in matters affecting the
County, forgetting all differences which
might have existed heretofore. When the
i office of Surveyor General was offered to
him he said to the Government—*“ If your
‘“offer is a secret one I'll have nothing to
“do with it. But if I can go to my col-
‘“leagues and tell them that the office of
““Surveyor Gieneral is offered to me and if
“I find them and my other friends in the
““County favorable I'll accept, subject to
‘‘propositions which I shall have to
‘“make.”

‘"

The Government consented. He came
home, informed Mr. Davidson of the offer
and asked his advice. He said “If you
‘“accept you will get an independent sup-
““port from me. I shall judge the Gov-
‘“‘ernment’s policy on its merits.” He
next went to Mr. Gillespie who said,
“I'm against you.” Then he went to
Mr. Hutchison who said that his speeches
were not against this Government, but
| against the old members who were in it.
He had no disposition to oppose the Gov-
crnment if its measures were such as he
could approve of. He also consulted with
| nearly every man in Newcastle who had
signed his nomination for the late election
and they advised him tb accept the posi-
tion offered. His friends in - Chatham
were consulted and they gave the same
advice. Even without his telling the con-
ditions on which he would consent to en-
ter the Government, his friends assented
| to the course he proposed. No man in
| the Province, he believed, had ever con-
sulted so many of his friends before ac-
cepting such a position and none had ac-
| cepted with such general consent ; could |
it, therefore, be justly said that he had,
in any way, sacrificed the interests of the |
| County.

Referring to the charge that he had de-
| serted the Opposition he asked, where was
| the Opposition? If the principles of the
| Opposition were good those who professed
them would never have deserted them at

the polls. Where was Mr. Willis who
| assumed to share the Leadership in the
| late House, and who controlled a leading |
| paper in the Province? From the time
| the Writs were issued for the election until |
| after polling day in St. John Mr. Willis’
paper was as silerrt on Opposition topics as
| was Mr. Willis himself. N& Opposition |
| man in the Province got any aid or counsel
{ from Mr. Willis or his paper. So far as |
that gentleman was concerned there was !
L no principle at stake— he quietly laid back |
until the elections were over, when he sud-
denly took chargeé of the elected; he divided |
them up according to his faney and almost |
proclaimed himself leader of the ()ppus\-
tion. He felt safer with such true men as |

{ tii'mc,

yet, to find Gillespie also with him again.
At all events, he was proud to know that
Northumberland endorsed him.

He saw present to day an old politician
(Mr. Mitchell) and lLe would ask what he
would think of men who would be with a
Government to-day and an Opposition to-
morrow-—who would clasps hands to-night
with the Opposition and be found to-mor-
row in the Government? How could he
trust such men as Willis and Covert, who,
in 1872,
tion aud enjoyed its confidence the night
previous to th@moving of the Want of Con-
fidence Resolution, but deserted the men
with whom they were allied and were
found on the side of the Government in
the: morning. In 1871 Willis was found
voting and acting in the fullest accord
with the Government, yet because Theri-
ault was taken in instead of himself he
went over to the Opposition and was
the mover of a Want of Confidence
Resolution. No man so outrageously de-
nounced the Government he had just sup-
ported, yet the very next seession he was
found a deserter from the Opposition and
a member of the very same Government.
No circus acrobat could beat him for sud-

den changes of position.

None of his (Mr. Adams’) friends had
anything against Mr. Fraser or Mr. Craw-
ford, while all were in accord with Mr.
Wedderburn,  Yet when he joined these
gentlemen he was called a traitor, because
Mr. Stevenson was also associated with
them. If, however, he onght to hate
Stevenson, he ought to hate Willis and
Covert more, because they deserted the
Oppoqxtmu in the time of need and trial.

He regretted very much the loss of a
supporter or friend and he was sorry if
there were any who still disapproved of
his course. He could only ask them to
have patience until the House met and the
Government submitted its bill of fare,
they did not find it such as they ought to
approve of, then he could not blame them
for being displeased.

Mr. Adams here referred to the pro-
minent position held by Messrs. Haning-
ton and Landry in the House which ex-
pired in'74 and the leading part which
the former, especially, took in its debates,
and he contrasted the Opposition of that
time with the party whichsucceededit. The
latter, he said, had discussed small ques-
tions in comparison with those which had
engaged the attention of their predeces-
sors. Messrs. Hanington and Landry
would not go into the Government, unless
they were satisfied that its policy would
be one which met their views in reference
to matters affecting the public interests,
This County, also, required an office such
ag that which had been offered to him,and
it*was much better that it should be held
here, where the lumber interests were so
important, than on the other side of the
Province. He felt that the County would
have condemned him had le\rejected the
office ahd when ofher conditions were
complied with he was free to accept it.

It was asked, how could an enquiry in-
to matters connected with the Chatham
Branch Railway be held under a Govern-
ment with any of the members of the late
Government in it? He had only to say
that more had been donein the direction
of such an enquiry since he went into the
Government, than during the previous four
years. How, it was asked, could Young,
Stevenson aud others who voted in favor
of the Report clearing Kelly of the charge
of appropriating §13,000 of the Chatham
Railway muney go jnto an honest investi-
gation of that Railway’s affairs ?—One of
the first conditions on which he entered
the Government was that a full, speedy
and Lompletv investigation of the Chatham
Branch Railway affairs should be had. The
Government had, before he joined them,
taken steps to protect their,interests in re-
spect of the $24,000 stock takenin behalf of
the Province. He told them that there was
distrust in the County in reference to the
matter of the Snowball mortgage. It was
felt that if the Company owed that gentle-

man $5,000 or, even, $10,000 it ought to ~

pay him, but not until he had paid np the
stock which he had subscribed, in the
same way as the Province had done. And
he would now tell the electors comething
which he had kept in reserve—as a shot
which he had kept in the locker until
nomination day--that Hon. Mr. Wedder-
burn an1 himself had been appointed by
the Lieut.-Governor to examine into the
Chatham Branch Railway matter. It had
also been qmd Hon. J. J. Fraser had pre-
pared Mr] Snowhall's mortage on the
Chatham Branch Railway and, therefore,
the Government could not be expected to
fairly investigate the matter. He had,
however, examined the records and found
thatMr. Wilkinson and not Hon. Attorney
General Fraser had prepared the mortage,
which was signed by/Directors Morrison,
Kelly and Letson, while the only man
who represented the Government paid up
stock—Wm. Murray Esq.,—had not sign-
ed. Mr. Fraser never saw the mortgage
and heard of it for the first time through
the advertisementof sale in the ‘V[IPAmcm
ADVANCE.

Another question asked was how the
country could accept the statement of the
Government in reference to the finances of
the Province, while members who were
parties to former disputed financial state-
ment were still in the Executive. Inreply
to this he would say that vhe second con-
dition on whichhe went into the Govern-
ment was that there should be a true and
clear statement of the Provincial finances
laid on the table the first day the House
met next session.

The third condition on which he entered
the Government was that in the manage-
ment of his Department all the appoint-
ments in the County should be made by
him from among those who lived in the
County. Northumberland contributed
$56,000 to the public revenue derivable
from Crown Lands and on looking over
the names of the Scalers he felt that the
appointments should be entirely under his
control. [Cries of ** That's right, turn
Barker out ! ’] It would be the same in
Gloucester, where the appointments would
be subject to the approval of the memhers
for that County.

Now, if those who had been so ready to
criticise his course adversely had only
waited a little before expressing them-
selves so freely they would have saved
themselves from saying a good many fool-
ish things. They had intimated a lack of
pluck on his part in accepting office, but
he had pluck enough to come back within
eight days of doing so and ask for the ap-
proval of the constituency. It had been

into the matter. The Chatham Railway
was organized under a Company and a
good many persons subscribed stock.
For himself, he might say he was cautious
to take only $3,00C worth of stock, as that
was an ameunt which he thonght he could
pay, if necessary, without embarrassment.
He believed other gentlemen took larger
amounts while many took smaller.
Whether they paid or not he would not
say, but as one of the subscribers of a con-
siderable amount—Mr. Anslow—was pre
sent he could, no doubt, inform them on
the subject.

He then
offered to take the Road off their hands
and pay its indebtedness. They declined
his offer and the work went on until
the company was liable for some $25,000.
Then the Directors said that if he would
pay the bills they would give a mortgage
on the road. He, however, did not care
to assume 80 great a burden aud he offer-
ed to share it with the several Directors,
but, after putting the question to each in

turn they refused. Henext presented the.

matter to Senator Muirhead, but after
taking a day to consider the matter that
gentleman declined to do anything. :
The rails being obtaingd on hie promise
that the road would be finished, and over
$50,000 being spent on the work already,
he felt that Chatham, the County, and in-
deed the country would be disgraced if it
was allowed to fail. He therefore pro-
posed to take security on the road and ad.
vance the five thousand then required and
also to pay the other liabilities as they fell
due. Instead of the road yowing him five
or ten thousand dollars, as sume said, it
now owed him from $20,000 to $30,000.

Mr. Snowball said he had been dving
business for 20 years on the Miramichi,
and had been among the electors since he
was 16 years old. He came before the
electors as Mr. Mitchell did, simply on
the ground of his ability and he wished
them to understand that. He did not
during the last campaign refer to his
business connection with the County. As
Mr. Mitchell had attacked him on account
of his business, he would be excused from
saying something about it.

It might be supposed by many aud, in-
deed, it had been said, that he had receiv-
ed assistance in business from outside
sources, but all the assistance he had re-
ceived was from his father. During the
time he had been in the County, he had
done a large lumbering aud fishing busi-
ness—the latter in fresh, pickled and can-
ned fish—and had invested some $100,000
in the promotion of the fisheries. He was
interested even in the deep sea fishing.
In milling he was also largely interested
and had many wills through the County,
and had lost two only a short time ago, on
one of wlich there was no insurance. If
his honorable friend would rake up these
matters he would say he thought,as far as
their business records went, they were
differently ~ situated. If the electors
thought that he (Mr. Snowball) was not
qualified to represent tl\em: however, he
did not waut them to elect him as their
representative.

Mr. Mitchell had asserted in Frederic-
ton, after the election five years ago that
he (Mr. Snowball) had purchased 830 votes
in the County

Mitchell asserted that he (Mr. S.) was
the distributor of the patronags of the
Dominion Government, but in this he was
wrong. Though officers of the Govern-
ment followed him around at the clection
five years ago and worked against him
none of them had been displaced at his
instance, with the exception, perhaps, of
Mr. Parker. Mr. Mitchell had been try-
ing to make them believe that he (Mr.
Snowball) distributed the patronage of the
1. C. R., but Mr. Mitchell had filled up
the offices in the County pretty well
himself, though he might have done more
in the way of securing postal accommoda-
tion. He only remembered two appoint-
ments that had been made at his'instance,
one of which was that of Mr. McNeil, for
whom hé got a situation at Weldford Sta-
tion, from which he,himself, subsequently
brought him to Chatbam Station. The
other was that of Mr. Gaynor. As to
other appointments he was ignorant. He
knew during the construction of the Inter-
colonial many men were employed on
locomotives, but men afterwards came
through with their locomotives. It was
quite well known that there were no
trained railway men at firet in the County,
while it was difficult to find competert
engineers, even for the mills,

He did not hold himself responsible for
the administration of Sir John A, Mae-
donald or that of Mr. Mackenzie, but
when he went to the next Parliament he
would then be responsible for his course.
He kuew. that Sir John had been con-
demaoed for stealing $360,0€0, with which
to corrapt electors, and that Mr. Mitchell
was a mewber of that condemned and
guilty Government.

He (Mr. Snowball) had nothing to do
with expenditures such as that for the
Fort Francis Locks or the other works
and “‘ jobs " referred to by Mr, Mitehell.
He, however, did remember that the ap-
propriation for the' Fort Francis Locks
was made by the very Parliament of which
Mr. Mitchell was a member, so the Parlia-
ment shared the ‘mistake, if any was
made.

He disclaimed any knowledge of wrong
doing by Mr. Mackenzie in the Steel Rails
matter. He believed Mr. Mackenzie
bought rails at £12,17,6 per ton, when the
Chief Engineer advised him to do so, and
to give the people of the western provinces
assurance that the Government was acting
in good faith in the Pacific railway matter ;
but if blame was to attach to a purchase
of rails at that figure, what was to be said of
the purchase by Mr. Mitchell’s Government,
from a late patner of Mitchell’s of rails at
£17 per ton, and of the swindle subse-
quently exposed in the courts of England
by which Haws was allowed to wrongful-
ly pocket thousands of dollars of the pub-
lic money of Canada. Mr. Mackenzie was
exonerated by Dr. Tupper in Parliament
from blame iu the matter of purchasing the
rails referred to, but Tupper made political
capital out of the transaction afterwards
at Pic-nics, rails having then gone dewn
as low as £9 per ton. A few yeais ago it
was thought that lumber had gone down
to the Jowest figure and six dollars were
paid for logs which the buyer would
have been glad to sell again for $5. Any
man might errin judg}rgent and it was con-
ceded that Mr. Mackepzie did so in pur-
chasing the stecl rails, but that was no
reason why his political integrity should
be assailed.

Referring to the work done.at Indian-
town he said he never saw the man who
superintended it. He believed the man,
with his party and plant, was engaged in
some work of a similar character on the
St. John River and as it was late in the
season and it was thought he could do the
| work more expeditiously, as well as
cheaply on account of having the plant at
hand, he was entrusted with it.

The Government paid
up its stock of $24,000 and the enquiry
would be asto why other stockholders
had not paid up.

MR. MITCHEI L AGAIN,

Mr. Mitchell again addressed the clec-
tors. He said he had ‘been a member of
the Macdonald Ministry and was tried by
the constituency on the Pacific Scandal
matter five years ago. He was then
acquitted by a majority of 492 votes and
would be sustained at the coming election
by even a larger majority.

He had never said that Mackenzie
pocketed the $2,000,000 lost to theconntry
by the steel rails purchase, but that the
rails were purchased four years before
they were wanted which shewed a want
of judgment. Mr. Snowball had no right
to say Sir John stole $350,000. He did
not steal a cent. Mr, Mitchell next re-
ferred to the Pacific Railway, stating how
an American Company which he said
Mackenzie's party was in league with,
desired the road partly through American
territory, so as to take the traffic down to
New York, but Sir John had striven
against this and was trying to combine the
Western interests with those of Montreal
8o as to secure the whole benefit of the
great work for Canada and Canadians.
The Pacific Railway was a road that Mr.

Mackenzie had said would cost $200,- |

000,000 to build but under Sir John's
arrangement it was to be built by Sir
Hugh Ajlaw’s Company for $30,000,000

the Chief of the New York Bureau of
Statistics, showing the value of the im-
ports and exports of the United States
carried respectively in United States and
Foreign vessels daring the fifty-seven fis-
cal years ended June 30th 1877, with the
percentage carried in American vessels.

It shows that in 1821 the amount
of trade was $127,559,698, of which
$113,201,462 was carriéyl in American
vessels and Sl4,358:2§5 in Foreign
vessels, the Americans having the ad-
vantage of 88.7 of their own shipping
trade.

In 1859 the trade was $762,288,550,
of which $507,247,757 was carried in
American vessels and £255,040,793 in
foreign vessels, the Americans having
66.5 of their own shipping trade.

During the above period of forty
years the tariff of the United States
was a liberal one, fonnded on that of
Great DBritain. With the war, how-
ever, came the * protection™ policy of
the Untted States, which the so called
Liberal-Conservative Party would have
Canada adopt as a model. The result
was that in 1864, when the 'total trade
was $669,855,064, only $184,061,486
was carried in United States vessels,
while foreign vessels carried $485,-
793,048, the United States’ share
of their own carrying trade .being
reduced to 27.5. It may be urged
by some that this loss of carrying trade
was due to the war.” If that were so
we would expect to find an improve-
ment after 1864. Well there was an
improvement up to 1870, when the
Protective policy began to show its ef-
fects on the whole trade of the country,
so that in 1877 when the total of Ameri-
can shipping trade was $1,176,5680,817,
but $316,660,281 was carried in United
States vessels, while Foreign vessels
carried $859,920,536, the United States’
share of their own trade being only
26.9.

The statement referred to also shows
that during the ten years preceding the
introduction of the Protective Tariff in
the United States, the increase of the
shipping trade,was in much greater ratio
than during the subsequent serenteen
years under Protection. The portion of
the table showing this state of things
and also the decline of the American
carrying trade, is as follows ;

blow to our shipping interests through
which the Maritime Provinces are so
favorably known abroad -and steadily
enriched at home.

Hon. Mr, Tmev:

Hon. 8. L. Tilley addressed a large
audience in the Machanic’s Institute,St.
John, on Friday evening last, on politi-
cal matters. He first went into person-
al explanations and saidon his return
from England in 1875, his colleagues
told him that certain circumstances had
almost led them to make a Lieut.-Gov-
ernor of him.  His reply was that those
circamstances had now ceased to exist
and he had not the most remote idea’of
accepting it. He said the same thing"
to the Governor-General on the follow-
ing day. It was three days before Bir
John announced in Parliament his in-
tention to resign, that he (Mr. Tilley)
made the speech in which he said he
wonld ““ go down with the ship,” and it
was not until the morning after Sir
John’s declaration of that intention
that he told him (Mr. Tilley) that he
would make the appointment.

Now, we have the best of reasofis for
believing that had Mr. Tilley known
Sir John to be the guilty man he was,
| he would not have made the speech in
which he declared his intention of going
““down with theship.” Mr. Tilley has,
since his appointment as Lieut-Govern-
| or, adinitted that he was deccived as to
Sir John'’s guilt—that he believed Sir
John when he called heaven to witness
that his hands were clean, just as the
Governor-General believed his personal
assurance to the same effect. What
Mr. Tilley’s friends have a right to ask
is whether he now justifies Sir John in
accepting -Sir Hugh Allan’s meney,
which all Canada knows was used in
corrupting Canadian Constituencies.
Sir John, Dr. Tupper, Mr. Langevin,
Mr. Macdougall and the whole line of
Conservatives, down even to Mr. Mit-
chell declare that Sir John did nothing
wrong. Is Mr. Tilley of the same
opinion and, in any case, why was he
silent on the point.

Mr. Tilley arraigned Mr. Cartwright’s
fiscal policy and claimed that he, him-
self, when Finance Minister, had mark-
ed out a much better one. He would
not impose duties on ships’ materials,
would not have changed the tea tariff,
wouid havé a differential duty on sugar,
would have free raw materials and free
machinery which could not be made in
Canada. He found fault with the man-
ner of imposing duty on the
man’s tobacco” and in the matter of
brandy and wines thought the former
was proportionally too high. He would
readjust the tariff on non-enumerated
articles and when the revenue was de-
creased by non-importation, ‘‘get re-
venue from men engaged in these in-
dustries "—viz., the industries protect-
ed. y

Just here it might be well to ask Mr.
Tilley to explain how he could tax the
tea, coffee, flour, tobacco, liquors, ete.,
of'the workmen engaged in ‘manufac-
tures without also obliging the farmer, |
fisherman and lumberer to pay the piper |
as well. ‘

Mv. Tilley said, *“if he had been in
the House last session when it avas
proposed to tax flon*and coal he ‘\(i\l‘d
have voted against the motion, *“ but he
would reimpose these duties in circuni-
stances similar to those attending the
Washington Treaty negotiations.”

The above indicates clearly that Mr.
Tilley is now in favor of taxing both
coal and flour, for his argument is that
when it was proposed in 1871 under the
Macdonald Government’s - “ mational
policy ” to tax coal and flour)yjt _Jvas
with a view of forcing the United
States into a reciprocity policy. Mr.
Tillsy’s party holds that *“ a reciprocity
of tariffs” is again desirable above all
things, hence flonr and coal ought to be
taxed, according to their theory.

Mr. Tilley reiterated a good many of
the charges wmade againet the Mackenzie
Government in respect of their general
admiunistration and said he differed from
Mr. Mackenzie who had declared that’
he was sure of the continuned success of
his Government for the next five years.
If he (Mr. Tilley) was elecjed and had
to remain in Oppositiun/ﬂc could not
be accused of sclfishnegs. The Mac-
kenzie Government ought to be con-
demned because they had not reduced
expenditures in the Departments and
on public works.

The hon. gentleman is said to have
made a good immediate effect upon his
aundience, and indeed it could not be
otherwise, in view of his high character,
eloquence and great personal popularity,
but the speech lacked the old-time
sincerity with whizh Mr. Tilley used to
produce lasting impressions and carry
the people with him.

But
Mr. Mitchell very properly says that the
question to be determined in the elections
is whether Mr. Mackenzie and his Govern-
ment should besustained or that of Sir
John A. Macdonald restored. That being
the case, the electors of Northumberland
who, with ourselves, believed that Mr.
Mackenzie’s administration is most in the
interest of the country will be compelled
to vote for Mr. Snowball.

Mr. Mitchell, who is a most plucky op-
ponent assumed the offensive as regards

to the representation of the County in the
next Parliament of Canada. Mr. Mitchell
found fault with Mr. Snowball for send-
ing his political circulars through the
post office and sending men around with
‘his nomination papers. The St. John
Candidates, some of them, in particular,
could not regard these offences as other-
wise than quite venial. Mr. Mitchell
went over a number of the staple charg-
es against the Government, and at the
same time justified the Pacific Scandal,
which as we. all know was condemned
by the ‘‘aroused public conscience” of
Canada. The man who justifies the
Pacidc Scandal and harps on a number of
oft-answered and  entirely unproved
charges does not occupy a very enviable
position. There is one statement which
oue should hardly have expected Mr.
Mitchell to make, namely, that the rails
purchased by his Lrother-in-law, Mr.
Haws, were purchased under the Mac-
kenzie Government. That is literally
true, but it conveys a wronz impression.
The purchase was made immediately on
the accession of the new Government to
power, and without their authority. It
was made by direction of ‘Mr. Carvell,
who naturally wished to have the patron-
age shared by his friends, as under the
former 7egime, but who never dreamt that
Mr. Haivs would act unjustly by the de-
partment. We believe that a more honest
and conscientious man than Mr. Carvell
could not easily be found, and that he has
suffered most unjustly by the acts of the
men to whom, by Mr. Mitchell’s directions
and those of the other members of the
Government, he was in the habit of send-
ing orders. Mr. Carvell is an officer who
has claims on the Minister of Public
‘Works for a long period of service—claims
which we submit to Mr. Mackenzie should
be considered, now that the dishonest con-
duct of Haws has been fully established
and that no evidence or presumption
exists that Mr. Carvell knew anything of
such dishonesty ; still Jess that he profited
by it. We do not like the way in which
Mr. Mitchell treats this matter. It was
because he had directed the orders for
rails to be sent to Haws that Mr. Carvell
followed up the usunal paractice, without
that a due consideration which would have
led him to consult the Minister of Public
Works.

Mr. Mitchell glanced at the question of
the tariff, and took refuge in “readjust-
ment,” as if that were a dividing line be-
tween papties and as if all Governments
when they need to increase the revenue
did not go into “*readjustment.” Butthe
electors of Northumberland and of Char-
lotte and other Counties as well, will un-
derstand that ‘‘ readjustment” means a
tax of 50 cents or perhaps a $1 on
flour, an article which the Maritime
Provinces requires to the extent of 700,-
000 barrels ; it means 75 cents or §1 a
chaldron on coal ; it means a tax on corn,
of which our lumbermen use so much ; a
tax on wheat which Canadian millers buy
in the United States and grind in Canada ;
taxesthat would fall heavily on the lumber-
men ; a tax on salt which would fall heavily
on the fishermen and dairyman, and, in-
deed, many other new taxes, which we
are to accept as a sort of soothing syrup,
under the name of *readjustment.”
Even as to this euphemism for high Pro-
tection duties, the Torenlo ' Mail of latest
date states that no one.is'yet authorized
to deal with the tariff—that matter is to
be deferred till after the elections! But
it is not deferred in the West, where the
high Protection schemes are pressed on
the electors in order to commend the Con-
servatives to popular favor. The Mail
does not like the aversion shown in the
Maritime Provinces to the taxes on coal,
fuel, ete., and hence its statement. Mr.
Snowball seems to have answered Mr.
Mitchell very thoroughly, and to have
done himself no little credit.
