Wednesday of last week was the day 
fixed for nomination to till the vacancy 
in the New Brunswick legislature, caused 
by the acceptance of the Surveyor General­
ship of the Province by Hon. Michael 
Adams. John Shirretf Esq., High Sheriff 
opened his Court at the usual hour and it 
was kept open till two o’clock, just before 
that, however, some two hundred persons 
—principally electors—were present and 
James Brown, Esq.,of Newcastle, address­
ing tho Sheriff, nominated Mr. Adams, 
seconded by John O’Brien, Esq., of Nelson 
and several hundred others, whose names 
were read.

There being no other nomination the 
Sheriff declared Mr. Adams elected by 
acclamation. Just as the announcement 
was made a salute was fired by the New­
castle Battery of Artillery, and amid the 
cheering and firing of the guns Mr. 
Adams took the floor.

He returned thanks to the Sheriff for 
the able, discreet aud honest manner in 
which he had conducted^this and other 
elections, and said he had always found 
him courteous and considerate in the ap­
pointment of the officers who were re­
quired by law- to assist him. He also 
thanked Mr. Brown, his principal nominor, 
who, though opposed to him in ’7Фоп the 
great question upon which that election 
turned, ha<l recognised the fact that he 
had been sufficiently punished at that 
time, and had nominated him in the late 
general election, as well as on the present 
occasion. He also felt gia'eful to the 
other gentlemen who had signed his nom­
ination.

He knew that his course in allying him­
self with the Government had taken a 
good many people by surprise and some of 
those who had so handsomely supported 
him in the late election doubted the sound­
ness of his judgment in the matter. It 
was urged by some, he believed, that he 
should have consulted with gentlemen in 
opposition and been governed bÿ them 
and, without waiting for explanations 
from him, his enemies had busied them­
selves creating distrust—men who by their 
blunders anil incompetency had assisted 
in cheating t'ue County of her rights and 
who, even after their blundering, lie had 
helped to stem adverse public opinion. 
It was a matter of surprise to him when 
he was told that many of the men who 
helped to return him at the head of the 
poll, thought him capable of forfeiting 
his public pledges. He felt they ought to 
trust him until he had a hearing before 
cuiuleming him, but lie took to-day’s pro­
ceedings as the voice of the constituency 
expressing its confidence in him still and 
approving of the course he had taken in 
conjunction with Messrs. Landry and 
Hanington. *•

He challenged the gentlemen who ran in 
the late election with him and those who 
heard him during the canvass and on 
Nomination day, to say whether he had 
uttered one word that could be construed 
as inconsistent with the position in which 
they found him to-day. Many present 
would remember that on Nomination day, 
standing in front of this Court House, he 
said —“ We cannot redeem the past- the 
“ losses that have accrued cannot be re- 
“ covered. Let no man mistake my posi- 
“ tion here to-day and let no man here- 
“ after cast up to me that I betrayed the 
“ rights and interests of my County. If 
“ in the reconstruction of the Government 
“due regard is not hail to the claims of

and complete investigation of the Chatham 
Branch Railway affairs should be had. The 
Government hail, before he joined them, 
tal^en steps to protect theirjnterests in re­
spect of the $24,000 stock taken in behalf of 
the Province. He told them that there was 
distrust in the County in reference to the 
matter of the Snowball mortgage. It was 
felt that if the Company owed that gentle­
man $5,000 or, even, $10,000 it ought to-^ 
pay him, but not until ho had paid np the 
stock which he had subscribed, in the 
same way as the Province had done. And 
he would now tell the electors something 
which he had kept in reserve—as a shot 
which he had kept in the locker until 
nomination day -that Hon. Mr. Wedder- 
burn and himself had been appointed by 
the Lieut.-Governor to examine into the 
Chatham Branch Railway matter. It hail 
also been ^aid Hon. J. J. Fraser had pre­
pared Mri Snowball's mortage on the 
Chatham Branch Railway and, therefore, 
the Government could not be expected to 
fairly investigate the matter. He had, 
however, examined the records and found 
that Mr. Wilkinson and not Hon. Attorney 
General Fraser had prepared the mortage, v 
which was signed by/Directors Morrison, 
Kelly and Letson, while the only man 
who represented the Government paid up 
stock—Wm. Murray Esq.,—had not sign­
ed. Mr. Fraser never saw the mortgage 
and heard of it fur the first time through 
the advertisementof sale in the Miramichi 
Advance.

He was waiting for an 
opportunity to refute certain slanders and 
see if they were supported by the man in 
whose interests they were made, and he 
would ask the people if they would sup­
port a Government which was raining thé" 
country. For himself he was for Sir John 
A. Macdonald’s policy, as expounded by 
Mr. Tilley, and he would be "prepared to 
discuss it on the hustings with Mackenzie 
or any other man. He was in favor of a 
policy which would keep tile young men 
and women in the country, and that would 
not kill out every manufacture. Mr. 
Mackenzie declared the country must have 
free trade and he would put the issue— 
Caffada had had free trade since 1856 and 
reciprocity up to 1866 and her affairs 
were prosperous, while the United States 
were opened to her agricultural products, 
lumber and fish. From the time of the 
repeal of Reciprocity, as the cost of 
labor and money advanced in the States, 
Canada could stil^ compete with her in 
many things, but when her money got more 
on a level with gold we could not.

In answer to repeated calls
MR. SNOWBALL

took the floor and said that he had no idea 
of appearing before the meeting at that 
time as a candidate in the ensuing general 
election, but as Mr. Mitchell had opened 
the matter up he might as well announce 
the fact that he was a candidate and that 
his prospects of election were good. There 
were some remarks made by Mr. Adams 
in connection with the Chatham Railway 
which he would first refer to. He was 
pleased that Mr. Adams was one of those 
appointed by the Government to enquire 
into the matter. The Chatham Railway 
was organized under a Company and a 
good many persons subscribed stock. 
For himself, he might say he was cautious 
to take only $3,00C worth of stock, as that 
was an ameunt which he thought he could 
pay, if necessary, without embarrassment. 
He believed other gentlemen took larger 
amounts while many took smaller. 
Whether they paid or not he would not 
say, but as one of the subscribers of a con­
siderable amount—Mr. Anslow—was pre 
sent he could, no doubt, inform them on 
the subject. When the Company had about 
expended the fifty-six thousand dollars of 
Government money, and the Road was not 
nearly finished, he was asked by the Di­
rectors to go to Ottawa and endeavor to 
get the Dominion Go\rernmeut to buy and 
run it as part of the Intercolonial, He 
offered it for $40,000. The offer was not 
accepted, and he then secured.» loan of 
rails. Before the road was finished and 
on his return from a trip to England he 
attended a meeting of Directors at which 
a statement was exhibited showing liabili­
ties to the amount of $17,000. He then 
offered to take the Road off their hands 
and pay its indebtedness. They declined 
his offer and the work went on until 
the company was liable for some $25,000. 
Then the Directors said that if he would 
pay the bills they would give a mortgage 
on the road. He, however, did not 
to assume so great a burden aud he offer­
ed to share it with the several Directors, 
but, after putting the question to each in 
turn they refused. He next presented the 
matter to Senator Muirhead, but after 
taking a day to consider the matter that 
gentleman declined to do anything.

The rails being obtaiuçd 
that the road would be finished, and 
$50,000 being spent on the work already, 
he felt that Chatham, the County, and in­
deed the country would be disgraced if it 
was allowed to fail He therefore pçp- 
posed to take security on the road and ad- 
vance the five thousand then required and 
also to pay the other liabilities as they fell 
due. Instead of the road vowing Him five 
or ten thousand dollars, as 
now owed him from $20,000 to $30,000. 
It had been a constant expense to him in­
stead of a gain, as he was obliged to pay 
the cost of running it which was much 
greater than the receipts. He thought he 
deserved credit, rather than blame for 
dertakiug such a responsibility. He did 
not wonder at the reports set afloat with a 
view of implicating him in some wrong­
doings connected with the Road, for Mr. 
Mitchell had been it» enemy from the first. 
He said that it was so hopelessly involved 
in debt that neither Snowball nor anyone 
else could extricate it.

Hon. S. L. Tilley addressed a large 
audience in the Machanic’s Institute,St. 
-John, on Friday evening last, on politi­
cal matters. He first went into person­
al explanations and saitUon his return 
from England in 1873, his colleagues 
told him that certain circumstances had 
almost led them to make a Lieut.-Gov- 
emor of him. His reply was that those 
circumstances had now ceased to exist 
and lie had not the most remote idea^of 
accepting it. He said the same thing4 
to the Governor-General on the follow­
ing day. It was three days before Sir 
John announced in Parliament his in­
tention to resign, that he (Mr. Tilley) 
made the speech in which lie said he 
would “ go down with the ship,” and it 
was not until the mçrning after Sir 
John’s declaration of that intention 
that he told him (Mr. Tilley) that he 
would make the appointment.

Now, we have the best of reasons for 
believing that had Mr. Tilley known 
Sir John to be the guilty man he was, 
he would not have made the speech in 
xvliich he declared his intention of going 
“ down with the ship.” Mr. Tilley has, 
since his appointment as Lieut-Govern- 
or, admitted that he was deceived as to 
Sir John’s guilt—that he believed Sir 
John when he called heaven to witness 
that his hands were clean, just as the 
Governor-General believed his personal 
assurance to the same effect. What 
Mr. Tilley’s friends have a right to ask 
is whether he now justifies Sir John in 
accepting Sir Hugh Allan’s money, 
which all Canada knows was used in 
corrupting Canadian Constituencies. 
Sir John, Dr. Tupper, Mr. Langevin, 
Mr. Macdougall and the whole line of 
Conservatives, down even to Mr. Mit­
chell declare that Sir John did nothing 
wrong. Is Mr. Tilley of the same 
opinion and, in any case, why was he 
silent on the point.

Mr. Tilley arraigned Mr. Cartwright’s 
fiscal policy and claimed that he, him­
self, when Finance Minister, had mark­
ed out a much better one. He would 
not impose duties on ships’ material», 
would not have changed the tea tariff, 
would have a differential duty on sugar, 
xvould have free row materials and free 
machinery which could not be made in 
Canada. He found fault with the man­
ner of imposing duty on the “poor 
man’s tobacco ” and in the matter of 
brandy and wines thought the former 
was proportionally too high. He would 
readjust the tariff on non-enumerated 
articles and when the revenue was de­
creased by non-importation, “get re­
venue from men engaged in these in­
dustries”—viя., the industries protect­

ion.
[Mr. Snowball at this moment entered 

the Court Room, and said “Go on, Sir, 
I’m here”.]

Mr. Mitchell said he had experienced 
great pleasure in listening to the explana­
tion* of Mr. Adams. It was a proud day 
■for them to find the sons of Northumber­
land thus taking a leading position. He 
regretted that there was not that harmony 
among the representatives of the County 
that there might be, but he would say for 
Mr. Gillespie, that although, at the first 
bluah, he might appear to have acted im­
prudently, he would advise Mr. Adams to 
try and act in harmony with all the mem­
bers tor the County. Now the battle was 
over and he was in the saddle, he could 
afford to be both just and generous. He, 
(Mr. Mitchell, ) however, was not there to 
discima local, but Dominion politics, aud 
there were some charges which hie lion, 
opponent would perhaps answer.

He did no* think that at the present 
tpne he ought to enter at large on Domin- 
ion questions, for they would be discussed 
at a later period in the contest. When 
the election would be brought on he could 
not say, as Mackenzie kept that informa­
tion from the opponents of the Govern­
ment All the information he had upon 
the subject was conveyed in a circular sent 
by hi* opponent to the electors of the 
County in which it was stated that the 
Dominion elections would be held towards 
the end of September or in the beginning 
of October. He had been 24 years a mem­
ber of Parliament, in one House or another, 
and his record was well known. He 
would appeal on that to the ’electors and 
would not send circulars through the 
mails, nor yet have Requisitions carried 
about by men hired for the purpose. He 
proposed to visit the residqpces of all the 

* electors and ask them for their votes— 
he who had fought their battles hitherto 
when greater men had failed, he who took 
up the gage and won in the face of defeat 
when the man who aspired to his position 
was almost in his infancy. When others 
gave np the battle of Confederation it was 
he who with undaunted pluck would not 
yield. It was a magnificent idea of his— 
this consolidation of the British possessions 
in North America from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific. His chief object, however, was 
the opening up of the country then isolat­
ed, and he desired the people should have 
railway communication with the outside 
world, so that in dull times the young 
men of the country might go away and 
get employment and those at home could 
get their food cheaply. How would they 
get their flour at $5.00 a barrel, hut for 
the Intercolonial, and no one would deny 
but that this state of things was due to 
Peter Mitchell. He referred to the de­
pressed condition of the country before 
1853, when he went into business, and 
claimed that it was to him the people of 
Miramichi were indebted for the intro­
duction of the system of cash payments.

It was true, he was not fortunate in 
business, yet from that day, whatever the 
position he had occupied, he had endeavor­
ed to do hie best for the County, and to 
infuse in the breasts of its people a spirit 
of independence.
* He then referred to the history of Con­
federation and of the Intercolonial and 
said he had always stood in the breach. 
The question of location of the Railway 
was debated 8 or 9 months, and the St. 
John interest was three to one, but he and 
Mr. McMillan of Reatigouche prevailed, 
and if the County had not had a man able 
to present the arguments in favor of its 
present route,the Railway would hare been 
located on the 8k John River ; yèt it was 
often asked what Peter Mitchell had done 
for the County? He would ask what had he 
not done! Who was the man who led the 
hosts? Who was the leading figure in the 
politics of that time? It was Peter Mit. 
chell !

He again referred to the uncertainty of 
the time when the election would be held, 
but said he would not have recourse to the 
influences which Mr. Snowball had brought 
to hear. In the contest five years ago 
Mr. Snowball received and read a telegram 
to the effect that the. patronage of the 
County would be placed in his hands 
whether he was elected or not, and how 
had he

Mitchell asserted that he (Mr. S.) was 
the distributor of the patronag* of the 
Dominiou Government, but in this he xvas 
wrong. Though officers of the Govern­
ment followed him around at the election 
five years ago and worked against him 
none of them had been displaced at his 
instance, with the exception, perhaps, of 
Mr. Parker. Mr. Mitchell bail been try­
ing to make them believe that he (Mr. 
Snowball) distributed the patronage of the 
1. C. R., but Mr. Mitchell had filled up 
the offices in the County pretty well 
himself, though he might have done more 
in the way of scouring postal accommoda­
tion. He only rememliered two appoint­
ments that had been made at his’instance, 
one of which was that of Mr. McNeil, for 
whom lie got a situation at Weldford Sta­
tion, from which he,himself, subsequently 
brought him to Chatham Station. The 
other was that of Mr. G ay nor. As to 
other appointments he xvas ignorant. He 
knew during the construction of the Inter­
colonial many men were employed on 
locomotives, but men afterwards came 
throngh with their locomotixres. It was 
quite well known that there were no 
trained railway men at first in the County, 
while it was difficult to find competer.t 
engineers, even for the mills.

He did not hold himself responsible for 
the administration of Sir John A. Mac­
donald or that of Mr. Mackenzie, hut 
when he w#nt to the next Parliament he 
would then be responsible for his course. 
He knew that Sir John had been con­
demned for stealing $360,000, with which 
to corrupt electors, and that Mr. Mitchell 
was a member of that condemned and 
guilty Gox’emraent.

He (Mr. Snowball) had nothing to do 
with expenditures such as that for the 
Fort Francis Locks or the other works 
and “jobs ” referred to by Mr. Mitchell. 
He, however, did remember that the ap­
propriation for the* Fort Francis Locke 
was made by the very Parliament of which 
Mr. Mitchell was a member, so the Parlia­
ment shared the Inistnke, if any was

He disclaimed any knowledge of xx’rong 
doing by Mr. Mackenzie in the Steel Rails 
matter. He believed Mr. Mackenzie 
bought rails at £12,17,6 per ton, when the 
Chief Engineer advised him to do so, and 
to gix’e the people of the western provinces 
assurance that the Government was acting 
in good faith in the Pacific railway matter ; 
but if blame was to attach to a purchase 
of rails at that figure, what was to be said of 
the purchase by Mr. Mitchell’s Government, 
from a late patner of Mitchell’s of rails at 
£17 per ton, and of the swindle subse­
quently exposed in the courts of England 
by which Haws was allowed to wrongful­
ly pocket thousands of dollars of the pub­
lic money of Canada. Mr. Mackenzie was 
exonerated by Dr. Tupper in Parliament 
from blame in the matter of purchasing the 
rails referred to, but Tupper made political 
capital out of the transaction afterwards 
at Pic-nics, rails having then gone down 
as low as £9 per ton. A few yeais ago it 
was thought that lumber had gone down 
to the lowest figure and six dollars were 
paid for logs which the buyer would 
have been glad to sell again for $5. Any 
man might err in judgment and it was con­
ceded that Mr. Mackenzie did so ill pur­
chasing the steel rails, but that xxas no 
reason xvby bis political integrity should 
be assailed.

Referring to the work dorïè\at Indian- 
town he said he never saw the man who 
superintended, it.

Uu the Miramichi we 
had taken to spruce logs rather than the 
cultivation of the soil and our prospects 
were dependent on the price of lumber in 
England. He could not hold Mr. Mac­
kenzie responsible because deals had de­
clined in price,any more than he could Jor 
the consequences which all our people felt. 
In this connection he might apply the 
same to steel rails and say that Mr. Mac­
kenzie could not know they were-going to 
decline all the way from £17 down to £9 
per ton and it xvas childish for ro old a 
politician *.o talk about such matters in 
the way Mr. Mitchell had done.

But Mr. Mitchell claimed,now,that our 
manufactures needed protection. He 
would like to knoxv wliat xve had to pro­
tect in that line? More goo Is that Cana­
da could manu facture to advantage xvere 
now' made—mure than there xvas market for. 
If the manufacturer was to be further pro­
tected the farmer would justly claim the 
same favor. Mr. Mitchell would support 
Sir. John A. Macdonald xvith his 35% 
tariff, xvhich xvould not benefit one man be­
fore him but cause them to pay increased 
taxation. If the Canadian manufacturer 
must be protected from American manu­
factures the Canadian farmer must be pro­
tected from American flour. One wants 
this protected and another that. He re­
membered that one member on the Pro­
tection side in Parliament wanted a tax of 
$1 a barrel on flour, w'hile another moved 
for a duty on coals. Did the people of the 
Miramichi favor that kind of a policy?—yet 
Sir. John supported it and Mr. Mitchell 
would support it, ]t was a policy to 
catch Ontario and Nova Scotia. If it pre­
vailed there could not be a raft towed or 
* man fed at any profit on our rivers. He be­
lieved that every man of means in this 
County was now engaged to the extent of 
his capital. There xvas no idle capital in 
this part of the country, except in the 
Savings Bank, and bethought the experi­
ence of Miramichi people u'ith joint stock 
enterprises was such as not to indue?

He believed he had now about covered 
the ground gone over by Mr. Mitchell.

Port of Chatham-Mr. Mitchell glanced at the question of 
the tariff*, and took refuge in “readjust­
ment,” as if that were a dividing liue be­
tween parties and as if all Governments 
when they need to increase the revenue 
did not go into “ readjustment ” But the 
electors of Northumberland and of Char­
lotte and other Counties as well, will un­
derstand that “ readjustment" means a 
tax of 50 cents or perhaps a $1 ^baa^l on 
flour, an article which the Maritime 
Provinces requires to the extent of 700, - 
000 barrels ; it means 75 cents or $1 a 
chaldron on coal ; it means a tax on corn, 
of which our lumbermen use so much ; a 
tax on wheat which Canadian millers buy 
in the United States and grind in Canada ; 
taxes that would fall heavily on the lumber­
men ; a tax on salt which would fall heavily 
on the fishermen and dairyman, and, in­
deed, many other new taxes, which we 
are to accept as a sort of soothing syrup, 
under the name of “ readjustment.” 
Even as to this euphemism for high Pro­
tection duties, the Toronto Mail of latest 
date states that no oneXis yet authorized 
to deal with the tariff— that matter is to 
be deferred till after the elections ! But 
it is not deferred in the West, \t here the 
high Protection schemes are pressed on 
the electors in order to commend the Con­
servatives to popular favor. The Mail 
does not like the aversion shown in the 
Maritime Provinces to the taxes on coal, 
fuel, etc., and hence its statement. Mr. 
Snowball seems to have answered Mr.
