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In the police court this morning, 

Harbor Master Farris preferred two 
charges against Captain Furneaux of 
the Furness Liner London City. The 
first charge was for taking a berth not 
allotted to him, for which there is a 
penalty of $20, and the second charge 
was for neglecting to move when or­
dered by the Harbor Master. For this 
latter offence there is a fine of $100.

Captain Furneaux was represented 
by J. В. M. Baxter, while George E. 
Henderson conducted the case for 
the Harbor Master.

Mr. Baxter explained to the court 
that there had been an error. It was 
supposed by the Furness people that 
the vacant berth was the only one 
available, as there was a schooner at 
the Corporation wharf, so instead of 
anchoring in the stream the London 
City docked at the Petttngill wharf 
and has discharged cargo there.

Harbor Master Farris said that his 
request was that the London 
should anchor in the stream and when 
he found that the steamer was in the 
berth allotted to the Plckford and 
Black liner he could not see the cap­
tain on the steamer and ordered the 
chief officer to move the ship astern 
and take the berth that had been oc­
cupied by the schooner. This was not 
done and the result was that the 
Ocamo and the schooner were idle all 
day yesterday. What he wanted to 
know was whether he was master of 
the harbor or something else.

Mr. Baxter said th^t-he argued that 
the harbor facilities were not sufficient 
for the amoifht of shipping that comes 
to the port. It was regrettable that 
the chief officer did not move the ship 
In the absence of the captain. The 
Furness Liners have been coming 
here for years and have been using 
this and other berths.

PARIS, Jan. 29—The French Acad­
emy of Sciences has received from the 
Prince of Monaco a report bn the chief 
features of his scientific campaign in 
the Arctic last year.. Nine nationalities 
were represented among the scientists 
aboard the two vessels, the Princess 
Alice and Qvedfjord. The most diffi­
cult work was the the geodetic survey 
of the hitherto unexplored mountain 
region of Spitsbergen. Under the guid­
ance of Captain Isaacson, who was with 
Sverdrup, on the Fram expedition, a 
party of seven Nerwegians and one 
Frenchman covered 1600 miles over the 
interior glaciers camping between the 
crevices without other resources than 
those carried by their dog train. The 
party obtained a complete chart of the 
region which is covered with glaciers, 
only the summits of the mountains 
showing above the ice. The meteorolo­
gical experiments were especially in­
teresting. Pilot balloons despatched 
from the Princess Alice, explored the 
atmosphere up to the hitherto unat­
tained height of 90,000 feet. The air was 
pure, so pure that the tiny balloons, 
which only measured three feet in di­
ameter, could be followed with the eye 
for a distance of 128 miles. During the 
hydrographic researches in day, ice­
bergs of exceptional dimensions were 
observed. Their circumference was 
much as 1800 feet and their height 90.

In Portland the rate Is $2 a day when 
a man Joins the force, $2.25 for the first 
two years and afterwards $2.50.The two 
deputy marshals get $1,100 a year. 
Their position is the same as that of 
the deputy chief here. Since these fig­
ures were obtained, said the deputy, 
the wages have been again increased 
in Portland. In Ottawa, Winnipeg, 
London, Ont., and Halifax the wages 
are higher than here. In Portland 
there are three shifts instead of two as 
here. The patrolmen here are paid 
much less than the street railway em­
ployes. Police duty requires the best 
men physically; It requires men with 
good common sense and with a good 
know-ledge of the common law and a 
thorough knowledge of the by-laws. It

With all due respect to these Ottawa 
thinkers who, by the way, are not 
called upon to pay for the wharves at 
St. John, the Star is of the opinion that 

I this city should undertake nothing 
more than the work now in hand. We 
have provided for a really wonderful 
traffic, have spent enormous sums of 
money and received very little In di­
rect return, and in short have done 
more for Canada as a whole than any 
other city in the Dominion. We are 
heavily burdened now and cannot in­
volve ourselves in further indebted­
ness. The limit has been reached and 
if the country desires to make use of 
our harbor, the country must pay for 
the additional facilities. It Is ridiculous 
to expect that a city of this size should 
keep on spending hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars yearly to provide 
berths for the benefit of the country’s 
traffic, especially when other ports are 
receiving material assistance. The gov­
ernment has in the past been very gen­
erous with St. John in the way of- pro­
viding the dredging; the same generos­
ity will no doubt be extended In the 
future and perhaps to an even greater 
extent.

OF GUN DEAFNESS

TRAINSLONDON, Jan. 27—At the present 
moment, when the United States navy 
Is on the lookout for an efficient ear 
plug as a preventive of gun deafness, 
a lecture by Arthur H. Cheatle, aural 
surgeon at Kings College Hospital, de­
livered at the Royal United Service 
Institution before the naval and mili­
tary officers on" the subject of gun 
deafness, makes interesting reading.
’ Di-. Cheatle said that nearly every 
gun crew in the navy suffer from deaf­
ness. He cited the case of the Variag, 
captured by the Japanese from the 
■Russians during the war. When taken 
off, the Russian crew were not only 
deaf, but absolutely dazed and help­
less. Surgeon General Suzuki, of the 
Japanese navy, stated that cottonwool 
plugs, which were served out to every 
man in the Japanese fleet before go­
ing into action, were found to be in- | 
effective.

Dr. Cheatle believes that he has come 
across the material which will accom­
plish the dual purpose of preventing 
deafness and enabling a man to hear 
orders given. It Is a mixture of animal 
wool and modeling clay, is easily work­
ed into the ear and easily removed. Be­
ing plastic, it fits all the aural passages, 
for no two ears are exactly the same 
shape or size, and, while it saves the 
shook of the blast, it allows the wear­
ers to hear the words of a high pitched 
human voice. So, at least, Dr. Cheatle 
claims for it, and he produced a sub­
ject, filled his ears with the material 
and then showed that the man could 
hear the high pitched human voice.

But there was no heavy gun fire 
available to demonstrate the other es­
sential conditions.

The greater part of his lecture was 
devoted to describing in detail the mar­
vellous anatomy of the human ear and 
the causation of deafness. Dr. Cheatle 
said that recovery from a ruptured 
tympanum was -always probable, short 
of septic complications, but shattering 
of delicate terminal filaments of the 
auditory nerve which “pick up’’ and 
convey the physical vibrations of the 
atmosphere to the brain, which con­
verts them into sound, was irrepar­
able.

The discussion which followed sup­
ported Dr. Cheatle’s view, and all the 
officers who spoke agreed that careless 
disregard of the effect of gun fire upon 
the hearing should be reprobated by 
the authorities. There is no cure for 
established gun deafness and no power 
on earth can restore thé Shattered audi­
tory nerve. Preventions alone can deal 
with It, and the meeting seemed to 
agree that Dr. Cheatle had advanced 
the solution of an important minor 
problem of naval artillery warfare.
