Do you ask why I refer to Christ's “Commission” as his
per-mission ? 1 answer, because when Christ said “go ye,”
he said at the same time, and to the same persons, “Lo, I
am with you"—not | will be. (a promise) but “I am,” (the
déclaration of an existing fact) [ am going on this errand
will you come too ? Equivalent to saying, you have my
permission to come with me—Let us go.

Christ then is the author of Christian missions. Through
this agency he continues his own mission to men. It has
pleased bim to p-rmit his people to co-operate with nim
in this his entrrprise. But he controls the service himself
and he declares his purpose to continue to do so to the end
of the age. The work commenced by him and continued
by him through his people, is to “‘make disciples of all the
nations” —not only to lead all the men and all the women
in all the nations into the knowledge of the truth, but to
“make dis-iples” of them. Not learners mere’y (discipline
is not discipleship, duplica es are not disciples) A dis-
¢iple is a reproducer of the Master’s teaching and charac-
teristics. The per-mission was primanly given to those
who had responded to a spec:fic call to leadership in the
aflairs of Christ’s kingdom, and by them it was passed on
to the rank and file as disciples multiplied. The pastor is,
by divine appointment, the local leader in the church of
Christ. The per-mission, therefore, comes direct from
Christ t6 him, »nd through him to the church over which
the Holy Spirit has made him overseer. The faithful, con-
scientious past'r is always pressed, sometimes almost
crushed, by the demaunds of his immediate surroundings.
What then should be hus attitude toward Christs purpose
as voiced in the per-mission 2 What should be the logal
pa¥tor’s relations tn‘wnld wide evangelization specifically
set forth in the per :m)»,mu as Christ's continued purpose
concerning his church dpd tbe world ? He has been defin-
itely called to the pdstuqale His sphere of personal activ-
ity is circumscribed by fhe bounds of his parish.

The first stage of the service in which Christ permits his
people to co-operate with him, 15 to “preach the Gospel to
every creatwre’ Not to anoounce mertely, or to tell
thoroughly even, but to proclaim as a herald. To inculcate,
to impress (Literally, to press in repeatedly as with the beel
and the rélation of the pastor who is the leader and spokes-
man of the church, to the non Chnstian  people to whom
the gospel is preached, 1s that of a herald who proclaims, a
transmitter who passes oo and inculcates a message from
his Master.

The second stage is to baptize—to publicly and formally
initiate those who respond to the Lord's preclamation of
peace and pardon. Aad the pastor’s relation to those con-
verts is thatof & primary teacher.

The third stage of the work assigoed, is to teach them to
gbserve all things whatsoever Christ has commanded.

It will thus be seen that Christ s per-mission, and the
service to which that per-mission directly points, divided
the pastor’s work into three stages, each stage carrying
with it its ows peculiar relationship. :

In the first, he inculcates, as & herald. In the secosnd, he
initiates, as a teacher of first principles.  Aand in the third,
he educates (literally. “leads lorth™) to the observance of
Christ's commands, as he admimstrator of the laws of
Christ's kingdom—executor of Christs’ last will and testa
ment A

As a herald be inculcates. This service limits itsell to
to nou-Christwans. As a teacher of first principles he in
itiatrs. This service himits itsell to these whd respond 0
the truth, and to the stage in their experience in which they
respood

As an administrator of the affairs of Chris''s kingdom, be
expresses, in obediences, what has previously been impress
ed in the preaching of Christ's gospel.

The service assigned the pastor among noo-Christians, is
to “preach the gospel to every creature.” The service as
signed him amoeg the members of the church®{ which he
is pastor, is to teach them to ‘‘observe all things” that
Christ has ded him. His i 18, therefore,
to him, a command to recognize in his work the two co-
ordinate aims of didact:cs—to impart knowledge, and to
develope power; to impress and to express; to inculcate
and to educate.

Ia the first, he works from without, ipward, that being
the principle that must always govern beginnings. In
the second, he works from within ontward, that beiog the
principle that must always govern development. The
first developes mechanic?l conformity, and produces dupli-
cates. The recond developes motor activity, and makes
disciples.

In the hope of being at once concise and comprehensive
we adopt the methnd used in the *“Shorter Catechism” to
elucid rte the Ten Commandments.

1. What dnes the commission teach concerning the
local pastors’ relation to world-wide evangelization? The
commission teaches that the local pastor is an executor of
Christ’s will, to whom is intrusted the service of adminis-
tering the self-propagating laws of Christ's kingdom
through the church to the uttermost ends of the earth

2. What is required in this relationship?
This relationship requires, defiritely demands tha doing
of Chbris*’s will and the church’s work in the proclamation
of the evangel to the whole world, as the work to which
every other, must be not only subserviant but tributary.

It further requires that the pastor be sensitized by the
Spirit of Christ, so that he may be qualified to compreher d
Christs thought, »nd grasp Christ's conceptions. For
Christ demands, not only the transmitting of his truth to
the nations, but also the tsansmitting of that truth into
Christ-like conceptions and Christ-like characteristics. o
this, the parpose for which the Church exists, as in all her
migor activities, the pastor is the link in the chain that is
nearest to the anchor —Christ Jesus.

It alsn requires that in view of the thyeefold relationship
peculiar to the pastor’s calling, due regard shall be paid to
these relationships as established by Christ. And also
due regard for the limitations involved in these relation-
ships It still further requires, that the obedience called
forth by this relationship, sha!l be, not 8 dead mechanical
service, but a living motor obedience, with & real motive
behind it, loyalty to tha Lord Jesus Christ, and.a real out-
come before it—the evangelization of the whole world.

And also due appreciation of the fact, that the service as
a whole, with all its relationships, is a means to an end,
nut an #od in itsell, the end in view being to make disciples
of all the pations. ‘When this end is reached Christ’s pur-
pose is fulfilled, and the service desigoed to fulfil it is no
longer required

3. What is fdrbidden in this rehtlomhxp ? This relat-
ionship, as Christ’s appoi and plete in
itself, forbids, the conduct of Chmm.n Missions on a com-
mercial basis, or on a departmental basis, or on a philan-
thropic basis, and the baseful condition of spiritual debil-
ity that such policies foster.

4 Whesein does the importance of this relationship
consist? The importance of this relationship consists in its
being the appointment of Jesus Christ and in its being the
shortest, surest, safest and only scientific way to the attain-
ment of the end that Christ has in view, , the mak-
ing of disciples in every land, Home as well as Foreign, but
never to its exclusion. That would be positively criminal,
cheerful, unquestioning, and honorable recognition is there-
foze, the only cummendable attitude to ward s it.
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Christ does not ask any man’s opinion as to the feasa-
bility of carrying his purposes to & successful issue. Nor
does he ask any man's opinion as to the methods of . pro-
cedure that he has inaugurated, or the relatiovships that
these methods involve. He has given orders, and he expects
them to be obeyed.

“Sir" said the Duke of Wellington to an officer who
urged the impossibility of exacuting his orders, “I did not
ask your opinion, | gave you my orders and I expect them
to be obeyed. “All authority is mine, said Jesus Christ, for
this reason “go”, and do as | bid you, and in the way in
which 1 bid you do it. Recognize my authority dnd sécure
its recognition on the part of my people. Thus—not othes-
wise—thus will my cosquering presence continue to be your
all sufficient power to the end of the age. No onegan af-
ford to substitute revision for recagnition bere.

We believe that there is no coansequence without its
cause. We know that the disaprointing fact, that so fre-
quently were duplicates are found where we have a right
to expect mature disc'ples, is the consequence of a cause
that iavariably precedes it and to which it is always trace-
able. The cause is, the disciple-maker’s failure to set in
motion all the machinery at his command.

When but two-thirds of his machinery—that which per-
tains to the first and second stages of his work, is put is
motion, his product will inevitably be that which this part
of his machinery is calculated to produce. When he avails
himsell of all his possible resources he will have the joy of
seeing his duplicates—the result of the Master's message
transmitted merely, transformed into disciples—the certain
outcome of that same message transmitted into its legiti-
mate activity, and continued in its original aim. In other
words, impression (pressing in preaching) gives duplicates
—sccurate copies, but copies only, such as must be
“handled’ in order to any achievemeut—a field of labor.

Impression, plus expression (pressing out, téaching to ob-
serve) developes discipleship, yields motdt activity such as
will handle forces that make for achievement—a force in a
field

[n-as much as the recogaition of Christ's per-missioa in
its fulness, avd of 1ts involved relationships, in their ful-
ness, is a recognition of the law of propogation in the
kingdom of Christ, such recognition secures—insures for
itself Christ’s presence, Christ’s peace, Christ’s powes, and
the product that Christ purposed —disctples'among all the
nations. While any limitations, little or large, mean a
corresponding himitation in the finished product, if indeed,
the product of the pastorate can be said to be finished
unless the emphasis is left where the Master has placed it.

Ia closlng permit one example of ths outworkimg of the
conception that we have beea coasidering—*®“1he First
Presbyterian ehurch of Wichita; Kansas, was organized in a
“dug out” March 12th, 1870, with thirteen members and
two elders. Thirteen or fourteen years ago Western Kansas
was struck by what we call a “boon.” Wichita felt the
impulse. The population grew enormously. Churches
were cramped fur room. The first Presbyterian chufch
ventured on enlargement. A site was purchased at a cost
of $20,000.00. At that time the old site could be sold for
$ £0,000.00 but while it was being beld for $50,000.00 the
“boom burst.” Both sites became practically valueless,
though the first church stood pledged to pay $20,00a.00 for
the new.

The surrender of all that could:-be sold reduced their in-
debtedness to $18,00000. This condition of things made
their futuce rather hopeless, while it seemed to render any
forward movement absolutely impossible.

About this time the pastorate became vacant, and a call
was extended to Rev. Charles Edwin Bradt. Mr. Bredt
accepted the call, and beginning his work, followed the
policy pursued by bim in former pastorates, namely, that of
emphasizing the duty of adequate representation of the
church on the Fureign Mission Field. “Into all the world”
and to “‘every creature” were the commands of Christ. The

church must bea '‘going” church and make a business of

reaching the ends of the earth with the Gospel. The pastor
held this to be the one condition of the promised presence
of Christ with Holy Spirit power in any church. Aftera
series of sermons along this line, Mr. Bradt revealed to some
few of his members, the conviction of his heart, namely:
that the church should undertake the support of a Foreign
Missionary pastor, at a salary of not less than $600 a year.
This was much beyond even a liberal offering, and few
thought it could be done. Difficulties were brought for-
ward, chief among them the debt. But the tsuth wu kept
steadily before the church, that he whosaid “go"had prom-
jsed his presence with almighty power, on the conditien of
obedience.

After much prdyer it was decided to make the - proposit-
ion to the people.

Now a few facts as to the home side of their work during
the same period. The wiping out of a long standing
debt of $18,000 was not a small item of home work. This

work, that is, the year before they made the evangelization
of the world their aim and goal as a church, their contri-
bution to Home m issions totaled $300. During their first
year of foreign mission work their home missioo contribu-
tion reached $511. The second year it reached $755. 1he
third year it reached $955, and the fifth year of their strong
and costly foreign mission policy their home mission con-
tribution reached the nice little sum of $1.484. Besides
this, during the fourth year of their world-wide evangeli-
zation policy, they were supporting a lady missionary in
their own town at a salary of $300. And that is not all,
they eogaged an assistant pastor and a director ot music at
good living salaries. They maintained regular Sunday
services at the Lincoln St. Presbyterian mission, in an un-
occupied part of the city, and they welcomed about eight
huadrad members into the fellowship of the home church
during the five years under review.

How swiftly they do go
on, and with what sccumulating swiftness as life advances
Sad, strong, gruff tender Thomas Carlyle, seeing the blue
light on the hills, and leaning on the parapet of the stgne
bridge spanning the little stream flowing through :his birth
town, Ecclefechan, and noticing how quick water runson
and oo, oever to returp, breaks thus into poetry about the
wavelet of the days going so hurriedly

So here hath been dawning
Another blue day;

Think, wilt thou let it

Slip useless away ?

Out of eternity

This new day 1s born;

But whether we let the new day slip useless away or not,
it will slip away; and though we chase after i' to all eter-
ity we can never catch it. In this meaning, that we are
every one of us urged on by rapid and returnless days. no
one of us can stop possibly.

Yet there is a sort of stopping which may be prevented,
but to which we, too, often yield—a kind of stopping of
poble purpose and endeavor. Who has not felt temptation
to it Who bas not, perhaps, sore, wearied, or smitten
with some cudden disappointment, or vainly looking for
some harvest from long eflort, or baflled by some mist of
uncertainty, found himself letting the nerve of his resolve
get untense, fouad himself willing to allow himself in a
relaxed listlessness as the days greet him? Such sort of
stopping is dearth and doom for all high living Ifit be
allowed to fasten irto habit, blight is certain. And in the
presence of such temptation one conuot too quickly regard
his determination of instant alertness toward the duty next
him.

We may not stop in the brave use of even the slenderest
opportunity. One day when Mr. Lincolo, a young man
utterly unknown and pocr, was keeeping a grocery and var-
iety store in the pioneering and shanty willage of New
Salem, a man who was migrating still farther West drove
up to the store doer and asked Mr. Li- coln if he would n- t
buy an cld barrel containing nothing of special value, the
man said, and for which he bad no room in his wagon.
Alwayr ready to oblige, Mr Lincoln bought barrel and con-
teats for filty cents; and pu'ting it away in the back part
of the store, for a good while forgot about his purchase.

upon this barrel and emptied its contents on the flvor to
see what they might be. Amid rubbish he found an edition
of “Blackstone’'s Commentaries.” Says Mr. Lincoln: “I
began to read those famous works; the more I read, the
more intensely interested | became.

varying oprnions there may pe as to ‘he propriety of ac-
cepting the benevoleoce of Mr. Carnegie and other munlu-
miblienaires, thege can scarcely be any difterence of opinion
as to the help'ulness to the cause of education of such a

provision as is here proposed. There are few c Ileges rich

enough to affurd their professors adequate rempmmtion.
The salaries rec-ived for the most part leave lit'le mar-
gin for saving alter providing a modest living for a family.
The consequence 15 'hat when men have reached an age
when in theiwr own interests and in the interest of the instit-
utiohs they have faithfully g,erwd they should be permitted

If, on the other hand, the fund were
made aoplicable to all denominational colleges which do
not apply theological tests to their students, the number of
beneficiaries under the fund would 1robably be so large
that the sum available from its income for each retiring
professor wou'd be small. Mr. Carnegie bas wisely in-
trusted the trustees of the fund with large discretionary
powers. They may even apply the revenuesin a different
manper and for a different, though similar, purpose to that
specified by the donor, if in their judgment the changes
which may come with the future should render this neces-
sary to preduce the best results pess ble for the teachers
and for education.

HOW AN APOSTLE WAS HELPED

In his second canonical epistle to the Cotinthians the
Apostle Paul informs his readers that he bad been greatly
comforted by the coming of Titus. Paul. as we know was
Full of faith and love and
hope, his spirit seemed indomitable.  Yet Paul was not so
strong as to be independent or careless of the help and the
cheer which his brethren could afford Men are great not
through isolation but through svmpathy. The man who
cannot receive help from his fellows cannot give much
The Divine Master himself valued the companionship and
sympathy of his disciples It is therefore no sign of fe: ble
ness or incapacity in a man that he sometimes longs for
the sight of friendly faces, the scund of friendly voices and
the cheer which svmpathetic words can hrirg.  And since
it is more blessed to give than to receive, how well it is
that all the ability to help, and all the obligation, does nat
reside with the great and the strong. He who is nch in
sympathy has always something of great value to give

It is evident that before the coming of Titus Paul had
been having a hard time. Without were fightings, within
A large part of his troubles had reference to
the Corinthian church and his relations to it. He seems to
have had misgivings about a Ictter which, in the spirit «f
love and faithfulness, he had wtitten to the church at Cor-
inth.  All the spiritual light and all the Christian philos-
ophy which the apostle possessed had notsaved him from
Peing greatly worried over thesta‘e of affairs existing wn the
Corinthian church, #nd he would seem to have had appre
hensions as to the way in which his letter would be received
by the church  But the Lord comforted Paul by the com-
ing of Titus, for Titus gcame with good news. He was ahle
to assure Paul 'hat the brethren at Corinth had received his
letter in a good <pirit. that they had given heed to his ad-
monitions and that the condition of the cburch and its dis-
position toward the Apostle were much better than he had
dared to hep=.

So it is that the Lord comforts his servants. *“Weeping
may endure for a night, but joy cometh in the morning.”
Human weakness will sometimes assert itself and appre-
hensions of evil will vex the spirit, but to him who has
sought to do the Great Master's will there will come from
time to time messages of cheer, which will be as the rising
of light in the darkness.

It was the happiness of Titus to be the besrer of good
pews. He had tidings from Corinth which he knew would
be welcome to Paul, and doubtless he was glad to deliver
them. It is surely a good thing to be the bearer of such a
message and especially when it means so much to the one
to whom it is borna.  Perhaps it would be better for us all
if we were more ready to treasure vp and to tell the things
that would chepr some despondent heart. To assure one
that his efforts for good have not been in vain, cheers his
heart and strengthens his spirit for other tasks.

It does not seem to us possible that Baptist churches
could lack interest in mussions, and least of all 1o Home
missions.

N. B. Home Missions.

At the recent meeting of the joint committee held in
St. John the question of grouping pastorates and man
azing Home Mission operations was fully discussed,
after which the following resolution was passed

Resolved, that this committee, baving heard the ac
tion of the H. M. Bxecutive of the Free Baptist Confer
ence Proponing union in appointments after June lst,

* heartily uprmvc the plan, and lugfe-t that the secre

taries jointly conduct the work of the year until the
meeting of the Provincial Association of the uniting
bodies. ; .

The subst: of the dations in brief were,
(1), To aim ats more convenient and economical group-
ing of adjoining int of both people ; (2), To avoid
the placing of two men where one could reasonably do
the work, and 80, to obtain the most effective service
with the men and means at oar disposal.

In pursuance of this action several consultations
have been held and some important changes made.

May 3, 1908,

I'he following flelds hdve boen tentatively cutlined for
union in pastoral support

1. The Free Baptist church at Kiagsley to .go
with Baptist interest at Nashwaaksis, Csrdigan and
Woodlands.

2. The two Baptist interests on Keswick to combine
with the Free Baptist churches at mouth of Kegwiock
and Douglas.

8. The Baptist church at New Maryland to go with
the Free Raptist churches at Rusagornish, Waasis and
Lineoln

4. The Baptist interest at Boiestown and the Free
Baptist at Campbell Settlement to go with the Nash-
waak and Glencoe Field.

5. The Free Baptist church at Dover to go with the
newly organized Baptist church at Lewisville, West.
Co

6. The charches of both bodies at Upper Gagetown,
with adjacent interests, to unite in the support of ¥
pastor.

7. The Free Baptist church at the Narrows, Johnston,
to go with the First and Second Cambridge Baptist
churches

8. The interests of both bodies at Beaver Harber to
unite as svon as possible, on the retirement of the pres-
eunt pastor.

Of course it is to be remembered that the above are
but recommendations, based as far as known, on the
wishes of the churches concerned. For the presemt no
change is gontemplated in existing organizations ; the
proposed arrangemenf is intended to cover merely
the work of the coming summer. Fubsequent readjust.
ments on the consummation of the union may be found
desirable later on. A number of other flelds is alsp
under consideration, and as soon as a definite grouping
isarrived at the churches and lahorers will be notified
accordingly. By an adherence to a plan of this kind
it is hoped that a saving of many hundreds of dollars
hitherto laid out in competitive interests can be effect-
ed, and a larger number of self-supporting pastorates
established  The secretaries will welcome from
brethren and churches any snggestions along this line
intended to strengthen the Home Mission interestsignd
forward the work of the present season.

Just here a word as to student help. This also is to
be freelv used. Already twelve are under appointment,
while the names of some six or seven others are pow
before us ready to undertake service for the three or
four months of their vacation This department
promises to be above the average.

Now while we are rejoicing in prospective gain and
wdded strength throungh combination of interests form-
orly divided we are not in the least relaxing out ef-
forts ta help the more remote and less favored seotions
n which Home Mission aid must yet be rendered. Weo
shall still need as much as ever enlarged resonrces to
meet the growing demands of the greater constitaeney
that seems fairly thrust upon us. The older and strong-
or churches must expeoct to continue to respond to ap-
peals in the Master's nume for further reinforoetbents
and supplies. This is bat earrying out the very law of
our ordinational being. Our aim is to press the ad-
vances of the Kingdom at every possible point, Theré
will wo trust be no halting in this direction until truth
gets a footing in every cerner of our provinoe.

May we not then ask for a hearty and generous sup-
port in answer to the appeal now sent ous, so waking
this the best year in our Home M ission record hithesto 7
That it will be by the blessing of God, all Wust de-
voutly hope.

HINTS FOR HOUSE CLEANING.

Did [ hear some good housewife say that
she dreaded housecleaning? Now that isn’t
the right attitude to take. Suppose you do
dread it, don't say so. Justsay to yourself
that you are going to make this seasom gf
housecleaning the most emjoyable of the
year. Talk about the good time you are
going to have till you get the mea and boys
interested to help you. This spirit of baving
a good time'is contagious. Begin in a sensi-
ble wsy. Do not try to clean every room in
the house in one day, or even in one week.
Look out for the easy way of doing things.
it pays. Plan for a rest hour each day, a lit-
tle time whben you can go into the silence
and gather strength in mind and body for
the day’s duties. Take time, you bave all
summer before you, and above all be cheer-
ful.

Belore he time for a genecal tear-up, be-
gin to getready. Sort over the accumulated
papers and magazines, clipping out or mark-
ing the articles to be saved. Destroy old
letters. Look over the medicine shelf, and
see to it that all bottles are properly labeled.
Overbaul ;boxes, trunks, bureaus and closets.
As soon as advisable, pack away the winter
clothing, using a goodly supply of camphor
balls to keep away the moths. After this
preparatory work is done, then begin boq-e
cleaning proper.

Begin with the cellar. See to it that .ll
decayed vegetables are carried out snd
burned. Cellars are our great germ sup-
pliers. Some one has said: “Little children
are taken sick and die not beceuse God wills
it, but because there are rotten potatoes and
cabbages in our eellars™ After everything
has been properly attended to here, sprinkle
lime about to purify the place.

Next clean the garret. Take all clothing
out and let it air in the sunshine. Destory
or give away everything that your comscience
willallow. Sweep, dust, mop, and be thank-
ful that you have a garret in which to keep
old relics.

Then proceed to clean gpe room at a time.
Instead of setting everything out in 2 jum-
bled-up mass, have some kind of exder. Be-
gin by taking down all pictures from the
wall, cleaning and putting them in a place
where they will not be disturbed. Pack
away for the summer all usgless bric-a-brac
and all dust-collecting ornaments and every-
thing the sun will fade, because you will
want the beautiful, blessed sun to' shine

’| through~your house all the summer. Sun-

shine is the most powerful disinfectant
known. Dust and clean every article of
furniture as you move them out. Have the
carpet thoroughly cleamed and renovated.
Lastly clean windows, ceiling and floor.

Now that your reom is cleaned and ready
to be furnished, begin by putting 8own the
carpe’, and hanging the curtains, pictures,
etc. Don’t, | beg of you, put everything
back in the same identical place it has oc-
cupied for the last twenty years. If you do,
you will not realize that you have cleaned
house. Where it is possible, change the
position of avery article of furniture. You
can't imeginé how it will rest you. You
will actually think you are living in a new
honse

way has had her house in apple-pie order for
the last six weeks, whatis thatto you? She
doesn’t rule your kingdom. Your house is
clean pow.

HOW TO DRINK WATER.

Professor Silkham says there are few
people who thoroughly realize the value of
water as & beverage, or who know how to
obtain the greatest advantsge from it, The
effects produced by the drinking of water
vary with the manner in which it is drunk.
If, for instance. a pint of cold water be swal-
lowed as a large draught, or il it be taken
in two portions with a short interval be-

tween, certain definite results follow—eflects
which differ from those which would have
followed if the same quantity were taken by
sipping. Sipping is a powerful stimulant to
the circulation, a thing which ordinary
drinking is mot. Durirg the action of sip-

_ping the action of the nerve which shows

the beats of the heart is abolished, and,
#s a consequence, that organ contracts much
more rapidly, the pulse beats more quick-
ly, and the circulation in various parts of
the body is increased. In addition to thiss
we find that the pressure under which the
bile is secreted is raised by the sipping of
fluid. And bere is a point which might be
poted by our readers: A gla.s of cold
water slowly sipped will produce a greater
acceleration of the pulse for a time than will
stimulants taken at a draught. In this con-
nection it may not be out of place to meation
that sipping cold water will often allay the
craving fer alcohol in those who hgve been
in the habit of taking too much of it and
may be endeavoring to reform, the effect be-
ing probably due to the stimulant sction of
the sipping.—Ex.

There are times when we all have bundles
of old papers which have to be burned, and
this is dangerous in a fice grate. The follow-
ing is a method which will avert danger of
the chimney catching fre: Make a tight
roll of all the papers and fasten with some
pieces of wire. They will then form a kind
of log and burn slowly without flames. The
roll may be made any size, and several burn-
ed (ogtﬂm —Ex.

SHAKING RUGS.

When shaking heavy rugs hold from the
sides, never the ends If possible spread on
clean grass or boards with the wrong side
up ; beat first to dislodge the dirt, then brush
thoroughly and hang on the live to air, using
judgmeat about leaving them too long in
the hot sun. This is the method employed
by the Turks, who should be connoisseurs in
the care of rugs.—Ex.
