A RECORD BREAKING SURPLUS.

The short statement made in the
House of Commons yesterday by Hon,
Frank Cochrane, Minister of Rall-
ways, concerning the conditions at
present existing on the Intercolonial
Railway is very satisfactory indeed.
Not only are the Borden Government
to be congratulated, but the Minister
of Railways must take some credit
to himself, though unlike some of his
predecessors he is a modest man.
The estimated surplus this year is
almost a million dollars, which takes
rank as the largest in the history of
the road. The gross earnings for the

. past year ending March 31, 19138, are
estimated at twelve million dollars,
an increase of nearly a million and a
half over the previous year, and over
| the earnings of 1910-11, an increase
of well over two millions.

This is all the more oreditable in
#s much as a large amount has been
spent upon equipment, and it was a
proper criticism when the Minister
stated that the equipment in the past
had not been kept up with increased
business from year. Too
often is it forgotten that a railway
concern is like any other business
enterprise. It must be run properly
in order to achieve results.

One of the first essentials for the
success of a railroad is proper and
well maintained rolling stock. No
person, therefore, will grumble at the
contracts which have been let’ for
rolling stock during the current fiscal
year. The amount of three million
dollars for that purpose will be well
spent. The prospects of being able
to cope with the increased business
which {s prophésied through the large
order given for 45 consolidated freight
engines, is a proof that there is to be
expected a substantial increase in the
transportation of goods.

Nowhere can Dbetter evidence be
Found of the faith which the Govern-
ment have in the increasing prosper-
ity of the Provinces by the Sea than
§n the preparations which are being
made at present by the Railway De-

‘““partment. The increased surplus will
not only be regarded with pleasure
by those who come into daily contact
with the workings and advantages of
the railway, but also by all sections
and classes of the community. Under
the Borden regime a fairer era is
prophesied for an undertaking which
too long in the past has been subject
to the ridicule of business men. The
white elephant is being transformed
into a willing horse,

The surplus of this year is all the
more notable in view of certain facts
brought out in the speech of Hon.
¥rank Cochrane. The average price
of coal was 25 cents a ton higher than
the previous year, while the increase

DIARY OF EVENTS

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

PR,
CANADIAN POSTAL SYSTEM.

Forfi-five years ago today, April 1,
1868, the Canadian postal system
adopted a uniform rate. Prior to Con-
federation in 1867, each colony had its
office department and rates
varied with the distance. With the
ushering in of the Dominion govern-
ment, one of its first cares was to pro-
vide cheap and adequate postal facili-
tles. * The system was thoroughly re-
organized, and on the first of April
following the inauguration of the con-
federation the uniform rate of three
cents—which had been in effect in the
United States for five years—was
adopted.

At that time Canada had 3,638 post
offices, less than 8 third of the pres-
ent number. The government expen:
diture on the service in the early days
of the Dominion averaged about a mil-
lion dollars a year . The reduction of
the letter rate to two cents, the instal-
lation of a system of postal savings
banks, and other great improvements
and extensions of the service are like-
ly to be followed at an early date with
the inauguration of a parcel post.
Although opposed by the express
companies, and, to some extent, by
the smaller merchants, the movement
has many influential friends. The
gone system, such as was adopted by
the United States, is most favored,
