Mr. Hill, whose subject was ‘•Rail­
road Financing of the Future,” de­
clared that “the country is waterlog­
ged with bonds.

Mr. Vanderlip said that Congress 
was in danger of saddling on the 
country a ruinous policy of flat money.

' The fatal defect of the Glass bill is 
that it starts the country on an issue 
of flat currency. The notes proposed 
are flat notes.

Mr. Vanderlip urged, instead of re* 
glonal banks, a single central bank 
owned by the people and under gov­
ernment control.

One of the features of it is a formal 
statement of the aims and purposes 
of the United States, its stand against 
the Influence of material lntersts In 
Latin-Amertcan affairs, its devotion to 
the cause of constitutional government 
on this hemisphere, and Its belief that 
a fair and free election, with safe 
guards and guarantees must be held in 
order to establish a legal authority in 
the southern republic.

This statement of the government's 
attitude, already outlined in the presi­
dent's speeches at Mobile and Swartlv 
more, in all probability will he com­
municated to Mexico and a copy of the 
views transmitted to foreign govern­
ments generally as an expression of 
policy by the Washington administra­
tion.

Washington, Oct. 30.-President 
Wilson let it be known today that he 
was waiting for things to take definite 
shape in Mexico as a result of the 
election last Sunday, and that the 
United States government would not 
act until information in detail arrived, 
as to what took place at the polls.

Recently the President, in a note to 
the Mexican Foreign Office, transmit­
ted by Charge O'Shauglinessy, that the 
election of October 26, would not be 
considered constitutional by the Unit­
ed States. How long the United States 
will wait for the returns is not known. 
It Is believed that several days, per­
haps weeks, will elapse before the 
Huerta government, handicapped by 
difficulties of communication, will be 
able to announce the result, though 
November 10 was set for the counting 
of the ballots. No information as to 
the 'government's future course was 
divulged at the White House. The

. ..10c.London, Oct. 30.—After consulting 
the dictionary, the encyclopedia and 
the "Liquor License Act" to find the 
meaning of "liquor," and to see if 
alcohol could be classed as liquor, 
Police Magistrate Judd today gave 
judgment in the case against T. A 
Loughrey, a druggis’, who was charg­
ed by license inspector Gal pin with 
selling liquor without a license. The 
magistrate found that by selling 25 
cents worth of alcohol James Navln, 
on October 5, the defendant commit­
ted a breach of the act. and made him­
self liable to a penalty which the mag­
istrate named as $100 and costs.
There were no facts In dispute in the 

case. The defendant, however, claim­
ed that in selling ethal alcohol he 
was not selling a "drinkable llquVT 
which would intoxicate, "which the 
meaning of “liquor" as given in the 
Liquor License Act. The magistrate, 
however, thought otherwise. The 
Judgment read in part:

"When one finds that beer, wine, 
whiskey and other drinks of a similar 
nature which are admitted to be in­
toxicating, contain a percentage of 
alcohol varying from sixty to seventy 
per cent., it would be unreasonable 
and senseless, even In the common 
meaning of the word as given In the 
dictionary, to find liquid containing 95 

I per cent, proof splriis is not an intox­
icating liquor.

"The defendant also contended that 
the alcohol as sold by him was not 
drinkable. I cannot agree with him. 
Pure whiskey, containing fifty to sixty 
per cent, pure alcohol is not drinkable 
possibly without being diluted and will 
cause a man to choke and gag as pure 
alcohol would cause him to choke am* 
gag, but It Is. nevertheless, an intoxi-

Oct. 30.—"I have no hesita­
tion in saying that the miners in Na­
naimo. B. 0., are subject to conditions, 
which boys, let alone men, working in 
an English mine would not tolerate for 
twenty-four hours," declared Tom 
Richardson, labor M. P.. In the British 
parliament for White Haven, and a 
member of the Miners’ Federation of 
Great Britain, who is in Ottawa today, 
the guest of J. C. Watters, president 
of the Dominion Trades and Labor 
Congress.

Mr. Richardson has just- returned 
from a four weeks’ visit to the Cana­
dian west, principally British Colum­
bia. While in Nanaimo he made a lit­
tle private investigation of the dispute 
between the miners and their employ­
ers and his opinion of the situation 
is that the miners have been remark­
ably tolerant. In the face of the condi­
tions they have had to face.

Referring to the lack of représenta^ 
tion the Canadian labor party has tn 
the Dominion parliament, the provin­
cial legislatures and civic administra­
tive bodies, Mr. Richardson said In 
conclusion:

"I would suggest that the trade 
Unionists and Socialists in Canada, if 
they want due recognition in the fed­
eral parliament and the provincial 
legislatures as well 
they should apply themselves to elect­
ing their own representatives. Not un­
til then can they hope to have their 
Ideals realized."

Albany,

Governor Glynn before the New York 
Waterways Association here today.

THE sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old. may homestead a quar­
ter section of available Domlnloo land in 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta The 
applicant must appear In person at the 
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
for the District. Entry by proxy may he 
made at the office of any Local Agent of 
Dominion Lands (not sub-agent) on 
tain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. 
A habitable house Is required In eve 
case, except when residence Is perform 
in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
ys per acre Duties—Six months reel- 
ence In each of six years from date of 
homestead entry (Including the time re­
quired to earn homestead patent) and 60 
gores extra cultivation. The area of cul­
tivation Is subject to reduction In case of 
rough, scrubby or stony land after report 
by Homestead Inspector on application 
for patent.
