JÜHY FOR SMUGCLING

St. Catharines, Ont., July 6—The ef­
fort to catch A .J. Slough’s big pet al­
ligator, which escaped from the Im­
perial Garage and took refuge in the 
hydraulic raceway Sunday, was contin­
ued all day without any success. The 
alligator, which is four feet in length, 
swam against the swift current of the 
stream and floated down with the rush 
of water when tired. He has hidden 
himself entirely and little hope is en­
tertained of catching him until the 
water is drawn off. In the meantime, 
Residents along the raceway are quite 
alarmed, and bathing in the channel 
has stopped completely.

On account of the weakenedThere was much excitement about 
the city yesterday when it was learn­
ed that while arresting John Braman, 
aged 16 years, a daring young crook, 
on the charge of burglary, Frank E. 
O'Leary, a special constable, was shot 
by Braman and is now at the General 
Public Hospital with a bare fighting 
chance of recovery.

The unfortunate officer' is being 
highly praised by many people who 
have heard Jbe story of the arrest for 
the game manner In which he' perform­
ed his duty. After O’Leary had been 
shot at twice, one of the shots tak­
ing effect, he grappled with the des­
perate man with the gun, threw him 
to the floor, placed the handcuffs on 
bis wrists, then dragged his prisoner 
from a house to the street and before 
succumbing to Injuries received, hand­
ed his prisoner over to another man.

A Burglary Started It.
Early on last Sunday morning the 

drug store of Howard J. Mowatt, at 
259 Waterloo street was broken into 
and robbed. The police were notified 
of the break about nine o’clock Sunday 
morning and officers were sent out on 
the case.

Frank O’Lear^ formerly a member 
of the police force, but a couple of 
months ago placed on special duty by 
H. R. McLeilan, Commissioner of Pub­
lic Safety, did not receive his orders 
from the police department and went 
to work on the Mowatt robbery an his 
own accord. He worked on the >ase 
all day Sunday and Sunday night and 
secured Information to lead him to 
suspect John Braman as the culprit.

O’Leary knew Braman resided with 
his father and stepmother, at 126 St. 
Patrick street, but he wished not only 
to arrest the youth, but also to recover 
If possible, the stolen money, amount­
ing to about $280, and thus clean up 
the two things at the one time.

Braman Admits Guilt.

Accordingly, yesterday morning, 
O’Leary started out afresh after Bra­
man, being fully satisfied that he was 
on the right track. About 10.30 yes­
terday morning he came across Bra­
man on Charlotte street, near the 
branch of the Bank of Nova Scotia 
He accosted the youth and told him he 
was suspected as being the person who 
had broken Into and robbed Mowatt’s 
store, and that if he would give up the 
stolen money matters might not go so 
hard with him. When cornered with 
the facts young Braman ackiowledged 
his guilt, and said he was not alone In 
the robbery but that he had a com- 
panion, viz., Thomas Petrie, that he 
did not have all the money but that he 
had split the amount with Petrie.

He went Into the 
little room and after that he fired the 
Pistol. O’Leary then told the doctors 
he grappled with Braman as he fired 
the second shot.

O’Leary’s Game Fight.
The small room in which the shoot­

ing was done was rather dark but 
once O'Leary took hold of the young 
fellow he did not flinch although he 
knew he had been shot but he threw 
his man to the floor.

IMPEACHMENTS.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA 

Major-General J. Graves Simcoe be­
gan his term as Lieutenant-Governor 
of Upper Canada on this date in 1792, 
and established his government in the 
little village of Newark, the Niagara 
of the future. Under the bill passed 
in 1791 by which Canada was divided 
into Upper and Lower Provinces, Lord 
Dorchester continued to, 
ernor-in-Chief. Major-General Sir At- 
vred Clarke became Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor of the Lower Province, and Sim­
coe was chosen for a similar position 
in the then wild and almost unsettled 
Upper Province. Simcoe was a gallant 
soldier and an able administrator. He 
had served in the revolutionary war 
in the colonies to the South. At Brah- 
dywine he ga\e a good account ot him- 
selt as commander of a regiment. Lat­
er he served under Cornwallis, and 
was with that general when he sur­
rendered at Yorktowni As Lieutenant- 
Governor of Upper Canada; Simco-S 
proved to be the right man in the 
right place. He had the instincts of a 
piemeer, and was never happier than 
when planning settlements and cities 
and ailing as the advance guard of 
civilization. In September following his 
assumption of office he opened the first 
assembly of the Province at Newark. 
As a capital, lie considered the vil­
lage at the Falls to be tco much ex­
posed to possible assault by the Am­
ericans. and one of his first cares was 
to seek a hew and more suitable seat 
of government. In the heart of the 
wilderness, he found a desirable spot 
on the Thames, now the site of the 
city of London. After further consid­
eration. however, he changed his 
plans, and in the midst of a gloomy 
forest on the shores of Lake Ontario 
lie founded the city of York as the 
permanent capital of the Province. 
The name of York was later changed 
to Toronto, and with the passing years 
it has become the metropolis of the 
Province and the second city of ('ana-

THE HUMAN PROCESS'CN
PRINCE EITEL 31 TODAY.

Prince XX’ilhelm Eitel-FYiedrich, sec­
ond son of Emperor Wilhelm II., has 
often been described as the ablest and 
most popular of thé German war lord's 
warlike brood. “Eitel Fritz," as he is 
called. Is mm h more diplomatic and 
less bellicose than his elder brother, 
although he has won high praise from 
his superior officers In his career as 
a soldier. Eitel will be thirty-one 
years old today, having been born 
July 7, 1SS3. He is the junior of the 
Crown Prince by one year, two mouths 
and a day. and just one year and one 
week older than the Kaiser's tbifcl son. 
Prince Adalbert.

From his boyhood Eitel Fritz has 
been the popular hero of the German 
people and the idol of the soldiers. To 
his chagrin, the' Crown Prince was ut­
terly eclipsed by his brother, and it 
has often been rumored that the fel- 
ing of the elder brother for the young­
er was not of the most fraternal kind. 
Perhaps one reason for Eitel s suprem­
acy in the affections of the peo 
his size. The Germans like bulk and 
bigness, and Eitel is the tallest and 
broadest in stature of the six sons of 
the Kaiser.

A few years ago when the Hungar­
ians were on the verge of a revolt 
against Austria, Eitel was said to be 
the popular official choice for the 
throne of Hungary. That Eitel will 
yet wear a crown is not beyond the 

ge of possibility.
Prince Eitel married, in bis twenty- 

third year, the Princess Sophie Char­
lotte, daughter of Grand Duke Fried- 
rick August of Oldenburg. Unlike the 
Crown Princess, who is very fond of 
society and a stickler for royal eti­
quette, Princess Eitel dislikes city life 
and society and is very democratic in 
her tastes. Gardening is her favorite 
occupation, and she spends much time 
in charitable work. SJie is "Auntie" 
to several hundred 
orphan asylum located near the coun­
try villa of Prince Eitel at Potsdam.

The Kaiser's second son is a carpen­
ter by trade, and has been fitted to 
earn an honest living in case the social 
demooratls should succeed in overturn­
ing the throne. For centuries Prus­
sian royalty has had a rule that Its 
male members must learn a trade. The 
Crown Prince and Prince Eitel chose 
to become carpenters, and the building 
art has been mastered by all the re­
maining sons of the Kaiser except 
Prince Joachim, the youngest of the 
"Hohenzollern boys," who was instruc­
ted in the trade of a blacksmith.

F'our of the Kaiser’s sons, Crown 
Prince XVilhelm, Prince Eitel, Prince 
Oscar and Prince Joachim, are soldiers 
and have served through apprentice­
ship in military science. Prince Adal­
bert, who will pass his thirtieth birth­
day a week from today, July 14th, has 
chosen a life on the bounding sea as 
an officer in the navy of the fatherland. 
Dr. August Wilhelm is the only son to 
balk at a warlike career and to enter 
civil life.

Three of the Kaiser’s half-dozen 
sons celebrate their birthdays in July. 
Prince Eltel’s birthday comes first, on 
the seventh, Prince Adelbert, the third 
son, was born on the fourteenth of the 
month, and Prince Oscar, fifth of the 
Bmperor’s stalwart hopefuls, was born 
an July 27, 1888.

It will be just a quarter of a century 
tomorrow since the last championship 
battle with the raw ’uns under Lon­
don prize ring rules was pulled off on 
American soil.

Kilraln having 
passed the thirty mark the preceding 
February, and Sullivan in t.ie ;.»evious 
October. They were exactly the same 
height, five feet ten and a half inched. 
In weight they were evenly matched! 
and in experience there was little to 
choose between them. Both commenc- 
choose between them. Both 
ed boxing in Boston about 1880. Both 
had fought draws with Charlie Mitch­
ell. In 1888 Sullivan fought a 39-round 
rirgw with Mitchell in France, where

a few months before Kilrain had 
fought a draw, lasting 106 rounds.
" itl* Jem Smith, the heavyweight 
champion of England. Several previous 
attempts to bring Sullivan and Kilrain 
together had been made, and in 1887 
Jake alleged that Johh L. was scared 
o him and claimed the title. A belt 
emblematic ot the championship 
slipped to Jake at Baltimore in August 
of that year. The belt was a nifty ar 
tide, eight inches wide and fifty inches 
long, and contained 20u ounces of solid 
silver and gold. It looked good to John 
and he decided to go after it.

CAMPAIGN
dominion Department of 
Agriculture Adopts Im­
portant Measure to As­
sure a Pure Milk Supply

A very important measure designed 
to assure a pure milk supply has been 
adopted by the Dominion Department 
of Agriculture, a measure which by 
offering some compensation to farm­
ers for cattle slaughtered on account 
of tuberculosis solves a problem which 
has heretofore made it difficult to se­
cure advancement along this line,'' 
said Dr. Charles A. Hodgetts, medi­
cal advisor to the Dominion Conserva­
tion Commission who is at the Victoria 
Hotel.

"This regulation provides for Inspec­
tion of dairy herds by Dominion offi­
cials on request of Boards of Health 
of cities with a population of over 5,000 
and provides also that when diseased 
cattle are slaughtered the Department 
of Agriculture may compensate the 
farmer to the extent of one-half tlielr 
apparent value if destroyed for open 
tuberculosis and one third In case of 
reactors. The regulation authorizes the 
issuing of certificates to farmers 
whose herds have passed two succes­
sive tests without showing signs of 
tuberculosis, and provides that before 
any new cattle are introduced Into 
such herds they must be submitted to 
the physical tests for tuberculosis.

'"In order for municipalities to avail 
themselves of the provisions of this 
regulation they must themselves main­
tain a system of Inspecting cattle and 
dairy premises by a competent official.

Dr. Hodgetts said the medical 
branch of the Conservation Commis­
sion had given much attention to ques­
tion of the pollution of rivers and 
streams, and that legislation dealing 
with the matter fhad been put before 
parliament, and would doubtless be 

'put into effect before long.

Town Planning.
Another matter of importance 

which comes within the scope of the 
Conservation Commission is that of 
town planning and housing. Mr. Hod­
getts said that this was one of the 
most important problems the people 
could deal with, as cities in Canada 
were repeating the mistakes of cities 
in older countries, and to remedy these 
mistakes would coét many millions In 
the future, to say nothing of the ef­
fect of badly planned and constructed 
cities upon the public health.

“The Imperial government has re­
cently adopted a town planning and 
housing act which sets a standard for 
the world,’’ said the doctor. "Even 
the Germans who took the lead In this 
matter on an extensive scale are now 
copying the English measure. One of 
the chief difficulties in putting this act 
into effect is that of getting experts. 
The whole matter hinges upon the 
employment of expert advice. In Can­
ada this difficulty would be a serious 
one. The idea of the Conservation 
Commission is that the provincial gov­
ernment should organize boards of ex­
perts to assist cities in formulating 
plans of town development, so that 
they might obtain the benefit of bet­
ter advice and wider experience -than 
the individual city might feel like paj;-
