Quebec, June 24.—The explanation
of all the suggestions that have been
made Aduring the inquiry into  the
wreck of the Empress of Ireland about
the vessel's steering gear came cut
this afternoon when Percy Hillhouse,
belonging to the Fairfield Shipbuild-
ing Company, which constructed her,
continued his evidence before the Do-
minion Commission. Answering ques-
tions put to him by O. S. Haight, of
counsel for the owners of the collier
Storstad, Mr, Hillhouse explained how,
after an accident to it in 1908, one
foot was added to the Empress’ rud-
der area to improve per steering quali-
ties,

Mr, Hillhouse gave the first ade-
quate explanaiion of the' actual in-
juries to the Emprefs, and his tel-
ling of the water rushing through a
wound 328 square feet in dimensions
at the rate of 260 tons a second gave
B clear cut impression of how it came
about that the liner listed over so
quickly and shortly afterwards capsiz-
ed.

Another noteworthy feature of she
commission’s hearing today was the
evidence of Gunner Wilfred White.
head, the diver from H. M. S. Essex,
who, in addition to inspecting the hyll
of the Empress, risked his life in an
effort to save that of Edward Coss-
boon, the American diver, who died
from injuries received at the Wreck.

Whitéhead and other divers from
the Essex were ordered from the
court to the scene of the wreck this
afternoon after a conference between
Captain Walsh; marine superintendent
of the C..P. R, and Captain Watson,
of the cruiser, at which it was decided
to once more try to get the 800\ bodies
entombed in the Empress, desp: the
fact that this work had been abandon-
ed following a report indicating its
difficulties and dangers after an in-
vestigation.

Captain Kendall appeared in the

The moast interesting testimony yet:
produced in the enquiry into the char
ges against Hon. J. K. Flemming and
Hon. H. F. McLecd in connection with
the Valley Railway construction was
produced yesterday afternoon when B
Hal Brown, president and general
manager of the Prudential Trust Com-
pany of Montreal, was on the stand.
Mr. Brown arrived froma Montreal at
noon accompanied by his counsel, Mr.
F. A. Markey. He brought with him
books and correspondence to show
the business between his company and
all parties concerned in the construc-
tion of the Valley Raillway. His evj-
dence had to do with the financing of
the road and he told the story of the
amount of money turned over to the
Prudential Trust Company from the
proceeds of the sale of debenture
stock in England as well as a sum
the railway company was called upon
to put up in conneetion with the sale
of bonds at a lower figure than that at
which they had agreed to dispose of
them, From all sources the receipts
in the hands of the Prudential com-
pany as trustees reached the sum of
$4,164,987.54. Mr. Brown also told of
payments to the receiver general of
the province of New Brunswick for
the purpose of paying progress esti-
mates of the construction of the road.

From the evidence of this witness it
is evident that the accounts of the
company in so far as the Prudential
Trust Compgny 15 concerned are ac-
curately kept. .

Mr.- Hill, divisional engineer;-
pied some of the time in the morning
session and he was followed by Mr.
David Brown, another divisional engi-
neer. The evidence of both witnesses
was technical and largely composed of
matters dealing with the construction
of the road.

It was not a pleasant day for Mr,
Carvell. He had several clashes with
the counsel for the other side and in
all he emerged second best.

It this proposed treaty submitted by
President Wilson thrcugh Mr. Bryan
is right, then cur presence on the
Isthmus is wreng.

Charlottetown, June 23.—Last week
we gave a review of the fox business
up to that date. Since then several
new companies have been formed and
additional information has been re-
ceived from the ranches, From the
reports now sent 1o the raisers’ ex-
change we believe that the crop of
1914 will average at least that of 1913.
Instances of good luck continue to mul-
tiply and there are also isolated cases
where there has béen no luck at all.
The probable dividends-can be now
safely predicted as ranging from nil
a few ranches to as bigh as three
Lundred per cent.

The visit of Dr. Higgins, Dominion
pathologist, and the investigation
which he i{s making with regard to
the feeding and care of foxes should
resylt in a lot of valuable informa-
tion being procured which will be of
benefit in the succeeding breeding
years., The doctor was surprised at
the excellent health of the foxes and
the general good care that they re-
ceive here. It is a matter of congratu-
lation for the shareholders that cases
of infectious disease are exceedingly
rare. The year 1915 will witness the
removal by the chloroform route of a
considerable number of old foxes.
Their pelts will probably be seen in
the Lopdon fur markets. From now
on a considerable number of foxes
wlll yearly have to be slaughtered for
their pelts, their breeding days being
over. Their replacement by young
foxes will cause a certain proportion
of the yearly increase to be taken
care of by the companies in whose
ranches they are.

Class A options have been in steady
demand at good prices. It is true that
they have not been boosted and cor
nered as they were last year, and it
is also true that the fictitious prices
realized last year at the end of June
do not prevail this year. This is one
of the healthiest features of the bust

Scotland came & good sized order and
London investors also purchased a
substantial block of stock and from
distant parts of Canada came several
orders. There is a large amount of
money coming from the tern
States and many inguiries both from
Islanders sending there and from na-
tive Americans. They seek informa-
tion regarding the capitalization of
the companies, the quality of the
stock, the character of the ranch, the
qualifications of the keeper, particu-
larly as to his experience in the work,
and to the possible permanenece of the
industry.
There are now over 300 companies
in the fox business. There is a ten-
dency, among recently organized con-
cerns, to place the shares at a low
figure, some as low as $10, so that the
working class and: wage earners may
be given an opportunity to come in.

As the majority of the litters have
arrived about the middle of April, and
the pups are therefore two months old,
the danger period is well over, but
very few ranches have as yet been
thrown open to visitors. The interest
in patch foxes is steadily growing and
about fifty companies are in existence
with these animals as the assets. Re-
ports of some extraordinary successes
with “patches” continue to come in.
There are two cases in point. A. M.
Willianis, near Alberton, bred last
year a red female to & black dog. This
spring he has from this pair a ltter
of six, three patches, two valuable
blacks and one red. The Proina com-
pany of O'Leary had nothing but pat-
ch foxes in their ranch. This spring
they obtained five fine blacks, among
the various litters. As the price of
patches range from $500 to $1,000 per
pair and of blacks from $12,000 to
$13,000 on the average and up to even
$30,000 for tested breeders, the enomn
mous profits in patch foxes, when they
are fortunate enough to drop blacks,
are quite obvious.

MORE FOREIGN CAPITAL

During the past week a number of
parties from abroad have visited Char-
lottetown with the intention of bring-
ing capital here this season and start-
ing ranches. Options are being pur
chased by a number of these people
and the sites for proposed ranches
looked over.

They have under con-
struction a forty pen ranch on their
farm on the Union Road about four
miles from Charlottetown. Their in
tention is to make this ranch one of
the best that can be devised. Plans
were drawn by the man who planned
the largest rancheés on Prince Edward
Island. The president of the com-
pany, Sir Frederick W. Borden, and
the board of directors held a meeting
in Charlottetown on Monday and dis-
cussed their palicy for the coming sea-
son.

ST. JOHN'S DAY

To Canadians the festival of St
John the Baptist which fell yesterday
holds even more than religious signifi-
cance, for it represents the aunnivesr-
sary of the discovery of Canada by
John Cabot, a sailing master of Venice
sailing under the gloricus British flag,
who thus gained a place in history as
the first white man to set foot upon
the North American continent. It was
in no small degree to Cabot’s discov-
ery on June 24th, 1497, that British
supremacy in Canada and Newfound-
land today is due.

While there is ne dispute concern-
ing the date of Cabot’s landing, just
what portion of Canada or Newfound-
land was first.pressed by his foot has
been the subject of some doubt. New-
foundland, Cape Breton, Labrador and
Prince Edward Island have all mads
claim to the honor and St. John's, the
capital of Newfoundland, derived its
name from the supposed landing of
Cabot there. Prince Edward Island
was also named after St. John Bap-
tist by the French and history tells us
that it continued to be known as The
Island of St. John until 1758 when,
after a consideration of many titles in
cluding New Guernsey, New Anglesea
and New Ireland it received its pres
ent name.

While Newfoundland, Labrador, and
Prince Edward Island have their
gtaunch defenders in the Cabot con-
troversy, investigators of modern
times seem more inclined to accord to
Cape Breton the honor of being the
first landing place of John Cabot. Dr.
Samuel E. Dawson, for years King's
Printer of Canada, in his series of
monographs on the voyages of the
Cabots, published some twenty years
ag0 in the papers forming the record
of the transactions of the Royal Soci
ety of Canada, appears to prove this
contention, which also has the hearty
gupport of Sir J. G. Bourinot, Sir
Clements Markham and other eminent
gavants who have studied the sub-
Ject.

THE UNSINKABLE SHIP.

The last two weeks have been more
than usually productive of stories of
collisions beiween steamships at sea
where the meeting of the vessels has
not been due to narrow channels.
Even in the St. Lawrence river at tho
point where the Empress and Storstad
crashed, the river is at.least twenty
miles in Width, and in most places
deep. Off New York there was an-
other collision, in the open ocean; the
English channel was the scene of an-
other, and just a few days prior to the
Empress tragedy the cables carried
the word of a steamship crashing into
an iceberg off the coast of Newfound-
land. From these incidents it wouid
appear that the factor of safety com-
struction of ships is still of paramount
importance despite all the tremendous
advances in the realm of navigation,
the use of signals, wireiess tlegraphy
and government precautions taken to
guard the sea lanes.

It is aseerted in the. Scientific Am-
erican that the Great Eastern, the le
viathan of half a cemtury ago, was
practicable unsihkable. She had a
double hull, a longitudinal bulk-head
(alias a partition running lengthways
down her middle from bow to stern)
and numerous cross bulk-heads.

' “GRAVY”

Semi - Centenary of
death of America’s first
Ring Champ.

In the history of American pugilism
the name of Hyer stands out promi
nently, for the father and son bearing
that name were the pioneers of the
ring game on this side of the Atlantic,
Jacob Hyer wag one of the principals
in the first ring fight in America.
That epochal affair was pulled oft
nearly. a century ago, in 1816, with
Tom Beasley 'as Hyer,s opponent.
Jake Hyer was #& pugilist only as a
side-line, and largely for the fun of it,
but his son Tom, whom he instructed
in the manly art, toock to boxing as
a profession, and became the first
recognized heavyweight champion of
America.

Tom Hyer was born near the close
of the eighteenthycentury, and it will
be just half a cl ry tomorrow since
he took the fingh cofint. He died in
New York City,’ in his sixty-eighth
year, on June 26, 1864. Young Tom,
then a husky lad of about twenty, was
one of the most interested of the spec-
tatora of his father’s battle with Beas-
ley, but he was well past forty before
he took to boxing as a profession. In
the meantime he had' had an able
teacher in his father, and had engaged
in many friendly bouts with other fol-
jowerg of the fistic art. He was a
glant In stature, standing six feet and
two and a half inches in his hosiery,
but his ring weight was only about

whose real name was George Me-
Cheester. It was pulled off at Cald-
well's Landing, N. Y. Hyer showed
himself the better man from the first
but McCloskey was a game 'un and
took a terrible lacing for 101 rounds,
lasting nearly three hours, before his
seconds tossed in the sponge.
