ing position of the Finance Minister and
the Government, after disturbing the en-
tice trade of the country, to have ngw to
abandon their position, to reconstruct
the tariff and adopt the views advanced
by the Opposition. In-doing this the
Government now admitted before the
House and the country that they had
framed a tarif which could not be justi-
fied, and which, in'most points, they were
compelled to abandon. . He showed that
there was na deiieit, and that phe reve-
nue of this year exceeded the espimates by
$500,000: There was asurplas from the pre-
vious year of $1,700,000, and there was on
hand $400,000 of a sinking fund for the
Intercolonial Railway, ddinzs these
sums to the revenue of thg year brought
it up to $28,899,000.. Thjs would leave a
surplus on vhe first of Jnly next of near-
ly $200,000. (Cheers.) - By Cartwright's
statement the revenue for the.first nine
months of the year would be $16,000,000,
and the expenditurg over $15,000,000,
leaving a balance of nearly $200,000,
while the last three months would show
a further excess of revenuc. The whole
receipts of 1873+4 gxceeded those of 1872-3
by nearly $3,000,000. The Finance Min-
ister had estimased that the expenditure
in working the Government railways for
the current year, over the revenue,would
be $1,400,000. This estimate was un-
justifiable, as showa by the fact that last
year, when there were unprecedented
storms, when extensive repairs: were
made, the expenditure on these railways «
exceeded the revenue oaly -by $700,000.

After recess Dr. Tupper continued a
masterly speech, exposiug the fallacies of
the financial statement, defending the
policy of the late administration, and -
showing that 8,000,000 of additional
taxation was entirely unnecessary unless
to meet prospective extravagance.

" Mr. Domville reviewed the Tariffin a
caustic and effective speech, showing
ho e Tariff discriminated against the
Marltime Provinces. Black tes was
mainly used in the lower Provinces and
grean toa o Ontario, yet black tea was
taxed higher in proportion to its value
than green. Two-thirds of the molasses
bropght into the Dominlon was entered
at Maritime ports and paid duty there.
Ontario used syrup instead of molasses,
and, consequently, had no tax to pay.
The ship tax would amount to nearly one
dollar per ton. Most of the ships were
being built by contract for fixed sums,
and every cent of taxation was dead
loss to the builders. He did not thank
thae Government for modifying the tariff.
