We believe it also 
to be in the interests of Great Britain 
to promote general appeasement and 
revival on the continent of Europe."

In the last few years there 
have been many obvious miscarriages of justice 
due to these battles of alienists. Wherefore the 
bar association put itself on record, at its recent 
convention, as in favor of legislation that would 
forbid the testimony of alienists in criminal 
cases except when they are appointed by the 
court and receive "ordinary and reasonable com­
pensation." paid by the state.
