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Mining Notes.

It is very encouraging to note the
progress being made around Kam-
loops with regard to mining. Several
deals have been put through, and
owing to the exceptionally mild
winter work has been carried on
right along. The exhibit of gold
and copper ores in the Strand, Lon-
don, England, will surely prove of
considerable benefit to Kamlops,
and was a move in the right direc-
tion. In our next issue we intend
giving some idea of the amount of
inquiries this little exhibit elicited.

For the last few weeks there has
bzen considerable enquiry for Kam-
loops mining property. Several
boynds have been arranged on some
of the best groups of claims. The
Kimberly group is bonded to the
representatives of a Detroit syndi-
cate, the terms Dbeing $8,000,
and 20 per cent of the company’s
stock. The Gordon group, the
Polestar and the Homestake are all
bonded tooutside parties. No camp

in British Columbia has better pros- .

pects than Kamloops at the present
time.

There is no lmger any truth in
the assertion that Kamloops mining
properties are held at impossibly
high figures. The greater number
of properties are now in the hands
of people who are developing them
and will consider any reasonable
offer.

The Python hoist has been re-
paired and a full staff is employed.
Some good ore is being met with.

The Hecla shaft is down sixty fref,
with a good showing. The vein
will be cross-cut both ways.

The Tenderfoot is being developed
by a local company. Six men are
employed. A tunnel hasbeen driven
which has met the vein, and some
good ore is being got, assaying 6 per
cent to 10 per cent in copper, with
small gold and silver values.

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old-Bearing Conglomerates in Northe
ern British Columbia.

Nearly two years ago an immense
body of gold-bearing conglomerate
was discovered by a prospector near
Bear Lake in the Omenica district.
Claims were staked out on the show-
ing, but were subsequently aban-
doned, until last spring, when three
separate parties having secured in-
formation with regard to the ex-
istence of these deposits from Mt.
Valleau, the Gold Commissioner
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1for the Omeneca district, set out

from Vancouver and Victoria, and
succeeded in finding thelocality and
re-staking the ground. A large
, number of samples of the rock were
brought down for assay purposes,
tand while the returns from a Vie-
‘torvia office were not satisfactory,
. giving values of less than a dollar in
1 gold, assays made in Vancouver and
“San Francisco gave results of from
isix to twelve times greater, show-
‘ing the rock to average in value
from six to eight dollars, the fine
-grit, in contradisfinction to the peb-
bly conglomerate, being found to

“eontainrather higher values. These

son, and it the expectations of the
discoverers are vealized, the opera-
tion of the properties will add ma-
terrally to the future gold produc-
tion of the Omenica districs.

Meanwhile, a Mr. K. Ladloff, a
Russian  geologise, has recently fad
cliim to naving dseorvered aurfer-
ous conglomerate reefs m tne Cari-
boo istrict, und he expresses the
opinion thas these ave, in poms of
faet, the principal source of gold of
the Fraser river placers. The lo

cality of his discovery is that part'

of the Fraser river hetween Ques-
nelleand Fort Greorge, about seventy
miles south of the last-mentioned
place, above a group of islands called
the  Woodpecker or  Red Rock
Isiands, the Indian name for which
is ‘Iselkenmuh.

The formatvion consists of Cry-
stalline slats of vhe Ax haean, woich
form the country roc. and toae bed
of the river. These slutes are over-
Lud in certain limited aveas by the
uppermost strate of the “Lertiary,
but the whole surtace almost every-
where in this part of the Province
is covered by immense masses of
glacial drift consisting of boulder
gravel and sand.  In the tormation
where the gold aas been found in
places, true veins between regular
walls and irregular sihicious dykes,
both of greatly varying width, in-
tersect and interlaminate, lik 2 a net
work, extensive masses of conglom-

They ave ae-
companied by chloritic and hydro-
mica schists, the whole irregularly

The gold oeccurs in the form of a
fine dust almost everrwhere in these
rocks, but predominantly in the
bright yellow, red, orange or brown-
colored parts of the rocks, super-
ficwdly  decomposed and in their
cleavages.  The decomposition ex-
teads down many feet under the
surtace ; houlders readily crumble
to preces unner the blow of a pros-
pecting  hammer. Hundreds of
thcusands of tons of this decom-
posed ore lies on thesurfuce. In this
locality these rocks appear on the
forming
cliffs, steep walls, round knobs, or
iogshack on she river banks and at-
trace the eye of the traveler by their
color and grotesque shape ; they ex-
tend on both sides of the river into
the unknown wilders ess, how far is
unknowa as yet.

Tne deeper strata of this forma-
von arve riech in fine-grained iron
pyrites and traces of goid. There
ave only faint indications of the
presence of other metalhie composi-
tions.

The gold is easily detected by us-
myg a powerful lens at bright day-
Light.  Is can nov be seen Dby she
nked eve or with a poor magnify-
ing glass. The surface of certain
parts of these rocks, also gheir in
terior, is speckled with gold grains.
Their shape is mostly giobular, only
exceptionally flavw or flaky preces are
seen.  Their  distribavon  is dr-
regular.

heds of the Fraser River are rich in
placer gold, renewing themselves
evory year by inundations, and gold
washing is  carried on  annnally
along the river by numerous
Chinese, using the rocker.

PlacerMining on thie North
‘Thowmpron Rivor.

EpiTor JOURNAL—Sir: In laying
bhefore you my views on the North
Thompson river as a gold producing
stream, and its advantages for
dredging, it will be necessary for
me to dwell at some length on the
surface formations of the surround-
ing country, and in entering upon
this subject I beg leave to be al-
lowed to deal with a somewhat
large area of alluvial gravels trib-
utary to this stream.

Much has been said about gold'

bearing placers in different parts of

the world by some eminent men,
but we are still left in the dark as
to where the gold originates from.
The ““mother lode” has not yet been
found, and what I might have to
say on this line would, I fear, not
throw much more light upon the
subject. Accordingly, I will not
try to carry your thoughts hack
further than to the old conglomer-
ate rravels, fro v which, I believe,
a great deal of the present gold
found in the different streams has
roriginated.

If you take a point at theeast end
of Kamloops lake and follow an
imaginary line north to the foot of
the Cariboo range of mountains,
north-ea it of Barkerville, in trav-
ersing this line you would meet at
different intervals, large bodies of
those ancient conglomerates tower-
ing up, in places, from two hundred
to three hundred feet above the
present water levels in the same lo.
calities.

Much of the ancient formation is
still in its original place, as left
there by water action, but it has
become conglomerated owing to the
cement qualities found in its make-
up. At the time of this deposit,
water must have flowed at & much
thigher level than now. and in its
iconstant receding to the present
‘levels of our rivers, has brought
down immense quantities of decom-
posed conglomerates from these
higher levels.

. At the head waters of Jamieson
i creek, which flows into the Thomp-
;son river, there is a large quantity
tof these old conglomerates to he
"found. This I tested for gold and

"in almost every instane I found
colors.

In comparing the gravels found at
thispoint with those found along

)
'
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the Quesnelle river, in the Cariboo
district, there is no perceptible
difference found. The same old
cements are found adhering to the
rocks, showing that at one period
that (fount.r)'r contained much of
those old conglomerates.

In taking your attention back to
the imaginary line running nerth,
vou will find, by referring to the
map, that it runs nearly on the
highest peaks of the mountains ly-
ing between the Thompson and
Bonaparte rivers.

In calling your attention so  fully
to the surface of the country tribu-
tary to the Thompson river, es-
pecially to that lving to the woest,
my object has been to establish the
reasons why I believe that large
quantities of gold exist in the bed
of the Thompson.

I believe 211 the streams from the
west flowing into this river have
brought down more or less gold ; es-
pecially the Clearwater river, which
connects with the Thompson some
ninety miles from Kamloops, and
which heads in the Car hoo district
only some ten miles from Quesnelle
lake.

This  stream. no doubt, has
brought down vast quantities of
gold and deposited it alon,: the
Thompson. The current in  the

Clearwater river is quite swift un-
til it connects with the Thompson,
wiich passes through a compara.
tively level valley to its outlet at
Kamloops. Hencee the current of
the Thompson is slow; excepr in
piaces where the river has  hecome
very shallow owing to the dischavee
of boulders from the various ereeks
feeding inio it, which canses simall
capids, such as the Fish Trap vapids,

1 estimate  the current in  the

Thompson at not more than two

miles per hour at its ordinary stage

of water;and as the gravels are

not of a coarse grade, it will be

readily scen that dredges can work

to good advantage where suflicient
alues are met with.

During my test work last sum-
mer and fall, Idid not find any of
thie alluvials which I tested that
would unot pay handsome profits,
when the proper, improved dredges
are at work.

The gold iz of a fine nature, hut
will not be difficult to save, owing
to its cleanness.

I have estimated the black sand
to he one per cent. of the whole fill,
and it carries in gold values ranging
from twehty-three to thirty-two
dollars per ton, after amalgamation.

There ave also several ofher
streams flowing into the Thompson
river from the east, which are said
to carry gold; but as I have not
had the opportunity to test them, I
am not able to verify the reports.

The wagon roads up the North
Thompson valleyare in good con-
dition, affording cxcellent facilities
for moving machinery.

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The Python Mince.

To the Python mine belongs the
credit of being the first mineral
cliim on what is known as Coal
Hill; for it was located July 27,
15896, and recorded two days later.
It is, therefore, so to speak, the
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father of the Kamloops copper-gold
mining camp, and as such is being
watched with interest by mining
men. It is owned and being de-
veloped by the Python Mining Com-
pany, Ltd., who also own the
Python Fraction, the Noonday, Cal-

umet and Copper Head claims, all-

adjoining. This discovery, the first
known copper occurrence in the dis-
trict, was made by Louis Vietor Guil-

lame, a local stockman, while hunt-
ing horses on the range. His horse

kicked up a piece of very heavily
copper-stained rock, which, when
broken, was bright ~=with copper
pyrites. This was shown to local
people, and such interest did it
arouse that cash offers were quickly
made for the disclosure of the ioca-
tion, but were refused. The dis-
coverer, who had staked the claim
himself, failed to record it, and
shortly afterwards it was discovered
by other prospectors, who had been
attracted 1o the district by the ex-
citement. it is prettily situated on
the northrslope of the ridge known
as Coal Hill, at an elevation of some

2,000 feet above Kamloops, 2nd from

its shaft house a remarkable and
beautiful view of the Thompson
Valley can be ohtained. It is one of
the nearest mines to Kamloops lo-
cated up to the present. As the
crow flies it is situated three and a
half miles southwest and some four
and a half miles of road fromn the
town.

The Python vein has been traced
by a series of surfiace cross-cats
wregnting over. 400 feet in length,
with a depth of from 3 to 10 feet,

It is interesting to
note that this company, formed in
the first place for operations in the
Klondike, were inducted by Mr.
