CLOSING OF THEIR ESTABLISHMENTS
IN FRANCE.

AGITATION IN THE COUNTRY.

ARREST OF THE COUNT DE MUNN.

EXCITEMENT IN PARIS.

Panrig, June 30.—The excitement over the
enforcement of the decrees expelling religi-
ons socleties is incremsing, The people are
| now thronging the ¥Faubourg St. Germnin,

where two of the bouses of the Soociety of
Jesus are located. Mapy of them are cheer-
ing and condoling with the Jesuits, and others
expressing their satiefaction at the action of
the Government. Great disorder exists,
which the police are endeavoring to quell.
Many arresta have been made from smong
the most noisy and violent of the spactators.
Count DeMunn, a prominent Ultramontane
men, of wealth and position, who made a
notable tecord in the France-Prussian war,
an eminent member of the Assembly, was
present among the people, and being carried
away by his feelings, uttered some strong ex-
pressions against the Government’s execution
of decrees, and was arrested. A similar state
of affairs prevailsinthe Rue des Ores. A
iarge pumber of members of the Legislature
are fu gympathy with the socleties, and many
Senators and Deputies of the Right spent the
night inside the Jesuit Convent in the rue de
Sevres, freely expressing words of condolence,
and saying that the Governmeat will be
forced by public opinion to retrace its steps
and apologise for its action in executing an
obsolete and forgotten law against innocent
and defenceless religious congregations,

The work of closing the Jesuit establish-
ments throughont the Republic, which began
at daylight this morning, is now about com-
plete, no disturbances of the peace having
occurred, although in every instance where
an establishment was closed great crowds of
people. asgembled, and gave emphatic ex—
pression to their disapprobation of the acts
of the Government. At Lilleand Douay, in
Flanders, the police have olosed the doors of
the Jesuit chapels, and have placed official
notices upon them.

Paris, July 1.—~—A semi-official note re-
specting the execution of the anti-Jesuit de—
crees declares that the Government knows
its daty and will perform it with firmness.
The number of persons expelled from the
Jesuit chapel yesterday was 13, including one
Englishman and one Russian. The second
Jesuit establishment, that of the German
Jesuits, at present is not interfered with. At
Lavalseveral English Jesuits called on the
crowd to witness their rights being violated,
and said that they would appeal to the Eng-
iish Ambassador. The crowd which witness-
ed the expulsion of the Jesuits from tho es-
tablishment in th» rne de Sevres were almost
atupefied by the procedure, In Paris, where
an individual is drowned in amaseg, the thing
is less serious, but in the provinces it will
have far desper effects. It iz expected that
the Jesuits will immediately apply to the
Judges, complaining of the violation of their
rights of property and domicile, and praying
{or an order of reinstatement. It is, stated
that the Government will contend that ordin-
ary tribunals have no jurisdiction, and that
Council of State can only dstermine the val-
idity of the expulsion. The Government,
however, is in manifest difficalty with other
unrecognized orders, as it never calculated on
their vefusing to apply for recognition.

Panis, July 1,—The total number of Jesuits
esteblishments closed numbers 39 with
476 members.

Loxpox, Juiy 4.—A Paris despatch says :—
It now begins to be apparent that the rourts
generally throughout the country will hold

that the religious congregations, a8 citizens
of France, had the same right to retain the
property which they bought and paid for as
other citizens have, and that the Government
in expelling them without cause exceeded its
constitutional authority. It is further be-
lieved that as a yesmult of the suits which are
being brought in Paris and the provinces the
Government will be compelled, both by law
and pablic opinion, to restere the property
and guarantee the religious societies againat
turther molestation. .

At the Hotel Dieu Couvent, Kingston, Ont,,
on the 24th of. June.(Feast of St. Jobn the
Baptist), Miss Mdry Agnes Moloney, niece of
the Rev. M. Clune, of Smith’s Falls, made the
solemn vows of poverty, chastity, obedlence,
and of serving the poor. At an early hour
the chapel was crowded with spectators,
among whom' were relatives of the novice.

The officiating clergyman,
Rev. J. Hogan, commenoced Mass, and at the
Gradual intoned the Veni Creator, which was
continued by the Siatess. After ‘the Oremus
the celebrant questioned the.novice ag to the
-obligation she was going to contract, Hav-

ing been assured that she desired to' serve-

‘God in that bonse he returned to the altar to
1ntone the Litany'of Saints, during which
time the novice was proatrate under a’ black

“pall, held over her by four professed sisters.’

Aftor the usual QGremuses ha blesred the vell,
rivg and crown, Blessiog the Veil, he said ;

wReceive this sacred veil, by which we know
that you have despised the world, and belong
furever to Jesus Christ in quality of spouse;
may Ha defend you from all harm, and cou-
duct you to eternal life.” Tke Ring: «I
unite you to Jesus Christ, Son ot the Eternal
Fatber, iz quality of spouge; may He con-
serve you pure; receive ¥ in the name of
Jesue Christ, this 1ing of fidelity, this seal of
the Holy Ghost ; may you serve Him faith-
fully, so as to be crowned one day with glory
in eternity.” The Crown: «Receive this
virgina! crown, and as you are crowned on
earth may you one day metit to be crowned
with glory in Heaven.” Tha novice was mean-
while kneeling on a Priex Dieu in the centre
of the choir, holding throughout a beautifally
ornamented taper. At the Communion the
celebrant brought the Most Holy Sacrament
to the novice. She having pronounced ker
vows, he gave her her Spouse, to whom she
had consecrated herself forever. At the close
of the ceremeny the Te Deum wag eung, while
the newly-professed embraced all her sisters,
with whom she was then more closely united
by the ties of religion. The singing was a
choice selection for the occasion.

Irish Patriots in Convention at Philas
deJphia Planning a Nibilistic Cam-
paign. .

PmranpLrnia, June 29,—Delegates from
every State in the Union were present at
tha Irish National Convention, which com-
menced it8 session yesterday. The purposs
of the convention, as stated in the call under
which the delegates met, is“to organize a
National Association to deliver Ireland from
English rule.” A president, Secretary and
other ofticers were elected, and « name’
The United I[rish men ot America,” was
chosen. One member, James McDermott of
Breoklyn, said be had crossed the ocean
eighteen times, in the interests of the Fenian
movement that amounied to nothing.” and
said this present movement had for its motto,

Not a cent for blatherskite,
But every oent for dynamite.

Every delegate , he explained, comes paying
his own expenses—not a8 penny is furnished
by an organization. ¢ We don’t mean, " said
he further, # to meet England on the open
battlefield ; that would be folly : but we do in-
tend to carry on & warfare on the principle of
Nihilism , and we propose to establish a fund
at this convention for that purpose We
don't believe in Commupism or the equaliza-
tion of property—let those who till the soil
reap the benefits. What we want to do is to
free Ireland from the cruel yoke of British op-
progaion.”

Judge Brennan of Iows has been chosen
Chairmsn. The convention held an execu-
tive session this morning. Two sessions will
be held each day until the bulsness in hand
is completed. A very harmonjous spirft is
noticeable at the meatings. It ie1ntended to
establish branches)in every part of the country
and enlist the co-operation of every Irishman
in the welfare of his countrymen. The de-
legates unite in saying that practical results
will surely follow the complete organization
which wiil be effected by means ‘of this con-
vention.—XN. F. Star.

Letter from Hon, John 0'Connor

OTTAWA, June 21, 1880,

My DEAR MR. BoYLE:

I rend the leadlng article, under the heading—
‘* Prejudice Silenced”—in thelast issue 0! The
Irish Canadian; and the readipg thereof ex-
clted in mie rome astonlshment and much re.
gret. In all countries, Cathollcs have, since the
revolt of Martin Luther, been subjected to and

endured the rerumuun of belug ** Pricst-
ridden,” as well as many other opprobrious
egllhcts egually false and insulting. But this is
the first instance, within my knowledge. of an
crgan, or g uagt organ of Catholic, ard especlally
of Irish Cathollc, pub ic opipjon and sentiment,
defending Catholics against the imputation of
beln§ ‘“Priest ridden,” by assumnlng that
politics and rellgion are separaie and distinct
{rom, and even repugnant to each other:in
other words,that the temporal and the spiritaal
are separate and distinet from, and xepug-
nant to, each other ; and that Catholies have,
as regarda politics, set Lhe autbority and
friendiy advice of the Hlerarchy and Clergy at
{naugltzl. and treated them with rehelllous con-
enipt.

The doctrine, that politics and religfon are
distinet from, and independent of, each uther
is, by implicatlon, if not Indeed expressly, con-
demned by the Syllabue, It is opposed to the
tenching o- the Church in all ages. Tae Catliolic
is, therefore, bound to belleve that \hey are not
distinet from, and independent of, each uther,
and that tbere is no repugnance between them.
He is bound to belleve, ns the church teaches,
that they are Intimately connected; that they
cannot be severed witlirut error; and that any
attempt tosever themwould be mischievous. But
helsfurthermore boundto believe, asthe Church
teaches apnd reason agproves. tbat as the
Creator is superlor to the creature, ithe super-
natural superior to the natural, and the spiritual
superlor 10 the temporal, s0 also 18 religion
superior to polities ; and therefore that polties,
being subordinate to, aught to be tempered and
sanctified by religion ; and therefore the Jaity
ought, in polltical aflulrs, to hearken to
thelr spiritizal teachers and respect thelr ad-
vice, whenever the Interests of religion or
morality aud the welfare of soclety are |n-
volved.

The science of polit‘cs {5 nothing more or less
than the science of government. the sclence
which regulates the afliairs of mankind, the
conduct of men in soclety. The conduct of
men 1n soclety has relation, first, to the Creator,
the Ruler ot all, by whose authority alone
human govenment can exist and exercise
authority ; and secondly, to men, as between
themecelves.

The object of government is8 to regulate
socjety, ibatis, ine condvet of men in soclety,
50 a8 1o enable n.en to altain to 1helr tinal end,
their last cause.  Politics, therefore, involve re-
ligion and morality, if indeed these two may be
distinguished from each other—an operation
which I would hesilate to undertake. The
Church, therefore, has not only the right to in-
terfere in politios, but it i» her duty to interfere
in all the aspects apd charpcteristics of politics
which velate to or in any way involve religion
or morality.

The authorized teaclhere of the Church, there-
fore, have the righr, and it is their duty to in-
struct, to advise and to exh-rt the la.n?' as o
the religlous and moral aspects and bearings of
all political affairs, A4 asthe Bierarchy and
Clergy arc the authorized tenchers of the
Chureh, the laity are bound to hearken to them
and recelve and respect thelr advice, so far
at least as regards ihe rellglous sspects and
bearings of political affaits, ;uch was the belief
of our forefathers inold Ireland when the teach-
irg and practice of their religion were proscribed
and forbidden, and its ministers hunted like
Leasts of prey.

Did our persecuted forefathers then desplre
andspurn the advice of thelrspiritual teachers?
Did apy one who was of then on their behalf
ward off the imputation of belpg ** priest-
ridden’ by boasting tbat they had treated the
advice of those teachers with contempt, and had
{lcteg contrary to snch sdvice in political mat-
ers

On the contrary, it wasthepride and the boast
of Cantholie Ireland, that her people respected,
esteemed, cherished apd confided in their herole
self-saci ificing Clergy,and regeived their iustruc-
tion and advice with implicit confidence avd
plous submirsfons ?

And whyshould 1t not be s60? The Clergy
were, ag they are, and have rlways been, of the
people, with the people, for the people, having
no interests to serve but the welfare, spiritual
:\gd temporal, of the people committed totheir
chrrge.

Aud great and noble were the results which
flowed froni thatconfidence which the laiiy had
in thel. Clergy. It was the teaching of thnt
Clergy and thefr advice. submissively recelved
and copfidently acted upon, which enalled the
Catholies of Irelard to wring Catholic Emunct-
pation from a hostile Government and a reluc-
tant Parliament—go great was the moral lpower
ot a peaple united by the bonds of religion,
nnd disciplined by 1is moral teachings and re-
straints,

Is |1 possible the pure apd simple Faith, the
love of rellgion, and confldence fu the teachers
thereof, have passed away from the Catholics of
Ireland; snd that they are now nn improved
and enlightened people, in the Sclentist senseof
the presen' day!

Are they, Indeed, ready to admit thet their
forefathers were a slavish set of ** priest-ridden’
dolts, In the conlemptucus sense in which the
term was arplied? g it thelr boast that they
have relleved themee]ves from that Imputation,
by having recently spurned and rejected the ad-
vice of thelr Hierarchy and Giergy, and acted
contrary thereto, in polltical affuirs, Involving
great moral prineiples intimately connected
with religion? :

I, for one. am not prepared to belleve that
Irish Catholies In Jreland, or elsewhere, are
willlng to accept ard adopt any such bosstas a
detence sgalost the false imputation of beipg
* priest-ridden.”’

f recefving with coafldeuce thore principles
in which we sareipstructed by the minlsters of
that religion by whose lnws the passions are re-
strained within proper 1imits and reguiated, and
by whieh false philosophy, jalse theortes, and
evil practices, in religlon and poilties, are con-
demned, subjects us to the reproach of material-
Irts, panthelsts,infdels and soclalists, let us bear
it meekly and rejolce qufetly, rather than at-
fempt 10 repel the reproach by nsing the
fgnoble apology, that we have cast off the re-
straints of religion and disregnrded its teaching
in matters political.

her legitimate domain. Kor if the laity are edo-
cated, as the article in question tends to eduente
them, to disregard the teaching and advice of
the Hlerarchy and Clergy,wiiech is the teaching
of the Church, on great fundnniental problems
of morality and religion, involved in n political
contest, they are, a8 & resultlng consequence,
educated to disregard the teaching of 1he%hurch
herself ; and therefore estrapgement from the
Church and destruction of faith may vitimately
result. The descent from even partial decay of
coufldence nnd fajtn to sceptleism is easy, and
usually short,  We hiave beheld in our day the
result of sucli tcaching in Italy, France, and
} other countries of Europe ; aud we ought 1o hope

that Ireland may be long, aye, for ever, spared
from a like fate.

However, I object to the article, not only with

OUR LONDON LETTER.

(From our Quwn Correspondent.)
Loxpox, June 23,

Histor{ans say that Home's mighty empire
fell through the enervation ard luxury of her
people. One portion of them wero slaves
and the other aristocratz, whose only object
in life was self-gratification. Every device,
however vile or ex;cpsive, was adopted to
please the mind or stomach, with the resnlt
that the patricians became effeminate and
totally unable to make headway against the
fierce ontsiders who broke in upon her sway.
The poorer section ot the citizens had no
great object in maintaining a government
which made them slaves, congequently the
Goths and Huns found no difficulty in break-
ing in upon her domain. To a large extent
a similar condition of affairs is now going on
in England. Bbe is probably the richest
country in the world, yet within her borders
she has the largest pauperism in Europe. Qnu
in every twenty-two of her entire people being
fed by the

COLD JIAND OF STATE CHARITY.

The wealth is centralized into the hands of
comparatively fuew peaple. The other even.
ing I strolled into Hyde Park, and whata
sight I saw; lines of pair horse carriages, each
with either three or four lfveried servauts,
and in thc carrisge perhape a lady, old or
young, In Rotten Row were hundreds of
the aristocracy, men and women on horse-
back, cantering up and down, purposeless in
life except to see and to be seen. The pomp
and luxury of those people is something that
wust be seen to be understood. They don't
know what on earth to do to spend their
money. Many of them were Irish land-
owners wallowlong in luxuries to which those
of the ancient Romans were as nothing, yet
in Ireland thousands of the piebians are starv-
ing. This is]a condition of affaira incom-
patible with good government and the stabi-
lity of an empire. In London there were
last week on the rates 85,040 paupers, sa in-
crease of 4,557 over the corresponding week
last year. Yet London is

THE WEALTH[EB“P CITY ON THE EARTH.

There enormous figures do not represent one-
fifth of the destitution that rankles in our
midat. Sixty thousand women on the streets
and at least twenty thousand more on the
margin of sin and shame. This frightful
social cancer is caused by extreme poverty
and extreme wealth, the identical evils which
sapped the foundations of Rome’s wmiphty
empire. Ouraristocracy are not in any sense
producers, they simply live by virtue of birth
and privilege,~live in sensual pomp witnout
in the least returning any equivalent to the
state. In Capnada and the neighboring
Republic you have rich men, but they are
workers in some fiuld of usefulness, whereas
our wealthy men do nothing but hunt, waltz
and attend royal levees. Of course the con-
dition of aflairs is much better than they
were in the davs of vasealage and the Curfew
bell, but in comparison to modern progress,
in rcience and education, feudalism, as an in-
stitution, gives way but very slowly, I
spoke of Hyde Park as a place where wealth
of an evening was runniog riot, not knowing
how to expend itself.

BTREAMS OF MAGNIFICENT EQUIPAGES,
with servants in every comceivable livery
driving round the endless ring just to air the
occupants, and give them fresh vigour {or the
operas, balls or dinver partiea of tha ensuing
night, Change the scene into one of the poor
localities, say in the neighborhood of the
docks, what is there to be found-—misery,
poverty and sin, Nearly fourteen hundred
lodging houses, where a bed can be had for
seven cents. In onr social economy those
places are & necessity, but the system that
brings so many ot them into existence is poli-
tically wrong. It is.all very well to cry
communists at men who try to remedy the
evil, but unless a radical changelis effected
the Great British Ewmpire will go the way
other empires have gone beforeit, and through
the very same causes—luxury on one hand,
misery on the other. Tc-day there are in this
country millionsof man quietly asking them-
selves what is the cause of the pauperism of
our working olasses, and the only logical reply
i3

THE CENTRALIZATION OF WEALTH,

This was the cause of the French revolution,
that terrible wave of a people’s anger, which
swept from power In Frunce the most corrupt
governmental system the world has ever
seen. 'I'be Republic was formed, and to over-
throw it the French aristocracy assisted the
foreigners to invade their country. We are
told, in fact it is continually dinaed futo our
ears, that birth and descent are mecessary to
enablo men to become great leaders and suc-
cessful rulers, but this theory, which is on a
par with the divine right of kings, is shatter-
ed to the winds by the establishment of the
first French Republic, because, from among
the great unwashed, men then arose who had
to face in arms the aristocratic power, not
ouly of France, bat of Europe, and they did it
successfully. To-day in England there are
thousands of such men hid away among the
musges ot the people, and, although every-
thing on the surface appears comparatively
smooth, there are numbels who are asking
the very complicated question,

A Htate Church
with ap archbishop having a salary of from
fifteen to twenty thousand pounds a year and
two magnificent palaces to livein; a landed
aristocracy owning the soil in hugh blocks
and drawing from it immense fortunes, which

The chnir was taken by the tallest mon in
the IHouse of Commons, William Henry
O'Sullivan, member for the county of
Limerick, and there were present : Mr. Blake,
member for Waterford; Mr. Villars Stuart,
another of the Waterford members, and Mr,
Corbett, member for Wicklow. Three 1eso-
Iutions were passed and six suggestioné were
adopted, and Mr. Peter O'Leary, who acted as
sacrotary to the conference, was ordered to
send copies to the Chief Sucretary for Ireland,
the Right Ilon. Mr. WW. E. Forster, and to
Mitchell Henry, representative for Ireland on
the royal commission. ‘The principles laid
down in these six suggestions were:— ’

['nion instead of divisional poor law sating
because the present plan of divisional rating
has o tenrency to drive the laborers off the
land into the small towns, inasmuch as each
divislon has to bear {ts owa poor rates, and of
course it would be to the Jand proprictors'
interest not to have any work-people living
on his estates while he might have the benefit
of their labor.

T'o aboilish the present ranitary powery of
Boards of Guardisns, and vest it in a National
Sanitary Board. The Guardians are made up
of men who aro small proprietors, and for
fear of expenses arv afraid ot making sani-
tary improvements, wheroas an independent
anthority wonld do its work without fear or
favour.

To simplify the borrowing of a gum froin
the surplus of the Irish Church Temporalities
fund, to enable farmers and others to erect
laborers' cottages in about the proportion of
one to every fifty acres of land, which would
cause the building of twenty thousand decent
workmens’ houses instend of the misarable
hovels which now dot the surface of the
country. The rent of those cottages could
be converted into a kind of sicking fund to
redecm the capital,

To allot in the neighborhood of overy
small town a common field, upon which the
cottiers of such towns counld have garden
patches at fair rents, instead of the exorbitant
charges which they have now to pay on the
conacre principle.

To sgend through the country a few
lecturers, as in England, to speak in the
small towns and villages on cottage garden—
ing, sanitation, social improvement, &c. The
lectures to be free, and the lecturers to be-
paid from the Oentral Banitary Board.

To facilitate the reclamstion of waste lands
and the selling of them in small farms to
peasant cultivators on the plan mow pursuad
by the Commissioners of the lIrish Church
Temporalities,

The adoption by Government of the spirit
of those suggestions would, no doubt, gra—
dually improve the condition of the Irish
farm laborer, who is at present the worst
housed, the worst clad, and the worst fad' man
in Kurope. Hitherto very little attention
has been pald to bim, but the agitation now
created on his behalt, principally through Mr.
O’Leary’s efforts, will, no doubt, cause the royal
commission to take the matter up. Forater,
the Irish Secretary, is a very active man and
means well to Ireland, and Gladstone meking
‘the Irish ecretaryship Cabimet office,
will enable the Secretary to introduce Irish
questiofs with something more than: personal
prestige, and with no subject can he deal with
more credit to himself and advantage to Ire-
land than that of the poor neglected Farm,
Labourera.

.THE HERO OF CHATEARUGUAY.

Unvelling thegMemorial Tablet in Honour
‘o??)ol- DeNalaverry.

QUEBEC, June 23.—the ceremony of unvelling
the handsome memorlal tablet erected in
honour of the hero of Chateanguay by the Cham-
plain Committe at the old Manor House of the
DeSalaberry famlly, now the property ot the
helirs, came off with great eclat yesterday after-
noon. The weather, though excessively bright
and warm, was magnificent for an out-toor de-
monsiration. It I8 estimated that fully 3,000
people were present, as well belonging to Beau-
port as coming from the ¢ity and surrounding

rishes, Owing io the grave illnesa ofthe Rev,
“ure of Beauport, the procession, instend of
forming in front of the Beauport Church, as
originally intended, was marshalled atthe foot
of Duchesney’s HIll, and marched to the Manor
House, preceded by the DeSalaberry car, which
figured in the 8t. Jean Baptiste procession, with
the officers of the 9th Battallon as supporters,
and the lipe of march belng profusely hung
with fings of all naticns. In the procession the
district military staff was strongly represented,
there being present, among others, Lieutenant-
Colonel Duchesnay, D. A.G., Licutenant.Colonel
Alleyn, and the officers of the 8th Battallon,
the officers of the Levis Battallon, Captaln
Crawford Lindsay, and other officers of the Gar-
rison Artillery, many of them mounted, and all
fn uniform. There werealso repressntatives of
the Pontifical Zouaves, and tbe memorles of the
hero of Chateaunguay, and ¢f the warof 1812,
were revived by the presence of the hero's son,
Lieut.-Colonel ~ C. DeSalaberry, of Sergeant-
Mn({or Voyer, of the Voitigeurs, aged 105 years
and six months. and of Paul Taboarenche, the
head chief of the Huron Indlang, of Lorette.
The judiciary was represented by Judge Winter,
the cg:(-’porauon of Quebec by Mayor Brosseau
and ladv, and the corporation of St. Sauver by
118 mayor, Mr. Kironxek. TheSt. Jean Bap-

EXANMINATION AND DISTRIBUTION OF PEIZES,

At the invitation of the Ladies of Loretto,
of this city, n large number of the parents
and friends of their pupils assembled on Fri-
day to wituess the halt-yearly examination.
Besides the very rov. pastor there were pre-
senl Rev. Fathers Laroche, Casey, and D.
Farrelly, Messts. A. Robertson, M. P, P,
Dickson, Shepard and others.

On entering the convent the visitors were
conducted to the parlor to inspect a tastsfully
arranged collection of the work of the young
Iadies. The fancy work was the admiration
of the lady visitors. The crayon drawings of
the Misses Costello and Ivers exhibited great
taste and skill, and were deservedly much
praised.

At the appointed hour the exercises com-
menced, and during the three hours which
they lasted, the progress manifested by the
puptls was gratifying to their parents. Their
knowledge of English history was gccurate,
and as thoroughly taught as in nt& of our
academies.

rHE JESUITS AND THE FRENCH
GOVERNMENT.

The French people, in thelc struggles
agsinst Bourbonlsm, Bouapartism and Com-
munism, bave had the sympathies of the
lovers of freedom all the world over with
them, and more particular those of the Irleh
race, who have been, and still are, oppressed
themselves. People were ot sorry when Louis
Philipp was dethroned in 1848, mor did
they grieve much over the fall of the second
Empire, which arose on the ruins of the gecond
Republic, for it was thought when Francevas
free of dynasties and kings she would be
really free. But now we come to see, with
our eyes wide open, that a country may bhave
a strong Republican Government and still be
dominated over by a class or section not in-
ferior in tyrauny to the aristocracy of the
Rue St. Germain or the marshals of Napoleon
the Third, It was Madam Roland, herself
an apostle of freedom according to the
Girondi idea, who exclaimed : % Oh, liberty,
what crimes are committed in thy name!”
France has not changed materially since her
time, for there must, it seems, always be two
classes in that great natiom,the oppreseors
and the oppressed. The latest act of the
French Government is the suppression and
expulsion of the Jesuits in the name of
liberty, and the amnesty of the Communists,
slso in the name of liberty. The Com-
munists took advantage of the presence

waiting to be eeized by Europeans, or led to
independence by native leaders. European
floets are bastening to Turkish waters, and
all indications point to a crash, such as has
not been heard round the shores of the
Mediterranean since the fall of Carthage.
There is scarcely an understanding among
the European powers as to what will be done
with the pleces, except that between France
and England, which may be more or less sin-
cere. Turkey atall eventsis docomed. That
is one of the certainties.

Tne Senate is at present a Conservative
budy because it was during the long Con-
servative reign the great majority of the
senators were appointed. If Mr, Mackenzie
had not been defeated on the 17th of Septem-
ber, 1878, he would no doubt so fill all
vicancies with Liberals that bis party would
bave a majority after some years, and it
would thus come to pass that, though the
country might be Liberal, the Senate would
remain Conservative, and rice ¢ rerse, and be
in a position to thwart its wishes, as, indeed
it has done more than once. In the British
House of Lords it is different. There peersare
not appointed ; they are born, so to speak, in
the purple, and as Whigs die as well as Tories)

which party may have amajority in the House.
Itis tcue the Government of the day can al-
ways create a batch in an emergency, but not
to such an extent as to swamp the opposition
majority, unless the parties are nearly equal.
Our Canadian Senate is, therefore, unique in
its way, aud except for absorbing a share of
the revenue, is of little use. The American
system of electing senators for six yenrs would
be a decided improvement.

Le Courier de Etaix Unis prophecies grest

Within a few months, the Chapleau Ministry

Vicrory has once more perched on the
American banner at Dollymount. Their rifle
team defeated the Irish by twelve points,
which ia not much considering that each team
fired thiee hundred rounds, the Americans
scoring 1292 points and the Irish 1280. The
cause for surprise, in fact, is that the Irlsh
did so well. The use of arms is prohibited
in Ireland except to a favored few ; the sight
of a rifle in the hands of an Irishman in Ire-
land ig phenomenal enough to makea Govern-
ment official gasp, while on the other hand
the American can sling a Martini-Henry over
his ghoulder as soon after his birth as he can
conveniently carry it. America is free and
Ireland is not; and more still, America has
45,000,000 of a population to draw from,
while Ireland has but five, Taking all these
circumstances into account, the Irish team did
well and deserve credit, but if the Irish
people are senslble they will compete no more
until the conditions are changed.

Tus screaming of that sublime bird of free-

dom, the American eagle, is heard, just now
rising discordantly over the noise of conven-
tiens and political uproar generally.
Spanish cruisers have again searched an
American vessel; suspected of smuggling
arms and ammunitionto the Cubans, and as
Spain isonly a sacond rate power, the sublime
bird of freedom ~-ig8 very insclent. The
Americans take small—and sometimes great
~ingulis from France, or England, or Ger-
many, becanse they have big ships and streng
battalions, but'when Spain-exercises her right
the cry is Delendg est Davana.  They forget
that Spain rendered.them material assistance
in the hour of their distrese, but then Repub.
licang dre always fingrateful. In the present
state of the American navy even Spain might
not come out sacond best in a conteat, but at
all events the Americane -should have shame
epough in them fo muzzle;the sublime bird
until just cause of offence is given.

Tae Eoglish and Scotch Beformation So-
cieties, who howled 8o lugubriously over the
appointments of Lords Ripon and Kenmars,
will at no distant day, bein a state of mind to
fit them for a lunatic asylum. Thep
must - expect nothing more or less than

It
is only when this practical result shall have
been attained that we can fully take into ac-
count the exalted role which the Quebec
Government ig just now playing in the interest
of its country. Pending this, it has the sup-
port of all true lovers of French Canada and
we congratulate it upoa the fact.

French people are as fickle in their votes as
in their temperments, and shouted for the
overthrow of Napoleon a few years after they
had sustained the Empire by an overwhelm-
ing vote.

It
is well Lnown - that the Jesuits are
forbidden by the rules of their order from
mixing Iin politics, and hence the only way
wecan account for the action of the Gambetta
faction is their insane hatred of the Catholic
religion and their desire for its destruction.
They begin at its forumost champions and
will end most likely by being driven into ob-
scurity. The great heart of the French
nation is still Cathollc, as Freycinet and Gam-
betta and Ferry and Simon will find it out
to their cost when too late. Even now the
people are awaking from their lethargy, and
upwards of fifty magistrates have refused to
execute the decrees against the persecuted
religious order.

THE NATIONAL ANNIVERSARY.

The National Club sat down to a dinner at
Toronto, on Wednesday last, the First of
July, to commemorate the thirteenth 'An-
niversary of Confederation. Goldwin Bmith,
its President, was present, as were also the
Hon, Messrs Blake and Mackenzie, among
men of lesser note. Asa matter of course
the two gentlemen just named were the
principal speakers, and as a matter ol course
also they spoke well, as they alwaya do on
all occasions. They both expressed them-
gelves to the effect that Confederation, al-
though it had not answered their expectations,
was still an improvement on the old dis-
jointed system, and we cordially agree with
them. Mr. Mackenzie, it he is reported cor-
rectly, said that while he had no animosity
against the Republican Government as it ex-
isted in the States, thought there was room
enough on this continent for two distinct
forms of Government, and also that our
system would be brought to such perfection,
free from the trammels of oligarchy or
monarchy, a8 in the end to be superior toany
form of constitutional rule in the world. He
thought as Canadians were bound to support
Great Britain in the hour of meed, Canada
shouid have u voice in the welfare of all. Mr.
Mackenzie could not agree with Mr. Blake
that one legislature conld successfally make
laws tor all Canada, by which he probably
intended to warm Mr. Biake against the
abolition of the Senate. Mr. Blake fellowed
by saying he never really believed that the
act passed thirteen yeurs ago was a final setf-
tlement for Canads, because “'without our
full share in the prosperity of the great
empire of which we form a part, we can
hardly be said to be truly conbected.” It
seems, then, that after ali the advice tendered
Mr. Blake by his friends and admirers he will
persist in bestriding his hobby called Con-
federation of the Empire. Confederation was
good but Paulo Majora Canet, Mr. Blake takes
a higher flight, he wants to confederate the
Ewmpire, and it would appear as if Mr. Mac-
kenzie, like Barkus, is also willing. So that,
in fact, the banquet was not such a national
banquet after all, and must have disgusted
Goldwin Smith, who thinks Confederation of
the Empire what it actually is, a great hum-
bug. Mr. Blake is fond of calling himself a
« Home Ruler,” let him think of Ireland and
her Howe Rule membsrs in the Imperial
Parliament, and what little good they are
capable of in front of a hostile majority. The
most sensible speech of the occasion was that
of the Mayor, Mr. Beatly, who said he wasa
Canadian born and bred, and was in direct
sympathy with Canadian Nationality, and
could not agree with Mr. Blake as to closer
connection with the wmother country or the
Imperial Government. Col. Denunison alsc
struck a national note when he said officers
in this coeuntry should be appointed by the
Government of the country, especially as we
have n military college of our own. Itisa
pity thero should exist a race of beings called
politicians who are afraid to speak what they
think lest they should lose a few votes, or
being politicians it is & pity they should not
stay away from national banquets., If Mr.
Blake does not rid himself of hobbies and
theories he will find that the young men of
Canada, who are beginning to look to him as
their leader, will seek some other man to
point them out the road to Canadian
nationality and greatness.

THE IION. JOIIN OCONNOR'S INDIG-
NATION.

A long letter from the Honorable John
O'Connor appears in the last issue of the Jrisk
Canadian, the object of which is to prove that
politics and religion are intimately connected,
that the laity should exercisethe suffrage ac-
cording to the wishes of the clergy ;that in
some Irish constituenciea this was not dons;
and that, therefore, the electors in those con-
stituencies, in Mayo more particulariy, acted
in a reprehensible manner and are accord-
ingly condemned by the Church and by its
self-elected month plece, the Honorable John
0'Counor.

Why the writer has sprung the letter so
suddenly on the world Is what we are ata
loss to discover. There is no general election
close at hand, the seat of the member for Rus-
gell is not in danger, his friends are in power
backed by a large majority, and the only
question that agitates the mind of the public
18 a question of tariff. We shall, therefore,
do Mr. O'Counor the justice of supposing
that he *has leng brooded over affalrs in
Ireland and deplored the result of the late
elections, and thatnow, when he is, in a mea-
sure, about being relieved from the cares of
oflice, he takes an opportunity of letting the
world know what a Janadian Cabinet Minister
of Tory politics thinks of things in general
and of religion mixed with politics in par-
ticular. This is nothing but what is his
right, justas it is ours to criticize his opinions
80 a5 to enable the intelligent reader to draw
hisvwn conclusions. Wa do this because, in
common with nine-tenths of Irish Canadian
and Irish Amerlcan journals the Tave Wir-
xEss exerted itself to the utmost of its humble
capacity in advocacy of the views advanced
by Mr. Parnell and the Irish National party
for the amelioration of the condition of their
unfortunate countrymen, awong whom are,
perhaps, included the Boor relations of the
Honorable Jokn O'Conner, and up to this we
have seen no act of theirs which makes us
regret the position we assumed.

The piece de resistance of the writer's long
drawn out gyllogism is the argumentﬁthat
the laity should follow the hierarchy and
clergy at elections, which, of course, presup-
poses that the leaders should takea prominent
part in politics, and Mr. O'Connor states that
the Syllabus implies, if it does not broadly
agsert, that such is their duty. Now, while
emphatically denying that the Syllabus
asgerts or implies any suck arrant nonsense,
we are willing to admit that in matters whare
Catholic interosts are involved the Catholic
hierarchy and clergy are the natural leaders
of the people of Ireland, and in such capacity
can always command the enthusiastic end
unanimous support of the Irish people.
When religious questions come uppermost in
politice the Irish people turd inatinctively to
their bishops and clergy for advice, and when
it is given they accept it with gratitude. In
emancipation times, for instance, there was
no dissent, 0'Conpell and the priests led the
way and the people followed with remarkable
unanimity. Again, in 1852, when Ear! Rus-
sell’s fanaticism created the jfurore which
broughkt about the ridiculans ecclesiastical
tithes bill, there was no Catholic in Ireland
deserving the name who did not, in union
with the hierarchy, indignantly denounce
the latest piece of English bigotry, and was
not prepared to sustain the Church at all
hazards. But, dear Mr. O!Connor, the line

excuse us for thinking that an old T_ori
politician is about the worst imaginable
person to draw it. For, look you Mr.

0'Connor, the politician, be he Libéral or

Conservative, Tory or Radical, is liable to
have the fine religious edge of his -soul
blunted by contact with the rough corners of
politics to such an extent that after awhile he
brings himself to believe that his church and
his party are identical, and those who do not
agree with him hold heterodox opinions,
Now, there was no morereligion connected
with the last genersal election in Ireland than
there was.in the elections of Canada which
took plece on the 17th September, 1878, and
which resulted 8o satisfactorily to the Post-
master-General and his party. It was a
‘question of taviff in Canada, and In Ireland
it wad a question of land, and, we submit to,
the judgement of Mr. O'Connor if even he
would think it advisable that our
venerated Canndian bishops should. come’
forward and advige the faithfal to vate for
protection. ‘They did not do any,such thing
in Canade at that time, and nelther did the.
Catholic hierarchy of Ireland in April last.
They, for the most part, held aloof from po-
litics, but when they did exercise their un-
douted right the meajority of them advised

the people o vote for the Parnell candidateg

and though Mr. O’Connor may shake hig hea:;
incrednloualy, we assuré him -there were just
ns good Catholica as eithier he or the Bishop
of Oasory voted for and supported the Irigh
National candidates, and not oumly that,
cordially endorsed the views of the Layg
League. But suppose the Irish Catholics
wera In doubt, and looked to their natura)
leaders for advice as to how they shonld vote,
were they not somewhat confused, M,
O'Connor, when they saw distinguished prq.
lates on one side and eqyally distingnisheq
prelates on the other? Itis clear, therefore,
that if they all voted the way the Bishop of
Oseory desired they would displease the
Bishop of Meath, and vice rersa. Mr. O'Connor
must gurely be aware thatthe political views
of Archbishop McHale were as diffevent from
Cardinal Cullen as are those of Archbishoy
McCabe from thoge of Archbishop Croke, and
yet those distinguished men are equally good
Catholics. The Irish bishops did not agree
among themselves on the veto; Irish priests
headed the insargentsin '98 while O'Connel}
enrolled himself in the volunteers to put
them down ; Irish priests took difterent sides
in '48, and even to-day, while some of them
condemn the Land League, there is not 7
meeting held that half a dozen of them arg
not among the speakera. Does the Hon,
John O'Connor condemn the Land League’
Well then let him listen to the words of the
iflustrious Archbishop Croke, and condemn
him also for speaking as he did from God’s
holy altar :—

“We have borne s0 much that now, wheu
we are beginuing to cast ourselves on a small
scaie into the attitnde of self-defence, persons
are found to call us ugly names, and words
of ominous significance borrowed from the
vicious vocibulary of the continent. There
can be no sin in striving to live and
wighing to die in Ireland. 1Itis neither sin
nor treason to say that where a man labors
he has a vight to be fed, and that it is crue)
to punish a person for not paying a debt
which nature bas rendered Impossible for
him to satisfy.'

Mr. O'Connor is one who calls ugly names,
though why we cannot say, as the starving
people of Ireland never did him any harm
that we know of, nor their relations in
Caunada, except to vote for hin. It may be
certainly that he belongs to the O'Connor
Don family and is grieved over his disaster.
In that case allowance should be made him,
but at the same time he should be cautious
how he allows his political or family feslings
to overcome him to such an extent as to
canse him to call his poor countrymen hard
names for exercising the suffcage so dearly
won.

Mr, O'Connor lays particalar stress on the
Mayo election, and he evidently believes all
the lies told about the Revd. Mr, Nelson, the
Presbyterian clergyman elected by acclama-
tion. Mr, Nelsom is cbarged by the Orange
papers in Ireland with having abused the
Tope in a sermon he delivered immediately
after his election by a Catholic constituency.
This he emphatically deunies, and as Mr,
Nelson is just the kind of man to hold to his
opinions we can easily believe him. Mzr.
Nelson i8 in possession of a backbone. It is
rather extraordinary that Mr. Nelson'should
never have uttered 3 word against the Catho-
lic religion until a Catholic people bestowed
upon him the highest honor in their power.
It is. evident the Catholics of Belfast, who
presented the revd. gentleman with » purse
of gold, do not believe the slanders propa-
gated by his foes.

THE SEAWANHAKA DISASTER.

New Yonx, June 29, —It appears that there
were three hundred or more passengers on
board the steamer Seawanhaka when she took
fire 1ast evening, and the nomber of dead by
the disaster js variously estimated at from
forty to one hundred. Several were burned
to death, but the majority lost were drowned
in the rapid current. Some passengers say
there was an explosion which they distinctly | !
folt and heard ; others say there was a strange
lifting of the deck, as ofa gentle pressurs,
followed by a hissing noise, as of steam
escaping. All agiee, however, that a fow
moments afterwards the flames were seen in
the neighborhood of the engineroom. What-
ever may have been the cause of the explo-
aloy, if there was one, it {8 certain that the
boilers remained intact, for the wheels kept
moving. The captain was at the wheel, and
ran the boat upon a low marshy island called
Sunken Meadows. The passengers aft had
been driven by the flames into the water, but
fnost of those in the fore part of the boat did
not get off until the boat grounded. ‘The
captain of the boat, Charles P. Smith, did
everything poseible for the passengersand the
boat, and did not leave the vessel until the
upper part of his body was serfously burned.
He is in the hospital, covered with ofl-sosked
bandages. He says there was a dull, heavy
explosion. Sixteen bodles have been re-
covered near the scene of the calamity and
fourteen persons are missing.

Those who went to the rescue describe the
scene as horrifyiug. The half burned and
scorched human beings running abowt the
steamer, afrald to leap into the water, and
apparently too crazed to save themselves;
haif burned and insensible persons found
floating in the water wererescued, and every-
thing known to human skill was applied by
doctors of the Island hospitals to resuscitate
those lethargic or alleviate the suffering of
those burned. Nurses of the hospitals and
employes on the Island opened their ward-
robes and gave freely their clothing,

The full returna for the
work done in the corn fielde are notall in
when the corn §8 gathered, a point that should
always he boroe in mind.

Summer Fallow.—A sumwmer fallow was
Sormerly considered the pioper preparation
&t a wheat crop. Where hoed crops are in-
trodnced into a regnlar rotation of crops, the
desired cleaning of the land and pulveriza.
tion of the soil may be atfected without resort-
ing to the more expensive method of fallow-
ing. Tlic being the case, the increase in the
amouni i roots grown wiil diminish the
acreage devoted to summer fallow.

¥ heat—When wheat follows oats in the
sotation, the stubble may be stirred with a
paltivato: to give the scattered oats’s chance
40 sproct before plowing for the wheat crop.
1{ the oat crop is harvested belore the grain
is fully ripe, as it should be, there is less need
of thiz precaution.

Tomips.—Flat turnips may be sown thia
month for early feeding. Although not 3o
profitable for the main crop as Swedes or
mangsls, they have their place in a tarm
eystem tiat economizes labor by its uniform
distribution throughout the season. rlat
tarnips are not to be recommended as feed
for cows giving milk. but they are valuable
for sheep, especially in mwaking a gradual
chargs from grass to the dry feed of winter.

Fodder Corn may be sown in succession )
directed iu June, ag late as the middle of this
month. The small quick growing varieties
are to be preferred. The latter past of July
and through the month of August, in our
aonthern climate, the pastures get dry in
average seasons, 5o that a modified soiling
system iz desirable to secure a tull supply of
feed for the cows and horses.

Fodder Crops in the shape of Millet or Hun-
zarian gruss may be sown during the early
part of this month, and as the bay crop is very
deght in many places, a fodder crop of some
kind will be more than usnally important this
year. The soil for a fodder crop should
aither be naturally rich or made so by manur-
ing, or it will not pay to prepare it for any of
these quick growing grains which have but
little time in which to muke their growth,
and must get to a good size in order to be
protitable.

Meadows.— A6 500n asmay be after the hay
a8 gathered give the meadows a good top
dressing of fine manure, This will produce
a thick bottom growth to shade the ground
and pravent the soil from drying up and in-
juring the roots of the grasses.

Water Supply.—An abundant supply of
pure water is essential to keep animals in a
healthy and thriving condition. The impor-
sance of pure water for animals is too often
overlocked. Impure water is a fruitful
souroe of disense to animals as well as man,
and the quality of milk is 1mpaired when
tows are compelled to drink at stagoant
pools.

Cows giving milk should not be allowed to
&all off in quantity from insufficient feed. 1t
s more difficult to increase the flow of milk
after & shrinkage from lack of full feed than
%0 keep up a high activity of the secretion by
artificial feed. When the habit of diminished
wilk secretion at & particular time of year is
eetablished, as it will be by repetition, it is
mat always easy to prevent it enmtirely by
Aiberal feeding. The habit will also be trans-
mitted to the offspring as a family character-
istic that will diminish the value of the
animal a8 a producer of tlilk. Give thecows
extm feed 60 soon as the pasture begins to get
short.

Horses need good care in these hot days of
mid.summer. They should be kept ctean by
frequent currying and occasfonal washing of
the legs and feet. The fiies will cause the
most inconvenlence, and while working in
the field some protection from them in the
shape of nets or thin blankets (sheets) is a
great comfort to the animals. Keep the
stables clean lhat they may not harbor the
iz or develop any bad odors. Horses that
are at regular farm work need good food—
Bettar than grass alone will give. Oats or
greund feed of gome kind must supplement
the pasture at night.

Sheep can care for themselves if they have
a ghady pasture supplied with good water,
The matter of a ram to be used later in the
season should be considered now and secured
in time, if not already on band. A fall-bicod
wiil often improve the flock.

Pigs.—A run in a good clover stubble will
bo beneficial. The yards should be kept as
clean as poseible. A quantity or copperas
sprinkled about the pens will deodorize and
digintect the place very fatisfactorily and
eheaply. - Young pigs shouid be pushéd now
&t they are for early market. A rapid growth
secored now is of the greatest importance. If
the stock is not” what is described . begin to
improve it at once by securing a pure-blood
bonr of some good breed to use 1n ths herd.

Poultry.—Chickens hatched this month
will, if well cared for, be large enough to get
through the winter safely. It is not best to
et any hens after Jaly.  Vermin breed very
fust in hot weather and great cleanliness is
TOCESSATY .

The
fair scason will begta in a little over two
monthe, and it is none too early to consider
the matter. The local fair, whether county
or other, should recelve the attention of every
cultivator, whether he belongs to theclasa
“amateur,” or ta the ¢ professionals,” as those
who cultivate plants of any kind asa businees
are called. A lively competition for the
prizes, no matter how small these in them-
selves may be. is the ouly way in whicha
fair, large or small, can be made usefui to the
community. Every cultivator shonld make
it a point to show his best products, and if
any one exhibits better ones than his own he
may be sure that there is something about
varieties, or their cultivation, that he should
learn. Besides these smaller fairs, those en.
gaged in any branch of horticulture as a bus:-
ness, should show thelr products at the State
or other large Fair, if only for thoe sake of
making himself and his Lusiness kvown. 1t
is none too so0n to decide what shall be ex-
bibited at the coming fairs, and what prizea
uwpon the schedule are to be competed far,
and to give the articles early attention in
order that the exhibit may be a creditable
one. If one competes for varieties of pears,
as an example, the half dozen or dozen to
make the « plate’ shonld be selectad before
band, and all smaller and poorer fruit pear
them on the tree be removed in order to
secure the greatest possible development of
those selected. BSo with other fruits, and a
like course is to pursued with vegetables,
flowers, otc.—.American Agricelturist.

ORCHARD AND NURSERY.

Budding.—So soon as the bark of the stock
will ¢ run,” that is, whon it raises readily, and
the buds are weli formed, the budding mcy
be done.

Thinuing.—It will pay to thin the fruit
from overloaded trees, even though it is get-
ing lale. The frait that remaine will be of
better size and nuality, and the benefit to the
tree, especially if it is young, will make it
pay for the labor of thiuning.

Grafts will need to be looked to ; they must
not Le Interfered with by surrounding
branches, some ot which may need to be cut
away. All grafts growing too vigorously
should be pinched.

Pruning can be done during this month.
An open head to the tree should be kept in
mind, that the airand sunlight may readily
reach the interior.

Marketing.—The early fruit will be largely
marketed this month. Too much care can
nol be exercised in having it put up with
neatness. Tidy packages neatly marked and
filled with selected fruit, always bring a good
price, even when the market is full of inferior
fruit. Get snd hold a reputatioa for uniformly
good fruit--as it pays.

Tent Caterpillar.—~The nests that have
escaped the earlier rounds should be destroyed
or these greedy “ worms" will rapidly strip
the trees of their leaves, and thus greatly re-
tard their growth.
