as to offer any inducement to respectable men to associate with some of
those whom they might be liable to meet in the lodges. I replied that if
even the case were so, it was partly caused by the absence of the influence
and example of individuals like themselves, who, instead of leaving Mas.
onry in the hands of persons, with whom they could not associate, ought
themselves to be the leaders of the Craft. I explained, however, the
measures which had already been adopted for the exclusion of improper
persons, and those which would be enforced under the authority and
Constitution of the Grand Lodge of England, and finally a sufficient
number of these gentlemen having agreed to forra a lodge and petitioned
accordingly for a dispensation, I had great satisfaction in giving it to them,
and I anticipate great benefit to the Craft froin their countenance and
support. Amongst the members of this Lodge ýSt. Andrew.'s, No. 1), are

one of the judges of the Court of King's Bench, the Surveyor-General of
the Province, the Receiver-General (who isalso a Legislative Counsellor),
the Governor's Secretary, the Principal Aide-de-Camp, the Adjutant-
General of the Militia, etc., etc., etc. Although these local distinctions
may not be very highly appreciated in England, yet in Canada these gen-
tlemen are a great acquisition to the general respectability of Masonry,
and theïr personal and official influence will in m=y cases have a very
beneficial effect."

It will be seen from the foregoing report that St. Andrew's
Lodge was organized for the purpose of inducing brethren of

well-Imown ability and social standing in the community not

then affiliated with the Craft in Upper Canada, to take an

active part in Canadian Freemasonry, as well as to attract

the best men in the country to the Craft. The result was

that some of the most distù*iýin*shed men of the period became

connected with Canadian Freemasonry, and thus through

the organization of St. Andrew's Lodge, was laid the founda-

tion of the honorable position that the Craft holds to-day in

Toronto.

The dispensation to organize a lodge at York (now

Toronto) to be known as St. Andrew's Lodge, No. 1, of the

Provincial Grand Lodge of Upper Canada, was granted on

the 24th September, 1822, by R.W Bro. Simon McGilhvray,

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Canada for many years); John Beikie (Sheriff of York, 1811,
and Clerk of Executive Council, 1820-25); Thomas Fitzgerald
(13arrister-at-Law) -, Stephen jarvis (Usher of Black Rod in
Legislative Council of U per Canada and afterwards Regis-
trar of the Home Districtý; James Fitzgibbon (hero of Beaver
Dams and D.P.G.M. of Second Provincial Grand Lodge,
1822-1826); Bernard Turquand (an official in the Receiver-
General's Department), and Daniel Brooke (a merchant).
Many of these brethren afterwards became distinguished and
enthusiastic Craft workers.

The prelinU*nary meetings for the organization of St.
Andrew's Lodge, befère it was duly constituted, were heldat Bro. Sir William Campbeli's residence, Duke Street, York(Toronto). Following is a copy of the circular issued callingone of the meetings:

"Sa,-Permit me to request, you will have the Idndness to meet someMasonic brethren at my house to-morrow at 12 o'clock for the purpose01 cOnSUIting on business of the Society.
"I have the honor to be,

"Your faithfùl brother,
"Monday, 18th Nov., 5=." -WM. CAMPBELL."

On the Festival of St. John the Evangelist, the 27thDecember, 1822, the first recorded minutes of the Lodge showthe lodge assembled at 12 o'clock, noon, for constitution.
The meeting place is not mentioned, but it was probably heldeither at jordan's Hotel, King Street East, neax Princess
Street, or at the Ontario House, afterwards the WellingtonHotel, on the north-west corner of Church and Market(WeWilgton Streets).

R.W. Bro. James Fitzgibbon, the Deputy ProvincialGrand Master, presided at the constitution of the lodge atits first meeting. The usual opem'*ng ceremony having beenconcluded W. Bro. Sir William Campbell was installed W.M..after which the following officers were severally inducted andinvested into their respective ositions: Bros. Thomas Ridout,S.W.; John Henry Dunn, John Beikie, Treasurer;Bernard Turquand, Secretary; Thomas Fitzgerald, S.D ; andGeorge Hillier, J.D.
A resolution. was passed whereby the lodge was to meeton the Wednesday next preceding each and every full moon,
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and also on the Festivals of St. John~ the Eaglist and St.
John the Baptist, in each and every year, at wihstated
meetings no swuQmns isc8 iee neoess>axy.» TIhe follow-
ing scâle of fees for membership ini the lodge was aiso adopted:
For initiation, six guiea; ifor passing, one gieand for
raising, two guna;i ail nine guna, or about $47.

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mind of to-day that those brethren of the early days, in
formulating a code of By-laws for their guidance in the lodge
room, did not overlook the Ancient; Charges anct fundamental
principles of the fraternity-principles that will be applicable
to the welfare of man so Icng as the human race exists.

On the 22nd january, 1823, the second regular meeting
was held at 7.15 p.m. W. Bro. William Campbell occupied
the chair. There were nine brethren present, seven members
and two visitors, the visitors being W. Bro. William Kerr,
W.M. of Dalhousie Lodge, No. 2, Niagara, a son of R.W.
Bro. Robert Kerr, at one time Provincial Grand Master of
the Schismatie Grand Lodge at Niagara, who had been
honored by R.W. Bro. McGillivray with the rank of Past
Deputy Provincial Grand Master, and Bro. George jarvis,
of Lodge No. 23, Brockville. Bros. Dunn, Hillier, Coffin
and Fitzgerald were absent, and in consequence the ballot
for the Messrs. Ridout was postponed and an emergent meet-
ing ordered for that purpose, if required, by the W.M. The
W.M. gave the Entered Apprentice Lecture duiing the
evening. During the hour of refreshment Bros. Hillier and
Fitzgerald entered, and after resurning labor the W. M. moved
"That the By-law imposing a fine on absentees (from the
nature of present circumstances) be dispensed with," which
obtained unanimous assent.

An account of £2 5s. for three candlesticks was ordered
to be paid on the 19th Febiuary, 1823 and the petitions
of Messrs. George and Thomas Gibbs îidout were ordered
to be laid over until the conclusion of the Provincial Parlia-
men,, which was then meeting, unless the W.M. should find
it necessary to call an ernergent meeting. At this meeting
Bros. Beilde and Fitzgibbon, with the principal officers of
the lodge, were appointed a conm:iittee for the purpose of
providing suitable apartments for the future accommodation
of the lodge. The place at which the lodge was held up to
this time, whether at Jordan's Hotel or at the Ontario House,does not seem to have been satisfactory.

At an emergent meeting, held on the 12th March, Messrs.
George and Thomas Gibbs Ridout were accepted, and on the
19th March they were duly initiated. New jewels had been
ordered, as the "Jeweller's Account" of £9 was laid over until
the next meeting, when it was ordered to be paid. The
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Secretary was instructed to keep a register of the members
in the following form:

An emergent meeting was held on the 26th Marche 1823.
The W.M. read the Ancient Charges to the newly-initiated
brethren, and delivered the Entered Apprentice Lecture.
Then another emergent meeting was held on the 16th April,
at which Mr. James Grant Chewett, head draughtsman in
the Crown Lands' Department, petitioned for membership.
At this meeting the following resolution was adopted:

At the regular meeting held on the 21st April, 1823, the
Bros. Ridout were passed to the Second Degree. The sum,
of £7 5s. per annum, was awarded to the Secretary for his
services, commencing from the 27th December, 1822. Bro.
John Beikie asked * ' to present a sword to the lodge
for the use of the WIý-7w0h'Iich was granted. The By-laws
and Ancient Charges on the 2 Ist May were read to the Mem-
bers, and a petition for membership was received from Dr.
Christopher Widnier, a well-known phýsician of York.

On the 18th June, the W.M. read the mgulations for the
government of private lodges, as contained in the Book of
Constitution of the United Grand Lodge of England, and in
conférmity with the By-laws, arrangements were made for
the proper celebration of the Festival of St. John the Baptist
on the 24th June. At the latter meeting, Bro. Thomas
Pidout, Senior Warden, was appointed to rernt the lodge
at the Provincial Grand Lodge, on the 8th uly, 1823, when
he was to present to the Grand Lodge a copy of the By-laws
of the lodge. A postscript in the minutes states: "Brethren
to, assemble to, dinner in this room at 6 this evening."
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At the july meeting, Bro. Ridout, the Senior Warden,
reported "That this lodge had been by him duly represented
in Grand Lodge, that the copy of the. By-laws had been
Presented and received, and that the Grand Lodge wouldmake a further communication to this lodge." The Tyler
Was paid three pounds currency as salary for the preceding
three months, and a new ballot box cost the lodge fifteenshillings.

In August, Mr. James G. Chewett and Dr. Christopher
Widmer were balloted for, accepted and initiated as Entered
Apprentices. At the September meeting, Bro. DanielBrooke was acting W.M., Bros. CampbeU, the W.M., Hillier,
Mt -bbon and Coffin being "absent on duty," while Bro.J. e Dunn. was absent, being ý ýunwe]1" - specific excuses hadto be given by the members of the lodge, ýtherwise the penaltywould have to be enforced.

On the 15th October, Bro. Dr. Widmer was a edto the Second Degree, the W.M. giving the lecture pfSsh-êdegree- It will be seen that in the early days of Masonryin Toronto, the lectures of the degrees were given by theW.M. instead of by the Wardens.
An emergent meeting was held on the 22nd October, at

0'clock P.M. It was announced that R.W. Bro. Fitzgibbonintended "resigning his seat as a member of the lodge from.theý 15th inst.- BY resolution, the article of the By-laws
limiting the time of closing the lodge at 10 o'clock was sus-Pended for the evening, and Bros. George and Thomas G.Ridout were raised to the Thirci Degree.

The meeting on the 12th November, 1823, was held atthe house of BS. George Ridout, which was situated on thenorth-west corner of Market (Wellington) street, and whatis now Dorset Street. The lodge, met in the upper room onthe east side of the.house. At this meeting Bro. J. G. ChewettWas passed to the Second Degree.
On the 26th November an emergent meeting was heldat the house, of Bro. George Ridout, when the Deputy Prov-incial Grand Master "presented the warrant from the GrandLOdge of Bngland to this lodjre," and Mr. Levius Peter Sher-'Wood, afterwards the Hon. justice Sherwood, petitioned forn'embershiP, was balloted for and initiated the same evening.A donation of "$10 was given to an indigent brother, an

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"That the notification from Bro. Fitzgibbon, respecting his intention
to withdraw from this lodge, recorded in the minutes of the 22nd October
last, be now expunged froin the proceedi:ags."

This having been done, Bro. Fitzgibbon was admitted.
The W.M. then proceeded with the induction and investiture
of the officers chosen at the previous meeting, after which
Bro. the Rev. R. Addison "was pleased to deliver an exhorta-
tion to the lodge on the subject of charity, from the Ist Cor.,
13th chapter." The lodge was then closed.and the brethren
dined.

At the regular meeting -held the 13th january, 1824, atBro. George Ridout's, "Bro. Billings, a Master Mason, wasadmitted a member of the lodge without petition, ballot orpayment of fees, being a transient brother, and not havingbeen solicited to, subscribe towards our petition for a warrantat the time this lodge was C()nstituted." For this departurefrom the By-laws there does not seem to have been any soundreason, save that the nanle of Bro. P. T. Billings may havebeen oinitted from the petition for the dispeDsation presentedto R.W. Bro. McGillivray, in September, 1822. Bro. Billingswa8 afterwards the Treasurer of the Home District, andresided on Lot street (now Queen street west.) At thismeeting, Bro. Wm. j Kerr and Bro. Thomas Clarke, ofDalhousie Lodge, No. 2, Niagara, were present, as well asBro. Mahlon Burwefl, late Master of Lodge No. 9, Port Erie,also of St, Thomas' Lodge, No. 30, Talbot Road, and anotherbrother WaS present in the person of Bro. John M. Balfour,of No. 2, Registry of Ireland. This was the last meeting heldat Bro. George Ridout's house, for at the repular meetingon the loth , March, 1824, the minutes state that the lodgemet "in the ne 10 e room, York, U. C.- which was theMasonie Rali iniardket Lane (Colborne Streâ) that had beenérected by Royal Arch Lodge No. 16, in the year 1819, orthereab-oilts, at a costi it is said, of about $soo.
The lodge wu considered to be in a flourishing conditionat this period, for, on the 24th january, 1824, Br .o. B. Tur-quand, writing to Bro. John Dean, frorn York, amongst othermatters says Of St. Andrewys Lodge, No. 1: "Our lodgeflourishes. Bro. Hagerman and Bro. Sherwood, Speaker ofthe House, have joined us during this session."
Owing to the extremely bad weather there was no lodgemeeting in February. At the meeting of the loth March,
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Bro. Gýorge Hillier was elected W.M., and the following
officers were appointed: Bro. John Beilde, S.W.; Bro. Thomas
Fitzgerald, J.W.; Bro. Bernard Turquand, Secretary; and
Bro. Thomas Ridout was elected Treasurer. No reason is
given for holding the election at this time. The brethren
were duly installed and invested into their respective positions.
The W.M. announeed the death of W. Bro. Kerr, W.M. of
Dalhousie Lodge, who had visited this lodge at the january
meeting.

In April there was no meeting held, but at the May
meeting it was decided to present W. Bro. William Campbell,
the first W.M., with a Past Master's jewel. At the request
of the W. M., Bro. Beilde, who was said to have been the most
expert worker in the lodge, " gave the Entered Apprentice
initiation and charge for the benefit of those present."

The lodge did not assemble for its regular meeting in
June, 1824, but at the meeting on the Festival of St. John the
Baptist, a large number were present. W. Bro. Hillier was
absent on publie duty, and R.W. Bro. James Fitzgibbon pre-
sided. Bro. Benjamin Thorne, after whom Thornhill is said
to have been nained, affiliated at this meeting. A circular
was read from Truxton H. Powell, of Union Hall, New York,
respecting the Masonic Mirror, about to, be published in that
city, and soliciting the patronage and support of this lodge.

Seven brethren being absent from the regular meeting
for july, the following resolution appears in the minutes:

"That in consideration of the peculiar publie business of the day and
the indisposition of several of the brethren, the absence of the other mern.
bers is sufficiently accounted for to the satisfaction of this lodge."

This alludes no doubt to the political. disturbances which
were then brewing in the Province, and to an epidemic of
cholera. A letter £rom Bro. Stephen Jarvis, resigning his
membership in the lodge, owing to some difference he ha4
with a brother, was considered, and in August the lodge
acknowledged «'the force and the propriety of the reasons"
for the resignation, and "regretted that the lodge should be
deprived of so effective a member as Bro. jarvis."

In September 1824, Bro. Peter McPhail was made the À
regular Tyler, and Bro. Isaac Pilkington, an old soldier, was
employed as a serving ý brother to assist the Tyler. At an
emergent meeting on the 25th October, 1824, it was resolved

On the l4th June, the following resolution was adopted:
"That it would botter suit the health and convenience of the brethren

wer the annual esebration ta talcs place on the 24th J une (St. John the
Baptist's Day), insteat af the 27th of December (St. John the Evangelist's
Day), as at present celebrateti by St. Ândrew's Lotige of this city."

It was resolved:
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At the meeting held on the l2th July, 1842, Bro. Colonel
A. Thorne was initiated, and at this meeting ît was determined

"That the namnes of ail members who are in arrears for more than
three months be read out at the next meeting; that the Tyler be instructed
to deliver the accounts, and that the members be charged 6 pence for
each month in arrears as remuneration for extra trouble to the Tyler."

On the 9th August a brother who had been incarcerated
for debt had petitioned the lodge for relief, and it was decided
if the applicant was found worthy "to afford him relief to the
extent of $4 until the next regular meeting," The following
circular appears in the minutes of this meeting:

Bros. J. R. Gowan and C. Ly2les were appointed a com-
rnittee to convey the testimonial to the residence of Bro.
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"At a meeting of the brethren of St. Andrew's Lodge, held ai; Bro.
Gardner's on Tuesday, the 5th day of July, A.L., 5842, A.D. 1842, it was
resolved, That a subscription list be sent around to the bretbren to raise
funds for the purchase of a >iece of plate to be presented to our late Wor-
shipful Master, Thomas Gibbs Ridout, and the following brethren were
appointed a comnrittee to receive the subscriptions, viz. Bros. King,

Gwan and Lynes."
The subscribers to W. Bro. Ridout's testimonial nuxn-

bered seventy, and were composed of nearly ail the influientia1
men of the City of Toronto and vicinity, in the year 1842.

On the 8th November, a distressed brother and bis
fanmily were granted £3, to enable theni to go to Rochester,
New York. On Sunday, the 8th January, 1843, an emer-
gent meeting was held for the purpose of attending the funeral
of Bro. F. Moore, who was interred in the burying ground
attached to St. James' Cathedral.

The position that St. Andrew's Lodge occupied on the
loth January, 1843, axnong the lodges in Upper Canada,
will be clearly seen from the following report regarding a
difficulty which had occurred among the members of Unity
LodQge. Whitbv. St. Andrew's Lodge was frequently ap-



HISTORY 0F ST. ANDREWS LODGE

"At the next meeting of the lodge Bro. Alvali Amess was caUled on
to instail his successor, which. he refused to do on the plea that having
beeni hinsseif elected to serve for one year he could flot lie displaced, ex-
oepting by the decision of a superior authority, and that no intervention
of any stich superior authority had been sought or obtained.

"On the 27th of December, 1842, four memnbers of the lodge met and
chose Bro. Alvahj Amness as Master for the current year.

"«These are the facts of the case, upon which the committee have
corne to the following opinion

"The dispensation lias lapsed from, non-payment of the customary
fees irpon eacli initiation and non-returns of members' names to the Grand
Lodge.

"The election of 1841 was good for one year; consequently the election
ini July, 1841, was not valid.

"The election of Bro. Alvali Arness in December, 1842, was irregular,
there not being present a sufficient number of the brethren to hold such
election.

"The committee recommend that the brethren of Unity Lodge be
advised to assemble and elect a Master without delay, Bro. Alvah Ainess
actinz as P.M., and inistalling bis successor; that they should transmit a
list oÎ~their members, and pay their fees to the Grand Lodge, and that they
should apply to the Grand Lde for a warrant.

"The committeearse of opinion that if the brethren of Unity Lodge
should not sec fit to sot on their advioe, it will be the duty of St. Andrcw's
Lodge to report their proceedings to the Grand Lodgc, those proceedings
being, as 7our coninittce conceive, not in socordance with the usages of
Masonry.

The report was ordered to be sent to the Whitby Lodge,
and whatever the result was it is flot recorded.

On the llth April, 1843, the. lodge movE
Market Lane to Turton's Buildings, on the ni
King street, a few hundred yards west of Bayr E
wards known as Larnb's Hotel. It was also
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was duly paid on the I ith November, 1840; that in conse-
quence of the non-receipt of any acknowledgment further
remittances had been postponed for two years and a haif,
tliat xnany initiations had taken place and that the lodge
desired to again open communication with the Grand Lodge.
Hie therefore transniitted the returns up to the 24th June,
1842, with a draft for £29 19s. 6d. sterling, for the registration
fees, and for this lie asked acknowledgnient. Bro. Ridout
further stated that there had been many initiations since the
24th June, 1842, and that lie also had transmitted a petition,
dated February i4th, 1843, to the Grand Lodge of England,
asking for a warrant for a new lodge, about to be organized at
"Goderich, Lake uron, Canada West."

At the May meeting, the conimittee which had the dis-
position of the old lodge room building, reported:
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Bro. Howard, who was a descendant of the most noble
Lord William Howard, of Naworth Castie, in the County of

Cumrberland, arrlved iu Toronto from England in 1832, and
at once took an active part in the improvement of the city.

It was he who led the scouting party, arnong whoni was M.W.

Bro. Thonmas Douglas Harington, a Government clerk at that
period, up Yonge street to attack the rebels who had congre-
gated at Montgomery'S taveru on the 7th December, 1837.
He laid out the grounds in front of Osgoode Hall in 1843;
surveyed the Toronto harbor and the water front in 1846 and

1853, and superintended the erection of the Rossin House lu

1856. Bro. Howard gained a number of prerniuxs lu com-
petition for approved plans for laying out the Market Block,
Toronto, 1834; for the Gaol and Court House, Toronto, 1836;
for the new Gaol and Court House, London, Ont., 1837; for
the new Market, Kingston, 1841; for the Queen's College,
Kingston, 1842; for the Provincial Luriatie Asyluxn, Toronto,
1844, which was built under his superintendence. In 1878
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tificates had been prepared, but as the parcel would be too
bulky for post, Bro. Ridout "shotild naine somie house or
friend iii London through whomn they might be forwarded."

It was decided at an emergent meeting of the 19th
September, that refreshinents be given quarterly instead of
monthly. The Finance Coinmittee reported that the receipts
during the year froi ail sources amounted to £378 l4s. 5d.,
which included £43 los. privately subscribed and given to the
widow of the late Bro. Lang, and also £105 15s. 4d. brought
forward froin the previous year. The expenèiture amnounted
to £359 los. 9d., leaving a balance on hand of £19 3s. 8d.

At the meeting held on the lOth October, 1843, it was
resolved to purchase books for the proposed Masonic library,
and a list was ordered to be prepared and left "at the stores
of Bros. Richardson, Seweil and Scobie." This was the flrst
movement towards the establish.ment of a Masonic library
iniToronto. On the 2lst November, at an emnergent meeting,
Mr. James Alexander Henderson, of Kingston, On~t., after-
wards Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Canada in 1879-

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junior Wardens respectively. The Festival of St. John the
Baptist was celebrated on the 24th June. The brethren,
headed by the band of the 82nd Regianent, xnarched ini pro-
cession to St. Andrew's Church, where the Rev. Bro. Cuth-
bertson preached an appropriate sermon, after which the
brethren sat down to a suxnptuous banquet in the North
Anierican Hotel.

At the meeting on the 9th July, Bro. Kivas Tully, after-
wards an honorary Past Grand Master of the Grand Lodge
of Canada, affiliated. On the l3th August, the W.M. in-
formed the lodge "that the comniittee of the city corporation
had waited tapon bimt to request that the lodge should lay the
foundation stone of the new Market Building with Masomc
honors, and desired to know if the lodge would undertake the
work, which was agreed to by acclamation." At this meeting
the Finance Comniittee's report showed the lodge to be in a
good financial condition, and that £42 os. 6d. had been
expended in the purchase of a library.

At the October meeting it was resolved, "That a sul,-
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On the l3th May, 1845, it was annotinced that R.W.
Bro. Thomas G. Ridout was about to visit England, and that
as the question of a Provincial Grand Lodge had been dis-
cussed by the Craft i Upper Canada for years, it was thought
that this would be a fitting opportunity of havrng the inatter
pressed upon the attention of the Grand Lodge of IEngland.

"Our worthy and much respected Master, Thomas Gibbs Ridout,
Esquire, cashier of the Bank of Upper Canada, being now about ta leave
this Province on a visit ta England, and we being desirous of expressing
aur respect for hie persan and sense of his valuable services, do hereby
certify that Bra. Ridout was elected Master of St. Andrew's Lodge at
the regular june meeting, 5840, and was installed in form on the succeeding
Peast of St. John the Batist, and that he duly served ini the samne office
until the erniration of the vear and was again re-elected. at the end of
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On the 9th june, 1845, W. Bro. Francis Richardson, a
very enthusiastic Mason, as subsequent events will show,
was elected W.M., and Bro. Duncan McDonell, Treasurer.
These brethren, with Bros. Hon. R. S. Janiieson, S.W., and
W. A. Campbell, J.W., were installed on the 24th June, the
Festival of St. John the Baptist, after which the lodge formed
into procession and, headed by the band of the 82nd Regi-
ment, marched to St. James' Cathedral, where Bro. Rev.
Vincent P. Meyerhoffer, of Markham, a member of St.
Andrew's Lodge, preached an eloquent discourse, at the
conclusion of which the brethren proceeded to the Welling ton
Hotel, and partook of the usual banquet. Bro. Abram Nord-
heimer, one of the early members of the well-known firm of
Nordheimer & Co. Toronto, presided at the piano during the
evening.

On the 2nd July, a dispensation was received from the
Deputy Provincial Grand Master for the initiation, passing
and raising of Mr. Alexander James Badgeley of Toronto, an
ensign in Her Majesty's service, being under age, who was
about to join bis regiment in the Crixnea. Hie was initiated
and passed to the Second Degree, and at the following meet-
ing (July lOth) was raised to the Third Degree.

At the meeting held on the llth September, the W.M.
reported the death of W. Bro. Thomas Paul, and directed the
lodge to go in mourning for one nionth. A letter was read
from Bro. Thomas B. Harris, requesting the lodge to be repre-
sented at a meeting about to take place in Hamilton for the
purpose of forming an Independent Grand Lodge for Canada.

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"The Masonic Giip-At the Festival of the Provincial Grand Lodge,
at Glasgow, on Friday, (Bro.) Sir Archibald Allison mentioned that during
the assaxilt on Redan, an English officer led a small party of soldiers. up to
one of the guns, placed in a recess of Redan, and mnost of the men feU
béfore the tremrendous fire with which they were received. The others
were attacked by a body' of Russians, and the English officer was about

At the Festival of St. John the Baptist, the 24th June,
1856, W. Bro. S. B. Harman, an enthusiastic Mason, Mayor
of Toronto in 1869-70, and afterwards City Treasurer for a
nuniber of years, was instailed as W.M., and ]3ros. F. W.
Cumberland and C. Thonipson as Senior and junior Wardens
respectively.

buildings. He was at one time General Manager of the
Northern Railway, was the first mnember for Algoma District
in the Ontario Uouse, and the first Colonel of the lOth Royal
Grenadiers of Toronto. Bros. Norman Bethune and Thomas
Ridout were installed as Senior and Junior Wardens respec-
tive2ly.

On the 8th Septeznber, Past Master's jewèls were pre-
sented to W. Bros. W. M. Jamieson and S. B. Han',an. A
communication was received from the Provincial Grand
Secretary requesting St. Andrew's Lodge to b. represented
at an emergent meeting at Toronto on the 9th September.
This meeting was called for the purpose of discussing the
question of inducing ail the lodges then worlçing under the
Provincial Grand Lodge and the Grand Lodge of England to
corne within the jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge of Canada,
wbich had been recently organized. The delegates were to
be instructed how to act, and on motion of W. Bro. W. M.
Jamieson, seconded by W. Bro. F. W. Barron, it was re-
solved:

"That it b. an instruction to the W.M. of the lodge that the warrant
u.nder wbich it Is iield b. returned to the. Provincial Grand Ma£ter in the.
event of action beiag taken in accordance with the. circular reàd."

[t was then resolved, on motion of Bro. John Ti±ily,
seconded by W. Bro. Rice Lewis:

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The difficulty regarding the formation of the Grand

Lodge of Canada, apparently so far as the brethren of St.

Andrew's Lodge were concerned, was amicably settled, for

at an emergent meeting held on the 25th September, 1857,

the W.M. announced that St . Andrew's Lodge now worked

under a dispensation fromn the Grand Lodge of Canada until

such tîne as a warrant could be issued.

On the l3th April, 1858, in compliance with a request

made by the menibers of St. Andrew's Lodge, the Grand

Lodge of Canada, with R.W. Bro. T. G. Ridout on the tbrone,

duly dedicated the new Masonic Hall, Toronto street, ac-

cording to ancient custom. Ainong those present were R.W.

Bro. J. L. Starr, P.G.M., of Nova Scotia; the officers and

menibers of Ionic, King Solomon's, St. John's, Rehoboam and

Wilson Lodges, and a number of brethren frozn various parts
of the Province.

On the 1ilth M%1ay, 1858, it was reported that the policy

of insurance upon the furniture had been transferred to the

new hall, and it was decided to increase the axnount of the

policy to £400, if, after a proper valuation, it was found that

the furniture was worth that amount.

On the 24th june, 1858, W . Bro. W. G. Stormn was in-

stailed as W.M. He was an architect and an exceedingly

clever draughtsman, who, with W. Bro. F. W. Çu.xnberland,

did the architectural work of the Toronto University. Bro.

Stormn was the architect of Victoria University, Toronto, and

other large buildings. Bros. W. R. Harris and J. H. Richey

were installed as Senior and junior Wardens, A Past Mas-

ter's jewel was presented to W. Bro. F. W. Cumberland, the re-

tiring Master, after which the brethren of Ionic and St. John's

Lodges, who united with St. Andrew's Lodge in the celebra-

tion, sat down to a collation and spent a pleasant evening.

On the 9th November, the special comrnittee that hade

charge of the fitting up of the new hall, Toronto street, re-

ported the following outstanding accounts:

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"'To meet this debt (which your commnittee think should bc ot once
Jiquidated) they recommend the lde to raie by loan the sinn of $800,

taigstock in sorne one of the buiding societies, to provide a ainking
fund to pay off the said loan wheu it shall become due. There would then
be abalceof312.55 to bepad outof thordlary resourceofth1e
lodge."

"The Lîbrary Committee reported that the books had been placed
i the lodge, and suggested that the librarian take charge of the saine

an rpre a catalogue, and that the Secretary bu requested to inforin
the brethren that the books were ready for distribution, subj ect to the
=ules adopted somne time ago, which report was on motion received and
adopted.'p

At an emergent meeting held the 1Gth November, 1858,
the lodge was visited by the M.W. Bro. W. M. Wilson, the
first Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Canada. The
Grand Master expressed his intention of visiting the lodges,
in order to get an exemiplification of the working of the lodges
before the meeting of Grand Lodge in january.

On the 14th December, 1858, a communication was read
respecting the Masonic bail to be held in St. Lawrence Hall
by the Masons of Toronto, on the l9th january, 1859, under
the patronage of the M.W. the Grand Master of the Grand
Lodge of Canada. St. Andrew's Lodge was notified that
Rehoboaxn Lodge had accepted the terme of rentai of the
rooms then held by St. Andrew's Lodge, '"viz., forty pounds
per annura, payable half yearly, eommxencing lst January,
1859."1

At the meeting held on the 27th December, the By4laws
of the lodge were a3uended to, conform with the constitution
of the Grand Lodge of Canada.

On the Sth March, 1859, R.W. Bro. T. B. Harris, Grand
Secretary, in reply to an enquiry as to initiating parties livng
in other Masonic jurisdictiois, condemned such practice ini

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In May a conmmunication was received frora M.W. Bro.
Robert Morris, P.G.M., of Kentucky, the Masonic writer and
poet previously referred to ini these pages, relating to the
"Prudence Book of Freemasonry." It was resolved to pur-
chase two copies, one for the library, the other to be placed
at the disposai of the Central Benevolence Committee of
Toronto.

On the 24th June, 1859, the Festival of St. John the
Baptist, the following prnceipal officers were installed: W. Bro.
W. G. Storm (for the second time) as W.M., and Bros. W. F.
McMaster and G. if. Wyatt as Senior and junior Wardens
respectively.

The first step towards the erection of an asyluru for aged
brethren was taken at this meeting, as it was resolved:

"That this lodge, impressed with the importance of more fully exemn-
plifying the grand principles of the Craft-brotherly love, relief and truth,
and knowing the mauy claims miade by aged and decayed Masons upon
the Benevoience Committee of this city . . .deemr the present
moment (when the fraternity united under one Grand Lodge nxay b.
expected to conduct ail its work in harmony and pence) a favorable one
fbr taldng steps towards providing a permanent asylum for the aged and
decayedMLasons, and this lodge theref ore do memorialize the Grand Lodge
upon the subjýct and request the Worshipful Master aud Wardens to
support such miemorial."

At the meeting held the 13th September, 1859, V.W.
Bro. S. B. Harman referred to the reception of the memorial
to the Grand Lodge on the subject of an asylurn for the relief
of aged and decayed Masons, which lie stated was hailed with
enthusiasm, and that a committee was appointed by the
Grand Lodge to take action in the matter. Foilowing is the
memorial as presented to Grand Lodge:

"To the most Worshipfkil the Grand Master, and the Grand Lodge
of Ancient Free and Accepted Marnons of Canada lu Grand Lodge as-
aexnbled.

"The memorial of the Worshipful Master, the officers and bretbren
of St. Audrew's Lodge, Toronto, humbly sheweth-

"That this lodge bas f or a long time been deeply impressed with the

importance of some publie step being taken more fUlly to exemplifý to
theworld, than caa be done by the private distribution of Masonic beuev-
olence, the. gand and fhndamerital principles of the Order, Brotherly love,
Relief and Trnth.

"That your memnorialists are of opinion that this f eelin is 'widely
shared by their Masonic bretbren, through the length and i>readth of
Canada.
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"That the unhapp differences which for a tinie separated the Craf t,
preventing nity of dÎEsi* in carrying ou t any grand and general plan
of Masonic beevolencreý nnowhappily remnoved by the union of the
Craft tinder the jiirisdi1;on of yoiir wodiful body-a happy consunima-
tion in which your merialists rejoice-wîth deep feelingoreo-
ialists venture to subrnit that hete has arrived when the respectful
sugestion of sucli public step being taken is ail that îs required to kindie

aefervent desire at once to carry out the same, ini a manner creditable to
the Craft.

"That your memorialists are further pronipted to brin g this mnatter
under the consideration of the Grand I.odge froin the feeling that although
by local effort various asylums or other means of giving effect to their
desire niight readily be erected or accomplished, stili, froin the difficulties
which imust necessarily exist, any such local effort can only be carried ont
on the mnost limiited scale, while a comprehensive scheme devised under
the wise deliberations of your inost worshipfuil body, and in which the
entire Craf t could join, would be the happiest means of erecting such an
institution as would be worthy the Masons of Canada.

'4Your xneiorialists, therefôre, humbly subinit this sacred obipct to
the consideration of Grand Lodge, praying that a committee nlay be
appointed to consider the best means to be taken fbr erecting an asylun-
or other charitable institution bearing the naine of Masonry-that thus
the world at large, unable indeed to penetrate our nmysteries, inay have
the evidence afforded by such an institution that our poeson is flot an
empty sounid, but that every act of a true and sineere Free and Accepted
Mason is dons in the name and to the glory of the Great Architeot ofthe
universe.

At the October meeting a special comniittee was ap-
pointed to inve8tigate the fi3ancial condition of the lodge,
and on the 8th Novernber it reported the total apparent assets
as £333 15s. lld. and the total liabilities as £484 s., an
excess of liabilities over assets of £150 12s. Id. It was
reaolred to negotiate a loan of £200 with the sister Iodges Vo
meet the liabilities. The dlosing part of the report, after
spealcing of the hopeful signe of the lodge'e future prosperity,
goes on to eay:

"That St. Andrew's Lodge will have added to its ueaigendeavor
to establish the purest and most perfect work, the proud ditntion of

~av~~neits own resources rvddaMsicHlunqle n
tvi 'vi.-e'and i every particular creditable to our tine-hoaored

institution."
On the 13th Deceniber, 1859, it was resolved that St.

Andrew's Lodge unite with the sister lodges of Toronto in
Page SixSy-eight
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holding a grand banquet on St. John's Day, and on the 27th
December one hundred bretbren sat down to a suinptuous
repast furnished by Mr. Harry Webb.

In january, 1860, the Benevolence Committee reported
an expenditure of $23 7.56 during the past few months. This
large expenditure for charity, we have been informed, was
owîng to the great nuinber of American Masons who were
coming to Canada previous to the civil war between the
Northern and Southern States.

At the meeting held on the l3th March, 1860, Bro. H.
Rowsell stated:

"'That lie had been coninissioned by M.W. Bro. Harington to offer
to St. Andrew's Lodge a portrait of hiinseif'wbich bad been phinted some
years previously, when hie held the office of Provincial Grand Mlaster of
Quebec and Three Rivera iander the Grand Lodgl fEgad ttekn
instance of his Lower Canadian brethren. On is removal with the
Government officiais to Toronto, some five years a g ,he had brought the

ortrait with him, but as the arrangements of the Goernmnent now called
1i to return to the eastern section of the province lie feit prompted,

from an increasing recollection of the kindness with which lie lad ever
been greeted by the members of the St. Andrew's Lodge, to ask that this
portrait miglit flnd its final abode in their lodge room. That the offer
was made i no spirit of vanity, but with warm. fraternal feelings toward
the brethren of the lodge."

The portrait was an excellent half-length likeness of
M.W. Bro. Harington, in the insignia of his office as Provincial
Grand Master. After several bretliren had expressed them-
selves in eulogistic ternis of Bro. Harington's kcindness of
heart, it was resolved:

'That the brethren of St. Andrew's Lodge accept, with the highest
pleasure, thegpotrait presented by M.W. Bro. Harington, and in placing
a minute on teir records of their acquisition of sucli a valuable memento,
of that illustrions brother, they cannot but embody the sentiment thereon,
that as the symbols and allegories of Masonry tend to remind the brethren
of that system of morality which they exemplify and illustrate, so this
portrait wiUl ever bring to their mincis those hig h qualities as a man and a
Mason which have already enshrined in the heurts of the brethren the
honored naine of Bro. Haringt;on."

On the lOth April, the Benevolence Committee's report
showed a further disbursement of $1 11.20, in addition to that
of the previous January of $237.56, rnaking in ail $348.76
dispensed for charity in a few months, which shows the
generosity of the brethren at this period.

At the May meeting, R.W. Bro. Harman, on behaif of
R.W. Bro. Kivas Tully and bimself, presented to St. Andrew's
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Lodge a inap of the Masonic districts in Upper Canada, with
the lodges and chapters designated thereon, with a request
that the sanie be perxnitted to hang in the ante-rooin.

On the 12th June, a conmnunication was received £romi
the Grand Lodge stating that "inedals struck in comxnemora-
tion of Freemasonry in Canada" were ready, and requesting
that the lodge send in their order for the nuinber they were
entitled to, "together with the necessary amount, five dollars
each. 0

The Festival of St. John the Baptist was celebrated on
the 25th Jtune, 1860. W. Bro. W. R. Harris, Auditor, and at
one time Assistant Provincial Treasurer, was installed as
W.M., Bros. J. E. Ells and John Paterson as Senior and
junior Wardens respectively, and Bro. Rev. E. R. Stiinson,
Chaplain. V.W. Bro. W. G. Stormn, the retiring W.M., was
presented with a Past Master's silver jewel and collar. Ref-
erence was rnade to the fact that H.R.H. the Prince of Wales
was about to visit Toronto, and to the necessity of sIteps being
talcen to show the well-known loyalty of Masons. It was
decided to call an emergent meeting to consider the subject.
A 1,eautiful arch was erected in King street, opposite Toronto
street, upon the visit of U.R.H. the Prince of Wales to the
city in September.

On the 13th November, 1860, a committee was appointed
to make preparations for a bail to be given duxing the winter,
with a view to liquidating the debt of the lodge. The bal
was subsequently held and proved a success. A commnunica-
tion was received froni the Grand Secretary regardina the

of the Toronto Industrisi Exhibition, was installed as W .

and Bros. John Paterson and H. S. Rowsell as Senior and
junior Wardens respectively.

An emergent meeting was called on the lst August, 1861,
for the purpose of paying the last mark of respect to, M.W.
Bro. Thomas Gibbs Ridout, when it was resolved:

"That thie Iodge desires to place on record the de.ep grief into which
the entire Masonic Order ie plunged by the death of their beloveti andi
revered brother, Thomas Gibbs Ridout, the firet Mason initiated i St.

Andrew's Lodge, subsequiently one of the most energetic ani distinguised
rulers, not only of the lotige, but as a Grand Master of the Craft at large,
and a Mason whose memory wil abide therein, andi i the hearts of the
brethren, unii time shall be no more."

The lodge proceeded to, the residence of the late brother,
and thence accompanied the remains ta, the place of interment.

It is said to have been one of the largest assemblages up to

this period of Masons from every part of the Province ever
witnessed in Toronto.

On the 12th November, the following letter was read
from R.W. Bro. F. W. Cumberland:

"I arn requesteti by Mrs. Ridout te acknowledge the receipt of your
commnmication conveying a copy of the resolution of condolenoe adopted
by the St. Andrew'e Lodge i reference to the death of lier liusband,
T. G. Ridout.

"She knew how warilý lier husband was attached to Freeniasony
how ardentiy lie desired to f?1lfi1 hie duties te the Craft, and liow peculiary
solicitous lie always was te menit the gooti opinion and regard of the
f raternity andi eepecially of hie brethren of St. Aiidrew's Lotige, andi it is
very consolig andi gratifý'ing te lier now te lcnow by sucli a resolution
as tliat you have conveyed, that lie succeeded in securig to biniseif the
respect andi attachaient of those witli whom he was so long andi so closely
associateti. She is perliaps more deeply affected by the fidelity of his
brethren i Masonry, because, i lis latter tisys, lie was cafleti upon te
bear smre of the soirows of ingratitud. Thise fldelity to lier liusband,
andi the eympatliy ext-ended te herseif ini lier affiction, teaci lier te hope
that lier sons niay bepermtteti to foflow at sme future day in the Masonio
footsteps of their fatre and te emulate ini the Iodge, te which lie was so
inuch attacliet, bis u7ei44nees andi wortli."

At this meeting a dispensation was received to ballot
for and initiate the Hon. Bertram Ashburnaxn (ViScount St.
Asaih) without the usual delay, "in consequenceof bis lord-
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furnishing the lodge room, and authorized the Treasurer to
pay the sum of $50 per quarter in reduction of the notes and
such further sums as may be required to pay the demand on
the renewal note. A letter was received from Bro. the Hon.
Donald McDonald, a mniber of St. Andrew's Lodge, offering
a free grant of ten acres of land as a site for the intended
Masonic Asyluxn.

It was decided at this meeting
"That a bail be e by St. Andrew's Lýode during th nsuing

winter, with the pedal býctYof paying the debt inciirred by this Iodge
in providing due Masonie accommodation for ail ranirs of the Craft."

On the l4th January, 1862, Bros. Major Robert Dillon
and Captain James C. Hobbs, both of the 30th Reginent,
affliated. Owing to the death of another old and distin-
guished brother of the lodge, it was resolved:

"That this lodge, baving been informed of the death of Bro. Abram
Nordheimer in a distant land whither he had gone on account of his health,
and esteeming him s a brother, a kInd fý,iend and a good Mason, desires
to express its symnpathy with the mourning relatives, anid for that purpose
requests the W.M. ta naine a commrittee ta draft and present a letter of
condolence ta his widow on her arrival in this country."

The letter was engrossed and subsequently presented to
the widow of the late Bro. Abram Nordheinier.

In March the By-laws were aniended so as to make them
read "Two black balle shall excinde a candidate." Previoue
to this time three black balls were required to reject an
applicant.

At the celebration of the Festival of St. John the Baptist,
the 24th June, 1862, the installation of the Master, W. Bro.
John Paterson, hardware nierchant, was deferred, owing to
hie absence in England, but he was subsequently installed at
the Septeniber meeting. Bros. James Bain and B. R. Hall
were installed as Senior and Junior Wardens respectively.

In November, W. Bro. W. F. McMaster was presented
with a Paet Master's jewel and collar, and Bro. joseph Rogers,
one of the charter members of the lodge, was nmade an honorary
member. At the meeting held the lOth May, 1863, Bro.
James Bain delivered an instructive lecture on King Sol-
omon'e Temple, using in illustration of hie lecture a very
handsome model, which he afterwards presented to the lodge.

On the l2th May, 1863, a writ was served upon the lodge
for the payment of the note given to Messrs. Jacques & Hay,
Page Sévenly-Iwo
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and it was resolved to appoint a contmittee to examine into
the finýncia1 condition of the lodge> for the purpose of deter-
minin the best means of liquidating the outstanding debts.

At the meeting held on the 26th May, it was decided to issue
fifty debentures of $20 each, and a committee was appointed
to arrange to have the same subscribed for.

At the meeting held on the 24th June, 1863, W. Bro.
John Paterson was installed as W.M., and Bros. J. Jackson
and Thomas H. Lee as Senior and junior Wardens respec-
tively.

In January, 1864, it was decided to, regain possession of
the rooms held by the Encampment of Geoffrey de St. Aide-
mar, and if necessary to issue a landlord's warrant for rent.

At the March meeting, R.W. Bro. A. De Grassi pre-
sented to the lodge a portrait of the late R.W. Bro. Thomas
G. Ridout. In May, W. Bro. F. H. Medcalf, Mayor of
Toronto in 1864-65--66-74-75, affiliated with the lodge.

On the 14th June, 1864, a communication was received
from Ring Solomon's Lodge, stating that they did not deem
it advisable to become joint tenants in the Toronto street
hall, and asking St. Andrew's Lodge to meet in the Church
street hall, where King Solomon's Lodge was then meeting.
St. Andrew's Lodge in courteous language declined the
request.

The thanks of the lodge were tendered to Bro. J. R. Kerr,
Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Canada in 1876-7, for
bis services as Secretary of the Union Comittee, a committee
consisting of members of the various city lodges appointed
to arrange for ail the lodges to meet in one hall, and for the
elaborate and able report which he furnished to the lodges.
R.W. Bro. Henry Rowsell was also accorded a vote of thanks
for bis long and faithful services to the lodge as Treasurer.

On the 24th June, 1864, the celebration of the Festival
of St. John the Baptist was duly celebrated. W. Bro. James
Bain, for many years a well-known bookseller and stationer,
in King street east, Toronto, was installed as W.M., Bros.
Joseph Adams and Walter S. Lee as Senior and junior War-
dens respectively, and Bro. James E. Ellis, Treasurer. W.
Bro. John Paterson, the retiring W.M., was presented with a
Past Master's silver jewel and collar. It was reported that
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Mr. Nordheimier had consented to reduce the rent of the hall,
froin the lst July nexct, to $300 per annum.

In September, St. Andrew's Lodge sold to Eglington
Lodge, No. 156, the jewels which had belonged to the old
Rehoboani. Lodge, and wbich had corne into possession of
St. Andrew's Lodge for rent. The old Rehoboam Lodge,
after an existence from 1856 to 1860, had become dormant,
but was subsequently reorganized in 1870, and is now known
as Rehoboam Lodge, No. 65, G.R.C., Toronto. The W.M.
was also authorized to seli by landlord's warrant the property
of the Knights Teniplar in the Encampment roorn, and to
rent the room to R.W. Bro. W. R. Harrs, for the purpose of
forming a new Encainpment, at a rentai of $100 per annum.
Subsequently the Encainpment known as "Geoffrey de St.
Aldemar Preceptory, No. 2," was revived, and is stili in
existence.

For the purpose of promoting a friendly feeling among
the Masons of Toronto, St. Andrew's Lodge made arrange-
ments for "a Masonic party," in which ail the lodges united
on the 6th January, 1865, and for which a dispensation had
been granted. About one hundred and seventy brethren
were present, and a pleasant tizue was spent at the refresh-
ment table.

SAt the February meeting, Bro. Henry Rowsell was
elected an honorary member of the lodge, and Bro. J. E. Ells
received a vote of thaxiks for a "globular pendant mirror,
which adds so materially to the beauty of the chandelier and
the appearance of the hall generally."

On the 1lth April, the W.M. stated that Mr. Nord-

have
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The Festival of St. John the Baptiat was held the 24th
June, 1865, when W. Bro. James Bain was again instailed as
W.M., Bro. joseph Adams as S.W., and Bro. George Hod-
getts as J.W.

On the loth October, Bro. Patrick G. Close, of St. John's
Lodge, No. 88, I.R., affiliated with the lodge. Bro. Close
acted as President of the City of Toronto iii the absence of
the Mayor in 1877, and was for many years a member of the
Toronto Court of Revision.

At the November meeting the following axnendment
to the By-laws was made:

"That the monthly dues of St. Andrew's Lodge for city memibers be
40 cents, and for member resdi mr than tbree miles from the lodge
25 cents. These sms to include GMn dge dues, and that the Festival
fee of $2 per annum be abolished."

On the 8th February, 1866, an emergent meeting was
held for the purpose of paying the last mark of respect to a
brother who had been a faithful friend of distressed brethren,
]3ro. Hiramn Piper. At a subsequent meeting a resolution
of condolence was ordered to be engrossed and forwarded to
the farnlly of the deceased brother, fromn which we give the
following extract:

"That this lodge, while mourning the Ioss of thefr brother, Hiram
Piper, now at rest, desires to record its deep sense of his truly M~asonic
virtues and of his ver-y valuable services as a dispenser of its charitiex for
a Iengthened number of years, as well as to express its sympathy with his
faniily and friends in their bereavement.»

At the meeting held on the l3th February, the Benevo-
lence Committee reported an expenditure of $390 for the past
year.

The celebration of the Festival of St. 'John the Baptist
took place on the 25th june, 1866, when W. Bro. joseph
Adams, M.D., was instsiled as W.M., and Bros. C. P. Archer
and Wzn. Milbourne as Senior and Junior Wardens respec-
tively. R.W. Bro. Jamnes Bain, the retiring W.M., was pre-
sented with a Past Maater's silver jewel and Grand Lodge

:nto me(
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had passed between the lodges, viz., King Solomion's, No. 22,
Ionie, No. 25, St. John's, No. 75, and Wilson, No. 86, repre-
sentatives fromn the lodges nained were appointed to meet
with those of St. Andrew's Lodge, with the view of accom-
plishing the object desired.

A meeting was accordîngly held in King Solomon's
Lodge room, Church street, on the 2Oth August, 1866, when
the several lodges were represented except St. John's Lodge,
and the following resolutions were adopted:

(1) "Moved by V W. Bro. C. W. Buntin, King Solomon's Lodge,
sconded by W. Bro. J. Bain, St. Andrew'e Lodge:

"That we, the representatives of the several Masonîc lodges of
Toronto, believe that a union of the varions lodges, on equal terme, in
one hall, would be condticive to the general welf are of the Craft."

At the October meeting the report of the conunittee,
recomrnending that the city lodges meet in one hall, was
adopted, and it was decided to have the property of St.
Andrew's Lodge appraised according to, resolution No. 3.

On the 1 lth December, a communication was received
from the Grand Secretary, acknowledging the receipt of $161
for the Masonic Asylum Fund.

At the meeting held on the 27th December, the death of
Bro. John McAlpine Caxneron was announced, when a reso-
lution was adopted expressing the brethren's high esteem for
their departed brother and condolence with his family. This
resolution was engrossed and sent to, the family, and was iii
due time acknowledged by his son, afterwards weil-known in
this country as Sir Matthew Crooks Cam-eron.

On the Sth April, 1867, a meeting of the representatîves
of the lodges desiring to meet in one hall took place, and the
resolutions previously referred to having been agreed to by
the several lodges, fifteen resolutions were adopted as the
basis of the constitution of the proposed hail trust. They
were subniîtted to and adopted by St. Andrew's Lodge on
the 9th April. The three principal resolutions are here
appended:

(l "Whereas, it is deemed expedient for the wefl-being of the
Masonic fratermity in the City of Toronto, that the now existing lodges
should hold all Masonic property in common, and have but one place of
meeting, thus reducing the coat of working out the objecte of the Craft,
and promoting and cementing those fraternal feelings which ought at al
times to be a distinguishing characteristic of the brotherhood, and a com-
niittee of representatives from each of the lodges i the City of Toronto,
narnely, St. Andrew's, No. 16, KÀng Solomon's, No. 22, Ionie, No. 25,
St. John's No. 75, and Wilson, No. 86, on the Grand Registry of Canada,
havng been a pointed for the purpo7 of niaking the necessary arrange-.
ments for sucl union, and caUld te (nion Conuuittee, whose report ie
hereby accepted, it je, therefbre, hereby resolved,

(2 "That on and after the Festival of St. John the Baptist, A.L.
5867, A.D. 1867, all Masonio property belonging to the seyerai lodges
before mentioned, and used i the working of the said lodges as named,
and indicated i a schedule hereto anxiexed, be, and je hereby declared

The object which the menibers of St. Andrew's Lodge
hadso long sought and worked for was at last accomplished,
and the resuit can be seen to-day in the fiourishing condition
of the lodges which meet in the Masonic Temple on Yonge
Street. On the l4th May, it was resolved:

"That the lodg, desirous of exrsigits gratification at the final
consummation of thIonu-desired union of teToronto lodges ia one hall,
do in-vite King Solomon s Lodg and Wilson Lod? to hoId their next
regular comnnunication in the Tronto street hall.'

On the 24th June, 1867, the Festival of St. John the
Baptist was duly celebrated, when W. Bro. Dr. joseph Adams
was again instailed as W.M., with Bros. George Hodgetts
and Mark Bowman as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

At the Noveznber meeting a communication was re-
ceived froin W. Bro. W. H. Archer, Secretary of the Masonic
Hall Trust, in reference to the library belonging to8St. An-
drew's Lodge, and intimating that if the lodge wished to
acquire an intereat in the "Joint Llbrary» a valuation shoiald
be made of the books belonging to St. Andrew's Lodge by
disinterested parties. It was resolved:

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The Festival of St. John the Baptist was celebrated on
the 24th June, 1868, when W. Bro. Dr. joseph Adamns was
for the third time installed as W.M., and Bros. G. R. Archer
and R. Fraser as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

At the April meeting, 1869, the Hall Trust notified St.
Andrew's Lodge that the lodges and chapters forming the
Trust accepted the nominee of the Board as Tyler, and
recommended that in lieu of paying $100 for caretaker, that
the several lodges and chapters pay the Tyler $1.50 for each
meeting, he to perform. the duties of caretaker.

The 24th June, 1869, being the Festival of St. John the
Baptist, W. Bro. George Hodgetts, Druggist, was installed as
W.M., Bro. M. Bowman as S.W., and Bro. Emile Pernet as
J.W. The retiring W.M., W. Bro. Dr. joseph Adams, a
presented with a Past Master's silver jewel and collar as well
as a gold Past Master's jewel.

At the meeting held on the 12th October, 1869, the
conunittee which had been appointed to examine into the
financial condition of the lodge reported the liabilities. to be
$771.32 and the assets $945.85, showing the assets over the
liabilities to be $ 174.53. They also recommended that a
more systematic method be adopted in keeping the finances
of the lodge. A question came up at this meeting wbich had
been the cause of considerable friction between some of the
brethren for several years past and which had led to the with-
drawal of several members from the lodge. It appears that
on.e of the brethren who had, with others, given his note to
Messrs. Jacques & Hay (previously referred to) in payment
of the debt which the lodge had inceurred in 1857 in fitting up
the Toronto street hall, considered that he had not been fairly
treated by the lodge, and he wrote a letter to the Grand
Master making certain charges. The letter was returned to
the D.D.G.M. of Toronto District for investigation. A
committee was appointed by St. Andrew's Lodge to draft a
letter in reply. The letter goes f ully into the niatter, showing
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Kmilghts Templar $612, from St. Andrew's Chapter $89, and
from a late Secretary of the, lodge $90, maldng in ail $95 1.
It also referred, to a fire whereby a large quantity of Knights
Templar property, which belonged to St. Andrew's Lodge,
had been lost. The above explanation apparently satisfied
ail concerned in the matter, for littie is recorded afterwards
about it, and the lodge once more began to show rapid pro-
gress both financiaily and otherwise.

In December, 1869, R.W. Bros. F. W. Cumnberland and
S. B. Harmnan were elected honorary members for effcient
services rendered to the lodge. On the 8th February, 1870,
the By-laws were axnended, making the fee for initiation $30,
for affiliation $4, for the passing of an affiliated Entered
Apprentice $5, and for raising $10, the monthly dues for city
members 40 cents, and for country members 25 cents.

At the May meeting the debt owed by St. Andrew's
Chapter to St. Andrew's Lodge of $89 for rent was com-
promised on the payment of $50. On the 14th June, the
Auditor's report showed a balance in the hand of the Treas-
urer of $353.49, and ini the hand of the Secretary of $132, a
total of $485.49.

At the Festival of St. John the Baptist, 1870, W. Bro.
George Hlodgetts was again installed as W.M., with Bros.
M. Bowm-an and W. H. Howland as Senior and junior War-
dens respectively. Bro. W. L. WilIkinson was accorded the
thanks of the lodge for bhis services as Secretary for two years.

On the 8th November, R.W. Bro. J. K. Kerr offered $100
in full settlement of the dlaim of $612 for rent against Geoffrey
de St. Aldemar Encampment, which was accepted. At the
meeting held on the Festival of St. John the Evangelist, it
was resolved:

"That this lodge bas great pleasure i j oinixig with others of the. city
lodges in malcing a contribution to the. 'Girls' Home' and the 'osHone'

chrtbeistitutosAn for this purpose the. srn offifty dolar b.
granted by this lodge."

On the lOth january, 1871, a petition was received fromn
several brethren residing in Yorkvllle, askixig for a favorable
recomnrdation from St. Andrew's Lode to the Gr'and Lodge
to support their petition for a charter for a new lodge to be
known as 'Ashiar" Lodge, to be located in Yorkvlle. The
request was granted.

,At the time of hie death in 1907, had been a memaber of the Lodge for
upwards of 53 years.
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On the occasion of the reorganization of Rehoboam
Lodge, the following resolution was adopted:

Lol"That tis lodge, hails with gratif4cation the restoration of Rehoboam
Lode to the original place and nuimber amiongst the lodges of the Grand

Lodge of Canada, and greets it with the bea w ses for its future prosperity
and usefuiness as a sister lodge oif tis city, and in testimony of its sincerity
and god-wiU, resolves to cancel ail dlaims tis lodge maay have against
said Reo~ Lodge. "

On the 11 th April, a letter was received from Rehoboam
Lodge containing the foilowing resolution:

'4That tis lodge reciprocates the fr-aternal greeting and good Wishes
of St. Andrew's Lodge andi * * would express the earnest hope
that Rehoboam Lodge may ever be on ternis of the utmost good feeling
with ail the sister lodges of tis city."p

On the 1llth April, a kind act on the part of Amnerican
Masons is recorded. Bro. John McGinn, a niember of St.
Andrew's Lodge, had become very iii and had gone south for
the benefit of his health. Feeling that his death was ap-
proaching, he resolved to return to Canada, and on lus way
froni New Orleans he died on the train. Before lie died lie
nmade biniself known by signs to brethren, who took charge of
bis body, but on arriving at Chicago, the Craft there at once
provided a liandsomne coffin and sent the remains to Toronto
in charge of R.W. Bro. W. H. Frazer. The body was duly
received and interred by the lodge. A vote of thanks was
tendered to R.W. Bro. W. H. Frazer, Representative of the
Grand Lodge of Canada near the Grand Lodge of Winsconsin,
for his "self-denying services," with a request that lie convey
to the Craft of Chicago the higli estimation in which this
lodge hold their truly Masoni conduct.

At the Festival of St. John the Baptist, held the 24th
Jiune, 1871, W. Bro. W. H. Howland, afterwards Mayor of
Toronto ini 1886-7, and a well-known Christian philantbropist,
was installed as W.M., witli Bro. Lionel Yorke as Senior
Warden, and Bro. Alexander McKenzie as junior Warden.
'W 'Rr C(dpflf<tA HodýYetts. the retirine Master, was Dresented
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is held by them, and desirous of preserving a lasting inemorial of one who
lias occupied 80 prorninent a position in the Grand Lodge of Canada sinoe
its first formation, endearing himself to every brother with whom lie lias
corne iii contact, to wliose business, tact, prompt attention and sound
Masonic knowledge the prosperity of the Craf t in Canada is largly to be
attributed, requests the W.M. to naine one or two brethren to act as a
cornnittee, in conjunction with similar representatives fromn the. other
l6dges of the city with a view to procuring and placing in tbis hll a suit-
able portrait of aur R.W. brother."

On the l3th Noveiuber, some dissatisfaction apparently
existed regarding the library, and some of the brethren of
St. Andrew's Lodge desired to have one under the control of
the lodge, but finally it was decided to hand over $100 which
had been collected aniong the members tothie Treasurer of
the Hall Trust for the benefit of the Masonic library of the
City.

Disputes occasionally arose as to the jtarisdiction of the
lodges working in close proxirnity to the city, and in order to
secure harmony and good feeling the W.M. of St. Andrew's
Lodge was instructed to sign the following petition:

"We, the undersigned W. Masters of city lodges, on behalf of our
respective lodges holding concurrent wurisdiction in the City ofToronto,
lereby request tii. Most WVorshipf nI tiie Grand Mast.r to issue a generai
dspenyation u priting Ashiar Lodge of Yorkville to initiate, paas and

r Sai caddtPresdc 2 n tii neÉern part cf the. city as f ar soiath as
Bredalbane on the west, and Maitland street on the east side of Yonge
street. "

The question of better acomdtion for the Craft ini
Toronto, which had been agltating the br>ethren of Toronto
for some time, is referred to in the following resolution of the
14th May:

"That whereas the rapid increase i numbers, wealth and influence
of the. Masonic body of the. City of Toronto require that more extensive
preniises shouJ<j le prchased or constructed at an early day for the. better
accommodation of th varions increasing Masonic Orders.

"That the. W.M. b. and i. hereby requested to appoint a cornmittee
of three brethren to uxeet mnd confer with similar comnittees to b. named
by the. several Masonic bodies, with a view to devising sndi means as rnay
b. considered most advisable to promote the. above object."

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At'the November meeting, arrangements were made for
the proper celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the
organization of the lodge, and to mark the event it was
deemed advisable to miake a change in the time of installing
the officers of the lodge, 80 that the installation should take
place this year on the Festival of St. John the Evangelist,
instead of on the Festival of St. John the Baptist. It was
resolved:

Accordingly on the 27th December, 1872, the change in

the By-laws camne into effect, and W. Bro. N. G. Bigelow,
Q.C., was instailed as W.M., and ]3ros. W. L. Wilkinson and
J. H. Hickman as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.
W. Bro. Bigelow then presented V.W. Bro. John Paterson,
on behaif of the lodge, with a Past Master's jewel. The lodge
was called from labor to refreshment at 2.25 p.mn., to assemble
at the Queen's Hotel at 8 p.m.

The "Jubilee Comnmemnoration" was flttingly celebrated
by about 300 brethren sittig down to a sumptuous repast
at the Queen's Hotel, and a number of ladies graced the pro-
ceedigs in the eaxly part of the evening by their presence
i the gailery. The appearance of the three tables with the

brethren seated, clothed in full! Masonic regalia, had a beau-
tiful effect, The decorations consisted of the handsome
banner of the lodge, with several sinaller ones and other
Masonic devices, and a large British ensign sixrrounded with
evergreens. An excellent band was also i attendance to
supply music.

W. Bro. N. G. Bigelow, W.M., occupied the chair, and
seated to bis right and left were: R.W. Bros. Henry Robert-
son, D.D.G.M. of Toronto District; James Bain, G.S.W.;
Kivas Ttilly, representative of the Grand Lodge of Ireland;

Bros. T. D. Harington, A. A. Stevenson, W. B. Simapson and
James Seymour, Past Grand Masters; R.W. Bro. Thomas
White, Deputy Grand Master; W. Bro. the Hon. Chief
justice Draper; R.W. Bro. Sir John A. Macdonald, repre-
sentative of the Grand Lodge of England; the Bros. Rossin
of New York, and many others.

After the usuali Masonic toasts had been given and ably
responded to by R.W. Bros. Henry Robertson, Rivas Tully,
Thomas B. Harris and J. K. Kerr, the chairman, W. Bro.
Bigelow, proposed the toast of the evening, "The day we
celebrate." Hie said:

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At the meeting of February, 1873, the lodge concuxred in
the suggestion of the Hall Board of Trustees, that suitable
portraits of M.W. Bros. T. D. Harington, W. B. Simpson,
A. A. Stevenson and W. Seymour be procured and placed,
properly framed, upon the walls of the lodge room.

In june, the brethren of St. Andrew's Lodge decided to
accept the invitation of the Hamxilton brethren to assist in
laying the corner-stone of the proposed Masonic Temple ini
that city on "Dominion Day."

At the September meeting, the Grand Master notified
the lodge "that Secretaries were flot required to notify sister
lodges of the suspension of members for non-payment of
dues."

On the 9th December, the Hall Board was requested to
purchase a suitable cabinet organ for the use of the lodges.
The Auditors' report showed a balance of $755.14 in the
hands of the Treasurer.

At the meeting held the 27th Decemiber, 1873, V.W. Bro.
N. G. Bigelow was again installed as W.M., Bro. Andrew
Smith as Senior Warden, and Bro. W. C. Wilkinson as junior
Warden. The brethren on the 30th of the same month
attended a successful Conversazione given by the Masonic
fraternity of the city.

On the 8th September, 1874, a letter of condolence was
directed to be forwarded to the family of R.W. Bro. Thomas
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On the 14th December, the By-laws were amended so that
the election of the W.M. and Treasurer shotuld take place at
the Noveinber meeting instead of the December meeting, as
formerly.

At the meeting Med the 27th December, 1875, W. Bro.
W. C. Wilkinson, who for rnany years was Secretary-Treas-
iirer of the Board of Trustees for Toronto Public Sehools, was
installed as W.M., Bro. James S. Lovell as Senior Warden,
and Bro. George Tait as junior Warden. W. Bro. Andrew
Smith was presented with a Past Master's jewel.

In November, the Auditor's report showed a balance in
the hands of the Treasurer of $694.92, and an axnount of $700
owing for dues. R.W. Bro. James Bain received a vote of
thanks for the history of the lodge written by hlm.

At the meeting held the 12th December, 1876, W. Bro.
W. C. Wilkinson, W.M., Bro. James S. Loveil, Senior Warden,
and Bro. George Tait, junior Warden, were again instailed
into, their respective positions. On the 8th May, 1877, Bro.
the Hon. Senator J. R. Gowan was elected an honorary mem-
ber of the lodge with full privileges.

In July, it was resolved that it was not deemed necessary
for the junior Warden to order spirituous or malt liquors for
the purpose of ordinary refreshments. The sum of $50 was
voted to the brethren of St. John, New Brunswick, who had
met with clisaster owing to the terrible conflagration in that
City.

An emergent meeting was held on the 7th Septeinber,
1877, at which ail the city lodges were represented, for the
p'urpose of presenting an addreson behalf of the Craft of

Trnoto M.W. Bro. J. K. Kerr, Grand Master of the
Grand Lodge of Canada. There were over one hundred
brethren present. The address, which was handsomely
ilwnminated, referred to the. fact that "the Masons of this city

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son, who had been a member of St. Andrew's Lodge for over
haif a century. As a proof of the esteem ini which he was
held, nearly every Past Master of the lodge was present at
the funeral.

At the annual meeting in December, 1877, W. Bro.
James S. Loveil, who was Chief Accountant in, Messrs. Blake &
Co's. law office, was installed as W.M., and Bros. George Tait
and Frank Watt as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.
In February, 1878, W. Bro. W. C. Wilkinson was presented
with a Past Master's jewel. On the l2th Mardi, V.W. Bro.
Daniel Rose, editor of the Canadian Craftstnau and one of
the founders of St. Andrew's Lodge, No. 53, G.R.Q., Montreal,
affiliated.

Mr. James W. Gage, the well-known Toronto publisher
and philanthropist, was initiated at the September meeting,
and also Mr. Nicholas Flood Davin, M.P., the able Parlia-
mentary orator, at the October meeting. Bro. Davin was a
frequent attendant at tie lodge meetings until his removal
to the Northwest.

At the meeting of December, 1878, W. Bro. George Tait,
who was traveller for the Gutta Percha Company, was
instailed as W.M., and Bros. Frank Watt and William
Aniderson as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

On tie 25th March, 1879, a conversazione was held
under the auspices of St. Andrew's and Rehoboamn Lodges.
It was a success so far as the style and character were con-
cerned, but financially it was a fallure, tiere being a deficit
of $75 to be met by the two lodges.

An emergent meeting was ield on tie l8th May for the
purpose of attexiding tie funerals of two deceased bretiren
of the Iodge, Bros. J. C. Cleghorn and James Hickman. On
the 14th October, Bro. Nicholas F. Davin delivered a lecture
on the "First Impressions of Freeinasonry."

At the December meeting, 1879, W. Bro. W. C. Wilkin-
son was again placed in the Master's chair, with Bros. William
Anderson and M . B. Snider as Senior and junior Wardens
respectively.

In March, 1880, a letter of condolence was directed to
be sent to tie family of tie deceased W. Bro. F. H. Medcaif,
an ex-Mayor of Toronto. On the 28th Ju.ly, a Masonic

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excursion was held under the auspices of St. Andrew's and
Rehoboam Lodges to Prospect Park, Niagara Falls, N.Y.

In September, a letter was received from St. David's
Lodge, Edinburgh, Scotlarid, stating that W. Bro. George
Tait had been elected an honorary member of tliat lodge.
Bro. George Tait, while on a visit to Scotland, had visited
this lodge, and, at the request of the brethren, had conferred
the Third Degree with so much skili that the bretbren of
St. David's Lodge rnanifested their appreciation of his work
by presenting him with a beautiful jewel and electing hlm an
honorary inember of their lodge. -At this meeting R.W. Bro.
W. C. Wilkinson was also honored by being presented by his
friends with a handsome Grand Lodge apron.

At the meeting held on the l2th October, a resolution
of condolence was passed and ordered to be engrossed and
forwarded to the family of V.W. Bro. John Paterson, who had
occupied the position of Master of the lodge three times and
had been a member for twenty-three years. On the 9th
November, R.W. Bro. James Bain, who had always taicen
an active interest in the welfare of St, Andrew's Lodge, was
elected an honorary member with f ull privileges.

In December, 1880, W. Bro. William Anderson, City
Auditor, was installed W.M., with Bro. M. E. Snider, Senior
Warden, and Bro. James L. Hu2hes, Junior Warden. Bro.

Bro. J. G. Howard was the donor of the property known as "High Park" to the citizens of Toronto.
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work was perfornied by W. Bros. William Anderson, J. S.
Loveil, W. C. Wilkinson and George Tait. Dttring the same
week the Grand Master was also tendered a reception by
the Masons of Toronto in the Pavîion of the Horticultural
Gardens, when R.W. Bro. Bernard Saunders,, D.D.G.M, of
Toronto District, presented him with an address on their
bebalf. The lodge held a successful excursion to New York
on the 26th July.

On the 7th August, 1881, an emergent meeting was lield
for the purpose of paying the last mark of respect toi a brother
who had taken an active interest in the welfare of St. An-
drew's Lodge, R.W. Bro. F. W. Cumiberland. H1e liad joined
the lodge in 1853, was W.M. in 1857, and had been elected
D.D.G.M. of the Toronto District in 1858. Bro. Cumnber-
land was a wliole-souled Mason, and frequently assisted the
lodge financially when it was in difficulty. H1e was bu-ried
in St. James' Cemetery witli Masonic lionors.

At the. meeting held the. 9tli August, the By-Iaws were
amended so that thereafter the lodge would meet on the
second Tuesday of each montli, which thie lodge lias continued
to do since that time.

On the. 24th August, the. lodge was again ca2led to mun
the. loss of an old and distinguislied member of the lodge, Bro.
William Gooderham, Sr., at that time the oldest Ivason ini
Canada, having been a Mason for seventy years. H1e affili-
ated with St. Andrew's Lodge ini 1844, and had filled the.
p osition of Senior Warden. A concours. of bretliren fol-
lowed lis remains to St. James' Cemetery, where lie was
buried with Masonic honors.

In December, 1881, W. Bro. M. E. Snider, dentist, was
installed as W.M., and Bros. James L. Hughes and John
Kent as Senior and junior Wardens respectively. W. Bro.
William Anderson was presented with a Past Master's jewel.

On the lOth january, 1882, some difficulty appears to
have arisen as to brethren talking too mucli of what had
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At the February meeting, a resolution of condolenoe was
passed and ordered to be engrossed and sent to the widow of
M.W. Bro. Thomnas Douglas Harington, an honorary meniber
of St. Anclrew's Lodge and a Past Grand Master of the Grand
Lodge of Canada. The letter, after referring to the great
services rendered to Craft Masonry by the M.W. Brother,
continues:

"As a citizen his career was no less honorable. Passing a few years
of boyhood in the R~oyal Navy, Bro. Harington rame in early lie to
Canada, and had he not voluntarily retired a few years ago, the present
year would be his year of jubilee as a member of the Civil Service of
Canada, which lie entered in 1832, and in which, honored by the confidence
and esteem of the lnany administrations which presided over lier destinies
during this lengthened period, he had the opportunity, as a publie servant,
of witnessing ber growth and development from the position of a Province
of alxùost unicnown obscurity, to a vast Dominion of proudly recognized
national importanlce.

"Rapidly risig in the service, he held for many years before bis
retiremient the high office of 'Deputy Receiver-General,'in which capacity,
as issuer of legal tenders of the Government, his well-known naine and
signature have been long faniliar to the entire commumity."

At the meeting held the l2th December, 1882, W. Bro.
James L. Hughes, who was for many years ' nspector of
the Toronto Public Schools, was installed as W.M., Bro.
John Kent as Senior Warden, and Bro. L. J. Clark as jun-
ior Warden. W. Bro. M. B. Snlder, the retiring Master,
was presented with a Past Master's jewel. On the 29th
December, St. Andrew's and Zetland Lodges held conjointly
a successful conversazione in the Pavillon of the Horticult-
tiral Gardens.

At the January meeting, 1883, Bro. Rev. E. R. Stinison,
who for xnany years had been Chaplain of the lodge, gave an
interesting account of bis travels, and of the privileges enjoyed
by him from bis connection with Freeinasonry.

In May, the brethren decided to celebrate the Festival
of St. John the Baptist by attending a Masonie service, with
the other city lodges, at St. James' Cathedral. The lodge
was alec> officially visited by R.W. Bro. Filsher, D.D.G.M.,
of the Toronto District.

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The question of paying the expenses of the D.D.G.M.
of the Toronto District had, for some tîne, been under dis-
cussion by the memibers of St. Andrew's Lodge and the other
city lodges, and the committee appointed by St. Andrew's
Lodge to consider and report upon the matter did so at the
October meeting. In their report they recontmended that
no allowance for expenses be made to the D.D.G.M. At
the October meeting, Colonel Samnuel Hughes, who after-
wards became Minister of Militia of Canada, and a brother
of W. Bro. J. L. Hughes, was initiated.

On the I lth December, 1883, W. Bro. John Kent, lumber
dealer, an alderman of several years' standing, was installed
W.M., and Bros. L. J. Clark and Finlay Macdonald, Senior
and junior Wardens respectively. W. Bro. James L. Hughes
was presented with a Past Master's jewel.

In January, 1884, Mr. Charles H. Rust, at that time city
engineer, was initiated. On the lst Febrtiary, the lodge held
a conversazione in the Toronto Street Masonic Hall, which
was largely attended.

On the 22nd June, the brethren of the lodge, with the
sister lodges of Toronto, attended divine service at the
Jarvis Street Baptist Church. At the November meeting,
R.W. Bro. T. F. Blackwood, D.D.G.M. of Toronto District,
officially visited the lodge.

At the December meeting, the recommendation of the
Hall Trust was adopted whereby the books in the Masonic
library were to be handed over to the Public Library. The
following officers were then instailed: R.W. Bro. George Tait,
W.M., and Bros. Finlay Macdonald and W. B. McMurrich,
Senior and junior Wardens respectively. W. Bro. John
Kent was the recipient of a Past Master's jewel.

In December, 1885, W. Bro. Finlay Macdonald, a city
traveller, was instafled W.M., Bro. W. B. McMurrich, Senior
Warden, Bro. R. W. Doan, junior Warden. The retiring
Master, V.W. Bro. George Tait, was presented with a silver
tea-service.

After this as each of the W.M.'s of the lodge, on
retiring from the chair, was presented with a Past Master's
jewel, it will therefore not be necessary to make specific
mention of the fact.

An cinergent meeting was held on the 4th February,
1886, to attend the funerai of an old snd faithful member of
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the lodge, R.W. Bro. F. W. Barron, Principal of Upper
Canada College, who was interred in St. James' Cemetery.
On the 9th March, a resolution of condolence was passed by
the lodge and ordered to be engrossed and sent to the family
of the deceased.

The following is a portion of the resolution:
"That this lodge regards with the deepest sorrow the death on Tues-

day, the 2nd day of F'ebruary, 1886, at the ripe age of ý76 years, of R.W.
Bro. Prederick Williamn Barron, who, a!ter a usefùt and diligent teri of
probat ion iu the several intermiediate chairs, presided as Worshipft
M4aster in the East during the years 1852, 1853, 1854, during which terin,
by the delivery of a series of rare and instructive lectures f rom t:me ta
time, which his ripe scholarship and diligent research peculiarly cqualified
hin to offer, hie was instrumiental. in raising the standard of Masonic study
to the highest elevation, and iu inspiring, flot only in aur ladge, but in
the entire Masonic community of Toronto, an earnest desire to, comprehiend
in their fulines the vast mysteries of Masonic teaching."

On the l3th April, R.W. Bro. W. G. Storm anid Bro.
J. G. Howard, two distinguished inembers of the lodge, were
miade honorary members with ful privileges. On the lOth
August, another old member, R.W. Bro. W. C. Wilkcinson,
was elected an honorary member of the lodge with full priv-
ileges.

At the meeting held the l4th December, 1886, W. Bro.
W. B. MeMurrich, Q.0., Mayor of Toronto in 1881-82,_was



HISTORY 0F ST. ANDREWS LODGE

During the siimmer nionths, the visit of a number of
brethren to Bro. j. G. Howard, one of the pioneer menibers
of the Lodge, took place, when they were entertained by the
venerable Brother at his residence, Coiborne Lodge, High
Park, Toronto.

On the lilth September, the lodge was again called to
mourn the loss of an old member of the lodge, W. Bro. M. E.
Suider, and it was resolved:

"That we place on record our sorrow, that af'ter a long and painful
illnesa, W. Bro. M. E. Snider, a Past Master of this Iodge, died the 9th
September, 1888. He was highly esteemed as a citizen, and during his
long connection 'with the Craf t was a most faithful and exemplary Mason. "

In December, 1888, W. Bro. James Glanville, an Account-
ant with Messrs. John Macdonald & Co., dry-goods mer-
chants, was installed as W.M., with Bros. A. R. Macdonald
and J. T. Siater, Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

Froni this period until the following December znany
events occurred to make the year an exceed.ingly interesting
one. During the year V.W. Bro. George Tait was miade an
honorary member of the lodge with full privileges. Owing
Wo the "Globe building fire," which occurred on the 6th Jan-
uary, 1895, to which we shall refer later, we are unable Wo give
many interesting events in detail for the year 1888 and a
nu.mber of years after.

At the December meeting of 1889, W. Bro. A. R. Mac-
donald, Provision Merchant, was installed as W.M., with
Bros. J. T. Siater and W. J. Hendry as Senior and Junior
Wardens respectively, and Bro. Rev. W. F. Wilson, Chaplain.

In January, a memorial service was held in All Saints'
Church in memory of Bro. Scott, who had died in California.
In February, Bro. John George Howard was buried ini Higli
Park with Masonic honr, W. Bro. A. R. Macdonald and
R.W. Bro. W. C. Wilkinson officiating at the grave. A suc-
cessful banouet was iziven i the month of February, which
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On the 3Oth May, 1889, the W.M. toolc part in the
reception tendered, under the auspices of lonic Lodge, to
H.R.H. the Duke of Connauglit, who was returning to Eng-
land from his conunand iii India. There were over seven
hundred brethren at the reception, which took place at the
Toronto street Hall. The R.W. Bro. was made an "honorary
and life" meniber of Ionic Lodge.

In June, the brethren, with the other city lodges, at-
tended divine service at Ail Saints' Church. During the
year 1889, the lodge was called to mourn the deaths of W. Bro.
John Kent and Bro. Robert Barber.

In December, 1890, W. Bro. joseph T. Siater, who 'was
Principal of Bolton Avenue School, was installed as .,
with Bros. Thomas Bell and W. P. Gundy as Senior and Jun-
ior Wardens respectively.

At the opening of the New Year, M.W. Bro. John Ross
Robertson, Grand Master, sent greetings to, the W. Masters
of the various lodges throughout the juriediction of the Grand
Lodge of Canada. W. Bro. J. T. Siater replied to the greet-
ing sent him as follows:

'Personafly, and behalf of St. Andrew's Lodge, I thanlc you f.br your
kInd wishes, andi I hope that both for yourself and for the Craft whose
interest you have so deeply at heurt, this may be a prosperous and happy
New Year."

On the 11 th jimne, the brethren cf St. Andrew's Lodge,
with the brethren of the other city lcdges, attended a nier-
criai service in the Pavilion of the Horticultural Gardens in
znemory of R.W. Bro. Sir John A. Macdonald, late Premier
of Canada. A successful re-union of the old members of the
lodge was held in October, at which R.W. Bro. George J.
Bennett, D.D.G.M. of Toronto District, was present.

In December, 1891, W. Bro. Thomias Bell, then Manager
of the Messrs. T. Thonipson, Son & Co., Ltd., dry goods mer-
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During this year the lodge donated $100 to the sufferers
by the destructive lire at St. John's, Newfoundland, where
so niany brethren were made homeless. The lodge had to
mourn the loss by death of no fewer than five menibers,
R.W. Bro. S. B. Harman, Bro. A. A. Miller, R.W. Bro. W. G.
Stormi, Bro. Josiah Fennel and V.W. Bro. N. G. Bigelow.
Nearly ail of these bretbren had held responsible positions in
the lodge and they were held in higli esteem by the brethren.

At the meeting in December, 1892, W. Bro. W. P. Gundy,
who was Managing Director of the W. J. Gage Publishing
Co., was installed as W.M., with Bros. John Pearson and
C. E. Edmonds as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

The Centenary of Freemasonry in Upper Canada was
celebrated on the 18th December, 1892, by a large congrega-
tion of Masons assembling in the Metropolitan Methodiat
Church, where Bro. Rev. W. F. Wilson, Chaplain of St.
Andrew's Lodge, preached an eloquent sermon froni the text
Galatians vi. 2, "Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil
the Iaw of Christ." Bro. Rev. Dr. A. H. Reynar assisted in
the service, the musical service being ttnder the direction of
Bro. F. H. Torrington.

A banquet to conimemorate the event was held at
Webb's, on the 27th December, 1892, at which over four
hundred Masons were present. Among those who delivered
addresses were the following brethren of St. Andrew's Lodge:
R.W. Bro. W. C. Wilkinson, Bro. Rev. Dr. H. A. Reynar,
and W. Bro. Thomas Bell, who proposed the Junior Warden's
toast.

Bro. Dr. O. R. Avison was initiated during the year.
This brother left Canada for Corea in 1893, as a medical
missionary for the American Presbyterian Foreign Mission
Board, and had charge of the government and missionary
hospitals there. During the year the lodge was called to
xnourn by death the loss of W. Bro. W. H. Howland, a Past
Master of St. Andrew's Lodge.

On the 24th June, 1893, the brethren, with the Masons
of Toronto, attended the unveiling of a monument erected in
Mount Pleasant Cemetery to mark the spot set apart for the
burial of needy Masons. The monument is 28 feet high, a
column of polished granite surmounted by a globe, on wbich
are raised in gold the square and compasses. On the pedestal
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is the inscription: "In mnemory of the dead of the Craft, by
the Freemasons of Toronto, 24th June, 1893." The plinth
records the fact that the plot of ground, which is circular in
form, was in 1883 presented to the Masons of Toronto by
M.W. Bro. John Ross Robertson. R.W. Bro. Harry A.
Collins, D.D.G.M. of Toronto District, visited the lodge ini
October.

At the Decemiber meeting, 1893, W. Bro. John Pearson,
who is engaged ini the insurance business, a veteran of the
Northwest Rebellion in 1885, was installed as W.M., with
Bros. C. E.Edmonds and J. E. Hansford, Senior and junior
Wardens respectively.

In April, 1894, a lodge of instruction was held under the
auspices of St. Andrew's Lodge, and under the direction of
R.W. Bro. George Tait, D.D.G.M., when the First Degree
was exemplified by V.W. Bro. W. P. Gundy and W. Bro.
Thonmas Bell, and the Third Degree by W. Bro. A. R. Mac-
donald.

At the June meeting, R.W. Bro. ,Emiilius Irving, an old
meniber of the lodge, was presented with the following address,
wbich was in album forni, beautifully bound in ricli royal
blue caîf and elegantly chased i gold:
"R.W. Bro. ýEti1ius Irvig, Esq. Q.C., P.D.D.G.M.:

Senator J. R. Gowan and M.W. Bro. John Ross Robertson
were present, and both gave short historical addresses re-
garding St. Andrew's Lodge. M.W. Bro. John Ross Rob-
ertson presented to the lodge the original dispensation for the
organization of St. Andrew's Lodge, issued in 1822, by R.W.
Bro. Simon McGillivray, Provincial Grand Master. During
the year the lodge lost by death Bro. Richard Caddick, W.
Bro. Finlay Macdonald and Bro. Jacob Spence, ail esteemed
members of the lodge.

The lire which destroyed the Globe newspaper office,
at the corner of Yonge and Melinda streets on the 6th Jan-
uary, 1895, was the cause of considerable loss to St. Andrew's
Lodge, the loss being a minute book dating from February,
1888, until Decemnber, 1894, the Register and By-law book
containing ail the original signatures of the inembers of the
lodge since its organization seventy-tbree years before, and
many valuable documixents which can neyer be replaced.

On the 1 lth Deceruber, 1894, W. Bro. Charles E. Ed-
monds, then Secretary-Treasurer, and a Director of Messrs.
Christie, Brown & Co., biscuit manufacturers, was installed
as W.M., with Bro. John M. Dowd as Senior Warden, and
Bro. J. E. Hansford as junior Worden.

In March, 1895, R.W. Bro. George Tait was presented
with a suit of Grand Lodge regalia by the Toronto District,
as a token of their appreciation of the maainer in which he
had discharged the duties of his office as D.D.G.M. during
the year 1893-94. Among the visitors present were R.W.
Bro. J. A. McGillivray, D.D.G.M., and R.W. Bro. E. T.
Malone, D.G.M.

On the 23rd Jiune, the brethren of the lodge, with the
brethren of the other city lodges, attended divine service at
the McCaul Street Methodist Church, when Bro. Dr. A. B.

The. members of the lodge, with
the bretbren of the other city lodges, attended the Bond Street
Congregational Church on the IOth May, where an eloquent
discourse was delivered to the Craft bv the.

Lodge, that a Masonic Home should lie estabished, provide4 its main-
tenance whexi established is sue.

Kerr, Hon. Deputy Provincial Grand Master, 1822 to 1824;
Ziba M. Phillips, Hon. Deputy Provincial Grand Master,
1822 to 1847; Simon McGillivray, Provincial Grand Master,
1822 to 1840; James Fitzgibbon, Deputy Provincial Grand
Master, 1822 to 1825; John Beikie, Deputy Provincial Grand
Master, 1826 to 1845; M.W. Bros. Sir Allan Napier MacNab,
Provincial Grand Master, 1845 to 1857, Grand Master
Ancient Grand Lodge, 1857 to 1858, Hon. Grand Master
Grand Lodge of Canada, 1858 to 1862; Thomas Gibbs Ridout,
Deputy Provincial Grand Master, 1845 to 1858, Hon. Grand
Master 1858 to 1861. The last five brethren were members
of St. Andrew's Lodge.

In April, Bro. John Shaw, Mayor of Toronto 1897-98,
was initiated. On the 10th May, W. Bro. D. Burke Simpson,
W.M., and the officers and members of Jerusalem Lodge,
Bowmanville, paid a fraternal visit to St. Andrew's Lodge,
and were accorded a hearty welcome.

In July, at the annual communication of Grand Lodge,
the Constitution was amended so as to divide the Toronto
District, No. 11, into two Districts, viz., Toronto West Dis-
trict No. 11, and Toronto East District, No. 11a.; St. An-
drew's Lodge being placed in the latter District. An old
and distinguished member of St. Andrew's Lodge, R.W. Bro.
James Glanville, had the honor of being elected the first
D.D.G.M. of Toronto District East, No. 11a.
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By request of the city lodges a special meeting of St.
Andrew's Lodge was held on the 2nd November, for the
purpose of tendering a reception and presenting an address
to the Grand Master, M.W. Bro. E. T. Malone, by the Masons
of Toronto. There were upwards of five htindred and fifty
brethren present. W. Bro. F. M. Bell-Smith, W.M. of St.
Andrew's Lodge, occupied the chair, the other chairs of the
lodge being occupied by the Masters of the city lodges. The
Grand Master was introduced to the assembled brethren by
R.W. Bros. James Glanville and Curran Morrison, D.D.
G.M.'s of the Toronto Districts. The address, which was
beautifully illuminated and in albu~m form, was read by
R.W. Bro. James Glanville. W. Bro. E. B. Brown, W.M.
of Ionic Lodge, presided at the banquet which followed the
proceedings in the lodge room.

At the November meeting, the By-laws were axnended
so that in future ail the officers of the Iodge should be elected.
It was resolved that:

"At the regular meetIng 'i November, the Worsbipful Master, Senior
and junior Wardens, Chapain, Treasurer, Secretary, Senior and junior
Deacons, lImer Guar;d, Stewards Organist and Director of Ceremonies,
shail be elected by ballot; two Auditors and the Tyler by open vote of the
lodge.'

On the 23rd November, the officers and members of
St. Andrew's Lodge again visited Jerusalem Lodge, No. 31,
Bowmanville, and were accorded a right royal welcome.

At the meeting in December, 1898, W. Bro. Henry T.
Smith, Chaxtered Stenographic Reporter of Ontario, subse-
quently Editor of The Masonic Sun, and Grand Scribe E., of
the Grand Chapter Royal Axch Masons of Canada, was
installed as W.M., and Bros. Rev. Dr. A. H. Reynar and
Frederick Dane as Senior and junior Wardens respectively.
W. Bro. J. E. Hansford presented the lodge with a pair of
handsome silver-tipped Deacon's wands.

On the 24th December, the lodge had again to mourn
the loss b y death of a 'venerable brother, Hugh Miller, J.P.
He had afflated with St. Andrew's Lodge in 1843, and had
been a Mason for over 63 years, having been initiated in
Scotland when lie was 18 years of age.

At the meeting held on the lOth January, 1899, W. Bro.
A. L. Malone, on behalf of Toronto District, No. 11, pre-

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sented R.W. Bro. T. W. Chapple, P.D.D.G.M., with a suit
of Grand Lodge regalia. R.W. Bro. Chapple was the last
D.D.G.M. of Toronto District, No. 11, before it was divided
into two Districts.

At the Mardi meeting, the widow of a brother who had
flot been connected with St. Andrew's Lodge for 23 years was
aided by a donation of $50 on accotant of lier distressed cir-
cumstances. On April 25th, Mr. H. C. Hocken was initiated.
He subsequently becaine Mayor of Toronto for the years
1913-14, as well as a member of the Dominion House of
Parliament.

In May, W. Bro. D. Burke Simpson, W.M., officers and
members of jerusalexn Lodge, Bowmanville, visited St.
Andrew's Lodge, and the officers of that lodge conferred the
First Degree in a higbly creditable manner. A succesaful
excursion to New York was held in August under the auspices
of St. Andrew's and Uarniony Lodges from which each lodge
realized $265.

A re-union of the old members of the lodge took place
on the 1Oth October, at which 106 members and 65
visitors were p)resent. Arnong the dsigsh brethren
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W. ]3ro. J. L. Hughes presided; the old members of the lodge
w ho delivered addresses were: RW. Bros. AmÎlius Irving,
James Bain, W. C. Wilkinson,, George Tait; V.W. Bros.
W. F. McMaster, Walter S. Lee; Bros. J. C. Copp and P. G.
Close.

At the December meeting, 1899, $125 was voted to Tor-
onto charitable institutions. W. Bro. Rev. Dr. A. H. Reynar,
Dean of Victoria University, was installed as W.M., Bro.
Frederick Dane as Senior Warden and Bro. W. F. Chapman
as junior Warden.

On the 3Oth January, 1900, a successful "At Home" was
held under the auspices of the lodge. At the February
meeting $100 was donated to the National Patriotic Fund,
which was being raised by the people throughout Canada for
the purpose of assisting the farnilies of those who were
engaged in the war which Great Britain was waging against
the Boers i South Africa.

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to virtue and to universal benevolence according to ancient
custom. At this function there were one hundred and eleven
visitors present, încludîng nearly all the Masters of the city
lodges.

On the l2th lune, W. Bro. Henry T. Sith gave an in-
structive address on "Christianity and Freexnasonry." On
the 25th June, the members of the lodge, with about 750
brethren of Toronto, conimemnorated the Festival of St. John
the Baptist by attending divine service at St. Jamnes' Cath-
edral, where an appropriate sermon was preached by Bro.
Rev. Professor Clark, M.A., D.C.L., of Trinity College,
Toronto.

The annual re-union of the old members took place on
October 9th, at which instead of the conferring of one of the
degrees, as had been the custom for many years, addresses
were delivered by R.W. Bros. AEmilius Irving, Q.C., andJames Bain, W. Bros. W. B. McMurrich and James L.
Hughes. On October 12th Mr. Charles A. Maguire, who
was elected Mayor of Toronto for the year 1922, was initiated.

On the 1llth December, 1900, the following principal

The Lodge was visited on Match I2th by R.W. Bro.
Harry J. Gould, D. D. G.M. of Toronto East District No. 1lIA.

F'ully 300 brethren were assembled on I lth June, 1901,
to honor the Grand Master, M.W. Bro. R. B. Hungerford.
At this meeting W. Bro. Henry T. Smith, who had been
assisted i his labors by W. Bros. Rev. Dr. A. H. Reynar and
J. T. Siater, presented to the Grand Master, and to the
Master of the lodge, beautifuUly bound volumes of the history
of the lodge. The history that was placed in the hands of
the brethren contained 144 pages of letter press, which with
the 13 inserts, or illustrations, the naines of the Masters and
Past Masters, as well as 1,016 naines of brethren, made a
book of 185 pages, bound in cloth and finished in gold. The
artistic part of the work, in the production of the book, was
in the hands of Bro. Albert Macoomb. Within tbree months
after this meeting the Craft was called upon to niourn the
loss of M.W. Bro Hungerford, who died on the 9th Septeinber
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A Past Master's Night was held on October llth, when
W. Bro. W. B. McMurrich, K.C., occupied the chair. The
first degree was conferred, an:d there were many of the old
members of the lodge present.

In Deceinber. 1901, W. Bro. Dane, the retiring W.M.,
in his valedictory in referring to the history of the Iodge, that
had been printed and presented during the past year said,
that such well-known Masonic authorities as Bros. R. F.
Gould, W. J. Hughan and John Yarker, had, by letter,
spoken highly of the historical knowledge contained in the
history. As to the Secretary's books Bro. Dane stated the
D.D.G.M., in bis report to Grand Lodge, had said:

"Other secretaries may be as carefÀil, and perform their duties with
as much fidèlity as lie, still I must give W. Bro, J. T. Siater the distinction
of baving the neatest books in the District, and 1 do notthink Ihave ever
seen in College or Banking House a more beautiful set."

heAt this meeting W. Bro. W. F. Chapman, Inspector of

C. W. I. Woodland as Senior Warden, and L. H. Luke as
junior Warden.
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Respecting a pipe organ for the use of the lodges, meeting
in the Temple Building, it was reported on April 8th, 1902,
that it had been decided to ask for the sumT of 50 cents per
capita from each lodge in the Trust for the purchase of the
Organ. R.W. Bro. John Watson, D.D.G.M., officially vis-
ited the lodge at this meeting. W. Bros. Ball and Gunnell,
of the lodge of Ancient; Landmarks, Butffalo, N.Y., who were
in attendance, presented an address beautifuily engrossed
expressing the appreciation of the members of that lodge for
the manner mn which they had been entertained on their
recent visit to St. Andrew's Lodge.

On May 23rd the brethren of St. Andrew's Lodge visited
the lodge of the Ancient Landinarks of Buffalo, and were
loyaily entertained. The first degree, according to the
ritualistic work of New York State was exceedingly well
exemplifled by the Buffalo brethren with musical accom-
paniznent. It was doubtless one of the most notable Masonie
events that liad occurred in Buffalo for years, as it brought
toL-ether manv i:roniinent Masons, nc>t only from Toronto,
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the Past Masters of the lodge. R.W. Bro. W. C. Wilkinson
being in the chair. The initiation fee at this meeting was
increased from $30 ta $40.

At the December meeting W. Bro. W. F. Chapman, on
retiring from the chair, referred ta the inscription on Lincoln's
Monument that should be of inspiration ta the brethren in
their labors:

.With malice towards none;
With charity towards ail."

With firmness in the right, as God gives us to, see the right let us strive
on. Let us have faith, that rioht niakes might, and in the end dare to do
our duty as we understand it.'

W. Bro. C. W. I. Woodland, General Manager, Employ-
ers' Liability Assurance Corporation, Limited, was installed
as W.M., Bras. L. H. Lulce and Rev. Dr. John Bu-rwash as
Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

On January 13th, 1903, the W.M., W. Bro. Woodland,
sent the following telegram:-
"Senator James Gowan, Barrie:

St. Andrew's Lodge, A.F. and A.M., extends greetiugs, and wishes
you many happy returns of the day."

In reply Bro. Gowan wrote-.
"I thank you warmly for your kind messageaof congratulation on my

birthday yesterday. 1 beg you will convey to St. Andrew's Lodge my
heartfelt thanks for their thoughtful remeiubrance of one who is now, I
believe, the oldest member of the lodge.

It is pleasaut to be remembered, aud ainongst the mnay congratula-
tions that I received yesterday 1 valuoe noue mare highly than that which
you so courteously convey to me."

In March, the lodge was visited by R.W. Bro. E. B.
Brown, D.D.G.M. of Toronto East District, No. 11A, and
he was u)resented with a cop)y of the history of the lodge.
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Lebanon Lodge, Oshawa, and W. ]3ro. C. W. I. Woodland
and his officers conferred the first degree. The banquet,
following the proceedings, was held in the Town Hall and was
presided over by W. Bro. W. Hare, W.M. of Lebanon Lodge.

At the October meeting the annual re-union of old
members was held. It was a unique gathering on account
of so many of the old members being present. W. Bro.
James S. Lovell, who had been a memnber of the lodge for
32 years, occupied the chair.

-On December 8th, 1903, W. Bro. L. Herbert Luke, a
Justice of the Peace, was instafled as W.M., Bro. Rev. Dr.
John Burwash as Senior Warden, and Bro. A. E. Hagerman
as junior Warden. An "At Home" was held on the 3rd
February, 1904, among those present was M.W. Bro. Richard
Waikem, K.C., of Kingston, P.G.M. There were over 500
ladies and brethren in attendance. In March the lodge was
visited by R.W. Bro. H. A. Nîcholis, D.D.G.M., of Toronto

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been unselfish, and your character has grown more wvorthy of reverence
as the kindly years have revealed to you richer experiences.

But to us, your fellow members of St-. Andrew's Lodge, your sixty
years of Masonic if e, true and faithful to the principles of our ancient
Order, are the glory of the ripe old age with which a kindly Providence
has extended to your laboriaus and fruitful life. In ail the long period
of your walk with us as Marnons, y ou have ever, amidst the stress of a
busy and eventful life been a faithful exponent of Masonie principles.>'

R.W. Bro. Irving, in thanking the brethren for the
honor they bestowed upon him, nmrated mnany incidents and
historical facts of the ea.rly days of bis Masonic life, and
recailed the names of niany of those skilled workmnen who
in former days labored to uphold the prestige of the lodge.

V.W. Bro. W. F. McMaster, who affilliated with the
lodge on the 9th Jaxiuary, 1854, was also presented, by W. Bro.
T. S. Lovell. with a costlv zold headed walicinz cane, to com-
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On February l4tli, 1905, the by-laws were amended 80

that the yearly contributions of city members would be $6.00,
but if paid before lst April, $5.00. It was decided to send a
deputation from St. Andrew's Lodge to wait on Bro. Senator
jas. R. Gowan on July 3rd, 1905, the 65th anniversary of his
initiation into St. Andrew's Lodge, and present him with an
address or testimonial, as niay be deterinined by the lodge.

In May it was resolved to invite R.W. Bro. Lord Roberts,
who was about to visit the Province of Quebec, to pay a
fraternal visit te the lodge, and that proper steps were to be
taken te make Lord Roberts an honorary meniber should lie
accept the invitation to pay a visît te the lodge. Owing to
the lirnited tiine at the disposai of the R.W. Bro. on bis visit
to Canada lie was unable te accept the invitation.

At the Octeber meeting R.W. Bro. F. W. Harcourt,
D.D.G.M. of Toronto East District, No. 11A, visited the
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Streets, was instailed as W. M., with Bros. George A. KCingston
and J. W. Rogers Senior and junior Wardens respectively.
The "At Home," held on February 2nd, 1906, was an en-
joyable and sticcessftil event.

A reception on the 13th February was tendered M.W.
Bro. J. H. Burritt, K.C., and he was presented with an
address in album form, beautiftily illuminated. One para-
grapli of the address read:-

"We congratulate you, Most Worshipful Sir, upon your having s0
merited the confidence, respect and esteemn of your brethren iu Grand
Lodge that they have elected you to fill the high and important office of
Grand Master, an honor than which, we believe, there is none greater iu
this Country either iu political or municipal life. We are confident that
wisdoin will guide you in the preservation of the traditions, cerernonies
and Ancient Laudniarks of Masonry and assist you iu dissemiuating its
Sacred tenets, its noble teachings, and its cardinal virtues. The mantle
o prem-aturely laid dowu by one of our dearly loved Toronto brethreu,

ha. fallen upon jour shoulders and as the work of your illustrious pre-
decessors now retecs credit upon thera, so we trust aud believe that equal
lustre wifl mark your inumwbency iu the Grand Est."

The Grand Master, in reply, said: "That the Lodge in
the past had upheld the dignity of the Craft and it was doing
the sazne to-day."

On March l3th, 1906, a communication from the Grand
Master pointed out that the conferring of degrees ini group
had never been authorized, and the greatest latitude that
casi be allowed in the several degrees is:

(1) in the flrst deree,_take candidates separately up to sud lu-
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according to the ritualistic work of New York State. Bach
brother present was the recipient of a souvenir ini the form of
a maple leaf gilded pin which was suitably inscribed. At
a subsequent meeting W. Bro. W. J. Gunneil, W.M., of the
lodge of Ancient Landxnarks, presented to St. Andrew's Lodge
a suitably engrossed resolution of thanks for the reception
which had been accorded to the Buffalo brethren.

On May lOth it was resolved:-
"That St. Andrew's Lodge re-affirmn its conviction that the tîme Lad

arrived when a Masonic HaU should be erected for the benefit of the
Craf t in the city of Toronto, and the representatives of this lodge having
the matter in hand are hereby authorized to taice such steps as they mayr
deem proper to have the canvass of the members of the lodge conipleted."

A letter at this meeting was directed to be sent to R.W.
Bro. James Bain congratulating hin on his having attained
bis ninetieth birthday.

Although the Lodge was by resolution committed to the
erection of a Temple, purely for Craft purposes, yet the
question was discussed of considering the advisability of
accepting an offer of the Independent Order of Foresters to
renew the lease of the Masonic Hall for ten years on amended
ternis. After listening to an explanation by M.W. Bro. John
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"It affords me more than ordinary pleasure ta read 1i the public press
the announcement of the honor conferred upon you, by 1His Majesty
King Bdward VIL., and on bebulf of St. Andrew s Lodge ta tender you
our sincere congratulations on the honor s0 well bestowed."

R.W. Bro. Irving, i his reply, said:-
"I beg to assure you that no congratulation on the honor recently

conferred upon me is more acceptable than your own expressions and those
on behaif f my Mother Lodge contained in your letter....

My professional and rny Masonic career, if that be not an expression
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St. Andrew's Lodge had held many notable gatherings
since its institution some eighty-flve years previous, but the
communication held under its auspices on the I lth June,
1906, was especially an interesting one, it being of an historic
character. On the occasion was presented an "Historie
Picture, " painted by W. Bro. F. W. B ell-Sniith, containing the
portraits of nearly one hundred members of the lodge, many
of whom had been connected with the lodge for upwards of
fifty years. In the foreground of the picture can be seen
the Grand Master, M.W. Bro. J. H. Burritt, K.C., being
introduced by W. Bro. A. E. Hagernian to Bro. Sir James R.
Gowan, the oldest living member of the lodge (in 1907), while
R.W. Bro. Sir ýEmilius Irving, the second oldest living mem-
ber, is standing just in the rear. The other bretbren in the
foreground, both to the right and left of the brethren mien-
tioned, are Past Grand Lodge officers as well as Past
Masters. The background is composed of the general
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Old Charges, known as the "Scarborough" Mss., a document
dated 1705, owned by the Grand Lodge of Canada. Hie aiso
exhibited the warrant of R.W. Jarvis issued by the Athol
Grand Lodge of England lin March, 1792, when Bro. Jarvis
carne to this country and formed at Niagara the First Prov-
incial Grand Lodge.

W. Bro. George A. Kingston, at this meeting, on behaif
of the lodge, presented to V.W. Bro. A. E. Hagerinan, a set
of regalia suitable to bis rank as Grand Senior Deacon of the
Grand Lodge of Canada.

At a meeting of St. Andrew's Lodge on Noveniber l2th,
a portrait of the late M.W. Bro. Otto Klotz, of Preston, an
Honorary Past Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Canada,
was unvelied by M.W. Bro. J. Ross Robertson. The portrait,
which was the work of Bro. J. W. L. Forster, of Toronto, was
presented to the Masonic Hall Trust by W. Bro. E. W.
Klotz, the youngest son of the late M.W. Bro. Otto Klotz.

In December, 1907, W. Bro. joseph Wýhyte Rogers,
Public Sohool Principal, subsequently a Publie School In-
spector of Toronto, was instafled as W.M. with Bros. H. E.
Irwin as Senior Warden, and Albert Macoomb as junior
Warden. At this meeting it was anmounced that the Grand
Secretary, M.W. Bro. Hugh Murray, had <lied, on the 28th
November, and that R.W. Bro. R. L. Gunu was appointed
as Grand Secretary until the next meeting of Grand Lodge.

On February llth, 1908, a letter froni W. Bro. Otto
Lehman, W.M., Star of Cuba Lodge, No. 742, N.Y., a brother
who was initiated in St. Andrew's Lodze in 1893. was read:-
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The Masonic quarters of the Temple Building, Bay
Street, on the loth March was the scene of an event which
coiald scarcely be excelled. Neyer before in the history of
Masonry in Toronto can it be said that hundreds of brethren
were unable to obtain admission to a lodge room. There
were enough brethren in the ante roomn seeking admission to
more than twice fil the lodge room. The occasion of this
remarkable gathering was the fraternal visit of St. John's
Lodge, No. 209A, London, Ont., to St. Andrew's Lodge,
Toronto. The blue room was profusely decorated with
potted plants, cut fiowers and bunting, and W. Bro. J. W.
Rogers, the W.M. of St. Andrew's Lodge warmlJy welcomed
the London brethren. W. Bro. J. H. Wilson, the W.M. of
St. John's Lodge, with his officers, exemplified the third
degree, according to the ritualistic work of the lodge, which
is somewhat similar to the American Work, with full musical
and electrical effect. The Work was weil done in every
detail, and showed considerable care in its preparation.
Upon the homeward journey of the London brethren the
engineer of the train, Bro. Charles Armstrong, was accidently
killed at Guelph junction, which soniewhat saddened the
journey.

The Lodge was visited on April 14th by R.W. Bro. W. R.
Cavell, D.D.G.M. of Toronto East District, No. 11lA.

At the May meeting there was a reception and presenta-
tion to M.W. Bro. A. T. Freed, Grand Master. Every elec-
tive Grand Lodge officer for the y ear was present, some coniing
from as far east as Ottawa and others from as far west as
Sarnia. The Grand Master was presented with a magziificent
bronze figure of Diana two feet high, standing upon an ebony
pedestal four feet high. At the feet of the figure was a dog.
while one of the haxids of the figure held aloft a frosted glass
globe, in the centre of which was an electric light bulb.

R.W. Bro. W. C. Wilkinson, at a regular meeting in June
was the recipient of a beautiful sea lion suit case, from the
brethren of the lodge, on the occasion of his visit to the
"Old Lanid" for a two months' trip through the British Isles.
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A large number of the brethren of St. Anclrew's Lodge,
on November 9th, left Toronto on a special Grand Trunk
train of Puilman coaches to pay a return visit to St. John's
Lodge, No. 209A, London, Ont. W. Bro. J. H. Wilson
cordially welcomed the Toronto brethren. The second
degree was conferred, according to the work peculiar to the
Lodge, the candidate being Bro. Edwin Snmith, the yotingest
brother of R.W. Bro. Henry T. Smilth.

A "Canadian Night" was held on the l3th November.
The lodge rooni was appropriately decorated with maple
leaves, ferns, flags and cut fiowers. "Canada our Country"
was ably proposed by W. Bro. Dr. L. E. Ilorning, and elo-
quently replied to by W. Bro. W. F. Chapman. During the
year St. Andrew's Lodge remitted to Grand Lodge its full
allotted subscription of $935, to the Semi-Centennial Benev-
olent Fund.

On Deceinber 9th, 1908, W. Bro. Albert Macoomb, a
Master Printer and Publisher, was installed as W.M., with
Bro. W. T. Giles as Senior Warden, and John H. Dunlop as
junior Warden. A reception was also tendered to the old
memhprq of the Lodge. There were u-Dwards of fifty of theni
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R.W. Bro. James S. Loveil, D.D.G.M. of Toronto East
District, No. 11lA, visited the lodge on April l3th.

The veterans of the
Lodge, who ntunbered over sixty were formed into procession
in the ante room and escorted to the lodge room where they
were accorded a cordial reception. Ainong the decorations
i the lodge rooxn were mnaple leaves of a maxnmoth size, which
had been sent for the purpose by Bro.

The edict
was shortly afterwards revoked.

T. Wyper,
a niember of the Lodge, 95 years old, and a Mason for sixty-
one years, sent bis regrets through the Master at not being
able Wo be present. R.W. Bro. Sir z£milius Irving, the oldest
living member of the lodge in a letter regretting inabiity Wo
be with bis brethren said:

"I have received your kind note, for which I give you and the brathers
who bave joined ini it cordial thanks, but 1 deeply regret to ay that I amn
not equal to going out at night as so proposed.
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enjo yed themselves agreeable to their fancy. On the l3th
February, at the regtilax meeting, the honorariuin of the
Secretary was mnade $200 per year.

St. Andrew's Lodge at the beginning of 1912 adopted
a schediile of life menibership fees, framed sinhilar to that of
an Assurance Company. The fee for a person 21 years of
age was $80, and gradually reduced itself iintil the fee for a
person of 71 years of age was $27. Any member in good
standing in the lodge coilld, on payment of the amount set
forth opposite bis naine, less a rebate of $3, for each and every
year he had been a member in good standing and had paid
bis dues in full and all arrears, be entitled to ail the privileges
of the lodge. The schedule further stipulated that ail fees
reoeived for lif e membership less the aniount of commutation
fee to Grand Lodge of $5, and the current annual due of the
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At the September meeting a proposition was submitted
from the Past Masters' Association of the Toronto Districts
respecting the organization in Toronto of a Central Bureau,
where ail applications for membership in city lodges could be
recorded. As the Craft in Toronto was becoming numerically
stronger ever3 year, it was thought that it would be greatly
to the advantage of Masonry, flot only in Toronto, but
throughout the entire jtirisdiction, to have such a record kept.
It was adopted by the lodge, and W. Bro. J. W. Rogers was
appointed the representative to meet with a general com-
mittee of the city lodges to arrange the necessary details for
the workcing of the Bureau that is now doing such good work
in the city of Toronto.

The ninetieth ariniversary ôf the lodge was celebrated
iu the Temple Building, Bay and Richmnond Streets, in a
befitting manner on the 8th of October, 1912. Many prom-
inent craftstnen were present. A reception was tendered to
the old ietnbers of the lodge.

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On Saturday afternoon, November 22nd, 1913, W. Bro.
Rev. John Burwash, M.A., D.Sc., LL.D., a Past Master of
the lodge, who died at Calgary, Alberta, was buried froin
Victoria University Chapel, Toronto.

R.W. Bro. Sir ÀExnilius Irving, Treasurer of the Law
Society of Upper Canada, Canada's oldest lawyer, and the
oldest initiated Canadian Mason at the tixne, as well as an
old xneiber of St. Andrew's Lodge, died ini bis 9Oth year,
on the 27th Novexnber. R.W. Bro. Irving's reinains were
conveyed to their last resting place in St. James' Cenietery,
fromn Osgoode Hall, where a religious service was held. At
the grave a Masonic service took place, iunder the auspices,
of St. Andrew's Lodge, the Grand Master and several Grand
Officers taking part in the service.

In Deceniber, the principal officers invested and installed
were: W. Bro. H. C. Montgomery, Merchan: as W.M., Bro.
John A. Grahami, as Senior Warden, and Bro. Walter W. J.
Bolus as junior Warden. On january l3th, 1914, Bro. G.
C. Kirby presented the lodge with a handsoine kneeling
cushion.

On February 28th, Bro. joseph T. Wyper, another
miember of the lodge, old in years, passed away. The Secre-
tary of St. Andrew's Lodge, in writing to the lodge in wbich
Bro. Wyper had been made a Masou smie 65 years bef.pre
said:

Brethren.-We send vota ereetiIlM. and desire to inform vota that
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Lodge of 'Canada. It was a tribute to the 100 years of good
feeling which had existed between the people of the 'United
States and Canada. Representative Masons from the
United States and Canada were present and delivered eloquent
addresses. A number of members of St. Andrew's Lodge
was present at the celebration.

As to the event the Masonic Standard of New York said:
'<It is especiafly significant that the Masonic celebration of the. cen-

tenary of peace between America and England should have its îice5pion
and consumimation in Canada, for the Canadians are far more "British"
la their political sympathies than the inhabitants of, the British Iles
themselves. Their loyalty i8 touchl when it is consldered that the
Dominion of Canada is the biggest anfbest part of the Britishi Empire."

On August 4th, 1914, the world was startled when
Great Britain declared war against Germany, which sub-
sequently becaine a World's War. Brethren from every
part of Canada and a large number froni St. Andrew's Lodge
donned "the uniforni of the King" and went forth to battle
for right against might.

At the regular meeting in September, V.W. Bro. C. E.
Edmonds was presented with regalia suitable to his ranlc as
Grand Director of Ceremonies. Then on Septeniber 29th,
St. Andrew's Lodge visited Richmond Lodge, No. 23, Rich-
mond Hill, and the officers conferred the third degree.

In December, $500.00 was advanced by the lodge to-
wards the Belgian Relief Fund, a Fund to which the Masons
of Ontario contributed some $45,000 as a tribute "of the
struggle of the brave and galiant people of Belgium in the
cause of liberty." Subsequently King Albert of Belgium,
ini graclous terins, acknowledged the gift. The dues of al
brethren of the lodge in active service were rem-itted, and
"Christmias Cheer" was sent to each brother engaged i the
war. W. Bro. John A. Graham, Banker, was installed as
W.M., and Bros. Walter J. Bolus and William Lawrence as
Senior and junior Wardens respectively.

An "'Empire Night" was held on January l2th, 1915.
A souvenir programme was tastefully gotten up in a patriotic
design. The toast to "The Empire" was eloquently proposed
by M.W. Bro. E. T. Malone, K.C., and suitably responded
to by M.W. Bro. W. D. McPherson, K.C., M.P.P., and
Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Canada. On January
28th, Bro. William Stark, who had been Deputy Chief of
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Police, and in the service of the city of Toronto for upwards
of 45 years, was buried with Masonic honors.

In March, R.W. Bro. Dr. W. R. Walters, D.D.G.M.,
visited the lodge. On May llth, M.W. Bro. Hon. W. D.
McPherson, K.C., was elected an honorary inember of the
lodge with fulIl privileges, and on May 26th St. Andrew's
Lodge paid a fraternal visit to jerusaleni Lodge, Bowmanville.

The Masonic Temple Corporation isstied a circialar letter
regarding the new Temple building to be erected at the
corner of Yonge Street and Davenport Road, the purport of
which was, that the total suin required to finance the
proposition, having in view of what was already subscribed,
was equal to the su of $50 per inember of ail lodges, and
that the suxn required should be apportioned ainong
the different l.oges upon a per capita basis. The total cost
of the building was estirnated to be $2 15,000.

The "Old Memibers Night," held on September 14th,
1915, brought forth a good attendance of the old memibers,
several present being connected with the lodge for upwards;
o>f 45 years. The first degree was conferred with V.W. Bro.
C. E. Edmionds in the Chair. During the evening honorary
membersbip certificates were presented to R.W. Bros. W. C.
Willrinson and Henry T. Smith. Both brethren had been
honorary members of the lodge for many years.

A "Red Cross Night" was held i October. V.W. Bro.
Surgeon-General G. Sterln Ryerson delivered in the lodge
room an address on the work that was being done by the Red
Cross Society in France, Belgium and England. At the
subsequent banquet R.W. Bro. W. H. Wardrope, D.G.M.,
delivered an eloquent address upon Canada's duty to the
Empire.

In December, 1915, W. Bro. Walter J. Bolus, President
of The W. J. Bolus Co., Ltd., Painting and Decorating Con-
tractors, was installed as W.M., and Bros. William Law-rence
and Dr. W. E. Struthers as Senior and junior Wardens
respectively.

On january, 1916, "Empire Night" was celebrated with
great enthusiasm. M.W. Bro. S. A. Luke, Grand Master,
was presented witli a beatitiful tes. set of Crown Derby.
M.W. Bro. W. D). McPherson, K.C., proposed the toast of
"The Empire." Exposing the calculated brutality of Ger-
Page One Hunkked and thiry-for
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niany in the present war, he referred to the pitiable state of
Belgîum, and declared that the Allies are fighting to save the
soul of the world. The British Empire buttressed with solid
pillars of liberty and love, covets no allen territory, but
welcomes ail to a level of comnmon opportumîty.

Rev. W. A. Caineron, of Bloor Street Baptist Church,

lu replying to the toast, said that the Colonial Empire was
born wheu Sir Robert Borden, the Premier of Canada, took
his seat with the British Cabinet. He considered that the
final overthrow of Germany, as of Greece and Rome, would
be due to their neglect of ethica.

R.W. Bro. Major Rev. Geo. H. Williams of St. Andrew's
Lodge, Quebec, in proposing the toast "The Boys at the
Front," said:-

"That lue at the front makes men out of boys, that out of the dis-.
tinctiveiiess of war cornes the constructîvenes of a new and magnificent
strength of character."

Wrist watches were presented to a niumber of brethren
going as soldiers to the war.

Iu M~arch, R.W. Bro. W. H. Legg, D.D.G.M. of Toronto
District, No. 1l1A, visited the lodge. On May 9th, 1916, a
"Military Nlght" was held. R.W. Bro. Major Rev. Geo. H.
Williams, D.D., occupied the Chair as Worshipful Master,
anid the other officers' chairs were occupied by military
bretbren of the lodge. The proceedings were entirely of a
patriotic character. Bro. Major A. T. Hunter, during the
evening, was the recipieut of a solid silver cigarette case.

A joint meeting of the Master of the city lodges took
place regarclflg the furnishiug of a room in the Convalescent
Home for returued soldiers in the preinises formerly occupied
by Knox College, on Spadina Avenue Crescent. Each lodge
was asked to make a subscription equal to ten cents per
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An "Educatonal Night" wasý held on june 13th, with
W. Bro. W. F. Chapman, a Public School Inspector, in the
Chair. Then on September l2th, the annual re-union of
Old Memibers took place. During the evening M.W. Bro.

It was stated that diaring the past year, i addition to
the usiial grants to charity the lodge began raising the
suni of $500 for Y.M.C.A. work axnong the st>Idiers in England
and France.

Treasurer of the Board of Education of Ottawa, retiring in
1909, and for thirty-aaven year.

S. A. Liake, the Grand Master, in referring
to the history of St. Andrew's Lodge, and of St. Andrew
being the Patron Saint of Scotland, said "that the Iodge was
in ev'ery way upholding the clignity, prestige and morale of
that early christian Saint whose naine it holds s0 well."

The following note appears in the Minutes dated, Feb-
ruary l3th, 1917:-

"Owing ta the gret scarcit>' of coai and the dearth of light, heat and
power in the. T e1eBuildgit wudeem1ed wi15not tohold acom-
mnunicationi of te lage tuie evening."

The need of coal for heating and lighting purposes at tliis
time was, tbrough the lack of transportation f acilities, owing
to the prevalent War conditions.

On February 24th the reguiar meeting was held as a
"Military Night." The officers in the chairs being military
men. W. Bro. Sir Sam Hughes was elected an honorary
inember. The W.M. madle reference to the formation of
the Toronto Masonic Male Chorus, under the baton of Bro.
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At the close of the lodge a standing tribute of regard was
paid to those of our bretbren who had fallen in the war and
to those on the battie fields, the nomnes of each brother being
read and prayers invoked for his. comfort, support, guidance
and safety." Ainong the bretbren present at this meeting
was R.W. Bro. H. C. Tugwell, D..G.M. of Toronto East
District, No. 11A.

A "Grand Masters' Night" was held on October 9th.
when a reception was tendered to M.W. Bro. W. H. Wardrope,
K.C., Grand Master, who was presented with a beatîful
Crown Derby tea service with tray suitably inscried.

Bro. Lieut.-Col. John S. Camnpbell proposed a toast to
"The Boys on Active Service," and W. Bro. General Sir
Samn Hughes ini replying said: "that the discipline of the boys
who had been in the Masonic Order had been of great benefit
in their training as officers." Ainong those present were:
M.W. Bros. B. T. Malone, K.C., Hon. W. D. McPherson,
K.C., Dr. D. J. Goggin, P.G.M's., R.W. Bro. F. W. Har-
court, D.G.M ., and W. S. Ormiston, D.D.G.M. of Toronto
East District, No. 11A.

On November l4th, R.W. Bro. W. C. Wilkinson cele-
brated his fiftieth, aiiniversary of mexnbership in St. Andrew's
Lodge, and 'he was presented with a life-size portrait in oils
of hiniself, the artist beixng W. Bro. F. M. Bell-Smith. R.W.
Bro. Wilkinson was also presented with..a tea service of Crown
Derby China for Mrs. Wilkinson.

An event of importance to the Craft ini Toronto took
place on Noveniber 17th, when the cornerstone of the new
Masonic Temple, Yonge Street and Davenport Roua, was
laid by M.W. Bro. W. H. Wardrope, K.C., Grand Master.
He was assisted in the ceremony by M.W. Brou. J. Ross Rob-
ertson, E. T. Malone, K.C., W. D. McPherson, K.C., Benj.

HISTORY 0F ST. ANDREWS LODG.E

On Decemnber l lth, 1917, W. Bro. Willard W. Dunlop,

an Inspector of Prisoners and Public Charities for Ontario,

was installed, as W.M., and Bros. Dr. W. E. Struthers and

Robert E. Patterson as Senior and junior Wardens respec-

tively. This was the last meeting of the lodge held in the

Masonic Hall, Temple Building, corner of Bay and Richmond
Streets.

In the minutes of january Sth, 1918, appears this note:-

"Twenty gears ago witnessed the remnoval of our lodge meeting

p lcefo te ai, on T1oronto, Street to the Temple Building, Bay Street,

lxDecenxber, 1897.

The Empre Nght hed onFebuaryl2t, 118, was
a brllint ffar. en.Archeacn H J.Cod, DD., in

responding to the toast of "The Empire," spoke o the great

influence the present war had upon uniting the various parts

of the British Emnpire in the conmnon cause, and that in future

the Amiericail people would come to recogmze more closely

the great kinship existing between themselves and the people

of the Motherland.
A reference was iade at the meeting held on March 23rd,

that the candidate that evening, Mr. Harold R. Brown, was

a distant relative of W. Bro. Sir Wmn. Campbell, the first

W.M. of St. Andrew's Lodge in 1822.

On June 1llth, W. Bro. James L. Hughes, on behaîf of

bis brother, Bro. General Sir Sain Hughes, presented to the

lodge two flage, which were splendid exaxnples of the em-

broiderer's art, one being a Union jack, bearing on its centre

Masonic embleins, surmounted by an imnperial Crown, the

other the emiblei of St. Andrew's Lodge on a field of gold.

W. Bro. John A. Graham, in accepting the flags for the lodge,

referred to the example set by the soldiers of Canada uxider

the donor's strict personal direction, and of his great and

successful efforts to meet the cail of the Motherland in the

early days of the war. An Honor Roll of the lodge was also

unveiled, with 83 naines of bretbren of the lodge inscribed,

who up to tbis time were engaged in active war service.
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Owing to the death of M.W. Bro. John Ross Robertson
it was resolvedl at the meeting, June 1 lth, 1918:-

1"That we place on record our profound sorrow and deepeat regret
at hie dernise. Rewas for twenty-two years an honored and most highly
reepected memnber of this ancient Lodge, of which fact he was exceedingly
pru and so often impressed us wîth the heritage we possess, being per-

;Qto be mnembers of a Lodge nearly one hundred yeaa's old, and whose
earlîer history was through its memnbership so closely associated with that
of the City of Toronto. When he waable tobe with us,his preee
brought glearne of eunhine, profit and pleasure. He was always an
inspiration fromn bis keen interest and great knowledge of all matters per-
taining to the Craft in this comparatively young Country..

While he was a Brother of niany intereets, particularly those which
were for the promotion of the best of Canadian citizenehip, there is, how-

ee oeoutstanding, that of alleviating the sufferings of little cblldren,
an here stands on College Street, as a monument and testimonial of hie

great heart, that beautif ul Hospital for Sick Chlldren with ail its most
modern equipment, and its Nurses' Home, and where his time, hie energy,
and hie wealth were most lavishly expended. Hie deep and kindly in-
terest i the children of Masone was particularly noted, no matter fromn
what jurisdiction they came. May we emulate our departed Brother in
the geat work, so that it may not suif er by bis call to bis rest and reward

inteGrand Lodge above."
On Sianday, June 23rd, 1918, a memorial service iras

held in the auditorium of the Masonic Temple, Yonge Street,
under the auspices of St. Andrew's, Kin~g Sôlc>mon's and
Zetland Lodges. Many notable brethren irere present at
this service.

At the meeting, October 8th, R.W. Bro. John A. Graham
iras presented with the regalia of bis office as D.D.G.M. of
Toronto East District, No. 11A. ]3ro. H. R. McDonald,
who iras visiting Alska, ini a letter addressed to the Secretary
of the lodge, said:-

"I am sending you by this mail a paarcel containiag an Ivory Gav'.l,
suitably inscribed, made from fossilivory, or rather froni the point of a
tusk that had been buried for thousands of years under the glaciers of
Alaska. It ie a fine specixnen of fossil ivory and beautifully colored."

In December, 1918, W. Bro. Robert E. Pa.tterson,
General Manager, Globe Indemnity Company, Montreal,
iras installed as W.M., Bro. Dr. W. E. Struthers as Senior
Wardeii, and Bro. H. Ruthven McDonald as junior Warden.
At thip meeting a son of W. Bro. J. R. Buiner, H. Ray Bulmer,
B.A., Surgeon-Sub-Lieut., R.N.V.R., iras initiated. $300.00
iras voted for benevolence.

The neir Masonic Temple, corner of Yonge Street and
Daveiiport Road, on the 20th january, 1919, iras dedicated
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by M.W. Bro. W. H. Wardrope, K.C., Grand Master, assisted
by M.W. Bros. B. T. Malone, K.C., W. D. McPherson, K.C.,
P.G.M's., R.W. Bros. F. W. Harcourt, K.C., F. M. Allworth,
Windsor, G.S.W., W. H. Abbott, London, G.J.W., W. M.
Logan, Hamilton, G. Sec'y, and others. After the ceremony
had been concluded an informai meeting and musicale took
place in the auditorium, R.W. Bro. F. W. Harocurt presided.

"«A Grand Lodge Officers Night" was held on January l4th,
1919, when tbree of the old members were honored, namely:;
R.W. Bros. W. C. Wilkinson, James S. Loveil and George
Tait, by having them as the guests of the evening. On 27th
December, 1875, R.W. Bro. Wilkinson was installed as . ,
R.W. Bro. Loveli as Senior Warden and R.W. Bro. George Tait
as Junior Warden. Now, after the lapse of forty-three years,
the-se brethren occupied the same respective chairs, and with
the assistance of a number of present and past Grand Lodge
officers conferred the first degree.

Following is a poem written and dedicated by W. Bro.
James L. Hughes, LL.D., to R.W. Bros. W. C. Wilkinson,
James S. Loveil and George Tait:-

"OUR PEERLESS THREE'"
St. Andrew's Lodgo is proud of them,

Our peorless three;-
William, and James, and George-

Will ever be
Remembered ln our deepest hearts,
As masters of masonic arts.

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The Ladies' Night, held on February 1 lth, was a splendid
affair. The ainount spent in the arrangements was $817.41.
On March 1 lth, the lodge was visited by R.W. Bros. John A.
Grahamn and E. A. James, D.D.G.M's. of Toronto Districts
No. 11A and No. il respectively. They were escorted into
the Iodge by Highland Pipers.

At the April meeting a large nurnber of members of the
Rotary Club of Toronto, who were Masons, were received
and welcomed. The officers' chairs for the evening were
occupied by Rotarians. On April loth, the Masonic lodges
of Toronto and the Citizens' Repatriation League entertained
a large number of returned soldiers with their lady friends in
the Armouries. There were fully 2,500 returned men and
their dependents present. Addresses were given by the
Grand Master, M.W. Bro. W. H. Wardrope and Major-
General Sir Francis B. Maurice, Director General of Military
operations of the whole British Army. Sir Francis, ini his
reniarks, said-

"It îs not for me to extol the deeds of Canada. You know them.
Britain knows themn, Gerrnanyknmows themn, Ypres, Vimy, the Drocourt
Switch, Cambrai, wil be the same to Canada as Waterloo, Trafalgar and
Inkerman have been to Great Britain."

An emergent meeting was held April 22nd, 1919, to bury
Bro. Capt. S. Crangel, who joined February 28th, 1882, St.
Andrew's Lodge. He died in Los Angles, aged 81, and
requested his widow to have hlm lniried by his brethren in
Toronto.

The By-laws were arnended on May l3th to niale the
initiation fee&$100.00, affiliation fee $45.00, and that each
memnber on joining the lodge be charged the said fee which
will entitle hilm to one share of common stock in the Masonie
Temple Corporation Limnited, of Toronto.

To perpetuate the memory of four soldier members of
St. Andrew's Lodge, Toronto, who fell in France, a cot
bearing their naines had been endowed b y members of St.
Andrew's Lodge in the Hospital for Sick Children. On May
13th, 1919, the formai. presentation of two thousand dollars
Victory Bonds was made. In dedicatn the memnorial fund
to the service of the stricken childhood of Ontario, V.W. Bro.
A. E. Hagernian said, the fund consisted of securities being
donated, whikh ainounted to $2, 135, or $135 above the amount
required to endow a cot. The endowment carried with it a
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tribute to the late M.W. Bro. John Ross Robertson, whose
later year s were so full of interest ini the welfare of the Hos-
pital for Sick Children. It was also designed to perpetuate the
naines of Bros. Capt. Reginald N. C. Davis, Capt. Gordon 0.
Forsyth, Pte. Richard H. Hallas and Pte. Alfred G. Nugent,
inembers of the lodge who answered the cail of King and
Empire. Mr. Irving Robertson, on behaif of the Board of
Trustees, gracefully accepted the gift.

On June lOth it was resolved.
'lThat the Trustees of the Life Membership Fund be requested to

boan to the Lodge proper, the sum of $3,500,00 on a Demand Note signed
byteWors fui Master, Treasurer and Secretary on behaif of the

Lodge, underte seal of the Lodge, said note to bear 5%% interestper
annum, tîi paid, and that repayment commence at the earliest iosCbe
moment out of the revenue to ho derived from the increased mexribrship
fees, and such other sources as rnay be available."

It was also resolved,-
"That the Lodge Trustees ho directed to take over from the Masonic

Temple Corporation all unpaid stock subscribed for by tnembers of this
Louge (except conditional subscriptions) said stock to become the property

ofteLodge, until redeemed by the original subscribers, such veriod Of
redemption not to extend beyond Deceniber 3lst, 1919, or such5 further
period as the Lodge may from tinie to tume deterruine."

At this meeting R.W. Bro. James S. Loveli, R.W. Bro.
J. W. Watson, W. Bro. F. M. Bell-Smith and W. Bro. Levi
J. Clark were elected honorary members of the lodge with
fuill privileges. On September 9th, 1919, R.W. Bro. Wmn.
Rea was also elected an honorary member with full privileges.

In honor of 115 brethren "who served their King and
Country" during the recent great war, a "Military Night,"
or a "Welcome Home Recption," was held on October l4th,
1919, one of the principal features in the lodge room was the
"Troopin" of the colors which had been presented to the
lodge by Bro. General Sir Samn Hughes.

Before proceeding to the banquetting hall R.W. Bro.
W. D). Sprinks, D.D.G.M. of Toronto East District, No. 11A,
presented on behaif of the lodges of the District, to R.W. Bro.
John A. Grahain, the Immediate P.D.D.G.M., a handsome
set of regalia suitabie to R.W. Bro. Graham's rank in the
Craft, R.W. Bro. Grahamn, then on behalf of St. Andrew's
Lodge, presented to R.W. Bro. Rev. George H. Purchase,
Grand Chaplain, and V.W. Bro. Wm. Lawrence, Grand
Organist, regalia suitable te their respective ranks in Grand
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Lodge. Honorary Membership Certificates were also pre-
sented to RNW. Bros. James S. Loveil, William Rea, J. W.
Watson, W. Bros. F. M. Bell-Sniith, L. J. Clark and Bro.
Generl Sir Saxn Hughes.

The principal toast of the evening was "Ourý Heroes,"
which was responded to by Bro. General Sir Sa=n Hughes,
who«.spoke of the achievements of our Canadian Soldiers
upon the battleflelds of France and Flanders.

Bro. C. S. Mallett, in October, presented $100, and in
Novemaber R.W. Bro. J. W. Watson presented to the lodge
$125 in shares of stock in the new Temple Building. The
gifts were gratefully acknowledged.

In December, 1919, W. Bro. William Eugene Struthers,
B.A., M. D., Chief Medical Officer, Workxnen's Compennsation
Board of Ontario, was installed as W. M., Bros. H. Ruthven Mc-
Donald as Senior Warden, and Bro. J. S. A. Whealy as junior
Warden. At this mneeting the son of V.W. Bro. John Pearson,
and grandson of R.W Bro. W. C.Wilkinson, Mr. Francis Pear-
son, was initiated. It will be seen that three generations were
represented, thus making it a unique event. On December
l8th, Bro. James S. Fullerton, K.C., who was Counsel for the
City of Toronto for many years, died.

On January 13th, 1920, the annual "Empire Night"
took place. R.W. Bro. Wm. N:~ Ponton, R.C., D.G.M.,
proposed the toast "Peace and The Empire," and in doing
so paid an eloquent tribute to the "army of the exalted dead."
Rev. R. B. Cochrane, M. A., in replying, said, that war had tomn
down the old social barriers; the duke's son cannot feel
hixnself different from the cook's son who went over the top
with hirm The "Ladies Night," held ini February, was a
delightful function.

At the March meeting Bro. Jos. S. A. Whealy, J.W.,
suggested that an historical paiting be made in oils, to be
placed in the Masonio Temple, to mark in memioriamn the
valor and deeds of our gailarit and heroic brethren who had
lef t this Lodge to flght and serve in thie Great War, and to
perpetitate their great sacrifice and our appweciation of their
valor and also of those who had failen.H offered to defray
entirely the cost of the painting and the ncsayequipment.
The generous off or of Bro. Whealy was unanimously accepted.

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Eighty members of the lodge of Ancient Landmarks,
No. 441, Buffalo, were the guests of St. Andrew's Lodge on
April l3th.

George Tait was pre-
sented with a handsome leather club bag te mark his fifty
years connection with the lodge. In the banquetting hall
Bro. Rev. A. E. Ribourg cf St. Alban's Cathedral, Toronto,

gave an instructive address on the "Social Value cf Free-
masonry." Bro. L. M. Livingston, who was an invalid and
confined to his home, who was initiated at the sanie time as
R.W. Bro.

were killed i the great war. To perpetuate the memnory of
these gaflant Craftsmen a handsome bronze tablet was unveil-
ed by the Grand Master, M.W. Bro. F. W. Harcourt, K.C., i
the presence of a large gathering of Masons and their friends.
The service was a vivid demonstration of the spirit of brother-
hood which dominates the Craft, and recalled as nothing else
could that saine spirit which was so noticeable in the ranks of
the soldiers during the Great War, eliniinating ail class and
creed distinctions and thus establishing a real brotherhood
of man.

The proceedings opeiied with a short prayer by Bro.
Rev. J. A. Turrbull, followed by a brief address by the Grand
Master, who in unveiling the tablet, paid a warin tribute to
those who are thus cominemorated and also to those other
members of the Craf t who had been privileged to return to
home and friends.

Following the unveiling, the weil-known hyn "O0 God
Our HeIp in Ages Past," was sun g by the assernbled brethren,
prayers were said by Bro. Rev. Bruce Hunter, then a Scrip-
ture lesson was read by Bro. Rev. Dr. Turnbuil, after which,
V.W. Bro. Marshall Macregor read the "roll of the fallen"
and their respective lodges. Just as he finished reading the
list, "The Last Post" was sounded by buglers. After another
lesson and the singing of the hymn '"For AUl the Saints who
froni their labors rest" "The Reveille" was sounded and R.W.
Bro. Rev. Geo. H. Purchase recited the concluding prayers.

M.W. Bro. Rev. C. Ensor Sharp, rector of St. Thomas
Churcli, delivered the panegyrical address. Hie based his
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remarks on the inscription on the top of the tablet "In Mem-
oriamn," pointing out that from turne irriremorial those words
had been in universal use.

In December a large nuxuber of Dental Students, who
were Masons, from the Royal Dental College, were introduced
by Bro. Dr. P. J. Conboy and cordially welcomed. W. Bros.
James Y. De Munn, W.M., Louis F. Julg, Sec'y., and Bro.
Alex. R. Robertson, S.D., of the lodge of Axicient Landniarks,
Buffalo, N.Y., were present and on behaif of their lodge
presented to St. Andrew's Lodge a gavel made and carved
from mahogany 100 years old, suitably inscribed. V.W. Bro.
J. W. Rogers, on behalf of the Committee for the compilation
of the history of St. Andrew's Lodge for one hundred years,
reported that the project was to embrace what appeared ini

the two histories already published, with the naines of the
members who had become connected with the lodge during
its 100 years existence, and that a list of subscribers be pro-
cured to aid in the publication of one thousand copies. By
resolution the Conunittee was empowered to proceed with
the work of preparation of the history for the anniversary of
St. Andrew's Lodge to be held in 1922. $675.00 was voted
for benev'olence.

Andrew's Lodge for over thirty years on the Board.

An "OId Members Night" was held on May loth, when
a large number of members of 25 years and upwards were
present. R.W. Bro. W. C. Wlisnacted as W.M. and

On JunLe l4th, pro. Samuuel Holmes was presented with
a fountain pen by several members of the lodge, on his leavig
for England. R.W. Bro. George Tait was deputed to convey
the greetings of St. Andrew's Lodge to St. David's Lodge,
Edinburgh, Scotland, on his intended visit to Scotland.
Previcn±s to the lodze meeting supper was served at 6 o'clock
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Country, and the Craft, that while we deplore bia loss we believe that
lie lias been translated from this sublunary abode to the Grand Lodge
above to enjoy peace, perfect peace and eternal rMt."

W. Bro. R. H. McDonald, the W.M., having signified
his intention of being xnarried on September 2 1st, a Connnittee
was appointed to procure a suitable niarriage present.

A. H. Reynar, M.A., LL.D., a
Past Master of St. Andrew's Lodge, died at Cobourg, Ont.,
and was buried there. He was born October 13th, 1840, and
up to a few years previous was a Professor in Victoria Univer-
sity, Toronto. He was a most amiable brother and was
esteenied by all who knew hixn.

The October meeting was interesting and unique. The
Secretary was instructed to write and congratulate Bro.
Alex. Wheeler who was celebrating his golden wedding day.
The ftieth anniversary of the initiation of Bro. Robert
Loveil was rnarked by the presentation to him of an address
and a beautiful gold headed cane, suitably engraved. W.
Bro. E. T. Walker presented to the Lodge, froni Lady Hughes,
a large full figure photograph of the late W. Bro. Lt.-Gen.
Hon. Sir Samn Hughes, K.C.B., Minister of Militia for the
Dominion of Canada from 1911 to 1916. Ha originally was
initiated in St. Andrew's Lodge, and was made an honorary
member ini 1917. At the subsequent banquet proceedings
the brethren were joined by their wives. The W.M., who
was newly nxarried, being accompanied by Mrs. McDonald,
was presented by the lodge with a beautiful set of cutlery as
a wedding gift.

Ven. Archdeacon H. J. Cody, D.D., at the banquet pro-ceedings delivered an address on "New Internationaiqm. 3'
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In the Month of july Grand Lodge, in Annual Comn-
miunication, by an amnendment to the Constitution, per-
rnitted a Lodge having attained its one hundredth year of
active service in the Craft, as a mark of distinction, to have
the jewels of its officers made of gold, or gold plated, the
aprons of the officers to have the ornamentations and edging
or fringe in gold, and the trixniings of the Master Masons'
aprons also flnished in gold. Arrangements were at once
made to have the regalia and the equipment used in the
carrying on of the work of St. Andrew's Lodge conform to
this regulation.

A "War Veterans' Night" was held on September i2th,
1922, and fully 200 or more military brethren were in at-
tendance, 73 of whom- were members of St. Andrew's Lodge.
M.W. Bro. W. N. Ponton, the Grand Master, who had been
elected an honorary member during the evening, with full
privileges, was presented with a beautiful illuminated en-
grossed address. The address, which was presented by W.
Bro. Walter J. Bolus, at the request of the Master, in part
read:

"The xnarked ability with which you bave conducted the affaire of
your great office; the nianner ini wbich you have carried its weighty reepon-
sibiities; the neyer iigza ocaatrsiofyuuneige-

deaorsforthewelareof ourbrethren; and the singlenes of aim and
nobilitofpros with whh you have unetknyour inany duties,

couiedwit suh.an unefsns f spirit, have greatly stimulated,
encouaged and stentend l who have ina uiy way been ascae
with you.
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We feel, therefore, that you have flot only sustained the glorious
traditions of the past but that you have added to these traditions a newer
and fuller interest. in asking you, therefore, to, accept this address and
the words of welcomne it contahis we assure you we will ever be rnindful
of your splendid record of services which has been so signally honored by
your Brethren and which will live for ever i the niany lodges of the
Jurisdiction. In becorning an honorary meniber of St. Andrew's Lodge
you allow us to share, i a measure, the honors which you bave so, grace-
fully held."

The Grand Master i fitting terins accepted the address
amid the general applause of the brethren.

V.W. Bro. William Lawrence, ini presenting the Military
Brethren, said:

"During the period of the War we looked forward with earnest desire
to the day when pence would corne with victory and we should again be
able to meet these bretbren i our Mother Lodge. We are glad to have
such a large nuniber present, especiaily those fromn our sister lodges."

The Master and Grand Master in patriotic language
welcomed the War Veterans and they were accorded a warm
welcome by the large assembly of brethren. Bro. Major
A. C. Lewis, M.P.P., on behaif of the Veterans, thanked the
members for the warmth of their reception.

Four sons of Bro. W. M. Hill, an old member of the
Lodge, were initiated at this meeting. To mark the event
the sons presented their father with a life membership i the
Lodge.

At the banquet proceedings, held i the auditorium, a
large oil painting, the work of W. Bro. Bell-Smnith, which
includes ail the menibers except a few, who served in the
various branches of the naval, military and air forces i the
war, was presented to the lodge by W. Bro. J. S. A. Whealy,
W.M. of the Lodge. The four brethren who made the
supreme sacrifice; Captain Reg. N. C. Davis, Captain Gordon
O. Forsyth, Pte. Richard H. Hallas and Lance-Corporal
Alfred G. Nugent, are shown separately. Mrs. J. R. Davis,
mother of Captain Davis, unveiled the picture; relatives of
the war veterans beig special guests of the lodge for the
evening. Among those who spoke at the banquet were the
Grand Master and W. Bro. Chester W. Martin, United
States Consul, who responded to the toast of "Our Guests."
In his honor a hugh American Flag was hung from a point of
vantage in the hall. Bro. General A. W. Currie, who coni-
manded some of the Canadiaii forces during the great war,

deeply apprecated, andit is amatrof much.retto me that I a
flot be able to make the trip. The serious strike situation ini the United
States this month lias compelled me to alter ail my plans, so that I will
flot have sufficient free time in September to attend the Anniversary."

On Sixnday afternoon, October 8th, a Church Service
was held ini the Central Methodist Church, Bloor Street
East, to mark the Centennial Celebration. The service was
under the direction of Bro. Rev. Bruce Hwiter, B.A., D.D.,
who was assisted by Bro. Rev. W. L. Armstrong, D.D., and
R.W. Bro. Rev. Geo. H. Williams, D.D. Bro. Rev. Hunter,
in an able discourse, emphasized the fact that brotherhood
was the one principle of Christianity which must be above al
others. The offering of $200.00 taken up was to be applied
for the relief of the Northern Ontario fire victims.
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Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of Canada, as well as from a
number of Grand Masters and Grand Secretaries of several
Grand Masonic bodies in Canada.

M.W. Bro. W. N. Ponton, the Grand Master, delivered
an eloquent address. He referred to the ideals of Masonry
and reniarked that the founders of the Lodge had built on
the solid ground of brotherly love and truth. Others who

Andrew's Lodge. At the request of Builders' Lodge, Ottawa,
R.W. Bro. Rea was presented with a beautiful gold locket
suitably engraved ta commnemorate his golden jubilee as a
Mason, and St. Andrew's Lodge presented him with a hand-
soine basket of fiowers for Mrs. Rea.

Bro. Chas. E. Butt, who had been a member of St.
Andrew's Lodge for fifty years, ta honor the event, was
presented with a beautiful gold-headed cane. Bro. Butt was
bona in Toronto on September 23rd, 1841, on Shuter Street,
near St. Enoch's Square, the site on which Massey Hall now
stands.

On January 9th, 1917, the Annual Empire Night was
made a memorable one by the presence as guest of Bro.
Lieut.-Gen. Sir Samn Hughes. In response ta the toast to
"The Empire" Bro. Hughes said:-

"It was bult on the principles of trusting its people overseas to

govern themnselves, and this method had been more than justified by the
link of love and patriotismn of which the present war had proved the

existence. Compulaory Mility erice was no burden to Iay on a free
people, but ini all schools and ne e h physical training of the military
system should be part of the daily routine, ini order to bring our asset of
manhood up to its fuflest efficiency."

M.W. Bro. S. A. Luke, the Grand Master, in referring
ta the history of St. Andrew's Lodge, and of St. Andrew
being the Patron Saint of Scotland, said "that the lodge was
in every way upholding the dignity, prestige and morale of
that early christian Saint whose naine it holds so weUl."

The following note appears in the Minutes dated, Feb-
ruary l3th, 1917:-

'!Owing to the great scarcity of coal and the dearth of Iight, heat and
power in the Temple Building it was deesned wise flot to hold a comn-
munication of the. lodge this evening."

The need of coal for heating and lighting purposes at this
time was, through the lack of transportation facilities, owing
tc, the prevalent War conditions.

On February 24th the regular meeting was held as a
"Military Night." The officers in the chairs being miitary
men. W. Bro. Sir Sam Hughes was elected an honorary
iember. The W.M. made reference ta the formation of
theToronto Masonic Male Chorus, under the baton of Bro.
