Its commercial prosperity, although it has
to some extent shared in the depression which has prevailed in Great Britain and in
the neighbouring Republic, rests upon foundations which no temporary or partial
disturbance can remove.

I trust that the present year will be one of peace and progress.

The flow of population into Manitoba and the North-West Territories, although
impeded by various and unexpected causes, has been substantial, and the testimony
of members of the British Association and other visitors of the North-West last
summer as to the well-being, contentment, and hopefulness of the settlers, is most
gratifying.

A Bill introducing into those Territories a more simple and economical system
for the tranfer of land will be laid before you.

The Report of the Commission for the consolidation of the Statutes affecting
the Dominion has been completed and will bs submitted to you for legislative action.

You are again invited to consider a measure relating to the representation of the
people in Parliament and for the assimilation of the Elcctoral Franchises in tho
several Provinces.

A provisional arrangement of matters for some time under discussion with the
Government of Manitoba has been entered into, and a measure confirming the same
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will be submitted to you so soon as it has been secepted by the Provincial Legis-
lature.

I deemed it expedient to issue during the recess a Commission to consider and
report upon the whole subject of Uhinese immigration with reference to its trade
relations, as well as to those soeial and moral cbjections which have been taken to
the influx of the Chinese people into Canada.

The Report of the Commissioners is very nearly completed, and will be laid before
you during the present Session.

The necessity of encouraging the speedy construction of lines of Railway through
the North-West Territories has pressed itself on my Government, and you will be
asked to aid Railway enterprise by liberal grants of land.

Urgent representations have been made by the Boards of Trade of the chief
Towns in Canada, as well as by some of the Chambers of Commerce in Great Britain,
of the necessity that exists for the adoption of some system of Bankruptcy er In-
solvency giving adequate protection against undue preferences, and your attention to
this important subject is earnestly invited.

In pursuance of the vote of last Session I caused a vessel to be fitted out and dis-
patched to Davis’ Straits and Hudson’s Bay, in order to obfain more accurate infor-
mation as to the navigation of those waters, and test the practicability of the route
for commercial purposes.

A report of the progress of the expedition during the last season will be laid
before you.

An International Exhibition will be opened at Antwerp during the present year,
and a Colonial and Indian Exhibition is to be held in London in 1886. Canada
should, I think, be represented in her various manufactures and natural productions
on both occasions, and I invoke your consideration of the best means of aiding in
these important objects.

Several other measures of importance will be submitted to you; among them
will be Biils to amend the Insurance Act of 1877, the Civil Service Act, and the law
relating to coritagious diseases among cattle, as well as measures for taking, at an
early period, a census of the population of the North-West Territories, and one re-
lating to the North-West Mounted Police.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts for the past fiscal year will be laid before you. You will find that
notwithstanding the very considerable reduction in the prices and volume of many of
the leading imports, the income has exceeded the expenditure chargeable to Consoli-
dated Revenues.

The Estimates for the ensuing year will also be submitted. They will be found,
I trust, to have been prepared with due regard to economy,

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I am sure that your earnest consideration will be given to the subjects I have
mentioned, as well as to every matter which may affect the prosperity and good
g0. ernment of Canada

On Immigration and Colonization; which said
Committees shall severally be empowered to examine and inquire into all such mat-
ters and things as may be referred to them by the House, and to report from time to
time tbeird observations and opinions thereon; with power to send for persons, papers
and records,

We rejoice to know that in again meeting us for the despatch of business, Your
Excellency is able to congratulate us on the abundant harvest with which Providence
has blessed our country, and upon the general condition of the Dominion, and to
express your belief that its commercial prosperity, although it has to some extent
shared in the depression which has prevailed in G'reat Britain and in the neighbour-
ing Republie, rests upon foundations which no temporary or partial disturbance can
remove; and we trust with Your Excellency that the present year will be one of
peace and progress, i

We are glad to learn that the flow of population into Manitoba and the North-
West Territories, although impeded by various and unexpected causes, has been
substaptial, and that the testimony of members of the British Association and other
visitors of the North-West last summer as to the well-being, contentment and hope-
fulness of the settlers, is most gratifying.

Any Bill introdecing into those Territories a more simple and economical
system for the transfer of land, laid before us, shall receive our best attention,

We learn with pleasure that the Report of the Commission for the consolidation
of the Statutes affecting the Dominion has been compleied and will be submitted to
us for legislative action.

We shall carefully consider any measure relating to the representation of the
people in Parliament and for the assimilation of the Electoral Franchises in the
several Provinces, which may be laid before us.
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We thank Your Excellency for informing us that a provisional arrangement of
matiers for some time under discussion with the Government of Manitoba has been
entered into, and that a measure confirming the same will be submitted to us so toon
as it has been accepted by the Provincial Legislature.

We learn with great interest, that Your Excellency deemed it expedient to issue
during the recess, a Commission to consider and report upon the whole subject of
Chinese Immigration, with reference to its trade relations, as well as to those social
and moral objections which havs been taken to the influx of the Chinese people into
Canada, and that the Report of the Comimissioners is very nearly completed and will

. be laid before us during the prerent Session.

We thank Your Ezcellency for informing us that the necessity of encouraging
the speedy construction of lines of Railway through the North- West Territories has
pressed itself on Your Government, and that we shall be asked to aid Railway enter-
prise by liberal grants of land,

We feel, with Your Excellency, that the urgent representations which have been
made by the Boards of Trade of the chief towns in Canada, as well a3 by some of the
Chambhers of Commerce in G'reat Britain, of the necessity that exists for the adoption
of some system of Bankruptey or Insolvency giving adequate protection against
undue preferences, demand the earnest attention to this important subject which
Your Excellency invites us to give to it.

We learn with much satisfaction that in pursuance of the vote of last Session
Your Excellency caused a vessel to be fitted out and dispatched to Dawis’ Straits
and Hudson's Bay, in order to obtain more aecurate information as to the navigation
of those waters, and test the practicability of the route for commercial purposes, and
that a report of the progress of the expedition during last season will be laid before us.

We thank Your Excellency for informing us that an International Exhibition
will be open at Antwerp during the present year, and that a Colonial and Indian
Exhibition is to be held in London in 1886 ; that we agree with Your Excellency
in thinking that Canada should be represented in her various manufactures and
natural productions on both occasions, and that we shall attentively consider the best
means of aiding in these important objects.

Apy other measures of importance submitted to us, including among them Bills
to amend the Insurance Act ot 1877, the Civil Service Act, and the law 1elating to
contagious diseases among cattle, as well as measures for taking, at an early period,
a census of the population of the North- West Territories, and one relating to the
North-West Mounted Police, will receive our attentive and earnest consideration,

We thank Your Excellency for informing us that the accounts for the past fiscal
year will be laid before us; and we shall be glad to find that notwithstanding the
very considerable reduction in the prices and volume of many of the leading imports,
the income has exceeded the expenditure chargeable to Consolidated Revenues.

We shall respectfully consider the Estimates for the ensuing year to be submitted
to us, and which will be found, we trust, to have been prepared with due regard to
economy,

Your Excellency may rest assured that our earnest consideration will be given
to the subjects you have mentioned, as well as to every matter which may affect the
Prosperity and good government of Canada.
