An Act to Incorporate the Toronto Female Industrial School.

\ THERAS the undermentioned ladies have, by their petition, re- Preamble.
presented. that they have formed themselves into an Association,
having for its objeet the maintenance of an Industrial School, designed
for the education, maintenance and protection of young females who

5would otherwise be. exposed to evil influences, and to promote and
~encourage habits of honest industry in these poor outcasts, and that
their success in carrying out their henevolent projeet would he greatly
augmented by their legal incorporation, and have prayed that they and
their successors may be incorporated under the regulations and provi--

The Committee of Manuagement may from time to time make
]n -l'u\\ rules and regulations, 1ot contr‘u'v to this Act. nor to the laws
of this vamce for the adwission of persons desirous of becoming mem-
Ders of the Cnrpor'mou, and for the officers, servants and others con-
nceted therewith, and for the general management of the affairs of the 20
Corporation and the young ‘females received and supported by the said -
Corporation : amd may from time to time, repeal or alter the same, and -
make others in their stead ; and may also apprentice or bind out to any
healthy trade, business or ocenpation, the young females received and
supported by the Corporation, and may excreise over, and with respeet ‘20
to them such powers as their parents would havea and wight excreise.
