Take car_e’what you Read.

This is a reading age. Never since the
world began bave so many books been put
forth as now. Printed pages fall around us
like the leaves of autumn. At every turn
we meet with books of all sorts and sizes.
We are blessed. and we are cursed, with
reading for the million. The press is a foun-
tain sending forth both sweet water and
bitter. As its streams flow through society,
they are calling up mental and moral beau-
ties as lovely as the flowers of Eden, and
mental and moral deformities as bhateful as
sin can make them. There never was a
time when books were doing so much good
and =0 much evil 25 they are at the present
day. Perhaps you are saying to yourseli,
* That’s very true.” Then allow me, as a
friend, to give you a few reasons why you
should take care what you read.

No doubt you have often beard it said,
and very truly too, that we are all jallen
and sinful creatyres. Now, that is one rea-
ron why youshould take care what you read.
If you had a mind and heart pure and per-
fect ; if 'you could a'ways judge between
truth acd error, what form soever they might
take, or wheresoever they might be found ;

" and if, at the same time, you were so firm in

your love to truth and virtue, that no artfully
painted picture of vice could possibly allure
you, and no mental images of evil could pos-
sibly pollute you, then you might eately
read whatever came in your way. Then
yvu would run no risk, were you 10 peruse

¥e prodactions of profane wit, and the works |

of bad men. We do not suppose that if you
had a pure and perfect mind, it would seek
such food, or that you would waste your
time over such reading ; but there would
be no danger of your becoming the dupe or
the victim of those artful and wicked wri-
ters, who aim to make their readers as bad
as themselves.  You would be proof against
the deceptions of error, and the impure
workings of depraved minds.

But the word of God, and the whole bis-
tory of our race, both prove that our minds,
so far from being pure and perfect, are by
nature depraved and sinful. As a race, we
are often called * erring morials.” So prone
are we to take the wrong course, that when
we would do good, evil is present with us.
Left 1o ourseélves, our evil passions would
carry us agaiust our better judgment. Then
' We see the right, and we approve it too ;

Condemn the wrong, and yet the wrong pursue.”

And can it be either wise or proper for a
fallen being, prone 1o evil, to read every
book that comes to band ? Can it be safe for
him to sit down and amuse himse!f with the
workings of a wild fancy ? or to try to thread

error ? or to pass his mind through the

strong disposition to destroy yourself, would
you deem it prudent to be often playing with
poisons, and swords; and pistols, and daggers?
Now, you really have a strong natural ten-
dency to destroy your soul; and tens of
thoussnds of the works issued from the
press in the present day are notbing better
than deadly instruments, artfully designed
for the murder of the soul. The produc-
tions of unsanctified genius teem around
you. Some of them are too glaringly evil
to be mistaken. Others are demons clothed
as angels of light ; very fascinating in their
style ; the serpent so closely coiléd, and so
well covered with all the flowers that art
and ta te can cull. Beware ! oras you open
the leaves, and regale yourself with the per-
fume, you will secretly receive the poison
that worketh death. ¢ When I wasa young
man,” said a person of strong mind and deep
piety, “ I read such a work ; bat I would
not read it again for & hundred pounds.”’
Its subtle poison had infused into bis mind ;
its impure images bad linked themselves
with his thought ; and long years bad not
entirely freed him from their taint. He
wisely shunned a second contact with such &
source of moral contagion. And, were you

| Andther reason why you should take care
{ what you read, is found in tke laws that go-
vern the human mind.—In every part of (be
| Lord's visible creation there are general
laws and principles always at work ; and,
with very few exceptions, they are constant-
ly producing like effects. And it is much
tbe same in the world of mind. Here, also,
like produces like. He that walketh with
wise men becomes wise, while the companion
of fools is destroyed. If you bring your
mind into frequent contact with a certain
class of ideas, you will soon take some part
of them as your own. If you let it dwell
among the rovings of fancy, and allow its
staple food to be light-reading and romance-
you will as certainly leave the common-
places of real life and rise into the airy re-
gions, as the inflated balloon will mount to-
ward the clouds. If you permit the evil
thoughts of others often to come before your
mind, the aversion which you first feel will
soon pass away, and a kind of captivating
charm wiil steal over your sonl. As sure as
# man may be known by the company he
keeps, so sure the bent and tone of a man’s
mind may be known by the books he most
reads aud best loves. No man can expose
himself to the evil influence of other minds
without more or less danger. How can his
soul mount heavenwards, whose thoughts
are burdened with the slime of obscenity ?
How can he rightly value sober truth, who
is ever running after mental reverics and
idle romances? How can his mind grow
vigorous, who feeds chiefly on the puerilities
of light reading? There are a few strong
minds that cannot be warped by the evil in-
fluences of the most giant spirits ; and they
are good and wise enough

‘* To shun the poison, and to choose the good "

But,it woold not be pradent to assume that
you belong to that pumber. Ard if you
choose to read books of manifestly evil ten-
dency, you have no reason to expect that the
general laws which form and govern human
minds will suspend their operation in your
tavour. By reading books of a doubtful
character for the sake of ‘some minor advau-
tages, you would fun the risk of sustaining
far more injary than any good you may ob-
tain.

Thiok,. also, of the many evils that are
known to have resulted from the reading of
bad and doubtful books.—W e kndw a family
in which the daughters acquired a taste for
novel-reading.  Previously to that, they
were clean and orderly ; quite patterns of
humble respectability. Very soon the novel
reading mania increased. Book after book
was devoured with eagerness. They spent
most of their time in those airy regions in
which the heroes and heroines of romance
live, and move, and have their being. But
it was not long before a marked change for
the worse took place. Their persons be-
came untidy, and they were seldom fit to be
seen, unless when they dressed to go out.
Their countenances were marked with a
gqualid langour, such as plainly told that
their minds were kept in a state of unnatural
excitement. Household matters were neg-
lected.  Having left the realities of common
life, ali that belonged to this vulgar world
grew irksome. None but the most urgent
duties were attended to; and these were
harried over, that they might voraciously de-
vour some new tale. For a few years they
rode upon the high places of romance, and
lived amid the creations of a disordered
fancy ; then, one afier another, tumbled
down to a real ruin. They became wrecks
of virtue and bumanity, and their reading
was their destruction. And yet the mother
of thuse daughters was a serious woman !
and the novels they read professed to be of
the better sort,—those that have “a good
moral attached to them.”

We Laue read of a man who hated books
with a perfect batred, tiil he met with one
of the tales of a modern novel-writer. He
then became wonderfully fond of such books,
and devoured every work in the line of fic-
tion he could obtain.  Still he never read
anything else. The resalt was, as you may
expect, be learned (o' sneer at deceocy, and
to gloat with almost infinite delight over the
pages of th@most impere writers of his own
beloved class.

“ Your daughter,” said a gentleman to
the unhappy father, “ i3 a splendid monu-
ment of grief.” ¢ It is her own faalt,” re-
plied the father: “I attribute ber corruption
and ruin to the reading of . . and other
fcul works of K. S.” And, alas' those
splendid monuments of grief rise in awfal
frequency along those paths of society thro’
which the streams of an impure literatare
flow. Reader, take warning ; and risk not
your peace and purity for the sickly, unholy
pleasure of tracing either the triumph or
the failure of imaginary virtue through scenes
of tempting poliution. Even when the pro-
fessed design i8 to teach virtue, the real
tendency is to produce vice. The air of
romance that is thus thrown around liber-
tinism, profligacy, and crime, steals like a
secret poison into the soul, and virtue dies
before she thought she had received the in-
fectious taint.

“I do not want a Bible,”” said an aged
man of some pinety years, to a Bible dis-
tributer: « | want a story-book.” Story-
books, like ardent spirits, had produced a
moral delirium tremens ; and the soul they
had ruined was craving for more of the
poisonous draught, though so near the verge
of eternity. The murderer of the late Lord
William Ruseell confessed that the reading
6f a novel of vicious tendency led him to
the commission of the dark deed. The in:
mates of our prisons have often said. « It
was the reading of ¢Jack Sheppard,’ and
other like books, that brought us here;” a
plain proof that education will not diminish
our number of criminals, unless it be based
upon right principles and directed to proper
objects. Thought, set forth in books with
the embellishments of language and illus-
tration, and invested w.th all the charms
that talent and genius can supgly, is one of
the most powerful agencies for good or ill
existing in the world. The bewitching tale
has given birth to romance in real life. The
infidel book has fixed its principles deep in
the human mind, and furnished an abundant
crop of the fruits of unbelief. A history of

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strength through poverty and cbscurity, and
has come forth to bless the world with its
achievements and discoveries, has aroused
the latent energies of kindred souls, and
lured them along a like track of distinction.
Works on science, art, natural and moral
philosophy ; in fact, works in every branch
of literature, have been a chief means of
calling forth the energies of the human mind
in their respective departments, and have
given a tone and character to both students
and masters. And the records of inspired
truth, and the memoirs of departed saiots,
bave called forth thousands of them “ who
tbrough faith and patience are inheriting the
promiscs.” / Hence you may set it down for
certain, that the class of books in which you
most deﬁ’gbt. will go far in forming your
charagt€r, and in directing your life. Can
you, therefore, be too careful in making
your selection ?

Look, also, at the relation in which you
stand to God and to eternity —You are an
accountable, as well as an intelligent, being.
You are on trial for an eternal state. Your
actions and character in this world are to
determine your everlasting destiny. Your
mind is your better part. -Though fallen, it
sti!l bears a faint impress, and throws out a
dim reflection, of the Supreme Mind. The
God who gavejyou your reason, and all your
mental powers, holds you responsible for
their improvement and right use. Were
you the mere creature of a day, and bad
you been sent into this world to think and
act for time only ; just to pass through lite
as cheerily as you can, and then go and re-
pose in eternal slumber in the grave ; then
you might eat and drink, and read and langh;
then you might safely make recreation and
amusement the chief end of your reading ;
then the bogks that best suit your taste, and
that yicld you the largest amount of present
enjoyment, are those you ought to read;
then you might throw the reins on the neck
of your- imagination, and ride in rampant
revelry wherever corrupt inclination would
lead.

Bat thiok of immortality, with all its sur-
passing grandeur, with all its unending re-
alities. Does it not rebuke the deludzd
mortal who can consume his‘time and waste
his energies over works that profit not ?
Thiok of the judgment-seat of Christ, with
all itifterrors and glories. Qught it not to
shame and awe those readers who can sit
down to a repast of moral poison, that cannot
fail to injure and pervert tlre powers of their
deathless souls ?

Bat have we not said enough ? Is not
our position proved, and proved by evidence
that cannot be set aside ? Ponder your
moral and spiritoal condition ; the general
laws that govern the human mind ; fact, ob-
servation, experience ; and the relation in
which you stand to God and eternity. Do
not all these demonstrate that you ought to
be careful what you read ?

Ecclesiastical Questions,

While the different sections of the Pro-
testant Church bave of late been drawn to-
ward each other by a gracious influence
which has made them more sensible of their
essential oneness, their circumstantial differ-
ences and their controversies bave tended
to carry them apart along opposite currents.
There are some men who are so constituted
that they can throw themselves one day
with the sincerest zeal into a movement for
the promction of the Gospel among all clas-
ses of the population and by all evangelical
agencies, without distinction of denomina-
tion or sect, and the next day can take their
accustomed plunge into the turbid waters of
ecclesiastical polemics, and who appear to
be no more inconvenienced by the change
than a Russian is when he emerges from his
hot vapour bath to takea dip in the freezing
river. The temperament of these personms,
inured to the vicistudes of such different

an Evargelical Alliance gathering or at a
United Prayer meeting, will return home to
prepare or sign Patitions agains: each other’s
interests and coavictions on ecclesiastical
questions. Yet it is possible that the ses-
sion, a period of war, and the Revival, a
work of peace and righteouspess, may pro-

ceed togethar without injury to the latter if

Christian charity be not torgotten. We have
lately seen in Congregational journals per-
sonal imputations, as malignant as they were
false, produced only because the party against
whom they are made, and from whose spot-
less reputation they fall off into congenial
dirt, when asked his well-known and long-
settled opinions on a controverted point, gave
them with the honesty and the force belong-
ing to his character acd his ability. They
do not happen to be identical with your opin-
ions, nor i: may be with ours, but if we can-
not exaw'ne them without a ssrdid imputa-
tion-of matives which could not possibly
bave exis'cd when such opinions were lorm-
ed, what will the world say of us, what will
honourah!:, not to speak of religious minds,
thivk, when they read our Revival intelli-
gence and our pious articles in a neighbour-
ing column ?

Of thoss questions iz which the Church
is directly interested, 2nd on behalf of which
Parliamentary intervention will be demand-
ed, the most important is Education. This
has an Irsh and & British phase. In lIre-
land, the Papal hierarchy is determined, as
in Canada, not to tolerate the Mixed system
of Kducation. We should deprecate its in-
trodoction in this part of the United King-
dowm, not only because of its inapphecability to
our plans and maxims, but because it would
deranga the working of the voluntary prin-
ciple amo@g the various Denominations
which may quite as correctly be said to assist
the Siate as to be assisted by it in this mat-
ter. Bat iu Ireland, and wherever else Po-
pery is strong, and consequently the volan-
tary power is enfeebled, the separate system
would be io all intents and purposes an en-
dowment of Romanism. As such, De. Cul-
len will spare no pains and hesiate at no ex-
pedients to obtain it, At his bidding, Ro:
man Catholic parents are removing their
children from the model schools ; yet among
the more inielligent of the Irish laity, many
venture to disobey the haughty commands
enjoined upon them. The turbulence and
disloyalty of the meetings which have been
recently held under priesily auspices in Ire-
!and, have disgusted the gentleman of that
country, to whatever creed they belong, and
bave affronted England; so that Govern-
meant will find itself as little urged by pressure
from without as by reason or equity to satis
ly the ciamours of a party who, as the
Times admitted yesterday, have fulfilled
every prediction of the opponents of « Ca.-
tholic Ewmancipation.” What sort of im-
pression Dr. Callen and bis- fraternity are
making upon the minds of Ecglismen may
be judzed by a few sentences from our con-
temporary’s pen, which Cadina! Wiseman,
who has takea a long farewell of this here-
tic couniry, may translate to the Pope at
Rome :—

“ It wou'd be childish to deny that we have
raised wp among ourselves a party which
is neither Liberal nor Conservative, neither
Eaglish nor Irish, which bolds its allegiance
to a foreign Power paramouant 1o its alle-

giance to its domestic Sovereign, which is

the decided, if not the declared enemy of
know'edge and enlightenment, which seeks
to widen and render more intense its isola-
tion from the rest of the community, and to
make the divisions of society and the com-
mon intercourse of life strictly co-extensive
with its religious belief. The Roman Ca-
tholic hierarchy and their followers have no
sympathy with either political party, because
these parties, having advanced with the ad-
vanciog spirit of civilization, being chained
to vo immutable standard and cramped by
no claims to infallibility, bave reached a
point of liberality with which the Roman
Catholic Clurch cannot sympathise. Let
any one read the speech of Dr. Moriarty at
Killarney or the disgracefal scene which oc-
carred at the meeting in Cork, snd then ask
himsell whether such things are the result
of British institutions, and whether he can
recognize in them any one of those charac-
teéristics which, in spite of all their political
differences, distinguish Englishmen from the
rest of mankind. Where but in a- Roman
Catholic meeting, presided over by a Bishop,
and haranzued by Deans and Canous, could
the name of the Queen be received with a
barst of disapprobation which rendered the
speaker inaudible from the very voices which
yelled out a deterfaination to fight for the
Pope! From whom but a Roman Catholic
Bishop cculd one hear it laid down that it
was the duty of & constituency in these is-
lands to excrcise their influence on their re-
preseniatives in order to induce the Gov-
ernment of this conntry to put down a re-
beliion in_a foreign State, not on any ground
of public policy in which the interests of
England are concerned, but only because
that tyrannical Sovereign was the head of
their Church and they had therefore a vest-
ed intercst in perpetuating his tyranoy
and corrnption? There is no divided alle-
giance, as was apprehended.” The allegiance
is wholly given to one person, and nothing
is left for the Queen but yells of disappro-
bation and the accusaticnof baving starved
two millions of her subjects ?”

There is an English phase of this question
of Edacation, which will be cleared a little
when the Report of the Royal Commission
is presented.

THE HARPER'S PUBLISHING ESTABLISII-
MENT.

This Establishment is one of the oldest, and
is the largest publishing house in this coun-
try, and with ohe exception—if, indeed, that
he an exception—the largest in the world.
It is situated on Fracklin Square, in the
city of New York, and its extensive and
beautiful buildings are among the greatest
oruaments of that great city, and one of ite
greatest attractions to visitors. The Estab-
lishment commenced operations in 1817, un-
der the direction of James and John Har-
per. As wise men, they commenced in a
s:iall way, according to their means. They
first published “ Seneca’s Morals,” “ Mair's
latroduction to Latin,” and “ Locke on the

"uman Understanding.” - The two brothers

ntinued the business till 1823, when Jo-
seph Wesley Harper became a member ol
the firm ; and in 1826, Fletcher Harper en-
tered it, 8o that the firm now consists of four
brotherg, all of whom were born within a
short distance of the Empire City. In°
1825, the Establishment became much en-
larged, and in 1826 it was the largest pub-
lishing house in New York, employing ten
hand-presses, and about fifty persons,

In 1830, their publications having become
numerous, they commenced stereotyping
their works ; and since that time they bave
printed principally from stereotype or elec-
trotype plates, all of which are preserved for
sub-equent use in fire-proof vaults. They
now use forty-one Adam's power presses, of
the largest size, which are capable of print-
ing more than ten thourand duodecimo vol-
umes—12 mo, of about 600 pages—per day ;
which is equal to three millious of volumes
per year. Besides, they use three cylindar
presses, which are devoted exclusively to
the printing of their Weekly.

The number of their publications has re-
cently been given as follows—though, we
think, the estimate falls short of the actual
number :

British, Colonial, and American Method-
ism has a day of spiritual visitation, or, ra-
ther, a prolongation of its hundred and
twenty years unprecedented period of revi-
val and extension ; and while we are gladly
observant ot the Gospel signs that stimulate
the Eastern Connexion, we have many rea-
sons for go'ng at once to God with our
thanksgivings.

In this week’s Christian Guardian there
i a Circulas from the President of the Con-
ference “to the Ministers of the Wesleyan
Methodist Cliarch in Canada,” recommend-
ing ‘that the second week in January be de-
voted to humiliation, prayer, and praise,—
private, scci'l, and public,—in agre¢ment
with the intentions of Christians of many
Churches, and as appropriate to an epoch
when nations are shaken by a supreme pow-
er; all religious communities are awakening
to extraordinary effort ; and the profound
import of sacred predictions is being unlock-
ed.

Sabbath School Anniversaries in Canada
make beauteous facts.

Since the return of the
General Superintendent of Missions from
England, the completion of our Anoual Mis-
sionary Report bas been haistened, and jost
published, and it announces an income for
last year—though again reduced by the
pressure of the times—somewhat larger
than expected ; but our expenditure is lbqat
three thousand pounds more than our in-
come. I don’t like this disparity; but [ do
like the beneficial developments of our great
work ; | do like the Providence that is set-
ting open wide doors before us; 1 do like
the faith in God and Methodism, and His
people, of the Canada Missionary Commit-
tee. I suppose some nervous sonls would
qGuail under this balance agains* us, and may
wonder we do not.  They don’t know us.—
A Society that for years would not claim
from the Parent Society in Lngland the an-
nual thousand pounds stipulated for at the
Union, and from 1830 to 1%57 heartily
pushed its income from £3,000 to £12,000
a year, knows not how to quail. There is
honour in the directors at the Wesleyan
Centenary Hall, and our Canada supporters
are good men and true, and the generous
mothers and children being with us, we shall
still, conducted by Infinite Wisdom, basten
to regions beycnd.

Da-
ring the rebellion, Lodiana received a baptism of
blood, and bas come forth “ seven times purified.”
The results of this Godlike Evangelistic effort,
we cannot rightly estimate. Eternity alone can
revcal to us the impulse which it bhas given to
the faith of the church,and the extent of its
influence upon its destinies.

under the blessing of God, has produced such
glorious resalis.”

Letter from England.

Evaranp, Dec. 30th, 1859.

Your correspondent, with all his instincts of
loyalty and respect to the powers that be, can-
n<t but complain of the ignominious treatment of
bis last letier, dated Nov. 26th, by the British
Postal authorities. The said letter was compos-
ed, as all your correspondent’s letters are, under
the pressure of many difficulties, and not with
out some painstaking. In fact the letter was one
of great interest, comprebending many subjects
of popular thought. It was posted duly, intime
for the mail. Now, if the British”Postal suthc-
rities cboose to make any alteration in tbeir ar.
rangements for despa'ching Colonial letters, and
they are perfectly at liberty 1o do so, they ought
at least to give due notice of the chauge to the
public. An arrangement bas been recently
made, it appears, for the non-transmission of
letters to the British American Colonies, except
the full postage be prepaid. Your correspondent
bad no intimation of this arrangement, was not
in a position for learning anytbing about it, and
so0 posted bis letter, leaving the proprietors of (be
Provincial Wesl-yan to pay for its transmission
from England to Nova Scotia Alas, for the
Setter, it now lies among the dead ; consigned, as
though it were some common thing, to a chaos
of waste paper. Vain its terse description of
tacts—vain its lucubrations on political myste-
ries —vain its philosopbizing on men and courts—
there it lies, a dead letter—mnot baving had even
a transient fame—defunct, annihilate, lost to
tbe world, and forever ! Your readers, perhaps,
congratulate tbemselves that it is so, but not so
your correspondent. le thinks himself entitled
to tbe dignity of a grievance, and thus publicly
puts forth his complsint,

Tbis merry Christmas of 1859 looks out upon
a queer state of things upbn earth. Thbe song of
the angels is strangely discordant with the voice
of men. “Peace upon earth,” is Heaven’s utfer-
ance,—but earth’s response is the din of forges,
the busy bum of arsenals, the tramp of regiments,
the roar of guns, and the war-cry ot the nations.
Twelve montbs ago, when there was far less ex-
citement—when rifle-movements increased ar-
waments, and the beaviogs of the war spirit were
scarcely known and felt, few would have though:
what a baptism of blood the world would bave
ere Christmas-tide of 1859 ; and yet Magenta
and Solterino were then in the future—two bun-
dred thousand men were then in the prime of »
joyous manhood, whbose bounes now bleach on the
battie-field, or point out the track of the march
Now the tokens of the war element are every
where. The volcano bardiy slumbers—it heaves
and smokes and breathes forth fire, Now the
2reat powers of Europe are arming to the teeth.
Spain lets locse her blood hounds against Mo-
rocco—England and Fracce combine against
China— Austria pants to wash out the stains of
ber Italian campaign—Russia, invigorated atd
recruited, burns to expiate the disgrace of the
Crimea—Italy, baving tasted a transient li-
berty, longs to be thoroughly free—Hungary
eyes the weakened strength of ber masters with
unmistakable intent—insurrection still smoulders
among the fastnesses of Northern India— Ameri-
ca and Eogland are on the eve of a boundary
question ;—and who shall say what the end will
be ?
The great Congress of tbe European Powers
i3 to open on the 17th of January There bas
been much absurd contention on matters of po-
litical punctilicusness, Russia, for instance, refo-
sing to send Prince Gottschakoff to the Congress
unless England were represented by a Minister
of State, which, in contequence of some litile
jealousy between Lord Palmerston and Lord
Jobn Russell, cannot be. These two Statesmen
love one anotber with about the same affection as
existed between the two cats of Ki kenny noto-
riety. Palmerston very naturally sbrioks from
sending Lord Jobn fto the Congress, remember
ing the sorry fizure which he cut at Vienna some
time since. Lord Jobr, on tho otber band,
thinks be ought to go. With bim it is aut Cesar,
aut nullus. The matter is compromised by send
ing Lord Cowley. kvery one fecls, however,
that Palmerston is the man. We want a man at
that Congress with a savor of gunpowder
about him—one whose very bearing shail be
suggestive of frigates and Armstrong’s guns. It
is no use sending the British lamb or the Briti:h
fox, to a congress of European Powers ;—tte
British Lion must go. Cardinal Antonelli was to
bave represented the Pope, but His Holiness has
taken offence at the publication of a pamphlet in
France, under the supposed sanction of the En:-
peror, and refused to send a representative un-
less the pampblet be oificially repudiated. As
no such repudiation seems likely to be put forth
the Congress must try to do without Cardinal
Antonel!i.

Apropos of the said pampbiet, it is one of the
most extraordinary productions of the day. It
comes out under the name of M. de la Guerro
miere, the private political secretary of the Em-
peror, and the nominal author of that other
pampblet, “ Napoleon I1I et ltaiie,” which pre-
ceded the late war, and to a great extent fore-
shadowed the ideae afterwards embodied in the
Treaty ot Villafranca. “The present work, like
that of last Christmas, is undoubtedly from the
pen of the Emperor, and is the exposition of bis
views of the decisions to which the Congress
thould come. The principal figure in the pam-
pblet is the Pope, whose independent Sovereign-
ty the writer professes to regard as a sine qua
non. But be thinks that this sovereignty should
have as little as possible of the political, and as
much as posmble of the paternal, element. A
purely paternal government, however, must ns
ceesarily be limited. Great States are necessarily
involved in the political questions of the day,
must have armies, parliaments, ambassadors, and
so forth. But the temporal power of the Pope
is incompatible with » State of any extent, It
must have no army, no parliament, no code of
laws, or court of justice. It must be purely pa-
ternal—approximating more 1o family authority
than to political government. Having laid down
these premises the writer goes on to propose that
the city of Rome is the natural centre of such a
government, the Roman people alone its natural
subjectr.  Witbin this limit the Pope is to reign,
not asfa Dictator but a Father. His people a:e
to bave no national representation, no army, no
press, no magistracy. The whole of the political

REPORT OF A MISSION VISIT TO LABRADOR.

To the Rev. H. Daniel (\/’Mu:flnan\gﬁ New
Soundland District : —

DEAR Sir,—In accordar.ce with your re-
quest 1 now endeavour to zive you & suc-
cinct account of my visit to Labrador dur-
ing the last summer.

As you are already aware, I was favoured
with a passage in the vessel employed by the
Newfoundland Government for the protec
tion of the fisherics in the Straits of Belle
Isie and along the coast of Labrador. The
kindness shown me by J_L. Prendergast,
E.q., Superintendent of the aforesaid fish-
eries, and by all on board, and the excellent
accomodations for passengers which the said
vessel possesses, made the trip thither a
pleasant one.

We left Harbor Grace on the moraing of
the 17th of June, with a fine breeze from
the westward, which continued till we got
out of Conception Bay. I: then died away,
and in a little time we had a strong wind
irom the norib-east, with ‘og and drizzling
rain, which made us ruu for Trinity. We
remained in Trinity harbor the following
day, which was Saturdav, and also on Suva-
day. Here we bave a Chopel, but no Min-
ister. [ availed myself of the opportunity
to preach twice to the people here, who, |
believe, did not regret our detention by ad-
verse winds  We left early the following
worping, but got no farther than Greens-
pond—the wind coming zhead, and there
being so little of it, that nothing of any ser-
vicé could be donc by running ro windward.
There we were detained nearly three days.
After leaving this, the next place we touched
at was Suoe Cove, on the north side of
Green Bay. | aio had en opportunity of
goieg to Sncok’s Arm, avd Round Harbor,
which plsces are contignous to Shoe Cove.

here, inasmuch 2s it is very seldom that any
Minister visits Hhe poer -people scattered up
and down this shore, especis[ly so near Cape
John as thesa places ure.  After various
attempts 1o reach the Labrador Coast we.
succeeded, and dropped aucbor in Red Bay
on the evenicg of the 30th ‘June. Here ]
met with a cordial welcome from many true
and warm-beart.d friend:. I was happy ‘o
find toat our.good friends here had been
bolding Prayer-meetings, wud cenduciing a
Sabbath School, since their arrival from
Newiound aud. I encoursued them to per-
severe,  In this Larbor there are about
eighty persous who constarntiy reside here,
the greater part of whom are Wesleyans.
Besides theze, about fortv from Carbonear
annually soeud the sammer here, [ was
kept in this place longer tian | expected, in
consequenca of not bavii: any means of
transit at my di=poga', and rhe distance thir-
1ty miles, {from any oiber harvour Northward,
being too gicat ior meto tivok of asking any
person to neglect his work for the purpose
of putting me down. I =pent four Sabbaths
in this place. During the week-days, I vis-
ited from house to house, and when conve-
nient for the peoy:le, held service in the eve-
nings. I speat thie Sabbatis in preachiog,
attending to the Sabbath-schools, and meet-
ing a class of thirieen persons, seven of
whom were from Carbonear, and the other
six, residen:s of the place, who were happy
to bave au opportunity of receiving religious
instruction and advice. ['be attentiom man-
ifested by the people to he preaching of
God’s word, and the blessed inluences which
often pervaded our assemblies, leave us no
room to doubt that the secd sown will take
root, and bring forth fruit to tue glory of
God. Every oue appeared thankful for our
visit, and expresced ihe lLope, that the time
i3 not very far distant when the appearance
of a Wesleyan Minister nmongst them will
be no uncommon thing I belicve that du-
ring the coming winter,steps will be taken to
get the frame of a Churcl, by those resid-
ing there. Imay say that the labour which
we may be able to bestow upon R-d Bay,
will not be misspeat ; bat will redound to tae
good of souls and the glory of God.
Monday, July 23th, [ .left for Henley
Harbour, which we reached on the folloniog
merning.  This place is aloat thirty miles
from Red Bay. Here I found some earnest-
souled Christians, who were most happy and
thankful to sce me among:t them. Indeed
[ found not ope individeal to whom the visit
of a Methodist Preacher did not afford plea-
sure. The number of persons who come to
this place {romN>wfoundiland is abou: eighty,
and there are three or four lamilies who con-
staotly reside here. Beside: these there is
generally a large number of persons from
NovaScotia, and other placr:, who visit here
for the purpose of fishing; which was the
case durivgmy visit. Close by Henley Har-
bour is Chateaux, where we bave a goodiy
number of faithful people.

‘Their plan had been to have a sermon read
in the morning, and one in the alternoon, by
a good brother from the Carbonear Circuit,
and to have a prayer meeting in the eve-
ning. Ot course, I" expressed mysell as
highly gratified with the plan they bad adopt-
ed, and gave them every encouragement to
continue in <0 good & work, This they were
determined to do. During the week-daye, |
visited from house to house, and had much
interesting and profitable conversation with
many ; and when it was possible, (which is not
the case during the busiest pait of the sum-
wer) iuvariably held a gervice in the evening:
Thaoklulness was expressed by every one
for our visit, and all were happy o hear of
our intention to send some Minister to them
Lyear by year for the future. A place of
worship 1s required in this place, and 1 be-
lieve, numediate steps will be taken to obtain
what all fecl to be so desirable and neces<ary .
I am confident that my visit to this place, not
only afforded pleasure und profit to myselt ;
(which it did in no small degree,) but wus
also productive of good to many of the peo-
ple. Here I found a goodly number of sin-
cere, faithful and zealous followers of Christ, -
who.e determination is *““to know mnolhing
among men, but Christ and him crucified.”
From Cape Charles | went to Merchant-
men's Harbor, a distance of about iwenty
miles. Here, as in every other place, | met
with a hearty welcome from-all. Merchant-
men’s Harbor and its neighborhood—that is
Williamson's Harbor, Little Bay, and Red
Point,contain about two hundred Newfound-
land Wesleyans, during the summer. Ia
Williamson's Harbor, there are three fami-
lies of Esquimaux, with whom I had some
conversation and prayer. Some of them
can speak KEnglish, and some cannot I one
day read to them the second chapter of
Matthew, and explained 1t in as «imple a
mannper as possible—orne of the women who
| understands English actiny as interpreter

j 1o those of them that do dot.  They apypenr
| very respectable, and somewhat intellige nt.
i This arises, no doubt, in a great measure
from their having been #o long comirg in
ontact with pecp'e from Newfoundland.
I'hey are spoken of as being strictly honest,
and peaceable in their demeanor. I spenta
little more than a week here, and occupied
the time to the best advantage. During (he
week-days, the pcople weére very busy from
morning to night ; but by commencing ser-
vice rather late, we managed to have public
worship almost every evening, and were
never without a good attendance. | caunot
doubt that my visit to this place, (or these
places) was the means of downga little goo

‘The Lord grant that much lasting good nay
result therefrom.  Our friends bere had been
holding one service on the Sabbath ;—1 told
them, | thought they ought to occupy more
of the Subbath than that, in public worship ;
but the reason assigned by the person who
had conducted the eervices was, that, he wus
but young in the service of Christ, had ven-
tured to do s0 much rolely because there
was no other person who would tuke it upon
him. I advised him to bhave, at least, two
services, for the future, every Lord’s day.

The other settlements that I visited were,
Little Harbor, Spear Hrrbor, and Petry
Harbor. In each or these places, 1 met
with many who were most hayrpy to see me.
In Little Harbor, we have about eighty ad-
berents ; forty in Spear Harbor, and sixty
in Petty Harbor—all from Newfoundland,
My visit to each of these places, afforded
me much pleasure ; and the regularity, and
constancy of the attendauce of the people,
to the services held by me, convinced mo
that it is their earnest desire. to have fre-
quent visits from a Minister of the Gospel,
ln Little Harbor, and Spear Harbor, nc ser-
vices had been held previous 0 my visit,
there being no person who could take it upon
himself to conduct public worsk:ip ; but at
Petty Harbor it wasothetwise, prayer meet-
ings baving been regularly heid by them
every Sabbath. In each of these places, |
had an opportunity of visiting almost every
one, and of preaching several times. All
were th nkful for my wvisit, and regretted
that I could not stay looger amongst therm.

I have now mrationed every place that |
visited.- Farther Norih are places to which
I would bave gladly gone, and to which [
should bave been a most welcome visiter ;
but having no boat ot my own, | could not
proceed just when | felt disposed—1 bad to
wait for an opportunity to move from one
place to apother, and hence time would not
permit me to visit as many places as [ had
hoped and expected to visit. A Missionary
on the Coast of Labiador must have a boat
of bis own,

A Mission to Labrador I regard as an
important one, and one which deserves the
sympathy and support of curchurch. If we
were to overlook, or forget, the many who
are settled—that is, constantly reside on that
coast, the greater part of whom, altl;{pngh
they may not call themselves Wesleyans,
would be glad to attend the preachingof a
Methodist Missionary, we ought not to leave
unprovided with the means of grace, and
pastoral oversight; the hundreds of our
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people who annually spend four or 'm{:
months of the year on those shores, think-
ing often of the religious privileges which
ttey possess and evjoy when &t h'.y.!ﬁ';' '«:"d
saying io their hearts,—* How Al Do nPa
thy tabernacles, 0 Lord of hosts, my soul
longeth, yea, even fainteth for the ooum; of
the Lord.” Besides these,a large nnmber
of per-on
States, and elsewhere, annually go o Labra-
dor, many of whom tyould rejoice to ha.u an
opportnnity of listering to the preaching of
God's word on that barren coast. * A woid
season’ is as good there, as when spokean
:n the most elegant church. We can very
easily believe that when a person is four or
five months without hearing a sermon, or
receiving any advice from the lips of a
Munister, there is great danger, lest be should
loose all relish for spiritual and Divine thincs,
and become somewhat indifferent respecting
ihe means of grace when he may have it ia
Lis power to attend them. It i our firm
:onviction, that, many bave suffered epiritual
ivss by baving been deprived t(_u' 80 long a
tima of those privileges to which we have
{erred. Many, we believe, have left their
homes for Labrador with good desires, and
not a few, with true religion in their |
wlo have returned in the fall of the year.
ccnscious of not baving what they possecied
:n they leftin the Spring. Thus bave the
bors of the Ministers and others, been oficn
neutralized, and the hopes of the Church
Liighted and destroyed. It istrue that dur-
ing the past year in almost every haibor on
the coast, where Wesleyans were to be found,
divine service was held every Sabbath ; but
the past Summer was an exception, (tne
Lord grant it may henceforth become the
rule,) owing to the gracious revival with
which Newfoundiand has _recently becu
fovoured.

ol the people during the summer. Our peo-
ple are scattered over one hundred aud filiy
iniies ot the coast, and if a Missionary is to
ece all who would be bappy see him, he must
stay but a very sbort time in each Lailor
Nt as long as the people would wish Lim
10 stay.

ArraALLING ACCIDENT AND Loss oF LIFE.
— At Lawrence, Massachu:eits, on the 10.h mnst.
the inbabititants were alarmed by a cry of fire
procecding from the Pemberion nuils, four fitths
of which bad fallen, a shapeless mass, without the
siizhtest warning to the near 800 human beinps
who were then at work. It is supposed that
about Tv0 were actually baried in the ruins, and
though every exertion was put forth to rescue
them not less than 200 must have peiished. At
first there was no appearance ol fire, but it afier-
wards broke cut, adding its horrors to the scence,
and 1u a few minutes wrapping the ruins in one
shect of flame. Then were bheard the Leari-
rending moans of the buried and burning beings
whom no power ou earth could save. Tbe
building had always been considered as defect-
ive. A paper reporting the disaster, with as
full deaiis as could be procured, says:—* It 13
impos:ible as yet to tell :Yne cause of the disaster.
Our reporter bas just came from the ruins, and
tbs scene there beggars all descripiion. Some
two or more acres of ground are piled up with
every description of machinery, and the failen
buildiag. Hnge bonfires are burning, to light
some (wo or three thousand persons who are
working for their lives to rescue the unfortunate
persor s, many of whkom are suli crying and beg
ging (o be released from their tortures Every
few minu‘es some poor wretch is dragged from
bis or her pricon, and it is heart rending to hear
their cries as they are drawn out. Oune man,
shock:'nzly mangled, and partly buried under
iLe boioks, deliberately cut his own throat to end
his acory. The whole city seems in mourning.
Many neople are running through the streers,
and woh frantic cries are searching the ruivs.

The Enquirer after Truth.
CHAPTER IX,
[Continted.)

“ Also by bis command, they were, both
parent snd child, 10 have sdministered 10
them the same outward visible rite, whieh
was the token or sign of this covenant;
and which Paul declares ¢ the seal,’ not of
a worldly inheritance—a mere spot of esrth
for a dwelling place, but the * sesl of the
righteousness of faith ;' and by God's plsn
and express commaud, (s seal of faith was
placed upon those who could not exerciee
fath. Who has chaoged the decrees and
plansof God ! God himself made this co-
vensnt, and declared it to be everlasting ;
bhe sleo fixed its terms and conditions. He

- alone bad a right 10 determine who are en-

titled 10 its privileges and promises ; and
he has dgfes it, and declared it. He
alone cihy MWogate it. He alone can
change ity'olits 1erms, its tdkeans, or any-
thing appertaining - thereto. We grant no

_ such right to you, our Bapiist friends, vu-

less you show your commission from tbe
Most High God! Point us to a command
in the entire word of God separating parent
and child. Poiot us to a command for-
bidding 1he consecration of children to
God ; and that coosecration 1o be effected
by placing on them the sea! of God's ever-
lasting covenant. If you canoot do this—
sad you know you cannot—why do you
undertake to chenge God’s terme, privileges
and requirements, without his authority?
Why pat forth yoar puny arm to make void
the commandments of God ?

“ Now thie onus probandi falls on you
We have shown how God orgsnized his
chureb ; we have ghown whom he includes
in the covenant, and to whom, according to
his express command, the seal should be
administered; and now if he hes ever
revoked this, it devolves, on you to show
where. Will you make the effort—it will
prove a fruitless effor.! There will be but
one reepouse :o sll your labor, and 1hat will
be but the echo of your own guestion!’
Through the dim vista of the past you wiil
hear but an empty sound—a lome echo,
looking back through four thousand years,
which will snswer where? to your every
inquiry! It cawnoot be found in the Bible
—you search there in vain. Throughout
the eatire word of God there 1s no aunuiling,
revoking, or repeshing of this covenant.
Will you thea resort to tradition, and to the
history of the charch? We are willing to
follow you tbere; for we can coufront you
with unquestionable and abuadant tesi-
mony, showing that from the time of the
Apostles this covenant has been 1n foree,
and I[nfsnt ‘Baptism recogoized aad prac-
tised.”

As Halley paused, there followed a silence
of some moments, duriog which each was
busy with hys own thoughts

“God eovenanted wuith Abrabam,”
thought Annz; * G.d covensated with bm
and his seed, to be their God and they
should be his people. Paul says: ¢ If ye
are Christ's, ye arc Abrakam’s sced and
heirs according to the promise.’  Thea if 1
have bope in Christ 10-day, 1 am Abrakam’s
seed God’s ompiscient eye was on me
when he made that covensnt, and | was
included. in its 1erms, and through it I am
heir of the prom ee, that the God of Abra-
bam should be my God, Verily God, the
Lord 1s one God, ihe same yesterday, to-day,
and forever ; from eternity to eterpity xn
unchaongeable God.”

Tarnner’'s thoughts were surging differ-
ently. He was a woridly-minded Chrisuian ;
the representative of a large class, who
think 1t well enough 10 serve self eix days,
and God one. He was chagrined at ibe
failare of bis argument, and was seeking
esroestly afier some qu:bble, peculiar to his
profession, whereby he might turn the tables
n his own favor,

It seems (0 me,” caid Elder Clayton,
the first to break the silence, “ihat thiwe
being the case, it would have been taught
more plainly in the New Testament.”

** There is scarcely a truih more plainly
taught ic the New Testament than this,”
replied Halley. * But what metters n
where, in what part of God’s word, a truth
is 1sught ?  ls not the whole Bible the word
of God, and one part of/it as true and 10-
fallible as asnother? A truth, whether
found in Genesis or Revelations, is truth
pevertheless, and God's truth, and woe be
to bim who teketh therefrom or adde:h
thereto! We have, as yet, by no means
exbausied this subject; but asitis grow-
ing somewhst late, snd some of you perbhaps
are already wearied, we had better adjourn
till to-mofrow, wheo we will, if you please,
meet here and resume the invesiigation;
and 10 the mean time let each of us * searcn
the Scriptures,’ and see what testimony we
can individuslly find and bring forward.
But it secms to me, no more is needed to
carry conviction to ao unprejudiced ming.
Lat us glance back and 1ake a hasty survey
of the ground we have already been over;
snd for your satisfac.ion, Eider Clayion, we
will coufine ourselves entirely to New Tes
tament tesuimony. Paul says (Gal. i
16): *Now to Abraham and 10 his seed
were the promises made. Aand you ask
does this promise resch 10 the Gentiles?
Was not that the end of the promise and
the covenant?  Paul replies, Nay, but
Christ hath redeemed us, * That the bless-
ing of Abraham might come. on the Gen-
tiles through Jesus Cariet’ (Gal. i 14).
Bat you ask wnat is this blessing and this
promise :o Abranam and 10 isseed ! Let
me also «sk why these blessiogs, and pro-
miges are not eard to be to the children of
Eooch, whu walked with God, or of Noah,
ot Bjah, of Moses, or of David, the man
afier God's own heart 1 All these had faith
and were jusified by faith; and if simply
to be justified by faith, be the ressva we
are * Abraham's seed,’ can any one teil
why we mght nnt as well be ca'led ihe
seed of Enoch or of David ?

“ The answer. plainly is thet it has re-
ference !0 something more than this—to
scmething that was established in the famly
of Abrabam, something confirmed to Abra-
ham, sometiing that is transmiued from
Abrabsm, and 1his something was promised
to Abraham and to his seed in ac everlast-
ing covensaat, and this covenant had refer-
euce not only 10 all his posterity dowa to
the time of our Savior, aad ihence down 1o
our time; but looks onward 10 all the
generaiions yet to come, before the church
militant, thea established and confirmed in
the fam:ly of Abraham, shall become the
church triumphsnt in the kingdom of Gd.

“ Paul further says: ‘ If ye be Christ's,
then are ye Abraham's seed and hkeirs ac-
cording to the premise’ Gal. ni. 29). We
inkerit someihing : something is transmit-
ted. Agsin (Gal iii. 8), * T'he Scriptares
foreseeing that God would jastify the hea-
then through faub, preached before the

“ The Gospel was therefore presched
unto Abrabam before it was preached to
the Gentiles, and Abrsham believed : that
faith of his must thea have been a Gospel
fanh, snd he was justified before God
through Christ. Our Savior says (Joba
wiii. 56), * Your father Abrabam rejoiced
10 see my day, snd he saw it and was gled.’

“God established this covensnt and

deéclared it an ‘everlasting covemant' He

established it on the principle of Grace

theough faith in our common Mediator and
Redeemer, and consequently it muss have
been a- Gospel covenant and a promise con-
firmed in Christ. Would Christ shen snnul
it? *Think not,’ says he ia Mait. v. 17
snd 18, ‘that [ sm come to destroy the
law, or the prophets: [ sm not come to
destroy, but to fulfi!l, For verily I sey
unto you, Till beaven end earth pase, one
jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from
the law, till all be fulfilled.’

* And do you ask, was not the ceremonial
law so blended with the covenant, that
when thet waé abrogated, on its end being
accomplished, the covenant was made void
also? Let Peul answer: * And this I say
(Gal. iii. 17), That the covenant that was
confirmed before of God in Chuist; the law,
which was four hundred and thirty years
after, cannot disannul, that it shonld make
the promise of none effect.’

* This is definite, snd should be satis-
factory. But you ask again, Did not
Christ, when be fulfilied the law, make an
end of these old promises also, which were
made to the fathers ?

** Let Paul answer again: Romans xv.
8, Now 1 say that Jesus Christ was a
minister of the circumeision for the truth
of God, to confirm the promises made unto,
the fathers.

“ Then we have proved {rom the New
Testament, that this covenant and promise
has not passed, away, that it has not been
disannulled, but has been coafirmed in
Christ Jesus. This barmonizes with the
declaration of Jehovah himeelf when it was
made; that it was to be an everlasting
covenant. We have as yet brought forwerd
only a part of the testimony 1n the New
Testament on this subject; but who will
coniradict or gainsay what has already been
adduced? Dare jyou affirm without »
shadow of evidence from God’s word, that
one of the parties in this eovensnt con-
firmed by our Savior, has been thrown out,
and consequently deny the seal to thet
party 1 Let those who would do this, pause
and reflect, lest they be guilty of fighting
sgainst God! Guilty of forgery on God's
word !’

* Forgery! that is a serious charge,”
said Eider Clayton. “I'm sure we design
doing no such thing.”

*“ Yet, you nevertheless do it,” contioued
Halley, ** if you throw the children of be-
lievers out of this covenant, and deny them
the seal. You commit nothing less than
forgery on this cootract which God made
with his people. [ will coavict you from
the mouth of your own authority, Squire
Tanner, the author you are so food of quot-
ing. Remember God fixed ihe terms of
this covenant, pronounced it 1o be everlast-
ing, and then affized the seal. Ssys Mr.J.
R. Graves (see The Great Iron Wheel, p.
442): ¢ Let us look into the naiure of seal-
ing. When the seal of ihe staie or an indi-
vidual is affixed to a document, that docu-
meut must forever remain in the letter and

| spirit in which it exisied when sealed. To

enter a new clause or to change aline of an
old one would be forgery.” And now | ask
you, Squire Tanver, f Mr. Graves is not
convicied of forgery by the 1estimouy of his
own mouth? Is be not a forger in the
sight of God ? Has be not, in that voluine
you have been perusing, changed more than
one line, not only in God’s word, but also
in God’s everlasting covenent, to which He
had sffixed Hie seal

That does
not sound 10 me hike the setting vp of a
new kingdom, for he sits on the throoe of
David, and reigns over the houss of lsrasl.
Mary aiterwards exclaimed: * He hath hol-
pen his servaot lerael in remembrance of
bis mercy, as he spake 10 owr fathers, to
Abraham, and 10 his seed forever.’ After
this, Zacharias, filied with the Holy Ghost,
prophesied, saying, ¢ Blessed be the Lord
God of Israel ; foc be hath visited and redee-
med his people, aud haih rsised up a horn
of saivation for us in the house of bis servant
David ; as he spake by the mouth of his
holy prophets, which have been since the
world began ; to perform the mercy pro-
mised to our fathers, and to remember his
holy covenant ; the oath that he sware nato

our father Abraham.’

« Here it is declared that Christ is com- |

came in ‘fu!filment of the * osth He sware
unto Abraham.’ That certainly does uot
favor the idea of the covenant being a le-
gl contract for the |;nsmsirn of the land of
Canaan, but a contract confirming and in-
suring thé atonement of Christ. Pious Si-
meon also, moved by the Holy Ghost, de-
clared the infant Jesus to be * alight, to
lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy
le 1erael.” Also in Luke iv. IS, when
Christ entered the synagogue, and opened
the book of the prophet Esaias (1saish),
and read : ¢ The Spirit of the Lord 15 upon
me, because he hath anointed me to preach
the gospel to the poor ; he hath sent me to
heal the broken-hearted, to preach deliver-
ance 1o the captives, and recovering of sight
1o the blind, to set at liberty them that are
bruised, to preach the acceptable year of the
Lord.” There is nothing yet about the set-
ting up of a visible church as the one object
of his mission : it seems (0 have been so
important a part of his work, that he never
mentioned it ! Again, in Joha x. 16, Je-
sus says to the Pharisees in his parable of
the Good Shepherd : ¢ And other sheep |
have which are not of this fold (then he had
a fold at that time), them also 1 must bring,
and they hear my voice ;*and there shall
be one fo!d and ove shepherd.’ And Cai-
aphae, the high-priest, prophesied, sayiog :
« That Jesus should die for that nation, snd
not for that pation ouly, but that he should
gatber together in one the children of God
that were scattered abroad.” His fold and
¢« that ostion,” were the-Jews; his other
sheep and those ‘ scaitered abroad,” were
the Gentiles which he brought in among
the Jews, and they became * cnd™old,’ aund
over them was ‘ one Shepberd,’"”
Squire Tauner remarked that to bhim it
was perfectly plain that Christ organized
and established a visible church, which was
usually designated the ** kingdom of God.”
Thet was what Christ preached; he preached
the kingdom of God, acd gathered all true
believers into it. He then opened his tex:
 book (Theodosia Ernest), page 305, and
read : *“ Now when Christ came into the
world, one great abject, if not the great ob-
ject of his mission, was to establish hus vi-
sible charch. He sat it up himsell. He
ins'ructed his dmcip!»?arefully in the na-
ture of 1ts law. * * * Now the most impor-
tant of these fuadamental rules was that
which fixed the terms of membership in hie
kingdom. This lay st the foundation of
the whole business. The character, the
inflaence, the posperity of his kingdom
must depend upon the character of the per-
soas of whom it was composed. Now the
Jewish kingdom, though it had in it much
of good, and was a beaatiful type of betier
thiogs 10 come, yet it had included more of
the evil than the good. * * * But now
Christ wis organ:zing not a temporal, but
a spiritoal kingdom. His domiu:on was to
be one of interior ruie—by the power of
love. The subjects cf this kingdom were
to be converted men and women, who loved
God and lived 10 s glory. No one could
beloag i i, as he told Nicodemus, who
had not been born again. This was his
church”’—(The iatics are Mr. Graves’)
