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l”‘lSil’vei' and Copper -Coins _Were
- Struck Off. A

A despatch from Ottawa says: The
£rst Canadian coins to be minted in
the Dominion were turned out at 3
o'clock on Thursday alternoon at the
new Ottawa branch of the Royal Mint,
which was officially opened by his Ex-
cellency Earl Grey in the presence !
members of the Government, promin-
ent officials of State and a large crowd
of Ottawa people wo were invited 1o
witness the formal opening.  There
was no speech-making in connection
with the opening, his Exceliency mere-
ly declaring the Mint to be formally
opened, and starling the machinery
which coined the first silver fiifty-cent
piece. The stamping machinery for the

copper cent pieces was starled simul-
taneously, and a souvenir copper coin
was presented to each person present,
after a tour of the building had been
made, and the various processes ex-
plained ‘by the officials in charge, The
Mint will be kept in daily operation
from now on, and will furnish a ready
market for the product of Canadian cop-
per and silver mines.

It is the intention of the Government
lo build a refinery in connection with
the Mint in order to insure-that gold
and copper which is brought in for
minting. will be of the proper degree of
purity for coinage. The cost of the re-
finery will be aboul fifteen thousand
dollars.

British Officer Ends Life Under Pccu-
liar Circumstances.

A despalch from London says: Major
Coates Phillips, an officer-who distin-
guished himself in the South African
War, committed suicide here on Tuesday
night under sensational circumstances.
The Major had been divorced. Some
time ago he made an attempt to kill him-
self in the residence of his former wife,
but was restrained. Tuesday night he
relurned to the home of Mrs. Coates
Phillips and forced an entrance.

were in the house, but when they saw
tha excited man break in they fled. The
Major opened fire with his revolver,
aiming at everyone he could see, and
then blew out his brains. The solicitor
and the mother of Mrs. Coates Phillips
were wounded, but not seriously.

HARDSHIPS BY SHIPWRECK

Ten Men Cast Away on an Island Of

Cape

Horn.

A despatch from Boston says: A tale
af shipwreck off Cape Horn, with ils de-
Wails of terrible sufferings from cold,
hunger and exposure, was related on

" Wednesday morning by Herman Harke,
an arrival here on the steamer Horten-
sgius from South American ports. Harke
was a member ol the crew of the Ameri-
can barque Prussia, which was wrecked
on Staten Island, Cape Horn, on June
1), while on a voyage from Norfolk, Va.,
o Port Townsend, Washington. The
vessel struck a rock and in an endeavor
lo reach land four of the crew were
drowned while Capt. Andrew Johnson
was so weakened by exposure that he
died the day after, and len survivors
reachad the barren island.

“I lived a lifetime in those few weeks
when we were casl away on that desert
bil of rock,” Harke said. “It was bitterly
oald. Capt. Johnson was irying to make
New Yecar's Island light. The wind in-
creased (o such Irightful velocity that

“

the barque was ashorz and a wreck be-
fors anyone realized where we were.4
She broke up at once, and everyons of
i3> jumped overboard. Eleven of the
thirteen reached a jagged rock, where
there was a bit of hard, white sand and
overhanging cliff. 3

“At dawn Sabata, the Japanese ook,
and Harry -Hammond, a sailor were
missing. They may have, been crushed
where the ship wenl asunder or per-
haps werd drowned in trying o reach
the rock. We were almost frozen.

“The strip of sand was about 300 feet
long, and we saw the ledge that over-
hung our position was completely im-
passable. There was no escape, Capt,
Johnson was suffering from an injury.
We shiclded him as best we might by
forming a circle about him. He seemed
to freeze stiff ‘almost befors the last
breath had left his' body. We managed
t: bury him in the sand. We collected a
little driftwood for a fire and constructed
a rough shelter.” !

ANTI-SUICIDE BUREAUS.

Result of the First Year’s Work Re-
ported.

A despalch from London says: Twelve
months ago Gen, Booth of the Salva-
tion Army staried anti-suicide bureaus
in various cities of the world, and he
now has issued a review of the year's
work, Altogether 1,125 men and %
women sought the assistance of the
London bureau to save (hem from self-
destruction, while at least an ‘equal
number applied gt the bureaus in other
cities. It appears [rom ,jthe review that
the seckers for help belonged mainly
to the middle class. More than half
of them atiributed the desire to end
their lives to financial embarrassment
hopeless poverty. From {he allAp
number o©f women applicants Gen.

The first words
are the conclusion of a speech of Jesus
to his disciples. The translation is by
De. Grenfell and Dr. Hunt, the Egyptian
archaeologists, who date the fragment as
earlier than A.D. 200 :

. « , before he does wrong makes
all manner of sublle excuse.
