Just what happens when the tires drop

Meaning of “Detour.”

“Detour.” This s a word that is de-
cidedly unpopular to touring motorists,
for it never means exactly the same
thing twice. One detour may be over
& semi-improved road and be a pleas-
ant diversion while the very next one
encountered will be over treacherous
roads full of rocks, ruts and holes.

The gigantic road bullding pro-
grammes which are being carried on
and which are to be inaugurated this
year interest motorists because they
will provide better highways. But dur-
ing the process of construction there
will be many detours encountered by
tourists and others. i

Because many detours are rough and
rutly and unpleasant, many drivers
8eek to alleviate the discomfort of
poor road conditions by driving with
less than the usual amount of air pres-
sure. By so doing they subject their
tires to extremely severe punishment
which often causes permanent injuries.

The life of balloon tires and others
too, would be incréeased if motorists
about to start over a detour, particu-
larly, would check air pressure in all
the tires. Not only will this prolong
the life of the tire, but will also pro-
long the life of the car by cushioning
it from sgevere road shocks, something
underinflated tires cannot do.

Driving over stones and dropping
into holes should be done with great
care. Tires are built to withstand the
normal natural wear of normal road
conditions but they will not stand con-
tinual blows "with a sledge hammer
any more than a car will. and this s

in a bhole at a high rate of speed.
After an unusually rough detour
wheel alignments should be checked
as often one deep rut.is sufficient to
throw them out of alignment with con-
sequnt increased tire wear.

EGG-GRADERS DIFFER

grading of eggs. No grade will
satisfy both buyer and zeller, mor
can any two men grade g basket of
eggs alike. Recently a farmer
brought in a basket of eggs of 29
dozen ‘and two. He took them to one
merchant who selected 24 dozen
“firsts” out of them. The farmer
took the five dozen and two egegs
which had been graded as “seconds”
to another grader who took three
dozen and eight “firsts” out of them
and one dozen and six “seconds.”
There was no question about . the
honesty of either of the graders.
The farmer did not doubt their de-
sire to do right, but when it comes
to the line of demarkation between
the firsts and seconds, not many men
could be absolutely sure about the
class to which some of them belong
It is because of this that there is so
much dissatisfaction both with the
buyer and the seller. The govern-
ment should provide an instrument
for quick measurement for eggs, or
else abolish the law altogether, or
change it to sale by weight.

A CRACK FILLER

Springtime brings the same old
round of painting, papering and gen-
eral freshening up and with them
comes the annual problem of what
to do with the cracks of the old wide
board floor which is to he painted
and varnished. That problem was
solved for us six years ago and ‘the
cracks filled then are still tight and
good. The filler used was a paste
made of plaster of paris and boiled
linseed oil> Mix a small quantity
at a time and fill into the e¢racks
with an old knife. If they are very
wide or deep a foundation of paper
can be used. This filler shrinks lit-
tle or none at all and will remain
firm for years,

their oceupants. It fs not proposed
Bhat a great deal be spent in beauti-
fica\lion of the grounds, for it is pos-
sibleat very little cost to make the
home W thing of beauty.

The ficst aim should be toward an
orderly arwangement of the barns,
poultry houlses, and other features ne-
cessary for useful purposes. Proper
order serves not only convenience, but
beauty as well. With walks and drives
arranged carefully, and with proper
regard for beauty, the rest of the
work is simple and inexpensive.

LAWN IS FOUNDATION

The lawn is the foundation of all
planting. Made perfectly level and
hedged tightly with border plantings,
the whole property looks cramped.
Gentle slopes and easy depressions |
create a feeling of ‘size, especially
when bounded with irregular natural
borders. Since the lawn is a perma-
nent plantation, its initial preparation
must be thorough. Proper manuring
at the rate of one load to 100 square
yards, will give the desired soil con-
dition, provided the underdrainage is
sufficient.

Lawns seeded late in the
fall should be given a mulch as a
winter protection. The grasses which
are suitable for good lawns must be
adapted to close clipping, be of uni-
form color, and be able to stand
drought. The best all-around grass
is Kentucky Blue Grass, but since it |
requires two years to produce a good |
turf, other kinds are added to serve
as a filler during the first season and
also as a sort of nurse crop. Among
these are Red Top, Rhode Island
Bent, English Rye and White Clover.
The last named is sometimes deemed
objectionable on account of its white
blossoms. The seeding is done at the
rate of one quart to 300 square feet.
After seeding and raking, a thorough
rolling should be given to compact |
the soil. When the grass is making |
vigorous growth it should be cut once |
a week with the knives set so as to |
cut no shorter than two inches above |
the ground.

Yet the only reg-
ular tenants are the town clerk and
the tax collector. There is a coun-
¢il chamber, which is occupied only
about four hours a month, and it
is also used for meetings. The
fire truck is housed in another part
of the building. Upstairs, there is
one of the finest opera houses in
Western Ontario, but, since the
advent of moving pictures, the
companies that used to show here
have disbanded, and, with the ex-
ception of a few local concerts and
dances, it is not in demand. Civie
pride is a great thing, but when it

comes to building town halls, then

smaller buildings than formerly

built will do.

Who is to use a town hall in this
hanging age? Schools have their
hssembly rooms, if they are up to
Mate. Churches have annexes, with
alls for all parish entertainments.
Che movie promoter builde his own
theatre, smaller, more compact and
better suited for the purpose than
he classical old building.

IN POPULATION

The assessor’s figures for the cur-
rent' year show Carrick’s population
to be 2770 a decrease of 19 in one
year.

TEMPERANCE CONVENTION

Delegates Signified Unqualified Ap-
proval of Retention of O.T.A.

At the convention of the South
Bruce Branch of the Ontario Prohib-
ition Union, held at Teeswater last
Friday afternoon and evening, Mr.
Sam Carter of Guelph spoke in the
interests of the Political Action Com-
mittee of the Provincial Union. His
two addresses were most inspiring
and instructive. Dealing with the
temperance situation in the province
at the present time, he stressed  the
great need of the temperance forces
choosing men to represent them who
had consistently supported the O.T.
A., and to put their temperance
principles before the party.

Miss Duff of the Ontario orgamiza-
tion of the W.C.T.U. also received a
very attentive hearing in the even-

ng.

The following resolution, moved
by Rev. A. MacGowan of Mildmay,
and seconded by Mr. Milne, was yn-
animously passed: “That this conven-
tion endorse the action taken at the
convention of the Ontario Prohibition
Union with reference to supporting
sitting members who have consistent-
ly supported the principles we advo-
cate.”

“That we express our unqualified
approval of the O.T.A. and regret
the persistent effonts of law-break-
ers to discredit it, and evident laxity
of the enforcement officers and that
we hereby respectfully urge the At-
torney-General of the Province of
Ontario to do his utmost to secure
effective enforcement of our prohibi-
tion laws,” was a resolution also un-
animously approved. It had been
moved by Mr. MacGowan and second-
ed by Mr. J. E. Tolton of Walkerton.
“Resolved that this Convention
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warmly approves of the special move-
ment now on by the W.O.T.U,, under

the direction of Miss Duff, to organ-
ize Bands of Hope in the Public and
Sunday Schools, in an effort to win
the heart of the rising generation, at
the threshold of life, for the cause of
sobriety and good citizenship.” The
foregoing and the following were
carried without a dissenting voice:
“That we hereby commend this ef-
fort to all our Public School princi-
pals and Sunday School Superintenid-
ents and teachers generally that they
earnestly support this good work in
every way possible.”

TORONTO STOCK MARKETS

With a heavy run of nearly 6000
cattle and some 600 billed through,
the opening market of the week at
the Union Stock Yards yesterday
saw the cattle trade generally hold-
ing steady.

The run on all classes was about
the same as last week. The market
opening in the morning maintained
a slow pace for ‘about half an hour
subsequently quickening until about 2
o'clock when nearly 2500 head had
passed over the scales,, with trade
then going good. It was expected
that the initial day would see a clean
up. Export buyers were hardly as
active as a week ago, althcugh there
was a good demand for export and
domestic steers and butckers. Dur-
ing the previous week Canadian
ports cleared a large number of
cattle cargoes, and this week some
1300 head are expcted to pass thru
Montreal and Halifax for overseas
trade. Prices, on the whole, were
steady. i

: Heavy steers were prominent, sell-
ing from $7.25 to $8.15 2 hundred,
with an odd sale for fancy stock up
to $8.40. Choice near-heuvies were
quoted at $7.50 to $7.90, good near-
heavies at from $7.25 to $7.40. A
dozen handy-weight biutchers sold for
$7.80 a cwt. and the bulk $7 to $7.50
A few plain killers were down to the
low level of $6.

Choice heifers ranged from $7.25
to $7.50 with a few going at $7.65.

Trading in coys was exceptionally
good. Prices were firm, with offer-
ings selling from $6 to $6.50 for the
best. Fair-grade cows brought $5.25
to $5.85, with a few thin head dis-
posed of as low as $4. Bulls were
steady at $5.50 to $6.256 for the best
grades, the balance of the supply
running from $4 to $5.25. Store
cattle trading was dormant up to 2
pm,, and it was never much in evi-
dence after thy hour.

In the small meats, calf trade was
steady to strong, with a lighter run
than previous periods. A grass

-{shortage due to the backward seascm

has accounted for a slight falling off
vf normal receirts. On Monday veals
enjoyed & moderate run, with prices
at a steady trend. The bulk of the
choice calves brought in $11 to $12,
with a few ranging to $13. Medium
veal’s selling price was quoted at
$8.50 to $10.50, with light wvarieties
fetching $5 » $7.

Two decks of American clipped
lambs brought 14 1-2¢ per pound. A
few good native yearlings brought
$15. Spring lambs were not quite so
good as last week. There were odd
sales at from $14 to $15, with the
bulk selling at $11 to $13.50 each.
A few poor gradings scld for as low
as 7 each.

Sheep were steady, $8 to $10 being
obtained for the good light kind,
with a few cylls selling low at 3 1-25
a pound.

The market in hogs found prices
generally a quarter higher than last
week’s close at $14.25 off cars, $15.25
fob. The run of hogs was 300
heavier than last Monday.
