THE RAILWAY ACCIDENTS KEEP

The output of ore from the Rossland
camp for the week ending last night
57,435 tons.

Two engines came together in the
Northport yard and were sent to the
repair shop, mud slides between North-
port and Nelson tied up more power,
and the locomofives ordinarily used
on the Rossland-Northport run were
forced into service on the main line by
reason of the various mishaps. Early.

The
pinch came during the latter part of the
week, however, and it was impossible

RAISING A REBELLION IN MON-
GOLIA TO RECOVER HIS

POWER.

THE DEATHBED ADVICE SAID TO
HAVE BEEN GIVEN BY
1 LI HUNG.

| VICTORIA, Dec. 19.—R. M. S. Em-
press of India arrived tonight from the
Orient with 35 saloon and 275 steer-
age passengers. She brought advices
to.the effect that Prince Tuan and
‘General Tung Hsiang are planning a
rebellion in Mongolia and Shen 8Si.
Their plan is to invade China, and
crossing into Shen Si capture that city
and use it as a base for raids into
Chi Li or for the capture of Pekin.

Arms and ammunition have been
secured by the insurgents to arm
100,000 Kansu and Mongol troops, who
i are expected to join their standard.
Alashan, a Mongol prince, has also
brought 20,000 horsemen to their
standard.

Some of the Tokio papers publish a
story that on August 20th the late
Viceroy Li Hung Chang sent a letter
to Yung Lu, who is now the prime
favorite at the Chinese court, in which
Li set out that as he was about to die
he deemed it his duty to submit a
policy for China to the throne. He was
against oppesing Russia in Manchuria,
for with Russia in Manchuria, Japan
would seize Korea and the territories
adjoining, and war would probably re-
sult. If Russia was willing China
could cast in her lot with Russia and
| vice versa regarding other powers.
| The dead viceroy is stated to have said
in this letter of Augnst 20th that Eng-
i land might object, but she would not
| fight, and Germany and France would
observe neutrality.

FIGHTING IN THE PHILIPPINES.

Two Towns Attacked Recently by the
Insurgents.

MANILA, Dec. 10.—A large force of
insurgents recently attacked the town
of Lipa, province of Batangas, killing
one soldier and several Americanistas.
Troop F of the First cavalry. killed
10 of the.enemy before the. remainder
of the insurgents’ force escaped, The
Filipinos evidently expected  victory,
for they had cut the wires and carried
off a hundred yards of the line.

The natives are stirred by the clos-
ing of the ports and bitterly object to
reconcentration.

A Filipino force consisting of 200
riflemen and 400 bolomen recently at-
tacked Nagpartian, province of North
Ilicos. Company M, acting on the de-
fensive, drove off the enemy, Kkilling
11 of them, with no loss to the Ameri-
cans.

The supreme court today discussed
the writ of habeas corpus in the case
of Patterson, (the Englishman, private
secretary of Sixto Lopez}, "whose de-
portation is sought by the authorities
here as he refused to take oath of al-
legiance to the United States when he
landed at Manila. Justice Cooper dis-
sented.

THE PRICE OF LEAD.

Cents Per Pound.

Tt is practically settled that the price
of lead to be paid the Coeur d’Alene
mine owners after the first of the new
year will be 31-2 cents a pound, says
the Speokesman-Review. The present
price is 4 cents. The reduction, while an
important one, had been expected by
the mine owners, and they were not
hoping for a better rate.

After two. weeks of -discussion 'the

announcing the decision was received
yesterday by John A. Finch of the

Standard from his partner, A. B.
Campbell, who is in New York attend-
ing the conference.

“No contracts have been signed, but
the outlook is that 31-2 cents will be
the price paid,” said Mr. Finch last
evening. “Phe smelting company
would only offer to make a contract
on that basis for a term of six months.
Even then the smelting company re-
serves the right to cancel the contract
on 60 days’ notice. The clause is in-
serted so as to protect the smelting
company in case the lead market
should go to pieces.

“The reduction in price will be a
serious matter to the mine owners of
the district, and they are now con-
sidering what they will do after the
first of the year. The proposition to
build independent smelters is not seri-
ously considered. The question is as
to whether the mines shall accept the
lower price offered by the smelting
company or shall close down. A close-
down would be a most serious menace
to the prosperity of the country, and I
do not think that it will be done by
the larger mines.

“The condition confronting us, how-
ever, is not a pleasant one. Silver has
been declining lately at the rate of
about a cent a week, and it looks as if
it may go down to 50 cents. It has al-
ready fallen about 6 cents since early
summer. The decline, coupled with the
loss of 1-2 a cent a pound on lead,
means a loss of about $7 a ton on every
ton of concentrates shipped. The
Standard, for instance, has been paying
dividends of $25,000 a month. TUnder
the new scale its profits on the same
output will be cut in two. X

“It is a part of the agreément which
is under discussion at New York that
the mines of the Coeur d’Alenes shall
continue their . restricted output on
about the same basis as at present.
The manner in which that output shall
be divided among the various mines
is a matter that must be worked out
among the mine-owners. For instance,
the Hecla is now closed down and the
Standard is shipping. The same peo-
ple are partly interested in each com-
pany. It will not be fair to keep the
Hecla closed” down indefinitely. Some
arrangement will probably be made
whereby it can produce for a part of
the time at least. In that case the
Standard ‘would probably reduce its
output to correspond.

The
burden of the remarks of those opposed
to the Japanese resolution. was that a
Chinese immigration law to preveant a
Japanese invasion may endanger the
passage by congress of the Chinese act.

The ticket scalping debate was yuite
a lively affair. The delegates represent-
ing the railway telegraphers opened the
fight aginst the resolution, making the
point that such action was beyond the
jurisdiction of the Federation. The

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QUEER NATURE FREAKS.

jSome Strange Things That Have Re-
cently Been Discovered.

‘3 Dr. Sven Hedin, the eminent Swed-
| ish explorer, has just discovered in
| Thibet a mew “Dead Sea.” It is far
| more wonderful than its Palestine pro-
| totype, in that it is at least ten times
| as extensive. Its waters also contain
i an infinitely bigger proportion of salt.
{ Infleed, " the bottom was- found, on
squnding, to consist of a vast unbro—!
ken bed of salt, and this bed proved
by boring to be at least 800 yards
thick.

In the state of Bermudez, Venezu-
ela, is a pitch lake of unknown depth |
and vast jextent. It was discorerpd%
some years back by A. Howard |
Carner, an American prospector, who, |
recognizing the value of his “find,”
succeeded in acquiring a title thereto
from the Venezuelan government.
Hundreds of thousands of pounds’
worth of asphalt have since been ex-
ported from it. The surface of the
lake is so hard that for some distance
from shore it will support the weight
of a loaded train, but a few yards
below the surface it is in a semi-fluid
state. Several attempts have Dbeen
made to sound it, but vainly, and the
natives assert that it extends to the
bowels of the earth.

The island of Lele, in the Southern
Pacific, has been known to voyagers
for many years past, but it is only
quite recently that a landing has been
effected upon its shores. It is sur-
rounded by dangerous reefs and fring-
ed with a continuous ring of preci-
pices. These obstacles to easy access
were, however, overcome by H. B.
Sterndale, who fond in the interior a
perfect wilderness of ruined cities, the
walls in some cases 12 feet thick and
from ,30 to 40 feet high. They are in
the form of parallelograms, 200 feet
by 100 feet’ for -the most  part, but
some are described as much longer.
Many of the bnildings appear to have
been erected upon artificial islets,
which in turn are surrounded by can-
als lined with stone.

But the most extraordinary discov-
ery of all took the shape of an ex-
tinct volcano, which had been scarped
and walled to the very summit so as
to form a complete, self-contained,
and practically impregnable fortress.
‘What manner of people built these
mighty works? Whence did they come?
Whither have they gone? Fronted by
such questions as these, -even con-
jecture is dumb. Concerning them we
know nothing—are never likely to know
anything.

Even more wonderful, in a sense,
is the vast subterranean city of Min-
gal, in Turkestan, unearthed by Mr-
Bower. These ramarkable ruins are
said to be far more extensive than
those of either Herculaneum or Pom-
peii. They are situated about sixteen
miles from Kachar, on the banks of
the Shahyan river, and are said to
Rave been built, as his capital, by
King Alrasiab, a contemporary of
Rustam, who ruled over a country
corresponding to the present Chinese
Turkestan. Slave labor excavated and
decorated the vast series of under-
ground corridors, houses, temples and
palaces, which cover so wide an area
that M. Dupont, the French explorer,
calculates they must have absorbed
the equivalent of the work of 40,000 men
toiling continuously night and day for
40 years.

It would seem almost incredible that
there should exist in nature a soap
lake, since soap is an artificial man-
made product. Yet such a curiosity
exists in California, not far from the
famous Death Valley, and for some
four or five years a large number of
| men have been at work digging it out.
| The explanation of the phenomenon
is as follows: The lake bed originally
held, not soap, but water, said water,
however, contained a strong solution
of borax and soda.. In the water a
certain species of grub bred by mil-
lions. These grubs went through their
various transformations, and finally
emerged as short-winged, heavy-bod-
ied flies, very fat and oily. They lived
but a few days, dying and falling
back into the lake in innumerable mul-
titudes.

The oily substances of the dead flies
blended with the alkali of the borax
and soda, and the result was a layer
{ of pure soap, corresponding in thick-
| ness to the drift strata of the dead
flies, a. foot deep of the flies making
a layer of soap nearly an inch thick
These strata, repeated year ofter year,
gradually replaced the water, so that
where it had once been was nothing
but soap of infinite purity and of al-
most the consistency andf color o-.
honey. This is not theory, but fact,
for a similar process is even now silt-
ing up the bed of Owen’s lake, some
40 miles distant as the crow flies.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Dec. 9.—Dr. Le-
terve of the Magee pathological de-
partment of the Mercy hospital has
discovered what has every indication
of being a successful serum treatment
of tetanus or lockjaw. After a year of
patient experimenting on lower ani-
mals, the doctor recently tested his
theory on human subjects, a middle
aged man, a middle aged woman and
a boy 10 years of age. According to
the physician’s statement, when these
patients were first given the injection
of the serum they were violent, being
in spasms and convulsions.

{ GRADING ON THE LARDEAU
ROAD COMPLETED TO
TROUT LAKE.

NOW TUNDER
WAY IN THE VICINITY
OF FIELD.

John G. Sullivan, resident engineer

for the Pacific division for the con-
struction department of the Canadian
Pacific, paid a flying business trip to
the city yesterday.

At the present time Mr. Sullivan is
an exceedingly busy man. The con-
struction work on the new Lardeau
road and the improvements at Field
both come under his jurisdiction, and
between the two enterprises he is on
the move constantly. In the Lardeau
grading has been _completed to Trout
Lake, and track-laying to the second
crossing, 32 miles below the foot
of the lake. If weather conditions are
favorable as much of the balance of
the road will be finished as is possi-
ble. In any event the steel bridges at
the first and second crossings will be
put through, the material for the
structures being expected from the
manufacturers at an early date.

At Field the Canadian Pacific has o
crew of 200 men engaged on the con-
struction of ihe cut-off on the big hil.
The cut-off will obviate one of the
heaviest grades on the Field hill, and
substantially improve the road in that
particular section.

At Robson the completion of the
bridge across the Columbia is making
excellent headway, this work being un-
der the direction of the operating de-
partment, of which H. J. Cambie, of
Vancouver, is chief engineer in the
province. All the steel is in position,
and the finishing touches are under
way. The heavy cutting and fllling
has yet to be done, and it is announ-
ced that the crews engaged in this
work will work night and day until
it is finished. Indications seem to
point to the inauguration of the
through service between Nelson and
Boundary points shortly after the
first of the year.

offered a resolution to the effect that
inasmuch as the colleges and univer-
sities of the United States are not
under the patronage of the national
government, the American delegation
would earnestly recommend to the
several states of the United States that
they could respect and recognize the
diplomas of the learned professions of
national colleges of Latin America,
and at the same time urge the Latin
American republics to empower the
proper authorities for the appoint-
ment of special commissioners to de-
cide upon professional credentials pre-
sented by American citizens with a
view of obtaining license to practice.
The resolution was referred to a com-
mittee. :
The proposal for a Pan-American
bank was taken up. The report of the
committee was read and the amend-
ment of Chili, which was that the na-
tions interested give the bank an an-
nual subsidy of $100,000 gold for five
years, was rejected. Auguste Matte
of Chili presented another amendment
as follows: That there be established
in New York or some other important
commercial centre a bank of the char-
acter in question, and that the said
bank be aided by all the republics of
America in every form compatible
/with international legislation, each by
way of annual subsidies for a' limited
period, or of exemption from taxation,
or in any other manner considered ex-
pedient.

. This morning O. M. Pepper, on be-
half of the U. S. delegation, and J. B.
Calvo on behalf of the Costa Rican
delegation, presented to the Interna-
tional American convention a resolu-
tion indorsing the Philadelphia com-
mercial museum as an institution
worthy of the support and co-operation
of every American republic.

‘CONCENTRATION CAMPS.

Rumored Proposal of a. New System of
Treatment.

LONDON, Dec. 9.—It is rumored that
when parliament reassembles the Brit-
ish government will bring forward a
new proposal in regard to the concen-
tration camps im South Africa. It is
believed that this proposal will suggest
the distribution of the refugees in the
settled district.

According to a despatch from Brus-
sels to the Standard, Holland has ask-
ed the powers to support her in a de-
mand that the people in the camps
be brought to Holland.

CANADA’S PLAN ADOPTED.

Not only with the despatch of a fur-
ther contribution of men and munitions
of war, but, also, by sending experienced
men and women to serve upon the edu-
cational ‘'staff of the mewly-established
school system. of the Boer siates; - will
Canada give valuable aid to the Mother

" Country in the settlement of the South

African problem. Principal Mullen of
the Normal School at Fredericton, N.
B., has been cabled through¢Lord Minto,
by the Imperial ‘authorities, offering
him the position of principal of the
Normal School at Pretoria. Positions
as teachers in this institution are also
offered in the same cable to two, women
of Fredericton.

The British government 'has been en-
deavoring to settle upon.-an educational
system for the Orange River Colony end
the Transvaal, which will tend to make
the Dutch in those states eventually
good British subjects. Considerable
difference of opinion has been held as to
the kind of educational system advis-
able to establish there. Two systems
were proposed, and both strongly advo-
cated; one, by which the Kngusn
language was to be made the official
language of the country; and the other,
by which both English and Dutch were
to be officially recognized.

It has finally been decided that the
dual language system shall be adopted
and followed in the new British colonies
of South Africa, and that both English
and Dutch shall be taught in the public
schools. there. ' As Canada is the only
British colony in which a similar sys-
tem is in vogue, E. B. .Seargeant was
commissioned by the Provisional South
“'African government to inquire into the
operation of the public school system
of the Dominion, with a view to the
establishment of a similar system  in
the Transvaal and the Orange River
Colony. :

Before returning to South Africa, Mr.
Seargeant secured e Services of 2
number of Canadian school teachers to
£o there.

BRITISH EMPLOYERS PUZZLED.

"The question of how to deal with old
men is a.gitatilnz British employers.
The feeling is growing that the com-
mercial success of the United States
is due to its confidence in young men
and to its willingness to promote them
to responsible positions. Seymour
Bell, the British commerr,;ial agent in
Chicago, recently attended a meeting
©of the London Chamber of Commerce
for the purpose of advising its mem-
‘bers how to increase English trade in
America. One of the first questions
was asked by H. L. Symonds, man-
aging director of Mordani &. Co., the
largest manufacturers of novelties in
Great Britain, who wished to know
swhat the United States does with its
©ld men.

“This is the most crucial question

said. “Everywhere we are loaded with
employees from 50 to 60 years of age,
who retard progress at every step. In
my opiion, it would be cheaper to
retire them on half pay and substi-
tute youthful energies and ideas.”
Mr. Symonds declared that Ameri-
cans in similar cases did not employ
men over 45 years of age, and that
such men were frequently compelled
to take menial positions, He said that
he knew of an instance where a man
who had been receiving $15,000 a year

He foresaw
troubles ahead for employers and
workmen.

BRITISH TRADES UNIONS.

We take the folowing from the To-
ronto Globe: The recent decision of the
British House of Lords is drawing the
line rather close around trades un-
ions, and m.a.ny such organizations are

learning -for the first time, through

surprising judicial decisions, that the

rights they have so long enjoyed have
passed away. Heretofore pickating has
not been considered a criminal oilence,
but those days are over, at least for
the present, and the union men are
made to realize how matters stand. A
case that arose recently out of a strike
at a cotton mill in an Englisn town
is cited in the Mining Record. Five
young men were summoned to courc
charged with having = unlawfully,
wrongfully and without legal author-
ity beset the mill with the view to com--
pel a weaver employed there to ab-
stain from working. The defendants
had formed themselves into a Dband
of music and had paraded the streets
in the neighborhood of the works fol-
lowed by a large crowd. :
It was admitted that they had mnot
used or threatened to use violence, nor
had they on any occasion halted at the
mill. It was, however, stated that
their action had resulted in persons
who were still at work being terror-
ized. The defence was that the band
was an ordinary “strike band,” engag-
ed simply in advertising the strike,
and that the defendants had not
sought in any illegal way to induce
the mill hands away from their em-
ployments. The jury found the de-
fendants guilty and fined them twen-
ty shillings each.

TIMIBER RESOURCES
The news that Russia is ati last about
to manage her almost illimitable forests
on a scientific plan and more vigorously
cempcte for Great Britain’s trade in
timber draws attention to  the threat-
ened shortage in the world’s supply of
wood. For the past five years Great
Britain has spent on' the average $110,-
000,000 a. year on timber. She has
bought largely from countries whose
supply is now falling off. Norway's
output is decreasing; Austria’s is de-
creasing; and even Canada’s apparently
boundless resources. have supplied Eu-
rope with less and lesa timber in the
last few years. But the shortage in
Europe alone amounted last year
2,600,000 tons, and in Eupore thisis only
likely to be wiped out by increased sup-
ply from Sweden and Russia which
scientific forestry would produce. Of
the nations consuming timber Gréat
Brilain stands easily first, spending an-
nually on the average $40,000,000 more
th:n Germany, which comes second, and
£95,000,000 more than France, which
makes a bad third. The United States
has recently made a great effort to
caler for the world’s need in this as well
as in other respects, but owing to her
vast plains and prairies the TUnited
States cannot long continue to export
timber. The experts in forestry, how-
ever, declare that the British Empire
could easily grow its own supply if
scientific forestry and rational manage-
ment were introduced throughout the
Empire. It was stated on Saturday by
"n Indian forest officer that if the mag-
nificent timber resources of Canada
were controlled by a system as thor-
ough as that established in India, the
Dominion could easily supply the Moth-

perity for the forthcoming year. The
nomination of Alderman Clute for the
position of mayor was made unani-
' mous, and those who participated in
the vote are men competent to give
an expression of feeling which reflects
the sentiment of the entire people upon
the matter under discussion. Alder-
man- Clute is a man likely to receive
the support of a majority of the peo-
ple of the city; but, while that is so,
there must be no question left open as
to where he stands in respect to the
main issue. We take it that we are
expressing the matter fairly accurate-
ly when we say that the main issue
in the forthcoming municipal campaign
is one that may be termed the case of
the agitator element against those who
are desirous of seeing Rossland freed
from the thraldom of the tyranny of
rampant unionism.,
In some quarters it has been stated
that Mr. Clute’s candidature would
not be opposed by the Municipal
Labor Party, as they could look to
him to further their own ends, There
ought not to be any doubt about this
matter. It is too serious to be left
in abeyance.. Mr. Clute either stands
for the supremacy in municipal affairs
of the conservative element—that is,
those who desire the progress of Ross-
land along legitimate lines—or else he
stands for the supremacy of the labor
element. It seems to the Miner that
it devolves upon Mr. Clute to express
himself in respect to his position in
this regard. :
There is only one issue in this cam-
paign—that is, shall Rossland be hand-
ed over to the control of the men who
have created disturbances here in re-
spect to labor matters during the past
few months ,or shall it be handed over
to the control of Rossland’s best citi-
Mr. Clute cannot ride two
horses; he cannot run with the hare
and hunt with the hounds. An early
declaration of his position would seem
to be in order. We have no doubt
at all that Mr. Clute, having clearly
defined his position, and that positien
‘being in accordance with the viewsiof
the people who have the best inters
ests of the community at heart, would
be elected by a very large majority;
but it will be a very disquieting fea-
ture in the situation if it is supposed
‘that Mr. Clute’s candidature is likély
to meet with the approval of an ele-

zens.

| ment whose whole aspirations are con-

trary to the wishes of those who de-
sire good civic government. There is
little more. to_be, said at this time re-
garding the situation affecting muni-
cipal affairs. The Rossland Miner will
be found advocating at all times the
candidacy of those who stand for all
that is best in civic affairs; but it cer-
tainly will not lend its efforts to the
support of an intrigue which might at
some time develop conditions which
would be harmful to the city.

" A CONSPIRACY OF LAZINESS.

The London Times has about arrive
ai the conclusion that if British indus-
kyisinabadway,oratleastina
worse way than it was, it is because
the British workingmen have entered in-
to a conspiracy of laziness. While not
absolutely laying down this position in
a; many words, the great mnewspaper
gives publicity and editorial approval
to a taree-column instalment of an at-
1ack by “a correspondent,” on what he
denounces as the newer trade uniomism.
The principle of this alleged new dis-
pensation is that a man should not work
as hard as he is able, because if he does
not others will have to be eal.led in to
help. Thé old way was to increase th
volume of trade and so increase the
demand for workers; the new is to be
satisfied with what ig going but to see
'that all get employement and -at good
wages. ; ;
The working out of fthe principle is
‘illustrated in this wise in the building
trade, of which the first letter makes
mention There is no trades union rule
as to the number of bricks a man
should lay in a day; but it appears
there is an unwritten law on the sub-
ject. Thirty years ago they laid their
1,200 a day; twenty years ago they still
were able to lay 1,000 a day; but now
400 is the maximum. The workmen must
g0 easy” and mnot exceed the limit,
thereby saving the faces of those who
do not want to work harder and inci-
Jdentally making work for several more
men. It is told that a young fellow
once went so far as to lay 724 bricks in
his firet day, which number was ascer-
tained by count of the other men, who
promptly warned him not to come
back. He was put on another job,
started ir. at the same foolish pace, and
was forced to go away altogether. If
he had been kept there would have been
a strike, for the others belived thor-
oughly in the principle of “giving an-
other man a show.” It is told of a firm
of contractors that when their men
were on work where they could easily
have laid from 600 to 700 bricks a day,
and did not, the employers complained.
The answer was ‘The London County
Council limit is 330 bricks the day. That
is what they comsider a fair day’s work,
and we are not going to do more for
yon or anyone else.” In 'the case of a
public brilding it was found that the
men ware laying an average of only 70
bricks a day. It is ciaimed that all the
other lLui'ding trades follow the “same
plan. To dodge some of them the con-
tractors avail themselves of outside labor
where possible, as in importing doors
frow Sweden at 9s 6d., which if iade
cin the “go easy” plan with the same
machinery in England would cost 13s.6d

LABOR CONDITIONS IN NEW ZEA- |
i LAND.

We cannot do better than give over a
considera’s;iv portion or our space this
morning to the reproduction of an article
fror: a Ncw Zealand paper which indi-
cates the ‘sentiment in our sister colony
in respect to labor matters. People who
imagine that our labor disputes can be
successfully obliterated by the introdue-
tion of the Conciliation and Arbitration
Act of New Zealand will not relish the
news that their favorite fetish has al-
ready beeu thrown overboard by its own
nsiive worshippers and its impotence’
acknowledged. We commend to our
readers the following editorial from the
Nev, Zealand Herald of November 8th,
showing the reasons which led to the
abandonment of this costly and absurd
experiment: ;

There has been a considerable
amount of controversy in England and
Australia on the subject of the work-
ing of the Conciliation and Arbitra-
tion Act of New Zealand. That con-
troversy must now be regarded ‘as
closed, because the parliament which
enacted the law, the very men who
were enthusiastic in passing it, have
declared that it is a failure. They
have done this by repealing the lead-
ing and most prominent feature of the
Act. They have done so in spite of
the arguments and entreaties of the
premier. The Ac¢t is now radically
 different from what it was. It can no
longer be cited in any part of the
world as an example to be followed in
tha regulation of labor.

‘When the Conciliation and Arbitra-
tion Bill was brought in by Mr. Reev-
es, now the agent-general for New
Zealand in London, he impressed upon
the house that above all things it was
a conciliation measure. Its great ob-
ject was, in the case of a trade dis-
pute, to bring the two parties together
before a board on which both could be
represented, with a chairman who was
entirely unbiased. Then the subject
of dispute would be canvassed, and an
agreement come to, in most cases, by
a process of explanation and compro-
mise. There were clauses in the bill
establishing an arbitration court, which
had the power to make awards and
to enforce them by penaltfés—that is
to say, penalties could be enforced
against the employers. But this court
and this power of enforcement would
seldom, or never, have to be resorted
to. It would remain as an expedient
of last resort, and its very existence
would obviate all necessity of appeal-

Conciliation and mutual agreement
were to be the Keynotes of the meas-
ure.

It has been evident to all, and es-
pecially of late, that the Act has been
operated in a quite different manner
to what was intended. It was an
Act to obviate strikes by getting the
parties to confer. But the concilia-
tion part of it, which was declared to
bu the chief, was lost sight of almost
trom the beginning. The law could
be put in motion by the action of a
very few members of a trades union.
A chployer who had never had any
complaint or representations from
those employed by him found himself
summoned before the board with a
demand that he should agree to cer-
tain requirements in respect to. which
he had never been spoken to before.
Then a whole batch of employers of
that and cognate trades were summon-
ed, and a hearing was entered into
which sometimes lasted for weeks or
months. There was no talk even of
conciliation from the first. Another
feature made its appearance which
might have been -anticipated, and
which was clearly seen to be a nec-
essary consequence of our Act else-
where than in New Zealand, where
our politicians are blind to everything
except the immediate necessity of get-
ting votes. We quoted lately the
statement of an American paper,
which said: “Those who create boards
to settle disputes that may possibly
arise are likely always to have dis-
putes to settle. * * * * Whether sup-
posed wrongs are to be righted by

law or by arbitration, or by strikes |

and boycotts in violation of.laws,
those who are paid for the purpose of
righting wrongs will never fail to find
enough- to keep courts, arbitrators,
strike and boycott promoters going re-
gardless of cost or loss to the parties
concerned, or of the injuries to those
who must suffer indirectly.”

The Act was passed in 1894, so that,
there has been abundant time to ob-
serve the effect of the working of its
machinery. An amendment Act was
brought in by the government making
a few alterations. But the house took
possession of the bill, and in spite of
the premier made the changes we have
referred to. On the motion of Mr. Wil-
lis, a government supporter, a clause
was added to the bill enabling either
party to an industrial dispute to
carry it at once to the arbitration
court without g}oing before the con-
ciliation board.( The clause was op-
posed by the premier, who pointed out
that the result would be “to wipe out
all the boards,” and would be a giv-
ing away ‘of the main principle of the
Act. But the clause was carried against
the government by 30 to 18. The main
arguments against the conciliation
boards were thbse we have mentioned
above. It was urged that the mem-
bers of the boards or some of them,
being paid by the number of sittings,
had spun out the business; and, in
fact, had been the means of creating
disputes in order to obtain fees. Also
it was shown that the conciliation
boards had really conciliated nothing,
that they had merely been causes of
enormous expense to the country and
to the parties, and that almost every
case brought had been sent on to the
arbitration court. The bill was sent
to the legislative council with this
clause in it, and the government made
an effort to have it thrown out there.
But the council, although composed
mainly of followers of the government,
declined to excise the clause. When

the bill came again before the house,
the premier said that he deeply re-

gretted the insertion of the new clause
which, to use his own words, “meant
practically a reversal of-what had
hitherto been the policy of the Act.”
The reply made to the premier was,
that only a few weeks before he had
told the trades union that ‘“‘they were
riding the Act to death.” In his speech
in the house, the premier said: “If they
took advantage of the amendment
that had been made, and on every oc-
casion ignored the conciliation boards,
he said—and his words would prove
prophetic—that it meant trouble both
to employed and employers. They
started on conciliation; they ought to
keep to conciliation.” Mr. Pirani show-
ed that the Wellington conciliation
board had cost £1,100 and had set-
tled only two cases. Mr. G. W. Rus-
sel pointed out that the premier’s own
speeches about “riding the thing to
death” had been large causes in the
revulsion of feeling which had taken
place. The premier was forced to pass
the bill with the obnoxious clause in
it, and it is said that if he had not
the government would have had to re-
sign.

The Act, therefore, as heretofore
worked, has been a failure. That is
now declared on the hlghést authority.
Its most prominent principle has been
repealed. Whether under the new sys-
tem it is likely to work well we shall
not discuss at present. 3

Rule 5. You are strictly cautioned
not ito, outstep good rules by doing dou-
ble the work you are required and caus-
ing others to do the same in order to
gain a smile from your master. Such
foolhardy and deceitful actions leave a
great number of good members out of
employment the year round. Certain
individuals have been guilty, who will
be expelled if they do not refrain.

The theory set forth in this union
card is that if each laborer will attempt
‘to do a little less there will be a little
more work for somebody else to do. The
less work that a man does for his money
the more money will have to be spentin
getting other people to help the idlers.

“Contrary to the popular idea,
Germany takes the lead as the con-
sumer of strong drinks,” comments the
Inter Ocean, ‘“‘and mnotwithstanding the
reputaftion of our people as whisky
drinkers, we consume a less quantity
of ardent spirits per capita than amy
of the others.”” The Topeka Capital
says:
“It is evident that there is plenty of
work for Ithe temperamce societies of
the world to do, when not only is the
use of alcoholic drinks excessive and in-
temperate in most civilized countries,
but it is steadily omn the increase. In
England, for example, although twelve
years ago as much beer was consumed
per capita as is now consumed in the
United States, yet in these twelve years
the consumption has increased nearly
50 per cent per capita, and a good deal
more than 50 per cent in total volume.”

A ROUGH VOYAGE.

The Schooner Long Arrives at Port
Townsend From Nome.

PORT TOWNSEND, Wash., Dec. 10.
—The schooner Ralph J. Long, Captain
M. F. Greene, 47 days from Cape Nome,
with 90 passengers and 15 stowaways,
has arrived, and according to the pas-
sengers she had the most eventful
voyage of any vessel ever sailing from
the north.

The Long sailed from Nome October
23 with provisions enough to last her
to Dutch Harbor under favorable cir-
cumstances. Before reaching that
port the water supply gave out, and
for two days the passengers were with-
out water. From the time of sailing
from Dutch Harbor the Long exper-
ienced continual gales of unusual se-
verity, the most severe being on No-
vember 11, when seas swept the vessel
from stern to bow, carrying away &
portion of the water supply and oné
lifeboat. Mate Hansen was washed
overboard by an immense sea and
drowned.

VERNON TO MIDWAY

RUMOR. THAT MR. HEINZE AND |

FRIENDS HAVE ACQUIRED
THE CHARTER.

THE RAILWAY WHEN BUILT WILL

DEVELOP A FINE
DISTRICT.

GREENWOOD. Dec. 8.—(Special.)—
F. Aug. Heinze, of Butte, Montana,
it is rumored, will once again enter
tho railroad field in this province.
Heinze since his retirement from and

sale of the Columbia & ‘Western rail-
way to the Canadian Pacific Railway
company has dropped out of sight.
That sale along with the smelter at
Trail brought him in a big sum of
money and incidentally the Canadian
Pacific railway learned to respect the
nervy little operator from the “biggest
mining camp on earth.” For a second
time he will pave the way for the open-

of the province. This time his field of
operation will be the valley of the
West Fork of the Kettle river. While
it is impossible to get the exact details
or recent negotiations for the sale of
the controlling interest in the Vernon
& Midway railway charter, it is stated
on good authority that Heinze is at
the head of a syndicate of American
capitalists, who have deposited as a
guarantee of good faith $300,000 in a
bank at Victoria to protect the char-
ter in the commencing of actual con-
struction of the proposed road before
June next.

Within two weeks it is given out a
large force of railway surveyors will
be in the field locating the line from
Vernon to Carmi, the first town to be
reached after crossing the divide into
the West Fork valley. James Coyle,
who was one of ‘Heinze’s lieutenants in
the construction of the Rossland to
Trail portion of the Columbia & West-
ern railway, will be in charge of op-
erations. The route to be followed
will be substantially as follows: Com-
mencing at Vernon, at the south end
of the Shuswap & Okanagan railway,
the line runs south through a farming
country 36 miles to Mission creek,
skirting the west side of Long Lake,
which is a parallel lake to Okanagan
lake. At Duck lake it starts to take
a long swing, climbing the north bank
of Mission creek to Hydraulic creek
to its source in a flat, open country.
The line is then on the summit over-
looking the valley of the West Fork,
which it descends by an easy grade
to Carmi, thence passing Beaverdell to
‘Westbridge, a distance of 50 miles. At
this place—the junction of the West

route is east along the Kettle river
through another stretch of farming
country to Midway, a distance of 20.
miles. In reality the proposed road
forms the connecting link between
Vernon, the southern terminus of the
Shuswap & Okanagan railway, and
Midway, the western end of the Co-
lumbia & Western railway. It means
toa a practically through line from.
Boundary points to the coast. Not
only this, but it will shorten the hours
of travel from Boundary to the coast
some 24 hours as against the present
circuitous route via the Arrow lakes
and Revelstoke, involving as it does
several changes. Pending the construc-
tion of the proposed Victoria, Vancou-
ver & Eastern railway, and even after
that road is built, the Vernon & Mid-
way railway will always aid several
important sections, known as Cache
creek, North and .South Thompson
rivers, Shuswap, Grand Prairie, Sal-
mon river valley, Spallumcheen val-
ley, White valley and the Vernon and
Mission valleys. All this section will
be entirely untouched by th® proposed
V., V. & E. route.

The owners of the Vernon & Midway
railway charter are all vitally inter-
ested in the development of the West
Fork, a country that is rich in min-
eral prospects and capable when de-
veloped of making several producing
mines. The charter was obtained at
the last session of the Provincial leg-
islature, carrying with it a. bonus of
$4,000 per mile for 125 miles, or a total
of $500,000. Those interested - in the
charter are James Kerr and James

Wood and Thomas McDonnell, of
Greenwood, a one third: and Wilson &
Senkler, barristers, of Victoria, a one
third. What interest is to be trans-
ferred cannot be ascertained. Jack
Donald of Grand Forks made the deal
with the American capitalists, at the
head of whom is reported to be F.

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THE CANAL
CONVENTION

Document Drawn up by
Lord Pauncefote and
Mr. Hay.

It is Now Submitted to
the Senate for its
Approval.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 5.—The canal
treaty between Great Britain and the
United States was sent to the senate
by the president today. Its text is as
follows:

Article 1.—The high contracting par-
ties agree that the present treaty shall
supersede the aforementioned conven-
tion of the 19th April, 1850.

Article II.—It is agreed that the can-
al may be constructed under the aus-
pices of the government of the United
States, either directly at its own cost
or by gift or loan of money to individ-
uals or corporations, or through sub-
scription to or purchase of stock or
shares. Under and subject to the pro-
visions of the present treaty, the said
government shall have and enjoy all
the rights incident to such construc-
tion, as well as the exclusive right of
providing for the regulation and man-
agement of the canal.

Article III.—Adopts as the basis of
the neutralization of such ship canal
the following rulés, substantially
embodied in the convention of Con-
stantinople, signed the 28th October,
1888, for the free navigation of the
Suez Canal, that is to say:

1. The canal shall be free and open
to the vessels of commerce and of war
of all nations observing those, on
terms of entire equality, so that there
shall be no discrimination against any

such nation or its citizens or subjects‘]

in respect to the conditions or chargas
of traffic or otherwise. Such condi-
tions and charges of traffic shall be
just and equitable. %

2. The canal shall never be block-/

aded, nor shall any right of war be ex-
ercised nor any act of hostility be com-
mitted within it. The United States,
however, shall be at liberty to maintain
such military force along the canal as
may be necessary to protect it against
iawlessneszs and disorder.

DROWNED IN
THE OTTAWA

Miss Blair, Daughter of
the Minister of
Railways.

Mr. Harper of the Labor
Gazette is Also a
Victim.

OTTAWA, Dec. 6.—The capital was
shocked tonight by the news that
Bessie Blair, fourth daughter of Hon.
A. G. Blair, minister of railways, and
Henry A. Harper, assistant editor of
the Labor Gazette, had been drowned
in the Ottawa river about a mile from
the city.

The accident took place about dusk
in the channel of the Ottawa river,
where the current is very swift and
the river about 35 feet deep.

A party consisting of Misses
and Bessie Blair, Miss
daughter of Senator Snowball, Harper,
A. W. T. C. Tredgold ,of Dawson City,
and Alex Creelman,” of the Imperial
Bank, had gone out on the river skat-
ing and proceeded several miles down
the river.

Harper, who was behind, at
once threw off his coat and made for
the party. He dove into the water to
help Miss Blair, and that was the last
seen of him.

Creelman tried to lift Miss Blair out
upon the ice, and in doing so sank
himself. When he came up his head
struck the ice and he broke his way
through to clear air. Miss Blair in the
meantime had disappeared. Tredgold,
and Miss Snowball hurried to shore
z_-md secured assistance. Creelman was
rescued after some difficulty, but there
were no traces of either Miss Blair or
Harper, and the bodies will probably
not be found till next spring.

A TRIBUTARY OF THE KETTLE
THAT IS ATTRACTING
ATTENTION.

THE MYSTERY ATTACHING TO
THE CLAMS OF THE
DISCOVERER.

GREENWOOD, Dec. 6.—(Special.)—
“Kelly creek, a tributary of the West
Fork of the Kettle river, is interesting
mining operators these days,” said.
a prospector who returned to town to-
day after spending most of the sum-
mer in that section. “Coming out from
camp I learned that Andrew Laidlaw,

obtained the Colby group under bond.
I do not know the consideration but
it is away up in the thousands.
“Kelly creek was, I believe, discov-
ered two years ago by ‘Crazy’ Kelly.
He used to exhibit some pretty big
specimens of quartz carrying free gold
that attracted more than passing no-
tice. Where his claims are located
is a mystery. I guess during the last
18 months most of the claims on Kelly
creek have been visited, but I have
yvet to find anyone who found Kelly’s
stakes. The quartz he exhibited was
a honeycomb and evidently came from
the' surface as it had considerable
moss on it. Where Kelly went to I
do not know. He is I think somewhere
in the east. Among those who have
profited by the information Kelly gave
out were James Attwood and James
Cunningham, both well. known in
Midway. This spring - they made a
thorough exploration of the mountains
on each side of the creek, and were
rewarded with the discovery of two
big parallel quartz veins. They traced
both veins from the bed of the creek
up on each side of the mountain. The
mountains rise from the creek some
1,200 feet. On the trend of the vein
they located the Colby and Reco. Pat
Hickey staked the W. T., Ontario, Best
and *“60.” These are all included in the
group under bond to Laidlaw.
“During the summer Messrs. Att-
wood and Cunningham opened the Col-
by, which is situated on the top of
the mountain on the south side of the
creek. They stripped the east vein for
300 feet and ran an open cut for about
20 feet. From the face of the cut an
average sample of the quartz gave $18
in gold and 7% ozs. in silver. I know
other samples to run as high as $50
per ton. On the west vein, which was

and 22 ozs. siuver. Both veins measure
about five feet in width.

“The other claims I have named are
located on the trend of these veins.
The quartz occurs in a contact be-
tween hornblende, granite and porphy-
ry. I regard the proposition as a big
one for milling and concentration. In
the vicinity fully 18 to 20 other loca-
tions have been made. The Colby
group is located about two miles up
from the mouth of Kelly creek.

MOBS OF STRIKERS PREVENT
' OFFICERS FROM MAKING

serious of many riots that have taken
place here in connection with the
strike occurred this afternoon.

SAVED FROM
THE SEA

The Bark Nelson Towed
Into Port Townsend
Yesterday.

In:Bad Shape When Res=
cued by the Steamer
Walla Walla.

VICTORTA, Dec. 5—The steamer
Walla Walla, Captain Hall, which
picked up the British bark Nelson off
Cape TFlattery at 3 o'clock on Wed-
nesday, and towed her to Port Town-
send, arrived here this evening.

The Nelson is the ship which was
reported dispatches from Astoria
to have turned turtle off the Colum-
bia river after she had broken away
from the tug Tatoosh. When sighted
abopt 40 miles southeast of Cape Flat-
tery by the Walla Walla the big ship
was in a dilapidated condition, and
was laboring heavily in the big sea
which was piling up under the effects
of a southwest gale which was blow-
ing. The ship had a heavy list, her
bulwarks were gone and her head
gear had been carried away. She was
flying a signal which the officers of the
Walla Walla read ‘“can you take me in
tow?” Thinking there must be some
mistake about this, as the ship seemed
to be going along all right, Captain
Hall passed under the stern of that ves-
sel and asked the captain what he
wanted. He then learned from the
captain’s own lips that he wanted to
be taken in tow, and Captain Hall
says he gpsked him to tow him to Se-
attle. Captain Hall replied that he
cculd not do that, but would take him
into the Straits, where he could secure
a tug.

There was a heavy sea running and
a boat could not have lived in it, so
Captain Hall steamed to within 200
yards of the ship and rigging a fly-
line threw it onto the ship. By this
means a steel hawser was stretched
between the two vessels. The steam-
under slow
steam, and when morning broke they
had reached smooth water and better
time was made. Captain Hall'says he
was afriad to drop his tow when they
got inside the Cape, as she had g de-
cided list, her cargo having shifted,
and her crew were exhausted from try-
ing to straighten out the cargo and
afterwards working at the pumps
when the vessel was taking water,
there being three inches of water in
her hold. The captain of the Nelson
expressed himself as being much dis-
satisfiled at the action of the captain
of the Tatoosh in leaving him off the
Columbia river. He says the weather
was rough;cbut the night was. clear.
The hawser wore away, as it passed
under the ship’s cutwater. Upon his
arrival in Seattle this morning Cap-
tain Hall will libel the Nelson for a
large amount as salvage for the com=
pany and crew.

The steamer City of Seattle, out from
Skagway, reports the steamer Dis-
covery missing. The Discovery plies
between Valdez and Juneau.
