LOCAL RELIEF WORK.

Montreal for New York asi otxs of a

To the Editor of the Courier:
Sir,—Many cases of absolute want 

are reported from all parts of the 
city, and the concerted action oi the 
social units at present at work seems 
so far to have proved ineffectual. 
Complaints are to be heard daily 
of the visitors appointed of whom it 
is stated that zeal for economy over­
steps their appointed mission. Also a 
complaint commonly heard is that in­
stead of relying on their own judg­
ment, the visitors are prone to heed 
gossip anent their poverty-stricken 
cases and refer to past episodes which 
often do not have any bearing on the 

under inspection. It is thought 
a more systematic and generous- 
minded group of workers could find 
ample room for helping without ques­
tioning the antecedents and previous 
lives of unfortunates whom they seem 
to feel are such by choice and not by 
compulsion.

Children are reported by school 
teachers to lack underclothing, yet all 
the social service people seem, to be 
able to do is ask “if the husband at 
any time took liquor.” Many, how­
ever, are wiser, but instances of the 
above type are too frequently report­
ed, and let it be understood that fam­
ilies of six cannot be supported on 
two weeks’ work with an intervening 
period of another before employment 
is again given—in one case vouched 
for by personal observation, a family 
will have $4.50 to live upon when >2 
of the city’s $6.50 goes for rent.

It is not to be expected that people 
owning houses are to allow them to 
sit rent free, but it is strange that 
with the timely intervention of Chiel 
Slemin, has in some cases saved a 
family from being placed on the
strcet- ...In conclusion it might be of inter­
est to know just what consistency oi 
giving is exercised, there being little 
helpfulness in an issue of flour, ap- 
pies and potatoes if the family doçs 
not possess the wherewithal to pro­
vide the extras, which are used for 
baking and cooking, and as to the 
issue of coal, many indignant denials 

being made by -honest men and 
women that on receiving a load ot 
coal they sell it to their neighbors.

Would it not be a wise sugestion to 
have representatives of labor organ­
izations or shop committees make a 
return of cases under tneir notice, One 
result one could expect is that they 
would fully understand the needs of 
the case being of their social status 
and would make an impartial review 

-of its circumstances.
It is evident, that some widespread 

discontent is present in regard to so­
cial administration, and while there 
are many cases under care, there are. 
many who are yet struggling along un­
known.

KARLSRUHE IN BATTLE?
The German cruiser Karlsruhe has 

been in battle with the British war­
ship Glasgow off the coast 0$ Brazil, 
and has been damaged, but managed 
to escape, says a despatch received 
here to-day from Rio de Janeiro.

It is stated by the Admiralty that 
no official report cf such a battle has 
been received, but the news also 
comes in a message from Buenos 
Aires, which says that “part of the 
Karlsruhe’s stern was shot away by 
the Glasgow’s six-inch guns."

The British steamship Oronsa, 
bound rom Valparaiso to Liverpool, 
encountered the British squadrno un­
der Vice-Admiral Sir Frederick Stur- 
dee after the battle, and the British 
wounded and such German wounded 
as were rescued were placed on board 
her. She is expected to reach Monte­
video to-day. The number of woundi- 
ed on board of her is not stated in the 
despatches received from Montevideo

FOUR RAIDERS LEFT 
With the Dresden bottled up the 

only German commerce raiders to be 
run down in the Atlantic are believed 
to be the Karlsruhe, the Strassburg, 
possibly the converted cruiser Kron- 
prinz Wilhelm, and the 28 knot bat­
tleship Von der Tann, which sévirai 
days ago was reported to have es­
caped to the Atlantic. The Karlsruhe 
may have caught two more steam­
ships now overdue in New York— 
the Florida of the French Line, now 
five days overdue and unreported, the 
Trent of the Royal Mail Steam Packet 
Company, which has not been spoken 
since she left New York for Colon, 
and Cartagena on November 21, and 
has not been heard from since ]she 
steamed from Colon. It may be, how­
ever, that both have only been de­
layed by storms.

HAS A BRITISH CREW 
CALLAO, Peru, Dec. 14.—The Ger­

man steamer Rhakotis of the Kosmos 
Line arrived- here to-day, but did not 
communicate with the shore. 
Government is reserved as to whit 
action it will take in the case of the 
steamer, which brings the crew of the 
British coal ship South Wales, which 
was sunk oS the coast of Chile some 
time ago by the German cruiser Dres­
den, after the DDresden had appro­
priated her coal.

A despatch from Valpariso, Ntov. 
18, said that the Rhakotis had on 
board the crew of the British supply 
ship Crown of Galicia, which had 
been sunk either by her own crew or 
by German warships.________

MONTREAL, Dec. 14.—A new fin­

ancial institution entered the Mont­
real field to-day with the opening vf 
a branch of the Standard Bank of To­
ronto in the Yorkshire Insurance 
Building on St. James street.

BELLOC ON WAR’S LENGTH.

must, for its own salvation, be Ger­
manized. This is the one essential 
task in which every German is des­
tined to share, but let it, be remem­
bered that this task cannot be accom­
plished, and that peace and concord 
will never reign upon the earth, until 
this wretched huckster-nation (Brit­
ain) ^ this island-people, which, soul­
less itself, traffics m'the souls of other 
nations and buys and sells them as if 
they were dealing with, so many tons 
of coal or so many sacks of flour or 
potatoes, be struck down and crushed 
into the dust where it belongs, and 
which is the rightful heritage of the 
serpent in human form.”

The main source of all this venom, 
of course, is the idea of the exemplars 
of “Kultur” that it is mainly to Al­
bion they owe the thwarting of their 
long-cherished, dreams of colonial ex­
pansion and world domination.

The situation to-day is one which 
cannot contain anything of legitimate 
satisfaction to the Kaiser and his war 
lords. Of the German menacing ves­
sels another has been put out of busi­
ness—the Dresden—and the two cruis­
ers, Karlsruhe and Strassburg, are the 
only ones which now remain. Their 
Career cannot be of very much longer 
duration. From France and Belgium 
the news is reassuring, while in Po­
land the giant struggle is still main­
tained, with the advantage not yet 
definitely defined.

LONDON, Dec. 14.—According fo 

a Nish, Serbia, despatch, to Reuter’s 
telegram Company, an official com­
munication issued there Sunday, 
claims that all attempts by the Aus­
trians to halt their retreat have fail­
ed and that the Servians are continu­
ing to sweep the country clear of the 
defeated Austrians.

“The Servians are advancmg suc­
cessfully in the direction of Milan- 
ovatz and Belgrade,” says the dom- 
munication. “The enemy is retiring 
southeast of Obrenovatz.

“In the course of the day the Ser­
vians captured seven officers and 
2,188 men, two flags, sixteen moun­
tain guns, other guns, munitions and 
supplies.”

WHITBY, Dec. 14.—So far the in­
vestigation by Provincial Inspector 
Greer and the local police has thrown 
no further light on the mystery of 
the death of Willia mstone, the young 
Grand Trunk operator, who was shot 
at midnight on Friday in his office in 
the station here. Careful examination 
of the clothing has shown that the 
shot was not tired at close quarters, 
as there are no powder-marks around 
the bullet hole in the vest.

It is also practically certain, from 
the course the bullet took, that the 
murderer fired through the wicket, 
and that Stone was standing up at the 
time.

MURDERER FLED AT ONCE.
That Stone was allowed to summon 

the police by telephone is also evi­
dence that the murdered fled as soon 
as he saw that his shot had taken ef­
fect. The waiting-room was dark at 
the time, a light over the operators 
desk being the only illumination in 
the place. The supposition is that the 
assassin slipped quietly into the dark 
waiting-room, lured Stone to the 
wicket, and shot him as he was ap­
proaching.

A WOMAN IN THE CASE.
The theory that the murder was 

committed by a tramp, or with any 
idea of robbery, has been dismissed 
by the authorities. Nothing was 
touched, and Stone’s watch, which 
was supposed at first to be missing, 
has been found at his home. It is 
believed that the crime was commit­
ted by some one in the vicinity, and 
the authorities are inclined to the 
belief that jealousy over a woman 
may have been the incentive. Stone 
was, according to the statement of a 
man who knew him well, paying 
tention to a young lady at Port Union 
and was expecting to be, married in 
a year or two.

Mr. White, continuing, said: “That 
we have been able to withstand the 
shock of this world-shaking catastro­
phe and recover so quickly is to me 
nothing short of marvellous, a conclu­
sive proof of the fundamental sound­
ness of our country and its institu­
tions, an unqualified tribute to the 
prudence and energy of our people, 
and an unmistakable earnest and aug­
ury of our future progress and great­
ness. While the conflict lasts it must 
be Canada’s first business to see that 
we made war with all our power and 

r25 resources of men and money. That is 
vital. We shall borrow probably a 
hundred millions a year, the greater 
part of which will be spent here. This 
borrowing would be in gold. In addi­
tion to. this money coming to Canada 
there would be the gold payments for 
the war orders placed in the Domin­
ion by Britain, France and Russia. 
Next year our agricultural production 
will be immensely increasde.
