Horses Exported

Law Suit in New York

Headquarters of the Franco-Belgian |
Army in Flanders, Jan 11—Basing my |
opinion on the visible evidence of the !
defensive organization in Flanders, I
can positively state that whatevcri
violent attacks the Germans may be i
preparing against this sector of the
front they are bound to fai thh‘
lieavy losses. f

Prophecies in this war have been |
invariably wide of the mark; there- |
fore I wiil no: attempt to make a:
guess as to the iength of the titantic |
sruggle, but I must record the im- |
pression, overwhelmingly borne in |
upor me aiter a few days of detailed |
observations on the spot, that th i
armies I have seen quartered here are |
implanted in this region so complete-
ly, so solidly, as to indicate that they‘
expect to stay not months, but for
an indefinite number of years.

MAZE OF FORTIFIED
TRENCHES.

Althouch the headquarters war bul-
letins during the last twelve months
heve been remarkably silent regard-
ing the activities of the opposing for-
ces here, it would be a mistake to im-
'aglinc that they havé been sitting down
idly.

At the battle of the Yser, when the
German drive was definitely broken,
the French had here practically noth-
ing to speak of in the way of defen-
sive works. Since then tens of thou-
sands of soldiers, working night and
day, haye transformed the whole
country into a maze of fortified tren-
ches, barbed wire obstacles and bat-
tery and machine gun shelters.

A system of ripsaw trenches covers
the whole front, and is backed b% sev-
eral other lines just as strong. hese
trenches bear no resemblance what-
ever to those of a few months ago.

SOLDIERS WELL PROTECTED.

They are really no longer trenches,
but elongated torts. Bricks, stones,
cement, armor plate, hardwood and
a countless number of earth bags—
these are the component parts of the
latest war ditches, Whatever their
depth, the man behind the rifle is
as well protected as a seaman in a
‘worship’s-gun turret.

The terrors of mud and water have
been conquered. Pumps have drained
the bottoms of the trenches, and trel-
lised boards raised on blocks give the
troops a dry footing. Braziers blazing
at short intervals keep them warm.

a New Hand
German In;/:rror.—.s.';lid to Have

Made One as Good as
the Natural.

Berlin, - jan. 11, via London.—After
of experiment, Director Klin-
genberg of the General Electric com-
pany, has announced the perfection
of an electro-magnetic hand, with
which it is possible to grasp even
the heaviest metal objects and work
with them advantageously as with
human hands.

Dr. Klingenberg has evolved an
unusually powerful battery which can
be carried by the operator, making it
unnecessary: to be near an electric
current in order to magnetize the
“hand.” The invention, it is said, car
perform all the functions of the hu-
man hand and other things.

_As udent of sea fights declares that
if the British navy has a lucky day it

is a, Friday. It was on Friday, July’

29th, 1588, that 'the Spanish Armada
was destroyéd. True it was also a Fri-
day, ‘Nov. 29th, 1652, when Van
Tromp sailed the Channel with a
broom at his masthead to indicate
that he had swept the English from
the seas, but luck has a habit of turn-
ing, and according to the most reli-
able chronologies, Friday,
1653, was the decisive day in the bat-
tle off the North Foreland, when six
of Van Tromp’s ships were taken and
eleven were sunk. It was on a Friday,
April zoth, 1657, that Blake won his
greatest victory in the harobr of
Santa Cruz; on Friday, July 30, 1779,
that the American fleet was totally
destroyed off the shores of New Eng-
land; on Friday, April 12th, 1782,
that Rodney defeated the French,
taking the French admiral prisoner;
and on Friday, September 13th of
the same year that the British totally
defeated the fleets of ‘France and
Spain in the Bay of Gibraltar.

It was also on Friday, July 14th,
1779, that the great siege of Gibraltar
began, to end in the total overthrow
of the hostile armaments. Trafalgar,
indeed was- fought' on a Monday, but
it was on a previous Friday that the
French admiral made the fatal decis-
ion to come out-and give battle. Nei-
son would have been the last to dis-
pute the ‘luckiness’ of Friday, for he
was born on that day, created a Vis-
count on that day, and it was on Fri--
day, May 20th, 1803, that he assumed
chief command in the Med ' rranean

mains to be seen, but the .Heligoland
Bight action suggests that it does,
and the fall of Tsingtau, which took
place apparently on a Friday, seems
to indicate that the luck is shared hy
the sea force of our Allicc.
