Mr. R. A. Pringle, K. C., the Paper Controller of Canada,
has issued an order, effective January 1, 1919, which says:

“2: Discontinue sending paper within three months
after date of expiration of subscription, unless the sub-
scription is refiewed and paid for.”

There arfe many other. restrictions imposed, but this one
is the:most important. Therefore, between now and the end
of the year The Courier’s subscription list st be overhaulel
and put on a paid-in-advance basis, in order to comply with a
governmental order.

Accouptq haye alggady been sent /out to.those: imearrears,
but su*bscnbers ido mot 'need to wait for a “dnn” to spur them
to action. The date on the label affixed to the paper semt to
mail subscribers’ tells”the story. City subscribers: can’ learn
how their subscription stands by referring to their last receipt.

The reason for. this regulation of the Paper Controller is
that it is the practice of some publishers to send their newspaper
until -ordered stopped, and this ‘practice frequently means a
failure to collectxanythmg for subscriptions in arrears; in which
case there is a virtnal waste of paper. It is to prevefit paper
waate that the néw regulation has'been decided on.

Thq manufacture of paper consumes labor, wood; coal,
ghemicals and transportation facilities, and every. ton of paper
saved means just so much labor; raw materials, chemicals, fuel
and ‘trafsporfation available for urgent war fdeeds: For these
reasons the Government insists that paper shall be saved; and
proposes that only those who pay for their publncattons shall
receive them.

Under these regulations The Courier will have no choice
in the matter of deahng with subscriptions in arréars for over
thrce months. .

They
ure insisting upon a strong military
concentration in order to save the
Fatherland and assuring the people
that theme is no need-to lay dcwn
arms. Whether this is a game of
bluff or otherwise really ‘'does not
matter; the Hun outfit will have to

toe the mark now or else maintain &
hopeless struggle until they are
made to do so later on.

Parisians naturally vented their
feelings in great jvuqilatipn when it
became known yesterday that Am-
erican troops had entered Sedan. It
was here that an army “of 30,000
French surrendered to the Prussians
in 1870.

Foch’s men continue to force back
the enemy  with aver increasing
speed and an advance of ten miles
was yesterday reported at ‘eertaip
points.

Plenty of intermial trouble would
now Seem to be looming on the East-
ern front and Bavaria 13 threatening
Hungary.

Reporis of mutiny in Germany
still continue to cdome through, .al-
though details are very much sur-
pressed. It seems more than prob-
able that rebels are in control at

Kiel and Hamburg.

$30.00 to $40.00 per-month .

From the pulpit Hhrry Lauder ad-
dressed a large congregation in the
Highlanders’ Memorial Church, Glas-
gow, on a recent Sunday afternoon.
The occasion was the dcddication of
a magnificent pipe-orgam = from Mr.
and Mrs. Lauder in memory of their
only son, who fell in France and a
stained glass window given by the
Secretary for Scotland.

Wearing the kilt, Mr. Lauder, in a
voice brokemn with emotion, sald:
“We talk about the brave men at
the front. I say, thank God for the
brave mothers at home who have
hélped and still are helping to fight
this great fight. And ecvery soldier
at the front is great, be he Highland-
er or Lowlander.

“I am just back from Bullecourt,
where it was thought émpossible to
cross the German barbed wire. I
wes right close to the Hindenburg
trench among the Lowland divisions,
the H.L.I., the K.0.8.B., =and the
Scottigh Rifles.

“Aye, I wag singing to them. You
should have heard the chorus of

our heads.
