Mrs. William Graham, Waddell 
Stréet, Truro, has received word 
tnat two former Normal College stud­
ents, who for months had lodging with 
her in 1916, have been wounded on 
the Field of Battle “somewhere in 
France.”

Mrs. Graham has always taken an 
interest in these two manly fellows 
ever since their first arrival in Truro 
and during their long and noble fight 
with the Huns in France.

They were fine lads and were pat­
riotic Highlanders; and when the call 
to arms came they gave up their stud­
ies at the /formal College and joined 
the 193rd Battalion under Col. John 
Stanfield.

One of these pupil students at the 
Normal College was Lance Corporal 
Roderick McRae, of Marshville, Pic- 
tou Co., who enlisted March 6, 1916, 
and the other was Pte. William John 
Cameron of West Bay, C. B., who 
joined the 193rd. Bn. April 10, 1916. 
These “Soldiers of the King”went over­
seas with the Highland Brigàde; and, 
after training in England for a short 
time, they were drafted into the 25th 
Bn., and went to France in Decem­
ber 1916. They had escaped unhurt 
until now, Pte. McRae writes that he 
had been wounded on the 9th of Aug- 
the second day of their advance. He 
had a email b\t ol shrapnel in his face 
and a large piece in his left elbow. His 
arm was broken just at the elbow. 
His companion Pte. W. J. Cameron, 
had l?een wounded the same day, had 
a bullet wound in one of his legs.

Both soldiers were taken to a Hos­
pital in France, later to Leckhamp- 
ton Court Hospital, England from 
which Pte. McRae wrote saying that, 
he was well cared for and at seèmed to 
him like a little bit of heaven after 
being twenty one months in France.-

We hope these good soldiers, as 
soon as they convalesence will be giv­
en a “leave of absence” to visit home 
and kin.

August 6.
The retreat of the Germans pro- 

vokt in the first instance by their sec­
ond defeat on the Marne, is contin­
ued and extended in order to release 
enough Divisions to form a maneu- 
vring mass and regain a liberty of 
action of which Marshal Foch’s bril­
liant operations deprived them. That 
is the expert opinion of the situation, 
based on the best obtainable estim­
ate of the condition of the German 
army and agrees wih the views pre­
vailing among the German officers.

The impression, tderived from the 
same sources is that the military party 
in Germany, which will be in absolute 
control, will give up only in the last 
extremities; that, if they are unable 
to reconstitute reserves, sufficient to 
resume the war movement, they will 
again try to impose an offensive pos­
ition on the Allies in the hope of tid­
ing them off and holding a considerable 
part of northern France and Belgium, ( 
as pledge with which to bargain when 
the occupation is no longer possible.

David Palmer, J. P.mmwm
The residents of Owls Head Har­

bor and vidntiy were greatly shock­
ed or Sunday , August 11th, by the 
sudden death of David Palmer, one 
of the best known men in the district.

Mr. Palmer had celebrated his fif­
tieth wedding anniversary only a 
morith ago and his family rejoiced 
to his apparent good health, and hop­
ed to see him alive to a good old age. 
He had gone about as usual, and dn 
Sunday afternoon left his home to 
‘bring in the cows, which he did reg­
ularly each day. As it grew late and 
he did not return, his son went in 
search of him, finding him lying not 
far frcm home Life was extinct. 
He apparently sat down and passed 
quiety away, as he lay as if asleep 
his cap still on, and his eyes closed.

The deceased was seventy-two 
years of age. He was a devoted mem­
ber of the Church of England and 
was never happier than in the hours 
he gave to the care of the little church 
in Owl’s Head, • Harbor. He was a 
man of splendid phÿsique. For many 
years he was a pilot at Ship Harbor 
and handled ships from all quarters 
of the globe. Honest and straight­
forward in his dealings, upright in 
character, loyal to friends and opin­
ions, he was a fine sample of a digni 
fied Christian man.

Besides his widow, Mr. Palmer js 
survived by five children; Mrs. Frank 
Marks of Ship Harbor; Mrs. Ingram 
Stevens and Mrs. Menno Stevens; 
of Owl Head Harbor; Howard, the 
keeper of Ship Harbor Light Station, 
and Allan at home. Deputy Chief 
of Police William Palmer id a brother 
and Mrs. M. Lynch, of McNabs, 
Island; Mrs. Q. G. Kendrick, Mrs. 
T. Lowe, Miss K. Palmer, of Halifax 
are sisters, also Mrs. Walter Stoddard 
of Clarm Harbor.

The interment took place on Aug­
ust 14 at Ship Harbor . A large con­
course paid their last respects to the 
dead man. All the available Orange­
men of Jeddore Lodge (of which Mr. 
Palmer was a member) attended 
and gave the usual fraterai burial. 
The church services were conducted 
by the rector, Rev. A. H. Tyers, who 
took as his text Pauls immortal words, 
“For I reckon, that the sufferings of 
the present time are not worthy to be 
compared with the glory which shall 
be revealed in us.”

The home of Mrs. John Sloan was 
suddenly plunged into gloom by a 
telegram from “Officer of Records” 
announcing that her 1 eloved son, 
Corporal Charles E., familiarly known 
as “Lee Sloan” had on the 11th inst., 
been killed in action.

April 10, 1916 in the 193rd, Battalion 
under Col . John Stanfield.

He went overseas in October of 
that year and was soon transfered 
to the 25th Battalion. He made 
a fine soldier and was soon promoted 
to the rank of Corporal but he dof­
fed his stripes to get to the front and in 
May 1917 this hero was drafted to 
France. He served in the trenches 
for 15 months, and was in many spir­
ited engagements.

And now, at 24 years Of age, he rests 
in a hero ’s grave,....

where poppies blow 
In Flanders fields.

He paid his full mesure of devotion 
to his country and, in giving his life, 
has contributed to the establishing 
in the world of that larger liberty 
of life, which he and thousands of 
other loyal sons of the Empire thought 
worth dying for if need be.

Two other hero sons have Mr. and 
Mrs, .Manley seen in uniform froqi 
their South Maitland home.

Pte. Stephen Manley enlisted in 
Halifax at the out break of the war. 
He did his best, was seriously wound­
ed; returned home and now has got 
an honourable discharge.

Pte. Arthur Manley ! joined the 
Forestry Battalion in 1916 and is 
stil bravey fighting for us in the 
front lines in France

THE LATE REV. W. P. ARCHI­
BALD, D. D.

The reaper Dwth ha« been unus­
ually busy in the ranks of the Pres­
byterian ministry during the past 
few months. Aged ones, have been 
removed but the majority have been 
in the prime H>f life and two have 
lately fallen in Colchester County.

The latest removal is that of the 
Rev. Dr. Archibald, Springside, Stew- 
iaéke, who passed away on the 26th 
Aug. He was a native of Musquo- 
doboit, renowned by the ministry 
of two early pioneers, Rev. Dr. Sed- 
gewick and the Rev. John Sprott.

He graduated from Pine Hill Col­
lege in 1875 and was settled in his 
early ministry over two congregat­
ions in P. E. Island. In that year, 
memorable of the great Union at Mon­
treal, he was ordained over the con­
gregation of Tryon and Bonshaw, 
one of the oldest English settlements 
in the Garden of the Gulf. Here he 
labored a little over two years, when 
he accepted a call to Cavendish, an­
other of the old settlements of this 
province and where he was one of the 
successors of the honored Dr. Geddie, 
the first missionary of the Presby­
terian Church to a heathen land.

For 18 years, he toiled here with 
faithfulness and energy in a charge 
which was said to be one of the most 
interlligert in the Island. He then 
removed to Sunny Brae and St. Paul 
Pictou Co., where his labors were 
continued until 1904, when he was 
inducted over Springside Congre­
gation and gave 14 years of faithful 
service.

This congregation has a record of 
over 60 years of existence and during 
that period has enjoyed the services 
of all not lees than six different min­
isters all of whom now rest in God’s 
acre.
: In recognition of Dr. Archibald’s 
attainments aftd scholarship his Alma 
mater at Halifax conferred on him 
in 1911 the degree of D. D.

He also filled, a few years ago, the 
Moderator’s chair in the Maritime 
Synod, and was at death the efficient 

Clerk 6( thé Truro Presbytery. He 
spent 43 years in the ministry in two 
provinces of the Dominion.

The necrological list, to be submit­
ted at the Maritime Synod meeting 
at Charlottetown in October, will 
contain the names of three D. D s. 
A striking fact in connection with the 
deaths of the past year is that Dr. 
Archibald was the convener of 
the Committee on Obituary notices. 
It may have been that his report was 
pârtiy drawn up. • The hand, how­
ever, that Was Charged with this work 
is now cold in death add ailbther 
voice muât submit the report.
