her in 1916, have been wounded on
the Field of Battle ‘‘somewhere in
France.”

Mrs. Graham has always taken an
interest in these two manly fellows
ever since their first arrival in Truro
and during their long and noble fight
with the Huns in ‘France.

They were fine lads and were pat-
riotic Highlanders; and when the call
to arm$ came they gave up their stud-
ies at the Normal College and joined
the 193rd Battalion under Col. John
Stanfield.

One of these pupil students at the
Normal College was Lance Corporal
Roderick McRae, of Marshville, Pic-
tou Co., who enlisted March 6, 1916,
and the other was Pte. William John
Cameron of West Bay, C. B., who
joined the 193rd. Bn. April 10, 1916.
These‘“Soldiers of the King'’ went over-
seas with the Highland Brigade; and,
after training in England for a short
time, they were drafted into the 25th
Bn., and went to France in Decem-
ber 1916. They had escaped unhurt
until now, Pte. McRae writes that he
had been wounded on the 9th of Aug-
the second day of their advance. He
had a emall bit of shrapnel in his face
and a large piece in his left elbow. His
arm was broken just at the elbow.
His companion Pte. W.J. Cameron,
had heen wounded the same day, had
a bullet wound in one of his legs.
Both soldiers were taken'to a Hos-
pital in France, later to Leckhamp-|'
ton Court Hospital, England from
which Pte. McRae wrote saying that
he was well cared for and at seémed to
him like a little bit of heaven after
being twenty one monthsin France.-

ON GERMAN RETREAT.

With the French Army in France.

August 6.

The retreat of the Germans pro-
vokt in the first instance by their sec-
ond defeat on the Marne, is contin-
ueg and extended in order to release
endugh Divisions to form a maneu-
vring mass and regain a liberty of
action of which Marshal Foch’s bril-
liant operations deprived them. That
is the expert opinion of the situation,

based on the best obtainable estim- |

ate of the condition of the German
army and agrees wih the views pre-
vailing among the German officers.
The impression, (derived from the
same sources is that the military party
in Germany, which will be in absolute
control, will give up only in the last
extremities; that, if they are unable
to reconstitute reserves, sufficient to
resume the war movement, they will
again try to impose an offensive pos-
ition on the Allies in the hope of tid-
ing them off and holding a considerable
part of northern France and Belgium,
as pledge with which to bargain when
the occupation is no longer posslble

Canada and the Empire and un-
stinted service /in their inter-
est.”

—A loyalty and service be it al-
ways remembered which as not been
confined to mere words' alone.

It has been said that the G. W.
V. A., will tend to create, after the
War, a class and that the creation
of a class is detrimental to the good
of ' the nation.

BALD, D. D.

* . The ‘reaper -Danth ‘hae. bden’ {Hius-
vally busy in the ranks of the Pres-
byterian ‘ministry during the past
few months.. Agedi‘ones, have been
removed but the majority have been
in the prime "of life and two have
lately fallen in Colchester County.
The latest removal 'is that of the
Rev. Dr. Archibald, Springside, Stew-
iaeke, who passed away on the 26th
Aug. He was a native of Musquo-
doboit, - renowned by the ' ministry
of two early pioneers, Rev. Dr. Sed-
gewick and the Rev. John Sprott.
He graduated from Pine Hill Col-
lege in 1875 and was settled in his
early ministry over two congregat-
ions in P. E. Island. In that' year,
memorable of the great Union at Mon-
treal, he was ordained over the con-
gregation of Tryon and Bonshaw,
one of the oldest English settlements
in the Garden of the Gulf. Here he
labored a little over two years, when
he accepted a call to Cavendish, an-
other of the old settlements of this
provinee and where he was one of the
successors of the honored Dr. Geddie,
the first missionary of the Preshy-
terian Church to a heathen land.
For 18 years, he toiled here with
faithfulness and energy in a charge
which was said to be one of the most
interlligert in the Island.

The whole matter of preparedness
in peace or in war, is concerned with
our social organization for industry
commerce, and all the process of pro-
duction. We can reap benefits by
the experiences of other countries,
and devise such policies and methods
as to make out of preparedness for de-
fence, a national benefit instead of a
menace to the ideals of a free people.
The present European conflict, is ex-
actly a contest between the work-
shops of the different nations involved,
and can only be determined between
such nations mobilizing their econ-
omic forces, and showing their ahility
in the struggle. The part which
wage earners will do in this war, will
be of primary importance, for the fac-
tories of such nations, will have to be
maintained in operation, in order to
increase the scale of output, and the
intensity of munitions, production
vastly augmented the services, which
the workers perform in the factories
and workshops, is of equal importance
with that performed by the soldiers of
the firing line in France and Flanders,
precautions for the protection and
conservation of those who are em-
ployed in industrial services, should be
just as thorough as for those in active
field service. A

To secure this end, the representa-
tives of Labor will meet at Quebec this
year, in convention where delegates,

from all Unions, will meet where they
will educate and discuss between one
another, the many important ques-
tions which prevents wage earners from
carrying on the work, which is, and
will be placed,upon their shoulders,
from time to time while war is on, and
when peace is declared.

Labor has always demanded the
sight in war time, to be the recognized
defender of the wage earners, against
the same forces which is formed. Wars
have made national necessity an ex-
cuse for more ruthless methods, as the
representatives of Labor, we assert
that conditions of work and pay in all
occupations should conform . with
principles of human welfare and just-
ice, a nation cannot make a very ef-
fective defence against an outside dan-
ger, if groups of citizens are asked to
take part in a war, though smarting
with the lense of keen injustice, in-
flicted by the Government they are
expected to and will defend.

The one,and only agency which can
accomplish this for the workers, is the
organized Labor Movement, the
greatest step that can be made for one
national defence, is not to brand and
throttle the organized Labor Move-
ment, but to afford it the greatest
scope and opportunity for voluntary

all the interest of the wage earners, or-

al defence. It is particularly im-
portant, that organized Labor should

where. Thus the Leaders had suc
ceeded in introducing all those limita
tions and restrictions, that have rep
presented the Goal of the Labor.move-
ment. The next, the workers in the
old land was to have their representa-
tives in parliament, which they suc-
ceeded and finally ended up, by put-
ting Dr. David Lloyd George, a man
who sprang from the ranks of Labor,
as“the- head of their Governmeiit] to
fight the battle of democracy, for the
workers of our land and Empire. And
in order to receive the same conces-
sion which the British people are re-
ceiving, we will have to place Labor
men in our Parliament, to represent
that body who produce ninety-five
percent of the revenue of our country,
then, and then only, will the workers
of Canada be doing their duty to our
Canada and Empire.

We do not wish our readers to cor-
strue this article as an attack on the
Union Governmemt; it is simply oun
viewpoint of the present situation.

If the government at Ottawa, wish-
es to put an end to industrial unrest,
and speed up the production of coal
and munitions, all they have to do, is
to regulate the prices now being paid
for the necessaries of life. What does
an increase in wages avail the workers,
if they are compelled to pay exhorbit-
ant prices for everything they consu-
me? When labour demands increase in
wages, the millers, butchers, farmers
and clothiers advance their prices, not
in proportion to the wage demanded
by the workers, but some 25 per cent
or over. What is the result? There
is a constant demand for increases
made upon employers, and the in-
creases so obtained, is of no material
benefit to labour, it only keeps them
running around in circles; the goal
aimed at, namely a reasonable share
of creature comfort, for themselves
and families, with an opportunity for
making provisions against the time
when they are unable to earn a living
at their usual avocations, becomes in-
stead,a further demand for wages and
as a consequence, strikes, loss of em-
ployment, and a decrease in the pro-
duction of the commodities, vitally
necessary to a successful prosecution
of the war,and the comfort of our
people at home.

There is something radically wrong
with our economic system, or else we
have arrived at the stage in our civili-
zation, when every man engaged in
trade and production, is determined to
exact the very last pound of flesh, re-
gardless of the hardships and suffering
inflicted upon the rest of the people.

BIG BAG  OF SUBMARINES—
NAMES OF COMMANDERS TO

London, Aug. 9—British repre-
sentatives at Vladivostok Murmansk
and Archangel have published 'this
‘“declaration of the British Govern-
ment to the peoples of Russia.”
Your alligs have not forgotten you.
We remember all the services your
heroic army rendered us in the early
vears of the war. We are coming as
friends to help you save yourselves
from dismemberment and destruct-
ion at the hands of Germany, which
is trying to enslave your people and
use the great resources of youfcountr
to its own ends.

We wish to solemnly assure you
that, while our troos are entering
Russia to assist you in your strug-
gle against Germany, we shall not
retain one foot of your territory. We
deplore the civil war that divides you
and the internal dissensions that fac-
ilitate Germany’s plans of conquest:
