The Boston Court Refuses to Grant Ex­
tradition Papers.

Boston, Aug. 7.—Alfred Moriseetto, the 
alleged forger and fugitive from the Domin­
ion of Canada, was before Judge Nelson 
in the United States Circuit Court here. 
James Kunbar. the crown prosecutor for 
the district of Quebec, read the deposi­
tions from Elias Mallioux and Eustace 
Germain, both of whom were accomplices 
of Morissette.

The testimony of both was very damag 
ing to the alleged criminal, but Judge 
Nelson was of the opinion that their testi­
mony could not be relied upon, and, 
furthermore, that no judge in Quebec 
would convict Morissette on such evidence.

Lillie started on Thursday, June

the Sierra Nevada snow sheds on the 
Central Pacific railroad in the saddle 
of his wheel. He followed the Central 
Pacific tracks to Ogden, Utah, then 
the Union Pacific to Omaha and the 
Northwestern road bed into Chicago, 
He reached the World’s Fair city last 
Thursday, just six weeks from the date 
of liis start. After resting a day be 
resumed his ride, and expects to reach 
Cleveland this evening. Mr. Lillie 
rode the same wheel, a Cleveland, and 
without change of tire, the entire dis­
tance, a wheel by the way that was 
manufactured in this city.
