The 'sulphur bottom seldom bolts, 

as the whalers term the action of 
leaping diagonally from the sea, or 
breaches, as perpendicular springs are 
called, but when he does perform in 
this manner he presents a truly won­
derful sight.

While whales are the largest of 
marine animals, yet certain fish grow 
to almost as gigantic size. The larg­
est of true fishes are found among 
the sharks, sayu the American Boy;

, and the larger or these formidable 
fishes, are the waale sharks. These 
huge fish occur in the waters of 
India, Japan, South America, Pana- 
m$f, California and the West Indies.

The nose is very broad and blunt 
and the mouth, although very wide, is 
armed only witn very minute teeth, 
it is a dark colored creature marked 

/V with small, whitish spots and Is per­
fectly harmless to man, feeding ex­
clusively on small fish, 
bulk makes it dangerobs when wound­
ed. This great fish reaches a maxi­
mum length of 70 feet.

Probably the second largest shark 
is the basking shark, known also as 
elephant shark and bone shark. This 
«species ‘derives its' name from its 
habit cf collecting in schools and 
basking in the sun at the surface of 
the sea. It reaches a length of 40 
to GO feet and while large .is perfectly 
harmless.

Its teeth aro small avid numerous 
and its food consists of small fishes, 
shrimp, crustaceans, etc.

It 
was formerly widely hunted for its 

' oil but has become too scarce to 
hunt with much success.

The man eating sharks, which are

grow to immense size, and with their 
ferocious character and powerful 
Jatvs and teeth, are probably ttxe most 

^formidable of ocean giants.
* The great sleeper sV ° T*v is u most 
stupid gluttonous species—as id fact 
are most of the sharks—and spends 

•oat of its time dozing on the sur- 
:e of the sea. When aroused or 

iiaagry It attacks whales, porpbfses 
or in fact anythingTt can find, and 
bites great pieces from its victims 
with its knife like teeth.

At such “lines it seems perfectly 
oblivious to pain or fright and can 
be hacked with knives and pierced 
with spears witiRwt paying *he least 
attention or seemytg to ™ake any 
notice.

Lodge Constitution Amend­
ment Is So Ruled.TAN DEAD Ottawa, Dec. 30.—The information ob­

tained from the census of the manufac­
turée of Canada taken in June, 1911, haa 
just made Its appearance in a bulletin 
from the sensu# branch. Home of the 
information waa given' the publie by 
Air. Archibald Blue in a speech at this 
annual meeting of the Manufacturer** 
Association in September, but much ie 
entirely new.

The returns show that at the time 
of the census Canada had 19,21ft manu­

ring establishments, with a capital 
of $1,247,678,600; with 216.193 employ­
ee»; with a pay roll of $645,286,733; 
using raw material to the value of $601,- 
609,018, and turning out products to the 
value of $1,166.075.639.

lb ten years the number of establish­
ments increased by 4,508; capital by 
$800,000,000; employee* by 176,000; 
wages by $128,000,000; raw material* 
handled by $335,000,000, and finished 
products by $685,000,000.

The extensive development- of Can­
ada's industries is indicated by the im­
mense production of some of tiw* estab­
lishment*. One in Nova Scotia in 1910 
turned out more than eight million dol­
lars’ worth of products, one in Ontario 
more than nirfè million dollars* worth, 
and two in Quebec more than ten mil­
lion dollars* worth. There were fourteen 
establishment* which had a production 
just under seven million dollarT* each 
for the year.

Ontario continues the banner Pro­
vince for manufacturing, having 0.543 
establish meute. Quebec being next, with 
4.846; Nova Scotia following with 1,- 
188; «New' Brunswick. 919; British Co­
lumbia. 302; Prince Edward Island. 334: 
Manitoba. 324, and Alberta and Sas­
katchewan together 105.

The figures indicate that amalgama­
tion was practised in Ontario to a very 
large extent, as during the last five 
years the number of manufacturing es­
tablishments increased by only five, 
while the total capitalization of the 
Ontario .manufacturing companies in­
creased by 200.000,000. the number of 
employee* by fifty thousand, the am­
ount of wages paid by $55.000,000. and 
the «total production bv $210,000,000.

Among the cities. Montreal continues 
in the first place a» a manufacturing 
centre, with Toronto gaining. Hamilton 
takes third place as a Canadian manu­
facturing centre. Avith a production of 
$65,125,000. *

We find no argument 
on the being of God, but this account 
of creation reveals His power and per­
sonality and the beginning of the revela­
tion of God to man.

The direct state- 
men that God cteated all things* car­
ries with it its .own conviction, for does 
He not stand at the beginning of all 
thought anil argument? The first verse 
of the Bible gives us a most satisfactory 
knowledge of the. origin of the universe. 
As regards the time of creation 
told, nothing. There is no account 
date or time until after the creation of 

Six successive periods of creation 
arc spoken of without any indication aa 
to the length of each. .Just how the wri­
ter of this ancient document received 
these primeval truths we are not told;

ed to him in the same way as the re­
mote future was disclosed to the later 
prophets. That the Creator was to be 
worshiped rather than the material 
things which he had created, was the 
lesson which God’s chosen people needed 
to have impressed upon them when 
Moses, their leader, brought them out of 
the land where men worshipped the phy­
sical universe.
