One of the ‘most important steps
to be taken in the care of the woodlot
is its protection from fire and animals.
Fire should never be allowed to run
through it, for not only does this des-
troy seedling trees and injure large
ones, but it also destroys the litter
and vegetsble matter on the ground
and leaves the soil exposed to the dry-
dng influence of the sun and wind.
Fusturing animals in the woodlot is
a great hindrance to the proper devel-
cpment. Cattle, in addition to eating
off the tops of small trees, destroy
the undergrowth and thus allow the
sur to act on the soil and grass and
weeds to establish themselves. The
result is the larger trees begin to
sluwly die at the top and decay sets in.

In woodlots that have in the past
been negleeted and now contain many
more or less opun and grassy spots
it may be advisable to pasture hogs
for a time in the fall. Thése animals
by rooting about stir up the sofl and
put it in good condition to receive
the seeds when they fall from the
trees and thus a new growth of young
trees Is started.
