Earl Grey Has
Difficult Task

London, Aug. 13—Viscount
Gray, it is learned, has not yet de-
cided when he will go to Washing-
ton, although announcement of
his plans is expected soon. His
poor eyesight, which has given him
much trouble, caused him to con-
sent to only a short term as am-
bassador. A year ago it was heard
he might become blind, but since
then his eyes have improved. al-
though he still does but littleread-
ing or writing.

Questions arising out of the
peace settlement, which Bonar
Law announced in the House of
Commons to-day would require
the attendance of Earl Grey, the
new British Ambassador to the
United States, are understood here
to include a readjustment of the
complicated financial relations be-
tween Great Britain and the Un-
ited States growing out of loans
and credits advanced by America.
There also must be an almost im-
mediate recasting of many exist-

tries, necessitated by the radical
changes following the war. Many
of these conventions date back
for more than a century, and were
said by officials to have been ap-
plied to modern conditions only
by the exercise of the greatest lib-
erality of construction. The Laf-
olette Shipping law swept away
completely one treaty relating to
the rights and duties of sailors
and port authorities, and this
never has been replaced.,

In the early days of the war
there were many issues between
the State department and the
British foreign office growing out
of interference with American
commerce by British warships,
and British orders-in-council, and
the many claims for damages by
American ship owners and mer-
chants pending when the United
States entered the war are tech-
nically reopened. Earl Grey con-
ducted the negotiations for his
government.

There has been a suggestion,
too, that conditions in Mexico
were such as to demand consider-
ation on an International basis in
view of the large interests of for-
eign investors, and especially
British, in that country. For a
number of years the British gov-
ernment has refrained from en-
forcing demands upon Mexico for
reparation for the killing of Brit-
ish subjects and for heavy mone-
tary losses inflicted on British in-
dividuals, prefering to leave to the
United States the adoption of
measures tomeet these conditions
It is believed now that one of the
first duties of Viscount Grey will
be to attempt a permanent settle-
ment of the British issues with the
Mexkican government after reach-
ing a satisfactory understanding
with the American state depart-
ment.

Report

In many dstricts, haying is practi-
cally completed. In others, and prac-
ticularly in the Eastern part of the
Province, considerible remeins to be
cut  From this sect'on com2s the re-
port that owing to farm labor being
scarce and the weather unfavorable,
much hay will be too cld before cut-
ting to make the best fodder.

High prices of clover and grass seed
are encouraging more farmers to save
for their own usec and to sell
There is more clover and timothy be-
ing saved for seed than has been for
years. Clover is seeding
ceptionally well and gives
of a good yield.

Grain crops are ripening in some
Counties. Some barley has bheen cut
in Carleton County, Oat harvest will
start this week in that County,
though it will not be general until
next week. In the Northern and
Eastern Counties the crops are about
ten days later. Generally speaking
the grain crops look well and will be
up to the average. Local storms have
done damage in some districts to the
crop. !

Potatoes have been benefited by re-
cent rains and are continuing to make
good growth. No biight has been re-
ported up to the present, although
some cobbler fields are showing the
effect of the wilt. The crop generally
can be saig to be well up to the aver-
age for the time of year, taking the
prcvince as - wheole In some sec-
tions they are slightly below while
in others they are above.
