A GLIMPSE OF MANITOBA.

wutououwnonnmuum
Country.

The following communication has been
received from a York county boy, who
has lately gone to Manitoba; and as it is
written in a plain, unvarnished manner,
it may contain more truth than some of
the highly colored effusions that reach us.

I admit that so far I have met with an
all round disappointment in Manitoba.
West of Port Arthur to Rat Portage,where
Mr. Nairn, our old preacher, is stationed,
I never saw such a rough place in my
life; deep cuts, high dumps and heavy
grades with an occasional bog and.tunnel,-
makes a rather hard combination, and:
you encounter all these -and more on that
piece of road. From Rat Portage to Win--
nipeg it is not much better in more Ways™
than one. The ground is so flat and
damp that in many places it seemed im-
possible to make the hay on it, and the.
cattle and horses pasturing on the'plains
were strutting about “among six or eight

newly elected alderman. Of course, 1ong
before we reached Wimnipeg, the ground
becameé quite dry, and it was altogether &
much finer looking country ; but leaving
agide the vast amount of wheat and oat
stacks, there was absolutely nothing' te
interest you as you passed through it. It
was the same long expanse of gray prairie
wherever yon had a mind to look, and
after a while a person becomes tired of it.
I have heard a good deal of talk about
the beaunty of the situation of Winnipeg,
but somehow or other it appears to me
to be a very ordinary looking place.
Down at the junction of the rivers, where
it is rather pretty, the lots are all taken
up by big mills and warehouses, and
further back, where there is another
pretty place, the city cemetery is situated ;
but the city itself is in the lowest spot for
miles around evidently, still it is hard to
tell, for the country is so very level that
at night the lights of the city can be seen
at a distance of twenty miles or more.

Winnipeg is quite a city though. Street
cars, elecric railways and all the latest
improvements in every branch are here
in abundance, and for a few cents you
will be carried through all the principal
parts of the city. The houses, as a rule,
are far behind those down esst, due of
course to the entire absence of wood in
this country and the awful railroad rate
for bringing it here. Nearly all the busi-
ness houses are built of white brick,
although a few prominent establishments
are of the red material; chief among
them is the Manitoba hotel, an immense
building, eleven stories high, put up by
the Great Esstern railroad company. It
is a fine looking structure, well finished
inside and out, and contains seven
hundred rooms. It is to be opened at
Christmas by a grand ball, tickets for the
night's fun being placed at the modest
little sum of twelve dollars a couple (of
course I will be there.)

When I got here I found that the
blooming stories about high wages for
doing little or nothing, was all rot. I
could not get my certificate to teach until
December 1st, and so I decided o go to

-} work at anything that might come along,

I joined a railroad outfit and surveying
gang at two dollars a day and began work.
I got a paes down to Deloraine, two
hundred miles southwest of Winnipeg,
and from there we travelled westward
until we reached the coal fields, the ter-
minus of theroad. This was one hundred
and thirty miles west of Deloraine, or
three hundred and fifty miles from Win-
nipeg, and as we travelled from: Deloraine
on wagons or on foot, you may know that
I had a capital opportunity of seeing the
country. Down as far as Deloraine it was
a fine country ; we passed two ranges of
low mountains covered with wood (and
plenty of streams), but at Deloraine every-
thing of this kind stopped short. Water
was scarce, and what little is to be had is
so charged with alkali, that it would
sicken “Auld Nick.” All the city water
is hauled from a distance of seven miles
or more, and wood nearly twice that dis-
tance. They are trying to procure water
by means of an artesian well; but so far
they have been unsuccessful, although the
well is down eighteen hundred feet. Al
the way from Deloraine to the Souris coal
fields of the country is of about the same
nature, rolling prairies covered with.
short grass, no hay at all except in little
damp spots here and there; as a conse-
quence there are hardly any cattle, and
no stock of any description except
what is necessary to put in the crops.
People, as a rule, appear to be abominably
poor, living in sod huts, like rabbits,
and having no barns or any wooden
structures of any kind.

What keeps them there is a mystery to
me, unless it is that they are too poor to
get away.

The Souris coal fields in the district of
Assinoboia is one of the most disconsolate
looking holes in the known globe. Wild,
rugged and barren; for - miles on the
prairie you can walk on stones, small
boulders, something like those found in
New Brunswick ; while the river is‘only
a deep gorge, to which it is almost impos-
gible to get down with a team. It is
from these hills that the coal is dug, good
for nothing, soft stuff which, although a
godsend to this country, would not be
used down east at all. - Other minerals of
a like kind are. algo found in small quan-
tities. I found some specimens of agate
and other stones, and it is really wonder-
ful the shape of some huge stones which
stand fifty feet or more above anything
else, and which are so soft that I cut into
them with my knife and so climbed up to
the top. At the foot of some of these
bluffs you will come across innumerable

-buffaloe bones, where the Indians, in bye

gone days, had stampeded them. On the

‘prairie ‘you will see the marks of the

Indian tents, a round ring of stones with
a large one in the centre. I rather liked
wandering around among the anciént
hunting grounds of the poor, despised
Indian, and knocking over the stoné
caving marking the grave of some chief
or other. '

We came home by a different route,
and though it was a much finer country
than that which we passed going down,
still it was a hard looking district, and
not to be compared with the pamphlets
which have ‘been published . about- it.
However, there were some extraordinary
land and crops around the main line of
the C. P, R., from Brandon to Winnipeg,
and it is here that the crops are rmseti
that cause so much talk down east. I
could write you a good deal concerning
farming out here, but, perhaps,. I have
done enough for once; Lui in my esti-
mation Manitoba, as a whole, is not what
it is cracked up to be at all. Nesrly all
of it suffers more or less from frost, and
in some places we passed. - ‘A arves
of wheat was stand®

the question, as there is nothing with
which to winter them ; and as for fowls
and sheep, they are of no use here at all.
Nearly all who farm, do so on a big scale,
and it is either a rich farmer or a poor
one; there are few of the middle class.
As for wages, well they are not so bad for
those who havea profession or trade, but
for the working man, they are not much
better than down home.

But what struck me more than any-
thing else was the difference between the
east and west, taking it from a moral
point of view,I have hardly yet met a
man who does not drink. Working men
will wotk hard all summer on the rail-
road outfits, and when they get into the
nearest town, everything gives; disre-
putable women and barmen haul in all of
it, and they have to turn back to work,
often so glad to get at it again that they

“are ot . able to kick against the reduction

in wages, e, whieh the employer makes sure.
Asa consequence wages dre steadily de-
creasing,'and will continue so until terd
peranee gets a better hold of the masses.
You'.can form a fair idea of the liquor

‘{hen you know that one hotel,
the Leland House, took in over the bar,
during exhibition week, last September,
eleven hundred dollars a day on an
average, and that was only a fair average,
8o they said.

And in everything else the people ap-
pear to be very loose. The Salvation
army, always notorious, is here perfectly
diabolical. BSuch songs you never heard ;
they will tramp the streets nightly sing-
ing sach songs as “For Christ’s a jolly
good fellow,” while the War Cry contains
such things as “There’s flies on me,
there’s flies on me, but there’s no flies on
Jesus.,” In the city are Christian en-
deavors, Y. M. C. A’s and other societies
having great meetings and doing a pile of
talking and never heeding such things as
men drinking their lagt dollar and others
doing worse. This will have to be suffi-
cient for this time, but when I get another
opportunity, will give you some.of the
features of winter life here.

CHEESE FACTORIES.

Requirements, Cost of Buildings and
Eqaipment — General Information.

For the information of those interested
in cheese factories, the following facts,
from dairy bulletins, issue by the depart-
ment of agriculture, Ottawa, and from lec-
tures delivered by Prof. Robertson, of the
experimental farm, are taken.

Factories are managed in either two
ways, by a joint stock company or by a
private individual. In the latter case, of
course, the business is handled by the
owner irespective of bye laws, but in the
case of a company it is necessary that a
code of laws be followed to get the best
results. First,

With Respeoct to Buildings.)

These may be constructed by the use of
a frame of square timbers mortised ‘to-
gether, or by balloon frame of 2x6 in.
studs placed on sills 8x8in. The

i-fwalls_should be finished by  placing

2x6in. Mﬁm{ixwen inches apart;

boards or shmgles. On_the inside board-
ing in with one inch stuff; sheathing
with paper; finished with tongued and
grooved lumber.

These may be
all under one roof or in separate buildings.

the follownig equipment is required:
steam boiler, eight horse power, engine
six horse power, water injector, three
milk vats, of 5,000 pounds capacity each,
twenty-four cheese presses, three curd
sinks, a curd cutter or mill, hoisting
crane, weighing can of 500 pounds capa-
city, milk conductor, card knife (perpend-
icular), curd knife, (horizontal), weighing
scales, one pair for milk, one for cheese,
and one for galt, two thermoneters, two
floating thermometers, milk testing in-
strument, twenty-four press rings, three
rakes for stirring curd, one bandager,
cheese trier, water tank ten barrel capa-
city, whey tank of fifty-five barrel capa-
city and steam pipes, water pipes, stencils
and various sized dippers. For a factory
of 300 to 500 cow capacity most of these
are necessary but the engine may be dis-
pensed with.

Milk shall be supplied from only
healthy cows. The pastures, yards and
lanes shall be kept free from carrion and
all decaying matter. Each patron shall
furnish poor sweet milk, to which noth-
ing has been added and from which no
part has been removed. All pails and
other utensils with which the niilk is
brought into contact

Must be of Tin,

Night and morning messes shall be
kept in separate vessels until the arrival
of the milk wagon. If itisdecided to have
aman to go around and gather the milk,
instead of each farmer hauling his own to
the factory, then at each gate a milk
stand shall be necessary which will af-
ford shade from the sun and protection
against the rain. The milk gatherer
takes away the full cans and leaves
empty ones in their place. All milk is
tested at certain times to see that it is
pure, wholesome, honest and of

Good Average Quality.

Prof. Robertson, .at the city hall in his
lectures, made the following statements:
There is a market for cheese here. There
i8 no reason why you should not send
cheese to England, after supplying your
own wants, and get back English gold
just as Ontario is doing now. We are
less than one cent a pound on butter and
cheese distant from the English markets
and the English people themselves are
very often quite as far as that from their
own markets. The English markets
will take all the good products we can
send them for a long time to come, You
need never fear that you will glut these
markets if you have fine products to send.
Canada sends to England 10,000,000 Ibs.
of cheese, and England buys abroad 25,
000,000 pounds per year. So we send her
about thirty-four per cent of the cheese
she buys abroad. Up in Ontario, over
99 4-5 of all the cheese is made in the
cheese factories. The same is true of the
rest of Canada, to the extent that over 99
per cent of all the cheese manufactured
in Canada is made in cheese factories by
co-operative methods. The result is that
we stand first in the British markets for
the quality of our cheese, and

We Send More Cheese

there per head of population than any
other people on the whole earth. The
establishment of factories of this kind
will increase the value of the farms. If
a man wants to sell, or rent a farm with-
in a reasonable distance of a cheese or
butter factory, he will advertise the fact,
and for why? Because he will see an in-
creased source of revenue through the
cheese factory or the creamery and thus
their proximity increases the value of the
property. Were every man to try to sup-
port the factory in his locality he would
get an increased price for his farm, if he
wanted to sell, and if every man would
support the creamery it would never go
down and it would be still more profit-
able to each one patronizing it.

If any section of farmers wish to co-
operate, a cheese factory of 500 cows cap-
acity can be erected at a cost of $2,000 for
a building of the best sort and construc-
tion, equipped with the best utensils that
recent improvements can provide, and
the cheese can be made at a cost of from
two to

Two And a Half Cents
a pound, including the drawing of the
milk.

It is safe to say that a suitable farm mit-
uated within three miles of a cheese fac-
tory or butter factory will sell for $10.00
per acre more than the same farm or one
like it would bring, twenty miles distant
from either of these factories. ‘In regard
to the export of cheese, in 1868, there
were only 6,141,570 lbs., valued at $620,-
543; in 1880, there were 40,368,678 lbs.,
valued at $3,803,366 ; in 1889, the export
of cheese was 88,534,887 lbs., valued at
$8,915,684.

The business of dairying, when followed
with intelligence and good judgment, en-
sures to the farmers a fair return for
their labors. The co-operate plan of car-
rying on the manufacture of cheese in
factories has superseded almost entirely
the home or private dairy practice.

Neither the reputation nor the character
of the cheese on which it is founded, are
yet beyond the possibility of improve-
ment.

RURAL RAMBLINGS

Pokiok, Barony and Prince William,

From Woodstock to this city by the
mail route on the western side of the St.
John, there are many beautiful farms,
fine residences, grand mill sites and ro-
mantic and pleasing scenes. Perhaps no
part of the dominion is so well favored by
nature with a bountifal water supply.
Every mile or two there are privileges for
water power factories that only re-
quire little labor in building dams to give
any horse power necessary.
No better milling sites can be desired
than Long’s, Jocylin’s, Garden’s, Pokiok
and many lesser streams. Pokiok is both
useful and ornamental. The stream, near
the river, forces its way through a gulch
or canyon with precipitous sides, some
eighty feet high, upright as the wall of a
house, and partly clad by small cedar and
spruce shrubs, that attempt to eke out an
existence from the scanty soil that reposes
in the clefts of the rocks. This chasm is
about five hundred feet long and not over
gix feet wide at its narrowest part. Here
the stream tumbles on over the rocks in a
succession of leaps, from the dam above
to the main river below, some two
hundred feet of a descent inall. Hill &
‘BeQ'éléave a mill here, containing a gang,
gang edger, single saw and all necessary
small saws.~-The building isgood and the
machinery is all n be desired. *
few rods from the mill is the woodwot
ing factory. Here is all machinery requi.
for the output of lumber ‘hecessary .
building purposes. Milling is at a stand-
still at present; but Pokiock is a lively
place when in full:blast. Some fifty men
are employed. The work: is looked after
by Charles Hill, well known all ever the
province for business tact and good fellow-
ship. The hotel at this place is run by
Thomas Brown and should be widely
known, as the visitor gets the best of
treatment and is certain to call again.
Leaving this mill village with its cluster
of comfortable homes, as we come down
river, we see great granite bouldds, of
hoth red and grey varieties. A tall smoke-
stack tells us that we are near a factory of
some kind and a turn in the road reveals
the extract factory, known as Shaws. It
ig idle and will be so for the winter, the
cost of export being too great at this
season. It employs a large force of men.
John 8. Mooers keeps a well stocked
general store at this point. Everything
from a needle to an anchor can be found
and good treatment and the best of every-
thing at a low price is the rule.
Here is another great bend in the St.
John and opposite is the mouth of the
Macnaquac. An old building, fast going
to decay, marks the spot known as Mun-
roe’s Point, where in early days the river-
men had many a jolly hour. As we move
along towards the city, we cannot fail to
notice the fine farming land on either side
of the river, dotted with the very best
houses and barns, homes where want
seldom comes. Now the hillsides recede
and the broad level of the Barony is
reached. Here are the homes of George
Ebbitt, John Anderson, M.P.P., and coun-
cillor Scott. Fine homes they are with
large and well constructed “buildings and
wide spreading acres on all sides. Their
owners point with pride to the well tilled
fields and tell of the many days of toil
that made them so. 4
A new establishment and-ecmeoitiie
best on the road, is that owned by Peter
McClymont. He removed here a few
years ago from Harvey station and does a
large business in the hotel and general
store line. No pains nor expense have
been spared in fitting up and Mr. McCly-
mont can be congratulated on having one
of the finest establishments in York.
It is a succession of large, well stocked
farms, extra good buildings, and charming
surroundings till we end our journey at
the Lake George road end,so called, to
speak of the route from this point to
Fredericton at a future date.

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' WINTER PORT QUESTION.
