River. The late rise in that stream may
have produced conditions  seriously
threatening the failure of Kuropatkin’s
plans, for it is believed the adiance of the
force will be cut off from the reserves and
the base of supplies, and retreat rendered’
problematical. It is however question-
able, if the advance movement had
proceeded to the point indicated. There
seems no immediate prospact of the
cessation of the fighting that has been in
progrese;the last ten days, although there
are signs on both sides that the supply of
ammunition is being exhausted. i

London, Oct. 20.—There has heen an
end for the time being of tighting on a
large scale, which began when on Qct.
9 Gen. Kuropatkin announced to his army
that the time had arrived for an advaonce
agsinst the Japanese. Heavy rain and
bad roads made military operations on
either side extremely difficult if not
impossible. The interruption is being
utilized by both Russian and Japanese
commaunders in making new dispositions
of the forces, and new ohjuctive points
are likely to develop when
operations are resumed.

London, Oct. 2!.—With the country
envelcped in a thick fog and the roads in
bad condition for activity it is for the
time being impossibe for either the Jap-
anese or theg Russian army south of
Mukden to make a wmove. There hae
been several brisk skirmishes and some
surprises of & minor character; but the
lifting of the fog must precede any notable

active

conflict of the hostile forces. No official
report from the Commander of Port
Arthur later than October 10th has

reached 8t. Petersburg.

Loodon, Oct 22 —Military operations
in Manchuria are awaiting the drying of
the roads and plains, rendered impassable
by the recent heavy rains. Meanwhile
correspondents at the front report only
desultory canuonading and unimportant
skirmishes. The report that the railway
station at Shakha had been retaken by
the Russians and railway traffic between
that place and Mukden would be restored
once more is erroneous, The place is still
in the hands of the Japs. The Russian
government is hastening to despatch troops
to the front in the East to constitute a
second Manchurian Army.

London Oct 24—News had been received
at Shanghai that the steamer Cantou
which sailed from that port has success-
fully run the blockade at Viadivostock.

Mukden (via Pekin) Oct 24— While no
pitched battles have occurred during the
last few days the two armies have kept in
close touch with each other. There is no
evidence that the Russian army will rush
north as was the case after Liao Yang.
They have another line of defence to fall
back on, Unless the Japs take the ini-
tiative soon the Russians will renew the
offensive and endeavor td drive the Japs
back for the purpose of ensuring safety in
their winter quarters. Another big battle

may be expected shortly as the weather is
turning cold.

London, Oct 25—There has been no
resumption of fighting of a general char-
acter on the Shakhe river. Both armies
are strengthening their positions, The
outposts axe within seven hundred yards
of each other and less than four miles
seperates the main armies. There is a
scarcity of fuel and much suffering. The
Japanese army confronting Karopatkin is
reciving heavy reinforcements from Port
Arthur and direct from Japan.

Fiﬂy Years of Good
Works.

The 21st of Oct. will be the Fifti-
eth Anniversary of the founding of
[the Order of tne Sisters of Obarity,
in the diocese of St. John. Itis the
anniversary of an Order that has
done eplendid work in every depart-
ment of moral and intcllectual cul-
tore. Tne Order bas grown with
the Catholic growth of the city, and
by far ite greatest and beet works
are those that are npt seen,

It is difficult to define the: esprit
de corp of an Institution like the
Order of the Sisters of Chbarily,
and impossible to overestimate the
amount of good done by a band of
women bound together in charity,
and animated with a love of God,
geal for His glory, and charity for
souls made to God's image and like-
vess, A presentday writer treating
of education says that it should not
include the three R’s alone, but the
three H's, that is the cultivation of
tbe head, beart and hand, This
principle is ever kept in view by the
Sisters in the varicus works in which
they are engsged.

The Sisters came to St, John, QOot,
21, 1854, The cholera had left
many orphan children in St. John,
and other parts of the province,
which was at that time uuder the
spiritual jurisdietion of Bishop, sub-
sequently Archbishop, Connolly.
There was, moreover, great need of
Catholic schools. The bishop, desir-
ing to found a commaunity of Sisters
of Charity in the diocese of S'. Johr,
invited Miss Honoria Conway to co-
operate with him, snd induced Miss
Oonway to enter the (onvent of
Mount St Vincent, New York, to
prepare for the uvdertaking,

In 1854, Miss Oonway, having
completed her novitiate a. Mount
St. Vincent, retarned to S, John,
and in a short time she was joined
by four other ladies from the same
institution. Bishop Connolly then

drew up the Raules, and with Miss
Conway (Mother Mary Vinoent)

mained in cffice eight years. Mother
Mary Vincent was in many respeots
a remarkable woman; io her mental
aod epiritnal nature a combination
of strengrh snd gentleness. She
speot several years in Fredericton,
and died at St. Vincent’s Convent,
My 27, 1892,

The first hou e occupied hy the
Sisters in St. John was a small re-i
dence on Wasterloo Sireet, north of
the cathedral. They lived in this
house six monthe, aud received as
muny orpbans as they could possibly
acoommodate. The saintly Bishop,
who was deeply interested in the
welfare of the little ones, seeing that
the honse was too_small, generously
gave up to the Sisters his own resie
dence on Cliff Street. Tais build-
ing was enlarged and many more
cared for. Soon after the arrival of
the Sisters in St. Joho, they cpened
a school in the *“Temperance Hall,”
oow St. Josepi's school. A grant
was obtained from the governmont
and a small fee paid by parents who
could afford it. In 1857 the Sisters
‘opened a schooiin Fortland (Norib
End), and the following year another
in Frederictorn.

In 1862 Mother M. Francis was
appointed Saparior and continued in
office three years, Mother M. Aug:
ustine succeeded Mother Francis, and
during her years of cffice founded
convents in Carleton and Baotouche,
and opeoed schools in both places.
In 1873 she established an academy
for young ladies in Memramoook (1o
which a lsrge ¢ll containing dormi-
tory, music and study rooms, lubor-
atory, eto., is being added this year.)
In 1880 St. Patrick’s Industrial
Schoel for orpban boys was opened,
thanks to the fatherly care and sol-
icitude of the late lamented Bishop
Sweeney, and the generosity of Mr.
Patrick MoCourt, In 1886 the
mission in Monoton was established,
and the following year another house
wus opened at Shediao. The Mater
Misericordiae Hospital and Home on
Sydney Street, was opened in 1888,
with Mother Mary Philomene a¢
superior, who contioued in charge
eight years, and did much to further
the good work. Thenumber of in
mates increased so'rapidly since it-
foundation that a large addition was
necessary, and the spacious building
is still inadequate to the wants of
the many applicants,

Mother Mary Augusiine died in
1897, leaving behind her many
proofs of her extraordinary executive
ubility. Ouo ber demige Mother Mary
Philomene was elected Superior and
continued in office six years. On
expiration ot her term of office she
was succeeded by Mother Mary
Thomas, the present suaperior, ard
the good work goes on, ~

The above is but a brief outline of
the good done by the Sisters ¢f
Charity, It is beyond our power to
give in a few columus the werk of
fifty years. The Order has grown
from a small beginning ; steadily,
bumbly, unostentatiously, its mem-
bers work, ever keepiog in sight
that;

“Ooly the Master will praice, and
only the Master will blame."”

. Bundreds of orphan girls bave
been cared for during these fifty
years, acd bundreds of boys as well
have fourd & home and friends be-
neath the roof where dwell the
orpban’s friend. It is needless- to
say that through the years of its
existence the community has eve:
found a staunch friend, father and
guide first in its holy founder, whose
noble example was emulated by bis
successor, Bishop Sweeney, and_in
our preeent worthy Biskop, the
Right Rsv.
